. "Likewise at the Silver King, reliable information is to be had’’
that good ore is exposed for a width of one and a half feet in the last
75 feet of the 600 foot shaft. The Silver King shaft was sunk from water -
level on Beaver Creek flat and is the deepest mine in the district. Two
mines in the Lake Creek basin attained a depth of about 300 feet, but
no information is to be had as to the value or amount of ore therein.

"The silver -values of similar deposits elsewhere in the
western United States have been proven to continue to depths varying

' between 500 and 1,100 feet with an average close to 850 feet.

"Data concerning past production of the district are shrouded
in the usual mantle of obscurity and overcast with the usual halo of
mythical richness which characterizes most records of years gone by.

"The production of a few of the mines is to be had and is given
later herein. Absolutely nothing is available purporting to show net
returns. Reports of an exceedingly high per ton value of the ore packed
out in early days were doubtless in many cases very nearly carrect. The
shipments of former days could undoubtedly be duplicated at the present
time, as far as this per ton value is concerned, were it desirable to
do do.

"The district is one of consideeable promise., The numerous
veins of the main mineralized belt outcrop at intervals from the summits
to the creek bottoms, and afford evidence of the possibilities for
exploration at depth. The strong relief of the country affords ideal
tunnel sites for far more extensive development of the country at depth
than has yet been attempted. " Previous work, with the few exceptions
mentioned, has been confined mainly to the more inaccessible but
prominent vein outcrops of the summits. Considerable ore, too low-grade
to stand former day shipment charges, has been left in the various workings
over the district. ULocal treatment by modern methods affords a far
different basis for calculating its present commercial value.






"The results of a few preliminary tests on what is thought
to be typical ore of the district gave a practicable concentration
ratio of approximately 30 to 1l.. It is an ideal ore for flotation and is
amenable to cyanidation. With favorable market conditions for silver,.
no local reason for the present inactivity of the district is apparent."
