Amendment No, 1, dated December 10, 1951, extends the time
required to complete. the project from 3 months to 8 months, and also
changes the performance of the work in that it allows additional
dozing, provides that the Government participate in transportation
costs of the machinery and supplies to the property, and provides for
the rental of a compressor, jackhammer, steel, and hoses for one week.

It was necessary to extend the time limit of the contract
because work was commenced during the fall months and an early winter
made continuation of work on the project impossible, The contract
was therefore amended to allow completion of work during the spring
of 1952, We also provided for additional bulldozing in that in the
opinion of DMEA examiners the property could best be explored by
bulldozing. However, since some of the rock outcrops were hard and
resistant, it was necessary to allow rental of the compressor, steel,
and hoses in order to drill and blast those outcrops, thus assisting
the bulldozer,

Transportation of equipment, travel, and operating supplies
in the amount of $L420 were made allowable costs to the contract since
these costs were regarded as allowable to the exploration project.

. An unfortunate situation has arisen regarding the subject
docket. :

In order to beat the June 30 deadline, we attempted to
work up ‘a contract for the applicant, Mr. Oscar V. Svensson. A
field examination was not made as it happened that representatives
of both the Bureau of liines and the Survey had visited the property.
We did not get the necessary information from Mr. Svensson until
July, but on July 11 we sent lr. Svensson 6 copies of the contract
for his signature if he approved of it. This practice was followed
to try to beat the June 30 deadline; it was abandoned shortly after
the deadline was passed. Nothing further was heard from lir. Svensson
until August 18, although we did have a letter dated July 17 from
Mr, Hawley, his attorney, regarding a possible assignment of his
contract to a company he might form. We replied to this on July
18, stating that this might be possible with the approval of the.
Washington staff of the DMA. The letter perhaps went a little
further than it should inasmuch as it states that “The Regional
Field (office) is recommending the project, and it is anticipated
that the contract will receive favorable action.® However, it was
specifically stated that the contract would not be valid until
signed in Washington.

On Saturday, August 10, we received the contract back
from Mr. Svensson together with a letter implying that he was
beginning work. I immediately wired him that the contract was
not valid until signed by the Administrator. '

The nine Hope claims are in secs. 11 and 14, T. 6 N., R.
9 E., in Swanholm district, Idaho, about 1-1/2 miles northeast of
Hermada antimony deposit (see enclosed map). The claims are
owned by Oscar V. Svensson, 1801 Robert Street, Boise, Idaho, and
Herry J. Wiebelhaus, Mayfield Stage, Boise, Idaho. The latter is
a sheep rancher that owns several thousand head grazing during
the summer in Swanholm district.

The Hope claims were examined in the summer of 1949. The
~ results are briefly described in the Hermada antimony deposit re-
port. Stibnite is in pods and stringers in quartz veins that
usually strike north and dip at U5%east. Mr. Svensson has done
little work on the claims. There are only a few shallow pits,

one bulldozer trench, and an old pit. Several tons of fair grade
(6-8 percent Sb) ore has been minedfrom this pit.

A few samples have been taken during the examination.
The most promising locations, the 0ld pit and the bulldozer trench,
were not sampled because of slides or poor exposures. One sample
from a 2-inch gquartz-stibnite vein on claim No. 1 showed T.5
of antimony. Samples from other workings were from 0.3 to 0.1 Sb.

The claims deserve small-scale exploration not to exceed
$5,000. The estimate includes building a bulldozer road to the
claims, bulldozer trenching, and exploration of some quartz
stibnite veins by open pit mining.
