Dear Captain Ellis:

I recently received a letter from Congressman Walter S. Baring
whom you contacted by phone concerning a D. M. A. loan #1823X. He stated
that you informed him that the geological formation was adverse to copper
and cobalt. I also received word just the other day from Davidson and
Nikoloric's Washington Office, giving me a few of the high points of the
reports submitted from Mr. Weissenborn's Spokane Office of the D. M. A.

A great deal of consideration was given before this original
application was submitted, and only after talking to a number of f R. F C.
and D. M. A, engineers; Because I had originally been of the impression
“that it was another Agency set up solely for grants to large corporatiéns.
They assured me that it was the intention of the D. M. A. to go to any
.means to develop and prospect for some of our most critical metals, i. e.
cobalt and copper, and that it wa s my duty as a prospector and mine op-
erator to put this property into production. Certainly, if our Congress
has enacted legislation of this caliber, for our protection and help of
samll mine owners, I would surely help to carry it out. Now, after con-
siderable work and lapse of time, I must take the stand that I was right
in my original accusation that the present agency set up by the Govern-
rment for the purchase and development of our critical materisls did noth-
ing more than act as gift agencies, possibly podlitical, to some of our
large corporations.

With specific reference to the Victory Mine: I did considera-
ble development work for copper during our last official war, prior to the
need of cobalt. Part of this was done with an R. F. C. Loan for copper de-
velopment under R. F. C. loan docket # ND8700. This loan was approved, ,and
work supervised by Mr. Howard P. Sherman, Chief of the ilining Secti®n of the
R. F. C. Spokane Branch. Mr. Sherman had had considerable number of years
experience in private industry before going with the R. F. C. You probab-
ly have access to a more complete record of him than I have. Piior to Mr.
Shernen's examination, Mr. W. W. Staley, of the Idaho Bureau of Mines and
Geology, and at that time and presently is, Professor of Mining and Geolo-
gy at the University of Idaho, Moscow, examined the property for me. He
felt that it had great merit for a copper producer. He later made a second
trip to the property with Dr. Alfred L. Anderson, and Dr. Anderson stated
that geologically the property was no different than the other properties

he had reported on in the Blackbird District in Pamphlet # 61 of the
Ideho Bureau of Mines and Geology entitled "A Preliminary Report on
the Cobalt Deposits in the Blackbird District, Lemhi County, Idsho".
Feel free to contact Mr. Staley, if you like. Mr. Joseph B. Umpleby,
of the U. S. G. S., made a report on the District prior to World War I,
entitled "Geology and Ore Deposits, Lemhi County, Idaho" in U. S. Geo-
logical Survey Bulletin # 528. Another very outstanding U. S. Geolo-
gist, Clyde P. Ross, covers this area in Pamphlet # 25 of the Idaho
Bureau of Mines and Geology, 1927, entitled "Ore Deposits in Tertiary
Leve in the Salmon River Mountains, Idaho".

We are also well within the erea outlined by J. S. Vhay of the
U. S. G. S. as a cobalt-bearing region of Idaho and you have but to re-
fer to yowNovember issue of "Mining World"™, and the December issue of
"Engineering and Mining Journal", for the very latest publication con-
cerning Howe-Sound's Calera Mining Company's Cobalt Copper property, just
a short distance from ours, to get a better picture of what is taking
place there.

Sure, I'1ll grant that we have no large tonnages blocked out,
but we do have a property that, according tg.a number.of..engineers..and
geologists, they have been many, warrants considerable.development.work.
There 1s visible cobalt, as well as & lot of copper, that is high-grade
enough to sort for shipment prior to milling. In fact, there hasn't been
an engineer that I know of on the property, other than those that have in
some way been associated,either directly or indirectly, with the Calers
Company, that has felt that it did not have great promise for both Cobalt
and Copper. |

It would appear to me that possibly some of ;%Q large corpor-
ations have intentionally infiltrated some of their men into critical
Government Agencies, for the sole purpose of channelling Government aid
funds and controlling and preventing as much as possible, competition .
within given areas to their parent organizations. After talking to a
goodly number of other small operators and prospectors, they are of the
same opinion as I. If this practice is continued, I can assure you that
you will continue to rapidly lose the support of your small oferators, ‘
ppobably at the expense of our national security. Perhaps this may be
what is desired by the master mind behind this over-zll program.

I am sure that you would not endorse or support shat type of a
progrem, and I wish to thank you for the help that you have given to Con-
gressman Baring, also to me, concerning my application for D. M. A. Explor-
atory Funds, and if it should be the intention of the program to explore
for critical metals, please give my application furthur consideration.

INTRODUCTION

An application for exploration loan (docket No.1823x) for
cobalt at the Victory mine was submitted on Form MF-103 by Troy E.
Becker on June 26, 1951. The Victory mine consists of twenty unpatented
claims and two unpatented mill sites owned by Troy E. Becker, Challis,
Ideho; Charles E. Reamsnyder, Sunbeam, Idaho; David E. Bell, Mackay,
Idaho; Margaret Becker, Challis, Idaho, and Alice Reamsnyder, Heiley,
Idaho.

An RFC loan No.ND-8700 on the Victory mine has not been repaid
and is the only encumbrance on the property. Tunnel No. 2 was extended
39.T" with this loan and did not expose any ore.

LOCATION

The Victory mine is located in T, 20 N., R. 18 E., Boise
Meridian, Lemhi County, Idaho. The number 2 and number 3 levels are
located in French Gulch, a small gulch with an intermittent stream,
tributary to Musgrove Creek. Musgrove Creek Jjoins Panther Creek

about one mile north of Forney, Idaho.

The mine is accessible by an unimproved road from the mouth
of Musgrove Creek. From this point, Challis, Idaho, the nearest town,
is southeast by the Morgan Creek road, an improved road, and U.S.
Highway 93. The Victory mine is about 55 miles by road northwest of
Challis, Idaho.





MINE WORKINGS

The mine workings consist of three adit levels. The upper-
most adit, level No. 1, is about 20 feet long and exposes gossan at
its face. Level No. 2, 120 feet long, trends S. T4 E. and is entirely
in the oxidized zone. Level No. 3, 435 feet long, trends N. 87 E. and
crosscuts the ore zone.

Adit levels No. 2 and No. 3 were previously mapped by John
S. Vhay _/ Additions to these maps were made by Wayne A. Roberts.

GEOLOGY

The Victory mine is in the phyllites, schists, and quartzites
of the Pre-Cambrian Yellowjacket formation. At the outcrop above the
No. 2 level, gossan is exposed and appears to be a pod plunging 25° N.
10 E. ILevel No. 2, (fig. 2) exposes several small irregular pods of
quartz, siderite, pyrlte, pyrrhotite, chalcopyrite and gossan that
plunge northeastward. The pod exposed on the surface does not appear
to connect with any of the masses exposed in level No. 2. A small
amount of bieberite was found on the face of the No. 2 level.

The level No. 3 tunnel (fig. 1) crosses a slightly mineralized
fault zone near the portal and crosses a second slightly mineralized
fault zone about 230 feet from the portal. This second fault zone might
be the downward extension of the zone in which the sulphide pods occur
in the No. 2 level (see fig. 1) but here quartz, carbonate, and very
little chalcopyrlte occurs in small northeasterly plunglng lenses w1th
g maximum width of only . two 1nches.

The position of the samples taken and their assayed values
of copper and cobalt are shown in figure 1. The cobalt content of.
all samples is very low and 1s typlcal of the cobalt values found in
many o1 the mlnerallzed zones 1n schist of fhe Blackblrdwglstrlct The
chalcopyrite occurs in northeasterly plunglng pods much like the
mineralized pods found in many places in the Blackbird schist, none

of which have proved to be minable for copper alone.

A net of geochemical traverses were taken to delimit, if
possible, the trend to the mineralized zone. This network, (see
figure 2) does not show any zone. The values of the cobalt content
of the soill are all background.

ORE RESERVES

There are no measurable ore reserves at the Victory mine.

CONCLUSIONS

The Victory is a small copper prospect. The ore contains
a very small amount of cobalt whlch is normal in thls area. No _economic
deposits of cobalt are éxpected in this” ore zone." The copper ore pods
are very similar to many other copper ore “pods in the Blackbird ¢ dis-
trict and are short and appear to be scattered. The lack of any ore-
in the No. 5 level suggests that this prospect is similar to many
