The Field Team fully supports the examining engineer's
recommendation that the applicant's request for exploration assist-
ance on the subject prospect be denied.

Sparse sulfide metallization is sporadically distributed
over a comparatively widespread area. This metallization apparently
is confined to a series of nonpersistent small fractures cutting the
enclosing thin-bedded shales on dip.

The existence of the structure to be explored is predicated
entirely on a line of barren quartz float. A caved prospect pit 500
feet from the float train is assumed by the applicant to have probed
the target structure. A selected dump sample from this early prospect
opening was determined to be discouragingly low in metal content.

The Field Team considers that the proposed exploration
project presents little or no chance of adding to the nation's reserve
of minable copper ore.

It is recommended that the application of D. G. Hatch, Oxford,
Idaho, for exploration aid be denied.

APPLICANT

The.applicanf is a partnership of D. G. Hatch and Ray Hatch,
brothers, both of Oxford, Idaho.

LOCATION

The property consists of six unpatented claims, the Landslide No. 1
and 2, and Gooseberry No. 1, 2, 3 and 4, in T. 13 S., R. 37 & 38 E., B.M.,
in Franklin and Bannock counties, Idaho. The .proposed exploration would be
confined to the Gooseberry No. 4 claim in Franklin county.

OWNERSHIP
The claims were located by the applicant in 1945 and 1946.
HISTORY AND PAST PRODUCTION

There has been no production from the property. Furthermore, the
area to date has remained devoid of productive mining operations.

DESCRIPTION OF PROPOSAL
The applicant proposes to extend the present 38 foot adit, 60 to

70 feet to intersect an assumed vein, the presence of which is indicated only
by barren quartz float.






TECHNICAL FEASIBILITY

Geologic Settin

The property is on the eastern flank of the Bannock range in an
area of thin-bedded green shales striking N. 10°- 30° W. and dipping
30° - 40° E. No intrusives were observed in this area.

Sparse metallic sulfides and oxides are exposed by shallow cuts
and pits over an area about 600 feet wide and 2,000 feet long. This
metalization is confined to fractures trending in strike with, but
dipping across, the bedding at angles ranging from 20° to 56° W. The
fractures are quartz filled for the most part, although some contain
' gbundant calcite. The metallic minerals consist principally of
occasional thin seams of pyrite, chalcopyrite and oxides of iron and
copper within the quartz gangue. The applicant exhibited specimens
containing bornite which were claimed to have originated on the property.
However, none was observed in place. Recognizable cobalt or tungsten
minerals were not seen during the examination.

The strongest structure observed on the property is exposed in two
cuts about 100 feet apart horizontally and 50 feet vertically near the
center of the property. The fracture, striking N. 10° Y. and dipping
70° W., contains 3 feet of calcite and quartz which has been partly
leached leaving limonite, scant malachite, and chrysocolla. - Residual
sulfides remain near the walls. Another similar parallel structure
about 2 feet wide is exposed in a shallow cut about 50 feet west.

The proposed crosscut would explore what is assumed to be a
parallel structure about 300 feet east of these exposures. Although
abundant barren quartz float can be found on top of the ridge at the
structure's presumed location, it has been nowhere exposed. The applicants
believe this float may indicate the extension of a vein formerly exposed
in a prospect pit about 500 feet north of the adit. This pit now is caved
and the structure explored is completely obscured. According to the
applicants, however, the pit was sunk on a similar north-trending fracture.
Samples taken from the prospect pit were stated to have contained as much
as 30 percent copper. Quartz in the dump showed some copper stain. A
dump sample selected to contain the richest ore assayed as follows:

Cu 0.40%
Co 0.01
W03 £ 0.02

Numerous narrow, irregular, quartz stringers are exposed in the face
of the cliff above the adit portal. These stringers dip flatly to the
west across the bedding and are sporadically and weakly mineralized with
limonite, specularite, and copper oxides.

The property contains no measurable ore reserve,

Mining Method

The present slight development of the mineralized zones does not
provide adequate information to permit a discussion of mining methods.

Milling Methods

The applicant's present plans are based entirely on the extraction
of shipping ore.

Time Schedule to Attain Objectives

The applicant estimates that the proposed access road and 70 feet
of crosscutting can be completed within 2 operating months.

Marketing Facilities

Direct shipping ore presumably could be marketed at one of the
smelters in the Salt Lake valley.

The applicants are not considered competent to conduct the proposed
project. Their experience has been largely in farming, although one
currently is employed as a laborer by the Union Pacific railroad. Their
mining experience has been limited to sporadic prospecting ventures in
the vicinity of Oxford during the past ten years.

DISCUSSION OF PROPOSAL

.Mineralization exposed on the property is weak and there is little
evidence to support the belief that the vein which is the target of the
proposed crosscut extension actually exists. Therefore, the proposed
exploration project is not considered feasible.
