The subject docket has been reviewed by the Lead-Zinc 
Branch. The following are facts pertinent to the loan proposals 


The property is in an area noted chiefly for its gold 
content. It was first worked for gold about 1885. In the 1890's 
a lead vein was discovered and worked to a depth of 80 feet. Two 
cars of lead ore were shipped. 


The property was istied by A. E. Weisseriborn said T. B. 
Kiilsgaard of the Geological Survey on July 13. They found little 
of the vein exposed other than in a few shallow oper cuts on the 
outcrop. As exposed in the cut, the vein was about three feet wide 
with a three to six inch high-grade streak of oxidized lead ore 
occurring near the footwall. The vein has a conspicuous outórop, 
chiefly as leiaticular bodies of quartz, which, owing to their 
resistance to erosion, commonly stand out in contrast to the de-
composed granitic country rock, and may be traced several thou-
sands of feet to the west. 


The applicant has mined a few tons of hand-sorted ore from 
the face of one of the open cuts and has driven an adit about 70 
feet. The proposed exploration work is to continue the present adit 
for a distance of 100 feet to the Rustler vein and drift east on the 
vein at an elevation 72 feet below the outcrop for a distance of 150 
feet.


The field team considers the property marginal in grade and 
does not believe very much tonnage will be developed, even though the 
exploration program might prove successful. 


The Lead-Zinc Branch, therefore, recommends that the appli-
cation be denied, and that the attached letter be sent to the appli-
can t.

Enolosed are four copies of an application for an exploration 
contract on the Rustler group of claims, Blame County, Idaho submitted 
by William Brooks, Hailey, Idaho. Also enclosed are six unsigned copies 
of an Exploration Project Contract and appended exhibits. The applicant 
has been requested to supply DIvL& with six copies of the Landlord's 
Subordination Agreement, which will be forwarded as soon aa they are 
available.


The property in question was visited by A. E. Weissenborn and 
Thor H. Kiilsgaard of the Geological Survey on July 13. They found little 
of the vein exposed tther than in a few shallow open outs on the outcrop. 
The operator, Mr. William Brooks, was mining in the western face of one 
of the open cuts at the time of the visit, and handsorting the ore. He 
had a few tons ready for shipment. Where opened in the out, the vein was 
about 3 feet wide with a 3" to 6" high-grade streak of oxidized lead ore 
occurring near the footwall. The vein has a conspicuous outcrop, chiefly 
as lenticular bodies of quartz, which, owing to their resistanoe to erosion, 
commonly stand out in contrast to the decomposed granitlo country rook. 
It may be traced several 1000 feet to the west. (See Idaho Bureau of Mines 
and Geology, Pamphlet 76: A Geologio Reconnaissance of the Halley Gold 
Belt (Camas District), Elaine County, Idaho, by A. L. Anderson and Warren 
R. Wagner, for further geologic information). 


It was the opinion of the examining team that the Rustler 
property was marginal in grade. Moreover, the presence of a lead property 
in an area noted ohiefly for its gold content is unusual and leads to some 
doubt as to how continuous the lead mineralization might be. The fact is,

however, that the property is producing a small amount of lead ore; furtrermore, 
that ore is known to extend down at least 80 feet below the butorop. 
Inasmuch as the structure is strong and continuous it probably warrants 
further exploration. 


Mr. Brook's plan to continue the present adit and drift on the vein 
at an elevation 72 feet below the outcrop will not develop too much tonnage 
even though the exploration program might prove suooessful. Such a program 
could, however, increase production from the property and might lead to 
further exploration which could make the property a noteworthy producer. 
Inasmuch as the exploration contract is for a small sum, and.because the 
property has some merit, the examination team rather hesitatingly recommends 
the granting of an exploration contract. 


Mr. Brooks has very little practical or technical experience in 
mining. However, he has retained a competent consultant . geologist to 
advise and direct his exploration work.

Your communication at hand and I take pleasure in answering your letter. 
Taking your questions in order--- first the shaft foflows the dip of the vein 
and is about 63 degrees. Second the shaft is 89 ft. deep measured on the 
angle. Third shaft is sunk on the vein. Fourth Shaft follows the footwall 
in fact it is inside the walls. The width of the vein is the width of the shaft. 
At about the 79 ft. level you will find a small drift leading East with ore 
showing. A streak of steel Galena Appearing in a soft talc on the foot wall 
and a streak of Cube lead fx'o zen to the hanging wail. The ore shute first 
appears in the drift about 18 ft. from the shaft arid has a very decided rake 
to the east. I think o-f the shaft is continued to a depth of 150 ft. you should 
encounter the ore shute at about 50 ft. from the shaft with a good chance of 
finding ore in the shaft before reaching the 150 ft. level, as you will find 
quite a heavy showing of Iron Pyrite in the vein which cairies .28 in gold, 
about 9.00.

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STATEMENT OF THE DC'NOVAN GUP OF MINES ON IOCK CREEK, IDABO 


The property consisting of three c1auns and two mill cites is located on the no'th 
fork of Rock Creek, Blame County, Idaho. 
The property was patented in 188S and was worked by the oner for some time on the 
gold vein. 
In the 90' s two parties by the name of Black and Rorem found the lead vein and started 
work on it, they run some cuts and small tunnels and found the vein in place, so 
they started a shaft and went down 80 feet with ore of a shipping grade all the way, 
they then ran a drift from the shaft about SO feet all in ore and the ore going down 
:n the bottom over two feet wide. 
After they had shipped two car loads of ore the owner of the ground ordered them 
to stop work as it was on patented grotmd arid they were trespassing, and he would 
not give them a lease on the ground as he was trying to sell the entire property. 
He was offered SO,OOO.00 for the property but refused, he wanting $7,OOO.00, 
which the parties refused to give. 
The owner then shut the works down and there has been nothing done on the property 
since except what I have done. 
The most of the work has been done on the gold vein, one tunnel 320 feet, one 200 feet, and several shorter ones besides small winzes being sunk below the twmel levels. 
The old works have all caved in and cannot be entered, and it will have to be all opened up if there is any work of consequence done.
