This is in reply to your letter of April 3, 1958, in which
you as: about the status of an affidavit you gave to Falrway Uranium
Corporation giving them permission to get a Government loan on tie |
lioodoa group of claims in Custer County, Idaho, and for the resulis |
of drilling done by Cardner and Vance under a DMEA contract in 1952
and 1953.

Fairway Uranium Corporation requested DMEA eid to explore
ihe Hoxloo ¢laims and sent us 8 recorded copy of e Mining lease, &
recorded copy of an Option, and six copies of a Consent to Lien
slgaed by each of you, I presuwme thet the Congent to Lien is the
affidavit to which you refer. Because the Fairway Uraniun Corpora-
tion failed to send us certain necessary informatica regarding thelir
prooosal, the application was withdrawn and the eopies of the lease
and the option were returned to thems The Consent to Lien never
bacane effoctive.

: However, on July 19, 1951, before a IMEA contract was given
to Gardner and Vance, a landlord's Suberdination Agreement was signed
by Ralph M. Black, Lillien Black, David A, Fisher, Marjorie D. Figher,
Prank L. Fisher, and Constance M. Fisher. Again on March 21, 1953,
before the sams gentlemen were given an amended contract, an Owner's
Consent to Lien was aigned by the same six parties. Under the
Landlord's Subordination Agxreement and the Owner's Consent to Lien
the signers as owners of the property agree to secure the payment
to the Government of the percentage royalty on production provided
for under the terms of the contract and grant t2 tie Government &
lien upon the land described in the contract and upon any production
of minerals therefrom until tie royalty claim is fully paid or until





ten . years from the date of the contract has elapsed.

As a result of the drilling done by Gardner and Vance, 8
Certification of Discovery or Bevelopment was wade on May 1k, 1953
and therefore the Owner's Consent to Lien cannot be cancelled. The
Government's contribution to the project was $3,868.06 and the date
of the contract, which determines the royalty period, is Jenuary 2k,
1952. Therefore, if any ore is produced from the floodoo claims 1
through 12 aud the Hoodoo Millsite, royalty is due the Government
until the sum of $3,8G8.06 has been repaid or wntil January 2k,
1962, whichever occurs first. As Gardner and Vance have given up
their lease, it is the obligation of the claim owners to see that
royalty on any production is paid. If you lease your claims, you
rnay protect your liability for royalty payments by including an
appropriate clause in the lease.

We regret that Government regulations prevent us from
giving anyone a copy of our reparts, drill logs, maps or other
information in our DMEA files. However, if you conterplate
doing any further work and care to call at our Spckane office, we
vould be glad to discuss tle property with you.

ments, etc.” The reason for not distributing these items on a monthly basis is doubtless
clear to the Operator, since such distribution might well overstate the cost for any one
month or period short of the entire contract period.

(¢) Narrative.—A concise narrative description of
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible,
the narrative is.to be illustrated with maps or sketches
showing formations penetrated and location ‘and assays
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map;
logs and assays also are to be submitted. .

The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of
the month following.

Preparation of Form MF-104—Operator’s Monthly Report
and Voucher.—All the applicable spaces in Form MF-104
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his
gger;t should sign the certification in the lower left corner of

e form,

- The items of costs are arranged in the order they appear
in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952),
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting
activities under other contract forms. o

Under Item (1) delete words “Short Form’’ if the contract
is & sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delete word
“Independent’ if the contract reported is on Form MF-200
(A). Also, report work paid for on a unit basis under con-
tract Form 1VFF—200 as though it were performed under an
independent contract.

Under+Item (2) include labor, supervision and technical
services incurred for the exploratory operations, Do not
include labor, supervision and technical services used for
work Berforrgedrunder items_(5) and (6).

Under Item (4) appear the three types of operating equip-
ment expenditures, that is, rental, purchase and depreciation.

paid or duly obligated for payment for the purchase of equip-
ment will be reported under *Purchase’”’. The amount of
expenditures due the Operator to reimburse him for deprecia-
’gon ’of equipment owned will be reported under ‘“ Deprecia-
ion”, .

Item (5) comprises costs of labor, supervision, technical
services, materials, ete., which are used in the initial rehabili-

tation and repair of existing buildings, installations, fixtures,

and equipment. These costs, therefore, should not be reported
under items (2) and (3).

Item (6) includes the labor, supervision, technical services,
materials, ete., used in the installation or construction of new
buildings, fixed improvements, etc., necessary for the project.

TERMINATION AGREEMENT

It is agreed this _2Tth_ day of April s 1954,
between the United States of America, acting through the Depart-
ment of the Interior, Defense Minerals Exploration Administration,
hereinafter called the "Govermnment," and Wylie M. Gardner and
L. R, Vance, partners, doing business as the Hoodoo Mines,
hereinafter called the "Operator," parties to that certain
Amended Exploration Project Contract Idm-E223 (Docket No. DMFA-
1959), dated June 3, 1953, effective January 24, 1952, herein-
after called the "Amended Contract," that:

1. A1l work and operations provided for in said Amended
Contract shall be terminated as of May 1, 1953.

2. The Operator shall promptly perform all winding-up
and settlement actions provided for in the Amended Contract,
including the disposal of any buildings, fixtures, equipment, or
other items to the cost of which the Govermment has contributed
and in which it has an equity; and shall promptly render to the
Government a final report and final accounting.

A spall amount of building and repairing roads, and preparing
diamond drill stations, on the property, was allowed in a supplement
to the original contracte The remainder of the money was uged for
diamond drilling. Seven holes were drilled for & total of 1672.,2 ft .

Ore of good grade was indicated in four of the holes and ore of
lower grade in one other hole. Certain outcrops and surface float
had suggested the possibility of considerable lead in parts of the
ore zone. Our diamond drilling failed to disclose such values of lead
but show the probability of an importent body of zinc ore.

The totel expenditure of $§ 9,995.12 has been accounted for and an
audit of this account has been made and accepted. The enclosed check
for § 275.12 is to reimburse the Government for overpayment on
monthly invoices. All items in which the Government had an equity
have been disposed of, to the satisfaction of the auditor. All
major items of equipment were used on a rental basis, and no buildings
were cuanstructed on the property.

Because of the low price for zinc, we will be unable to continue
with the development of the property at this time. For the same
reason, we have been unable to interest private capital, or any of
the major operating companies, in a .project that indicates main
velues in zinc,
