The Operator shall devote the land and all existing improvements, facilities, buildings, instal-
lations, and appurtenances to the purposes of the exploration project without any allowance for the use, rental value, depreciation,
depletion, or other cost of acquiring, owning, or holding possession thereof. Any additional facilities, buildings, and fixtures, to
be purchased, installed, or erected by the Operator, with the estimated cost of each, to which the Government will contribute
currently its agreed pro rata share, are listed in Exhibit “A” attached hereto. The difference between the cost of such additional
facilities, buildings, or fixtures, and the salvage value thereof at the conclusion of the work, shall be charged as a cost of the
project to which the Government has contributed its pro rata share. .

The following origin is suzgested for the cerussite and
calena occurrence at the Derrett and Ricks prospect. From other
prospects and nines in the mineralized lead zone lansfield® lists
wulfenite and svhalerite and from the copper zone he lists
tennantite, tetrahedrite, azurite, and malachite. The tennantite,
tetrahedrite, galena, and sphalerite niay be primary minerals.'
Calena also often occurs as irregular replacerent deposits in lire-
stones, as does sphalerite. The rest of the winerals are usually
secondar;y. It is sugpested that galena is present as irregular
rasses in the Langston linmestone, and perhaps in the Trighan quart-
zite where the latter is fractured and near the Langston contact.

Conclusions in Relation to DiA Prozram

The Cerrctt and Ricks prospect, as well as the general
Lineraliged belt is pertinent to the commodity program insofar as
lead and copper (and molybdenw: according to Lansfieldh) are anong
the elements included in the program.

If a core drilling program is mapped out for Berrettfis
and Ricks® prospect, a drill rig could be moved to the prospect
without much difficulty.

The proposed financing is reasonable and there is no rcason
to believe that Berrett and Ricks cannot finance their share of
the proposal. Both men are experienced prospectors, and Ricks
promoted and owns a part of the Viruira gold mine at Black Pine,
Idaho, now being operated by the Duvall Co. of Ogden, Utah.

As pointed out in the discussion of the geology the
mineralized belt is about 25 riles long, there are some favorable
indications of mineralization, and the past exploration has been
quite haphazard. Since this is a fairiy extensive zone if careful
exploration showed some worthwhile deposits to exist, these deposits
might have considerable size and hence materially add to reserves.
On the other hand, it is difficult to nake any statement at present
on the Berrett and Ricks prospect alone.

The following conclusions can be made as to nining nethods.
If the gossan can be proven to be extensive and to contain sufficient
ccrussite and galena, it cculd be mined by open pit methods. Iiining
nethods in the bedrock would in large part be deterrined by the
shape and nature of the ore body.

The mcthod recormerded in this report is core drilling.

Five
thousand dollars seems adequate for 5 or 6 holes. Berrett and
Ricks state that they have enough money to provide security for a
loan. They are acquainted with provisions for repayment of the
loan they seek.

Berrett and Ricks seem to be competent, intelligent, and
responsible men, equipped to carry out their share of any agreement

that they nay conclude with the Government.
