Granite Queen property is on the west margin of the Idaho
batholith: The area is underlain principelly by a gneissic complex
containing lime-silicate inclusions. Numerous small pegmatite dikes
cut the gneissic complex and included lime-silicate bands. The
gneissic complex is probably of sedimentary origin, the original
sedimentary rocks having been greatly modified by the batholith.
Meny of the ridges in the area are capped by Columbia River basalt.

'The applicant's exploration target is a lime-silicate band

8 to 12 feet wide. This band strikes N. 25° W. and dips 60° N.E.,
- being parallel to the gneissic structure of the complex. This band

is cut by pegmatite dikes composed mainly of feldspar with subordinate
amounts of biotite, hornblende, and quartz. Two short exploration
adits, one 50 feet in length and the other 20 feet in length, have
.been driven along this lime-silicate band.

The only ore minerals noted were a few specks of chalcopyrite,
malachite, and very fine-grained specks of a dark-gray sooty mineral,
probably chalcocite. The chalcopyrite is intimately associated with
hornblende in small pegmatite dikes which cut the lime-silicate band.

‘The lime-silicate band was lemped with an ultra-violet lamp.
No scheelite was noted. A Geiger counter showed no abnormal radio=
activity in the vicinity of the lime-silicate band or pegmatite dikes.

The application states that the deposit contains lead, nickel,
cobalt, vanadium, columbite, and samerskite. The DMEA examining field
team did not see any lead, nickel, cobalt, or vanadium minerals, nor
,any samarskite or columbite.
