A statement of the 


estimated cost of the project is set forth in Exhibit "A", attached 


hereto. Except insofar as any item of 'requirement or the estimated cost 


thereof set forth in Exhibit "A" is there or elsewhere desgnated a,s an 


"allowable maximum," such items of requirement and of related cost 'are 


estimates only, and may be exceeded to the extent that the Government may 


from time to time approve for the most economic and beneficial performance 


of the work within the limitation of the total aggregate estimate of costs.

The discovery consisted of zinc-tungsten ores occurring in 
veins cutting through argillite and tactite. The ore reserve indicated 
as a result of such work consists of 9,800 tons with a grade of 7.6 per 
cent zinc, 0.30 per cent turigstic oxide (W0 3), and 0.28 ounce silver per 
ton. 


5. Comments


The Operator prosecuted the work diligently and well. Sus-
pensions of work during the winter months were to be expected in the 
isolated area where the mine is situated with heavy snows and long 
periods of sub-zero weather. 


The indicated reserve of the No. 1 vein is estimated to be 
3,000 tons averaging Lt.1 per cent zinc, 0.218 per cent tungstic oxide, 
and 0.31 ounce of silver per ton. 


The indicated, reserve of the No. 2 vein is estimated to be 
9,800 tons averaging 7.8 per cent zinc, 0.3 per cent tungstic oxide, 
and 0.27 ounce of silver per ton. 


The ore reseve in No. 1 vein is too low grade to be considered 
ore; the reserve in No. 2 vein is considered marginal ore particularly 
since the indicated tonnage is not large enough to warrant the construction 
of a mill. Inferred reserves were not calculated. 


Further exploration and development at this time is not warranted. 
The small ore reserves, theterior of the ore, and the remote location of the 
mine indicate a submarginal operation. Government participation in future 
exploration or development may be warranted if the minerals are in a 
critical supply and milling facilities are available in the area.

I located Meadow View Group of four claims in August 1950. 


During the summer of 1951 built two and one-fourth miles of 


access road to claims with bulldozer and started crosscut with air 


compressor, jackhammer, and wheelbarrow; and advanced a distance of 


about 44 ft. Also located 6 additional joining claims. 


During the fall of 1951, I applied for a D.M.E.A. loan to 


complete crosscut to cut #1 and #2 veins which were exposed on surface 


outcrops and to drift a distance of 50 ft. on each vein. This loan 


was approved on actual cost basis and work was begun in July 1952, 
and completed in October 1952, with a distance of 115 ft. of cross-


cut through hard tactite limestone and some argillite to cut both 


veins. Also, we drifted a distance of 50 ft. on #1 vein to north of 


crosscut and 50 ft. to south on #2 vein. This work also included 


the installation of mine rails and a car to replace the wheelbarrow, 


but was done with the handrnucking method at an actual cost of $30.00 


per foot for crosscut and 23.23 per ft. for drift. 


In the fall of 1952, I applied for an extension to the contract 


to extend the #2 drift to the south a distance of 500 ft. on unit 


cost of $34.00. This was approved and work was begun July 12th. 


Bulldozer was hired to build road to portal, so as to move com-


pressor and mucking machine to portal site and imprVe access road 


to claims at a cost of 5OO.0O, of which the Gobernment paid 50%. 


We enlarged drift on #2 vein to make it possible to use 


mucking machine to replace the handmucking method used in 1951.

During the season of 1952, we advanced a distance of 222 ft. 


with ore of milling grade and from four to seven ft. wide for a 


distance of about 66 ft., making a total length of ore exposed on 


#2 vein about 116 ft • This vein was only about an average of 3 ft. 


wide on the surface and about 75 ft. long, which showed considerable 


improvement with depth. We drifted a considerable distance to south 


trying to find extension of #2 vein, but found very little of interest 


there; so returned to #1 vein to fii$.h contract. 


The #1 vein was considerably larger on the surface with an 


average width of about seven ft. for a distance over 100 ft., but 


was very irregular and poddy for the first 50 ft. north of crosscut 


but showed considerable improvement this fall when I crosscut it 


just north of small fault. At this point it was about 10 ft. wide, 


with ore. of a milling grade in z:inc and scheelite with some silver 


and copper. So the underground work showed considerable improvement 


in width, strike length, and also better grade of ore. 


The ore seems to be very uniform in grade on both veins, as 


there have been several different parties sample both veins and they 


all seem to get very much the same results. 


The U.S.G.S. and U.S.B.M. both have complete maps of this project, 


also samples. 


I expect to continue the development of this property as much 


as possible. with the lower crosscut to get more depth and prepare 


for production, if and when a mill is available; or I may sell this

I sent a sample of 6 lbs. of the ore,that we crosscut this 


fall,to Minerals Engineering Co. at Glenn, Montana for a mill test; 


as they asked me to do this last spring when I visited their 


property and asked them to give me a copy of the results. If they 


do I will forward a copy of it to the U.S.G.S. office. 


I am very well pleased with the results of this project and 


am thankful to both the U.S.G.S. and the IJ.S.B.M. for help they


have given me to make it a success.

The Field Team' s report reconnnends approval of an application 
submitted by the Operator to do adx3.itional exploration work at the 
Meadow View property. As stated by the Field Team, this work would 
consist of the 800 feet of drifting and crosscutting at a level 1140 
feet below the existing adit, some bulldozing, long hole drilling, and 
assaying. The total cost is estinted at 28,192, of which the 
Government is to participate in 62.5%, or $17,620.00. 


The Meadow View project was designed to explore two veins, 
at distances ranging from about 60 to 100 feet below the outcrop, by 
driving a short ad.it and. by 50 feet of drifting on each vein. The 
veins cropped out as strong gossans of relatively short strike length 
and in which there were to be seen traces of sphalerite and specks of 
scheelite. It was recognized from the start that the ore was low-grade 
but it was hoped that exploration would prove the deposits to be of 
replacement type and that they would be of large enough tonnage to 
permit mining. 


The edit was successful in penetrating both veins. Drifting 
to the northwest on the No. 1 vein proved discouraging as the vein was 
found to consist of discontinuous pods and lenses of low grade ore; 
however, the drift was extended 50 feet as allowed by the contract. 
Drifting on the No. 2 vein was more encouraging. Where cut by the 
ad.it, the vein is about ii. feet thick but as the vein is followed to 
the south the thickness increases. Maximum thickness is unknown but 
estimated to be at least 12 feet. Six channel samples taken during 
the first 50 feet of drifting had a weiglited assay of 7.5% Zn and. 
0. 306% W0 over an average vein width of 5.3 feet. The ore consists 
chiefly o pyrrhotite and. fine-grained quartz in which there is dis-
seinfnted sphalerite, traces of chalcopyrite, and flecks and occasional 
crystals of scheelite.

As exploration of the No. 2 vein had been encouraging, the 
contract was amended to allow 500 feet of continued drifting to the 
south on that vein. This work was done during the surs of 1953 and 
19511. The first 80 feet äf drift continued in the strong No. 2 vein, 
the ore appearing to be comparable to that sampled in the first 50 
feet of drift. Beyond. the 80 foot point the drift crosscut to the 
southwest, into the vein hanging wall, where it was continued some 
distance in barren ground. In the 19511 season, the drift was turned 
to the east where it crosscut a mineralized zone following an argillite-
tactite contact • This zone is presumably the southern continuation of 
the No. 2 vein. Drifting to the south or this zone was discouraging 
and the face of the drift, as of October 9, 19511, was in barren quartz. 


In evaluating the accomplishments of the project to date it 
is apparent that a discovery has been made and that the property has 
some merit, although the findings are not as good. as had been antici-
pated. The deposits have been found to be veins, in part cutting the 
bedd.ing,. and. to have no extensive replacement thickness as had been 
hoped for. Further, the strike length of the No. 2 vein, while longer 
on the ad.it level than it was at the outcrop, is not impressive. The 
grade of ore in both veins is low. Considering the costs of mine and. 
plant development, accessibility, and. other economic factors, there is 
grave doubt in nrr mind, as to whether it warrants being classed as ore. 
In this respect, I can see no reason to consider the property as a 
tungsten producer. It is true that the ore should average about 0.30% 
W03; however, in all the ore that I saw the scheelite is scattered 
throughout the pyrrhotite as specks and. grains. In milling, if the 
ore is ground fine enough to release the spbalerite there will undoubt-
edly be much of' the scheelite lost in the slimes. There is even the 
chance that little if any scheelite could be recovered. Unfortunately, 
exploration indicates that the deposits are not large enough nor high 
enough in grade to be mined solely for tungsten. 


Whether the deposits warrant continued exploration is specu-
lative. The proposed lover-level work will undoubtedly find the veins 
to extend to that level; however, there are no geologic reasons to 
expect the veins to differ in characteristics from those they exhibited. 
above. They very likely will continue to pinch and swell both on 
strike and on dip. There has been no appreciable change in the grade 
or mineralogy of the ore between the outcrop and the • existing adit 
level, nor in the strike length along the adit level, and any marked 
changes at the proposed level 140 feet lover in elevation must be 
considered as unlikely. Such work could very possibly accomplish 
little except to change the status of the ore in the block below the 
adit from inferred to indicated. 


As to the proposed exploration project, the new adit would 
come under the No. 3 vein, the weakest of the 3 outcrops. This vein 
is probably the northern continuation of' the No. 2 vein and, as such it

might be possible to drift on the vein to the south and. come under the 
downward. continuation of the No. 2 vein. However, there is a barren 
stretch on the outcrop between the No. 2 and. No. 3 veins, and, if this 
barren zone continues with depth, much of the drift will actually have 
little chance of finding ore. Actually, if the operator would be con-
tent with merely getting in.forrnation on the vertical and. strike-length 
extent of the veins he could achieve this purpose by diamond drilling 
flat or down holes from the proposed ad.it . site to test the No. 3 vein, 
and by sinking a winze on the No. 2 vein from the existing drift. 
Such exploration would be cheaper than the type of work now proposed.. 


I am not making any recommendations on the proposed project 
as I believe it must be a policy decision to determine whether the No. 
1 and 2 veins have been adequately explored. The Field Team has pre-
sented reasons for their favoring the applicant' s program and I have 
attewpted to point out various reasons why further work might not be 
justified. Were I writing the Field Team report I would not recommend 
the program as I do not believe it will result in. much information 
that is not already known; however, in this case as in other projects, 
the final decision rests with I4EA.

Although the contract now nearing completion has partially 
developed two short veins the ore discovered is not shipping grade 
and the tonnage indicated and inferred is too small to warrant building 
a mill. The construction of a custom inil.l on a nearby property is 
meit1oned as a possibility which might conceivably make profitable 
operation of the Meadow View mine possible. 


The proposed crosscutting and drifting would test the three 
known veins on the property at a depth of about llj.0 feet below the 
present DI€A adit and has a good chance of materially increasing ore 
reserves of about the same grade developed above. 


I would be willing to accept the field team's recommendation 
for an amendment to the present contract to allow an additional 800 
feet of drifting and crosscutting and 500 feet of longhole drilling. 
However, I disagree with the proposal that percentage participation be 
changed from 50-50 to .62-37.

On December 13, 19514, Elmer Enderlin submitted an appli-
cation for additional exploration. He proposes to drive a 300-foot 
crosscut to intersect the No. 3 vein, and to drIft 300 feet on the 
vein. The proposed new level will be approximately 1140 feet below 
the present DMEA level. He has also requested that the Government 
participate in a tungsten-zinc cost percentage (62%). Results of 
DMEA work done to date are shoiin on the attached map and are suixa-
rized as follows: 


Vein No. 1 has been partially explored by the past DMEA 
work; it is estimated this work has discovered 1,300 tons of indi-
cated ore and 2,600 tons of inferred ore. Weighted assays along the 
drift show the ore averages about 5.2 percent zinc, 0.27 percent 
tungsten trioxide, and 0.29 ounce of silver per ton. The vein has 
been only partly explored in the drift because the maximum back over 
the drift is 66 feet. However, drifting should be continued beyond 
a fault at the drift face to see if the vein extends beyond the 
fault and to determine if the vein rakes into the proposed explo-
ration area. If the vein is found on the new proposed level, 
approximately 75 to 100 feet of drifting will be done to determine 
its grade and width. 


The DMEA drifting on Vein No. 2 has shown it has a longer 
strike length and is wider than exposed on the surface. The reserves 
discovered by the DMEA work are estimated to be 4,600 tons of indi-
cated ore arid 7,100 tons of inferred ore. Weighted assays show the 
ore may average 8.35 percent zinc, 0.313 percent tungsten trioxid.e, 
and 0.28 ounce of silver per ton.







The south end. of the outcrop ends abruptly as shown on the 
attached map; this is also true on the present level except the 
termination is partially capped by a mass of vitreous quartz. This 
abrupt termination of the oresboot with no visible vein or fault 
continuing beyond the end of the shoot apparently is characteristic 
of the massive sulfide replacement veins of the district. This 
characteristic is particularly evident at the south end. of the No. 
2 vein. The vein material does not seem to have any preference in 
regard to wall rock as both argiflite and limestone or tactite are 
replaced by these veins. 


The continuity of the veins at depth is not known; thus, 
one of the purposes of the deeper exploration is to determine their 
down dip extension as well as to explore additional veins which have 
been examined insufficiently, or not at all, in the present project. 
The No. 2 vein shows a marked improvement in strike length and width 
on the present level; this is the main reason for recommending 200 
additional feet of drifting so that this vein can be explored. 


E. A. Youngberg, geologist, Geological Survey, cut a 78.. 
inch sample across the gossan zone near the north end. of Vein No. 3 
which assayed no zinc and 0.3 percent tungsten trioxide. It has been 
mapped on the outcrop for about 80 feet, and is shown on the map to 
be about 11. to 6 feet wide except on the south end. where it is about 


inches wide over a short distance. 


The dip used. to project this vein to the new proposed 
level is 62° as shown on the section enclosed with the applicant's 
request. The dip of this vein is not definitely known but it is 
believed to be approximately as projected.. 


It was found after plotting End.erlin' s proposed work on 
the attached composite map that 600 feet of proposed. work would. not 
test the three known veins. If an additional 200 feet of drifting 
and crosscutting is planned all three of the veins could. be 
partially explored. (See attached. map.) 


A Field Team letter dated March 7, 1955, was sent to the 
applicant requesting he amend his application to allow a total of 
800 feet of crosscutting and drifting and. 500 feet of long-hole 
drilling. He was also asked to submit any request for bulldozing 
if it is required. to clear a portal site and. build a short access 
road.
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Mr. Enderlin has agreed to the increased footage and. 
approved the proposed 500 feet of long-hole drilling. He also 
stated 16 hours of bulldozing would prepare a portal site, for the 
proposed crosscut per his letter of March 9, 1955. 


It is recommended the present contract be amended to 
include the following exploration: 


1. Crosscut and drift 800 feet from a portal site 
approximately 250 feet northwest of the present portal and 
approximately 140 feet lower in elevation to explore the No. 3, 
1, and 2 veins in this order. The location of the portal site, 
direction of the crosscut, and amount of' drifting on each vein 
will be subject to the Field Team's approval, but this work will 
follow approximately as outlined on the attached map. 


2. It is recommended that approximately 16 hours of bull-
dozing be allowed to clear a portal site and construct a short 
access road to the portal. 


3. It is recommended that 500 feet of long-hole drilling 
be allowed to test the walls for structures particularly in the 
No. 1 and No. 2 vein areas. 


Ii. It is recommended the Government participate on a 
tungsten-zinc basis of 62 percent of the proposed exploration 
costs because tungsten content of the ore discovered is the 
major value of the ore. 


5. The time required to complete the work based on the 
rate of the past work will require about three working seasons. 


6. The cost of assaying 40 samples for silver, zinc, 
copper, and tungsten should be allowed in the proposed amendment. 


Mr. Enderlin has 52 feet of drifting remaining in the 
present contract. If' this proposed amendment is approved, it is 
suggested the remaining footage be used to locate the No. 1 vein 
beyond the fault at the face of' the present drift. The information 
gained from this drifting will be an aid in planning exploration on 
this vein on the proposed lower level. If this amendment is not 
approved, the remaining footage will be used to follow the structure 
found at the present face. 


The Highland-Surprise Consolidated Mining Company of the 
Coeur d'Alene district has submitted an application for exploration 
of' the Deer Trail claims located 1* miles north of Enderlin's claims. 
The company officials have stated they plan to move a 300-ton 
flotation plant to these claims from the results of three diamond 
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drill holes and exposed vein outcrops. If this is true, Enderlin 
may make some kind of an arrangement to have the ore, now stockpiled, 
milled while they develop the Deer Trail claims. 


The ftiture of the adow View mine depends upon the dis-
covery of ore reserves large enough to interest a mining concern 
able to construct a mill to concentrate the sphalerite and scheelite. 
It is believed the proposed exploration would increase the known ore 
reserves to interest some mining company. The results of the explo-
ration to date have been good, and the operator has done an efficient 
job, practically alone.

The above-cited. contract expires October 16, 19514. Although 
only about 8o feet of drifting renins to be done on this contract, 
this probably cannot be finished before the property will have to 
close for the winter.

The applicant has completed a DMEA project at the Meadow 
View mine and. is now applying for additional assistance to continue 
exploration. Under the previous contract the applicant crosscut 115 
feet starting from a point 35 feet from the portal of the wilt and. 
intersected two veins. The first, No. 1 vein was intersected at 55 
feet from the portal and the second, No. 2 vein at about 150 feet 
from portal. Under the first contract 52 feet of drifting was done 
on No. 1 vein and li.5 feet of drifting on No. 2 vein. No. 2 vein 
is regarded as the stronger and more persistent of the two. The 
operator now proposes to drift 500 feet southeast on No. 2 vein 
at an estimated cost of $18,000. 


According to T. H. Kiilsgaard. of the U. S. Geological 
Survey, the vein is composed chiefly of pyrrhotite with spbalerite, 
minor amounts of chalcopyrite, and scheelite. Dean Bolt of the 
Bureau of Mines took 6 channel samples 5 to 10 feet apart along the 
vein. The channel samples averaged 5.3 feet long and gave a weighted 
average of 7.5 percent zinc and 0.306 percent W03. 


The examining field team reconmiende additional work on 
No. 2 vein to the southeast and the field team concurs in this 
reconunendation. The applicant would like the new application to be 
considered on the basis of tungsten rather than zinc. The field 
team believes the tungsten content of the vein sufficient to consider 
this request. However, Erwin J. Lyons of the Washington staff of the 
Geological Survey in a memorandum of March 12, 1953 recosunends that 
the application be approved on the basis of zinc because of the low 
tungsten values and the probable metallurgical problems involved in 
recovering tungsten fran the ore. The present reviewer agrees with 
Mr. Lyons feeling that .306 percent tungsten is a rather m11 concen-
tration and unless a considerable tomiage of ore is proved the requi'. 
site milling equipment cannot be justifiably installed to effect a

recovery of both zinc and. tungsten. For tbat reason the present 
reviewer recommends that the property be considered solely on its 
merit as a potential producer of zinc and recoimnends the application 
on that basis.

The applicant has completed a DWIEA project at the Meadow 
View mine and is applying for further assistance from the Government 
to continue the exploration. Under the previous contract the appli-
cant crosscut 115 feet starting from a point about 35 feet from the 
portal of the adit and intersected two veins - No. 1 vein about 55 
feet from the portal and No. 2 vein about 150 feet from the portal. 
Fifty-two feet of drifting was done on No • 1 ye in and forty-five 
feet on No. 2. The operator now proposes to drift 500 feet southeast 
on the No. 2 vein. Total cost of the project is estimated at 
l8,000.


No. 2 vein is the stronger and more persistant of the two,, 
ccording to T. H. lCiilsgaard, U. S. Geological Survey, it is corn-
osed chiefly of pyrrhotite with sphalerite, chalcopyrite, and 
iee1ite. Dean Holt of the U. S. Bureau of Mines took 6 channel

An application has been received from Elmer Enderlin for 
a new DMEA contract to further explore the No. 2 vein of the Meadow 
View mine which was partially explored under Contract I dm-E294. The 
applicant feels that the tungsten content of the inarrants Govern .


-ment participation on the basis of tungsten rather than zinc as in the 
present contract. Therefore, he has applied for a new contract rather 
than an extension of the old one. 


Information in the files (see inspection reports by T. H. 
Kiilsgaard, USGS, dated November 5, 1952, and Dean Holt, USBM,. dated 
November 25, 1952) indicates that the proposed work is desirable. 
Samples taken from the No. 2 vein contained from 5.3 to 10.4 percent 
Zn and from 0.18 to 0.44 percent W0 3 over widths of from 4.1 to 7.0 
feet; sufficient tungsten to be considered in determining Government 
participation. 


The applicant proposes to extend the present drift on the 
No. 2 vein 500 feet southeast and to improve the existing access road 
and portal site. He estimates the cost of this work will be $18,000 
and as the bookkeeping required under the present long form contract 
was difficult for him he would prefer that Government contribution to 
the cost of drifting be on the basis of an agreed unit cost of $35/foot 
in lieu of actual costs. He estimates the cost of dozing to improve 
the road and portal site will be $500 including moving charges. 


Enderlin had previously indicated that he thought he could 
do the proposed drifting for $30 per foot if he could work two headings 
simultaneously. Upon the recommendation of representatives of the 
Field Team the proposed work would be limited to one heading for which 
he estimates a unit cost of $35/foot. Drifting and crosscutting during 
the past season were accomplished at unit costs which varied from







...	 O 


$23.55 per foot to $35.84 per foot. The sections of drift completed 
for $23.55 per foot extended less than 50 feet from the crosscut, 
requiring a minimum of pipe and rail and a relatively short tram. 
Then, too, rail was not purchased for last season's work nor was any 
ventilation equipment; both items must be considered for the new work. 
Other miscellaneous supply items were on hand at the beginning of work 
and were not charged to the project. 


The average cost of 210 feet of untimbered drift and crosscut 
completed last season was $28.69 per foot. Estimated additional costs 
of the drifting proposed for next season are as follows:

It is noted that the new application is made by Enderlin 
alone. The partnership of Enderlin and Connally, Operators under the 
present contract, has been dissolved and Connally has given Enderlin 
a quit claim deed for the property. He has also assigned his interest 
in the present contract to Enderlin so that it would be possible, if 
desirable, to extend it rather than negotiate a new one. 


The work specified under the original contract was completed 
at a total cost of $6,713.14, leaving about $2,300.00 unexpended. A 
part of the Government's contribution amounting to $456.00 has been 
withheld pending disposal of jointly-owned property and final audit. 
In order that the contract may be closed out, Enderlin has made an 
offer of $325.00 for the stoper (original cost - $689.00), the sole 
jointly-owned item of equipment purchased for the project. He had 
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prerious1y submitted copies of his correspondence with machinery 
dealers in Missoula, Montana, and Wallace, Idaho, regarding sale of 
the machine. These dealers, though they did not make a firm bid, 
indicated that a fair price would be from $250 to $300. It is 
recommended that his offer of $325 be accepted. It is further 
recommended that the Government's interest in the pipe purchased 
for the project at an original cost of $138.98 and which is part of 
the permanent installation be waived. There were no unexpended 
supplies.

I believe Mr. Enderlin t s report is satisfactory. There is 
hardly enough engineering or geologic problem involved to burden 
his contract with more technical services. 


He and Mr. Kiilsgaard are in accord on the proposed drifting; 
but there is only about $2600 left in the existing contract. The 
proposed bulldozing is feasible, I believe. Washington office approval 
of increases totaling about $13,000 would be needed to continue the 
project.


Mr. Enderlin requests that a new contract be drawn up. I 
have discussed this with Mr. Kiilsgaard who favors continuation by 
amending the existing contract. In the event the present contract is 
oarried on, Mr. Enderlin should submit the following: 


1. A quit claim deed from his former partner, Mr. Henry 
Connally. 
2. Assignment of any interest in the DI'EA contract from 
above mentioned former partner. 
3. Acceptance of the assignment and of the contract 
obligations as previously appliedto the partners. 


In searching through our contracts I find that the above 
instruments were required by the Washington Office of DNEA when W2310 R.

Enclosed are the original and two copies of a final report 
submitted by Mr. Elmer End.erlin on the captioned contract. 


Mr. Enderlin con1eted all work allowable in the contract by 
September 30, 1952, although at that time there remained about $2,600 
of unspent funds. In an interview with Mr. Enderlin on October, 6, 1952, 
Mr. T. H. Kiilsgaard, U. S. Geological Survey, was informed that Enderlin 
wished to dx) more exploration work on the Mead.owview property, particularly 
drifting to the southeast on the No. 2 vein, but that there was not enough 
money remaining to do the desired amount of work and that an amendment 
extending the funds or another contract should therefore be negotiated 
for this purpose. Enderlin was advised that the No. 2 vein was strong 
and would certainly warrant more exploration if the assar values were 
encouraging. Information compiled since that time indicates that 
continued exploration is warranted ( see Kiilsgaard's inspection report 
of November 5, 1952, and Holt's final inspection report of November 25, 
1952).


Mr. Enderlin has recently been advised to submit a proposed 
exploration program to this office. If this program proves logical, as 
it is expected to be, it will be forwarded to Washington, D. C., with 
recommendations for approval. It is therefore suggested that Enderlin' s 
report not be considered as a final report inasmuch as we expect to be 
in business with him at least for the coming field season and will 
probably use the remaining contract funds plus additional funds as well.

The Meadow View claims were examined in August 1951 by 
Elton A. Youngberg, geologist, U. S. Geological Survey, for the Field 
Team, Region II, in connection with DMA 1734-X. 


Mr. Youngberg's report shows that the deposit contains very 
little tungsten (0.03 to 0.11 percent wo.) and should not be considered 
for exploration as a tungsten project. The zinc mineralization is of 
better grade, and the field report recommend's exploration of the 
deposit for zinc. 


I concur wit1- Mr. Youngberg's report, and suggest that the 
docket be referred to the lead-zinc branch of DMEA for further 
consideration.

INTROEUCTION 


Elmer Fnderlin and Henry ConnoUy submitted an application 
for exploration of the Meadow View claims in 1951, iihich was given 
a DM& docket number (l73I4X). The proposed exploration outlined in 
this application was largely completed at the time of the field ex-
amination in August of that year. The applicant requested thit. no 
action be taken upon this application and subsequently submitted a 
new application in December 1951, outlining a new proposal for ex-
ploration, ithich they wish to complete during the 1952 season. This 
application has been assigned docket No. DNEA 22l3X and i. the sub-
ject of this report.


RECOATIONS 


It is recommended that the applicants' prop sal to spend 
$8,419.00 to explore the Meadow View claims be given favorable con-
sideration.


CONCLUSIONS 


The veins of the Meadow View clim have not been previously 
explored and consequently little is known about their behavior at depth. 
The outcrops contain considerable pyz'ite and sOme ephalerito and schee... 
lite. The tungsten content is below commercial grade, but may be re 


J covered as a by-product if the zinc content of the veins prove high 
U enough to be mined. The applicants' proposal should be considered as 


a zinc exploration project.

LOCATION OF PROPERTY 


me property consists of ten located claims on Fourth of 
July Creek near Stanley, Idaho, in sees. U,, 15, 22, and 23; T. 15 E; 
R. 8 W. The property may be reached via the Hailey-Stanley highway 
by taking a secondary road eastward up Fourth of July Creek from the 
Sawtooth Ranger station fifteen miles south of Stanley. The secondary 
road follows up Fourth of July Creek 10,5 miles to a recently constructed 
mine road. This road takes a southerly route three miles to the ciias 
on the lower ridges at the bus of Washington Peak. 


PROPOSAL 


The applicants propose to explore two veins by continuing 
a crosscut started during the summer of 1951. The crosscut has to be 
extended approximately 20 feet to intersect the No. 1 vein and an ad-. 
ditional 80 feet to out the No. 2 vein. The applicant proposós to 
drift and raise on these structures, but does not specify distances. 
It appears that the applioant$' funds should permit approximately 
100 fóet of drifting on the two veins.' It is recommended that 50 feet 
of drifting upon each vein be specified in the contract. 


E 'WORKINGS 


The only underground workings is an adit 52 feet long, com-
pleted during the summer Of 1951. This is a crosscut driven to intei 
sect the No. 1 vein. 


A three-mile truck road was bulldozed to the prospect from 
the forestry road up Fourth of July Creek during the early summer, 
This road is rough, but should be adequate to serve the exploration 
project proposed. 


The rcks underlying the area haye been iapped by Clyde P. Ross 
as bolonging to the )IilligSn formation of Ktssissippian Age. In the im-
mediate vicinity of the Meadow View prospect, th. rocks are do].oinitio 
limestonos and srgillites. A stock of quarts monsonite outcrops a 
short distance to the east,' which is probably an outlying igneous body 
related to the Idaho batholith. Thi presence of conSiderable garnet 
and epidote in the dolcmites and argillites is believed to have resulted 
from the metamorphism of these rocks by this intrusive. The veins or 
mineralized bodies are of the replacement type. The mineralization is 
localized in the center portions of tight folds. Røplaoement has con-
centrated at the nose of the fold and weakens away from it, giving the 
ore bodies a tear drop shape. This is particularly characteristic of 
the No. 1 vein. The axes of these folds plung. at almost 900 down the 
dip of the bedding. It is believed that this structure has provided 
channel ways for hydrothermal solutions from an underlying igneous 
body probably related to the quartz monsonite intrusive a short distance 
to the east,







The three mineralised structures mapped vary from 75 to 125 
feet in length. The structure mapped as the No. 1 vein is the longest 
and has a maximum width of 16 feet. The other two were observed to have 
a length of about 75 feet and an average width of 2 to3 feet. 


The veins consist of massive iron suiphides and sphalerite 
through which seheelite is fin.]1y disseminated. The suiphides occur as 
massive irregular pods in a siliceous dolomite gangu.. • The sCheeite 
also occurs in the siliceous part of the vein. Leiping, however, in. 
dicated that the soheslite was most abundant within or close to the 
su]phide mineralized areas.

ORE POSSIBILiTIP


The ore possibilities for zinc are believed to be good. 
Evidence of tungsten mineralization was widespread in the area and 
it is not impossible that tungsten ore of ccnimeràial grade might be 
encountered with further exploration. The outcrop length of in-
dividual veins are not long, however, they appear to occupy centers 
of folds which suggest that the ore sbo.tó may be considerably longer 
on th. dip than on the strike. A number of similar appearing oxLdised 
outcrops were noted in the area adjacent to the veins which are being 
prospected. Samples from several of these also contained scheelite. 
Oxidation of the outcrops was too complete to indicate what the primary 
.suipbide minerals were but it is quite likely they Were iron and 'sins 
suiphides as in the veins being prospected. Samples taken on the out-
crops of the No. 1 and No. 2 veins (see Map) indicate the sins content 
of these veins maybe of ccimercial grade and are believed feasible ex-
ploration targets.

A final inspection was made of this project September 30, 
accompanied by John West, Bureau of Nines engineer, and the Operator. 


The Operator had completed the contract work the previous 
day and was planning to break camp for the winter. 


The original contract was on an actual cos basis with 
allowable maximums. The contract was later amended, increasing the 
total amount and changing to an agre1unit cost basis as Stage II. 


The work completed under the contract is as follows: 


Stage I - Actual cost basis 
Drifting	 95 feet 
Crosscutting	 115 


Stage II - Agreed unit cost basis 
Drifting	 500 feet 


Actually, the Operator drifted 50 feet under Stage II, of 
which only 500 feet was reimbursable. 


Operator bid $200 for the Government's equity in a stoper, 
pipe and fittings, and track spikes. This bid was accepted by the 
Field Team. 


The last work in the south end of the drift failed to disclose 
any zinc or scheelite mineralization of consequence. Operator returned 
to the original drift near the portal of the crosscut and advanced the 
drift through the small fault in the face into what appears to be mill 
grade zinc ore. A sample was cut but assays are not yet available.

MONTHLY REPORT OF OPERATOR 
The Operator (Contractor) of an exploration project is 


required to make a monthly report to the Government 
through the Regional Executive Officer. This report con-
sists of three parts as follows: 


(a) Form MF-1 04—Operator 's Monthly Report and 
Voucher.—This form details expenditures and consti-
tutes a voucher for reimbursing the Operator for the 
Government's share of costs; 


(b) Form MF-1 04A—Operator 's Unit Cost and Prog-
ress Report.—This is a statistical report of expenditures 
which shows costs for the various types of operation; 
and


(c) Narrative.—A concise narrative description of 
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual 
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible, 
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches 
showing formations penetrated and location and assays 
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In 
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map; 
logs and assays also are to be submitted. 


• The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in 
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the 
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of 
the month following. 


Preparation of Form MF-1 04—Operator 's Monthly Report 
and Voucher.—All the applicable spaces in Form MF-104 
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his 
agent should sign the certification in the lower left corner of 
the form. 


The items of costs are arranged in the order they appear 
in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952), 
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting 
activities under other contract forms. 


Under Item (1) delete words "Short Form" if the contract 
is a sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delete word 
"Independent" if the contract reported is on Form MF-200 
(A). Also, report work paid for on a unit basis under con-
tract Form MF-200 as though it were performed under an 
independent contract. 


Under Item (2) include labor, supervision and 'technical 
services incurred for the exploratory operations. Do not 
include labor, supervision and technical services used for 
work performed under items (5) and (6). 


Under Item (3) include the costs of material and supplies 
used in the project other than that used under items (5) 
and (6). 


Under Item (4) appear the three types of operating equip-
ment expenditures, that is, rental, purchase and depreciation. 
The expenditures made for renting equipment belonging to a


third party will be reported under "Rental". The amount 
paid or duly obligated for payment for the purchase of equip-
ment will be reported under "Purchase". The amount of 
expenditures due the Operator to reimburse him for deprecia-
tion of equipment owned will be reported under "Deprecia-
tion". 


Item (5) comprises costs of labor, supervision, technical 
services, materials, etc., which are used in the initial rehabili-
tation and repair of existing buildings, installations, fixtures, 
and equipment. These costs, therefore, should not be reported 
under items (2) and (3). 


Item (6) includes the labor, supervision, technical services, 
materials, etc., used in the installation or construction of new 
buildings, fixed improvements, etc., necessary for the project. 
These costs, therefore, should not be reported under items 
(2) and (3). 


Item (7) covers miscellaneous types of expenditure such as 
payroll taxes, liability insurance, workmen's compensation 
insurance, repairs to equipment and sampling and analysis. 
Only that part of payroll taxes, liability insurance and 
workmen's compensation which are paid by the operator 
should be reported under item (7). The share paid by 
the employee as a payroll deduction is to be included 
under item (2) as labor costs. 


Item (8) includes any unforeseen costs not included in the 
other stven categories. 


The original of Form MF-104 when submitted for reim-
bursable expenses incurred under contract Form MF-200 
must be supported by original documentation or by certified 
copies of purchase orders, payrolls or transcripts of payrolls, 
unless such documentation has been waived by the Regional 
Executive Officer. This certification may be stated thus, 
"Certified True Copy (or Transcript)", followed by appro-
priate signature. If the Executive Officer of the Region 
determines that a contract under Form MF-200 should have 
an "on-site" audit, that is, a Government auditor should 
make an audit of the Operator's books and records of account, 
the Operator need not support his monthly voucher with 
original or certified documents except in cases of equipment 
purchases whose individual costs exceed $50.00. In these 
cases the original or a certified copy of the purchase order or 
invoice should be attached to the Monthly Voucher.

Preparation of Form MF-104A—Operator's Unit Cost and Progress Report.—Applicable 
places on Form 104A should be filled in by the Operator. The purpose of thIs form is 
twofold as follows: (1) to furnish the supervising engineers and other administrators with 
statistical information necessary to better determine the progress of the project; and (2) to 
furnish more permanent information on mining costs for future use. The more important 
phases of operation on which permanent information is desired have been outlined in the 
form.

The property was inspected on October 9, 19514. Mr. Elmer 
Enderlin accompanied the inspector. 


The attached map shows the advance at the day of inspection 
and the geology. 


Several pods of sphalerite and scheelite ore have been cut 
by the drift since the last inspection. These pods which appear to 
be replacement of the limy argillite rock are difficult to trace 
because the walls are dirty and. very little structure could be observed 
to indicate the direction and the dip of the pods. 


The crosscut to the east has cut the limestone-tactite bed. 
Mr. Enderlin reported hitting quartz in the round just drilled in this 
crosscut. It was suggested to Mr. Enderlin, if this round and. perhaps 
another round did. not expose indication of ore in the crosscut, he was 
to continue the drift to the southeast. It also seemed. advisable to 
swing the drift slightly toward the east because the two small pods of 
ore beyond. the crosscut were in the north wall of the drift. 


Mr. Enderlin stated he would. close the property down by 
October 15 it' it did not snow before that time. Five inches of snow 
was reported on the pass between )ckay and Challis on the 13th of 
October e• Mr. End.erlin has probably moved. his equipment. and. closed. 
the property for the winter.

The inspection was made on September .30, 1954 with Mr. 11mer 
derlin, the owner, The steep switchback access road was snow-covered 


and iapassable by conventional vehicles. However, 1r. Enderlin was 
hopeful of making some advance during the next t weeks. October 16, 
1954 is the present extended ccsspletion date. 


One hundred and ninety-seven feet of drift and crosscut has 
been co1eted since late in July. Cross sections have been maintained 
at the minimum of 5x7 feet because of hand mucking and tramming (over 
350 teat). The workings are dry and water must be hauled from the 
meadow which is abOut 150 feet vertically below the portal. 


An easterly crosscut started last fall encountered a quarti vein about 7 feet wide which may be the continuation of thi No. 2 vein which was lost at about 100 feet in th. southerly drift during last. 
summert a advance. 


Further crosscutting eastward, as shown on the accompanying 
Sketch, exposed a tactite contact along which subsequent drifting has 
exposed a structure with irregular sphalSrite occurrence which suggests 
a vein in parallel with No. 1 vein which was explored during 1952.

The property was visited on August 29, 19511.. Mr. Enderlin 
accompanied the examiner. 


The crosscut has been advanced 8i feet from the point 
in the face of the drift, At 81 feet the contact between 
the argillite and tactite was found. Mr. Enderlin has drifted 
14.3 feet on the contact. Sphalerite and. scheelite occur in 
along the contact and average about 6 inches to 1 foot in width. 
At the face of this drift a vein containing sparSe sphalerite and 
pyrrhotite in the argillite crossed the drift. A quartz vein was 
also present in the face, but it appeared to be barren of valuable 
minerals.


Mr. Enderlin was advised to follow the zinc showing 
crossing the drift and if this vein pinched out to continue on the 
contact vein. The enclosed map illustrates the present workings. 


Mr. Enderlin was building a log cabin near the mine 
to save daily trips of 2 miles to and from his present cabin.

The inspection was made on July 211 . , 19511. with Mr. Elmer 
Enderlin, the owner. There were remnants of snow drifts along the 
access road to the mine. 


Mr. Enderlin had been able to reach the mine only a few 
days prior to this inspection so that only two rounds had been 
broken in the project drift so far this season. The drift has been 
turned in a S 770 E direction as recommended by Mr. Kiilsgaard, and 
the face of this inspection was back into the black cherty argillite. 
There were a few specks of pyrite at the face, but no ore minerals 
could be recognized. 


Mr. Enderlin has one man employed to help with the project 
work. He intends to eomplte a 3-1/2 to 11. foot round-in-and-out 
cycle daily. The mucking machine which was used last year has been 
abandoned for hand mucking.. 


It is believed that the greater part of the drifting which 
remains will be completed before October 16, 19511.. Two hundred and 
seventy-eight feet of drift remain to be completed by that time; i.e., 
278 feet can reasonably be advanced in about 80 working days.

rection suggested by Thor Kiilsgaard, U. S. Geological Survey, during 
his last inspection. A 2-.foot quartz vein was intersected at the 
face in a limy tactite rock.

cumulative costs. The "Total Csts" on Form MF-104A for each month should equal 
the monthly "Total Costs" as reported on Form MF-104.

I.exauiined the Meadow View mine on October 12, 1953, 
accompanied by Mr. Elmer Enderlin, Operator. The examination 
included, the napping of work done this season and the running Of a 
traverse to and along the outcrop of the structure currently being 
explored by underground workings. On October 13 we returned to the 
mine for about 2 hours to take samples and. to lay out a chAnge in 
the course of the work to be done. 


The attached nap, measured from the point where unit cost 
work commenced, shows the progress that has been completed during 
the present season. In addition to this work, $500.00 of bulldozing 
has been done in extending the road to the adit. portal and in nkirig 
a dump site • The Operator has also slabbed the wall of the drift 
driven last year on the No • 2 vein to provide room for the mucking 
nachine, although the cost of this work has not been billed to the 
Government.


This season's drifting to the south on the No. 2 vein 
has, for the nxst part, followed the footwall of a strong pyrrhotitized 
ore body in which mey be seen sphalerite and some chalcopyrite., and 
which lamps scheelite • From a visual inspection it is believed that 
the grade of this ore will be about the same as that ore exposed by 
last year' s drifting. The mineralized structure is much stronger 
than that followed last year, however, with both walls comnonly 
being in ore. In fact, throughout the first 80 feet of this season's 
drifting the hanging wall of the ore body is very indefinite and 
is believed to be well beyond the western wall of the drift. The 
exact walls of the ore body are difficult to determine as the ore 
is frozen to the wall rock and as the ore tends to gradually merge with unmjneraljzed rock.
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At a point 70 feet south of where the present season's 
work commenced, the ore on the footwail became lean and disseminated 
and the Operator therefore turned the drift to the southwest to, 
as he put it, 'tstay with the ore." After following this southwest 
bearing for about 15 feet the ore again became lean and disseminated 
and the country rock became nore silicified. by vitreous quartz. 
The drift, however, was continued along this bearing and eventually 
intersected a snll south-dipping fault beyond which no ore was 
seen. The drift was continued south of this fault until the quartz 
finally pinched out and the drift then followed an argillite-tactite 
contact that was barren of ore • This advance of barren drift led 
the Operator to believe the ore bad. been cut off by the previously 
mentioned fault. 


The Operator informed me that when the drift had been 
advanced to the southernnst point the property was visited by 
Mr. V. Z. Johnson, U. S. Bureau of Mines, 'who advised that a cross-
cut be turned, to the west through the tactite to test that area 
for the faulted ore body. The Operator therefore turned the cross-
cut as shown on the attached map and. was working this heading at 
the time of the examination. 


After carefully mapping this season' s drift advance, the 
writer believes the Operator may have erred when he turned the 
drift to the southwest 70 feet south of the season's starting 
point. At that point there is good ore at the drift sill and indi-
cations are that ore continues on to the southeast. If this 
conclusion is correct, the southwest advance of the drift was 
actually an oblique crosscut across the ore body whose hanging 
wall was encountered a few feet north of the U.S.B.M. tag. Close 
inspection of this part of the drift indicates that ore extends 
into the east drift wall and that the hanging wall of the ore body 
merely passes into the east drift wall at the point where the small 
fault enters the drift from the east side • There is' little evidence that the fault actually cuts off the ore body; in fact, there is little evidence that any of the northwest-trending patterns of 
faults displace the ore body insofar as may be seen in the mine 
workings. Certainly, the southernnst of these faults, and the 
largest, has not displaced the	 contact. This fault crosses the drift 116 feet south of the U.S.Bj4. tag and. it seems highly probable that had this fault, or similar faults to 
the north, displaced the ore body the argillitetti5 contact would also have been displaced.
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As the ore body appears to be continuing on to the south-
east it seems logical to turn a crosscut in that direction to test 
that area. The shortest crosscut for such a purpose would begin 
somewhere in the vicinity of the U.S.B.M. tag; however, such a 
crosscut would make the southern drift advanced beyond that point 
worthless. It was therefore suggested to the Operator that be turn 
the crosscut from the southernnx)st face of the drift in a S. 77 E. 
direction and continue on that course for a distance of 55 feet or 
until the footwal]. of the ore body has been reached. In the event 
no ore is encountered in this crosscut it would infer that ore had 
pinched out before reaching this southern projected target area. 
Such a pinching out of the ore is not anticipated; however, should 
this be the case the Operator might turn a short crosscut to the 
east from a point near the U.S.B.M. tag as an additional test but 
such a crosscut should be undertaken only as a final resort. 


There is, of course, the possibility that ore is pinching 
out to the south and that no nore southern drifting is warranted. 
This condition is not suggested in the drift; however, the southern-
nost exposure of a strong vein outcrop on the No. 2 vein is about 
100 feet north of the southernnost location of ore in the drift. 
South of this outcrop a strong rusty argillite member with included 
lenses of tactite, the total thickness of which approaches 80 feet, 
continues over the nountain for an indefinite distance. It is 
believed that the ore occurrence is confined to this argillite 
member and that any exploration should be in this member. The 
rusty argillite is overlain by a large tactite member that projects 
to the position of the tactite exposed in the western crosscut that 
was being driven at the time of the visit. There is no sign of ore 
outcropping in this tactite.

The inspection was made on September 30, 1954 with Mr. Elmer 
Enderlin, the owner. The steep switchback access road was snow-covered 
nd impassable by conventional vehicles. However, Mr. Enderlin was 


hopeful of making some advance during the next two weeks. October 16, 
1954 is the present extended completion date. 


One hundred and ninety-seven feet of drift and crosscut has 
been completed since late in July. Cross sections have been maintained 
at the minimum of 5c7 feet because of hand mucking and tramming (over 
350 feet). The workings are dry and water must be hauled from the 
meadow which is about 150 feet vertically below the portal. 


An easterly crosscut started last fall encountered a quartz 
vein about 7 feet wide which may be the continuation of the No. 2 vein 
which was lost at about 100 feet in the southerly drift during last 
summer a advance. 


Further crosscutting eastward, as shown on the accompanying 
sketch, exposed a tactite contact along which subsequent drifting has 
exposed a structure with irregular sphalerite occurrence which suggests 
a vein in parallel with No. 1 vein which was explored during 1952. 
Sample No. V.J. 10 was taken across a 2.-ft. width in the floor of the 
drift on this new vein. A certification of discovery can be justified '/ 
and is recommended. 


The total contract units completed to' date are as follows:' 


Drifting cost incurred	 95 feet 
Crosscutting cost incurred	 115 " 
Unit cost drifting	 419 "

The project openings have required no timbers.







During 1952, Mr. Enderlin wished to explore veins No. 1 and 
No. 2 north and northwest of the adit, but Field Team representatives 
insisted that participation drifting should be pressed to the south in 
order to develop substantially more back over the deposit. Now, Mr. 
Enderlin believes he has explored to the south about as far as he can 
without investing in a power tranuner and some improvements in ventila-
tion. He wishes the Field Team to consider a crosscut adit from a point 
which is nearly 100 feet below the present adit. The proposed adit as 
shown on an accompanying sketch would be directed about S. 650 W. from 
a portal near enoigh to the meadow to permit water lift by air pressure; 
and the No. 2 vein should be cut at about 200 feet from the portal. 


It is believed that Mr. Enderlin's suggestion is feasible and 
that such a step would add appreciably to the reserves at this project. 
To date, reserves can only be inferred. The Operator will have a few 
work units remaining to be completed by October 16, 1954, so it is 
recommended that the project period should be extended again to permit 
further exploration at this property during 1955. 


The Government has an equity in a stoper which originally cost 
$689.00 and pipe which cost $138.98. These items have been used three 
seasons. The stoper has been used in tough ground for drift, rounds that Z 
have caused excessive wear on chuck and stinger. The pipe would be 
difficult to salvage. It is recommended, therefore, that these items 
be assigned a total salvage value of, say $200, if there is to be a 
liquidation of these categories in the months to come. 


The workmanship is good, and the Operator has completed about 
as much advance as can be reasonably expected under the severe high 
altitude conditions.

The inspection was made on September 29, 1953 with Mr.

The project south drift on No. 2 vein had advanced 55 feet 
since the inspection of September 7, 1953. The advance required no 
timbers and the cross section is 6x8 feet. 


Total units completed to date at agreed unit costs are 
173 feet of drift and 30 hours of bulldozing. 


Samples taken on the previous inspection had encouraging 
assay returns as shown on attached sketch. The Operator drifted off 
the vein during the three-week period so that no samples were taken 
on September 29. After taking a crosscut round and examining cuttings 
from drill hole about 50 feet south of USBM tag 293, the Operator was 
instructed to start drifting in a southwest direction on the footwall 
about 32 feet south of USBM tag 293. 


The structure is rather wide ( 20 feet). and the sulfide 
concentration is lower at 32 feet south of USBM tag 293 so that the 
Operator mistook a contact and other features for the vein. Except 
for this inisitit.erpretation of geology the workmanship is satisfactory. 
Actual operating costs are very near the agreed 34/ft. for drift. 


A cycle of round out and in, advancing 4 feet, is attempted 
by three men. Two men do the tramming and servicing and the third 
operates the mucker and drill. Buzzy drift rounds used during the 
life of the project have left the floor high so that the grade is 
difficult for tramming.

The inspection was made on September 7, 1953 'with Mr. Elmer 
Enderlin, the owner. 


Work was started late in July on an extension of the contract 
authorized by Amendment No. 2, which provided a second stage consisting 
of improving an access road and portal site so that the drift on No. 2 
vein could be • extended 500 feet to the southeast. The Operator has 
completed the above improving so as to make the portal accessible by 
about 1400 feet of road at 5 percent grade through a rock slide 
requiring 30 hours of bulldozing, then enlarging short senents of 
drift and crosscut with larger rails to permit passage of a mucking 
machine, and driving about 118 feet of drift. 


The drift is about 6x8 cross section untimbered in the portion 
driven this season under the amended contract. 


Total units completed to date at agreed unit costs are 30 
hours of bulldozer operation and 118 feet of drift. 


The drift has advanced along a vein striking S. 10°.- ' 200 E. 
with about a 60° westerly dip, widening to possibly 16 feet, with 
quartz and pyrrhotite in argillite and limestone. There are rich 
spots with ephalerite, chalcopyrite and crystals of scheelite, and 
it is believed that almost U of the vein has some chalcopyrite. 
Samples No. VJ 18, 19, 20 and 21 were taken as shown on the attached 
sketch.


The Operator was urged to devote some time to sampling in 
compliance with the contract and as an aid to probable future promotion of 
the property.

The project was inspected September 15, 1953, accompanied 
by the mine foreman. 


The shaft had been rehabilitated to the extent necessary to 
allow the sinking operation to start. The incline track was relined, 
400 level chute lip moved, and a number. of sets repaired. The contract 
allowed a maximum of $900 for shaft rehabilitation. I was informed the 
total cost amounted to three times the agreed allowable amount. 


Shaft sinking operation had started. The last round had not 
been mucked out so actual advance could not be measured but was estimated 
to be about 10 feet to date. 


The 600 level drift had been advanced 83 feet beyond company 
survey station No. 641 for a total advance of 315 feet under the contract. 


There was 6 inches of high grade ore in the face. A sample 
was cut and assay results will be posted when received. The Operator j. 
samples the drift every 10 feet when the ore is 4 inches plus in width. 


The contract is written on the revised form and as all the 
Douglas property is listed under Article 2 of the contract all production 
from the mine since January 30, 1953 (date of amended contract) is sub..-
ject to Government royalties if a certification is made. This fact was 
overlooked by the Operator as in the case of the Highland Surprise, 
Contract Idm.-E63, Sunset Minerals, Contract Idzm- .E102, and others, and 
subjects ores not benefited by the exploration project. A separate 
memorandum 8 being prepared discussing the Douglas contract in regard 
to "Repayment by the Operator."

The road is open to the Operator's camp 3 miles from the 
project and the Operator was interviewed on July 4, 1953. Ice and 
snow lying in the north sloping glacial cirque where the mine has 
its portal are still several feet deep. A bulldozer is scheduled to 
be on hand and a mucking machine will be brought from Butte, Montana 
early in July. 


Mr. Enderlin and two men have the cabin readied for summer 
occupancy and are waiting for the mine to become accessible. Melting 
snows or ice caused a large rock slide east of Fourth of July Lake 
that looked and sounded like a quarry blast on the day (July 4, 1953) 
of the interview. 


Stage I of the contract was completed during the summer of 
1952 and the Operator intends the completion of Stage II 500 feet 
of drift during this summer season. 


Total contract units completed in 1952 were 117 feet of 
crosscut and 97 feet of drift.

The subject exploration project was visited on September 26, 
27, 29 and 30, 1952 for the purpose of making a final inspection. 


A brunton and tape survey of the underground workings was 
made; samples were cut at 5-foot intervals along both veins and a 
physical inventory of equipment and the unexpended supplies was taken. 
Alternate samples were sent to the 1JSBM analytical laboratory in Albany, 
Oregon for analysis. Assay data and sample locations are shown on the 
attached map. A copy of the inventory also is attached. 


The exploration project contract specified approximately 
100 feet of crosscutting to intersect both the No. 1 vein and No. 2 
vein which outcrop as shown on the project map and 50 feet of drifting 
on each vein with the total of drifting not to exceed 100 feet. A 
total of 115 feet of crosscutting was required to reach the No. 2 vein. 
Forty-five feet of drift was driven on vein No. 2 arid 52 feet on vein 
No. 1, making a total of 97 feet of drifting accomplished. 


The unit costs for drifting and crosscutting were low con-
sidering the inaccessible area in which the project is located. 
Approximately 6500 out of the 9l20 allotted for the project was spent. 


The Operator indicated that he might request an extension 
of the present contract with certain revisions. As work under the 
existing contract was conducted efficiently and results of the sampling 
indicate that further work i desirable, it is recommended that any 
such request be given favorable consideration.







If further work is done living quarters should be built near 
the adit portal; about 1-1/2 hours per shift were spent in travel from 
the cabin used this season to the work site. Not only would this travel 
time be eliminated but conveniently located quarters would make it pos-
sible to work the property on a two-shift per day working schedule. 


It is further recommended that any additional work be done on 
a "unit contract" basis. The Operator is a competent miner but has had 
no bookkeeping experience and has had trouble submitting proper invoices 
for costs claimed under the present "long form" contract.

I exfilnfned. the Meadow View property on October 6, 1952, 
acconanied. by U. W. Fuller, geologist, U. S. Geological Survey. 
Mr. flmer Enderlin, a partner and 'anager of the project, was contacted 
following the e unInatiou. He expressed regret at not having been 
present earlier in the day to acconany us on the exnrtnation. 


Work on the property terinfnated as of September 30, 1952. 
The conressor was moved from the mine to the cabin, about 2 miles 
distant, and the mine was being closed for the winter. Mr. End.erlin 
stated that he had coirleted all drifting allowable in the contract and 
now wished to termi nate the contract, although he estimated there was 
approximately $3, 000 of contract funds remain1ug unspent. When asked 
if be had considered applying for an amendment to expend the remaining 
funds on continued, drifting, Enderlin replied that remaining funds would 
not permit the amount of drifting that he wished to do and added that 
the end. of the month, with winter approaching, was a good time to cease 
work. He inferred that he might ask for an extended contract, or a new 
contract, to be entered into during the coming spring, that is if assay 
returns on the veins explored to date proved encouraging. 


Mr. Eriderlin was told to submit all unpaid bills to the 
Certifying Officer for fLnal settlement and was advised of disposal of 
jointly.-ovned equipment and the final report from the Operator. He 
promised to attend to these details. 


An attached geologic map of the Meadow View property shows 
what has been accon,liahed by the exploration program.

(c) Narrative.—A concise narrative description of 
progress made, results accomplished, and any unqsual 
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible, 
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches 
showing formations penetrated and location and assays 
of samples taken as well as advances in workings.' In 
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map; 
logs and assays also are to be submitted. 


The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepar 'd in 
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the' 
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the l5h of 
the month following.

The subject inspection was made August 2, 1952, in 
company with Elmer Enderlin, one of the partners. 


On the date of the inspection the two partners and two 
miners were actively engaged in driving two headings on a one-
shift per day working schedule. 


A total advance of 71 feet has been made on the adit' 
crosscut under the contract. The drift on what is assumed to be 
the No. 1 vein has been advanced a total of 24 feet since its 
intersection at USBM No. 164 L 19 feet. 


The No. 1 vein material, which has averaged better than 
4 feet in width thus far, is predominantly pyrrhotite with a con-
siderable amount of sphalerite and other sulfides. A small amount 
of scheelite is also present. A grab sample was taken from the 
muck pile of the last round and will be sent to Albany for analysis. 


The work standards are satisfactory, and the operator 
believes he will be able to complete the contract by the last of 
September.

I. INTRODUCTION 


During the month of June, 1956, a final audit (covering 
operations for the period of April 16, 1952 to September 30, 1955) 
w8s made of the records and transactions pertaining to Exploration, 
Project Contract No. 1dm E-294, Docket No. DMEA 2213, dated April 
16, 1952, including amendments Nos. 1 to 5, inclusive, but inclu-
ding a subsequent disposition of project property wtth:

The original records under this Contract were maintained 1y 
and were in the custody of Elmer Enderlin, Stanley, Idaho. 


Mr. John D. Bardill, Metallurgist, and Mr. A. L. Service, 
Mining Engineer, representatives of the 'ie1d Team, who made peri-
odical visits to the mine while the exploration work was in pro-
gress, were consulted as questions arose. 


II GENERAL INFORMATION ON RECORDS 


Elmer Enderlin did not maintatn a regular set of books. 
However, the items of original entry such as the foreman's time 
book, payrolls, cancelled pay checks, industrial insurance policy 
and reports, Federal income and old age benefit tax reports, 
vendors' invoices and cancelled bank checks, were sufficient to 
determine the cost of exploration.

The project records were brought to the Spokane DNEA office 
for audit by Elmer Enderlin, who has custody of the records. 


III SCOPE OF AUDIT AND FINDINGS 


The audit was limited to ascertaining the accuracy, propriety, 
and validity of the costs shown in the "Totals to Date" column of 
the Operator's Monthly Report and Voucher Form MF-1O4 for the 
month of September, 1955, but including settlement on October 10, 
1955 of the Government's equity in certain project property. A 
complete and detailed audit. was made of the records.

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The audit disclosed a considerable amount of improper dis-
tribution of charges to the "Items of Coat" shown on the Form 
14F-].04. Therefore, the audit findings presented below are those 
resulting after correction of the cost dtstribution.

The Operator (Contractor) of an exploration project is 


required to make a monthly report to the Government 
through the Regional Executive Officer. This report con-
sists of three parts as follows: 


(a) Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report and 
Voucher.—This form details expenditures and consti-
tutes a voucher for reimbursing the Operator for the 
Government's share of costs; 


(b) Form MF-104A---Operator's Unit Cost and Prog-
ress Report.—This is a statistical report of expenditures 
which shows costs for the various types of operation; 
and


(c) Nariative.—A concise narrative description of 
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual 
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible, 
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches 
showing formations penetrated and location and assays 
of samples taken as well as advances in workings., In 
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map; 
logs and assays also are to be submitted. 


The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in 
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the 
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of 
the month following. 


Preparation of Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report 
and Voucher.—A1l the applicable spaces in Form MF-104 
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his 
agent should sign the certification in the lower left corner of 
the form. 


The items of costs are arranged in the order they appear 
in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952), 
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting 
activities under other contract forms. 


Under Item (1) delete words "Short Form" if the contract 
is a sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delete word 
"Independent" if the contract reported is on Form MF-200 
(A). Also, report work paid for on a unit basis under con-
tract Form MF-200 as though it were performed under an 
independent contract. 


Under Item (2) include labor, supervision and technical 
services incurred for the exploratory operations. Do not 
include labor, supervision and technical services used for 
work performed under items (5) and (6). 


Under Item (3) include the costs of material and supplies 
used in the project other than that used under items (5) 
and (6). 


Under Item (4) appear the three types of operating equip-
ment expenditures, that is, rental, purchase and depreciation. 
The expenditures made for renting equipment belonging to a


third party will be reported under "Rental". The amount 
paid or duly obligated for payment for the purchase of equip-
ment will be reported under "Purchase". The amount of 
expenditures due the Operator to reimburse him for deprecia-
tion of equipment owned will be reported under "Deprecia-
tion". 


Item (5) comprises costs of labor, supervision, technical 
services, materials, etc., which are used in the initial rehabili-
tation and repair of existing buildings, installations, fixtures, 
and equipment. These costs, therefore, should not be reported 
under items (2) and (3). 


Item (6) includes the labor, supervision, technical services, 
materials, etc., used in the installation or construction of new 
buildings, fixed improvements, etc., necessary for the project. 
These costs, therefore, should not be reported under items 
(2) 'and (3). 


Item (7) covers miscellaneous types of expenditure such as 
payroll taxes, liability insurance, workmen's compensation 
insurance, repairs to equipment and sampling and analysis. 
Only that part of payroll taxes, liability insurance and 
workmen's compensation which are paid by the operator 
should be reported under item (7). The share paid by 
the employee as a payroll deduction is to be included 
under item (2) as labor costs. 


Item (8) includes any unforeseen costs not included in the 
other seven categories. 


The original of Form MF-104 when submitted for reim-
bursable expenses incurred under contract Form MF-200 
must be supported by original documentation or by certified 
copies of purchase orders, payrolls or transcripts of payrolls, 
unless such documentation has been waived by the Regional 
Executive Officer.

Preparation of Form MF-104A—Operator's Unit Cost and Progress Report.—Applicable 
places on Form 104A should be filled in by thç Operator. The purpose of this form is 
twofold as follows: (1) to furnish the supervising engineers and other administrators with 
statistical information necessary to better determine the progress of the project; and (2) to 
furnish more permanent information on mining costs for future use. The more important. 
phases of operation on which permanent information is desired have been outlined in the 
form. There are blank lines, howevc, for those unusual phases which may need to be 
reported for a particular project. It will be necessary for the Operator to distribute his 
costs among the applicable phases reported with the exception of three items the costs of 
which are not to be distributed by the Operator. These three items are: "Operating Equip-
ment Purchased", "Initial Rehabilitation and Repairs", and "New Buildings, Improve-
ments, etc." The reason for not distributing these.items on a monthly basis is doubtless 
clear to the Operator, since such distribution might well overstate the cost for any one 
month or period short. of the entire contract period.

These three items are: "Operating Equip-
ment Purchased", "Initial Rehabilitation and Repairs", and "New Buildings, Improve-
ments, etc." The reason for not distributing these items on a monthly basis is doubtless 
clear to the Operator, since such distribution might well overstate the cost for any one 
month or period short of the entire contract period.
