The Operator, withinBlrdetygm(30) . days from the date of this contract shall commence
work on a project of exploration for® ________. Fluorspar . : ; shall prosecute the work efficiently, expertly, in a
workmanlike manner, in a.ccgrdance with good mining standards, with suitable and adequateé equipment, materials, and labor, all

properly designed to bring the project to completion within a period of ¢ six (6) months from the date
of this contract. The exploration project and the work to be performed are more fully described on Exhibit “A” attached hereto,
which, with any maps or drawings thereto attached, is made a part of this contract.

4. Performance of the work. The work shall be performed by the Operator, under his sole direction and control: Provided,
That with the consent of the Government and its written approval of the contract or contracts, all or any part of the work may
be performed by the Operator through contract or contracts with independent contractors. The Government shall have the right
to enter and observe and inspect the work at all reasonable times, and the Operator shall provide the Government with all avail-
able means for doing so. The Government may consult with and advise the Operator on all phases of the work.

5. Fixtures and improvements. The Operator shall devote the land and all existing improvements, facilities, buildings, instal-
lations, and appurtenances to the purposes of the exploration project without any allowance for the use, rental value, depreciation,
depletion, or other cost of acquiring, owning, or holding possession thereof. Any additional facilities, buildings, and fixtures, to
be purchased, installed, or erected by the Operator, with the estimated cost of each, to which the Government will contribute
currently its agreed pro rata share, are listed in Exhibit “A” attached hereto. The difference between the cost of such additional
facilities, buildings, or fixtures, and the salvage value thereof at the conclusion of the work, shall be charged as a cost of the
project to which the Government has contributed its pro rata share. :

10. Allowable costs of the project. The costs of the project in which the Government will participate are limited to the
necessary, reasonable, direct costs of performing the exploration work, including the costs of materials, supplies, engineering,
power, water, analytical work, accounting, and utilities, including items of equipment costing less than $50 each; and the costs
referred to in Articles 5, 6, 8, and 9, and the exhibits annexed to and referred to in this contract. Although the Government may
pay part of the cost of new or additional facilities, structures, buildings, and equipment, only the depreciation on such items,
computed as indicated in Articles 5 and 6, will be charged as a cost of the project. No items of general overhead, corporate
management, interest, taxes, or any other indirect costs not expressly- allowed by these provisions, or work performed or costs
incurred before the date of this contract, shall be allowed as costs of the project in which the Government will participate.

11. Accounts and audits. The Operator shall keep suitable records and accounts of operations, which the Government may
inspect and audit at any time.

14. Final reports by Operator. Upon completion of the project or termination of this contract, the Operator shall provide
the Government with a comprehensive geologic and engineering report, including an estimate of ore reserves, to the best of his
ability. Four copies of all reports shall be furnished to the Government. .

15. Repayment by Operator. If, upon the completion of the exploration project or termination of the contract, the Govern-
ment considers that a discovery or development has resulted from the work from which commercial production of ore may be
made, the Government, within 6 months thereafter, shall so certify to the Operator; particularly describing and delimiting its esti-
mate of the discovery or the development. Thereafter, if and as ore is produced as a result of such discovery or development, the
Operator and his successor in interest shall be and become obligated to pay to the Government a percentage royalty on the net
smelter returns or other net proceeds realized from such ore, concentrates, or metal produced within ten (10) years from the date
of this contract, until the total amount contributed by the Government, without interest, is fully repaid or said 10 years have
elapsed, whichever occurs first, as follows:

2. The Owner's Consent to Lden must be reexecuted
with the correct amount of the Government's contribution
inserted therein, and coples thereof attached to the contract.

3. If the assigmment of the contract of sale creates
some claim in the assignor (see paragraph 3, DMEA Circular 20,
~ ‘Supplement 1) the assignor's Owner's Consent to Lien must be
obtained and coples attached to the contract. The map referred
to in the deseription of the work must be attached to the con-
tract.

4. It appears from the file that a permit from the
Porest Service 1is necessary in order to do the roadwork pro-
vided in the contract, but there is no evidence in the file
that such permit has been obtained. It is necessary, there-
fore, that a copy of the required permit be furnished to us.

A proposed contract for exploration of the captioned
property, revised from the original application according to a
telephone discussion with Mr., Lawrence G. Houk and Mr. Robertson,
of the Non-Metallic Minerals Division, is forwarded herewith for
consideration. Enclosed also are 6 copies of Owner!s Consent to
Lien, requested in Mr, Hauk's letter of April 14, 1952, Copy of
the purchase agreement also requested by Mr, Houk, is being
forwarded directly to Washington, D. C. from the Fluorspar
Corporation office at Reno, Nevada,

The enclosed contract differs from the initial draft
previously submitted primerily in that the werk is divided into
two successive stages, The proposed first stage is to consist of
both hand and mechanical trenching supplemented by sampling and
geologic mapping. The cost of initial access and the trans- :
portation of equipment required under Stage I is limited to $3,000,
This first stage does not obligate considerable funds at this
early state in the development of the isolated prospect. On the
other hand, significant results from the first stage will be the
basis of justification of Stage II. '

There are alternate plans for the proposed second stage
to be decided by the Field Team on the available data., Alternate
Plan A consists of 1,000 feet of diamond drilling to probe the vein
structures at depth., This plan will require improvement of the
bulldozer trail for transportation of operating equipment and
supplies, The cost of this improvement is estimated at $2,000,

Stage II, Alternate Plan B, consisting of 500 feet of
drifting on the vein structure will be done in lieu of diamond
drilling at the discretion of the Field Team., Alternate Plan B
will require additional tractor road improvement at an estimated
cost of $12,000, '

The contract has been prepared in this manner to provide
both flexibility and adequate checks at all stages of the work.
Inasmuch as the program is of a pioneering nature, it is impossible
to foresee all eventualities and bind them in a firm contract.

If the results of Stage I are not sufficiently encouraging
the project can be terminated., However, if the Field Team considers
further investigation desirable,work will proceed along the lines
of either Alternative Plen A or B.

10. Allowable costs of the project. The costs of the project in which the Government will participate are limited to the
necessary, reasonable, direct- costs of performing the exploration work, including the costs of materials, supplies, engineering,
power, water, analytical work, accounting, and utilities, including items of equipment costing less than $50 each; and the costs
referred to in Articles 5, 6, 8, and 9, and the exhibits annexed to and referred to in this contract. Although the Government may
pay part of the cost of new or additional facilities, structures, buildings, and equipment, only the depreciation on such items,
computed as indicated in Articles 5 and 6, will be charged as a cost of the project.

11. Accounts and audits. The Operator shall keep suitable records and accounts of operations, which the Government may
inspect and audit at any time.

14. Final reports by Operator. Upon completion of the project or termination of this contract, the Operator shall provide
the Government with a comprehensive geologic and engineering report, including an estimate of ore reserves, to the best of his
ability. Four copies of all reports shall be furnished to the Government.

15. Repayment by Operator. If, upon the completion of the exploration project or termination of the contract, the Govern-
ment considers that a discovery or development has resulted from the work from which commercial production of ore may be
made, the Government, within 6 months thereafter, shall so- certify: to the Operator, particularly describing and delimiting its esti-
mate of the discovery or the development. Thereafter, if and as ore is produced as a result of such discovery or development, the
Operator and his successor in interest shall be and become obligated to pay to the Government a percentage royalty on the net
smelter returns or other net proceeds realized from such ore, concentrates, or metal produced within ten (10) years from the date
of this contract, until the total amount contributed by the Government, without interest, is fully repaid or said 10 years have
elapsed, whichever occurs first, as follows: :

. The evidence submitted does not indicate the likelihood that
this high-grade but narrow deposit in such a remote locality
will be able to compete for markets. Cost data have not been
presented showing what is required in terms of size and grade
before a deposit here could be regarded as commercial. If
these objections are not valid, the proposal probably is suit-
able.

Specific comments on proposed Exhibit A follow:

1) Page 1, lines 10-12: Half of the trenching
program, about $3,500 worth ($10,000 minus
$3,000 divided by 2), is not shown on any

map.

2) Page 1, last line: "Total drifting shall
not exceed 500 feet." Page 7 and map show
600 feet of drifting.

Map -~ Three areas of proposed hand trenching
are shown along the line of the proposed
drift, rather than along the outcrop.

Robertson the docket has come back from Iegal with several queries,
all of which have been cleared up with the applicant with the )
exception of one concerning the matter of the permit from the Forest
Service to allow the construction of an access road or trail. The
property is in section 36, T. 17 N., R. 11 E. in the Idsho Primitive
Area, At Mr. Robertson's suggestion I contacted Mr. G. T. Guernsey,
Supervisor of the Boise National Forest in Boise, to inquire as to
what was required in order to obtain an access road permit. Mr.
Guernsey- informed me that access roads are not permitted in the
Primitive Area, except that where deposits of strategic minerals
are involved exceptions can be made. I infer from talking with Mr.
Guernsey that these permits are not easily obtained. 1In fact, he
suggested that the best way to obtain such a permit would be for
the DMEA to take it up with the Forest Service at the Washington level.

However, Mr. Guernsey stated that he would look up the lo=-
cation of the property and would write me & letter explaining the
Forest Service position. The location of the property with respect
to the boundaries of the Primitive Area conceivably would have some
bearing on the Forest Service's attitude. I will forward Mr. Guernsey's
reply to you as soon as it arrives.
