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GEOLOGY

The Blue Lead mine explores a strong shear zone striking
about N, 20° E., apd dipping from 20° to 30° to the northwest. The
zone is confined to the lower part of a shale member and closely follows
the contact of the shale with an underlying quartzite. The shale member,
although not measured, is estimated to range from 50 to 100 feet in
thickness; it is overlain by a thick series of limestones. These sedi-

mentary members are early Paleozoic in age.

The shear zone appears to be concordant with the underlying
quartzite contact; however, shearing action has distorted .the overlying
shales. The shales commonly are fractured and crushed, the bedding is
contorted locally.
