Andrew Tafte, age 73, and with 50 years of mining and
prospecting seems to have extraordinary sensitivity to his "doodle
bug," but is scarcely capable of conducting a large~scale exploration
program,

Recommendations

The application for exploration assistance on the Ankle
prospect should be denied because of the low grade of vein material
exposed, and because there is no geologic evidence to suggest any
likelihood that the vein will be appreciably richer at points either
along strike or at depth which can be tested readily.
