"A" and Amendments 1, 2, 3, and 4 thereto, all of which are parts 
of the contract, and that the Government will reImburse the Corpo-
ration for 90 percent of the costs of the units of work actually 
completed.


The coütract also provides that if the Government issues.

The Operator (Contractor) of an exploration project is

(a) Form MF-104—QperatQr's Mon(hly Report and 
Voucher.—This form details expenditines and cbnsti-
tutes a voucher for reimbursing the Operator for the 
Go qernment's share of costs; 


(b) Form MF-104A—Operator's Unit Cost and Prog-
ress Report.—This is a statistical report of expenditures 
which shows costs for the various types of operation;

(c) Narrative.—A concise narrative description of 
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual 
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible, 
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches 
showing formations penetrated and location and assays 
of samples taken as well as advances in workings.

These three items'are: "Operating Equip-
ment Purchased", "Initial Rehabilitation and Repairs", and "New Buildings, Improve-
ments, etc." The reason for not distributing these items on a monthly basis is doubtless 
clear to the Operator, since such distribution might well overstate the cost for any one 
month or period short of the entire contract period. 


Form MF-104A has been designed to tie in with Form MF-104 for both monthly and 
cumulative costs. The "Total Costs" on Form MF-104A for each month should equal 1 
the monthly "Total Costs" as reported on Form MF-104.

"Operating Equipmext", "Initial Rehabilita-
tion and Repairs", and "New Buildings Improvements, etc.", will be distributed to the 
several phases of the project by the Washington Office of DMEA at the close of the project 
if determined necessary. The last two columns headed "Authorized by Contract" will be 
filled in by the Operator if such information is found in the contract. This information is 
usually a part of Exhibit "A" of the contract. A space for remarks has ben provided, for 
the use of the Operator to call attention to any unusual circumstances causing excessive or 
disproportionate unit costs.	 -	 .

Reference is made to the memorandum dated September 23, from the 
Chief, Division of Minerals, to this office enclosing a memorandum 
of September 20, from the Acting Field Officer, Region I, on this 
subject. 


In the memorandum of September 20, you ask: "Although we apparently 
have closed the books on the Idaho Beryllium Corporation's royalty 
account, has the Government any hold on Mr. Sleete, who bought the 
property at a Sheriff's Sale, or on Mr. Sleete's successor in interest 
as far as collecting royalty on future production is concerned?" 


An examination of the file reveals that the Reconstruction Finance 
Corporation hada mortgage on the Muscovite Mine of the Idaho Beryllium & 
Mica Corporation and its equipment which was foreclosed and sold at 
a Sheriff's Sale to Orville J. Sleete, a former employee of the 
corporation. According to a letter dated December l8,,l955, from 
the United States Atorney, Boise, Idaho, the funds received from 
the sale were insuffcient to pay the obligation and the United 
States holds a deficiencyjudgment against the corporation forover 
$20,000 .00. It is also stated in the letter that the corporation 
has ng further assets, and. their Attorney advises that the corporation 
is nolonger doing business. It further appears that this Department 
in a letter dated December 29, 1955, advised the Attorney General that 
we were in agreement with the recoinendation of the United States 
Attorney that the case not be prosecuted further and. the account, closed.

As you know, the Comptroller General in a decision dated July 1, 1958 
(B-l36)8) held that claims for delinquent royalties on all production 
under Defense Minerals Exploration Administration Contracts which 
had. been determined to be administratively uncollectible, should be 
reported to that office for collection. 


In the circumstances, it is believed that your office should prepare, 
if it is considered. administratively advisable to do so, a letter 
to the Comptroller General setiniortn tne pertinent facts and 
circumstances with supporting data for consideration and action.

In the September issue of the Engineering and Mining Journal on 
page 169 appears the statement: "A group of northern Idaho 
investors headed by John Brady, Moscow Attorney, has purchased 
the controlling interest in the old Muscovite mine of Western 
Mica Corp. * * 


The Muscovite mine was the subject of the exploration program under 
Contract No. Idin-E Li.26, Docket No. DIVIEA-2607 (Mica), Idaho Beryllium 
& Mica Corporation, which was certified January 12, 19511.. The 
date of the contract is October 27, 1952. 


Idaho Beryllium & Mica Corporation was unable to repay a Production 
Loan to the Reconstruction Finance Corporation and was liquidated. 
The property was sold at a Sheriff's Sale to Orville J. Sleete, a 
former employee of the corporation. Idaho Beryllium also was in 
defati'lt to DMEA in the amount of $1,329.07 from royalty due on 
production. This amount was ruled as uncollectible by MEA as 
the assets of the corporation were insul'ficient to satisfy the 
claims of the RF.C. 	 '

Mr. Richard Lockner of Deary, Idaho, is custodian 
of the property for the RFC and is living at the mine. The 
equipment is to be sold at an auction this summer but the 
exact date is not known. Some of the equipment was damaged 
by the heavy snow and a spring mud flow. The road to the 
mine is in fair condition. 


Mr. Orville Slette, an official of Idaho Beryllium 
& Mica Corp., has been developing a muscovite prospect near 
this mine and intends to bid on the RFC equipment at the sale. 


The following article appeared in the Spokesman-
Review on June 20: 


"The federal government's extended control of mica mining 
operations in the Deary area of eastern Latah county was 
relinquished today with sale of buildings, mining lands 
and equipment during an auction at Deary. Chief purchaser 
of the holdings was Orkrille Slette, Deary, former manager 
of the now defunct Idaho Beryllium and Mica Corporation. 


"The government auction came about as a result of foreclosure 
by the Reconstruction Finance Corporation on a $123,000 loan 
to the Idaho berylliuin'firm in 1955. The auction realized 
'between $35,000 and $40,000 to RFC,' Harry Cockrum, Portland, 
Oregon, field representative, said. The sale was handled in 
'piecemeal' fashion after unit bids were ' considered too low

Inspection of the premises at the company office, Deary, .Idaho,. 
revealed a form 460, Appointment of Custodian, signed by U. S. Marshall 
Clark of Boise, Idaho, attached to the building. According to the notice, 
Marshall Clark foreclosed upon the mining claims, iñachinery, tools and 
equipment of the company and on May 23, 1955 appointed Bernal Sturman of 
Deary as custodian of the same by virtue of a judgment and order of sale 
issued out of the U. S. District Court in the matter of the United States 
versus Idaho Beryllium and Mica Company. 


Bernal Sturman was interviewed on the road to the mine where he 
and his brother, Dean Sturman, were removing pipe line with a bulldozer 
preparatory to trucking it to Deary. Mr. B. Sturman advised that he had 
been instructed to dismantle and transport all equipment of the company 
to the office and warehouse in Deary for sale tentativelr scheduled some-
time in July 1955. He further advised that the evening before my visit 
he had been contacted on the telephone by Marshall Clark who told him not 
to dismantle the mill, pending further orders, but to remove the pipe line 
and take it, together with anything which could be easily, stolen, to the 
trimming shed and office building in Deary. He was further advised to 
clean the trimming shed and office and not to pull the pump. 


Mr. Dean Sturman accompanied me to the mine. No inspection of 
the underground workings was made except to note that approximately 30 feet 
from the portal the back lagging was down and the adit partially filled 
with muck. Inspection of the open pit showed a caved area in thp central 
part. The caved area was 12 - 15 feet in diameter, 8 - 10 feet deep, and 
drift timber was visible. Mr. Sturman said the cave-in occurred during 
the last few days the mine was in operation. The DeAnza mill was in the 
same careless condition in which it was left and it was carefully locked, 
but entrance to it could be made easily via the westernmost section whose 
roof was in large part missing.

The above named corporation, chartered in 1950 in Idaho includes among its 
principal stockholders, Leo J. Mason of Caidwell, and H. G. and C. V. Peckhaxn 
also of Caidwell. It was formed to acquire certain real property and mining 
buildings and equipment located at Dear, Idaho, some 30 miles east of Moscow. 
During World r II substantial quantities of strategic mica were mined and 
these Idaho people took over the property with the idea of developing a year 
round industry in our county, as a consequence of which in excess of 250,00O, 
was reportedly spent on development of the propárty. In April 1952 it was 
successful in obtaining a loan from the RFC in the amount of l25,O00, secured 
by both real and chattel mortgages. Subsequently substantial quantities of 
strategic mica were shipped to a depot located in South Dakota, through the 
influence of Senator Case. The corporation here had a contract with the 
Defense Metals Administration, and as late as April 1954, I am given to under-
stand, LB. & M. Corp. was the largest producer of strategic mica In the U.S.A. 
Later in 1954 an unending series of difficulties apparently arose with various 
officials and Inspectors of the DMa, apparently having chiefly to do with 
alleged Insufficient grade quality. This all culminated in the plant being 
closed down last fall, and the corporation advised the HFC, to whom the 
indebtedness at the time, delinquent, was some ll6,000e, to take over the 
plant. In the interval nothing has been done, so that we taxpayers, through 
the RFC face a severe loss, in addition to which Deary Latah County has 
lost an important payroll. 


This all seems very strange, when, as reported, private Industry has indicated 
that the quality of mica produced here meets the specifications of tasting 
laboratories. As matters stand, the Republican Administration is being sub-
jectcd to criticism which may or may not be warranted, but it is reported that 
some of the officIals of DMA may be directly or indirectly Interested in mica 
import activities. 


I have recently read that the stock piling program of the Federal Government 
with respect to mica is not 25% completed. Could it bc that there are undor 
cover influences working to the advantage of mica imports?

We note that the Administrator wrote on November 17, 19511., 
to Mr. Carver, secretary of the Idaho Beryllium and Mica Corporation, 
with reference to the matter of the collection of back royalties due 
the DMEA.


In this connection only yesterday we had word from one of 
the Bureau of Mines engineers who happened to be in the vicinity of 
Deary, Idaho, on other business that the Idaho Bry1lium and Mica 
Corporation h ceased operations. Because of Mr. Mittendorf's 
letter I thought it would be well to find out whether or not this 
was true and to advise you; consequently, I called Mr. Slette of the 
Idaho Beryllium and. Mica Corporation this afternoon and asked him 
what the situation was • Mr • Slette said, that it is true that they 
have closed the operation. Apparently they are still in difficulties 
with GSA, in spite of the opening of a subdepot at. Deary. Slette 
said that mica which bad been graded as 21 percent good stained or 
better by the GSA at the mine had been reduced to 9 percent good. 
stained or better at arrival at Custer and that beciüse of this they 
had no other recourse but to shut own. The above, of course, is 
Mr. Slette's statement. I have no way of knowing the GSA's side of 
the controversy. 


Questioned as to the payment of back royalties, Mr. Slette 
said that he hoped that the situation could still be adjusted and 
that the property would. become a successful operation; however, he 
said that if arrangements satisfactory to the company for the sale 
of the mica could not be made they would have no recourse but to 
shut down permanently. In this case they would go into voluntary 
receivership and the assets of the company would be distributed to 
the various creditors of which evidently the Government (and 
specifically the REV) is the chief one.
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i am told. 'that the mica 'which is now going through the 
trimming plant will be shipped to Custer, South Dakota. This, as 
far as we can determine, is mica on which the DM&A is not entitled 
to royalty. This would appear to be the only asset which. the company 
has except their mine and plant. I doubt that the DMEA would have 
prior rights over other creditors, including other branches of the 
Governnnt (RFC), to the sum received from the sale of the mica to 
the GSA, but this might be worth your investigation.

The Administrator's letter of October 1, 19514, to the 
Idaho Beryllium and. Mica Corporation calling attention to the fact 
that they were delinquent in their payment of royalties due the 
DMEA. must have arrived at Deary, Idaho, at the same time as a 
letter which the Field Team had. written on the same subject. 


The two, letters, and. more especially Mr. Johnson' s 
letter, in which he stated that unless effective action were 
taken the matter would. be turned over to the Comptroller General, 
apparently bad a desirable effect because Mr. Slette of the 
Idaho Beryllium and Mica Corporation called me on the telephone 
immediately after he received the letter. 


I had anticipated that the conversation might be 
somewhat stormy but, on the contrary, Mr. Slette was most agreeable. 
He stated. that the Idaho Beryllium and Mica Corporation was closed 
on June 18, 19511., as a protest against the "B" buying program and 
1thar'thcompany told the General Services Administration 


that the property would. not be opened. until they got a better deal 
on buying of mica. 


As you may know the company has long been in controversy 
with' the General Services Administration's Custer Depot, claiming 
that mica rejected at the Custer Depot was accepted at the Spruce 
Pine depot, when offered by one of the local producers. Mr. Slette 
said that he has been advised that the General Services Ad.ministra-
tion has established a sub-depot at Deary, Idaho, and. will buy mica 
under both the "A" and. "B" programs. As a result of this Mr. Slette 
said that the production was resumed 'on September 15, 19514, and that 
the company will produce trimmed mica which they will sell to the 
sub-depot. He stated further that it is the company's intention to

pay the back royalties just as soon as possible and. thereafter 
maintain their royalty payments on a current basis. I told. Mr. Slette 
that I was very pleased to hear this and that our only. interest in 
the matter was to obtain payment of royalties which were due the 
Government.

The Idaho Beryllium & Mica Corporation office in Deary, Idaho 
and the mine workings on Mica MDuntain were visited July 22, 1954.. Mr. 
Orville Slette, general manager, was in Moscow, Idaho, on business during 
the morning so the mine workings were inspected at this time. Mr. Slette 
was contacted in the afternoon. 


Upon arrival at the property it was found that cables had been 
placed across the roadway and "no trespassi" signs had been posted. 
There was a watchman at the property 'who pexnitted acóess to the mine 
upon explanation of the reason for the visit. The watchniazt stated that 
the mine had been closed down for approximately. 3 weeks. 


The DMEA raise on the "New Pegnatite" was inspected. The total 
stoping completed since the visit of December 3, 1953, was an upward 
advance of 45 feet. 


The production of hand'-àobbed mica from the DMEL stops up to 
December 3, 1953 was 56,460 pounds of mica on 'which royalty has been 
received. From December 3, 1953 up to the date of this inspection there 
has been 86,181 pounds of hand-cobbed mica taken from the IEA stope in 
the 45 feet of upward advance. The production figure of 86,181 pouds 
was obtained from Mr. Slertte. 


When the property was visited on December 3, 1953, itwas 
estimated that one ton of hand-cobbed mica was produced for each foot 
of upward advance in the stope. 


Actual production for the 45 feet of upward advance was 
86,18]. lbs. (43.09 tons) of hand-cobbed mica which 'would be 0.957 tons 
of mica per foot of urd advance.
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The above information would substantiate within reasonable 
limits the production figures from the stope as obtained from Mr. 
Siette.


The total production subject to royalty is 212,861 lbs. of 
handoobbed mica,. with 142,641 lbs • produced from the "New Pegnatite" 
and 7O220 pounds from the West Peginatite.

In response to your letter of May 10, we have calculated 
inferred ore reserves at the cited property. The following is a 
summary of the ore reserves in the East and West pegmatites below 
the No. 5 level at the Muscovite mine. The two information sources 
used in compiling these data were results obtained from drilling 
under terms of a DMEA contract, and Table 21 in U. S. Geological 
Survey Professional Paper No. 229, by W. C. Stoll. 


In Table 21 of the professional paper, Mr. Stoll has 
summarized what he has termed Indicated reserves. In these calcu-
lations, he has assumed. the East and West pegmatites extend down-dip 
at least 50 feet below the No. 5 level, below stopes No. 1, 2 and 11.. 
In this same area, DMEA DDH No. 1#U has intersected what is assumed to 
be the East pegmatite, 120 feet down-dip from the No. 5 level. DMEA 
DDH No. 7U and No. 6u have intersected, what is assumed to be the West 
pegmatite 90 feet down-dip below the No. 5 level. In this calculation 
of reserves, it Is assumed the East pegxnatite can be projected 150 
feet down-dip (30 feet lower than the lowest diamond drill intersection), 
and the West pegmatite can be projected 110 feet down-dip (20 feet 
below the lowest diamond drill intersection). Stoll assigned a strike 
length of 80 feet for the East pegmatite and 130 feet for the West 
pegmatite. The strike distance between the DMEA diamond drill inter-
sections on the East pegmatite is 25 feet. The strike distance between 
the DMEA diamond drill intersections on the West pegmatite Is 20 feet 
(see map accompanying Field Team Final Report). In the present calcu-
lations, the strike length of the lower part of the East pegmatite is 
assumed to be 50 feet. The strike length of the West pegmatite is 
assumed to be 11.0 feet. The lower East peginatite is estimated to be 
5 feet thick, and the lower West pegmatite is estimated to be 11. feet 
thick. The percentages of included mine-cobbed. mica and beryl in each 
pegmatite are assumed to be the same as those given in Table 21 of the. 
professional paper.
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The accompanying diagram shows the relative sizes and. 
location of the blocks of indicated reserves designated by Stoll, 
and the blocks of inferred reserves calculated as a result of DMEA 
diamond drilling. 


Using the limits described above, the East pegrnatite in 
the area iznmed.iately below the No. 1 stope is calculated to have an 
indicated reserve of 1,920 tons, plus an inferred reserve of 2,000 
tons. If this pegmatite contains 5 percent xnine-cobbed mica, and 
0.2 percent beryl, as indicated by Stoll, it has a mine-cobbed mica 
reserve of 196 tons and a beryl reserve of 7.814. tons. 


The West pegmatite, below the No. 5 level in the area 
immediately below the No. 1 and. No. 2 stopes, is calculated to have 
an indicated reserve of 2,080 tons, plus an inferred reserve of 767 
tons. If this peginatite contains 5 percent hand-cobbed mica and 2.0 
percent beryl, as indicated by Stoll, it has a mine-cobbed mica 
reserve of lli.2 tons and. a beryl reserve of 56.914 . tons. 


In the area beneath the No. 5 level, below stopes 1, 2, and 
14., the East and West pegmatites contain indicated and inferred reserves 
of 338 tons of mine-cobbed. mica and 614.78 tons of beryl.

This will acknowledge your letter of April 8, in which you 
state that the statement on ore reserves in the final report of the 
Field Team appears inadequate for the purpose of evaluating the work 
under the contract. 


With regard to the New pegmatite, we are so uncertain 
regarding the correlation of the pegmatite on the No. 5 level with 
surface exposures that it is not possible to make any more positive 
statement than we did regarding reserves. There is, of course, a 
very considerable potential for further discovery, which we have 
pointed out in the conclusions of the report, but this potential 
cannot be classed as even inferred ore. If, on our periodic inspec-
tion trips to the property for the purpose of checking on royalty 
payments, we can obtain any more positive information we will do so 
and, as a matter of routine, will reappraise the reserve situation. 
At the time of writing the report, however, there was no basis for a 
more conclusive statement regarding the reserves in the New pegmatite, 
nor, as far as we know, has any information been developed since that 
time which would significantly alter this situation. 


With regard to the East and West pegmatites, drill holes 
liU, 6u and 7U did. cut pegmatite in positions corresponding to the 
downward projection of the East and West pegmatites, and some mica 
of strategic quality was recovered from the drill cores. We have 
not seen the East or West pegmatites on the No. 5 level, as the 
condition of the workings does not permit access to these bodies; 
therefore, we have no basis from personal observation concerning the 
length of the peginatite on these levels. Judging from StoW s maps, 
we are not certain that the full length of either of the peginatites
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has been developed on the No. 5 level; certainly some additional 
probing to test the possible extension of the East pegmatite to the 
north would appear justified, were the level open. We could, of 
course, assume the length as shown by Stoll as the minimum length, 
and we could go to his maps and records and. determine the pounds of 
mica that have been obtained per square foot of longitudinal pro-' 
jection of the pegmatite. We could then extrapolate this information 
down to the points at which the East and West pegmatites were inter-
sected below the level by drill holes 141.1, 6u, and 7U, and we could 
then come up with a figure of inferred ore reserves. However, the 
length of the intercept between drills 111.1 and 6u on the one hand, 
and 7U on the other, is so short and so little is known of the 
quantity or even the quality of the strategic mica below the level 
that we think such a figure would be meaningless. The length of 
pegmatite could be, of course, much longer than the lengths between 
the intercept of the planes of the drill holes on the plane of the 
pegmatite. On the other hand, the amount of usable mica actually 
present might be much too small to be of commercial value. It is 
for this reason that we argued that further exploration of the East 
and West pegmatites could be justified.

1. The report is adequate and clearly describes the 
activities under the DMEA. contract. 


2. The work appears to have been conducted in a workman-
like manner and at a cost not too much above the estimated and agreed 
unit costs. However, the operator failed to maintain detailed cost 
figures and did not keep adequate geological records. 


The diamond drilling and underground drifting and raising 
showed that the peginatites are irregular in shape and discontinuous. 
One vein was disclosed to plunge in the opposite direction from the 
others.







. 


3. It is not possible to estimate the total reserves 
developed by the DMEA. exploration because of a lack of knowledge 
concerning the quality and the mineral content of the peginatites. 
On the basis of production records the reserves in the New peginatite 
are from 50 to 100 tons of band-cobbed mica, and the East and West 
peginatites have been intersected by a diamond drill 65 feet below 
the floor of the No. 5 level and probably extend at least '100 feet 
below. 


Recommendation: 


The work to date has explored quite thoroughly the 
potentialities for strategic mica production in the block of ground 
above the No. 5 level and has disclosed the continuation of the 
East and West peginatites 65 feet below the floor of the No. 5 level. 
The proposed additional work appears to be more in the nature of 
development rather than exploration and unless additional supporting 
evidence is forthcoming it is recommended that the denial of the 
application for additional assistance be sustained.

Attached are four copies of the final Field Team report on 
the exploration done by the Idaho Beryllium and Mica Corporation at 
the Muscovite mine, Avon Mining District, Latah County, Idaho, under 
DMEA Contract Idm-E14-26. This exploration has been successful in 
finding strategic mica and. up to January 31, 19514., 151 , 166 pounds of 
hand.-cobbed mica plus a few hundred pounds of beryl have been produced 
from ore bodies found or benefited by DMEA exploration. 0±' this, 
80,911.6 pounds have come from underground mining on the New pegxnatite 
and the remainder from the West pegmatite. Production from surface 
operations on the New peginatite is not included in the above figures. 
Royalties amounting to $1,886.68 have been paid to date on 125,080 
pounds of hand-cobbed mica plus a small amount of beryl; payment for 
a recent shipment of approximately 13 tons of hand.-cobbed mica has 
not yet been received. 


Production from the stope on the New pegmatite has averaged 
one ton of hand.-cobbed mica per foot of vertical depth; on this basis 
reserves remaining in the New peginatite would yield approximately 50 
tons of hand-cobbed mica. There are several possibilities for finding 
substantial amounts of new ore reserves by well planned exploration, 
including exploration of the East and West pegniatites below the No. 5 
adit and exploration of the Central pegmatite on the No. 5 level. 


The operator has pending a proposal for the exploration of 
the East and. West pegrnatites below the No. 5 adit; final action by 
the Operating Committee has been withheld until a final report on the 
results of the exploration already done could be made available to 
them.

.k recent inspection trip by DMEA. personnel to the mine 
obtained information that indicates there is some doubt that the peg-
matite on which the underground work is being done is the dornward 
extension of the New pegmatite. In fact there are two pegmatites 
exposed in the stOpe, one apparently being the downward extension 
of the west branch of the Central pegmatite. The other pegmatite 
in the stope is similar in characteristics to the New pegmatite, but 
its apparent rake underground is nearly vertical and it is located 
too far to the north to correlate satisfactorily with the projected 
domward location of the New pegmatite. Thus, it is difficult to 
make any reliable estimate of ore reserves. Nevertheless, there has 
been a total of t1.,86o pounds of hand-cobbed mica produced from under-
ground work on this pegmatite (through Noverier 28, l93). 


Experience in mining has shown that approximately one tpp 
of hand-cobbed mica is produced for each vertical fot of advnce. 
Using the figure of one ton of hand-cobbed mica per foot of advance, 
the tonnage remaining above the stope may range from L1.O to 100 tons 
depending on whether this is the New pegmatite or a new one which has 
not been exposed at the surface. If the underground pegmatite does 
not correlate with the New pegmatite, the tonnage possibilities above 
the No. level are still further increased.

On Tuesday, December 2, 1953, Willard Puffett and W. S. 
Anderson made a final inspection of the Muscovite mine to examine the 
pegmatite exposed in the new stope and to obtain data on the pro-
duction of mica from this stope. Inasmuch as it will probably be a 
few weeks before the final report will be submitted, it is thought 
that the transmission of a few pertinent details now will bring your 
office up-to-date regarding operations at the Muscovite mine. 


Mining operations at the mine have not been suspended. 
Underground work includes extending the stope upward on the New 
pegmatite, and surface work includes bulldozing to explore for 
extensions of the Central pegmatite. Open-pit operations on the New 
pegmatite has been discontinued due to the hazard from the steep and 
high walls. It is interesting to note that after the pit on the New 
pegmatite had reached the limiting depth, further work on the foot-
wall, high above the bottom of the pit, exposed good sheet mica, and 'V 


according to the Operators, at least '20 tons of hand-cobbed mica 
were produced from this heretofore assumed barren area. 


No more trimmed mica is being produced, and now shipments 
to government buying depots include only hand-cobbed mica. As yet 
the mill on the property has not reached the productive stage. 


The raise on the New" pegmatite has been extended 63 feet 
at an average angle of 6 degrees. From the top of this raise, a 
stope extends northward for 31 feet and south for 15 feet. From the 
north end of the stope another stope connects which extends 31 feet 
on a bearing of N. 80° E. The north-south stope exposed a pegmatite 
concordant with the schistosity which is at least 143 feet long and a 
maximum of 15 feet wide, whereas the stope to the east exposed a 
discordant contact between altered schist on the south and peginatitic 
material on the north.

The north-south pegmatite has a fairly well-defined border 
zone on its footwall consisting of a one-foot wide band of quartz, 
albite, and books of mica averaging slightly more than one inch in 
diameter. One crystal of beryl measuring siic inches long and three 
inches in diameter was seen in this zone, although no other crystals 
of beryl were detected. Zoning in the rest of this pegmatite is 
less well defined. Overlying the border zone is generally massive 
granular albite with very large crystals or concentrations of crystals 
of black tourmaline. Toward the center of the pegrnatite Is a lens-
like pod of very coarse-grained cleavelandite. To the north and. 
south of the cleavelandite the predominant character of the peginatite 
is massive granular albite and nearly 50 percent gray quartz. This 
zone ('z) averages 6 to 8 feet wide. Above this zone (to the south), 
is another area in which very coarse-grained tourmaline occurs. These 
concentrations of tournialine are of the order of 8 to 12 inches in 
diameter. This band of tourxnaline can be traced fairly continuously 
along the pegmatite and averages a little more than one foot thick. 
Above this tourmaline the pegmatite consists almost entirely of 
massive granular albite with sporadic occurrence of tourmaline and 
some concentrations of book mica measuring up to six inches in 
diameter. Thus the main concentrations of sheet mica in the pegmatite 
are to the hanging wall side. There is also a fairly rich zone near 
the south end of the pegniatite. 


Little could be definitely determined concerning the 
pegmatite to the east which transects the foliation in the enclosing 
schist at nearly right angles. It appears that only one edge of the 
pegmatite has been exposed and here it consists of massive granular 
albite, some quartz, and a small amount of book mica. 


A tape and compass traverse was made to check the relative 
positions of the bottom of the surface pit and the portal of the 
No. .5 level. As a result of this traverse, it is found that the 
bottom of the pit, near the south end of the New peginatite, is only 
slightly more than 100 feet above the No. 5 level. Because of the 
slough and snow in the pit, it was impossible to check exactly where 
the south end of the New pegmatite is on the surface. Also as a 
result of this traverse, a question arises as to just what pegmatite 
Is being explored by the New stope underground. According to our 
calculations, the point on the surface, near the south end of the 
New peginatite, is at co-ordinates l0, 1478N, 1O,363E, and the south 
end of the north-south peginatite in the stope at an elevation 14.5 feet 
lower than this point is at co-ordinates lO,560N, 10,350E. With no 
more information than we have concerning the outline and exact 
position of the New pegmatite on the surface, we can only estimate 
its location. If we assume that the point on the surface is the 
south end of the New pegmatite, and. that the pegmatite extends
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L to 60 feet to the north, then it can be seen that the underground 
workings will have to change direction drastically to come out at 
the surface very near this pegmatite. This will also mean that there 
will have to be a very flat rake of the peginatite to the north. 
Although there is a slight rake to the north of the pegxnatite in the 
stope, it appears improbable now that this rake will flatten 
sufficiently to project to the surface at the location there of the 
New pegmatite. Therefore, although the characteristics of the 
peginatite in the stope are very similar to those of the New pegmatite 
on the surface, there is a reasonable doubt now that the stope is on 
the downward extension of the New pegmatite. 


It appears very probable that the east-west pegmatite 
exposed in the stope is the downward extension of the Central 
pegmatite.


As of November 27, 1953, a total of 51+,860 pounds of hand-
cobbed mica had been produced from the stope. All but about 5,000 
pounds of this mica was produced from the north-south pegmatite. 
Rough calculations show that about one ton of hand-cobbed mica is 
being produced per foot of upward advance on the pegmatite. If this 
rate of production continues, and this pegmatite is to surface in the 
bottom of the pit, only slightly more than li.O more tons of mica can 
be expected to be produced from this stope, and thus the outlook is 
not promising for extended operations. 


If further work should prove that the north-south pegmatite 
is not the downward extension of the New pegmatite, the reserves of 
sheet mica at the Muscovite mine are much greater. 


The above are the highlights of the information gained by 
the inspection. We hope to have the final report ready for trans-
mittal some time late this month.

Your letter of September 23 has established the fact that where 
the object of a contract has been achieved, no formal notipe of termina-
tion is required, even though some footage may remain in the contract. I 
agree that this is so, at least in the sense of the usual termination 
notices which are used in closing the terminating contracts. However, it 
does seem to me that a procedure should be established for those cases in which 
contracts are completed normally. If this is not done, I fear that there may 
be loose ends left, which may cause us some difficulties. 


As an example of this, we might take the case of the Idaho 
Beryllium and Mica Corporation, which is the project which gave rise to 
your letter. In this case, we all agreed that the objectives of the 
existing contract had been achieved, and the operator submitted what we 
supposed was the last lO1i. Later on, he changed his mind and used remaining 
footage to drift off the supposed end of the penatite which had pinched to 
a very narrow width. Although I do not have a report from our men as yet, 
in this new drift the peiatite is supposed to have opened up again to a 
minable width and to contain good mica. As this work was in accordance with 
the provisions of the contract, and as there was sufficient footage remain-
ing to take care of it, the operator considered billing us for this work. 
I think that this might have been considered a legitimate charge, even 
though we had thought the contract completed, as there was nothing in writing 
that the contract had been completed; however, the amount involved was very 
small and after discussion with us the operator decided not to bill us; 
as we pointed out to him that it would delay the final settlement of the 
contract.


I suggest that in those cases where a contract is completed in 
contradistinction to being terminated we should write the operator a letter 
stating that we consider the objectives of the contract have been achieved







S 


and that we consider the contract completed. We should also add that if 
he is not in agreement with this, he should notify 1s ixnmed.iately, and 
that if we do not hear from him, we will assume that he is in agreement 
and we willaccept no more charges on the contract except those which 
are necessary to the disposal of the equipment, preparation of a final report, 
etc. We believe a letter of this sort would tie up the loose ends and may 
avoid some misunderstandings with the operator. We propose to institute 
this procedure in the very near future unless we hear from you that you 
are not in agreement.

The following is a final report of exploration loan, contract number 
Idm-EL.26. 


On November 1, 1952 exploration began with the retimbering of the adit 
and rehabilitation of 390 feet of the old drift on the No. 5 level. Water 
pipes, blower pipe, track and compressed airline were installed to the 
point 1 at which the exploration drift was to begin. 


This exploration drift was started on December 10, 1952. The first round. 
caused caving because of a cross bedding fault, and timbering was required 
until the drift passed through the fault. The drift was then continued on 
a contract basis. The ground in which the drift was driven was a precambrian 
schist and was very easy to drill. The slabby run caused some difficulties 
due to the drift being driven nearly parallel to the bedding. The drift was 


run due North. The bedding ran N ]i4 W on the average and had a dip that 
ranged between 50 and 80°. No timbering was required after the first 20 
feet until the 160 foot point was reached and there a major fault was en-
countered. From the fault to the first crosscut at 270 feet timbering 
was required. A. crosscut was made at the 270 foot point to intersect the 
ap oximate position of the new peginatite. No pegmatite was encountered at 
this point, however. Diamond drilling was then done to the East and from 
the surface to gather more information on the location of the new pegmatite. 
Contact was made from the surface at a point 50 feet above the new drift level. 
These drill holes showed that the peginatite had taken a sharp Northward rake.. 
The drift was continued to the point of intersection of the new pegmatite at 
the drift level. The alteration zone was encountered 80 feet from the initial 
crosscutand the pegmatite was contacted at approximately 115 feet from the 
initial crosscut., After exploring the peginatite over its 11.0 foot length and 
crosscutting it, it was found that there was little mica of strategic quality 
at the drift level. At this level the pegmatite feldspar was cleavelandite and 
it was believed that no strategic mica would come from this zone, and it was 
estimated at that time that strategic mica would be encountered within 50 feet, 
or as soon as the albite feldspar zone was encountered. A. raise was driven to 
the 39 foot point where the albite zone and strategic mica was encountered at 
which time a drift was driven along the strike of the peginatite and several 
orosscuts were made. The pegmatite at this level was 55 feet long and ranged

from a few inches to over 20 feet wide. Mica of strategic grade and 
quantity sufficient to stope was confined to the foot wall zone of ap-
proximately 14 to 6 feet wide. On August 29, 1953 stoping was started. 
The average footage per shift was three and a half feet, and the mucking 
was hand shoveled and hand, trainmed. Two miners were on a shift and the 
majority of the drift was driven on a two shift basis. An Ingersoll-Rand 
jackleg with a four foot leg was used in conjunction with 1 1/2 inch carbide 
bits. The fastest drilling time for a five foot seventeen hole round was 
twenty minutes. Tramming distances ranged from 1400 feet at the start of the 
drift to 800 feet when the pegmatite was contacted. 


Diamond drilling was accomplished on the East and West peginatites under 
the No. 5 level and they were found to extend 120 feet below this level. 
One drill hole at 80 feet below the No. 5 level shoffed a width of five feet 
and the other holes ran between 7 to 114 inches in width,. Due to the nature 
of pegmatites, no reserves could be calculated from these drill, holes. 
Some sheet mica was encountered which appeared to be of strategic grade, but 
further exploration will be required to determine if the mica is of high 
enough quality to be used for the government stock piling program.

The subj ect property was visited September 30, 1953 • Mr. 
Albert Smith, engineer, and Mr. Orville Slette, general manager, were 
at the property during the visit . 


A tape and compass survey was made of the No. 5 level to 
recheck work completed under the ecpIoration project contract. The 
DNEA drift was advanced a total of 428 feet, and three short crosscuts 
were driven for a total of 44 feet of crosscutting. The total drifting 
and crosscutting on the No • 5 level was 472 feet. 


USBM tags which have been placed in the workings are: 


USBM #200 at portal / 329.5 feet on the bottom of a cap in main crosscut 
USBM #309 on bottom of cap in DNEA drift at USBM #200 / 283 feet 
USBM #307 on south side of cap in DMEA drift at USBM #309 , 132.5 feet 


The raise on the "New Pegmatite"0was started at USBM #307 3 feet. 
The raise was driven on a bearing of S. 55 E. with the first 15 feet 
on a 70° slope and the last 28 feet on a 540 slope. Total raising 
completed was 43 feet. 


The back of the stope on the pegrnatite in the drift which 
started N. 8° W. from the raise is approximately 25 .1/2 feet higher 
in elevation than the collar of the raise. A sketch is attached 
showing the workings from the raise. As shown on the sketch, drifting 
was started to the east at an elevation l8 .1/2 feet higher than the 
collar of the raise and 33 feet northeast of the raise. This drift 
had been advanced 36 feet at the time of the visit • Albite and 
tourmaline were ecposed'in the face of the drift and small books of 
green mica were scattered throughout the pegmatite. The Operators 
believe that this pegmatite is the central pegmatite which was worked 
by open pit on the surface.







Total work completed under the exploration project contract 
is recapitulated as follows:

The Operator has 20 women working in the trimming shed in 
Deary, Idaho, 5 men in the open pit at the mine, and 2 shifts of two 
men per shift in the drift from the raise. Production from the open 
pit is approxi.mately 2000# of mica book per shift.' This is trucked to 
the trimming shed at Deary, Idaho. Recovery at the trimming shed is 
about 5% of trim sheet. 


The Operator stated that 8 tons of mine run book has been 
shipped and they received 600/ton for the shipment. 


The Operator has prepared his final report for submission 
to the Field Team so that he may receive finar payment. 


Although all work outlined in the coniract has not been 
completed and total funds have not been expended, the objective, which 
was the "New Pegmatite", was intersected and the contract will be 
texninated by mutual agreement. A certification of discovery will 
be issued.


As the subject exploration project contract was a short fonu 
contract with the Government contributing 90% of agreed estimated costs 
of units of woric actually completed, the Government has no equity in 
supplies and equipment at the property.

Reference is made to your letter of August 25th concerning 
the above loan and contract, and to the conversation which Mr. 
Orville Slette and I had with you and Mr. Weissenborn in Seattle ' 
on September 24th. This letter is to'request reconsideration of' 
the denial of additional exploration funds.'( 


The denial of the additional funds seems to be premised on 
the conclusion that the proposed new work is development, and that 
mica reserves have already been reasonably delineated by diamond 
drilling. We think this premise is insupportable. We have been 
advised not only by our own engineer but unanimously by government 
and private engineers familiar with pegmatites that diamond drill-
ing simply is not conclusive or in fact anything more than a bare 
indication as to the quantity and quality of mica reserves. 


This has already been shown by the work accomplished under 
our exploration contract, where drifting to the point where mica 
was shown to exist in the diamond drill cores showed no mica of 
strategic quality and a raise had to be constructed for 39 feet 
before mica of strategic quality was found. 


Indications are favorable, but even so it will not be 
possible for us to sink the winze and do the drifting on our own 
account for the reason that we cannot consider the work as develop-
ment work and we cannot afford to do the exploration work because 
the risk is too great. 


We are indebted to the R.F.C. for over lOO,OOO.00. Your 
reports will show that our proven reserves are definitely limited. 
The additional exploration work is the key to our opening up mica 
in any quantity favorable to effect a government stockpiling pro 
gram.

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Such reports and statistics as are available to us indicate 
that we produced in the period ending June 30th almost one-sixth 
of the domestic mica stockpiled in the United States and over 
nine-tenths of the mica stockpiled at the Custer Depot. We can 
continue volume production only if additional reserves are 
blocked out. The margin of profit in production is so narrow 
that we are not able to finance exploration work on our own and 
must rely upon the government proceeding with the exploration 
program which Congress has authorized, on the terms authorized. 


We are confident our application for additional funds to 
complete exploration is absolutely justified as an exploration 
project and is in no sense of the word developmental work. And, 
as stated above, we can state positively that we cannot do the 
exploration work ourselves. If the potential àapacity of this 
mine is to be realized for the benefit of the government stock-
piling progam, then we must have this assistance. 


We respectfully request reconsideration of the matter and 
favorable action.

1953. There were four miners at the property at the time of the visit 
but Mr. Albert Smith, engineer and supervisor, was in MOscow, Idaho, 
on business. 


The raise on the "New Pegmatite" had been advanced 14 feet' 
since the last visit for a total of 43 feet of raising under the 
contract. From the raise drifts were driven to detennine the extent 
of the pegmatite at this level. The drifting from the raise is as 
follows:

The miners were stoping on the pegnatite in the drift to 
the N. 8° W. and are using the cut and fill method of stoping. They 
stated that they had been cobbing approximately 200 pounds of mica 
per man shift.

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Mr. Willard Puff ett, U. S. Geological Survey, viSited the 
property August 31, 1953 and the Operators informed him that they 
were not going to do anymore work under the exploration project 
contract but are going to continue stoping operations on the "New 
Pegmatite." 


The pegmatite which was outlined by the drifts from the 
raise is approximately 47 feet in length and varies from 2 to 9 feet 
in width. Strategic book mica was found in the footwall zone and 
some mica books are found scattered throughout the pegniatite. 


The total estimated cost of the exploration project was 
$28,700.00 and the last NF...104 by the Operator claims totals to date 
of $27,194.25. As all work outlined in the contract has not been 
completed and funds have not been expended, although the objective 
was reached, it is assumed the contract will have to be terminated 
by mutual agreement. A request has been sent to, Washington, D.C. 
for permission to terminate the contract by mutual agreement.

A routine inspection of the worldngs at the Muscovite mine 
was made on August 31, 19S3, Messrs. Albert Smith and Orville Slette, 
officials of the company, were at the property. Mr. Slette exhibited 
a letter from Mr. Mittendorf, Administrator, DNEk, in which it was. 
stated that 'the applied for extension of the contract was denied. 
Thus, Mr. Slette stated, contract work has been completed at the mine. 
He stated a total of 3 feet of drifting remained to be done, but 
there was no reason for its being driven as the objective had been 
reached without using all the work called for in the contract. 


The raise had been driven b3 feet, and 9.5 feet of drifting 
and crosscutting had been driven from the raise. This work had out-
lined the pegmatite at an elevation where strategic quality mica 
occurs. Mining operations on the pegmatite had been started and 	 7 
approximately IOO pounds of hand-cobbed mica had been produced at 
the time of the inspection. A modified cut and fill method of mining 
was being used. 


A map showing the outline of the workings and the outline of 
the pegmatite at the head of the raise accompanies this report. Very 
little detail on the pegmnatite other than its general outlines could 
be obtained. Apparently, the sheet mica is found more to the footwall 
(east wall) of the pegmatite. The pegmnatite is marked by very coarse-
grained black tourmaline in granular albite. No radioactive minerals 
were noted and the Operators report that beryl occurs only sparsely.

(a) Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report' and 
Voucher.—This form details expenditures and consti-
tutes a voucher for reimbursing the Operator for the 
Go,rernment's share of costs; 


(b) Form MF-104A—Operator's Unit Cost and Prog-
ress Report.—This is a statistical report of expenditures 
which shows costs for the various types of operation; 
and


(c) Narrative.—A concise narrative description of 
progress m,ade, results accomplished, and any unusual 
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible, 
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches 
showing formations penetrated and location and assays 
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In 
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map; 
logs and assays also are to be submitted. 


The Monthly' Report of Operator should be prepared in 
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the 
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of 
the month following. 


Preparation of Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report 
and Voucher.—All the applicable spaces in Form MF-104 
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his 
agent should sign the certification in the lower left corner of 
the form. 


The items of costs are arranged in the order they appear 
in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952), 
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting 
activities under other contract forms. 


Under Item (1) delete words "Short Form" if the contract 
is a sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delete word 
"Independent" if the contract reported is on Form MF-200

Item (6) includes the labor, supervision, technical services, 
materials, etc., used in the installation or construction of new 
buildings, fixed improvements, ete., necessary for the project.

Mr. Slette states that now that the figures of purchases at

The subject property was visited Wednesday, July 29, 1953. 
Mr. Albert Smith, engineer, was presentat the property at the time of 
the visit.


The raise on the "New Penatite" has been advanced 29 feet 
and is a two compartment raise cribbed with 3t1 x 12" planking. A few 
beryl crystals and some ruby mica books were found in the last round,. 
but the mica was not of a commercial grade. 


Work completed to date under the exploration project contract 
follows:


4.72 ft. drifting and crosscutting 
7511. ft. diamond drilling- underground 
11. 11.6 ft. diamond drilling - surface 
2L ft. timbering 
29 ft. of raise 


Work on the raise was temporarily suspended as the miners were 
dismissed because their rate of advance which was 2 ft. per shift, is less 
than has previously been maintained at the property. - Mr. Smith stated 
that he was trying to secure some miners from the Coeur d"Alene district. 


At the present time there are three men working in the open pit 
cobbing mica and Mr. Smith stated that approximately 1,000 pounds of mica 
were cobbed per day. The trimming shed in Deary has only three women 
employees, but the staff will be increased as soon as they get production 
from the pegmatite on the 500 level. 


Mr. Smith has been making test runs with his mill for grinding 
flour mica. He has been running approximately 100 pounds an hour and grinds 
to 70% minus 325 mesh. Equipment is ordered so that full scale operations 
can be initiated to grind their scrap mica into flour mica.

This is in reply to your letter of August 3, 1953, on the 
subject contract. 


in the first paragraph of that letter you state: "All mica 
that is removed through Tunnel No. 5, after execution of Amendment No. 
14, is subject to royalty, whethei'produóed by compar account or DNEA. 
contract." This also is our understanding of the situation, and,iñ 
our opinion does not represent any change from the provisions of Amend-
ment 1 which specify that a royalty is payable on "al]. minerals mined 
or 'extracted from the land descrIbed in Article 2 through the No. 5 
tunnel." In other words, this was the' agreOment before Amendment 14 
was made, and Amendment 14 does not in any way change this. 


In regard to the point brought out in the last paragraph of 
your letter, I would like further clarification before taking ' this 
matter with the Operator. The Operator is at present mining ore from 
a 'discovery which he made bef öre the start" of the DA Oontract. He 
may also recover some material from the old dumps.. It is exceedingly 
difficult for me to see the justice in claiming that, the ore b4 dis-
covered before the start of the contract or 'the material taken from 
dtm,s in existence long before the D& was ever dreamed has been in 
any way benefited by the work that is proposed below te No. 5 tunnel, 
nor why there should be any claim to the Government àclleoting royalty 
on such material. On the other hand, I think there is every juatifica-
tion why any and all' 'material from below the 14 level or extracted 
through the NO. S tunnel, whether disóovered by the DMEA. exploration 
or not, should pay royalty as this undoubtedly and definitely had been
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benefited by the DMEA. work. When the contract was begun, agreement 
was made to restrict royalty to material below the 4 level, and to 
ore coming out of the tunnel, and it is hard to see why there should 
be any change in these conditions. I am sure that the Operator will 
be completely unwilling to accept these conditions unless he is con-
vinced that no ore will be recovered from the shallow levels or from 
the dump in which case there will be no royalty to the Government 
avway.


I would like to ask, therefore, that you review this situation 
carefully, and study the contract map in the light of the above • It 
would appear from the present productiOn record that if the "New" pegma.. 
tite is productive below the 4 level and either the east or west.pegnia-
tites (or both) contain minable minerals below the 5 level, the Government's 
share of the contract could easily be repaid, and I certainly agree to 
lumping the present contract and the proposed expanded one so that if 
a discovery is certified, as it almost certainly will be, royalties 
would be collected for the full amount of both contracts regardless of 
whether the discovery W&3 due to work on the original contract or to the 
additional work in the amended contract or both. It is difficult, how-
ever, for me to see the justice of claiming royalties on an ore body 
actually being mined at the time the contract went into effect or on 
dump material already in existence on the property. This material has 
not been benefited by the exploration.

Enclosed are four copies of a summary report by Willard P. 
Puffett, Geologist, Ti. S. Geological Survey, on the exploration project 
at the Muscovite mine, in which special emphasis has been placed on 
results obtained in the diamond drilling portion of the project. This 
summary was prepared in response to your letter of June 15, 1953, 
wherein you request a summary of the exploration project in order to 
completely evaluate the Operator's application for an extension of the 
present contract. 


Although it is intimated in your letter that no action will 
be taken until the present project is completed, it is our opinion that 
all work has been completed which will have any bearing on the proposed 
work outlined in the application for extension of the contract; therefore, 
it is hoped that a summary at this time may result in an earlier decision 
concerning the application. Current work on the project is being directed 
toward completion of a raise on the New pegmatite from the No. 5 level, 
from which drifting is planned to explore the New pegmatite on an inter-
mediate level between the No. 5 level and the surface. This work is now 
nearing completion, but . it will probably be from two to three weeks before 
the project is entirely finished. From present accumulated information, 
indications are that recommendations will be made for certification of 
discovery as a result of contract work. 


In a previous memorandum report by Puffett, it was stated that 
diamond drill core recovery in critical areas of many of the completed 
holes was very poor. This was true• in the case of completed holes No's. 
2S, 35, iS, lU, 2U, and. 5U. Misinterpretation of the Operator's diamond


V
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drill core logs of holes kU, btJ, and 71J led us to believe that core 
recovery in the critical areas of these holes had been poor; however, 
when Puffett examined the mine on June 21k. and 25 he logged the core and 
found that core recovery from the critical areas of these three holes 
had been very good. In hole 7U a nearly solid section of pegmatite 6 
feet long was recovered, and : there was also good evidence of pegmatite 
in the critical areas of holes 1.0 and. 6u. Pegmatite core from these 
three holes coordinates very closely with the downward projection of the 
East and West pegrnatites as may be seen in cross section B-B t accompanying 
Puffett t s report. As a result of the indicated deeper extension of the 
East and West pegmatites there is some question whether sinking a winze 
and drifting on these pegmatites at a lower elevation should be classed as 
exploration or development. We believe that such proposed work should be 
considered as exploration inasmuch as peginatites are, by habit, erratic 
and discontinuous and any type of development is of necessity exploration. 
The decision as to whether DMEA would consider the proposed additional 
work as exploration in which DMEA would participate is, however, a decision 
for the Operating Committee. 


The Field Team believes that the Operators are sufficiently 
competent to carry out the extended exploration program. Completed contract 
work has been satisfactory in all respects and. reports submitted indicate 
that the Operator is familiar with the various problems attendsnt to 
exploration and mining operations. 


The Field Team again wishes to emphasize that from a relatively 
small area of the New pegmatite more than 538,000 pounds of hand-cobbed 
mica have been produced, a significant amount of mica. Other pegmatites 
on the property have not been as productive, but the property as a whole 
represents a large potential of strategic mica and it is believed that 
ft.rther exploration is justified. 


In the light of Puffett's recent examination of the drill core, 
and in view of the production from the New pegmatite, the Field Team 
believes that further exploration, as proposed by the applicant, is 
justifiable and. recommends Government participation in this work.

The Operator (Contractor) of an exploration project is 


required to make a monthly report to the Government 
through the Regional Executive Officer. This report con-
sists of three parts as follows: 


(a) Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Repoi't and 
Voucher.—This form details expenditures and Oonsti-
tutes a voucher for reimbursing the Operator for the 
Government's share of costs; 


(b) Form MF-104A—Operator's Unit Cost and Prog-
ress Report.—This is a statistical report of expenditures 
which shows costs for the various types of operation; 
and


(c) Narrative.—A concise narrative description of 
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual 
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible, 
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches 
showing formations penetrated and location and assays 
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In 
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map; 
logs and assays also are to be submitted. 


The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in 
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the 
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of 
the month following. 


Preparation of Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report 
and Vo'ucher.—All the applicable spaces in Form MF-104 
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his 
agent should sign the certification in the lower left corner of 
the form. 


The items of costs are arranged in the order they appear 
in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952), 
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting 
activities under other contract forms. 


Under Item (1) delete words "Short Form" if the contract 
is a sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delete word 
"Independent" if the contract reported is on Form MF-200 
(A). Also, report work paid for on a unit basis under con-
tract Form MF-200 as though it were performed under an 
independent contract. 


Under Item (2) include labor, supervision and technical 
services incurred for the exploratory operations. Do not 
include labor, supervision and technical services used for 
work performed under items (5) and (6). 


Under Item (3) include the costs of material and supplies 
used in the project other than that used under items (5) 
and (6). 


Under Item (4) appear the three types of operating equip-
ment expenditures, that is, rental, purchase and depreciation. 
The expenditures made for renting equipment belonging to a


third' party will be reported under "Rental". The amount 
paid or duly obligated for payment for the purchase of equip-
ment will be reported under "Purchase". The amount of 
expenditures due the Operator to reimburse him for deprecia-
tion of equipment owned will be reported under "Deprecia-
tion". 


Item (5) comprises costs of labor, supervision, technical 
services, materials, etc., which are used in the initial rehabili-
tation and repair of existing buildings, installations, fixtures, 
and equipment. These costs, therefore, should not be reported 
under items (2) and (3). 


Item (6) includes the labor, supervision, technical services, 
materials, etc., used in the installation or construction of new 
buildings, fixed improvements, etc., necessary for the project. 
These costs, therefore, should not be reported under items 
(2) and (3). 


Item (7) covers miscellaneous types of expenditure such as 
payroll taxes, liability insurance, workmen's compensation 
insurance, repairs to equipment and sampling and analysis. 
Only that part of payroll taxes, liability insurance and 
workmen's compensation which are paid by the operator 
should be reported under item (7). The share paid by 
the employee as a payroll deduction is to be included 
under item (2) as labor costs. 


Item (8) includes any unforeseen costs not included in the 
other .seven categories. 


The original of Form MF-104 when submitted for reim-
bursable expenses incurred under contract Form MF-200 
must be supported by original documentation or by certified 
copies of purchase orders, payrolls or transcripts of payrolls, 
unless such documentation has been waived by the Regional 
Executive Officer. This certification may be stated thus, 
"Certified True Copy (or Transcript)", followed by appro-
priate signature. If the Executive Officer of the Region 
determines that a contract under Form MF-200 should have 
an "on-site" audit, that is, a Government auditor should 
make an audit of the Operator's books and records c account, 
the Operator need not support his monthly voucher with 
original or certified documents except in cases of equipment 
purchases whose individual costs exceed $50.00. In these 
cases the original or a certified copy of the purchase order or 
invoice should be attached to the Monthly Voucher. N. B.—
Only the original of Form MF-104 is required to be docu-
mented. The four copies of Form MF-104 are not to be 
thus supported. 


Form MF-104 submitted for reimbursement under fixed 
price contracts on Form MF-200 (A), however, are not re-
quired to be supported by documentation of any kind. The 
Operator will submit his claim under item (1) of Form 
MF-104 by deleting as stated above the word "Independent" 
and by shosng the number of feet or other units immediately 
after the appropriate descriptive word, such as, drilling, bull-
dozing, crosscutting, drifting, etc., and giving the "Monthly 
Total" amount due.

A routine examination of the Muscovite Mine was made on 
Wednesday, July 29, 1953. Mr. Smith, engineer, and. Mr. Slette, general 
manager, were at the mine. The primary purpose of the inspection was 
to examine the raise allowed under terms of Amendment No. 1i to the 
contract.


The raise has been driven in the area bordering the southern 
extension of the New Penatite on the No. 5 level. The raise has a 
bearing S. 50° E. and is inclined at an angle of 70° for i6. feet and 
530 for the remaining 12.5 feet. Thus, the top of the raise is at a 
vertical elevation of 33 feet above the sill of level No. 5. The raise 
is tightly lagged, and the walls are exposed in only the upper parts. 
Pegmatite material, occurring as stringers in altered, tourmalinized 
schist is exposed in the top of the raise. A few crystals of beryl are 
in the schist. It is believed the raise is following the hanging wall of 
the pegmatite very closely as relatively unaltered schist is found in the 
hanging wall portion of the pegmatite in the raise. 


A few books of strategic grade muscovite occur in the pegmatite. 
Although these books measure only 1 to 3 inches in diameter, it is believed 
they represent a zone from which muscovite may be recovered. The albite 
associated with the pegmatite is nearly fifty-fifty cleavlandite and 
granular albite. Consequently, it is believed the raise is nearing the 
area in which drifting along the pegmatite will expose a portion of the 
pegmatite from which strategic mica can be produced. 


Although the Operators formerly thought that open-pit operations 
on the New pegmatite had reached the economic limit insofar as depth is 
concerned, continued prospecting of the wide altered zone in the footwall 
area of the pegmatite has exposed good. muscovite, and at least two weeks
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production has been obtained from an area in which it was formerly 
thought that all strategic mica had been removed. 


The Operators have exposed another pegmatite by bulldozing. 
This pegniatite is approximately 200 yards south of other known pegmatites 
and is aligned in a direction so as to be considered a southern extension 
of the Central peginatite. A great amount of sheet mica is exposed in 
the bulldozer cut but the muscovite is not of strategic quality. Of 
course, the work done on this new discovery was not done under terms of 
the current DNEA project contract. 


A showing location of the raise and the geology at the head 
of the raise accompanies this report.

A iou*tine inspection of the Muscovite Mine was made on 
Wednesday and Thursday, June 214, and 25, 1953. Mr. Albert Smith, 
Engineer, and. Mr. Orville Slette, General Manager of the Corporation, 
were at the mine both days. The purpose of the inspection was to 
complete mapping the DMEA drift and to finish checking the drill core 
from diamond drill holes drilled under the terms of the contract. 
Contract work had been suspended June 17, 1953, as the Operators were 
awaiting the DMEA decision on their request to drive a raise on the 
pegmatite which had. been intersected in the DMEA drift. (A telegram 
dated July 10, 1953, from the DMEA Operating.Committee approved the 
request for thedriving of the raise.) 


A plan map and two vertical sections, both on twenty scale, 
have been prepared to accompany this report. On these maps the 
location of all DMEA work at the mine is shown in relation to other 
workings and surface traces of known pegniatites. 


The purpose of the project at the Muscovite mine was to 
explore for deeper extensions of the new pegniatite, a pegmatite 
discovered. early in the summer of 1952 when. the Operators were bull-
dozing old dumps preparatory to milling these dumps for their scrap 
mica content. Although unusually productive of strategic quality 
mica, the newly found pegniatite was found to be somewhat restricted 
in horizontal outline, which meant that open-pit operations would 
soon reach the downward economic limit of mining, and thus the 
Operators were desirous of proving the new pegniatite's persistence in 
depth to the No. 5 level, from above which mica could be extracted 
economically by undergrOund mining methods. Preliminary diamond 
drilling was planned, which if successful, would be followed by 
rehabilitation of the No. 5 level adit, and a drift would be driven 
to the projected location of the pegniatite on the No. 5 level.
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Prior to the completion of negotiations on the contract, the 
Operators completed a diamond drill hole from the surface which contacted 
mica-and beryl-containing pegrnatite material at a location some distance 
beneath the No, 5 level. Because of this rather fortuitous inter-
section, it was believed sufficient evidence had. been obtained to prove 
the New Pegmatite persisted to depth, and thus further drilling from 
the surface was deemed unnecessary. As finally outlined, contract 
work was to begin with the rehabilitation of the No. 5 level, which was 
to be followed by drifting to the projected location of the New 
Pegrnatite on this level. 


Prom a location in the No. 5 adit 329.5 feet from the portal, 
a drift was driven approximately straight north for 275 feet. From 
this location a crosscut was driven N. 75° E. for nearly 30 feet, 
through the area in which it had formerly been assumed the downward. 
extension of the New pegtnatite would be found. This crosscut was 
unsuccessful in finding pegmatite, and consequently the Operators 
recessed further drifting or crosscutting and completed diamond drilling 
as allowed in the contract in an effort to more definitely locate the 
downward extension of the New pegmatite and also to test for extensions 
of the West and. East pegmatites beneath the No. 5 level. Eight holes 
were drilled from underground drill stations, which, although being 
successful in finding extensions to depth of the West and East pegmatites, 
were not successful in intersecting downward extensions of the New 
pegmatite. (As per Amendment No. 2) Three diamond drill holes were 
then drilled from a surface diamond. drill station in an effort to 
intersect the New pegmatite at an intermediate elevation between the 
surface and the No. 5 level. All three surface holes intersected a 
wide zone of much tourmalinized. schist, but the core from only one hole 
contained. pegmatite material. An examination of the data obtained. from 
the surface drill holes suggested. the New pegmatite was plunging 
northwardly, as opposed to the slightly southward plunge of other known 
peginatites at the property. 


As a result of the information gained. by the surface diamond. 
drilling, it was believed that the DMEA drift would intersect the 
downward. extension of the New peginatite if the drift were extended in 
a direction slightly east of north. The drift was extended 70 feet 
at which place altered. schist containing much tourmaline with occasional 
pods of feldspars was encountered.. The drift was turned. to a more 
northward direction paralleling this altered. zone and at 50 more feet 
a pegmatite was intersected. The drift was driven to the northward. 
limit of the pegmatite and then two short crosscuts near the pegmatite's 
southern extremity were driven. As a result of this work, a pegxnatite 
was outlined having a length of 1.3 feet and a maximum width of 8 feet. 
The general outline of the peginatite is teardrop shaped with the blunt 
termination being at its northern extremity. 


One of the two crosscuts in the pegmatite has exposed. the 
southern tip of the pegmatite. Here the peginatite gradually narrows 
to less than 6 inches before ending completely. Very coarse-grained. 
albite (cleavelandite), and concentrations of smoky quartz and black 
tourmaline ranging ind.iameter to 1 inches, make up the pegznatite near
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its southern tip. Some sheet muscovite is found here. In the wall of 
this southern tip of the pegrnatite to the east and. south is much fine-
grained feldspar, quartz, muscovite, with narrow stringers of smoky quartz 
in which are found occasional crystals of light green beryl up to 
three-quarters of an inch in diameter. About 17 feet north of this 
southern tip of the pegmatite, lenses of nearly solid gray quartz, 
up to iii inches wide, trending north and dipping Ii0 degrees to the west, 
are found in the central portion of the pegmatite. Surrounding the 
quartz lenses is much coarse-grained cleavelandite, and some muscovite 
books 2 to 1 inches wide are found near the quartz lenses. Much of 
the southern portion of the pegmatite is obscured by lagging on the 
back and. walls of the drift. 


On the west side of the drift, and also the west side of the 
pegmatite approximately 30 feet north of its southern tip, a 1-inch wide 
band. of black tourmaline occurs. Just to the south of this tourmaline 
band, much sheet mica up to 6 inches wide occurs. Although a consider-
able amount of this muscovite was produced, it was not of strategic 
quality, being greenish.and relatively soft. 


About 38 feet north of the southern tip of the pegmatite, both 
walls of the pegmatite are exposed and at its northern extremity the• 
pegmatite is 6 feet wide. Scattered small books of muscovite and 
scattered tourmaline crystals are found along the border zone of the 
pegmatite in its northern portion. 


The exposed areas of the pegrnatite were examined with a 
fluorescent lamp and checked with a portable Geiger counter. Surround-
ing the southern portion of the pegmatite, much greenish yellow 
fluorescence occurs, which, when checked with the Geiger counter, 
showed aslight radioactive anomaly. Scattered green fluorescence was 
found to exist throughout much of the pegmatite but at only one place 
was a significant radioactive anomaly noted. This location is shown 
on the accompanying map. It was definitely around some localized 
brownish stained spots in cleavelandite near the massive tourmaline 
band on the west side of the drift. It is assumed that the source of 
the radioactive anomaly is tiny crystals of meta-torbernite. 


In summary, it appears from present exposures that this 
pegmatite found on the No. 5 level, is a well-zoned pegniatite with a 
quartz core, a cleavelandite, quartz-muscovite wall zone, plus border 
zone rich in tourmaline and some sheet muscovite. There appears to be 
a thick altered zone bordering it on the east and south, with only a 
very restricted alteration zone along its western and northern margins. 
In the crosscut at the southern tip of the pegmatite, it appears that 
there is a good. possibility more pegniatite could be found a short 
distance to the south by drifting In a direction parallel to the 
general strike of the now exposed pegmatite. Although it cannot be 
stated for certain that this pegmatite is the downward projection of 
the New pegmatite, its location, the type of alteration halo around it, 
and the presence of much tou.rmaline and radioactive minerals along its 
outer wall zone and border zone, support the probability that it is the 
downward extension of the New pegniatite.
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It was pointed out to the Operators that more crosscutting 


and drifting, especially just south of the pegmatite on the \ No. 5 
level, may be successful in exposing more peginatite. They are fully 
in agreement with this but as there remains only a very limited amount / 
of underground work allowed under terms of the contract, they are 
desirous of utilizing this work to raise on the now exposed pegmatite 
in an effort to reach a zone from which strategic mica may be produced. 
As their operations on the surface are fast approaching the economic 
limit for pit operations due to the depth of the pit, their main 
concern is to find more strategic mica in an effort to maintain an 
economic rate of production. Some mica is being produced from the West 
peginatite in a stope beneath the No. l. level,, but the quantity is 
insufficient to maintain their present stockpile. Now that the 
amendment has been approved to allow raising on the newly intersected 
pegmatite, it is hoped that within a short time strategic mica will 
be encountered and the pegniatite can be outlined at a higher elevation 
above the No. 5 level.. Although there is probably sufficient 
justification to certify a discovery on present evidence, it is 
recommended that certification be delayed until it is certain as to 
just which pegmatite is being explored, and more can be determined 
regarding the quality of the contained sheet mica. 


In a letter dated June 15, 1953, from George Selfridge, 
Chairman, Operating Committee, DMEA, it was requested that a summary 
of the exploration work at the Muscovite mine be made at an early date. 
This summary is necessary before consideration can be given the Operatorts 
request for an extension of their present contract to permit sinking 
and drifting at an elevation below the No. 5 level to explore deeper 
extensions of the East, West, and New peginatite. It was intimated 
that perhaps the degree of competency of the diamond drillers, apparently 
based on the percentage core recovery of completed diamond drill holes, 
would have an important bearing on the decision concerning this 
requested extension. Although the contract is not yet completed, it 
is believed that all that work having a direct relation to the proposed 
extended project work has been completed, and thus can be summarized 
now and submitted in an effort to expedite final decision on the 
requested contract extension. 


Total contract work finished as of June 17, 1953, equals 
I.73 feet of drifting and crosscutting, 751# feet of diamond drilling 
from underground stations and ]4 .6 feet of diamond drilling from a 
surface station. The Government is contributing 90 percent of the 
costs, based on a unit cost of $32.50 per foot for drifting and cross-
cutting, plus $5.00 per foot additional when timbering is required; 
$ li. .50 per foot . for drilling from surface drill stations, and $1L00 
per foot for drilling from underground drill stations. Total unexpended 
funds as of June 17, 1953, equalled $li.,355.00 which was to be allowed 
for 128 feet of drifting and crosscutting with a maximum of 39 feet 
of timbered workings allowed. Diamond drilling allowed under the 
contract had been completed.

With the exception of holes lU, 2U, 3U, and 5U all core has 
been placed in core boxes made at the mine. Dimensions of these boxes 
are 23 inches by 60 inches, and each box holdeleven rows of core. 


Insofar as competency of supervision and operation are 
concerned, it has been above average at this mine as compared to the 
majority of properties at which DMEA projects have been approved. The 
maps and core logs that have been submitted by the Operator have been 
checked and have been found to be satisfactory. I would like to 
emphasize that this is one of the few projects with which I've been 
associated where a competent engineer and geologist has been supervis-
ing the operation. 


It is problematical, of course, and a decision to be reached 
by the Operating Committee as to whether we now have sufficient 
information to positively prove the East and West pegmatite persists 
to the depth as indicated by the completed diamond drill holes. It 
still seems to be well within the realm of exploration to permit 
sinking and drifting at a lower elevation to completely determine if 
added strategic mica can be outlined below the No. 5 level. Regardless 
of the relative competency of the Operators, which is average or above, 
the fact remains that the Muscovite mine still possesses a large 
potential of strategic mica. The Operators state they are at this 
time not financially capable of sinking the winze and drifting with

their own funds. If the 'Government is still in need. of more strategic 
mica to bolster their stockpile, it is my opinion that the application 
for the winze and lower drift be given favorable consideration, 
especially as the premium price being paid for the mica from this mine 
will permit very rapid amortization of the Governinent t s share of the 
exploration costs, should the extended project be successful.

Contract be amended to allow for the driving of a 50.-foot 
raise on the "New" pegmatite from the 500 drift level. 


Comments:
(1) Evidence is lacking that the pegmatite intersected on the 


500 level is the "New" peginatite. This pegznatite was 
supposedly found in drill cores of holes drilled from sur-
face (letter from Field Team of June 22, 1953 and memo 
from Puff ett of June 1, 1953), but inspection of logs does 
not confirm this. No log exists in Washington of D.D.H.#9. 
Log of D.D.H. 4S (Narrative Report of May 5, 1953) says 
"New peginatite was contacted at 132 feet. Core recovery 
was so poor that thickness could not be determined. Sludge 
showed small mica flakes." Not very convincing proof that 
this is the "New" pegmatite. Logs of 25 and 35 showed 
only "alteration zones"; hardly conclusive evidence of the 
"New" .pegmatite. 


(2) The "New" pegmatite supposedly plunges north, whereas the 
other bodies in this area plunge south. This is an un-
likely situation and should not be accepted unless structural 
data supports it. 


(3) Raising hardly seems the least expensive method of delimiting 
a peginatite body, especially when drilling results are 
incomplete. A raise along this peginatite certainly resem-
bles development work. 


(4) If the applicant wishes to explore the "New" pegmatite, a 
shaft or other suitable working could be sunk. Because 
this is not "exploration" under the terms of DMEA, no 
government money could be expended, however the company 
could presumably mine in ore without losing money. Diamond 
drilling with DMEA funds might be considered to delimit 
the	 pegmatite, but core • recovery to date has been so 
poor that results would probably be inconclusive. 


RECONMENDATION: 
Amendment be denied.

MONTHLY REPORT OF OPERATOR 
The Operator (Contractor) of an exploration projct is 


required to make a monthly report to the Government 
through the Regional Executive Officer. This report con-
sists of three parts as follows: 


(a) Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report' and 
Voucher.—This form details expenditures and consti-
tutes a voucher for reimbursing the Operator for the 
Government's share of costs; 


(b) Form MF-104A—Operator's Unit Cost and Prog-
ress Report.—This is a statistical report of expenditures 
which shows costs for the various types of operation; 
and


(c) Narrative.—A concise narrative description of 
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual 
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible, 
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches 
showing formations penetrated and location and assays 
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In 
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map; 
logs and assays also are to be submitted. 


The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in 
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the 
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of 
the month following. 


Preparation of Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report 
and Voucher.—All the applicable spaces in Form MF-104 
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his 
agent should sign the certification in the lower left corner of 
the form. 


The items of costs are arranged in the order they appear 
in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952), 
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting 
activities under other contract forms. 


Under Item (1) delete words "Short Form" if the contract 
is a sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delete word 
"Independent" if the contract reported is on Form MF-200 
(A). Also, report work paid for on a unit basis under con-
tract Form MF-200 as though it were performed under an 
independent contract. 


Under Item (2) include labor, supervision and technical 
services incurred for the exploratory operations. Do not 
include labor, supervision and technical services used for 
work performed under items (5) and (6). 


Under Item (3) include the costs of material and supplies 
used in the project other than that used under items (5) 
and (6). 


Under Item (4) appear the three types of operating equip-
ment expenditures, that is, rental, purchase and depreciation. 
The expenditures made for renting equipment belonging to a


third: party will be reported under "Rental". The amount 
paid or duly obligated for payment for the purchase of equip-
ment will be reported under "Purchase". The amount of 
expenditures due the Operator to reimburse him for deprecia-
tion 9 f equipment owned will be reported under "Deprecia-
tion". 


Item (5) comprises costs of labor, supervision, technical 
services, materials, etc., which are used in the initial rehabili-
tation and repair of existing buildings, installations, fixtures 
and equipment. These costs, therefore, should not be reportel 
under items (2) and (3). 


Item (6) includes the labor, supervision, technical services, 
materials, etc., used in the installation or construction of new 
buildings, fixed improvements, etc., necessary for the project. 
These costs, therefore, should not be reported under items 
(2) and (3). 


Item (7) covers miscellaneous types of expenditure such as 
payroll taxes, liability insurance, workmen's compensation 
insurance, repairs to equipment and sampling and analysis. 
Only that part of payroll taxes, liability insurance and 
workmen's compensation which are paid by the operator 
should be reported under item (7). The share paid by 
the employee as a payroll deduction is to be included 
under item (2) as labor costs. 


Item (8) includes any unforeseen costs not included in the 
other seven categories. 


The original of Form MF-104 when submitted for reim-
bursable expenses incUrred under contract Form MF-200 
must be supported by original documentation or by certified 
copies of purchase orders, payrolls or transcripts of payrolls, 
unless such documentation has been waived by the Regional 
Executive Officer. This certification may be stated thus,

Preparation of Form MF-104A—Operalor's Unit Cost and Progress Report.—Applicable 
places on Form 104A should be filled in by the Operator. The purpose of this form is 
twofold as follows: (1) to furnish the supervising engineers and other administrators with 
statistical information necessary to better determine the progress of the project; and (2) to 
furnish more permanent information on mining costs for future use. The more important 
phases of operation on which permanent information is desired have been outlined in the 
form. There are blank lines, however, for those unusual phases which may need to be 
reported for a particular project. 11 will be necessary for the Operator to distribute his 
costs among the applicable phases reported with the exception of three items the costs of 
which are not to be distributed by the Operator. These three items are: "Operating Equip-
ment Purchased", "Initial Rehabilitation and Repairs", and "New Buildings, Improve-
ments, etc." The reason for not distributing these items on a monthly basis is doubtless 
clear to the Operator, since such distribution might well overstate the cost for any one 
month or peribd short of the entire contract period. 


Form MF-104A has been designed to tie in with Form MF--104 for both monthly and 
cumulative costs. The "Total Costs" on Form MF-104A for each month should equal 
the monthly "Total Costs" as reported on Form MF-104. This is also true of the "Total 
Costs To Date". 


In preparing Form MF-104A, it will be necessary frequently to distribute certain 
costs over a number of items. For instance, supervisory and engineering costs may have 
to be distributed over several phases, such as, drifting, crosscutting, raising, etc., provided 
that these items were reported active for the month. Such distributions should be made 
on the basis of time spent on the various phases, on man days of labor charged to such 
phases, or on some other equitable basis. "Operating Equipment", "Initial Rehabilita-
tionand Repairs", and "New Buildings Improvements, etc.", will be distributed to the 
several phases of the project by the Washington Office of DMEA at the close of the project 
if determined necessary. The last two columns headed "Authorized by Contract" will be 
filled in by the Operator if such information is found in the contract. This information is 
usually a part of Exhibit "A" of the contract. A space for remarks has been provided, for 
the use of the Operator to call attention to any unusual circumstances causing excessive or 
disproportionate unit costs.

Enclosd is a request with maps and a narrative report 
as supporting data, submitted by the Idaho Beryllium and Mica Cor-
poration, to amend their present exploration project contract to 
permit a raise to be driven on the "New" pegmatite from the 00 
drift level. Copies of the amendment, subject to your approval, 
are also herewith submitted. 


The extension of the 00 drift level, after completion of 
a series of diamond drill holes, has been successful in intersecting 
a pegmatite which is believed to be the downward extension of the 
"New" pegmatite. On the 00 level, this pegmatite is LiO feet long 
and a maximum of 9 feet wide. It is marked by a border zone in which 
a great amount of black tourmaline occurs, very similar in this 
respect to the border zone of the "New" pegmatite where exposed on 
the surface. Unfortunately, very little strategic mica of any 
consequence has been found in this pegmatite on the 00 level. The 
Operator is of the opinion that this lack of strategic mica may be 
traced in part to the fact that the albite on the lower level is of 
the cleavelandite variety. It has been the experience of the Opera-
tor that in or near a cleavelandite zone sheet mica is more likely 
to be soft, yellow-green, and not stratgic in quality. Where the 
albite is not of the cleavelandite variety, sheet mica found at the 
Muscovite mine is generally of strategic quality. To our knowledge,
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this suspected association of strategic mica with the more granular 
albite, has not been emphasized in Stoll's Professional Paper (except 
broadly in that according to his description most of the cleavelandite 
is found in the core where there is little or no strategic mica), and 
if found to be true, may contribute a useful guide in future explora-
tion in the Avon district. 


Unexpended funds remaining in the contract as of June 17, 
1953, are as follows:

It is the desire of the Operator to spend the remaining funds 
of the contract in raising on the pegmatite in an effort to r each a 
downward extension of the strategic mica zone. If they can intersect 
this zone by a maximum of 50 feet of raising, it.will mean that there 
still remains 100 feet of back above them below the open-pit floor. 
If this work is successful, further work will be in drifting and cross-
cutting the pegmatite at the upper elevation until the contract funds 
are expended or the limits of the pegmatite are reached. 


The Field Team iz of the opinion that this proposed raise 
is within the original spirit of the contract. It is hoped, of course, 
that if the raise is driven, strategic' mica will.be found with less 
than 50 feet of raising. Even if more than 50 feet of raising is 
necessary, the raising still seems justified. The Operator is planning 
to probe the walls of the raise with long steel, in an effort not to 
miss any strategic sheet mica zone. 


If this new pegmatite on the 500 level is the downward exten-
siôn of the "Nw" pegmatite on the surface, it means we were mistaken 
in our original estimate of the plunge of the pegniatite. As can be 


seen on the plan map, herein enclosed, this new-found pegmatite may be 
an extension of part of the central pegmnatite or may be a separate 
new pegnmatite. Thus the raise is justified to prove just what pegma-
tite we have found on the 500 level. 


We want to emphasize that though this pegmnatite appears 
somewhat restricted in size, more than 500,000 pounds of cobbed mica 
have been produced from it in a relatively shallow open pit. 


If this amendment is approved, it is essential that we be 
notified in the quickest manner possible, The Operator is of the 
opinion that the project can be brought to completion within two weeks 
after the approval of the amendment. Currently on file is another 
application of the Operators to extend the present contract to permit 
sinking and drifting to more fully explore diamond drill hole intersections
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of the downward extension of the East, West and possibly Central pegma-
tites. Our information here, based on a letter from your office dated 
June 15, 1953, is that the application for contract extension will not 
be processed until the current contract is completed and the Operator's 
report and final report from the field are received. If these are to.. 
be the conditions on which the application is to be considered, then 
the current contract should be brought to completion at the earliest 
date possible to permit the Operator to effectively plan their future 
exploration at the mine.

The subject property was visited Friday, June 5, 1953, accom-
panied by Frank Armstrong, Geologist, USGS. Mr. Orville J. Slette, 
General Manager of the corporation and Mr. Albert Smith, engineer, were 
at the property at the time of the inspection. 


The DNEA drift has been extended 137 feet beyond the crosscut 
which was driven to the east to intersect the pegniatite. Total advance 
to date-under the exploration project contract is 407 feet of drift and 
25 feet of crosscut for a total of 432 feet of advance. 


An alteration zone was intersected 57 feet back from the present 
face as shown on the attached sketch. The east wall of the drift in the 
alteration zone carried considerable amount of green fluorescent material 
which the Operator thought could possibly be meta-torbernite or autinite. 
This area was checked with a mineral-lite and Geiger counter and showed 
some radioactivity but it is believed that a large majority of the green 
fluorescent material is a silicate with a fluorescent film. 


The pegmatite was intersected in the east wall of the drift 
23 feet back from the face. The pegmatite carried large amounts of 
tourinaline and a small amount of non-commercial mica.

The Operator is running .two shifts in the drift with two men 
per shift. The average advance per shift is 3-1/2 feet and a 17 hole 
round is drilled using a 3 hole burn cut. Ingersoll Rand tungsten carbide 
bits are used in drilling with an average footage of 600 feet er bit. 
The powder consumption has dropped from 6.25 pounds per fbot to 5 pounds 
per foot, according to Mr. Smith. 


At the present time the company has five men employed in the 
open pit and twenty women in the trimming shed at Deary, Idaho0 Approxi-
mately 50,000 pounds of mica has been shipped to the trimming shed from the 
pit operations this year.

This memorandum is prepared. to accompany the transmittal 
letter of the applicatIon of Idaho Beryllium and. Mica Corporation for 
an extension 'of their present exploration project. 


The newly discovered penatite at the Muscovite mine has 
yielded a total of 538,000 pounds of hand-cobbed mica from the open 
pit' as of the last week in May 1953. Current work on the exploration 
pràject at the mine is to attempt to intersect this pegaatite at a 
lower elevation by drifting. Diamond drilling from underground stations 
failed to intersect micabearing portions of the peginatite but holes drilled 
from the surface have intersected. mica-bearing portjona of the peginatite 
at an intermediate elevation between the surface and. the No. 5 level, 
approximately 110 feet below the present surface • it should. be pointed. 
out that where th peginatite was intersected in the di8mond drill, hole, 
core recovery was very poor due in part to the friable nature of the 
fine-grained. mica and granular cleaviandite thati in part, surrounds 
the sheet-mica portion of the pegrnatite. Currently, an exploration 
drift: is following a tourmalinebearing alteration zone which is on 
a projected extension of this pegmatite on the No. 5 level. As a result 
of information gained to date from the drilling and underground work, 
it is believed 'that the new peginatite plunges very steeply to the 
north. Thus, it is expected. that within two weeks the underground work 
will have intersected the new peginatite underground. 


Diómoüd. drill intersections of the east and west peginatites 
at elevations below'the No. 5 level have shown some sheet mica. Here 
again the core recovery has been disappointingly low in the peginatite 
area. Because of this low percentage of core recovery, little can 
be inferred regarding the true character of the peginatite at the 
elevation where intersected by the drill. These intersections may 
represent an extension of known pegmatites to that depth, or they may

represent only email lenses of mica-bearing penatite material in a 
general zone approximating the extension of the east and. west peginatites. 
It is doubtful that further diamond drilling from stations on the No. 5 
level could more fully indicate the true nature of the peginatite at 
the lower elevation. 


The operators are asking for more funds to allow a viz*e 
and drifting to explore the peginatite at the lower elevation. My 
opinion is that the diamond drill has shown sheet mica to exist. at 
the lower elevation, but further work in the form of man- .sized openings 
should be justified to complete the exploration. Parallel situations 
can be found in existing contracts where underground work is authorized 
to further explore diamond drill intersections of vein intersections, 
where the true nature of the vein can be rather definitely established 
by a diamond drill hole. In the case of peginatites, which are 
difficult to project in any direction with any degree of certainty, 
added work in the form of man-sized openings to more fully explore 
drill intersections seems to me to be more than justified as reasonable 
exploration. Certainly the production record fran the pegiiatites at 
the Muscovite, which places this property among the larger producers 
of strategic mica in the countiy, does not detract fran the promising 
possibilities which may be realized by the extension of the current 
contract.

MONTHLY REPORT OF OPERATOR 


The Operator (Contractor) of an exploration project is 
required to make a monthly report to the Government 
through the Regional Executive Officer. This report con-
sists of three parts as follows: 


(a) Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report and 
Voucher.—This form details expenditures and consti-
tutes a voucher for reimbursing the Operator for the 
Government's share of costs; 


(b) Form MF-104A—Operator's Unit Cost and Prog-
ress Report.—This is a statistical report of expenditures 
which shows costs for the various types of operation; 
and


(c) Narrative.—A concise narrative description of 
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual 
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible, 
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches 
showing formations penetrated and location and assays 
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In 
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map; 
logs and assays also are to be submitted. 


The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in 
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the 
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of 
the month following. 


Preparation of Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report 
and Voucher.—All the applicable spaces in Form MF-104 
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his 
agent should sign the certification in the lower left corner of 
the form. 


The items of costs are arranged in the order they appear 
in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952), 
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting 
activities under other contract forms. 


tJnder Item (1) delete words "Short Form" if the contract 
is a sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delete word 
"Independent" if the contract reported is on Form MF-200 
(A). Also, report work paid for on a unit basis under con-
tract Form MF-200 as though it were performed under an 
independent contract. 


Under Item (2) include labor, supervision and technical 
services incurred for the exploratory operations. Do not 
include labor, supervision and technical services used for 
work performed under items (5) and (6). 


Under Item (3) include the costs of material and supplies 
used in the project other than that used under items (5) 
and (6). 


Under Item (4) appear the three types of operating equip-
ment expenditures, that is, rental, purchase and depreciation. 
The expenditures made for renting equipment belonging to a


third party will be reported under "Rental". The amount 
paid or duly obligated for payment for the purchase of equip-
ment will be reported under "Purchase". The amount of 
expenditures due the Operator to reimburse him for deprecia-
tion of equipment owned will be reported under "Deprecia-
tion". 


Item (5) comprises costs of labor, supervision, technical 
services, materials, etc., which are used in the initial rehabili-
tation and repair of existing buildings, installations, fixtures, 
and equipment. These costs, therefore, should not be reported 
under items (2) and (3). 


Item (6) includes the labor, supervision, technical services, 
materials, etc., used in the installation or construction of new 
buildings, fixed improvements, etc., necessary for the project. 
These costs, therefore, should not be reported under items 
(2) and (3). 


Item (7) covers miscellaneous types of expenditure such as 
payroll taxes, liability insurance, workmen's compensation 
insurance, repairs to equipment and sampling and analysis. 
Only that part of payroll taxes, liability insurance and 
workmen's compensation which are paid by the operator 
should be reported under item (7). The share paid by 
the employee as a payroll deduction is to be included 
under item (2) as labor costs. 


Item (8) includes any unforeseen costs not included in the 
other seven categories. 


The original of Form MF-104 when submitted for reim-
bursable expenses incUrred under contract Form MF-200 
must be supported by original documentation or by certified 
copies of purchase orders, payrolls or transcripts of payrolls, 
unless such documentation has been waived by the Regional 
Executive Officer. This certification may be stated thus, 
"Certified True Copy (or Transcript)", followed by appro-
priate signature. If the Executive Officer of the Region 
determines that a contract under Form MF-200 should have 
an "on-site" audit, that is, a Government auditor should 
make an audit of the Operator's books and records of account, 
the Operator need not support his monthly voucher with 
original or certified documents except in cases of equipment 
purchases whose individual costs exceed $50.00. In these 
cases the original or a certified copy of the purchase order or 
invoice should be attached to the Monthly Voucher. N. B.—
Only the original of Form MF-104 is required to be docu-
mented. The four copies of Form MF-104 are not to be 
thus supported. 


Form MF-104 submitted for reimbursement under fixed 
price contracts on Form MF-200 (A), however, are not re-
quired to be supported by documentation of any kmd. The 
Operator will submit his claim under item (1) of Form 
MF-104 by deleting as stated above the word "Independent" 
and by showing the number of feet or other units immediately 
after the appropriate descriptive word, such as, drilling, bull-
dozing, crosscutting, cfrifting, etc., and giving the "Monthly 
Total" amount due. "Totals Previously Reported", and

Enclosed please find	 copies of a letter from the 
Idaho Beryllium and Mica Corporation with supporting data, includ-
ing diamond drill logs of holes drilled under DNEA. contract, maps 
of existing and proposed workings, and cost esiinates of proposed 
work.


This letter is a request for an extension of the current 
exploration contract at the Muscovite mine to further explore the 
mine below the No. 5 level. Completed diamond drillingto date has 
proven the existence of pegmatite below the No. 5 level; this 
pegmnatite may represent downward extensions of either or both the 
East and West Pegmatite, which have been previously mined from the 
No. 5 level to the surface. 


The applicants request extension of their present contract 
to allow for sinking a winze and drifting off the bottom of the 
winze to explore for the East and West pegmnatites at an elevation 
100 feet beneath the No. 5 level. Total work applied for includes 
120 feet of winze and 500 feet of crosscutting and drifting. The 
applicant estimates LI2,6O9.Lt0 as the cost of the proposed work. 


The current contract project being undertaken at the 
Muscovite mine is expected to be completed within a few weeks. At 
the present time, it is not certain how successful this project rniy be.

Pegrnatite material has been recovered in diamond drill cores, but 
recovery in the pegmatite areas has been very poor and further 
exploration by drifting or sinking will be necessary to ascertain 
the true character of the pegmatite through which the diamond drill 
has penetrated. 


There is some doubt. in our minds as to whether the proposed 
work can be classed as exploration or whether it should be considered 
more as development especially as the pegmatite has already been 
tested. by drilling. It was proposed to the applicant that they further 
test the pegmatite with their own funds; however, they state that their 
company is not able to finance such a program at this time without the 
aid of government funds. 


No attempt has been made to make a detailed analysis of the 
estimated costs for the proposed program which the applicant has sub-
mitted. Certain items seem excessive and certainly the total esti-
mated costs for the proposed work should be more than sufficient to 
complete the work. 


Inasmuch as doubt exists in our thinking as to whether this 
work can be justly. considered as exploration, we are submitting this 
application to the Operating Conmdttee for their consideration but 
without specific recommendations. If the need for strategic mica 
remains acute and if the applicant's proposed work can be considered 
as justifiable exploration, the Field Team would favor extension of 
the existing contract.	 ..

Reference is made to the exploration loan application of Idaho Beryllium 
& Mica Corporation, docket number DMEA 2607, and Exploration Project 
Contract idm-EL.26 dated October 27, 1952, and amendments 1 and 2 thereto, 
the latest amendment being dated March 27, 1953 between the U. S. and 
Idaho Beryllium & Mica Corporation. 


Under the authority granted by the amendment number 2 to the Exploration 
Project Contract, additional diamond drilling has been accomplished under 
the supervision of the field team engineers, and as you have already been 
advised such diamond drilling shows indications of the pegmatite at the 
points noted in the attached plan map. 


The work accomplished under this amendment has been discussed with your 
office, and the engineering and geological personnel who have worked on 
the project are in agreement that the only way satisfactorily to con-
surnmate the original exploration project is to explore further for ex-
tensions of the East and West egmatites by sinking a shaft to 100 feet 
below the No. 5 level from a station in the main tunnel at the No. 5 
level, and drifting and crosscutting from the new "No. 6" level to inter-
sect the pegmatites at or near the diamond drill intersection points. 


You will recall that our application for an exploration loan originally 
contemplated a winze along the ore body of the East peginatite to a point 
120 feet below the No. 5 level, and drifting and crosscutting to explore 
the nature and extent of the ore bodies at such a new level. You will 
further recall that these plans were modified after conference with your 
representatives so that instead the exploration drift was authorized to-
gether with additional diamond drill testing.

The subject property was visited Wednesday, April 22, 1953. 
Mr. Albert Smith, engineer fcir the company was present at the property 
during the visit. 


Diamond drilling from the underground stations in the DMEA 
crosscut has been discontinued and Vivian Brothers, contractors for 
the diamond drilling, are drilling from the surface to intersect the 
"New Pegmatite". A sketch is attached showing location of holes drilled 
under the exploration contract. 


A total of 1200 feet of diamond drilling is allowed under the 
contract and of this total 851-1/2 feet has been completed.

Holes 6, 7, and which were dhlled underground were authorized 
by the Field Team members. from U.S.G.S. 


The cores on these holes have not been logged as yet and this 
information will be included in the next report. 


At the present time the only work in progress under the 
exploration contract is the diamond drilling. On company account the 
Operator has ten men working at the property with four of the men working 
in the new raise from the five level and six men in the surface pit. 


Present production at the property is approximately 1000 pounds 
per day of mica from the open pit with a recovery of approximately 4% in 
the triimning shed at Deary, Idaho where twelve women are employed. Of 
the 4% recovery, 35% is good stained, 5% heavy stained, and 60% stained. 
The average value of the mica' sheet produced is approximately l2 .00 per 
pound.

MONTHLY REPORT OF OPERATOR 


The Operator (Contractor) of an exploration project is 
required to make a monthly report to the Government 
through the Regional Executive Officer. This report con-
sists of three parts as follows: 


(a) Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report 'and 
Voucher.—This form details expenditures and consti-
tutes a voucher for reimbursing the Operator for the 
Government's share of costs; 


(b) Form MF-104A—Operator's Unit Cost and Prog-
ress Report.—This is a statistical report of expenditures 
which shows costs for the various types of operation; 
and


(c) Naftative.—A concise narrative description of 
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual 
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible, 
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches 
showing formations penetrated and location and assays 
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In 
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map; 
logs and assays also are to be submitted. 


The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in 
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the 
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of 
the month following. 


Preparation of Form MF-104----Operator's Monthly Report 
and Voucher.—All the applicable spaces in Form MF-104 
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his 
agent should sign the certification in the lower left corner of 
the form. 


The items of costs are arranged in the order they appear 
in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952), 
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting 
activities under other contract forms. 


Under Item (1) delete words "Short Form" if the contract 
is a sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delete word 
"Independent" if the contract reported is on Form MF-200 
(A). Also, report work paid for on a unit basis under con-
tract Form MF-200 as though it were performed under an 
independent contract. 


Under Item (2) include labor, supervision and technical 
services incurred for the exploratory operations. D not 
include labor, supervision and technical services used for 
work performed under items (5) and (6). 


Under Item (3) include the costs of material and supplies 
used in the project other than that used under items (5) 
and (6). 


Under Item (4) appear the three types of operating equip-
ment expenditures, that is, rental, purchase and depreciation. 
The expenditures made for renting equipment belonging to a


third party will be reported under "Rental". The amount 
paid or duly obligated for payment for the purchase of equip-
ment will be reported under "Purchase". The amount of 
expenditures due the Operator to reimburse him for deprecia-
tion of equipment owned will be reported under "Deprecia-. 
tion". 


Item (5) comprises costs of labor, supervision, technical 
services, materials, etc., which are used in the initial rehabili-
tation and repair of existing buildings, installations, fixtures 
and equipment. These costs, therefore, should not be reported 
under items (2) and (3). 


Item (6) includes the labor, supervision, technical services, 
materials, etc., used in the installation or construction of new 
buildings, fixed improvements, etc., necessary for the project. 
These costs, therefore, should not be reported under items 
(2) and (3). 


Item (7) covers miscellaneous types of expenditure such as 
payroll , taxes, liability insurance, workmen's compensation 
insurance, repairs to equipment and sampling and analysis. 
Only that part of payroll taxes, liability insurance and 
workmen's compensation which are paid by the operator 
should be reported under item (7). The share paid by 
the employee as a payroll deduction is to be included 
under item (2) as labor costs. 


Item (8) includes any unforeseen costs not included in the 
other spven categories. 


The original of Form MF-104 when submitted for reim-
bursable expenses incUrred under contract Form MF-200 
must be supported by original documentation or by certified 
copies of purchase orders, payrolls or transcripts of payrolls, 
unless such documentation has been waived by the Regional 
Executive Officer., This certification may be stated thus, 
"Certified True Copy (or Transcript)", followed by appro-
priate signature. If the Executive Officer of the Region 
determines that a contract under Form MF-200 should have 
an "on-site" audit, that is, a Government auditor should 
make an audit of the Operator's books and records of accoUnt, 
the Operator need not support his monthly voucher with 
original or certified documents except in cases of equipment 
purchases whose individual costs exceed $50.00. In these 
cases the original or a certified copy of the purchase order or 
invoice should be attached to the Monthly Voucher. N. B.—
Only the original of Form MF-104 is required to be docu-
mented. The four copies of Form MF-104 are not to be 
thus supported. 


Form MF-104 submitted for reimbursement under fixed 
price contracts on Form MF-200 (A), however, are not re-
quired to be supported by documentation of any kind.

Preparation of Form MF-104A—Operator's Unit Cost and Progress Report.—Applicable 
places on Form 104A should be filled in by the Operator. The purpose of this form is 
twofold as follows: (1) to furnish the supervising engineers and other administrators with 
statistical information necessary to better determine the progress of the project; and (2) to 
furnish more permanent information on mining costs for future use. The more important 
phases of operation on which permanent information is desired have been outlined in the 
form. There, are blank lines, however, for those unusual phases which may need to be 
reported for a particular project. It will be necessary for the Operator to distribute his 
costs among the applicable phases reported with the exception of three items the costs of 
which are not to be distributed by the Operator. These three items are: "Operating Equip-
ment Purchased", "Initial Rehabilitation and Repairs", and "New Buildings, Improve-
ments, etc." The reason for not distributing these items on a monthly basis is doubtless 
clear to the Operator, since such distribution might well overstate the cost for any one 
month or period short of the entire contract period. 


Form MF-104A has been designed to tie in with Form MF--14 for both monthly and 
cumulative costs. The "Total Costs" on Form MF-104A for each month should equal 
the monthly "Total Costs" as reported on Form MF-104. This is also true of the "Total 
Costs To Date". 


In preparing Form MF-104A, it will be necessary frequently to distribute certain 
costs over a number of items. For instance, supervisory and engineering costs may have 
to be distributed over several phases, such as, drifting, crosscutting, raising, etc., provided 
that these items were reported active for the month. Such distributions should be made 
on the basis of time spent on the various phases, on man days of labor charged to such 
phases, or on some other equitable jasis. "Operating Equipmept", "Initial Rehabilita-
tion and Repairs", and "New Buildings Improvements, etc.", will be distributed to the 
several phases of the project by the Washington Office of DMEA at the close of the project 
if determined necessary. The last two columns headed "Authorized by Contract" will be 
filled in by the Operator if such information is found in the contract. This information is 
usually a part of Exhibit "A" of the contract. A space for remarks has been provided, for 
the use of the Operator to call attention to any unusual circumstances causing excessive or 
disproportionate unit costs.

A routine examination was made of the DMEA work at the 
Muscovite Mine on Friday, April 3, 1953 . Mr. Albert Smith, Company 
Engineer, was at the property during the inspection. 


Since the last inspection on March 3, the crosscut to the 
east had been extended 11 feet. Total drifting and. crosscutting now 
completed equals 301 feet; a total of 600 feet of crosscutting and 
drifting is allowed under terms of the contract. Drifting had been 
suspended pending results of the diamond drilling which was in progress 
at the time of the inspection. 


Diamond drilling from underground stations was started on 
March 20, 1953. Amendment No. 2 to the contract, dated March 13, 
permitted the change in site of drill stations from the surface to the 
underground stations. As of April 3, four holes had been completed 
and the fifth hole had been drilled to a depth of 20 feet. Vivian 
Brothers have contracted to do the drilling, and all drilling is being 
done with BX size core bit. Up to the date of the inspection, recovered 
core was being stored in deep boxes, the layers of core being separated 
by heavy wrapping paper. At the suggestion of the examiner, regular 
core boxes were built and Mr. Smith stated that all core from subsequent 
drilling would be stored in such type boxes. Because of the method of 
storing the core, it was difficult to obtain a, precise log of the core 
but I did log two of the holes and obtained log data on one of the other 
holes from Mr. Smith, who logs the core concurrent with the drilling. 


Diamond drill hole No. lU was drilled 8o feet horizontally on 
a bearing N. 76° E. from the face of the DMEA tunnel at approximate mine 
coordinates of lO,560N-lO,309E . The entire hole was in quartz-mica 
schist. An occasional very narrow stringer of quartz concordant with 
the schistosity was intersected. A few narrow bands of fine-grained. 
pink garnets with some associated quartz and pyrite occur in the core.
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None of these features have any apparent significance at present as 
they have been noted at frequent intervals with no regular pattern of 
occurrence in the DMEA drift and crosscut. A zone in which abundant 
black tourmaline crystals occur, ranging in length from to l inches, 
waS intersected between 5li and. 68 feet. The hole was ended in finely-
foliated schist. Total measured core recovered was i2. 6 feet which 
represents 53.3 percent recovery. The hole was started March 20 and 
conleted on March 21. 


Diamond Drill Hole No. 2U was drilled 110 feet at minus 1.5 
degrees on a bearing of N. 76° E. from a station 20 feet back from the 
tunnel face at approximate mine coordinates of 10, 5112N-l0, 290E . A few 
very narrow stringers of quartz and narrow bands of fine-grained pink 
garnet were intersected. Between 37 and 39 feet, a few tourmaline 
crystals were in the core. A zone in which abundant tourmaline occurs 
was intersected between 5 and 68 feet. inother tourmaline zone was 
found between 85 and 92 feet. In this particular zone core recovery 
was very poor. A few thin sheets of muscovite, at least as large in 
cross section as the diameter of the core barrel, were intersected at 
approximately 92 feet. Some quartz and feldspar were recovered at 90 
feet but none was found beyond the location of the muscovite sheets. 
The muscovite that was recovered is of fair grade and this intersection 
probably represents the downward extension of the 'East" pegmatite, one 
of the targets of the drilling. Beyond the muscovite sheets, only 
finely-foliated schist was recovered. Total measured recovered core 
was 8.6 feet which represents 53 . 3 percent recovery. The hole was 
started on March 23 and. conleted on March 25. 


In an effort to determine if the sheet mica represents a 
continuous pegmatite, diamond drill hole No. 5U was drilled for 92 feet 
at minus 30 degrees on a bearing of N. 68° E. from the face of the 
tunnel at approximately the same mine coordinates as drill hole No. lU. 
Hole No. 5U was collared near the sill of the tunnel. The location of 
this hole was planned to intersect the pegmatite at a position where it 
was believed to be thicker. As in the other holes, occasional stringers 
of quartz and narrow bands of garnet with associated. quartz and pyrite 
were intersected. A six-inch band of quartz was cut at 10 feet. 
Between 37 and. 39 feet, sparse tourmaline was found. From 51 to 62 feet 
a zone in which many tourmaline crystals occur was intersected. Between 
67 and. 68 feet, the core consisted of coarse muscovite, the crystals 
averaging about 3/8-inch wide. Considerable dark quartz is found with 
this muscovite. Between 76 and 83 feet a zone of tourmaline with some 
feldspar was cut. According to Mr. Smith, good sheet mica was inter-
sected someplace between 79 and 81 feet. This mica had been removed 
from the core box, but examples of it in Smith's office showed it to be 
of very good grade. The last nine feet of the hole were in schist. 
Total measured recovered core was 37.1 feet, representing iø. 2 percent 
recovery. The hole was started March 26 and completed March 28.
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Diamond Drill Hole No. 3U was drilled 75 feet at plus 14.5 
degrees on a bearing of S. 76° W. from a station at the turn in the 
DMEA tunnel at approximate mine coordinates of 10, 141#8N-l0,278E. This 
hole was logged by Smith and. he reported that no tourinaline or pegmatitic 
material was found.. The hole was started March 30 and completed April 2. 
This hole will be logged on the next inspection trip if the core is 
stored in regular core boxes so as to facilitate logging. 


Accompanying this report is a map showing a vertical section 
on bearing N. 76° E. on which the diamond drill holes are plotted with 
areas of tourinaline outlined. The data from drill hole No. 5U is pro-
jected normal to the section, or parallel to the average strike of the 
foliation of the schist. It can be seen that the two intersections of 
sheet mica may be projections of the same pegmatite, probably a downward 
extension of either the east or central pegmatite. No good correlation 
of data showing downward extension of the Newu pegmatite can be 
determined. The tourmaline areas are somewhat aligned parallel to the 
schistosity and could probably represent channeiways for passage of boron-
bearing solutions which may in turn represent horizontal extensions of 
pegxnatitic solutions ('?) which have not been confined to the more normal 
quartz-feldspar-muscovite rocks found in the pegmatites. If this is 
true, actual pegmatite may exist either to the south or north of the 
section on alignment with the tourmaline areas. 


An inspection of the data in Stoll' s Professional Paper :#229, 
shows some evidence for a southwestward rake or plunge of the pegmatites 
at the mine. If this rake should hold true for the "New t' pegmatite, it 
means that the crosscut and drill holes have explored too far to the 
north. Consequently, additional drill holes have been planned to explore 
the area approximately 11.0 feet south of the section. If this drilling 
is unsuccessful, surface holes are to be drilled to intersect the "New" 
pegmatite at an intermediate elevation between the surface and the No. .5 
level.

The Operator (Contractor) of an exploration project is 


required to make a monthly report to the Government 
through the Regional Executive Officer. This report con-
sists of three parts as follows: 


(a) Form MF-104--Operator's Monthly Report and 
Voucher.—This form details expenditures and consti-
tutes a voucher for reimbursing the Operator for the 
Government's share of costs; 


(b) Form MF-104A—Operator's Unit Cost and Prog-
ress Report.—This is a statistical report of expenditures 
which shows costs for the various types of operation; 
and


(c) Narrative.—A concise narrative description of 
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual 
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible, 
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches 
showing formations penetrated and location and assays 
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In 
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map; 
logs and assays also are to be submitted. 


The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in 
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the 
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of 
the month following. 


Preparation of Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report 
and Voucher.—All the applicable spaces in Form MF-104 
should be filled in.by the Operator, and the Operator or his 
agent should sign the certification in the lower left corner of 
the form. 


The items of costs are arranged in the order they appear 
in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952), 
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting 
activities under other contract forms. 


Under Item (1) delete words "Short Form" if the contract 
is a sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delete word 
"Independent" if the contract reported is on Form MF-200 
(A). Also, report work paid for on a unit basis under con-
tract Form MF-200 as though it were performed under an 
independent contract. 


Under Item (2) include labor, supervision and technical 
services incurred for the exploratory operations. Do 'not 
include labor, supervision and technical services used for 
work performed under items (5) and (6). 


Under Item (3) include the costs of material and supplies 
used in the project other than that used under items (5) 
and (6). 


Under Item (4) appear the three types of operating equip-
ment expenditures, that is, rental, purchase and depreciation. 
The expenditures made for renting equipment belonging to a


third party will be reported under "Rental". The amount 
paid or duly obligated for payment for the purchase of equip-
ment will be 'reported under "Purchase". The amount of 
expenditqres due the Operator to reimburse him for deprecia-
tion of equipment owned will be reported under "Deprecia-
tion". 


Item (5) comprises costs of labor, supervision, technical 
services, materials, etc., which are used in the initial rehabili-
tation and repair of existing buildings, installations, fixtures 
and equipment. These costs, therefore, should not be reported 
under items (2) and (3). 


Item (6) includes the labor, supervision, technical services, 
materials, etc., used in the installation or construction of new 
buildings, fixed improvements, etc., necessary for the project. 
These costs, therefore, should not be reported under items 
(2) and (3). 


Item (7) covers miscellaneous types of expenditure such as 
payroll taxes, liability insurance, workmen's compensation 
insurance, repairs to equipment and sampling and analysis. 
Only that part of payroll taxes, liability insurance and 
workmen's compensation which are paid by the operator 
should be reported under item (7). The share paid by 
the employee as a payroll deduction is to be included 
under item (2) as labor costs. 


Item (8) includes any unforeseen costs not included in the 
other seven categories. 


The original of Form MF-104 when submitted for reim-
bursable expenses incUrred under contract Form MF-200 
must be supported by original documentation or by certified 
copies of purchase orders, payrolls or transcripts of payrolls, 
unless such documentation has been waived by the Regional 
Executive Officer., This certification may be stated thus, 
"Certified True Copy (or Transcript)", followed by appro-
priate signature. If the Executive Officer of the Region 
determines that a contract under Form MF-200 should have 
an "on-site" audit, that is, a Government auditor should 
make an audit of the Operator's books and records of account, 
the Operator need not support his monthly voucher with 
original or certified documents except in cases of eQuipment 
purchases whose individual costs exceed $50.00.

INSTRUCTIONS 


Preparation of Form MF-104A---Operator's Unit Cost and Progress Report.—Applicable, 
places on Form 104A should be filled in by the Operator. The purpose of this form is 
twofold as follows: (1) to furnish the supervising engineers and other administrators with 
statistical information necessary to better determine the progress of the projct; and (2) to 
furnish more permanent information on mining costs for future use. The more important 
phases of operation on which permanent information is desired have been outlined in the 
form. There are blank lines, however, for those unusual phases which may need to be 
reported for a particular project. It will be necessary for the Operator to distribute his 
costs among the applicable phases reported with the exception of three items the costs of 
which are not to be distributed by the Operator. These three items are: "Operating Equip-
ment Purchased", "Initial Rehabilitation and Repairs", and "New Buildings, Improve-
ments, etc." The reason for not distributing these items on a monthly basis is doubtless 
clear to the Operator, since such distribution might well overstate the cost for any one 
month or period short of the entire contract period. 


Form MF-104A.has been designed to tie in with Form MF--104 for both monthly and 
cumulative costs. The "Total Costs"• on Form MF-104A for each month should equal 
the monthly "Total Costs" as reported on Form MF-104. This is also true of the "Total 
Costs To Date". 


In preparing Form MF-104A, it will be necessary frequently to distribute certain 
costs over a number of items. For instance, supervisory and engineering costs may have 
to be distributed over several phases, such as, drifting, crosscutting, raising, etc., provided 
that these items were reported active for the month. Such distributions should be made 
on the basis of time spent on the various phases, on man days of labor charged to such 
phases, or on some other equitable basis. "Operating Equipment", "Initial Rehabilita-
tion and Repairs", and "New Buildings0 lmprovements, etc.", will be distributed to the 
several phases of the project by the Washington Office of DMEA at the close of the project 
if determined necessary. The last two columns headed "Authorized by Contract" will be 
filled in by the Operator if such information is found in the contract. This information is 
usually a part of Exhibit "A" of the contract. A space for remarks has been provided, for 
the use of the Operator to call attention to any unusual circumstances causing excessive or 
disproportionate unit costs.	 .

A routine inspection of the Muscovite Mine of Idaho 
Beryllium and Mica was made in company with G. W. Fuller, U. S. 
Geological Survey, and. W. S. Anderson, U. S. Bureau of Mines on 
Tuesday, March 3, 1953. Albert Smith, engineer for the Operators, 
accompanied us on the inspection. A tape and compass survey was 
made of the new workings. A map showing detail of the DMEA work 
in relation to other underground workings on Level No. 5 is 
submitted with this report. 


The D!4EA drift was driven slightly east of north for 
276 feet, at which point a crosscut to the east was made to intersect 
the pegmatite indicated by diamond drilling previous to initiation 
of contract work. This crosscut has been advanced 18 feet and there 
was no indication that a pegmatite was being approached, According 
to Smith, the wall rock surrounding the pegmatite contains 
considerable tourmaline, and. none had been exposed in the crosscut. 
A narrow quartz vein with some associated pyrite occurs on the north 
wall of the crosscut but seems of little consequence as regarding 
presence of pegmatitic material. 


According to Smith, the crosscut was to be advanced one 
more round and. if no more promising evidence of pegmatite was t'ound, 
short diamond drill holes were to be drilled to search for the 
pegrnatite both on and above the level. This drilling will necessitate 
an amendment which the Operators stated they would formally request - 
should it be found necessary. The whole situation will be reviewed before 
a decision is made.

Dear Mr. Seifridge: 


This is in reply to your letter of March 2 concerning 
Amendment 1 to the subject contract. Before signing the contract, 
the Operator stated to me that he objected to the provisions of 
Article 6 of the contract which provides that the production from 
all of the property described in Article 2 of Annex 1 would be 
subject to paiment of royalty to the Government in the event of a 
discovery. He pointed out that mining was then actively in 
progress from an open pit on the property from an ore body in which 
the Government had no part in discovering, and that even the old 
dumps on the property would be subject to DIVIEA royalty under a 
broad interpretation of Articles 2 and. 6. After some discussion, 
the Operator stated that in the event of a certification of discovery, 
he would be willing to pay royalty on any ore extracted through the 
No. 5 tunnel, but that he saw no reason why he should obligate 
himself to pay a royalty on ore already discovered and currently 
being mined. 


It did seem that the Operator had. a point as it was hard 
for me to understand the basis for claiming royalty on ore already 
discovered before the exploration started, unless it would be 
benefited by the exploration which did not seem to be the case in 
this instance. As I was leaving almost immediately for Washington, 
I suggested to the Operator, perhaps wrongly, that he sign the 
contract, that I would take it with me and discuss this matter with 
the appropriate persons in Washington,--and that if we could not 
reach an agreement that would be satisfactory to the Operator, we 
would rescind the contract before any work had been done. After 
some discussion of the matter with Mr. Houk and Mr. Johnson, then 
Chairman of the Operating Committee, it was agreed that the Operator

did. have a point and. that the repayment should be limited so as not 
// to include ore which he was currently mining from the surface. Mr. 


Houk and I drew up a draft of an amendment which provided that 
royalty would be levied on all ore extracted through No. 5 tunnel 
as well as all ore produced from below a horizontal plane drawn at 
the bottom of the No. Ii. level. This latter provision was added so 
as to protect the Government and preclude the possibility that after 
exploring the ore body through the No. 5 tunnel, the Operator might 
mine it from some other surface opening and thus avoid paying its 
royalty. This aznendinent was then further discussed with Mr. Hoff lund 
and was redrafted Into more precise legal language In his office. 
It was my Impression, and I believe that it was Mç. Houk's, that 
I was to make this amendment upon my return to Spkane; but evidently 
Mr. Hofflund was not aware of this. After my return to Spokane, the 
amendment was again discussed with the Operator, a minor correction 
was made pertaining to the altitude of the No. 14 level (this was 
discussed, I believe, at least twice on the phone with Mr. Houk), and 
the amendment was signed by the Operator and by myself as Executive 
Officer. I had. honestly felt that since the amendment had been 
discussed so thoroughly with everyone concerned that it was understood 
that I would sign it, and that since no objection had been made, 
assumed I had. the authority to sign such an amendment. I regret 
that Mr. Hofflund misunderstood the circumstances for I certainly 
had no intention of exceeding my authority. In fact, had I thought 
that I would not be authorized to sign this, I would have arranged 
to have the Administrator sign the necessary amendment so.that I 
could take back the signed. copy with me for the signature of the 
Operator.


I trust that the required amendment can be prepared for the 
Administrator's signature if this is necessary to make the. amendment 
legal. I believe that, although it apparently is not within my 
delegated authority to sign such an amendment, the amendment Itself 
is fair enough. Mr. Johnson agreed with me that there was nothing 
intrinsically wrong with the amendment and Mr. Hoff lund himself had 
posed no objections on this ground when he helped us draft the 
language of the amendment. I trust, therefore, that an appropriate 
amendment signed by the Administrator can be substituted for 
Amendment 1. I think that the justification might be that the 
original contract could be Interpreted so as to assess royalties 
on ore that was not Intended to be included .subject to royalty.

The Operator (Contractor) of an exploration project is 


required to make a monthly report to the Government 
through the Regional Executive Officer. This report con-
sists of three parts as follows: 


(a) Form MF-104—Operator's MonIhly Report' and 
Voucher.—This form details expenditures and consti-
tutes a voucher for reimbursing the Operator for the 
Government's share of costs; 


(b) Form MF-104A—Operator's Unit Cost and Prog-
ress Report.—This is a statistical report of expenditures 
which shows costs for the various types of operation; 
and


(c) Narrative.—A concise narrative description of 
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual 
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible, 
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches 
showing formations penetrated and location and assays 
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In 
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map; 
logs and assays also are to be submitted. 


The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in 
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the 
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of 
the month following. 


Preparation of Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly. Report 
and Voucher.—All the applicable spaces in Form MF-104 
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his 
agent should sign the certification in the lower left corner of 
the form. 


The items of costs are arranged in the order they appear 
in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952), 
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting 
activities under other contract forms. 


Under Item (1) delete words "Short Form" if the contract 
is a sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delete word

Preparation of Form MF-104A—Operator's Unit Cost and Progress Report.—Applicable 
places on Form 104A should be filled in by the Operator. The purpose of this form is 
twofold as follows: (1) to furnish the supervising engineers and other administrators with 
statistical information necessary to better determine the progress of the project; and (2) to 
furnish more permanent information on mining cos.ts for future use. The more important 
phases of operation on which permanent information is desired have been outlined in the 
form.

The subject property was visited January 30, 1953. Mr. Hainier, 
superintendent, and Mr. Smith, engineer, were at the property at the time 
of nry visit. 


The face of the crosscut has been advanced to USBM 200 plus 
179' for an advance of 117' since the last inspection of January 12, 1953. 
Total advance to date under the exploration contract has been 175 1 • The 
crosscut is being driven 5 x 7 in the clear at a bearing of N. 2° E. 


NP #1 was set in a plug in the back at USBM 200 plus 1451. A 
USBM marker will be placed on this plug on the next visit for a permanent 
measuring point. 


A fault area was intersected 151 back from the present face and 
will require timber to the face and probably beyond. The Operator stated 
that labor and materials for timbering averaged $6.75/foot while the 
contract only allowed him $5.00/foot. The matter was discussed with 
Mr. Hainier and Mr. Smith and it was recommended, due to the fact that J 
there will probably not be much timber required in the crosscut, that 
they not ask for an amendment to the contract, which they were considering 
to cover the additional cost of timbering. Both men agreed to go ahead 
with the timbering at the price of $5.00/foot. 


The operations are proceeding on a two shift basis with a 41 round 
being pulled each shift. The Operator believes that in the next week the 
advance per shift will drop to 3' because the mucking and tramming is all 
hand labor and the tramming distance (600' from the present face) has 
slowed down operations. The tramming is as efficient as possible with hand







o 


labor, for when one car is mucked full, another one is moved to the face 
and filled while the first one is being taken to the dump. There is a 
swnitch where the crosscut takes off from the No. 5 level and one car is 
shunted past the crosscut on the No. 5 level to allow the loaded car to 
pass.


An average of 6.25 # of 45% Gelex #2 powder is used per foot of ad-
vance which is considerably under the l5# per foot required in most opera-
tions in this region. The ground, which is blocky and highly fractured, 
breaks very easily and the operators believe that they might be able to 
cut down the powder requirements per foot even more but they are a little 
hesitant to experiment because of the good results they obtain from using 
the 6.25# per foot. 


The crosscut is being driven under a labor contract at l3.00/foot 
but operations have not been carried far enough along to calculate the 
overall costs per foot. The initial timbering required at the start of the 
contract plus the delay caased by the caving of the ground if distributed 
over the footage driven so far would not give a representative picture 
of what the final cost per foot would be. 


The raise which the Operators are running under company account 
has been advanced 64. 5t, plus 69°, on a bearing of N. 66 0 E. The raise 
is being driven at a point 509' in from the portal on the No. 5 level. 
(See sketch attached.) 


Mr. Smith stated that approximately 3000# of mica has been 
produced from operations in the raise and under the terms of the contract 
this would be subject to royalty payments to the Government. Also a 
small amount of beryl crystals have been recovered, some of them running 
approximately 7 inches in diameter. 


A sketch showing work completed to date and a sketch showing the 
drift round used in the crosscut is attached.

The items of costs are arranged in the order they appear 
in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised .February 1952), 
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting 
activities under other contract forms. 


Under Item (1) delete words "Short Form" if the contract 
is a sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delete word 
"Independent" if the contract reported is on Form MF-200 
(A). Also, report work paid for on a unit basis .under Con-
tract Form MF-200 as though it were performed under an 
independent contract. 


Under Item (2) include labor, supervision and technical 
services incurred for the exploratory operations. Do knot 
include labor, supervision and technical services used for 
work performed under items (5) and (6). 


Under Item (3) include the costs of material and supplies. 
used in the project other than that used under items (5) 
and (6). 


Under Item (4) appear the three types of operating equip-
ment expenditures, that is, rental, purchase and depreciation. 
The expenditures made for renting equipment belonging to a


third party will be reported under "Rental". The amount 
paid or duly obligated for payment for the purchase of equip-
ment will be reported under "Purchase". The amount of 
expenditures due the Operator to reimburse him for deprecia-
tion of equipment owned will be reported under "Deprecia-
tion". 


Item (5) comprises costs of labor, supervision, technical 
services, materials, etc., which are used ii the initial rehabili-
tation and repair of existing buildings, installations, fixtures 
and equipment. These costs, therefore, should not be reported 
under items (2) and (3). 


Item (6) includes the labor, supervision, technical services, 
materials, etc., used in the installation or construction of new 
buildings, fixed improvements, etc., necessary for the project. 
These costs, therefore, should not be reported under items 
(2) and (3). 


Item (7) covers..miscellaneous types of expenditure such as 
payroll taxes, liability insurance, workmen's compensation 
insurance, repairs to equipment and sampling and analysis. 
Only that part. of payroli taxes, liability insurance and 
workmen's compensation which are .paid by the operator 
should be reported under item (7). The share paid by 
the employee as a payroll deduction is to be included 
under item (2) as labor costs. 


Item (8) includes any unforeseen costs not included in the 
other seven categories. 


The original of Form MF-104 when submitted for reim-
bursable expenses incUrred under contract Form MF-200 
must be supported by original documentation or by certified 
copies of purchase orders, payrolls or transcripts of payrolls, 
unless such documentation has been waived by the Regional 
Executive Officer.. This certification may be stated thus, 
"Certified True Copy (or Transcript)", followed by appro-
priate signature. If the Executive Officer of the Region 
determines that a contract under Form MF-200 should have 
an "on-site" audit, that is, a Government. auditor should 
make an audit of theOperator's books and records of account, 
the Operator need not support his monthly voucher with 
original or certified documents except in cases of eQuipment 
purchases whose individual costs exceed $50.00. In these 
cases .the original or a certified copy of the purchase order or 
invoice should be attached to the Monthly Voucher. N. B.—
Only the original of Form MF-104 is required to be docu-
mented. The four copies of Form MF-104 are not to be 
.thus supported. 


Form MF-104 submitted for reimbursement under fixed 
price contracts on Form MF-200 (A), however, are uot re-
quired to be supported by documentation of any kind. The 
Operator will submit his claim under item 1) of Form 
MF-104 by deleting as stated above the word "Independent" 
and by showing the number of feet or other units immediately 
after the appropriate descriptive word, such as, drilling, bull-
dozing, crosscutting, drifting, etc., and giving the "Monthly..' 
Total" amount due. "Totals Previously Reported", and 
"Totals to Date" columns should also be filled m.

Preparation of Form MF-104A—Operator's Unit Cost and Progress Report.—Applicable 
places on Form 104A should be. filled in by the Operator. The purpose of this form is 
twofold as follows: (1) to furnish the supervising engineers and other administrators with 
statistical information necessary to better determine the progress of the project; and (2) to 
furnish more permanent information on mining costs for future use. The more important 
phases of operation on which permanent information is desired have been outlined in the 
form. There , are blank lines, however, for those unusual phases which may need to be 
reported for a particular project. It will be necessary for the Operator to distribute his 
costs among the applicable phases reported with the exception of three items the costs of 
which are not to be distributed by the Operator. These three items are: "Operating Equip-
ment Purchased", "Initial Rehabilitation and Repairs", and "New Buildings, Improve-
ments, etc." The reason for not distributing these items on a monthly basis is doubtless 
clear to the Operator, since such distribution might well overstate the cost for any one 
month or period short of the entire contract period.

A routine inspection of the Muscovite mine of the Idaho 
Beryllium and Mica Company was made on Saturday, January 21L,l953. 
Mr. Rainer and Mr. Smith of the company accompanied me on this 
inspection. Mr. Smith aided me in making a tape and compass survey 
of the DMEA workings. 


The drift toward the 11 New" pegmatite had been advanced 
138 feet from Bureau of Nines marker 200. This represents nearly 
135 feet advanôe. It is anticipated that nearly 130 feet more of 
drifting will be necessary to reach the area of the 'doinward projec-. 
tion of the target. 


il]. rock exposed in the drift is a light gray, quartz, 
muscovite-.biotite, schist. The drift is being driven at a low 
angle with the schistosity and thus details of the exact foliation 
in the schist are difficult to determine. A rather prominent joint 
system is indicated and a few narrow faults have been intersected. 
In two of the faults are narrow quartz stringers striking slightly 
west of north and dipping at various angles. Along these faults the 
schist is tightly folded, the general 'plunge of the folds being 70 
to 75 degrees "to the north. In the face were bands of pinkish, fine-
grained gamete, folded intricately similar to examples of ptygmatic 
folds. Near some of the crests of these tight crenulations are small 
pods and lenses of glassy, gray quartz, plunging for the most part 
steeply to the north. No evidence of pegxnatite is exposed in the 
workings.

A routine examination was made of the subject property on 
January 12, 1953. Mr. Hainier, superintendent, was present at the 
property at the time of the visit. 


The crosscut has been advanced 62 feet from USBM #200 which 
is an advance of 5 feet under the exploration contract. Timber was 
required for the first 20 feet of advance which was through a north-
ward dipping fault. The heading is being carried 5'x7' in the clear 
on a bearing of N. 2° E. A 4 .400t round is pulled every shift with 
from 15 to 17 holes drilled for every round. The Operator is operating 
two shifts of two men each shift. 


Operations at the open pit have been discontinued, but the 
Operator plans on resuming work if the weather continues as mild as 
it has been for the last few weeks. 


A raise which the Operator is running under company account 
has been advanced 65 feet from the 500 level, and the Operator antici-
pates a connection with the West peatite on the 400 level in another 
25 feet.


A specimen from the open pit that the Operator showed me was 
tested for radioactivity with a geiger counter and reacted strongly. 
This specimen was taken to the USGS offices in Spokane for examination 
and it was determined that it contained approxi..mately 3 percent U3O. 
Mr. Hainier stated that during operations in the open pit while cobbing 
books of mica they would encounter streaks similar to the specimen 
containing a greenish mineral (thought to be meta .-.torbernite by the 
USGS) and that some pockets contained as much as 200 pounds of pegmatite 
containing this mineral. In the writer's opinion, if during cobbing 
this material is found it should be collected and stockpiled if there 
is an appreciable amount. It is suggested that the deposit be examined 
by representatives from the AEC.

A progress examination was made of the subject property on 
December 17, 1952. Mr. Arlie Hainier, superintendent, was on the 
property at the time of the visit. 


This is the first inspection by a Bureau of Mines engineer 
since the effective date of the contract. No. 5 adit has been rehabili-
tated to a point 350 feet from the portal and 8-foot of crosscutting. 
The Operator on his own account, has rehabilitated the adit another 
150 feet preparing to commence a raise for mining on the West pegmatite. 


Rehabilitation under the exploration project contract has 
consisted of repairing the 145 feet timbered section (41 x 6+) through 
the overburden near the portal, blasting out the old water dam at 179 
feet, placing three sets of timbering from 181 to 193 feet and four sets V 
from 325 to 345 feet where the crosscut has been started. 	 The Operator 
has installed 20 pound rail (18 inch gauge), 4 inch OD	 iral weld pipe 
for compressed air line, 8 inch galvanized vent pipe and electric lights\f 
It is to be noted that the Operator claimed and was paid $2550.00 for 
390 feet of rehabilitation, whereas they should have been allowed only 
350 feet for a total of $2350.00. 	 It is suggested that the fiscal j 
officer make an adjustment for the difference on the next voucher.


The crosscut has been advanced 8 feet (12 feet to face from 
Station USBM 200) on a bearing of N. 22 E. from a point 329.5 feet from 
the portal. The Operators propose to drive the crosscut on a bearing of 
about N. 2 E., (compass reading from the marker nails in the back). 
Unfortunately, they started to crosscut at a point where the first round

timber this cave. Picking this particular starting point was unfortunate, 
especially inasmuch as the originally proposed starting point was about 
25 feet further down the adit where a slight curve in the No. 5 level 
made a favorable location for commencing a crosscut to the north. If the 
Operators had started at this point, the difficulty would have been 
avoided.


A marker tag USBM 200 was placed on the bottom of a cap 329.5 
feet from the portal so that it might be used in measuring the progress 
in the crosscut. The crosscut started in the wall N. 2 E., 4 feet north 
of this marker. 


The Operator proposes to advance the heading on a two shift 
basis. Mucking to be by hand, drilling by rock drill with pusher leg. 
Labor to be on a contract basis of l2 per foot. 


Operations were shut down a number of weeks ago in the open 
pit, however due to the favorable weather conditions, work was again 
started December 15. There is about a foot' of snow on the ground at the 
mine, but the roads are clear.

(c) Narrative.—A concise narrative description of 
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual 
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible, 
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches 
showing formations penetrated and location and assays 
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In 
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map; 
logs and assays also are to be submitted. 


The' Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in 
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the 
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of 
the month following. 


Preparation of Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report 
and Voucher.—All the applicable spaces in Form MF-104 
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his 
agentshould sigh the certification in the lower left corner of 
the form. - 


The items of costs are arranged in the order they appear 
in Article .6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952), 
however, 'this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting 
activities 'under other contract forms. 


Under Item' (1) delete words "Short Form" if the contract 
is .':a sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delete word 
"Independent" if the contract reported is on Form MF-200 
(A). Also, report work paid for on a unit basis under con-
tract Form MF-200 as though it were performed under an 
independent contract. 


Under Item (2) include labor, supervision and technical 
services incurred for the exploratory operations. Do not 
include labor, supervision and teøhnical serviceS used for 
work performed under items (5) and (6). 


Under Item (3) include the costs of material and supplies 
used in the project other than that used under items (5) 
and (6). 


Under Item (4) appear the three types of operating equip-
men expenditures, that is, rental, purchase and depreciation. 
The expenditures made for renting equipment belonging to a


third party will be reported under "Rental". The amount 
paid or duly obligated for payment for the purchase of equip-
ment will be reported under "Purchase". The amount of 
expenditures due the Operator to reimburse him for deprecia-
tion of equipment owned will be repoited under "Deprecia-
tion". 


Item (5) comprises costs of labOr, supervision, technical 
services, materials, etc., which are used in the initial rehabili-
tation and repair of existing buildings, installations, fixtures, 
and equipment. These costs, therefore, should not be reported 
under items (2) and (3). 


Item (6) includes the labor, supervision, technical services, 
materials, etc., used in the installation or construction of new 
buildings, fixed improvements, etc., necessary for the project. 
These costs; therefore, should not be reported under items 
(2) and (3). 


Item (7) covers miscellaneous types of expenditure such as 
payroll taxes, liability insurance,' workmen's compensation 
insurance, repairs to equipment and sampling and analysis. 
Only that part of payroll taxes, liability insurance and 
workmen's compensation which are paid by the operator 
should be reported under item (7). The share paid by 
the employee as a payroll deduction is to be included 
under item (2) as labor costs. 


Item (8) includes any unforeseen costs not included in the 
other seven categorie. 


The original of Form MF-104 when submitted for reim-
bursable expenses incurred under contract Form MF-200 
must be supported by original documentation or by certified 
copies of purchase orders, payrolls or transcripts of payrolls, 
unless such documentation has been waived by the Regional 
Executive Officer., This certification may be stated thus, 
"Certified True Copy (or Transcript)", .followed by appro-
priate ignature. If the Executive Officer of the Region 
determines that a contract under Form MF-200 should :have 
an "on-site" audit, that is, a tovernmeht' auditor should' 
make an audit of the Operator's books and records of account, 
the Operator need not support his monthly voucher with 
original or certified documents except in cases of equipment 
purchases whose individual costs exceed $50.00. In these 
cases the original or a certified copy of the purchase order or 
invoice should be attached to the Monthly Voucher. N. B.—
Only the original of Form MF-104 is required to be docu-
mented. The four copies of Form MF-104 are not to be 
,thus supported.

Comments:


The field team reports contain no comments on the remarks 
of Norton and Weis (see their memos of July 16, 1952, recommend-
ing denial of the application, especially Norton's last para-
graph and Weis t third and fourth comments). Mr. Johnson's letter 
of August 5, 1952 to Mr Weissenborn, requesting a field team 
examination, does not mention that Norton's and Weis' memos 
were sent to the field team. 


Norton and Weis both pointed out that the applicant recent-
ly received a $125,000 DPA loan for reworking their dump for 
scrap mica and beryl, and questioned the desirability of con-
sidering the request for exploration assistance until the appli-
cant has demonstrated by his performance on the DNPA loan that 
he is worthy of further Government assistance. An LF.C. prog- ' 
ress report of July 9, .1952 , stated that $102,687.64 of the 
loan for the production of beryl already had been spent by the 


applicant, and that since the loan was approved, 367,200 worth

of mica had been produced; no production of beryl was mentioned. 
Mr. Johnson's letter, mentioned above, requested that the 


known mica-beryl reserves should be compared to the present or 
proposed rate of mining in order to determine the chances of 
repayment of exploration assistance. Neither of the two field 
team reports contains such a comparison. 


Comments on exploration proposal. 
Stage 1 (drilling).-.-'The exploration proposal is confused somewhat 
by the fact that the applicant went ahead and drilled a hole that 
intersected the "New" penatite about halfway between the points 
where proposed holes 1 and 2 would hit it. Therefore, I see no 
particular need to , drill holes 1 and 2; the applicant evidently 
would agree that additional drilling at this drill site no longer 
need be considered a part of his exploration plan. According to 
the field team memorandum of Septnber 17, 1952: "Because of 
this evidence recovered in the drill hole, the applicants hope 
that the application will be expedited and that sufficient evi.. 
dence has been obtained to • substantiate crosscutting to the peg 
matite from the No. 5 adit level." 


As for the advisability of drilling proposed holes 3 arid 4 
on the East and West peginatites, I believe that comment no. 1 in 
Weis' memorandum of July 16, 1952, should be considered and eval-. 
uated or rebutted by the field team. 
Stage 2 (drifting and crosscutting) . - -It is not clear how much 
underground work is proposed for the "New" pegnatité. According 
to the geologist member of the field team, 400 feet of drifting 
and crosscutting are proposed in the text and also shown on the 
-1 inch to 50 feet map. The engineer's report, however, proposes 
600 feet of drifting and crosscutting in the text and shows 500 
feet on the accompanying 1 inch to 100 feet map • The geologist 'a 
map show three cosscuts in the peginatite, however, and the 
engineer a map shows only two. 


ACTION SUGGTED: 
It is recommended that the field team be heard from on the 


items mentioned under "comments" above, before the application 
is considered further.

Forwarded herewith are four copies each of field examination 
reports 'on the above captioned property by V. C. Frykluncl, USGS, and 
E. A. Magill, USBM, wherein approval is recommended for government aid 
on an exploration project for mica at the Muscovite Mine, Latab County, 
Idaho.


The Field Team concurs with the Field Examiners' recommendations 
and wants to bring special attention to the statement in Fryklu.nd's 
report concerning inferred ore reserves if the New peatite is found 
to persist to the No. 5 level. From these figures it can be ascertained 
that the Muscovite Mine contains a great potential of mica ore in addition 
to that on which previously a D4PA loan has been granted. 


The Field Team is in receipt of a letter from the Idaho 
Beryllium and Mica Corporation, dated September 15, 1952 , wherein it is 
stated that on Saturday, September 13, a diamond drill hole contacted 
the New peiatite body at a depth of 210 feet below existing surface 
workings or 6 feet below the now existing No. 5 level. The core 
recovery was about 50 percent and showed 10 inches of mica and beryl 
pegmatite and. li.3 inches of alteration zone. Because of this evidence 
recovered in the drill hole the applicants hope that the application 
will be expedited and. that sufficient evidence has been obtained to 
substantiate crosscutting to the pegmatite from the No. 5 adit level. 


Inasmuch as the winter season is fast approaching, the Field 
Team recommends that every consideration be given to expediting final 
processing of this application.

A field examination was made of the Muscovite mine on 
August 20, 1952, in company with W. S. Anderson, USBM. Mr. Albert 
Smith, ngineer in charge of the operation, accompanied us about 
the property.


RECONNENDATION 


The exploration program as presented by the applicant 
in his application is noti.reconimended, It Is recommended that the 
exploration program worked out between the examining teams and the 
applicant be approved.


LOCATION 


The Muscovite mine is in Section 22, T. 41 N., R. 2 W., 
B.M., Robinson mining district, Latah County, Idaho. The mine is 
10 miles by graveled road north of Deary, Idaho. The mica is 
trucked to a rifting and trimming shed in Deary. 


T0P0APHY 


The mine workings lie on the crest of a ridge at an 
elevation of between 4181 and 4460 feet. Snowfall in the area 
varies between 3 and 6 feet for a 4-month period during the 
winter. The road to the property may be kept open by a bulldozer. 
It is impractical to conduct open pit operations for the 4-month 
period in the middle of the winter.







PROPERTY 


The pro.perty involved in the application consists of 
Muscovite Mica and Lawrence Mica Lode mining claims, Survey No. 
1048 recorded on page 247, Book 15 of Deeds at the county seat 
Moscow, Idaho. Also the NW* of the SE* and the SE-- of the NW 
and the south 330 feet of the NE* of the NW} all in section 22, 
T. 41 N., a. 2 E., B. N., Latah County, Idaho. 


The applicant claims ownership. 


C01'PETENCE OF .APPLIGANT 


The personnel connected with the operation are competent 
to carry out the proposed program. 


PAST PRODUCTION 


For past production figures see USGS Professional Paper 
229, Mica & Beryl Peginatites in Idaho and Montana by W. C. Stoll. 


The present operators have produced from y 6 to August 
12, 1952 , 278,000 lbs. of cobbed mica; 120,000 lbs. of which has 
been rifted, 61,166 lbs. sent to the trimmers with a production of 
6,990 lbs. of full triined mica. Fifty tons of scrap mica (from 
trimming operations) valued at $80 per ton has been sold to private 
consumers. The majority of scrap mica and the material from the 
mica zone in the pegmatite is being stockpiled for processing into 
ground mica products. The applicant hopes to have the mill in oper-
ation. during the summer of 1953 to handle this stockpiled material. 
They have already received a D4'A4tFC loan in the amount of $125,000 
to cover the cost of its erection. 


The sale of the full trimmed mica has returned the • company 
an average of $12 per lb. with the production .being purchased by 
the General Services iAdministration under a premium price plan. 
Daily production at present averages 150 lbs. of trimmed mica from 
3000 lbs. of hand . cobbed mine run. 


About 50 women are employed in the rifting and trimming 
plant at Deary. Twenty-three persons are employed at the mine. 
Work at the mine is carried on a two-shift basis with three shifts 
proposed for the open pit stripping operations in the near future. 


DESGRIPTION OF DEPOSIIS 


The deposit is described fully by Stoll in USGS Profes-
sional Paper 229, pp 36-48, and V. C. Fryklund, USGS, in his memo-
randum concerning the application. 
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The pegniatites dip from 50 to 70 degrees west with a 
strike about north-south. The applicants, in their open pit 
operations, uncovered a new peginatite which has a width of from 
20 to 30 feet and a length of 120 feet. The majority of this 
year's production has come from this pegmatite. Books of mica 
well over 1 foot in diameter are found on the hanging wall. Thern 
Beryl content appears to be low and no special attempt has been 
made to recover the beryl crystals, though a few are recovered 
during the hand cobbixoperations.

The exploration program proposed by V. C. Frykiund, Jr., 


of the U. S. Geological Survey, was discussed with Mr. Albert Smith, 
engineer in charge of the operation, and in place of the program 
originally proposed by the applicant the following program was 
agreed upon:


Stage I 


Drill four diamond drill holes from the surface at the 
approximate location shown on the attached map. The first hole 
will be drilled to intersect the proj ected location of the new 
pegmatite at No. 5 level. If this hole is successful in inter-
secting the pegmatite zone,work on Stage II will be commenced 
immediately. No. 2 hole will be drilled to intersect the new 
pegmatite 100 feet below the No. 5 level and extended to explore 
the Central pegmatite. Holes No. 3 and 4 will be drilled to pros-
pect the East and West pegmatites 100 feet below the No. 5 level. 


Stage i:i: 


Rehabilitate No. 5 level to a point about 370 feet from 
the portal where a crosscut will be driven to intersect the new 
pegmatite, 600 feet of crosscutting and drifting to be allowed for 
exploration of the new pegmatite on the No. 5 level. 


It is to be noted that the maps show workings in the 
Central pegmatite on the No. 5 level, about 100 feet from the 
projected location of the new pegmatite.

Introduction 


I examined the property 1igust 23, 1952 with WZlard Puttett 
and Jerry Fuller of the Geological Survey and Albert &ith the company 
engineer.


This memorandum is concerned only with the geological aspect. 
of the exploration and with the method of attaining the objectives of 
the exploration. Other aspects will be presented in a memorsndiun from 
the Bureau of Mine*. The original application was unusually complete 
and points covered in the application will not be repeated. In 
addition the Muscovite mine has been described in detail by W. C. BtoU 
in "Mic* and Beryl Pegmatites of Idaho and Montana", U.S.G.S. Prof. Paper, 229 
pp . 36-48, underground and surface geolo Is presented on plates 5, 6, 
and 7 of that report. Those geological details will not be repeated in 
this mnorsndum.

Paul Weis' memorandum dated July 16, 1952 , expresses our 
opinions on the Idaho Beryllium and Mica Corporation's application 
DMEA-2607 for exploration costing $49,ll at the Muscovite mine, 
Latah County, Idaho. I am writing this memorandum, however, to 
express my own rather strong opinions on this project so that you 
will have a written statement of my views for whatever use they 
may be to you while I an away from Washington. 


At the time this company asked for the l25,OOO loan to 
mine their dump for scrap mica and beryl, all persons concerned 
accepted the Geological Survey's opinions on reserves and other 
geologic matters. This deposit has been thoroughly studied, and 
the large mass of data available indicated to me that a 4l25,OOO 
loan for rewoing the dump would be too large. Furthermore, I 
was skeptical of the likelihood that an appreciable quantity of the 
beryl in the dump would be recovered, and this beryl was DNPA's 
justification for the loan. In addition, various persons had 
expressed doubt about the adequacy of the management, but later 
there apparently was great improvement in the management. These 
matters, however, were quite outside my field of responsibility, 
and my opinions never became a matter of record, although they 
were widely known. 


The economic feasibility of this operation probably 
could be improved by concentrating on sheet mica, and expending 
less effort on working the dump for scrap mica and beryl. Evidently 
the operators also incline tward this opinion now, although their 
DYIPA loan is for working the dump. Soon, however, the mill 
probably will be built, and more work may be done on the dump. 


Regardless of whether or not this company mines the 
dump or mines pegmatite, I still think that there is only a small 
chance that the loan can be repaid. Theoretically, perhaps, this 
should have no influence on the question of whether or not

grant, it could have the appearance of throwing good money after bad. 


Under these circumstances, I question the desirability of 
considering an exploration application for work on this property 
until the applicant has demonstrated 'by his performance on the DNPA 
loan that be is worthy of fttrther Government assistance.

The total 
amount requested is extravagant. 


(3) Even though the applicant's proposal is clearly unaccept-
able, a suitable exploration program probably could 
be prepared. Under present circumstances, however, 
we doubt that it would be wise to approve an explora-
tion grant. The applicant recently received a $125,000 
DMPA loan--an extremely large. sum for this deposit--
and until the Government knows how well the operator 
performs under this loan, the advisability of ,additional 
Government assistance is open to question. 


(4) Brooks states in his progress report to R.F.C. that the 
applicant has spent $102,687.64 of a $125, 000 develop-
ment loan originally made to provide for production 
of beryl. The report states that the total mica pro-
duction since the loan was approved is valued at 


$67,200. The report mentions absolutely no production 
of beryl.
