The memorandum report of Lakow Flats by F. C. Armstrong,
geologist of the DMEA Field Team, Region II, dated September 29, 1952,
has been reviewed.

The examination of this property by Mr. Armstrong appears
to have been most practical and thorough. His findings indicate less
than one-half pound of monazite per cubic yard of gravels and an
almost complete lack of water which would be needed to mine said gravels.
This is in complete concurrence with previous investigations made by
the Bureau. ) ’ :

It is recommended that the original application be denied,
and that any new application on that property or on adjoining properties
be considered only if substantial evidence of richer monazite content
in the gravels is established by the owner.

The sbove captioned property was visited on September 2k,
1952, in company with Richard H. Storch of the Rare and Precious
Metals Branch of the U. 5. Bureau of Mines, and Mr. "Tuffy” Mink of
Idaho City. Mr. Mink is a cousin of Dewey Daily, the owner of the

property.

The property is on Bear Run Creek northeasgt of Idaho City.
From the Bear Run Creek turnoff at the north end of the main street
of Idaho City it is 2.65 miles along the Besr Run Creek road to the
southern end of the property. The property cxtends northward up the
creex bottom for about 1.1 miles. At the time of this examinstion
there was no vater flowing in Bear Run Creek. It eppears that water
flovs in the creek only during periods uf hesvy runoff such as spring.

The above captioned property was visited on September 24,
1952, in company with Richard H. Storch of the Rare and Precious
Metals Branch of the U. S. Bureau of Mines, and Mr. "Tuffy" Mink of
Idaho City. Mr. Mink is a cousin of Dewey Daily, the owner of  the
property.

The property is on Bear Run Creek northeast of Idaho City.
From the Bear Run Creek turnoff at the north end of the main street
of Idaho City it is 2.65 miles along the Bear Run Creek road to the °
southern end of the property. The property extends northward up the
creek bottom for about 1.1 miles. At the time of this examination
there was no water flowing in Bear Run Creek. It appears that water
flows in the creek only during periods of heavy runoff such as spring.

An attempt was made many years ago .to placer this ground
for gold. The old timers brought water from another drainage to
the south end of the property and washed a few tens of cubic yards
of gravel. The property was abandoned, presumably because it did
not pay.

At the site of the old workings four penfuls were panned.
One was from near surface, two were from different places in the
benk, and one was from the present creek bed. These samples repre-
sent a thickness of about 20 feet of the valley fill. Storch esti-
mated that all four psns showed less than one pound of heavy mineral
content per cubic yard. I estimated that one-quarter or less of the
heavies was monazite.

About TOO yards south of the north boundary of the property,
four more panfuls were collected and panned. One was granite sand
from surface, two were from the dumps of test pits, and one was from
a bar in a dry wash, The first three were from the western part, and
the fourth was from the eastern edge of the property. In the last
three only the fines were taken so that the pans would be high-grade
samples. Storch estimated that all four pans showed less than one
pound of heavies per cubic yard and I estimated that one-quarter or
less of the heavies was monazite. In all eight pans the monazite was
of a small sand size so that there is very little likelihood that a
significant amount of large grains of monazite was lost in the panning.

At the north end of the property the creek divides into two
branches separated by slightly higher ground. Decomposed bedrock is
exposed 'on the higher ground between the two branches. This indicates
that at the north end of the property there are areas in which placer
gravels are thin or even missing.

The lack of continuous flow in the creek does not make for
good placer ground. Instead of being a site for constant reworking and
concentration of the heavies bythe stream, the present valley is a
dumping ground for all the material carried by runoff and there is very
little concentrating action going on. Of course at some prior geologic
time there may have been a perennial stream in the valley that concen-
trated the heavy minerals, but at present there is no direct evidence
that this was ever the case., The samples from the south end of the
property suggest that at least for the top 20 feet of valley fill there
has been no significant concentration of the heavies.

The morning of September 26 at Clear Creek 8 miles south of
Cascade, I talked with Dewey Daily, the owner of the property, and Gus
Pearson, a friend of his. I told them of my findings as set forth above.
Daily said that some of the pits at the north end of the property were
22 feet deep. He said that at the south end of the property below the
present stream level there is a five-foot thickness of gravel that runs
$5.00 per cubic yard. (It seems hard to believe that the o0ld timers
would have left such rich ground.) His idea was that perhaps the upper
20 feet of gravel contained enough monazite to pay for the gravel's re-
moval so that they could get at the gold-bearing layer. I told him that
any government loan would have to be made on the basisof monazite, not
gold, content. I also told him that because of my findings and those
of the Bureau of - Mines referred to in E. J. Carlson's letter to E. W.
Ellis dated September 9, 1952, it would probably be necessary for him
or his lessee to prove the presence of significant amounts of monazite
before a DMEA loan would be granted. He said that they would do this.

When I pointed out to him that his option agreement with
Arnreiter & Pattimore had expired on August 7 last, and that another
option would have to be agreed to before a loan could be granted,
he said that such an agreement had already been entered into with
Pattimore alone,

Since the originalepplication was made by Arnreiter and
Pattimore, a new application will have to be made by Pattimore alone.
Mr. Pattimore was in the Spokane Regional Office of the Geological
Survey September 25 and stated that a new application embracing more
ground was going to be submitted.

In view of the facts presented above, I recommend that a
loan on the above described ground be denied. If the new application
includes a large acreage not immediately adjacent to the above ground,
then another examination will probably be necessary.

Another sample from the bed of hydraulic
tailings that covers the surrounding area indicated 0.16 pounds of monazite
per cubic yard., Gold values ran from 2¢ to 15¢ per cubic yard of the

It is possible that richer values may be found in the. stream
gravels of Bear Run Creek because of the concentration of heavy minerals
from the higher, older chamnels which have been mined by hydraulic methods.

Upon your request I will attempt to give you a summary of a
test report RE: the Lakow Placers in the Gambrinus mining district,
conprising approximately five miles of Bear Run creek.

.This test-pitting was conducted by me with the assistance of the
ovwner Mr. Dewey Dailly an experienced placer man end sampler, and was
done during the month of June, 194l. These pits were dug by hend and
‘material was panned from grass-roots to bed-rock, and in the follove
ing I will try to give you a fair average of seven test holes from
my field notes.

There ie hardly a necessity to describe the result of oach end
every one of the seven pits, since the various strata differs little
in values, and only differed in depth of over-burden, the bed-rock
materlal being quite uniform in values; nature of material and dapth.

Generally spesking; the lower, down creeck shafts, ran heavier
in over-burden, from twelve to twenty feet, of which the top three
feet was ordinary soil mixed with graite sand debris, tho noext
six feet was heavy in granite sand containing conszderable black
sand and ran colors with every pan. In cach test hole we sncounte
‘ered a stratd of tvio to three feet of blue clay, and quartz gravel
increased with depth. Considerable values of gold and black sand
was encountered in the blue clay strata, I might add here that this
blue clay mateiial "is intemixed with quartz sand and readily dis-
solves in_ water by panning.

‘ Below this blue olay 1ay & strata of five to eight feet of
typlcal pay-gravel, which yielded the uniform values &7 tho glacier
type placers of the Idaho City pay streak Distrioct, which, according
to. recorq, Tuns into several hundred milllons of Dollars.

This strata was tested by careful pannlng to contain up- to .
five dollars per yard to bed-rock, no boulders larger than ten inches
were cncountered. Bed-rock: oonsists of dlslntevrated soft granite,
oan readily be cleaned six inches below bed—rock cu‘ﬂfaoe, which in-
cidentally,. ylelds heavy values. .

' - All of the above material runs heavy with black mona71te sand,
which at the time was entirely ignored in calculating values, but

now, is worth twenty cents per pound et a plant in Boise. It is
estimated, by subsequent tests, that approximately two pounds of this
sand is contained in one cubic yard. Monazite; thorium; heliumi radium;
garnets, etc., are contained in the sand and -are used in the Atomic

I have beun in almost ‘daily contact with this placer ground
since the time this test was conducted, as my engress road, to an
operation I conducted, ied over this ground and only because my
own operation was stopped by government edlct after 1942, I ceased
any further attempt to operate my property or undertake the opEer=

‘ation of this plaeer.

-~ I hope that this gives you preliminary assurance upon which
you may hase your contemplated drilling tests. I might mention
here that our calculations and professional tests conducted prove
an average of seventy-five cents per yard from grass-roots to Ded=-
rock taking fully into consideration the barren strata. This whole

‘picture of course changes now with the values placed on Monazite

gand vwhich is readily saleable in Boise. All calculations were
based on thirty-five .dollars per ounce (troy) which price is ex-
pected to advance in. the near future.

I may say in conclus;on, that after closing dowa my'own O CT=
ation, I hold no- 1nterust vhatsoever in the Lekow Placer.

Enclosed is a sketch of test pit No. 3 vhich is indicative
of the entire test operation, being ia the centsy of the claims’
which embodics some five miles of Bear Run Creek,

It might be well for you to check with Mr. Dewey Dally of
Idaho City, whom I referred to above, for confirmation of essen=-
tial facts, as he was present at all times during our testing
operatlons and no doubt kept some records and notes of his own.
