Applicant states "We have never had an analysis of the ore," It seems
probable that scheelite is present and has been detected by lamping.,
Mr. Goodart and E, R, Wann, two of the partners, are listed at $750
and $600 per month, respectively, as Manager and Assistant Supervisor,
It is stated that "The only means we have of furnishing our share of
the cost is by labor. Four owners will work full time on the project",

It does not seem probable that much additional information
can be obtained by letters., -However, as the claims are not in a known
tungsten producing area, it might be well to insist on at least one
sample analysis before requesting an examination by the Field Team. If
data on samples indicates that tungsten is present, it is recommended
that the proposal be referred to the Field Team. In this case, the
applicants should be informed that the Government does not advance
money prior to actual work, that they will be required to provide
funds to cover the initial stages of the program, and that one super-
visor is all the project can support. It also seems probable that
the Field Team will suggest a complete revision of the proposal if
exploration is justified,

INTRODUCTION

An examination of the property by John R. Reynolds was
made on October 12, 1952 at which time 5 samples were taken and
surface and underground maps were made. Assay data obtained from
the samples is shown on the attached copy of the surface map. A
second examination was made by Howard B. Nickelson on October 30,
and 31, 1952. Representatives of the applicant, including Messrs,
Charles Henry and E. T. Seaton were present during the first
examination, and Messrs. Hollenbeck, Tony Smith, and Harold Greenwold
were present at the second examination.

RECOMMENDATIONS

It is recommended that the Little Queens Mines application
for an exploration contract in the amount of $47,971.25 be denied.

Any further exploration of the property will require the
construction of an expensive access road. The examinations disclosed
no evidence to indicate possibilities for commercial ore great
enough to justify this initial expense.

LOCATION AND ACCESSIBILITY

The Little Queens tungsten prospect is probably in Sec. 29,
Te 5 N., R. 11 E., B.M., in Elmore County, Idaho, in the Yuba gold
and silver mining district. It is on the Middle Fork of the Yuba
River, about é,mile above its junction with the East Fork.

' The property consists of 3 unpatented claims, Nos. XYZ1,
XYZ2, and XYZ3. The workings are on the XYZ No. 2 claim. The prospect
is 10 miles from Atlanta, Idaho. 4 road from fgtlanta crosses the
Middle Fork of the Yuba River and continues up the river for 5 miles

to Mr. Seaton's cabin and gold mill. From Mr. Seaton's cabin a

narrow foot trail follows up the river a distance of 3 miles to the
deposit.,

The river flows through a steep walled canyon. The canyon
walls consist of decomposed granite talus lying below granite cliffs.
This area is snow-bound from December 1 to May 15. Large snow slides
have left their scars on the canyon slopes.

HISTORY AND MINE WORKINGS

The discovery was made in 1951 by Mr. E. T. Seaton, Atlanta,
Idaho. Several shallow pits were dug on the vein and a 139-foot
crosscut to the vein was driven by hand. The property has had no
production.

Mr. Seaton has leased the claims to the Little Queens
Mines, Inc., with an option to purchase.

GEOLOGY

The Little Queens Mines tungsten deposit is a fairly strong,
irregular, sugary, quartz-vein in granite., The vein is nearly
vertical and strikes N. 75° E. Pieces of vein quartz, containing
scheelite, have been picked up below the outcrop for about 1000 feet
along the strike of the vein, The largest vein outcrop is 20 feet
in width but is barren of scheelite; however, scheelite occurs on
both ends of the barren outcrop, where the vein is about 5 feet
wide. (See sample nos, 11 and 12 on the surface map)

The vein is barren of scheelite where it is intersected
in the 139-foot crosscut; it is 2 feet wide on the west wall and
3 feet wide on the east wall. Both walls of the vein are faulted,
and the granite is fractured and altered between these faults as
shown on the accompanying geologic map. The scheelite seems to
occur as filling small fractures in the quartz vein with some
replacement along these small fractures. Some scheelite occurs in
the crosscut associated with some of the faults, but it is very
minor and low grade,

A small body of quartz was found in the footwall of the

main quartz vein. Mr. Seaton dug into this and found it was a pod of
quartz about 18 inches wide and 3 or L feet long which pinched out
about 3 feet below the surface of the ground, A grab sample, No. R-10,
was taken from the material dug out of the pit.

PROPOSED EXPLORATION

The original application dated September 23, 1952 was for
$80,285,10, but did not include a description of the proposed
exploration. On October 2, 1952 a plan for exploration work estimated
to cost $47,971.25 was submitted,

The project proposed by the applicant includes three major
items of work as follows:

3. Underground exploration consisting of
250 feet of crosscutting, 750 feet of

CONCLUSIONS

Although one sample assayed 2, percent'W03, the other
samples assayed far below an economic grade. E:
The crosscut was driven to intersect the quartz outcrop ¢ =
assaying 2.} percent WOB’ but no scheelite of importance was
found in the crosscut.

Further exploration is not advisable due to the spotty
scheelite occurrence on the vein and the inaccessibility of the
property.
