The Field Examiners recommend that the applicatIon to 
explore for extensions of the muscovite-beryl pegmatites be denied 
as there is not sufficient reason to believe that the peatites 
will persist in depth to the level of the proposed exploration 
crosscuts and due to the fact that sufficient bulldozing has been 
completed in the area of the newly-discovered beryl pegrnatite to 
indicate that it is not of sufficient size or character to contain 
commercial quantities of beryl or mica. 


The Field Team concurs with the Field Examiners and 
recommends that the subject application be denied.

DESCRIPTION OF THE ROE1R 


The attached map shows all workings on the property with 
the exception of a lower tunnel to t'ie north of the one shown on 
the cDonnell Lease0 The major part of the trenching was done by 
the U0 S 0 Bureau of Mines as an exploration project during World 
War II


Most of the production from the area came from the ain 
and Gleason pegmatites which were dewrloped from the 1per tunm1 
in the southeast area of the property0 Although ali tunnels are 
accessible for examinatton only the per one on the McDonnell 
Lease is in operating condition0 A large amount of rehabilitation 
would be required before mining operations could be resumed in the 
tunnel which explores the Main and Gleason pegmatites0

The Main pegmatite and the aleason pcegmatite ez described 
fully in Sto1ls reporto Therein it states the Main pegmatite is 8 
feet long and 20 feet thick on the tunnel level0 The Main pegmatite 
had been mined a vertical distance of more than 100 feet0 Indications 
are that the pegmatite is plunging to the southwest at an angle of 50 
de'ees0 From the cross scction Stall has constructed through thi 
pegmatito, it can be inferred that in all probability the pegmatite does 
not persist very far in depth below the tunnel level0 Probably the 
best way of exploring this possibility of downward extension of the 
pegmatite would be to sink a wine on It0 A l0$oot winze was sunk 
during former operations but it is not known whether the pegmatite was 
narrowing or persisting in width to this depth0 Broken rook and sloughed 
material obscures the bottom of the winze so little can be seen of the 
pegmatite in these areas0 


A pegmatite has been recently discovered by the applicants 
nearly midway on the road between the Tper tunnel and the tunnel on the 
McDonnell Lease0 At the time of the examninatiori loosô rock and mantle 
had sloughed in the pit the applicants had excavated, and field e2caminer 
could determine little concerning this new pegmatite According to 
the applicants, the pegmatite dips rather flatly as opposed to the more 
cOmmonly steeply dipping psgmatltes0 Some beryl was found in this pegma' 
tité but little book or sheet mica was found0 As can be seen o the 
accompanying map, trenches have been excavated both uphill and dowmrthill 
from this pegmatite without exposing promising evidence of good pegma 
tite0 It is doubtful therefore that this new pegmatite represente 
ar sigff leant potential of beryl or strategic micaG 


APFLICANT5 P0F0SAL 


The applicant has outlined a proposed exploration project to 
explore for extensions of known pegmatltes 0 Essential items of the pro 
posal are as follows 


10 Thrive a tunnel to intersect the Main pognatite 
and Gleason Dike at an elevation approximately

The proposed tunnel to intersect the dowmard extension of the 
!4ain and Gleason pegmatites is nt considered to' be a feasible methqd of 
exploration0 It is not known of óourse 4 whether the pegmatite extends 
in'depth, and if so the probability of finding it with a long tunnel would 
not be very great0 The cost of such work would be excessive considering 
the possible potential of strategic mica to be indicated as a result of 
such work0 It was suggested to the applicants that the better method of 
exploring these pegmatites to depth would be to rehabilitate the Upper 
tunnel and sink on the pegmatite, and in this way they would be able to 
teU exactly where their exploration heading was in relation to the pegma 
tite0 The applicants did not favorabij ©onsider this alternative method 
of exploration0 


The pegmatite on the McDonnell Lease appears to be too small 
and contains too little sheet iica to mei'it the work suggestmd in extend 
ing the lower tunnel0 The posib1lity that the pegmatite would continue 
to the elevation of the lower tunnel is remote0 


The tenohing that has, been completed in the vicinity of tbe 
newlyadiscovered beryl pegmatito appears to have been sufficient to have 
tested its possible extensions0	 /	 •,	 1 


There. are some areas on the' property notably between the McDonnell 
Lease 'and the Nwphy Lease plus that area betue'en the Tonopab North Cut 
and the Tonopab South Cut, where some eastwest trenches to thorughly 
explore for extensions of' 'the pegmatite eone could be justified as a very 
siisU scale exploration project0 Most of" the exposed pegmatites are very 
small though, and probably others that may be found would be disco'agingly 
similar, in size and chacteristice, 


At the nearby Muscovite mine D deeper extensions of known pegma 
tites have been explored for by diamond drilling0 This particular method 
has not been too satisfactory because of the very poor core recovery when 
the drill intersects pegmatite, but it is a much cheaper method of prelim 
mary exploration to check on the existense of pegmatite than by driving 
along tunnels without having prior evidence that the pegmatite extends 
to the depth at which the tunnels are driven. Thus, one method of che@k=' 
ing for the downward extension of the Main pegmatite, other than by. 
sinking' on it, would be to drill one or two diamond drill holes so 'guided 
to make favorable intersections at the lower level. This alternative 
method to the applicants proposal was not discussed with them0 


In snmary, there appears to be little justification for a recom 
mendation favoring the applicant's proposed exploration program0 The long 
tunnels proposed are too much of a long shot venture with remote possibilities

The proposed tunnel to intersect the dowrnard extension of the 
Main and Gleason pegxnatites is not considered to be a feasible methd of 
exploration0 It is not known of cose whether the pegmatite extends 
in depth, arid if eo the probability of finding it with a long tunnel would 
not be very eat0 The cost of such work would be excessive considering 
the possible potential of strategic mica to be indicated as a result of 
such work0 It was suggested to the applicants that the better method of 
exploring these pegmatites to depth would be to rehabilitate the Upper 
tunnel and sink on the pegmatite and in this way they would be able to 
tell exactly where their exploration heading was in relation to the pegma 
tite0 The applicants did not favorablr consider this alternative method 
of exploration0 


The pegmatite on the cDonriell Lease appears to be too small 
and contains too little sheet mica to merit the work suggested in extend 
ing the lower tunnel0 The possibility that the pegmatite would continue 
to the elevation of the lower tunnel is remote0 


The trenching that has been coleted in the vicinity of the 
newlycodiacovered beryl pegmatite appears to have been sufficient to have 
tested its possible extensions0 


There, are some areas on the propsrty notably between the McDonnell 
Lease and the Murphy Lease plus that area beteen the Tonopab florth Cut 
and the Tonopah South Cut, where some eastwest trenches to thoroughly 
explore for extensions of the pegmatite sones could be justified as a very 
small scale exploration project0 Most of the exposed pegnatites are very 
small though, and probably others that may be found would be discouragingly 
similar in sise and characteristics0 


t the nearby Muscovite mines deeper extensions of known pegma 
tites have been elored for by diamond drilling0 This particular method 
has not been too satisfactory because of the very poor core recovery when 
the drill intersects pegmatite but it is a much cheeper method of prelim-
mary exploration to check on the existence of pegmatite than by driving 
along tunnels without having prior evidence that the pegmatite extends 
to the depth at which the tunnels are driven 0 Thus, one method of check-s 
ing f or the downward extension of the Main peginatite, other than by 
sinking on it, would be to drill one or two diamond drill holes so guided 
to make favorable intersections at the lower level0 This alternative

In summary, there appears to be little justification for a recom 
niendation favoring the applicant's proposed exploration program0 The long 
tunnels proposed are too much of a long shot venture with remote possibilities
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of ucceee Although eone trenching coild be outlined to eearch for other 
pegrnatltee in favorab1eappearing areas, experience at the property.hae 
proven that even though new pepnatitee are founds they probably will not 
be of cornercia1 ignfficance0

1) According to Stoll (p. 52), the Gleason pegmatite "pinches out 


above the level ofLthe upper tunnel." Therefore the proposed 
tunnelling and drifting beneath this level does not seem warranted. 
Possibly the applicant's objective is the nearby "Main" pegmatite 
(see Stoll's report). If so, I re with Weissenborn (see Feb-
ruary U letter to Operating Committee) that exploration at a 
depth of 100 feet below the present tunnel level would be dir-
ected too far below the lowest workings (winze bottom at 4,045 
feet in section B-B' of StoU's report) in the mica zone. 


2) According to Stoll ( p . 53) a 75-foot tunnel on the McDonnell 
lease exposed a pegnatite containing 1 percent scrap mica, by 
visual estimate. Is this the "lower tunnel" that the applicant 
proposed to clean out and explore further? 


3) According to Reed (p. 16) the surface and underground exploration 
for ininable deposits at the Steelsinith property was unsuccessful 
and mining operations terminated in the fall of 1944. This 
exploration and that financed by the Colonial Mica Corporation 
(see Reed's report, p. 17) should be evaluated by the Field Team 
in deciding whether additional exploration at government expense 
is warranted.

Enclosed herewith are three completed copies of MF-103, 
with an attached Mining Lease and Agreement, plus six copies ,. of 
Owner's Consent to Lien, all constituting an application by Olson-
Vennigerholz, a partnership, for government assistance to explore for 
sheet mica. Only one copy of the map showing proposed exploration 
has been submitted. 


The property on which the exploration is planned is described 
on pages 51 to 53 in USGS Professional Paper no. 229. According to 
this report, total production fromthe property during 1914.3, , 1914.14. and 
to April 2, 19145, amounted to 32,900 pounds of crude book mica. 
Gross value of sales of sheet mica from this production was $8,036.77. 
The main penat1te contains three well-defined zones, the wall zone 
containing the muscovite being from one to ten feet thick. According 
to the report in the Professional Paper, indications are that this 
particular pegmatite may contain some promise as a sheet mica producer. 


The exploration project as outlined by the applicant appears 
to be somewhat ambitious in assuming the pegmatite persists in depth 
an additional 100 feet, Undoubtedly some kind of exploration preliminary 
to the planned crosscutting will be necessary to insure the existence 
of the pegmatite at the greater depth. 


Inasmuch as the property is now reported to be accessible 
and. as it is near the Muscovite mine of the Idaho Beryllium and Mica 
Company, on which a DMEA exploration project' is being currently 
conducted, an attempt will be made to conduct a field examination of 
the Steelsmith property in the very near future to determine if a 
feasible exploration project can be outlined.

Reentb . rator. (a) If, at any time, the Government considers that a dicovery 


or a development from which production maybe made has resulted from the exploration work, the 


Government, at any time not later than six months after the Operator has rendered the required 


final report and final account, may so certify in writing to the Operator. The certification shall 


describe broadly or indicate the nature of the discovery or development. In the event of such 


certification, any minerals mined or produced from the land described in Article 2 within 10 years 


from the date of this contract, including any mined or produced before the certification, shall 


be subject to a percentage royalty which the Operator or his successor in interest shall pay to 


the Government, upon the net smelter returxis., the net concentrator returns, or other net amounts 


realized from the sale or other disposition of any such production, in whatever form disposed of, 


including ore, concentrates, or metal, until the total amount contributed by the Government, with-


out interest, is fully repaid, or said 10 years have elapsed; whichever occurs first, as follows:
