Enclosed is a memorandum from Howard B. Nickelson of the 
Survey and John A. Bowsber of the Bureau of Mines regarding the 
re-examination of the Werdenhoff and Red Bluff properties in Valley 
County, Idaho, for possible DMEA assistance. 


You will note from previous memoranda on the subject the 
showings which the applicant proposed to explore do not, in our 
opinion, warrant Government assistance. And after going over the 
property with the field examiners, the applicant is convinced the 
Red Bluff and. Werdenhoff properties do not merit assistance. There-
fore, he is withdrawing his application as evidenced by the attached 
letter.


At the time of the examination of the Red Bluff and Werden-
hoff properties, the team briefly examined a newly acquired property, 
the White Bluff claims, at the request of the applicant. The appli-
cant plans on concentrating all his efforts on these claims, planning 
to mine float from the outcrop. The outcrop shows the presence of 
metamorphosed limestone which has been rather extensively mineralized 
by tungsten. As the surface exposures are very good, the operator 
does not feel that DMEA assistance would be required to explore it.

Mr. C. W. Mason, president of the Werdenhoff Mining Company, 
was contacted by telephone at Tacoma, Washington, for a revisit of his 
property to confirm the location of an adit; he stated in a letter dated 
August 211., 1953, that the. Field Team geologist had. missed it on the 
August field examination. 


The writers contacted Mr. Mason, Dr. C. A. Terry, secretary of 
the Werdenhoff Mining Company, and other stockholders at the Red Bluff 
claims on the afternoon of October 3, 1953. No further dozing or 
exploration work had been done on this property so the writers could not 
further evaluate the property. 


Mr. Mason acquired 3 or Ii. claims from Mr. Wilbur Wiles, a 
local prospector, called the White Bluff claims on the north face of the 
mountain above Smith Creek near the junction of the Middle Fork and 
South Fork. Mr. Mason wanted the writers to visit these claims for a 
possible exploration application. 


These claims were examined by the writers and the property was 
found to have-possibilities as a scheelite producer. The scheelite is' 


found in a 50-foot bed of contact metamorphic limestone striking N. 3Q0 W. 
and dipping approximately 60° to the northeast. Mr. Wiles has traced the 
float for approximately half .a mile which could mean quite a large 
potential ore body. The body could be diamond drilled to an advantage, 
but the operators plan to mine and mill the large boulder and float off 
the surface to expose the bedrock which will probably give more information 
than diamond drill holes. The bed affords possible open pit operations 
if the scheelite is uniformly distributed within the contact metamorphic 
limestone bed.

Mr. Mason does not plan to submit an application on this 
property because his planned mining program will prove the possibilities 
of' an ore deposit. 


The Werdenhoff tunnel-which Mr. Mason said was missed on the 
August field examination was re-examined. with no indication of scheelite. 
The Field Team geologist did examine the same adit during his first visit 
in August 1953. 


Mr. Mason told the Field Team examiners to withdraw the application 
for any exploration on the Red Bluff and the Werdenhoff properties. He 
plans to concentrate his efforts on the White Bluff claims,

Enclosed are four copies of a field examination report on 
the subject property, by Mr. H. B. Nickelson, U. S. Geological Survey, 
recommending denial of the application. 


Mr. Nickelson calls attention to the spotty and low-grade 
tungsten mineralization of the applicant's property and to the un-
feasibility of the proposed work in Project No. 1. He notes that if 
further work is done on Project No. 2, it may be possible to lay out 
a feasible exploration program which would give that part of the 
applicant's property an adequate test, but that it would be inpossi'ole 
to formulate an acceptable program at this time. 


Recent correspondence with theapplicant, Mr. C. N. Mason, 
indicates that he is not satisfied at not having been present when the 
examination was made. He states that Mr. Isom, who accmpanied 
Nickelson during the examination, did not know where the tungsten was. 
It may, therefore, be necessary to revisit the property to satisfy 
Mr. Mason that a thorough examination has been made. Such a visit 
would he made during one of our field examiner's routine inspections 
of the adjacent McRae Red Bluff contract. 


Tie Field Team concurs with Nickelson and recommends denial 
of the application. It is suggested that either the Operating Committee's 
letter to the applicant state that the application will be reappraised 
if the applicant can produce evidence to substantiate such reappraisal, or

INTRODUCTION 


The properties listed in the application as Project No, 1 
and Project No. 2 were examined on August 6, 7, and 8, 1953, by the 
writer, who was accompanied by Mr. Jim Isom, employee and miner 
for C. W I Mason.


RECONNENDATION 


It is recommended that the application for Project 1 be.denied 
for lack of sufficient amount of any tungsten minerals, 


It is recommended that the application for Project 2 be denied 
until the applicant can expose sufficient evidence of a tungsten occurrence 
to warrant an exploration program. 


LOCATION 


Messrs, Bell and Smith have given the location of the property 
(Project 1) in Valley and Idaho counties, secs, 3 and 314.; T. 21 N. and 
T, 22 N,, R, 9 E. eastern.meridian, as the fifth standard parallel crosses 
this property and the standard corner of secs, 33 and 31i., T. 22 N., R. 9 E.,

To quartz veins are exposed in the Tramway adit, The quartz 
vein just inside the adit has been extensively brecciated by post-mineral 
strike faulting. The second quartz vein strikes approximately at right 
angles to the brecciated vein and has been offset by several post-mineral 
faults. The vein, however, is exposed at the adit face. 


To samples were taken in the Tramway adit, one from the 
brecc iated. quartz vein and one from the vein at the adit face; both 
samples assayed "none, " , A company assay map of the property shows gold 
values of about $7 in the adit vein, and $3 to $14. in the vein at right 
angles to the adit vein. This map was not included in the application. 


The objective of the adit below the Tramway adit is questionable 
as no quartz veins are to be seen in the workings. 


The applicant's proposal to advance the lower adit 500 feet to 
crosscut reported and known tungsten-bearing veins is considered. unfeasible. 
The veins explored by the Tramway adit have not contained' any amount of 
tungsten mineralization and there is little reason to expect them to 
contain commercial amounts of tungsten at the projected position where they 
would be cut by the lower adit. There is, of course, the possibility of 
intersecting additional veins by the lower adit, but there is no surface 
evidence indicating they would be tungsten producers on this level. 


GEOLOGY - PROJECT NO. 2 


The veins exposed in the South Fork of Smith Creek contained 
some hubnerite, as illustrated on the enclosed map. 


The occurrence is probably on the same structure found in the 
McRae mine located to the northwest on top of the adjacent mountain. 
Study of the drill logs on the McRae property indicates a similarity of 
the rock type and mineralization of the McRae deposit and the applicant's 
deposit.

The limited exposure in the location cut on Smith Creek 


presents complex geology. Apparently, the schist country rock was 
intruded by quartz-rich aplite and then penetrated by a series of parallel 
and crossing quartz veins in which are remanents of the schist country 
rock.


Some of the quartz veins are barren of any other minerals, but 
others are rich In pyrite with minor amounts of fluorite, hubnerite, 
muscovite and a grey unidentified suiphide mineral. The quartz-rich 
aplite seemed to predominate on the south side of the creek where it was 
cut by quartz veins. 


The general trend of the steep-dipping quartz veins seems to be 
about N. 0 W, 


The hubnerite occurs in the quartz veins as pods, blebs and 
lenses.


Hubnerite ore was piled on the side of the location cut and 
apparently some of this material was packed out on snowshoes last spring 
for a sample, as indicated by correspondence from Mr. Masons 


It was assumed by the writer that hubnerite piled at the sideof) 
the location cut came from the cut and, therefore, a 5-foot sample was 
taken across the bottom of the cut to test this exposure. The material/ 
in the sample did not compare with ore piled at the side of the cut, / 
which indicated that the hubnerite may have come from a pod that was 
excavated by the cut. The sample yielded negative tungsten values, 
thereby confirming the spotty occurrence of the ore • Other hubnerite- j 
bearing veins in the area are noted on the enclosed map; however, as 
their hubnerite content was low and spotty, they were not sampled. 


The outcrops in the dozer pit were covered by slough so a 
sample was taken from the quartz scattered around the pit; one piece of 
quartz in the sample lamped scheelite. This sample assayed no 


The area between the cut in the creek and the dozer trench 
differs in elevation by 55 feet. The assumed elevations are shown after 
each station number on the enclosed map. The assumed elevation of Sta. 1 
is 100 feet. The altitude of the prospect area is approximately 7,500 
feet.


Exploration of the area between the cut and dozer pit would 
consist of a few dozer trenches to expose the veins and mining could 
only be accomplished from a shaft. If the veins continue northwest of 
the dozer cut, they can be explored by an adit into the steep mountain side. 


The veins exposed in and near the creek contain such a limited 
amount of bubnerite that further exploration would be unwarranted.

Mr. Mason has stated in recent correspondence that he intends 


to do additional dozing on his Smith Creek property. If this dozing 
uncovers favorable evidence of a more promising tungsten-bearing 
property, the subject application might be reconsidered. Examination 
of this dozing should be done during routine examination of the adjoining 
McRae property.

Enclosed are three copies of an application with attached 
maps submitted by the Werd.enhoff Mining Company, 39214 North 37th 
Street, Tacoma 7, Washington, for an exploration project contract at 
the Werd.enhóff Mine in Valley and. Idaho Counties, Idaho. This 
company previously submitted. completed. copies of ME'-103 and MF.lOO 
which were forwarded. to your office on February 12, 1953. It.was 
brought to the applicant's attention that their original proposal was 
more in the manner of an application for a production loan, and. it 
was suggested. to them that they resubmit copies of forms IvlF-103, in 
which their proposed work would. fall more in the category of explora-
tion. This they have done on the enclosed forms. 


The Werdenhoff property was first brought to our attention 
by Mr. Mason, President of the Werdenhoff Mining Company, at the 
Northwest Mining Association Convention in Spokane, December 5 and. 6, 
1952. Mr • Mason exhibited specimens of ore from the Red Bluff 
claims which contained. considerable quantities of hubnerite. At the 
suggestion of a member of the Bureau of Mines, Mr. Mason sent these-
specimens to the Union Assay Office, Inc., Salt Lake City, Utah, for 
tungsten assays. As stated. in the application, these specimens 
yielded. assay results of 14.714. and. 55.3 percent W03 . Apparently, 
on the basis of the assay results of these high-grade samples, the 
first application was submitted. Since that time, we have had. 
considerable correspondence with officers of the company in an effort 
to find out specifically just what they want to do and. to determine 
if this proposed. work can qualify under the present DMEA program.

The following is an outline of the more important features 
of this application: 


A. Proposed exploration work 
1. Project No. 1 


Rehabilitate 700 feet of tunnel, pay for 200 feet of tunnel 
presently rehabilitated, and extend tunnel 500 feet to crosscut 
a vein which has been exposed in upper workings. Only assay 
data submitted concerning this vein is for gold. 	 - 


The rehabilitation of the tunnel has been contracted for 
$30.00 per foot. A total of 200 feet has been completed, and 
$3,032.00 Is still due to the men who did the work. 


The remaining 700 feet of tunnel Is presumed to be accessible 
upon completion of the rehabilitation of the first 200 feet. 


A labor contract for $20.00 per foot is proposed to drive 
the 500 feet of crosscut, the applicants furnishing power and.

2. Project No. 2

2. Apparently the applicant cannot or does not want to invest 
any actual cash money in the project. He expects to contribute 
his share of the cost from depreciation, allowance on equipment 
plus supervisory salarIes 


3. On April 20, 1953, the applicant submitted a report concern-
ing the Werdenhoff Mining Company property byRobert N. Bell, 
and Gordon C. Smith, geologists of Boise, Idaho. Copies, of 
this report are being forwarded. with this application. P1esse 
note that there Is no mention of tungs 
tungsten mineralization In the report. 


ii. The applicant states he has an operating agreement to lease 
the Red. Bluff claims No's. 1, 2, 3, 1., and 5. No agreement was 
submitted. with the application and we are requesting that he fur-
nish us with such agreement. Coincidentally, perhaps, these 
claims have the same names as those covered In DMEA contract 
Idm-E1i06, currently in effect with McRae Tungsten Corporation. 
We are now investigating to make certain that these two groups 
of claims are not Identical, although we do not believe they are. 


In view of the foregoing statements, we must reiterate 
the statement made in the transmittal letter with the original

application, namely, "The Werdenhoff Syndicate has prepared a fairly 
generalized application that is highly confusing." Because of the 
great amount of correspondence we have completed with the applicant 
in an effort to obtain a true picture of his plans, we do not feel 
that further inquiries from him other than for the operating 
agreement on the Red Bluff claims are justified. A field examination 
will be necessary to fully clarify questions we have concerning this 
application, and one could probably be arranged in conjunction with 
a routine inspection of the McRae Red Bluff project. We will not 
formally make arrangements with the applicant for such an examination 
though, unless specifically requested to do so by the Operating 
Committee.
