The applicant proposed 4 drxfts (aditl) the erld Team report
has substituted 4 diamond drill holes. The latter are estimated to cost
$7.975; the Government participation is estimated at $5,981.25. The
Field Team have secured approval of the applicant for the change to
drilling and, on this basis, they recommend approval.

The tungsten mme.ralizatxon is repOrted to be at an igneous-
sedimentary contact. Reports of shipments and 4 samples confirm
the presence of tungsten. Much pertinent information is lacking. The
report does not mention surface trenching; there is an implication that
a ''cliff” is at or near the contact. In fact, horizontal diamond drill

.holes are proposed from surface stations. The examining engineer
was unable to locate tungsten minerals 'at the base of the outcrop”
southeast of the open cut. There is no reference to an-attempt to
locate an extension of tnagsten mineralizntio‘n north of the open cut.

The use of diamond drill holcn to extend knowledgc regarding
this deposit is of questionable value. There are few facts to indicate
the nature of the mineralization. ' The letter of April 14 says scheelite
is "reported to be quite continuous along the outcrop.' There is
nothing in the report to indicate any knowledge whatsoever about the
horisontal extent. This would seem to imply thnt the Field Team has
data not included in the Bowshet report. '

INTRODUCTION

~ The Dewey property was examined as a possible tungsten-nickel .
exploration project on November 9 and 10, 1953, by John A. Bowsher,
Mining Engineer, U. S. Bureau of Mines, in company with Messrs. Paul
Wise and Roy Mief¥s, Boise Dredging Company, 222 Broadway, Boise, Idaho,
lessee and applicant. The property was visited again, and sampled, the
following day, November 11, by John A. Bowsher. Approximately twelve
hours were spent on the property.

RECOMMENDATIONS

The examining engineer recoﬁméhds a diamond drilling exploration
project to test the igneous-sedimentary contact, with a unit cost contract
to be awarded on the basis of Bureau of Mines cost estimates.

LOCATION AND ACCESSIBILITY

The Dewey property consists of 8 unpatented lode mining claims
located in sec. 14, T. 6 N., R. 19 E., Boise Meridian, Alta Mining
District, Custer County, Idaho. The property is on Little Falls Creek
near its junction with Summit Creek, Summit Pass, about 15 miles north-
east of Ketchum, Idaho.

Access to the property is via the graveled Trail Creek highway
from Ketchum to Mackay. Road log: with speedometer reading 0.0 at the
Texaco Station, Ketchum, tum right at next street intersection north,

Sun Valley Lodge road, thence over Summit Pass, and at speedometer reading

GEOLOGY

The property lies within an area mapped and investigated by
the U. S. Geological Survey as described in Bulletin 814, "Geology and
Ore Deposits of the Wood River Region, Idaho," by Joseph B. Umpleby,
Lewis G. Westgate and Clyde P. Ross, published in 1930.

o On Plate I of Bulletin 814, at latitude 43°51' N. and longitude
114715 W., is a "lazy L" figure of quartz monzonite intrusive surrounded
by sedimentary rocks wherein lies the subject property. The monzonite is
described.on page 49 of the bulletin, as follows:

", . . exposures . . . show that it is an intrusive into the
overlying Ordivician (Phi Kappa formation) rocks; . . . it is medium-
grained, light gray, and of uniform hypodiomorphic texture, with an
average grain of 2 millimeters. It consists of dull white feldspar,
gray quartz, and scattered flakes of biotite. « . « Orthoclase and
oligoclase are present in about equal amounts. A little hornblende,
apatite, and magnetite are present,and titanite is very abundant in
some specimens.”

The Phi Kappa formation is described on page 19 of the bulletin
as follows:

"It may be divided for convenience of description into an upper
and lower portion. The lower portion . . . consists of medium and fine
grained quartzitic sandstone and flinty argillite, commonly black, which
weathers to rusty slabs. . . « The lower part is best exposed on the Big
Lost River, on the nose between Park Creek (Basin Creek) and the next
creek north (Little Falls Creek)."

PRODUCTION

The only evidence of an attempt to exploit the scheelite occur-
rence is a small open-cut in the quartz monzonite outcrop, at the
igneous-sedimentary contact, on the Florence claim. This cut in a
cliff, about 50 feet above the ore bin, was the work of a former lessee.
The applicant'!s production information is inconsistent because the MF-103
states that 4 .tons, averaging 4.5 percent W03, was shipped in 1943 while
its accompanying map shows that 7,760 pounds, assaying 3.38 percent. W03,
was shipped in 1943; no information is given regarding the number of
shipments, i.e., one, two, or more.

Messrs. Wise and Milghs identified about 5 tons of similar dike
material on a vacant lot in Hailey, Idaho, as being mined from the open-
cut; however, this information was not verified.

The irregular open-cut, N. 30° W. strike, measures 16 feetalong
the southwest contact of the quartz monzonite and the upturned Phi Kappa
formation and penetrates the igneous rock for 6 feet, forming a NE face
12 feet high. The sedimentary footwall is exposed for an average depth
of 2 feet on the dip, which is 49° to the NE.

The surface facilities on the Florence claim consist of a 15-ton
bin, sorting shed, and truck-loading slide.

'On page 207 of Bulletin 814 there is an account of other prospects
on Little Falls Creek, but it pertains only to the occurrence of base
metals; a search of the bulletin does not disclose any data on tungsten.

EXAMINATION

The property was first visited very late the afternoon of
November 9 to determine the most important areas that would possibly
reveal the presence of scheelite under a mineral light. The first
determined objective for lamping was the open-cut and the cont.ents of
the ore bin; secondarily was the accessible area of the probable igneous-
sedimentary contact southeast of the open-cut and toward the Trail Cree

highway. S _ , :

Approximately 200 pounds of the ﬁpnaonite from the open-cut was
in the orgbin and showed fair scheelite under the light, but most of the
crystals were small, 1/16-inch maximum in size, and not clustered.

The open-cut faces exhibited the monzonite as white, sugary in
texture and grain, and having a blocky structure with minute incipient
fracturing. The sedimentary footwall was black in color, blocky
fracturing and crumbling, probably from long exposure. All of the
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monzonite faces and the sedimentary footwall revealed the presence of
scheelite under the mineral light; the best showing was on the NW face '
(monzonite) near the contact and mainly confined to the fractures in the
monzonite. The scheelite crystals were tiny, probably less than 1/16-
inch.

The igneous-sedimentary contact was not exposed southeast of
the open-cut; however, this area at the base of the monzonite outcrop
was the most accessible after dark for using a mineral light. The base
of the outcrop, lamped for a length of about 500 feet, showed no

,scheelite. Fluorescent minerals were detected sporadically distributed

in the monzonite and were tentatively identified as of calcareous origin.

Sample No. 1 was taken from the NW face of the open-cut. It was
a chip sample cut horizontally 4 feet above the floor, and measured 6 feet
across the monzonite, from the contact to the NE corner of the open-cut .

Sample No. 2 was taken from the NE face of the open~cut. It was
a chip sample cut vertically 6 feet from the NE corner, and measured 6 feet
from the floor up the monzonite face. :

Sample No. 3 was identical to No. 2 except that it was cut 12 feet
from the NE corner.

Sample No. 4 was takén from the sedimentary footwall exposed as
the SW face of the open~cut. It was a chip sample cut vertically 9 feet
from the NW corner, and measured 4 feet, on the dip, from the floor to the
rim.
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PROPOSAL

The applicant proposes to explore the monzonite by "four
(4) 100-foot tunnels or horizontel drifts into the face (%) of the
deposits at various points, as shown on the accompanying sketch. We
believe these tunnels going in for a distance of 100 feet would
explore and prove the horizontal depth of the property and at the same
time would develop a considerable body of ore.”™ The total cost of the
proposal was estimated to be $1h 000.00 and the Government's share
$11, 500.00.

COMPETENCE OF APPLICANT

The Boise Dredging Company is a partnership consisting of
Messrs. Paul W. Wise, Roy Mires and Jack L. Bailey, P. 0. Box 267,
Boise, Idaho. Paul W. Wise is the president and Jack L. Bailey the
office manager for J. H. Wise & Son, Inc., 222 Broadway, Boise, Idaho,
& contracting and construction firm affiliated with the Morris-Knudsen
Company, Inc. Roy Mires has had considerable experience in mining
operations, particularly gold dredging.

Pé.ul W. Wise participated as the Operator on Contract Idm-
E213, Docket No. DMEA 76 (antimony).

. Equipmexit for exploratioh use on the property is available
through the firm facilities of J. H. Wise & Son, Ince.

CONCLUSIONS

The analyses of the Bureau of Mines samples Nos. 1 and 4
indicate that exploration of the igneous-sedimentary contact is
warranted.

The applicant's proposal of exploration in the monzonite
dike by four 100-foot drifts would not satisfactorily explore the
igneous-sedimentary contact, the most favorable zone of the tungsten
occurrence.

The examining engineer recommends the following exploration
program in lieu of that proposed by the applicant:

Explore the contact zone from the footwall side by 1,000
feet of horizontal core drill holes, the holes to be drilled normal
to the strike of the contact from locations along the base of the
cliff or from the road (see attached map). These holes would test
the downward projection of the contact over a strike length of about
500 feet. Drill holes would be spaced 100 to 125 feet apart and only
at locations approved by DMEA field examiners. Samples of the drill
core should be taken in mineralized areas as well as further sampling
of the outcrop at sites approved by field examiners.
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Since the field examination was made, Mr. Mires, acting
for the applicant, has been contacted and asked about his views con-
cerning the proposed diamond drilling. He stated that the applicant
was in agreement with the proposed drilling program. Furthermore,
he agreed that any additional exploration of the deposit should be
dependent upon the results of the diamond drilling. Mr. Mires also
agreed that all diamond drill holes should be approved by the Govern-
ment prior to drilling.

The denial of the subject application by this Division
is based on the following information:

The applicant proposed to explore the Dewey property
with four 100-foot tumnels (adits). Following a field exami-
nation, the Field Team recommended that L diamond drill holes
be substituted for the adits at an estimated cost of $7,975.00.

The area is underlain by rocks of Ordivician age (Phi
Kappa formation) that have been intruded by 2 quartz monzonite.

The quartz monzonite is a dike~like body which cuts
across the beds of the enclosing Phi Kappa formation., The
southwest border of the quartz monzonite strikes S. 40° E. and

dips L5° to the northeast. The Phi Kappa formation, which is
composed of quartzites,argillites, and thin beds of limestone
strikesapproximately north and dips about 22° to the east.

Scheelite is found along the igneous - sedimentary con-
tact and appears to favor points where the limy béds of the Phi
Kappa formation are in direct contact with the monzonite. Evidence
that mineralization is so restricted cannot be regarded as con-
clusive, but "lamping" along the contact indicates that the deposit
is of very limited extent and somewhat spotty.

The only working - on the property is an irregular open-cut
on a steep hillside that measures 16 feet along the southwest
contact of the quartz monzonite and the Phi Kappa formation.

Attached is a memorandum by Howard B. Nickelson reporting
on the re-examination of the Dewey property of the Boise Dredging
Company, Custer County, Idaho., This re-examination was made in
response to your letter of May 6, 1954. On the re-examination
Nickelson recommends a denial of the application.

There are some good showings of scheelite on the property,
but it is Nickelson's thesis that they are probably restricted to
the vicinity of the contact of a lime bed in the Phi Kappa forma-
tion with the quartz monzonite intrusive. Exposures are not good,
so this evideénce cannot be regarded as conclusive; nevertheless, it
is fairly obvious that the deposit is of very limited extent and
somewhat spotty nature; furthermore, it is in a remote locality.

In addition, the applicant has shown very little interest in the
application and has not answered our request to obtain an Owner's
Consent to Lien. We have heard from other sources that there is a
possible dispute as to the ownership of the property; although we
have not confirmed this, it might explain why the Owner's Consent
to Lien has not been forthcoming. In view of these factors, the
Field Team, while recognizing that there is some tungsten on the
property, has reconsidered the previous favorable recommendation
and now recommends denial of the application.,

The property was re-examined on June 19, 1954, in response
to a request in Mr, Selfridge's letter of May 6, 1954. The quartz
monzonite-Phi Kappa formation contact was mapped and possibilities
for an exploration program were studied,

The quartz monzonite body is a dike-like body approximately
170 feet thick and with a visible length of about 40O to 500 feet,
which cuts across the beds of the enclosing Phi Kappa formation.
(see attached plen and section.) The southwest border of the quartz
monzonite strikes S, 40° E, and dips 45° to the northeast. The Phi
Kappa formation, which is composed of quartzites, argillites, and thin
beds of limestone, strikes approximately north and dips about 22° to
the east. The beds near the southeast end of the quartz monzonite
body are somewhat crumpled and a strike and dip were difficult to

find, but, in general, these beds appear to have the same attitude as
those to the northwest.

Previous lamping of the contact northwest and southeast of
the pit, by Bowsher of the Bureau of Mines and by the applicant, had
shown that scheelite is not found everywhere along the contact, its
occurrence appearing to be restricted to the vicinity of the pit
shown on the attached sketch where some excellent tungsten assays were
obtained. Because of this previous work and because the steep cliffs
make it unsafe for one person to lamp alone at night, no attempt was
made to thoroughly lamp the contact and the lamping was confined
mostly to the vicinity of the pit.

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evidence strongly suggests that the scheelite is found only at the
intersection of the limey bed with the quartz monzonite. IF the
occurrence of scheelite is so restricted, the simple and relatively
inexpensive drilling program previously recommended by the Field
Team would not effectively explore the deposit, for it wouwld be
difficult to find drilling sites from which the intersection could
be probed and almost certainly extensive bulldozing through the
heavy talus cover would be necessary,

Probably a better way to explore the deposit would be to
sink an inclined shaft from the bottom of the pit through the limey
bed or until the tungsten values disappeared; then follow the footwall
of the bed to the northwest by an inclined drift, exploring the quartz
monzonite adjacent to the bed. A short crosscut to the surface would
facilitate removal of the spoil from the advance., If the thesis that
the scheelite is confined to a fairly narrow bed is correct, the drift
might well exhaust most of the ore reserves; consequently, the expense
of driving it does not appear to be justified under the DMEA program,

In further reply to Mr, Selfridge's letter, we presume that
this is the same locality described by Fred Farwell in an unpublished
USGS report. Farwell, however, reports the scheelite in the Phi Kappa
formation rather than in the quartz monzonite, and it is possible that
Farvell looked at a different depesit, although we believe it is the

Reference is made to your letter of May 6, wherein you
request a re-examination of the cited application. We will conduct
an examination as soon as possible; however, owing to heavy snow
conditions and to the high altitude of the property, it will probably
be late in June before the property will be accessible.

With regard to your reasons for a re-examination, we wish
to say that we realized the proposal submitted from the field was
sketchy, as to the target of the proposed work, and as to where it
was to be located, but we, nevertheless, submitted it in that manner
as we believed that a contract might be negotiated which could be
worked during the short season normal in that area. We thought that
if a contract was spproved, drilling could be started in the most
favorable target with subsequent drill sites to be selected after we
had closely examined the outcrop and also appraised the results of
initial drilling. Our location of four drill sites on the map was
merely for diagrammatic purposes. Some of those drill sites might be -
moved if the property was re-examined; however, there would be an even
greater chance they would be moved once the results of the initial
hole under the favorable outecrop location had been evaluated. For
these reasons, we believe the definite location of drill sites at this

.time is impracticable.

Our field examiner has informed us that he does not believe 554
any horizontal standpiping will be necessary for the proposed work. f?
If the holes are located at the base of the cliff below the contact o
they would collar in bedrock. Further, if they were drilled from ;?
the road cut no trouble is anticipated as it is believed the road &
cut is almost to solid rock. The talus, while covering the slope, is
not believed to be too deep.
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We doubt if further surface prospecting will be too
practical. Such work will have to be done by hand as the steep,
cliff-like hillside will not permit bulldozing. To the south, the

contact could be tested by dozing but this is well beyond the tungsten
outcrop.

We cannot prove that the property described by Fred Farwell,
in his memorandum attached to your letter, is the same property now
held by the Boise Dredging Company; although, from a casual study of
available reports, it would appear to be one and the same.

The applicant proposed 4 drifts (adits); the Field Team report
has substituted 4 diamond drill holes. The latter are estimated to cost
$7,975; the Government participation is estimated at $5,981.25., The
Field Team have secured approval of the applicant for the change to
drilling and, on this basis, they recommend approval.

The tungsten mineralization is reported to be at an igneous-
sedimentary contact. Reports of shipments and 4 samples confirm
the presence of tungsten. Much pertinent information is lacking, The
report does not mention surface trenching; there is an implication that
a "'cliff" is at or near the contact. In fact, horizontal diarnond drill
holes are proposed from surface stations. The examining engineer
was unable to locate tungsten minerals ''at the base of the outcrop"
southeast of the open-cut, There is no reference to an attemnpt to
locate an extension of tungsten mineralization north of the open cut.

The use of diamond drill holes to extend knowledge regarding
this deposit is of questionable value. There are few facts to indicate
the nature of the mineralization. The letter of April 14 says scheelite

~is '"reported to be quite continuous along the outcrop.' There is
nothing in the report to indicate any knowledge whatsoever about the
horizontal extent. This would seem to imply that the Field Team has
data not included in the Bowsher report.

Recommendations:
It is recommended that a letter be sent to the Field Team
requesting an opinion regarding the use of surface trenches or test

pits prior to diamond drilling.

As the report now stands, I would favor a re-examination

prior to approval,
