The Highland-Surprise Mining Company submitted an applica-
tion, dated May 3, 1954, for a DMEA contract to do the following
exploration work:

1. Drift and/or crosscut to the east on the 700 level from
the Surprise shaft for a distance of 3000 feet. From
these workings they proposed 3,000 feet of long-hole
drilling and 3,000 feet of diamond drilling. :

2. Drift and/or crosscut in a westerly direction 4,500
feet on the 1450 level off the Surprise shaft. From
these workings they proposed 4,500 feet of long-hole
drilling and 3,000 feet of diamond drilling.

3. Bulldoze a totsl of 500 hours on eastern claims of the
Highland-Surprise property.

A field exemination report by Verne C. Fryklund, dated July
19, 1954, notes that the applicant withdrew their proposal to do the
eastern exploration work referred to above under items 1 and 3, and
instead were interested in doing only the western work on the 1450
level. Fryklund states in his report that the western work on the
1450 level is warranted and should be considered as good exploration.
He notes, however, that in addition to the 1450 level work western
exploration should also include work on the 700 level. On the 700
level he proposes minor rehabilitation of the 700 level, 450 feet of
runaround or new drifting to bypass a caved area, 2,000 feet of
drifting and crosscutting, 1,500 feet of diamond drilling and 1000
feet of long-hole drilling. According to the Field Team, the operator
has agreed to do this proposed 700 level work but only after doing
work on the 1450 level.





The proposed exploration on the Highland-Surprise and Nevada-
Stewart property appears to be well founded and certainly warranted.

The zone has
strongly mineralized outcrops on the Nevada-Stewart property and con-
tained small but commercial ore bodies on the Nevada-Stewart adit level
at an elevation about 1250 feet above the 1450 level. There is every
geologic reason to believe these ore bodies, or similar ore bodies,
will extend downward into the area to be explored.

The project the Nevada-Stewart structures 1250 feet from the
lowermost level of the Nevada-Stewart to the 1450 level of the Highland-
Surprise is a major projection; therefore, it is believed that Fryklund's
proposal to do work on the intervening 700 level is justified.

Enclosed are four copies of a cost analysis of the cited
application by E. G. Erickson of the Bureau of Mines, four copies
of an analysis and recommendations by V. C. Fryklund of the Geological
Survey, and two copies of a map submitted by the company showing
claims and underground workings on the Highland-Surprise and Nevada-
Stewart properties. A geologic map of the area to the sast of the
Highland shaft where the company originally proposed to explore on
the 700-foot level has been received, Inasmuch as the company has
withdrawn this part of the application, however, we are not forward-

We believe that most of the points raised in your letter
of May 20, 195}, are taken care of by the enclosed material and our
letter of June 28, 1954, which transmitted an agreement between the
Nevada-Stewart Company and the Highland-Surprise Consolidated Mining
Company.

Discussion of Costs

Applicant's estimated unit costs for performing work items
Nos. 1 - 5 above were $52, $57, $60, $1, and $4.75 per foot, and his
total estimated cost of the project was $261,750.00.

The cost of untimbered drift ahd crosscut was reduced $13/ft.,
from $52/ft. to $39/ft. The applicant's additional costs for timber
support ($5/ft.) and for double timbering ($3/ft.) were considered in
line. v .

Although only one heading is recommended, the Operator's cost
estimate for a one heading operation cannot be considered and he .was
informed of the fact.

Iﬁdirect costs or prorated costs were reduced $1.20 by
eliminating the cost of a foreman, which brought the total of this
item more in line.

The Sidney mine because of modern plant and current operation
is considered the cheaper operating property, and this is evidenced by
the applicant's estimates (see Docket No. DMEA 3324). The Spokane-Idaho
and Highland-Surprise mines are.considered . about the same except that
the Spokane-Idaho (Docket No. DMEA 3333) has more headings included in
their recommended program as well as known ore reserves. The Highland-
Surprise has only an insignificant ore reserve; therefore,. prorated or
indirect costs are higher.

A letter to Mr. Weissenborn from Mr. Selfridge, dated May 20, 1954,
mentions present drifting costs through March as being $28.40/ft. The
drifting referred to was performed during an early part.of the contract
and the cost of $28.A0/ft. was commented on previously (see memorandum
to Field Team from Erickson and Fryklund dated March 26, 1953).

INTRODUCTION

The Highlend-Surprise Consolidated Mining Company,
Wallace, Idaho, is completing an exploration project that has explored
the downward extensions of ore shoots on the Highland vein and the
Surprise vein. This contract is Idm-E63. Exploration to date has
resulted in the discovery of only minor amounts of ore.

This new application is for underground exploretion of an
entirely different target in the Nevada-Stewart property, west of
the Highland-Surprise mine workings.

SUMMARY AND RECOMMENDATIONS

The original company request on this application was to
explore to the east on their 700-foot level, and to the west, under
Neveda-Stewart ground, on their 1450-foot level., On advice of this
office, the company withdrew the proposal to explore to the east and
now desires to explore only Neveda-Stewart ground from the 1450 level
of the Highland-Surprise mine; this work to consist of 4,500 feet of
drifting and crosscutting, 4,500 feet of long-hole drilling, and
5,000 feet of diemond drilling,

Approximately 2,500 feet of drift will follow the Surprise
vein westward, 1,100 feet to be in Highland-Surprise ground, the
remainder of the drifting and crosscutting to be in Nevada-Stewart
ground. The crosscutting will be northward from the west end of
the drift to intersect structures that have been explored up above
on the Nevada-Stewart adit level. Additional drifting will follow
favorable structures disclosed by crosscutting and diamond drilling.





My recommendations are:

1. Exploration west of the Highland-Surprise mine is
warranted. Evidence available indicates that the existence of ore
shoots in the area is structurally permissive; in addition, one
structure on the Nevada-Stewart adit level, explored by the. Bureau
of Mines and the company, contains ore. ‘

2. The western exploration should be conducted from both

the 700 and 1450 levels, the work to be done successively, the 1450

level work first. The completion of work on the 700 level should
not be contingent upon results on_the 1450 level. ‘

. 3. Additional funds for about 450 feet of runaround, minor
rehabilitation of 700 level, 2,000 feet of drifting and crosscutting,
1,500 feet of diamond drilling, and 1,000 feet of longholing on the
TO0- level should be made available.

LOCATION
‘ The Highland-Surprise property is in the Pine Creek area
of the Coeur d'Alene district in sec. 35, T. 48 N., R. 2 E, The
East Fork road from Pinehurst is blacktopped; the road from the East
Fork of Pine Creek to the mine is a fair graveled road which is-
also used by the Sidney mine,
DESCRIPTION OF PROFPERTY

The Nevade-Stewart mine consists of one level shown on the

. applicant's map. During previous work, air and equipment were pro-

vided by the Highland-Surprise mine. The applicant's map shows the
location of pertinent claims. The Highland-Surprise mine, from which
the work will be done, has been described in the application for
Contract No. Idm-E63.

GENERAL GEOLOGY

The country rock of the Pine Creek area is principally
Prichard formation, although east of the Highland-Surprise mine
the Burke formation is present., The Prichard formation has been
divided into lower and upper members. The lower Prichard is "thin
to thick bedded, light to dark gray argillite, laminated in part,"
interbedded with "white to light gray, subvitreous to vitreous
quartzite" (Explanation on USGS map "Smelterville and Vicinity
Quadrangle"). The upper Prichard is described as "thin- to thick-
bedded, light gray to white, pure to argillaceous quartzite inter-
bedded with thinly laminated, dark gray argillite." Argillite in
this case is a district term and much of the argillite is actually






very fine-grained, dark quartzite; in other districts much of the
thickly bedded material would be called graywacke. Other portions
might well be classified as shales and slates,

Bedding attitudes in the vicinity of the Highland-Surprise
mine are diverse, but in general show a northwesterly strike and a
southerly dip. '

Economically, the most significant structural feature of
the Pine Creek area is the Yreka shear zone, The productive mines
in the Pine Creek area, except for the Douglas and Constitution
mines, are on this shear zone. (See map 1). The productive veins
are: the Sunset, the Denver, the New vein in Nabob mine, the Sidney,
those in the Nevada-Stewart mine, the Surprise, and the Highland vein,

Productive veins of the Pine Creek area, except for the
stibnite-bearing veins, are composed mainly of pyrite, carbonetes,
derk glassy quartz, pyrrhotite, sphalerite and galena. Pyrrhotite
is abundant and it is the characteristic gangue mineral.

GEOLOGY OF THE NEVADA-STEWART AREA

The surface geology of the Nevada-Stewart area is shown
on the "Smelterville and Vicinity Quadrangle," placed on open file
by the U. S. Geological Survey in 1953, The area was trenched in
1948 but the trenches are now caved and cammot be remapped. I have
seen detailed maps in the files of other operating companies that
show the existence of several west trending structures in the area.

The Nevada-Stewart area was drilled by the Bureau of Mines
in 194k, No Report of Investigations was published but the surface
geology was mapped by F. C. Armstrong of the Geological Survey--
who also logged the core--and a Strategic Minerals Investigations map
was put on open file (Portion of Nevada-Stewart Property, Yreka
Mining District, Shoshone County, Idaho).

Included with this memorandum is a longitudinal section
through the Nevada-Stewart area prepared by the applicant showing the
Bureau of Mines drill hole intersections and places where minor

amounts of ore were stoped in 1952 and 1953. Mining was stopped
vhen the price of zinc dropped in 1953,

ORE RESERVES IN THE NEVADA-STEWART AREA

Reserves in the Nevada-Stewart mine are minor and there
is no justification for figuring any inferred tonnage below the adit

level with present meager information, (See applicant's longitudinal
section submitted with this memorandum).






Of some interest, however, are the production figures
from the Sidney mine, immediately to the west and the Highland-Surprise
mine, immediately to the east. The Highland-Surprise mine (figures
to end of 1953) has produced 512,778 tons of ore from which
66,072,593 pounds of zinc and 21,478,828 pounds of lead have been
recovered, The Sidney mine from 1921 to the end of 1953 produced
812,806 tons-of ore from which 152,864,000 pounds of zinc and
77,992,000 pounds of lead were recovered,

These figures have considerable significance in view of
the fact that the two properties lie in the Yreka shear zone, and are
on each side of the target area. .

EXPLORATION IN THE PINE CREEK AREA

Inasmuch as the preponderance of productive mines are
on the Yreka shear zone (see map 1), it wowld appear that the most
sultable targets for exploration in the Pine Creek ares are the un-
explored portions of the shear zone. As shown on Nelson and Smith's
map of the area (Surface Geology of the Pine Creek area, Shoshone
County, Idsho, Strategic Minerals Investigation Preliminary Map),
several unexplored gaps occur along the Yreka zone. One such is the
deep zone between the Nevada-Stewart west end line and the Highland-
Surprise mine workings.,

¢ A cross section of the Yreka shear zone at any point may
show only one known vein or several known parallel veins. For example,
the Denver vein is about 1,000 feet in the footwall of the Sidney vein,
The Highland vein is about 150 feet in the footwall of the Surprise
vein,

The area to be explored contains several known veins, which
.include: 3 veins in the Nevada-Stewart tunnel, the Surprise vein
that has been traced across Nevada-Stewart ground from Highland-
Surprise ground, and the Canary veins that were exposed in the 1948
trenching on the Nevada-Stewart ground. Good possibilities of others
exist, which, together with the known veins at higher levels, make
up the target of this exploration project.

PROPOSED EXPLORATION OF NEVADA-STEWART AREA

The applicant proposes to do h,500 feet of drifting and
crosscutting, 4,500 feet of long hole drilling, and 3,000 feet of
diamond drilling in the Nevada-Stewart area, this work to be done from
the Highland-Surprise 1450 level,

Approximately 2,500 feet of drift will explore the Surprise
vein, 1,100 feet of this footage to be in Highland-Surprise ground.
Crosscutting to the north will explore the veins exposed in the Nevada-
Stevart adit level, Diamond drilling will explore veins south of the
Surprise wvein,






This exploration has considerable merit in that it will
explore the full width of the Yreka shear zone, at this point on
the order of 2,500 feet wide, at depth in an area where previous
Government exploration has demonstrated the existence of ore. I
do question whether all the exploration should be confined to the
1450 level. If the veins in the Nevada-Stewart area should prove
to be barren on the 1450 level, there will be no proof that ore is
not present at higher elevations (Nabob exploration for example).
I believe that funds should be made available so that additional
drifting, crosscutting, and drilling can be done on the 700 level;
otherwise, the exploration of this block of ground will be insdequate.
Unit costs as determined by Erickson for 1450 level work should be
applicable to the 700 level work.

. An abortive attempt at such exploration has been made by
drifting westward from the Highland-Surprise 700 level (the loca-~
tion of the drift is shown on the applicant's mep). The drift was
not carried far enough west nor were crosscuts northward to the
vein zone made. I was out to the end of the 700 level in 1952 and
found that all track and pipe had been pulled. If this level is
to be rehabilitated, track and pipe would have to be replaced,
some of the curves slabbed, and a runaround driven near the shaft
as the present drift is caving at the No. 1 ore shoot.

I feel that if a contract is awarded it should specify
that the zone be explored on 2 levels.

Our present exploration contract, No. Idm-E63, is nearly completed and
while the results of this project have been largely negative so far as
development of commercial ore is concerned, we do not believe that they can
be considered as entirely discouraging. The vein structures on which we
worked showed considerable strength and persistence on all the levels explored
in either direction, east or west, promising encouraging results from a
lateral exploration program. .

Our Surprise shaft is down to the 1850 level, elevation 1, L6l feet and
the Highland shaft is at the 700 level, elevatlon 2,568 feet. This shows
that considerable vertical development has been accomplished in the past
but comparatively limited lateral development has been done. We believe
that this fact, together with the favorable geological conditions, offer
good chances for an extensive lateral exploration program. Following are
geological summaries and cost analyses covering the three proposals:

Proposal No. 1:

Target and general outlay:

The proposal aims generally to explore the country lying east of
the Government Gulch Fault and defined by the Placer Creek Fault to.
the south. We would like to cross the Government Gulch Fault in the
shortest possible direction on the 700 level of the Surprise main
shaft by starting a diagonal crosscut about 50 feet west of the
Highland shaft, as shown on the enclosed map. After crossing the
Government Gulch Fault, the crosscut would be driven toward the down-
ward extension of the several veins which can be identified and followed
on the surface as shown on the same map. After reaching the vein zone,
the strongest vein would be followed and the rest of the structures
tested by long hole and diamond drilling. .

Geological conditiohs:

The Government Gulch Fault is the dividing factor between the
Prichard argillite and the Upper Prichard and Burke formations in
this area. The fracturing responsible for the deposition strikes
northwest and dips southwest.

Outcrops of four veins have been followed in this area east of
the fault, two of them for several thousand feet toward the east. The
general strlke of the outcropping veins is northeast with apparently a

50 southeasterly dip. Bulldozer trenches have cut the vein zone in
~ several places as indicated on the enclosed map. Some of the trenches
followed the veins for several hundred feet on the strike and exposed
structures several feet wide with heavy iron and minor lead, zinc and
quartz content.

7 There was an attempt in 1948 to explore the downward extension of
these promising veins by three diamond drill holes collared on the
surface. :

Hole No. 1 was a combined NX, AX and EX hole, 498 feet long, shown
on the enclosed map. This hole penetrated the farthest northern ore
zone only and stopped on a dike vein north of the Placer Creek Fault.
In this hole 3 feet of oxidized outcrop material was cut. The sector
from 3l feet to 61 feet contains quartzite with considerable iron oxide
staining and a substantial amount of pyrite casts.

One other vein zone was cut by this hole between 303 and 336 feet
where broken slates are reported with considerable amount of siderite-
calcite stringers and quartz. ‘

This hole penetrated only a part of the width of the zone to be
explored and is inconclusive because of the fact that it is located
very close to the junction of the Government and Placer Creek Faults,

Hole No, 2 was located and collared in a dozer trench and penetrated
the formation at an angle of -30°. This hole was 382 feet long and it
was collared right in one of the vein outcrops. The first 65 feet cut
oxidized outcrop slates showing superficial bleaching with considerable
amounts of limonite throughout with complete sections.

The second ore zone was entered by thiéfﬁqié at 315 feet where a
35 feet wide zone of quartz, low grade sphalerite and pyrrhotite was cut.

Hole No. 3 was located in the same bulldozer trench as hole No. 2
and it was collared in the same outcrop. This hole is 377 feet long
and drilled at an angle of -309. A 50 foot zone of oxidized, superficially
bleached slates was cut with considerable scattered limonite. The last
limonite occurs in this zone at 101 feet.

The second vein zone has been logged between 331 and 373 feet where
thin-laminated slates were recorded but by stringers of carbonates,
pyrite and minor quartz. A

Core iogs of the all holes referred to are available. Sectors of
the holes were drilled by plug bit. Sections through holes 1, 2 and 3
are enclosed.

No drifting operations have penetrated the area east of the
Government Gulch Fault on owr property. The 100 level, elevation 3,071
feet, was extdnded approximately 600 feet east of the Highland shaft.
This level, at present completely caved, is the closest approach to
the fault. A 650 feet long diamond drill hole, No. 11, was drilled from
the face of this drift. No core log of the hole is available, except

' some geological information plotted on a map., We are showing this drift
as well as the diamond drill hole on our enclosed map. We believe that
drilling results could hardly be considered conclusive, even if more
information about the hole were available, because this hole was located
in the most fractured ground of the property at the junction of the
Govermment Gulch and Placer Creek Faults.

Our target is east of the area explored by the drift on the 100
level and diamond drill hole No. 11 and our aim is to cross this
fractured zone the shortest way, away from the mentioned junction of
the two major faults.
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- ‘At this point we would like to call attention to the fact that
the nearest major producer in this area is the Page Mine and that
' ) there is an amazing similarity in the gological conditions of the Page
. zone and the area we propose to explore. Both zones are east of the
Government Gulch Fault in Upper Prichard and Burke formations with
similar strike and dip of the bedding as well as of the vein structures.
We believe that this similarity should not be overlooked.

Finally we would like to point out that, according to the experiences
of the rest of the district, higher lead and silver values can be expected
in the Upper Prichard and Burke formations. We firmly believe that the
geological conditions justify this proposal and that positive results
can be reasonably expected.

Choice of level:

The diamond drill hole cut the ore horizons at approximately
3,300 feet elevation; our main adit level, No. 4 tunnel, is driven
at an elevation of 3,151 feet. Therefore the idea to explore the
area in question from this level was not feasible because it does not
offer sufficient ground above the tunnel level.

The next level to be considered was the 700, We believe this to
be the most favorable level for our purposes even though some rehabilitation
work must be done here. We expect to be able to cross the faulted zone
from this level in the shortes possible distance and, further, we will
have good ventilation conditions because' the proposed crosscut will be
started practically from the Highland shaft.

. ‘ Cost analysis:

In calculating the unit costs in all of our proposals it was
necessary for us to assume that by the time this.application is approved
and operations:started there will be no substantial stoping ore left in
the properties involved. As a result of this fact, all the indirect
costs must necessarily be charged against this proaect only. This raises
the unit cost above the level of our old contract where the indirect
costs were partly absorbed by some stoping operations.

Practicelly all the production of the past year came from the
fringe areas of the old ore shoots and stoping of those areas offers
us production possibilities for a limited time only.

The 700 level is in very good shape but 1500 feet of rail and pipe
has been removed and must be replaced. We are enclosing a detailed
‘ calculation of ‘this rehabilitation work. In this connection, we would
: like to mention that the completion of this rehabilitation work will
offer some limited new stoping possibilities on the 700 level, the
income and royalty fram which should support the idea of do:.ng this
work.

In our cost summary we show the costs for untimbered, timbered and
double timbered drift according to the expected length of each section.
. We expect a short section of double timbered drift while crossing the

. fault zone. The expected length of the timbered and double timbered
sections shown in our proposal should be considered as maximum; in case
they are shorter than expected the cost will be reduced accordingly.
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: Attached as Exhibit A to this application is a detail of our cost
‘ ‘ calculations based on the assumption that Proposals 1 and 2 will be
carried on concurrently on a basis of six days per week, two shifts
per day.

Proposal No. 2:

Target and general outlay:

This proposal aims to explore a virtually unexplored area of the
Pine Creek ore belt between the Highland-Surprise and the Sidney ore
} bodies. The proposal involves approximately l,500 feet of drifting and
crosscuttlng.»

We are proposing to extend the present drift on the 1450 level of
thetmain Surprise shaft in a westerly direction through the Nevada
Stewart property to its west end line, following the Surprise vein
structure. This drift would be approximately 2,500 feet long, 1,100
feet in Highland-Surprise and about 1,400 feet 1n Nevada Stewart
property.

On the basis of the results of this operation and at the most
suitable place we would like to crosscut in Nevada Stewart ground from
the Surprise vein zone to the Nevada-Sidney-Nabob vein zone. This
northerly crosscut would be approximately 1,200 feet long. The most
promising vein of this Nevada-Sidney-Nabob zone would be followed
westerly and possibly easterly for a total distance of approximately

. 800 feet., The rest of the zone would be explored by long hole and
diamond drilling.

All work in Nevada Stewart property'would be done by Highland-
Surprise under an agreement with the Nevada Stewart Company.

Geological conditions:

The main Surprise structure and several parallel vein structures
can be and have been traced on the surface for several thousand feet
west of the present west face of our 1450 level. This face now shows
a 30 inches wide vein with 1.2% lead and 2.1% zinc content.

Diamond drill hole No. 1440, drilled from the present face to the
north, cut two feet of solid pyrrhotite at a distance of 1l feet. The
same pyrrhotlte vein was cut in approximately the same position 70 feet

‘ east from hole No. 1L4lO. Core logs and core of diamond drill hole No.
. 1440 are available and the holes and position of the drift face are
shown on the enclosed map. A

. We-recentiy startéd a short stopé in this section of the drift
- } to determine whether the grade of the ore may improve above the drift.
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‘ The pyrrhotite vein which was diamond drilled in the footwall seems
‘ to be a split vein from the main structure. .

These facts show that there #hab thkes=e is a definitely promising
structure here which we would like to follow to thé west. This country
is a virtually unexplored sector lying between two producers, the
Highland-Surprise and the Sidney mines.

Extensive surface diamond drilling done by the U. S. Government in
1948 exposed a wide zone of mineralization lying approximately 1,200 feet
north of the Highland-Surprise vein zone in this area. This zone is the
second target of our-Propesal No. 2. The enclosed cross section A-A
through this country indicates diagrammatically the position of the vein
zones and the vertically projected property lines.

" This zone has not been explored at depth so far; our proposal is
the first attempt to penetrate this area at this elevation, 1,852 feet,
which is approximately 800 feet below the lowest workings of adjoining
properties.

As a result of the encouwraging diamond drilling done by the

Government, the lower Nevada tunnel followed this persistent vein
structure at an elevation of 3,068 feet as shown .on the enclosed map.
Short commercial ore shoots were developed at this elevation. There
was another attempt to develop this promising country from the 700
level of the main Surprise shaft, at an elevation of 2,568 feet, but

the level was not extended far enough to enter the zone we are proposing

' to explore.

Besides these facts a theory has been developed by leading
geologists of the district indicating that both the lower Nevada tunnel
and the 700 level easterly extension are located in a barren zone between
two productive ore horizons, projected horizontally from the Nabob,
through the Sidney, to the east end of the Nevada Stewart property.

A logical conclusion, based on available geological information, is
that the Nevada Stewart property, unexplored at depth, represents a
missing link in the chain of ore bodies of the Pine Creek belt. We feel,
therefore, that conditions justify the exploration of this area and that
there are good chances of success. TWe feel further that our thO level
offers a favorable location to start this project.

" Choice of level:

‘ . As we mentioned above, the 700 level of the main Surprise shaft
is the only one besides the 1450 level which is far enough in a westerly
direction to be considered for this proposal. Besides the possibility
that the barren zone mentioned above can be projected from the Nabob
to the Nevada Stewart on or close to the 700 level, there are other
reasons why the 700 level should not be chosen for this project. There
is neither rail nor pipeline going east from the shaft on this level;

) the grade is not ideal; and the drift has several sharp curves which

. would hinder fast and economical transportation. The station is small
and the pockets would be a bottleneck if we are also using them for
muck from an easterly drift on the same level as outlined in Proposal

‘No. 1.

There is no rehabilitation work involved on the 1450 level; it is,

for all practlcal purposes, as far west as the 700 level and operations
-0 ‘ can be started at any time. :

Long hole drilling in both proposals No. 1 and No. 2:

We are suggesting that diamond drilling for éxploration guidance
purposes be replaced by long hole drilling for all holes up to 150 feet.
According to the experience with up to date long hbdle drilling equipment
which is available there is a chance for a considerable saving of time
and money by using this method of exploration. In our conditions we
believe that we can expect a daily advance of 100 feet of long hole
drilling as compared with an average daily advance of 15 feet by diamond
drilling. Cost would be approximately $1.00 per foot. for long hole
drilling against $L.75 per foot for diamond drilling.

Careful following of the drilling results should furnish us with at
least as’ good geological information as is obtained from diamond drilling,
We are suggesting the use of long hole drilling at 200 feet intervals in
both hangingwalksiand footwalls of the drifts which will be driven.

Diamond drilling:

Diamond drilling is proposed for holes longer than 150 feet, up to
possibly 500 feet. The location of both the long holes and the dlamond

drill holes would be decided by agreement with the DMEA Field Team after
study of the latest geological information.

. ‘ We would suggest the same rule for the location of the crosscuts

‘ and for the decision as to which vein to follow with a drift if several
parallel veins are available. We believe a flexible cooperation with
the field teams is the best guarantee of efficiently carrying out the
proposed operations. '

Proposal No. 3.

As mentioned in our Proposal No. 1, several vein structures can be
traced on the sniface eastward from the outcrop of the Highland ore body.
There are indications that those structures continue to the east but
outcrops have not been observed because of lack of exposure in this
rugged territory. We would like to carry on with the bulldozing work
which was started in this area. .

The drafting of Annex I, setting forth the descrip-
tion of the property and stating the Operator's interest in
the property has to be deferred until the description and
the interests are more explicitly stated by the Operator.

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- (d)- The Operator shall preserve and maintain his right, title, and interest in the land and his right
to the possession thereof for the purposes of this contract, and shall devote the land and all existing
improvements; facilities, buildings, installations, and appurtenances to the purposes of this contract.
Until the lapse of the time within which the Government may make a certification of discovery or
development without any such certification having been made, and after any such certification has been
made, the Operator shall neither transfer, convey, nor surrender the land nor any right, title, or interest
therein, nor permit nor suffer any claim, lien, or encumbrance thereon, without expressly referring to and
providing in the instrument of conveyance, lien, or encumbrance for the preservation of the Government’s
right to a percentage royalty on production and lien for the payment thereof.

ARTICLE 5. Contribution by the Government.—A fixed cost for each unit of work to be performed
(per foot of drifting, per foot of drilling, per hour of operations, etc.) is hereby agreed upon, and
is set forth in Exhibit “A” in connection with the estimated total cost of the project in the sum

of $295.,440.00 The Government will contribute .2Q.. percent of the fixed unit costs as

work is performed, in a total sum not in excess of $147.:720.00 : Provided, That until the
Operator has rendered to the Government his final report, and any final auditing required by the Gov-
ernment has been made, and a final settlement of the contract has been made, the Government may with-
hold from the last voucher or vouchers such sums as it sees fit not in excess of 10 percent of the estimated
total cost of the work. The Government will make its contribution on the basis of the monthly vouchers
referred to in Article 6 (b), but all payments by the Government are provisional only, subject to audit, until
the account between the Operator and the Government is finally audited and settled. To the extent that
‘excesses over fixed unit costs or any excess over the estimated total cost may be necessary for the per-
formance of the work, the Operator shall incur and pay such excesses for his own account without con-
tribution by the Government. The Government may make payments directly to independent contractors
and.suppliers for the account of the Operator. rather than to the Operator.

‘ARTICLE 6. Reports, accounts, audits.—(a) Operator’s records.—The Operator shall keep suit-
able records and accounts of the units of work performed and of any production in which the Govern-
ment may have an interest; and shall preserve those with respect to work performed for at least three
years after final payment by the Government, and those with respect to production for at least three
years after any obligation to pay royalties to the Government has terminated. The Government may
inspect and audit said records and accounts at-any time, either by itself or by a certified public account-
ant. The Comptroller General of the United States or his representative, until the expiration of said
three-year periods, shall have access to and the right to examine any pertinent books, documents, papers,
and records of the Operator. All of the Operator’s vouchers and records and accounts relating thereto
and the Government’s payments thereof remain subject to adjustment until final audit by the Government.
. (b) Progress reports and vouchers—The Operator shall provide the Government with five copies
of monthly progress reports in three sections as follows: (1) Operator’s Monthly Report and Voucher
showing a detailed statement of units.of work performed during the reporting period; (2) Operator’s
Unit Cost and Progress Report showing the various types of work performed during the reporting
ggriod._and the fixed unit costs incurred for each type of work; and (3) -a Narrative Report.of the. work

performed during the reporting period including adequate engineering-geological maps or sketches, drill
hole logs and locations, and assay reports on samples taken concurrently with advance in mineralized
ground. (Forms for reporting under (1) and (2) above will be provided by the Government.)

(c) Final report—Upon completion of the work or termination of the Government’s obligation to
contribute to costs, the Operator shall furnish the Government with five copies of a final report (in
addition to the final progress report and voucher). This final report shall include-a geological and engi-
neering evaluation of the results of the work performed under the contract with an estimate of the ore
reserves resulting from such work, complete assay data, adequate geological and engineering maps or
sketches, and a summary of the work performed and the unit costs thereof.

(d) Report of sales.—The Operator shall provide the Government with suitable accounting and
documentary evidence covering all production to which the Government’s percentage royalty relates, such
as copies of smelter or concentrator settlement sheets, and certified accounts of production and sale or
other disposition of production.

(e) Compliance with requirements.—If in the opinion of the Government any of the Operator’s
reports, records, or accounts are insufficient or incomplete, or if the Operator fails to make them, the
Government may procure the making or completion of such with suitable attachments as an expense of
the work to which the Operator shall contribute. The Government may withhold approval and payment
of any vouchers relating to insufficient or incomplete reports, records or accounts.

ARTICLE 7. Repayment by Operator—(a) Certification.—If the Government considers that a
discovery or development from which production may be made has resulted from the work, the Govern-
ment, at any time not later than six months after a sufficient final report and final account (see Article
6) has been rendered, may so certify in writing to the Operator. Such certification shall describe broadly
or indicate the nature of the discovery or development.

(b) Royalty on production.—The Operator, as principal if the Operator is the producer, or as surety
if the Operator is not the producer, shall pay to the Government a royalty on all minerals mined or
produced from the land, as follows: (1) regardless of any certification of discovery or development,
from the date of the contract until the lapse of the time within which the Government may make such
certification, or until the total net amount contributed by the Government without interest is fully repaid,
whichever occurs first; or (2) if the Government makes a certification of discovery or development,
within a period of ten years from the date of the contract, or until the total net amount contributed by
the Government without interest is fully repaid, whichever occurs first.

(¢) Basis for computation.—The Government’s royalty shall be a percentage of the gross proceeds
(including any bonuses, premiums, allowances, or other benefits) from the production sold, in the form
sold (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent), at the point of delivery (the f. o. b. point) ; except, that
charges of the buyer arising in the regular course of business, and shown as deductions on the buyer’s
settlement sheets, on account of the cost of treatment processes performed by the buyer, sampling and
assaying to determine the value of the production sold, and freight paid by the buyer to a carrier (not
the Operator), shall be allowed as deductions in arriving at the “gross proceeds” as that term is used
herein. Any costs of treatment processes, sampling or assaying, or transportation, performed or paid
by the Operator or by anyone other than the buyer, are not deductible in arriving at the “gross proceeds”
as that term is here used. The term “treatment processes,” as here used, means those processes (such as
milling, concentrating, smelting, refining, or equivalent) applied to the crude ore or other production after
it is extracted from the ground, to put it into a commercially marketable form; excluding fabricating or
manufacturing. :

(d) Unsold production.—If any production (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent), after the lapse
of six months from the date the ore was extracted from the ground, remains neither sold nor used by
the Operator in integrated manufacturing or fabricating operations (for instance, if it is stockpiled),
the Government, at its option, as long as it so remains, may require the computation and payment of .
its royalty on the value of such production in the form (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent) it is in
when the Government elects to require computation and payment. If any production is used by the
Operator in integrated manufacturing or fabricating operations before the Government makes its elec-
tion, the Government’s royalty on such production shall be computed on the value thereof in the form in
which and at the time when it is so used.

(e) Percentages of royalty—The percentages of the Government’s royalty shall be as follows:

(f) Time for computation and payment.—The Government’s royalty shall be computed and paid
currently upon each lot sold, held, or used in integrated operations, as the case may be, as above provided
in this article.

(g) Lien for payment.—To secure the payment of its percentage royalty, there is hereby granted to
the Government a lien upon the land or the Operator’s interest in the land and upon any production of
minerals therefrom, until the royalty claim is extinguished by lapse of time or is fully paid.

(h) Notice to purchasers.—The Operator shall give notice of the Government’s claim for royalty
to any purchaser of the production, and shall authorize and direct such purchaser to pay the royalty
directly to the Government and to furnish the Government with copies of the settlement sheets. If the
records of any production and sales or other disposition of production, whether the production is by the
Operator or by others, are not made available to the Government, the amount of the royalty may be
estimated by the Administrator, Defense Minerals Exploration Administration, or his successor, and his
estimate thereof shall be final and binding upon the Operator.

(i) No obligation to produce.—Nothing in this contract is to be construed as imposing any obligation
on the Operator or the Operator’s successor in interest to engage in any production operations.

(j) Government not obligated to buy.—Nothing in this contract shall be construed as imposing any
obligation on the Government to purchase any minerals mined or produced from the land.

ARTICLE 8. Termination of the Government’s obligations.—(a) If in the opinion of the Govern-
ment operations at any time have failed to achieve anticipated results that indicate the probability of
making a worthwhile discovery, and in the opinion of the Government further operations are not justi-
fied, the Government may give the Operator written notice thereof, and thereupon the Government shall
be free of all obligation to pay on account of units of work not then performed, and the Operator shall
be free of all further obligation to prosecute the work other than such as may be necessary and incidental
to winding up, reporting, and accounting.

(b) If in the opinion of the Government the Operator is in any manner in default under the terms
of the contract, the Government may give the Operator written notice of such default with a specification
of reasonable time within which the default must be cured; and if the Operator fails to cure such default
as required, thereupon the Government shall be relieved of all obligation to pay on account of units of
work not performed when the notice was given, and the Operator shall be free of all obligation to prose-
cute the work other than such as may be necessary and incidental to winding up, reporting, and account-
ing. The remedy provided for the Government in this paragraph “(b)” is in addition to any other remedy
provided in this contract, and in addition to any other remedy the law may provide for breach of contract.

(¢) The giving of any notice by the Government under the provisions of this Article 8 shall not
affect the Government’s rights as provided for.in the contract with respect to a percentage royalty, and
such rights shall be fully preserved.

Also this agreament should specify the
partionlar claims rather than jmt "m-s&mxt properties.”

When these matters are taken care of we believe that the
Washington office will be ready to send cut m contract.

It appears that the proposed exploration is to
be carried out on certain property part of which is owned
by Nevada-Stewart Mining Company and part owned by the
applicant. In the description of land submitted by Mr.
Griswold four claims listed as owned by Nevada-Stewart
Mining Company: Nevada Stewart, East Pine, Fresno, and
Red Cloud, are not included in the Owner's Consent to Lien
executed by that Company. If these four claims are to be
included in the project, it will be necessary either to
revise the present Owner's Consent to Lien to include them
or else to have Nevada-Stewart Mining Company execute a new
Owner's Consent to Lien to cover them.

The interest of the applicant in that part of
the property owned by Nevada-Stewart Mining Company seems
to me to be on a very shaky basis, but if the applicant is
willing to put up its 50 percent of the money involved, and
if Nevada-Stewart Mining Company executes the necessary
Owner's Consent to Lien referred to above, I do not think
the interest of the Government will be jeopardized by any
dispute which might arise between the two companies as to
property rights. Although I will approve the contract with-
out objection to these doubtful property interests, for
the sake of the record and your information I will explain
what the points are:

The applicant's interest in the property of
Nevada-Stewart Mining Company depends upon an agreement
dated June 21, 1954, which refers to one or more earlier
agreements between the same parties dated May 24, 1954.
Apparently this earlier "agreement" is nothing but min-
utes of the Board of Directors of Nevada-Stewart Mining
Company dated May 24, 1954. Neither the agreement dated
June 21, 1954, nor the minutes dated May 24, 1954,
describe the property that is referred to, except as the
"Nevada-Stewart property.' The agreement dated June 21,
1954, recites that: "This contract shall be perpetual
as long as the Highland-Surprise desires and is financially
able to continue . . ." Such a contract concerning real
property is of doubtful validity and probably could be
voided -at any time by either party.

In spite of the foregoing, the exploration con-
tract accompanied by a suitable Owner's Consent to Lien
will be sufficient in my opinion to protect the Govern-
ment's royalty interest, and if Highland-Surprise is not
concerned by it I think that the Government need not be.
However, this is a large contract and you may wish to
give the matter further administrative consideration.

Should you deem it desirable that the property
interest as between the applicant and Nevada-Stewart
should be clarified, this could be done by requiring these
companies to enter into a written agreement replacing that
of June 21, 1954, specifically describing the property
with which it deals, giving Highland-Surprise the right
of possession and to explore and mine for a fixed term of
years, and otherwise setting the matter forth in more cer-
tain and explicit fashion.

b. ’Percentage royalty.—-The Operetor 4T - hie Successor in interest;-shall’ pay to the
Government a royalty on all minerals mined or produced from the land descrlbed in Article 2; -—(1)
regardless of any certification of -discovery or development, from the date of the contract until
the lapse of the time within which the Government may make such oertlflcatlon of dlscovery or
development, or until the total net 'amount oontrlbuted by the Government w1thout 1nterest is
fully repaid, whichever occurs flrst unless the Government walves 1ts rlght to a royalty, or (R)
if the Government makes a oertlfxcatlon ‘of dlscovery or development for a period of ‘ten years
(or other period fixed by the contract) from the date of the contract, or until the total net
amount contributed by the Government, without interest, is fully repaid, whichever occurs first.
Said royalty shall be a percentage of the net smelter returns, the net concentrator returns or
other net amounts realized from the sale or otherdlsp081t10n of any "such productlon(lncludlng any
bonuses), in whatever form disposed of, including ore, concentrates, or metal, as follows:

{a) One and one-half (1%) per cent of any such net amounts not in excess of eight dollars
($8.00) per ton.

(b) One and one-half (1}) per cent of any such net amounts, plus one-half (%) per cent
of such net amounts for each additional full fifty cents ($0.50) by which such net amounts
exceed eight dollars ($8.00) per ton, but not in excess of five (5) per cent of such net
amounts.

(For instance: the percentage royalty on a net amount of five dollars ($5.00) per ton,
would be one and one-half (13) per cent; on a net amount of ten dollars ($10.00) per ton,
three and one-half (34) per cent.)

c. Definitions.—-—As here used, '"net smelter returns", "net concentrator returns", and
"other net amounts realized from the sale or other disposition", mean gross revenue from sales;
or if not sold, the market value of the material after it is mined in the form in which and the
place where it is held. 1In the case of integrated operations in which the material is not disposed
of as such, these terms mean what is or would be gross income from mining operations for percentage
depletion purposes in income tax determination.

: d. Lien_ for Payment.--To secure the payment of its percentage royalty, the Government
shall have and is hereby granted a lien upon the land described in Article 2 and upon any pro-
duction of mlnerals therefrom, until the royalty claim is extinguished by lapse of time or is fully
paid.

e. Notice to Purchasers.--The Operator shall notify any purchaser of the production of
the Government's royalty interest, and shall authorize and direct the purchaser to pay the royalty
directly to the Government and to furnish the Government with copies of the settlement sheets; but
failure or refusal by the purchaser to comply shall not relieve the Operator of liability to pay
any royalty falling due.

f. No Obligation to Produce.--This article is‘not’to be construed as imposing any obli-
gation on the Operator or the Operator's successor in interest to engage in any mining or production
operations.
