It and the North Star have 
been operated jointly with Triumph 
since 1940. 


Robinson said the company will 
retain enough workmen at the 
mine to keep water out of it, at 
least for the time being. 


Production at Triumph has de-
clined in recent years.

Thi8 project was started in September 1954 and was terminated April 14, 1956. 
During thi3 period 750 Leet o1 cross-.cut on the main Triumph 700 Level was driven, 
196 feet oi' vertical 2-compartment raise, 1593 feet o1 sub-level drifting and 640 
Leet of up dip raising was completed. 


The 70-820 Cross-Cut was started at Tritmph north coordinate U255 and east co-
ordinate 8245 and was driven a distance of 750 1eet terminating at north coordinate 
11700 and1 east coordinate 85O. Only interbedded lirnestones and argmtes and a few 
minor faults were cut by this heading. 


At north coordinate 11625 and east coordinate 8800 which point	 at the end of 
a 30 Loot slusher drift driven front the 7O-82O Cross-Cut a two compartment vertical 
raise was driven a distance of 196 feet or 206 feet above the 700 Level track. At 
a point 100 feet above the 700 Level track the footwall of a 12 toot crushed zone 
was out • This zone consisted of crushed argillite and limestone • Overlying this 


;::	 cruzhed zone was 4 feet of crushed porphyry whicI was followed by 4 feet of liniestone . —	 which in turn was followed by 22 £eèt . of üiassive .porphyiy. Everything cut above the 
porphyrr was bedded limestone. 


At the point in the raise where the crushed zone was intersected a station was 
cut and a level known as the 540 Level was started.

A routine inspection of the Triumph exploration project 
was made ?rch 22, 1956, in company with Mr. Carroll Livingston, 
mine superintendent. At the time of the inspection, the following 
work had been completed:

At the time of the inspection the Operator was working 
both the 51i0 level drift north and. 511.0 level drift south on a twO-
shift basis. At the present rate of advance the Operator expects 
to complete the project about June 1, 1956. 


The geology of the 5140 level and. the raises driven from 
the level to test the structure are shown on the map accompanying 
this memorandum.







.	 . 


• As is evident on the accompanying map, the shear zone 
tested on the 540 level is a strong structure. In places it contains 
fair amounts of quartz, calcite and pyrite, and sparse amounts of 
sphalerite and galena. At no place is the concentration of sphalerite 
and galena sufficient to be of economic interest. 


The best showing of sphalerite and galena is in the 54-894 
intermediate "raise" from the 54-894 raise. Samples taken by the 
Operator from the intermediate "raise" indicate an average grade 
of Tr gold, 1.1 ounces silver per ton, 0.7 percent lead, and 1.3 
percent zinc. A sample taken during the inspection at a point 123' 
feet south of the main raise where there was better than average 
sphalerite and galena assayed no gold, 0.4 ounce of silver per ton, 
1.1 percent lead, and 1.9 percent zinc. This sample was cut over a 
width of 3.5 feet. 


At the time of the inspection samples were also cut at the 
faces of the 540 level north and south drifts. The sample taken at 
the north face, 3.4 feet wide, assayed no gold, 0.05 ounce of silver 
per ton, no lead, and a trace of zinc. The sample taken at the south 
face, 4.4 feet wide, assayed no gold, 0.05 ounce of silver per ton, 
no lead, and 0.1 percent zinc. 


I have plotted the boundary of the contract area on the map 
of the 540 level. It will be noted that the workings are approaching 
the boundary of the contract area. I was not aware of this condition 
at the time of the inspection and it was not until April 3 during the 
course of a telephone conversation with Mr. Livingston that I learned 
of it. Mr. Livingston reported that the north drift had been advanced 
to within 40 feet of the boundary line. I told him that work on this 
heading should stop immediately.

The Government may 
inspect and audit said records and accounts, at any . time, either.byJtse1f.orb.y. a certified public account-
ant. The Comptroller General of the United States or his representative, until the expiration of .sai 
three-year periods, shall have access to and the right to examine any ptinent books, documents, papers, 
and records of the Operator. All of the Operator's voUchers and records and accounts relating thereto 
and the Government's payments thereof remain subj ect to'adjustment'uiitil final audit by the GOvernment. 


(b) Progress reports and vouchers —The Operator shall provide the Government with five copies 
of monthly progress reports in three sectionsas. fpllows :"(E) OperatOr's Monthly Report and Voucher 
showing a detailed statement of units of work performed during the reporting period, (2) Operator's 
Unit Cost and Progress Report showing the various types of work performed during the reporting 
period ,aud the fixed unit costs incurred for each type of'work; and (3.) 'Nairáttve Report. of the work

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performed during the reporting period including adequate engineering-geological maps or sketches, drill 
hole logs and locations, and assay reports on samples taken concurrently with advance in mineralized 
ground. (Forms for reporting under (1) and (2) above will be provided by the Government.) 


(c) Final report.—Upon comp1eti\n of the work or termination of the Government's obligation to 
contribute to costs, the Operator shall\furnish the Government with five copies of a final report (in 
addition to the final progress report and \oucher) . This final report shall include a geological and • engi-
neering evaluation of the results of the *ork performed under the contract with an estimate of the ore 
reserves resulting from such work, complete assay data, adequate geological. and engineering maps or 
sketches, and a summary of the work perfoined and the unit costs thereof. 


(d) Report of sales.—The Operator sliall provide th& Government with suitable accounting and 
documentary evidence covering all productioi1to which the Government's percentage royalty relates, such 
as copies of smelter or concentrator settlemei\t sheets, and certified accounts of production and sale or 
other disposition of production. 


. (e) Compliance with requirernents.—If ii\ the opinion of the Government any of the Operator's 
reports, records, or accounts are insufficient or ncomplete, or if the Operator fails to make them, the 
Government may.procure the making or comp1eton of such with suitable attachments as an expense of 
. the work to which the Operator shall contribute. \The Government may withhold approval and payment 
of any vouchers relating to insufficient or incomp1et reports, records or accounts. 


ARTICLE 7. Repayment by Operator.—(a) ertification.—If the Government considers that a 
discovery or development from which production may be made has resulted from the work, the Govern-
ment, at any time not later than six months after a .jfficient final report and final account (see Article 
6) has been rendered, may so certify in writing to the qperator. Such certification shall describe broadly 
or indicate the nature of the discovery or development.\ 


(b) Royalty on p'rocluction.—The Operator, as priiiçipal if the Operator is the producer, or as surety 
if the Operator is not the producer, shall pay to the Gvernment a royalty on all minerals mined or 
produced from the land, as follows: (1) regardless of ány certification of discovery or development, 
from the date of the contract until the lapse of the time ithin which the Government may make such 
certification, or until the total net amount contributed by thk Government without interest is fully repaid, 
whichever occurs first; or (2) if the Government makes certification of discovery or development, 
within a period of ten years from the date of the contract, ok until the total net rnountontributed by 
the Government without interest is fully repaid, whichever ocAurs first. 	 .. 


(c) Basis for computation.—The Government's royalty sa1l be a percentage of the gross proceeds 
(including any bonuses, premiums, allowances, or other benefitk) from the production sold, in the form 
sold (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent), at the point of dèiivery (the f. o. b. point) ; except, that 
charges of the buyer arising in the regular course of business, aid shown as deductions on the buyer's 
settlement sheets, on account of the cost of treatment processes prformed by the buyer, sampling and 
assaying to determine the value of the production sold, and freight paid by the buyer to a carrier (not 
the Operator), shall be allowed as deductions in arriving at the "goss proceeds" as that term is used 
herein. Any costs of treatment processes, sampling or assaying, or \ransportation, performed or paid 
by the Operator or by anyone other than the buyer, are not deductibl&4n arriving at the "gross proceeds" 
as that term is here used. The term "treatment processes," as here use, means those processes (such as 
milling, concentrating, smelting, refining, or equivalent) applied to the ciide ore or other production after 
it is extracted from the ground, to put it into a commercially marketablèform; excluding fabricating or 
manufacturing.	 \ 


(d) Unsoki production.—If any production (ore, concentrates, meta1,r equivalent), after the lapse 
of six months from the date the ore was extracted from the ground, rema\ns neither sold nor used by 
the Operator in integrated manufacturing or fabricating operations (for iIstance, if it. is stockpiled), 
the Government, at its option, as long as it so remains, may require the coiputation and payment of 
its royalty on the value of such production in the form (are, concentrates, metal, or equivalent) it is in 
when the Government elects to require computation and payment. If any poduction is used by the 
Operator in integrated manufacturing or fabricating operátioñs before the .Go'vrnment makes its ëléë-
tion, the Government's royalty on such production shall be computed on the value\thereof in the form in 
which and at the time when it is so used. "Value" as here used means what is or ou1d be gross income 
from mining operations for percentage depletion purposes in Federal income tax cttermination, or the 
market value, whichever is greater. 	 \ (e) Perceitages of royalty.—The percentages of the Government's royalty shalle as follows: 


One and one-half (1½) percent of amounts ("gross proceeds" or "value") not excess of eight 
dollars ($8.00) per ton of production in the form in which sold, held, or used, plu, one-half (½) 
percent for each additional full fifty cents ($0 .50) by which such amounts exceed eight &llars ($8.00) 
per ton, but not in excess of five (5) percent of such amounts.	 \
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(For instance: the royalty on an amount of five dollars ($5.00), ton would be one and one-
half (1½). percent; on an amount of ten dollars ($10.00) per ton, three and one-half ( 3½) percent.) 
(f) Time for computation and payment.—The Government's royalty shall be computed and paid 


currently upon each lot sold, held, or used in integrated operations, as the case may . be, as above provided 
in this article. 


(g) Lien for payment.—To secure the payment of its percentage o'alty,theréis hereby granted to 
the Government a lien upon the land or the Operator's interest in the land and upon any production of 
minerals therefrom, until the royalty claim is extinguished by lapse of time or is fully paid. 


(h). Notice to..purchasers.—The Operator shall give notice of the Government's claim for royalty 
tO any purchaser 'of' -the production, and shall authorize and. direct such purchaser to pay the royalty 
directly to the Government and to furnish the Government with copies of the settlement sheets. If the 
records of any production and sales or other disposition of production, whether the production is by the 
Operator or by others, are not made available , to the Government, the amount of the royalty may be 
estimated by the Administrator, Defense Minerals Exploration Administration, or his successor, and his 
etimate thereof shall be final and binding upon the Operator. 


(i) No obligation to produce.—Nothing in this contract is to be construed as imposing any obligation 
on the Operator or the Operator's successor in interest to engage in any production operations. 


(j) Government not obligated to buy.—Nothing in this contract shall be construed as imposing any 
obligation on the Government to purchase any minerals mined or produced from the land. 


ARTICLE 8. Termination of the Government's obligations.—(à) - If in the opinion of the Govern-
ment operations at any time have failed to achieve anticipated results that indicate the probability of 
making a worthwhile discovery, and in the opinion of the Government further operations are not justi-
fied, the Government may give' the Operator written notice thereof, and..thereupon the Government shall 
be free of all obligation to pay on, account of units of work not then performed, and the Operator shall 
be free of all further obligation to prosecute the work other than such as may 'be necessary and incidental 
to winding up, reporting, and accounting. 


(b) If in the opinion of the Government the O perator is in any manner in default under the terms 
of the contract, the Government may give the Operator written notice of such default with a specification 
of reasonable time within which the default mUst be cured; and if the Operator fails to cure such default 
as required, thereupon the Government shall be relieved of all obligation to pay on account of units of 
work not performed when the notice was given, and the Operator shall be free of all obligation to prose-
cute the work other than such as may be necessary and incidental to winding up, reporting, and account-
ing. The remedy provided for the Government in this paragraph "(b)" is in addition to any other remedy 
provided in thiä contract, and in addition to any other remedy the law may provide for breach of contract. 


(c) The giving of any notice by the Government under' the provisions of this Article 8 shall not 
affect the Government's rights as provided for in the contract with respect to a percentage royalty, and 
such rights shall be fully preserved.	 . V 


ARTICLE 9. Notices to be given by the Government may be delivered to the Operator, or may be 
sent by registered mail addressed to the Operator at his mailing address stated in this contract. If 
mailed, notices are deemed to have been delivered five days after the date of mailing. 


ARTICLE 10. Officials not to benefit.—No member of or delegate to Congress or resident commis-
sioner shall be admitted to any share or. part of this contract or to any benefit that may arise therefrom; 
but this provision shall not be construed to extend to this contract if made with a corporation for its 
general benefit. 	 . V

As requested in Mr. Griswold T s memorandum dated Decem-
ber 5, 1955, we have prepared the attached mended Contract. 


Vithout making a legal examination of the authority 
of the Idaho State Land Commissioner to sign the Consent to Lien, 
we have our doubts as to the validity of the forxi of signature 
on it, in view of he fact that the lease executed in behalf of 
the State was signed by the Governor, the 'esident of the State 
Board of Land Commissioners, the Secretary of State, and the 
State Land Commissioner. However, we have not made a full in-
vestigation of the matter because of the modifications made on 
the form by the State Land Commissioner. The grant of a lien 
upon th land has been deleted from the form, and it is notL clear 
whether the remaining grant bf a lien upon production is or is 
no subject to the State s right to a roya1ty, which ranges from 
2 to 12 percent per ton, depending upon the smelter returns. 


As the Operator owns all the land, except the State 
land, and the lien upon the owned land is subject to all royal-
ty due the Government, you may consider that a new Consent to 
Lien from the State is unnecessary. 


We have attached the State?s Consent to Lien to the 
Mended Contract for whatever it may be worth.

Subject: Review of Field Team report on the Triurrrph Mining Company 
application, DIVIEA Docket 3814.7, Blame County, Idaho. 


Following a series of conferences with the applicant, the 
Field Team has recommended revision of the applicant's proposed work, 
recommending that diamond drilling be substituted for the originally 
proposed driftJng. They have presented excellent reasons substantiating 
their proposal, and noted that the applicant has agreed to the proposed 
revisions.


I concur with the Field Team's recommendations. The program 
they have presented will give more information on the Triumph vein 
structures than the applicant' s program would have, while at the same 
time being cheaper. I recommend approval of the full amount of 
diamond drilling proposed by the Field Team, the work to be done as 
an amendment to the existing Triumph contract. 


The only question concerning the proposed additional 
exploration that Ihave is that it may not be extensive enough to 
thoroughly test the target areas. Undoubtedly, if promising core is 
recovered from the drilled holes, the company will want to further 
explore the cored areas by underground workings. As the geology of 
the Triumph deposits is complex, such additional exploration would 
be necessary before any picture of the deposits couldbe obtained. 
I, therefore, believe DMEA should be prepared to increase the Govern-
ment's participation in the Triumph contract by an additional amend-
ment, although such action should be dependent upon the results of 
the work as now proposed.

The original application proposed 2,000 feet of drifting 
on a footwall split ofT the 1,000-foot level of the mine with 800 
feet of raising at four appropriate points. The merit of the 
proposal was questioned by the Washington staff and the DMEA field 
team, and as a result the company officials working with Quinlan 
(USGS) revised the proposal to permit exploration of both hanging 
and footwall structures by diamond drilling. The diamond drilling 
program consists of 1. holes totaling 1,1450 feet with provision 
for 1,14.50 feet of addItional drilling in 14. other holes should it be 
warranted, by structures found as the program goes forward. Total 
cost of the amended program will be about $17,850 at prevailing 
costs. The complex geologic setting affordsi' choices in explora-
tion. Although the program is not the first choice of the mine 
operators, it does appear to have considerable merit. 


I recommend that the modified proposal be incorporated in 
the existing contract as an amendment following the recommendation 
of the field team.

Enclosed are memoranda by J. J. Quinlan, Geological Survey, 
and. S. W. Zold.ok, Bureau of Mines, recommending that Contract No. 
Idm-E696 (Docket Nç). DMEA-33911 ) be amended to include a diamond dril-
ling program at the Triumph mine. Also enclosed are three copies of 
a letter dated August 18, 1955, from the Operator, one photostatic 
copy of a State Mineral Lease and. six copies of Consent to Lien 
signed by the State Land Coininissioner.> 


The Triumph mine is the only major lead-zinc mine in south-
ern Idaho.. It. has been the opinionof personnel in this Region that 
there were several exploration targets in the mine area in addition 
to that being explored by the present contract. The latest reciuest 
of the Operator, however, called for a major. expeiiditure to test. 
what seemed to be a relatively minor target. 


The proposed exploration has been arrived at after consid-
erable discussion, and is agreeable to the Operator even though the 
exploration is to be done by diamond drilling. 


We are by no means convinced that this new program will 
find major ore bodies but we do feel that such exploration is needed 
if th Triumph mine is to remain a major producer. We feel that 
Government participation is justified and. recommend. that an amended 
contract be prepared incorporating the work outlined in the enclosed 
memoranda.

After consultation with DNEA representatives, the company has 
agreed to do the proposed exploration by underground diamond drilling 
rather than crosscutting and drifting. 


The preliminary drilling will total 1450 feet from four stations, 
with an additional 1450 feet of drilling if justified. It is anticipated 
that at least 550 feet of each drilling phase will be BX.size. 


Estimated Costs of the Project 


The prevailing price for underground drilling in the region is 
$5.00 per foot for AX size and $5.5O per foot for BXsize. The estimated 
cost of drill stations is computefrom the unit cost of sublevel drifting, 
or very nearly $1.00 per cubic foot. Each drill station will be 10 feet 
in length and have a volume of 350 cubic feet.

Introduction 


This memorandum evaluates an application by the Triumph 
Mining Company for exploration assistance in- testing a footwall split 
of the Triumph vein, The program originally proposed by the appli-
cant is considered unacceptable. In its place I recommend that 
consideration be given to a small diamond drilling program that will 
not only test this footwall split but other possible structures in 
both the footwall and hanging wall of the main Triumph vein. The 
program will consist of 2,900 feet of diamond drilling and will cost 
approximately one-fifth as much as the applicant's original program 
that would have consisted of 2,000 feet of drifting and 800 feet of 
raising.


The company is presently exploring the Triumph vein, or 
split therefrom, above the Triumph 700 level under Exploration 
Project Contract No. Idm-E696, Docket No, DNEA-33911. (lead-zinc). 
Work under this contract is being conducted in an efficient manner, 
and there is no question that the company is technically and. 
financially able to undertake a second project. 


The geology, location, history and past production of the 
Triumph mine and. adjacent area is partly or fully described in the 
following reports:

As there is already a DNEA project at the mine, and the 
files contain much information about the mine and the applicant, 
this memorandum will primarily discuss those factors which bear on

- the second application. In particular it will attempt to answer 
questions raised in Thor H. Kiilsgaard's memorandum of July 1,. 1955, 
reviewing the application and W. S. Martin's letter of August 8, 1955, 
regarding the. possibility of undertaking a diamond drilling program. 
in lieiiof the applicant t s original proposal. 


The mine was examined by Donald C. Alvord, geologist, US.G.S., 
and. the writer on August 11, 12, and 13, 1955. As the company did 
not wish to consider a diamond drilling program at that time, a 
modified program involving 1,000 feet of crosscutting, 1,000 feet of 
drifting and 500 feet.Qf raising was planned, with company officials, 
to test the footwall area of the Triumph vein on and from the Triumph 
1000 level. On returning to Spokane, maps were compiled, and the 
program discussed with other Field Team members. All agreed that a 
small drilling program would be much more advantageous than the 
modified footwall project. It was, therefore, decided to discuss• 
the matter further with the applicant. The writer and company 


5	 officials discussed the possibility of a diamond drilling project in lieu of the modified program at the company office on October 3, 1955. 
Although company officials much prefer the modified drifting and 
crosscutting program, they are willing to undertake in its place the 
diamond drilling program outlined in this memorandum, This drilling 
program was planned by company officials and the writer at the time 
of the October 3 meeting.


Recommendations 


I recommend a drilling program consisting of 2,900 feet of 
holes. The location, length, bearing and inclination of four proposed 
holes are shown on the attached maps and are described in detail in 
this report. The total length of these four proposed holes is 1,li50 
feet, The number, location, length, bearing and inclination of 
additional holes will depend on what is found in the four proposed 
holes, but it is recommended that an additional 1,11.50 feet of drilling 
be provided.

The ground the applicant originally proposed to subject to 
contract terms does not adequately cover the é.rea that would be 
benefited by the diamond drilling program, nor for that matter did 
it adequately cover the area that would have been benefited by the 
applicant's original proposal 1 Mr, Kiilsgaard discussed thiè matter 
under heading No. 1 of his memorandum of July 1, 1955, 


At the time of the October 3, 1955 meeting, company officials 
agreed to subject to the proposed contract terms the block of ground 


. outlined in red on plate 1, excluding from it the structure that is now 
considered to be the main Triumph vein with known attendant replacement 
bodies, The main vein structure is shown on plates 2, 3, and. Ii, and it 
would be easy to keep ore from the main structure and known attendant 
ore bodies separate from any ore found under the new program. This is 
a reasonable exclusion as the proposed diamond drilling program is 
designed to test the walls of the main vein, Also, any surface dumps 
on this new block should be excluded from royalty obligations, The new 
block, together with land covered by the present contract, would more 
than adequately cover the area that would benefit by the proposed drill-
ing program.

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It Will be noted on plate 1 that all or parts of the 
Triumph No. 8, Triumph No. 9, Triunph No, lIi, Andy 13 and Blanche 
claims are in the NN of sec. 27, T. 14 N., R. 18 E,, B,M. This 
part of section 27is state land. At the writer's request the 
company has submitted a copy of its lease on this state land, as 
well as a consent to lien agreement signed by the State Land 
Commissioner, 


It will be noted that plate 1 shows the ground covered 
by the present contract as well as the proposed new block. In 
order to facilitate the metes and bounds description of the land, 
the coordinates of the boundary points of the blocks are shown on 
plate 1.

Exploration Targets 


The applicant's original proposal involved testing of a 
split from the Triumph vein near Survey Station No, 10032 on the 
Triumph 1000 level (see p1, 3). This split from the Triumph vein 
appears to be a bedding or near-bedding plane structure, It con-
sists of a shear, 6 to 7 feet wide, laced with thin stringers of 
quartz and calcite, Disseminated pyrite and minute amounts of 
sphalerite and galena occur throughout the shear, Since filing 
the application the applicant has followed this structure about 
15 feet northwest from the main 1000 level beading, Although far 
from conclusive this work indicates that the split is weakening 
as it is followed from the main vein. 


Although other small footwall splits from the Triumph 
vein are known, it is not possible on the basis of present available 
information to correlate this split on the 1000 level with any of 


S	 the others, The applicant believes, however, that this footwall split may be related to the 70783 ore body found. on the 700 level 
In the vicinity of Coordinates 11,350 N,, 7,850 W. (see p1. 2). 
The company mined 8,5oQ tons of ore averaging 0,03 ounce of gold 
per ton, 5,1 ounces of silver per ton, 3,8 percent lead, and 14,5 
percent zinc from this body. The 70-.783 stope area is no longer 
accessible, but available maps show that this stope Is on the flat 
portion of the Triumph structure (see p1. 14), The applicant con-
tends that the 70-783 ore body may be at the intersection of the 
flat portion of the Triumph shear with a major footwall split. 
Assuming that this is the case, the applicant further contends that 
the possible split may correlate with the 1000 level split. This 
seems like a remote possibility as there is no evidenèe of a major 
footwall split in any of the 700 level footwall workings, particu-
larly in the 70-820 crosscut north which was extended under the 
present contract, The preceding discussion should answer the 
question raised under heading 2 of Mr. Kiilsgaard's memorandum,

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Mr 0 Kiilsgaard, under heading 1. of his memorandum,requests 
information as to the strength of the vein near the andesite contact 
on the 1000 level 0 Company maps indicate that, although the 
structure was strong near the contact, it contained little ore (see 
p1. 3), The 1000 level has now been rehabilitated to a point just 
west of Survey Station No. 100 145, At present the company has no 
plans to rehabilitate the remaining li.50 feet of drift on the 1000 
level to the andesite contact, As no one ever got back to the face 
after the andesite was encountered, company officials are uncertain 
as to the nature of the contact, Company officials at first thought 
a dike or fault block had been cut but, on reconsidering,they are 
inclined to agree with Mr, Kiilsgaard. that the 1000 level drift 
encountered an old land surface upon which the andesité was deposited. 


There are several other exploration targets in the walls 
•	 of the Triumph vein that the writer believes merit as much or more 


consideration than the applicant t s footwall target, In following 
the Triumph vein the company usually follows the footwall of the 
vein, As a result, little work has been done in the western part of 
the 700 level to test the hanging-wall area of the vein where the 
main vein apparently flattens, • The geologic section through the 
70-820 crosscut (p1, ii) Illustrates a possibility that may have been. 
overlooked 0 It will be noted on this section that the flat portion 
of what is now considered the main Triumph vein may be a connecting 
structure between the Triumph and Independence veins and that the 
Triumph vein may continue above the 700 level t its normal dip of 
300 - 35°, On this dip it would be possible to correlate it with 
the possible fault structure indicated in the surface diamond drill 
hole and with the Eula vein, 


Little work has been done to test the hanging wall of the 
Triumph vein on the 1000 level. Considering that the largest ore 


S body In the mine was a replacement body in the hanging wall of the 
main vein,, exploration to test the hanging wall of the vein is also 
considered. advantageous, particularly in areas of limestone rocks, 


Proposed Exploration 


The applicant originally proposed to drift 2,000 feet and 
raise 800 feet on the structure that splits from the Triumph vein 
on the 1000 level near Survey Station No. 10032, Present information 
indicates that exploration of this magnitude on a relatively weak 
structure, as this split Is, is üot warranted, 
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At the time the property was examined in August, considera-
tion was given to a crosscutting and drifting program for testing the 
footwall area of the Triumph vein 0 This modified program involved 
driving a footwall crosscut 1,000 feet on bearing N, 35° E, from the 
1000 level west heading near Survey Station No. iOO li.5, If the cross-
cut encountered a favorable structure or structures, 1,000 feet of 
drifting and 500 feet of raising on these structures was proposed. 
Such a program would not only permit testing of the split that the 
applicant originally proposed to explore but a large area of the 
footwall of the main vein for other possible splits or parallel 
structures, The writer considered the program to be of a wildcat 
nature but outside of a drilling project, which the company at that 
time did not wish to consider, it appears to be the best method of 
testing the footwall area, 


After discussing the modified proposal with other yield 
.	 Team members and considering the thought expressed in Mr. Martin's 


letter of August 8, it was decided that even though the company was 
opposed to drilling it would be best to discuss the matter further 
with them. Particularly, since drilling appeared much more advan-
tageous than the modified crosscutting and drifting program, On 
October 3, I called at the company office to discuss the possibility 
of a diamond drilling project. Although the company preferred the 
modified crosscutting and. drifting program, they were willing to 
consider a drilling project in lieu of it. Therefore, a diamond 
drilling program, which is outlined below, was planned with company 
officials.


The proposed drilling project would involve the drilling 
of fou holes (aggregating 1,11.50 feet) with provision for an additional 
l, 1450 feet of drilling to test further any possible ore structures 
encountered in the first four holes, The drilling should not, how-


•	 ever, be set up in two stagesbecause some of the additional holes 
will probably be drilled from the same set up as the first four 
holes, and it would be advantageous to complete drilling in one 
area before moving to a different area, All four proposed holes are 
shown on the claim map of the DMEA area (p1, 1). Holes No, 1 and 2 
are also shown on the geologic map of the 700 level (p1. 2) and on 
the geologic section through the 70-820 crosscut (p1. ii), Holes 
No. 3' and 11. are also shown on the geologic map of the 1000 level, 


Proposed Drill Hole No, 1 is to be drilled from the 700 
level 600 feet on bearing N, 1#O° E' , and at an inclined angle -11.5°, 


This hole' is to test the footwáll area of the Triumph vein for 
possible splits or parallel structures to the Triumph vein, This 
hole will test the same area as the modified crosscutting and drift-
ing program, Although it would have been preferable to collar the 
hole nearer the 70-783 atope to test more adequately the applicantts 
hypothesis that this ore body is formed at the intersection of the 
flat portion of the Triumph vein with a large footwall structure, 
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the high cost of rehabilitating the 700 level workings into the 
area precludes this approach. The company estimates that rehabili-
tation in the area would cost close to $25.00 per foot and that 
about 600 feet of rehabilitation would be needed to reach a 
suitable drill site, A study of the 700 level map (p1. 2) indicated 
that it would be just as easy to drive a new crosscut to reclaim the 
70-783 stope area but this again at too high a cost for a drill 
station.


Proposed Drill Hole No. 2 is to be drilled from the 700 
level 500 feet on a bearing 5, 140° W. and at an inclined angle of 
+69°. This hole is to test the area above the flat portion of the 
Triumph vein for the possible continuation of the vein on Its 
normal dip.

	 Proposed Drill Hole No. , 3is to be drilled from the raise 

(approx. hO feet above 1000 level sill) near Survey Station No. 10035 
on' the 1000 level, This hole is to be.drIlled. 250 feet on bearing 
8, 15°W. and at an Inclined angle of +600, This hole is to test 
theThanging-wall area of the Triumph vein for possible parallel 
structures or replacement ore bodies, It has been located to test 
the area into which the favorable limestone horizon that contains 
the large replacement ore body on the 700 level projects. 


Proposed Drill Hole No, 14 is to be drilled from the 1000 
level 100 feet on bearing N. 600 E. and at an inclined angle of _hi° 
This hole is to test the split from the Triumph vein which the 
applicant originally proposed to explore by 2,000 feet of drifting 
and 800 feet of raising. This proposed hole should show whether the 
split is weakening away, from the main vein, 


Although the company has experienced some difficulty In 
the past with diamond drilling, the results have not been so unfavor-
able as to prevent its use as an exploration tool. In fact, at times 
the company has been able to obtain good core recovery. To insure 
good core recovery, that Is essential, under the proposed drilling 
project, it is recommended that the first 300 feet of proposed Hole 
No. 1 and. first 250 feet of proposed Hole No, 2 be	 in size. The

remaining 300. fet of proposed Hole No • 1 and 20 feet of proposed 
Hole No. 2 could be AX in size,. AX size should be adequate for both 
Holes No. 3 and 11. ; thus, 550 feet of HX size drilling and 900 feet 
of AX size drilling should be provided for the four proposed holes. 
The contract should provide the same ratio of BX to AX size hole 
for the unallocated 1,1450 feet of drilling. Therefore, provision 
should be made for a total of 2,900 feet of drilling, of which 
approximately 1,100 feet will be of BX size and 1,800 feet of AX size, 
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Conclusion 


The applicant's original proposal is considered to be 
unacceptable. In its place is recommended a program consisting of 
2,900 feet of diamond drilling. 


The drilling program will test both the footwall and. 
hanging wall areas of the Triumph vein, Although in some respects 
the drilling program is of a wildcat nature, it could result in 
the finding of structures which would materially increase the life 
of the Triumph mine, 


If the drilling program proves successful, consideration 
could then be given to a program of testing favorable target by 
mine opening,

Recent work in the Triumph mine was examined on October 3, 
in the company of Mr. Carroll Livingston, mine superintendent, and 
Mr. John Barrett, mine engineer. 


The 540 level north had been driven 36 feet north from station 
USBM 433, at which the face was on August 8, 1955. In driving north, the 
vein was lost, so a new heading on the vein was cut out to 14 feet west 
of the first face. The 540 level south has also been driven southeast 
along the vein for a distance of 44 feet. The vein is weakly mineralized 
in the face. 


A raise, number 54-887, measuring 57 inside the timber, has 
been driven on the vein from the 540 level south at a point about 75 feet 
southeast of station USBM 446. The raise extends about 40 feet on a 450 
slope, then flattens to near-horizontal. The total length of the raise 
is 130 feet (all timbered on 5-foot centers) from the sill at the edge 
of the drift • The muck is removed from the raise by a slusher. A vertical 
raise is being driven about 100 feet above the 540 level south between sets

An interim inspection of this project was made on August 12, 
1955, by the above-named engineer and geologists, accompanied by Mr. 
Carroll Livingston, mine superintendent. 


The 70-O vertical raise had been driven 206 feet above the 
700 level track, or a net distance of 196 feet. The sill of the 540 
level is 92 feet above the 700 level track. 


The station on the 540 level at the 7O-80 raise is approxL-
mat ely 25 feet long and 20 feet wide. Each compartment of the raise is 
5 feet by 5 feet. A chute with grizzly has been cut which discharges 
into the ore compartment of the raise. 


The northwest drift from the station had been driven about 
5 feet from the station and the southeast drift about 132 feet at the 
time of the inspection. The drifts are about 6 feet by 9 feet in the 
clear of timber. The sides of the drifts are lagged at random where 
necessary.


The structure exposed in the 540 level drift strikes S. to 0	 .	 0	 0 
S. 30 E. and dips 20 to 25 Ii. It is 6 to 10 feet wide and contains 
mostly sheared and crushed wall rock (argiflite and argillaceous lime-
stone), some calcite, an occasional quartz lens, and minor amounts of 
disseminated pyrite and sphalerite. 


It was agreed with Mr. Livingston, subject to Field Team 
approval, thajt it would be well to raise on the structure near the 
face of the 540 south drift to see if the structure might not steepen 
in dip.

The applicant proposes to drift 2,000 feet on a footwall 
split off the Triumph vein on the 1000 level. From this drift a 
total of 800 feet of raising is proposed.. Total cost of the project 
is estimated. at $119,516.00. 


The writer is familiar with the Triumph mine and. considers 
it to have many excellent exploration possibilities. There are, how-
ever, several questions and. observations concerning the cited. appli-
cation which should. be clarified. by the Field. Team in their field. 
report. A few of these, with comments, are listed. below: 


1. The amount of ground. to be subjected. to contract terms 
appears to be inad.equate. The block barely covers the length of the 
proposed. drift. It is bounded. above by a plane at elevation 6,ioo 
feet, only 2lQfeet above the proposed. dr1 level. The lower limit 
of the block is not too clear, although I assume the applicant intends 
the limit to be on the 1000 level at an elevation of 5,890 feet. As 
the Footwall vein is unexplored. it should pay royalties as far up as 
it can be mined., unless it should. prove to be the main vein in the 
70-783 stope, in which case an upper limit could. be placed. on the 700 
level. The lower limit should. be placed. far enough down the dip of 
the vein to fix a base on a block of ground. big enough to insure 
repayment. This could. be done either by extending the down-dip boundary 
to the limits of mining, or by includ.ing the Train 1, Tram 2, Andy 12, 
Triumph 9 and. Triumph 14. claims, assuming DIVEA prefers vertical boundaries. 
If the vein maintains a 30 degree dip, inclusion of these claims would. 
give a down-dip length of about 2,000 feet below the 1000 level. 


Further, it is suggested that the northwest boundary be 
extended. to include the Jessie and. Triumph No. 1 claims -- as the ore 
bodies are raking to the northwest --, and. the ioutheast boundary 
extended. to include all of the Triumph 8, Fern and Dora.

2. If the footwallplit warrants 2,000 et of drifting on. 
the 1000 level, why don't it shqw in more workings on the 700 level, 
particularly in the 70-820 crosscut or in the continuation of that 
crosscut which was driven under DI VEA contract? If it is assumed that 
this vein is the one mined in the 70-783 stope wouldn't it be practical 
to test its downward continuation by diamond drilling from the main 
700 level drift or from the 800 or 900 levels before contemplating the 
long drift on the 1000 level? 


The Triunrph fissure zone is complex and there are many splits 
leading therefrom as there are intersecting and offsetting faults, but 
where else is this footwall split seen other than on the 1000 level? 


3. Is the 1000 level still choked with debris from the flood 
beyond the split of the Footwall vein. If not why can't some diamond 
drill holes or even a crosscut from someplace like near the 10-690 Rs. 
be run therefrom to check the position of the footwall vein. I realize 
the company frowns on drilling, but core information in this case would 
be of interest even if no ore was found. In this respect it might be 
noted that splitting veinlets of. quartz, pyrite, and sphalerite are 
common in the Silver Star Queen and Minnie Moore mines but they rapidly 
feather-out away from the main vein and are not persistent. The geologic 
environment of these two mines is similar in many respects to that of the 
Triumph.


Li.. It is my understanding that in 1953 the northwest face of 
the 1000 level broke into andesite and an enormous flow of water that 
flooded the lower levels of the mine. Company officials were not sure 
of the type of occurrence of the andesite but thought it might be a 
dike or a fault block. In my mapping of the area in l9-i.9, I did not 
agree with the postulation of a fault contact of andesite on the eastern 
side of the Wood River valley, as shown on Plate 1, U.S.G.S. Bull. 8114., 
but instead thought the volcanics simply rested on an old eroded land 
surface. The fact that the 1000 level hit andesite more than 2,09 feet 
west of the eastern surface contact of the ande site and 600 feet lower 
in elevation is strong evidence that my contention was correct. The 
eastern surface contact of the andesite is approximately above where the 
700 level crosses the 814.00 E coordinate and the dip between this point 
and the face of the 1000 level drift is about 17 degrees, or what might 
be expected on a valley hillside. Assuming the andesite rests on an old 
land surface, the 1000 level probably went into valley fill and the 
footwall drift, if parallel to the Triumph vein as projected on the map, 
may be expected to do the same somewhere in the vicinity of the E 6800 
coordinate. As the ore is pre-volcanic, there is considerable risk in 
exploring close to the old outcrop, both from a water standpoint and 
from the fact that no ore can be expected in the andesite. It would be 
well to learn what was found in the 1000 level drift in the vicinity of 
the andesite contact for if the main vein was unproductive there would 
be reason to suspect the footwall split to be the same.

A.field examination of the applicant's property may not be 
necessary as much is alrea&y known of the mine and the management. 
The points covered in this memo should, however, be considered by the 
Field Team and possibly discussed with the applicant's managers before 
the field report is transmitted to Washington. 


It is recommended that the Field Team be asked for their 
report.

The company proposes to drift a distance of 2,000 feet 
on the 1,000 level of the mine, following a footwall split from 
what has been considered the main Triumph vein. It is stated 
that footwall splits are cozon but none has ever been followed. 
This circumstance in itself suggests caution in appraising the 
possibilities of footwall develonent. Furthermore the mine maps 
seem to indicate that the. northwest section where the proposed 
work would be done has been less productive than the central and 
southeastern sections of the mine. The project would also include 
800 feet of raising at four appropriate points in the exploration 
drift. The total cost is estimated at $119,516. 


The proposal appears to have sufficient merit to justify 
an on-site investigation and a close study of the complex geologic 
setting. The block of ground proposed to be subordinated appears 
to be adequate except for its western boundary which certainly 
should be not less than 200 feet beyond the end of the projected 
drift. The application should be referred to the field for 
exsinf nation and reconmendations.

The mine was inspected on June 8, 1955, accompanied by 
Mr. Carroll Livingston, mine superintendent, and Mr. John Barrett, 
mine engineer. 


The 70-880 vertical raise has been driven ,up about 180 feet. 
The operators plan to stop the raise at 200 feet which will enable them 
to hole through from the 400 level at a later date if necessary. Two 
5-foot sets and one 7-foot set remain to be framed. 


A strong shear zone was cut at about 100 feet above the level 
of the drift, and it is tentatively planned to explore the zone by 
sublevel drifting and dip raises as provided by the contract. A 
7-foot set was framed in this area so that there would be room enough 
to start the drift. 


The slusher drift has worked out very well and there has been 
no trouble from the muck hanging up and slowing operations. 


The raise is two compartment, each compartment measuring

An inspection of the Triumph mine was made on April 4, 1955 
with Mr. Barrett and Mr. Carroll, mine engineers. 


The project crosscut under Stage I was completed during the 
last month. The total footage is 755 feet, of which 750 feet is charged 
to the project. The face was in a hard blocky argillite. 


A two-compartment slusher drift was driven, at roof level, in 
about 30 feet from the main crosscut. This slusher drift will be used. 
instead of the conventional ore chute from the raise. Past experience 
has shown that the rock in the Triumph mine will hang and pile up in a 
chute until, in some instances, the chute is lost. The Operators 
believe that by dropping the rock directly from the raise to the drift 
this problem will be eliminated. 


The slusher drift was nearly completed and raising was scheduled 
to start immediately.

Timbering has not been required in the interbedded limestone 
quartzite bands.

The Operator (Contractor) of an exploration project is 
required to' make a monthly :report to the Government 
through the Regional Executive Officer. This report con-
sists of three parts as follows: 


(a) Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report and 
Voucher.—This form details expenditures and consti-
tutes a voucher for reimbtirsing the Operator for the 
Government's share of costs; 


(b) Form MF-104A—Ojerator's Unit Cost and Prog-
ress Report.—This is a statistical report of expenditures 
which shows costs for the various types of operation; 
and


(c) Narrative.—A concise narrative description of 
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual 
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible, 
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches 
showing formations penetrated and location and assays 
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In 
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is' to be shown on a map; 
logs and assays also are to be submitted. 


The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in 
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the 
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of 
the month following. 


Preparation of Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report 
and Voucher.—All the applicable spaces in Form MF-104 
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his 
agent should sign the certification in the lower left corner of 
the form. 


The items of costs are arranged in the order they appear 
in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952), 
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting 
activities under other contract forms. 


Under Item (1) delete words "Short Form" if the contract 
is a sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delete word 
"Independent" if the contract reported is on Form MF-200 
(A). Also, report work paid for on a unit basis under con-
tract Form MF-200 as though it were performed under an 
independent contract. 


Under Item (2) include labor, supervision and technical 
services incurred for the exploratory operations. Do not 
include labor, supervision and technical services used for 
work performed under items (5) and (6). 


Under Item (3) include the costs of material and supplies 
used in the project other than that used under items (5) 
and (6). 


Under Item (4) appear the three types of operating equip-
ment expenditures, that is, rental, purchase and depreciation. 
The expenditures made for renting equipment belonging to a


third party will be reported under "Rental". The amount 
paid or duly obligated for payment for the purchase of equip-
ment will be reported under "Purchase". 1'he amount of 
expenditures due the Operator to reimburse him for deprecia-
tion of equipment owned will be reported under "Deprecia-
tion". 


Item (5) comprises costs of labor, supervision, technical 
services, materials, etc., which are used in the initial rehabili-
tation and repair of existing buildings, installations, fixtures, 
and equipment. These costs, therefore, should not be reported 
under items (2) and (3). 


Item (6) includes the labor, supervision, technical services, 
materials, etc., used in the installation or construction of new 
buildings, fixed improvements, etc., necessary for the project. 
These costs, therefore, should not be reported under items 
(2) and (3). 


Item (7) covers miscellaneous types of expenditure such as 
payroll taxes, liability insurance, workmen's compensation 
insurance, repairs to equipment and sampling and analysis. 
Only that part of payroll taxes, liability insurance and 
workmen's compensation which are paid by the operator 
should be reported under item (7). The share paid by 
the employee as a payroll deduction is to be included 
under item (2) as labor costs. 


Item (8) includes any unforeseen costs not included in the 
other seven categories. 


The original of Form MF-104 when submitted for reim-
bursable expenses incurred under contract Form MF-200 
must be supported by original documentation or by certified 
copies of purchase orders, payrolls or transcripts of payrolls, 
unless such documentation has been waived by the Regional 
Executive Officet'. This certification may be stated thus, 
"Certified True Copy (or Transcript)", followed by appro-
priate signature. If the Executive Officer of the Region 
determines that a contract under Form MF-200 should have 
an "on-site" audit, that is, a Government auditor should 
make an audit of the Operator's books and records of account, 
the Operator need not support his monthly voucher with 
original or certified documents except in cases of equipment 
purchases whose individual costs exceed $50.00. In these 
cases the original or a certified copy of the purchase order or 
invoice should be attached to the Monthly Voucher.

places on Form 104A should be filled in by th Operator. The purpose of this form is 
twofold as follows: (1) to furnish the supervising engineers and other administrators with 
statistical information necessary to better determine the progress of the project; and (2) to 
furnish more permanent information on mining costs for future use. The more important. 
phases of operation on .which permanent information is desired have been outlined in the 
form. There are blank lines, howevc, for those unusual phases which may need to be 
reported for a particular project. It will be necessary for the Operator to distribute his 
costs among the applicable phases reported with the exception of three items the costs of 
which are not to be distributed by the Operator. These three items are: "Operating Equip-
ment Purchased"; "Initial Rehabilitation and Repairs", and "New Buildings, Improve-
ments, etc." The reason for not distributing these items on a monthly basis isdoubtless 
clear to the Operator, since such distribution might well overstate the cost for any one 
month or period short. of the entire contract period. 


Form MF-104A has been designed to tie in with Form MF--104 for both monthly and 
cumulative costs. The "Total Costs" on Form IVIF-104A for each month should equal 
the monthly "Total Costs" as reported on Form MF-104. This is also true of the "Total 
Costs To Date" 


In preparing Form MF-104A, it will be necessary frequently to distribute certain 
costs over a number of items. For instance, supervisory and engineering costs may have 
to be distributed over several phases, such as, drifting, crosscutting, raising, etc., provided 
that these items were reported active for the month. Such distributions should be made 
on the basis of time spent on the various phases, on man days of labor charged to such 
phases, or on some other equitable basis. "Operating Equipment", "Initial Rehabilita-
tion and Repairs", and "New Buildings Improvements, etc.", will be distributed to the 
several phases of the project by the Washington Office of DMEA at the close of the project 
if determined necessary. The last two columns headed "Authorized by Contract" will be 
filled in by the Operator if such information is found in the contract. This information is 
usually a part of Exhibit "A" of the contract. A space for remarks has been provided for 
the use of the Operator to call attention to any unusual circumstances causing excessive or 
disproportionate unit costs.

The following provisions are in lieu of Article 


Repayment by Operator. --a. Certification. --If the 
Government considers that a discovery or development from 
which production may be made has resulted from the work, the 
Government, at any time not later than six months after the 
Operator has rendered the final report and final account, may 
so certify in writing to the Operator. Such certification 
shall describe broadly or indicate the nature of the discovery 
or development. 


b. Royalty onproduction,--The Operator, as prin-
cipal, if the Operator is the producer, or as surety, if the 
Operator is not the producer, shall pay to the Government a 
royalty on all minerals mined or produced from the land, as 
follows: (1) regardless of any certification of discovery 
or development, from the date of the contract until the lapse 
of the time within which the Government may make such certi-
fication, or until the total net amount contributed by the 
Government without interest is fully repaid, whichever occurs 
first; or (2) if the Government makes a certification of dis-
covery or development, for a period of ten years from the date 
of the contract, or until the total net amount contributed by 
the Government without interest is fully repaid, whichever 
occurs first.


c. Basis for computation. --The Government's royalty 
shall be a percentage of the gross proceeds (including any 
bonuses, premiums, allowances, or other benefits) from the 
production sold, in the form sold (ore, concentrates, metal, 
or equivalent), at the point of delivery (the f.o.b. point); 
except, that charges of the buyer arising in the regular 
course of business, and shown as deductions on the buyer's 
settlement sheets, on account. of the cost of treatment. proc-
esses performed by, the buyer, sampling and assaying to deter-
mine the value of the production sold, and freight paid by 
the buyer to a carrier (not the O?erator), shall be allowed 
as deductions. in arriving at the 'gross proceeds" as that term 
is used herein. Any costs of treatment processes, sampling 
or assaying, or transportation, performed or.paid by the

Operator or by anyone other than the buyer, are not deduct-
ible in arriving at the "gross proceeds" as thatterm is here 
used. The term "treatment processes,' t as here used, means 
those processes (such as milling, concentrating, smelting, 
refining, or equivalent) applied to the raw ore or other 
production after it IS extracted from the grOund, to put it 
into a commercially marketable form; excluding fabricating 
or manufacturing. 


d. Unsold production. --If any production (ore, 
concentrates, metal, or equivalent), after the lapse of six 
months from the date the ore was extracted from the ground, 
remains neither sold nor used by the Qperator in integrated 
manufacturing or fabricating operations (for Instance, if 
It is stockpiled), the Government, at Its option, as long as 
it so remains, may. require the computation and payment of 
its royalty on the value of such production In the form (ore, 
concentrates, metal, or equivalent) It is in when the Govern-
ment elects to require computation and payment. If any 
production Is used by the Operator In integrated manufactur-
ing or fabricating operations before the Government makes 
Its election, the Government's. royalty on such production 
shall be computed on the value thereof in the form In which 
and at the time when it is so used. "Value" as here used 
means what is or would be gross income from mInin& operations 
for percentage depletion purposes in Federal income tax deter-
mination, or the market value, whichever is greater. 


e. Percentages of royalty.--The percentages of 
the Government's royalty shall be as follows: 


One and one-half ( ifl percent of amounts 
("gross proceeds" or "v.lue'1 ) not.i.n excess of 
eight dollars ($8.00) per ton of production In 
the form in which sold, held, or used, plus 
one-half (.) percent for each additional full 
fifty cents ($0.50 ) by which such amounts exceed 
eight dollars ($8.00) per ton, but not inexcess 
of five (5) percent of such amounts.

f. Lien for payment. - -To secure the payment of 
its percentage royalty, there is hereby granted to the.

Repayment by Operator. --a. Certification.--If the

fication, or until the total net amount contributed by the 
Government without interest is fully repaid, whichever occurs 
first; or (2) if the Government makes a certification of dis-
covery or development, for a period of ten years from the date 
of the contract, or until the total net amount contributed by 
the Government without interest is fully repaid, whichever 
occurs first.


c. Basis for computation. --The Governments royalty 
shall be a percentage of the gross proceeds (including any 
bonuses, premiums, allowances, or other benefits) from the 
production sold, in the form sold (ore, concentrates, metal, 
or equivalent), at the point of delivery (the f.o.b. point); 
except, that charges of the buyer arising in the regular 
courë of business, and shown as deductions on the buyer 's 
settlement sheets, on account. of the cost of treatmênt proc-
esses performed by the buyer, sampling and assaying to deter-
mine the value of the production sold, and freight paid by 
the buyer to a carrier (not the Operator), shall be allowed 
as dedutions in arriving at the "gross proceeds" as that term 
is used herein. Any costs of treatment processes,sampling 
or assaying, or transportation, performed or-paid by the

Operator or by anyone other than the buyer, are not deduct-
ible in arriving at the "gross proceeds" as thatterm is here 
used.

Certification is not recommended by the examiners and.

warranted, but they note that "the Triumph mine- area includes 
many mineralized structures, quite complex in detail and not 
well understood, that are incompletely explored".

Enclosed are three copies of a Field Team final report 
on this contract by John P. Bardill, Metallurgist, Bureau of Mines, 
and Donald C. Alvord, Geologist, Geological Survey. 


Work under the contract was started September 21, 19511., 
and continued until April 15, 1956 , when the contract was terminated 
by mutual consent of the Operator and the Government. Completed 
work comprised 750 feet of crosscutting on the Triumph 700 level, 
196 feet of 2-compartment vertical raising, 1,593 feet of sublevel 
drifting, and 569 feet of raising above the sublevel. The total 
cost of the completed work is $l18,925.1l.7, of which the Government's 
share is 50 percent, or $59,1162,711.. 


No ore was discovered and. the examiners conclude that 
the target area was adequately explored. They recommend that no 
discovery be certified and that further expenditure of Government 
funds to explore this area is not warranted. 


• We concur with these conclusions and recommendations.

the Operator), shall be allowed as deductions in arriving at the "gross proceeds" as that term is used 
herein.

(f) Time for computation and payment.—The Government's royalty shall be computed and paid 


currently upon each lot sold, held, or used in integrated operations, as the case may be, as above provided 
in this article. 


(g) Lien for payment.—To secure the payment of its percentage royalty, there is herebygranted to 
the Government a lien upon the land or the Operator's interest in the land and upon any production of 
minerals therefrom, until the royalty claim is extinguished by lapse of time or is fully paid. 


(h) Notice to .purchasers.---The Operator shall give notice of the Government's claim for royalty 
o any purchaser of the production, and shall authorize and direct such purchaser to pay the royalty 


dikectly to the Government and to furnish the Government with copies of the settlement sheets. If the 
records of any production and sales or other disposiLion of production, whether the production is by. the 
Operator or by others, are not made available to the Government, the amount of the royalty may be 
estimated by the Administrator, Defense Minerals Exploration Administration, or his successor, and his 


- estimate thereof shall be final and binding upon the Operator. 
(i) No obligation to produce.—Nothing in this contract is to be construed as imposing any obligation 


on the Operator or the Operator's successor in interest to engage in any production operations. 
(j) Government not obligated to buy.—Nothing in this contract shall be construed as imposing any 


obligatrn on the Government to purchase any minerals mined or produced from 'the land. 


ARTICLE 8. Termination of the Government's obligcttions.—(a) If in the opinion of the Govern-
ment operations at any time have failed to achieve anticipated results that indicate the probability of 
making a worthwhile discovery, and in the opinion of the Government further operations are not justi-
fied, the Government may give the Operator written notice thereof, and thereupon the Government shall 
be free of all obligation to pay on account of units of work not then performed, and the Operator shall 
be free of all further obligation to prosecute the work other than such as may be necessary and incidental 
to winding up, reporting, and accounting. 


(b) If in the opinion of the Government the Operator is in any manner in default under the terms 
of the contract, the Government may give the Operator written notice of such default with a specification 
of reasonable time within which the default must be cured; and if the Operator fails to cure such default 
as required, thereupon the Government shall be relieved of all obligation to pay on account of units of 
work not performed when the notice was given, and the Operator shall be free of all obligation to prose-
cute the work other than such as may be necessary and incidental to winding up, reporting, and account-
ing. The remedy provided for the Government in this paragraph "(b)" is in addition to any other remedy 
provided in this contract, and in addition to any other remedy the law may provide for breach of contract. 


(c) The giving of any notice by the Government under the provisions of this Article 8 shall not 
affect the Government's rights as provided for in the contract with respect to a percentage royalty, and 
such rights shall be fully preserved. 


ARTICLE 9. Notices to be given by the Government may be delivered to the Operator, or may be 
sent by registered mail addressed to the Operator at his mailing address, stated in this contract. If 
mailed, notices are deemed to have been delivered five days after the date of mailing. 


ARTICLE 10. Officials not to benefit.—No member of or delegate to Congress or resident commis-
sioner shall be admitted to any share or part of this contract or to any benefit that may arise therefrom; 
but this provision shall not be construed to extend to this contract if made with a corporation for its 
general benefit.

The Operator (Contractor) of an exploration project is 


required to make a monthly report to the Government 
through the Regional Executive Officer. This report' con-
sists of three parts as follows: 


(a) Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report, and 
Voucher.—This form details expenditures and consti-
tutes a voucher for reimbursing the Operator for the 
Government's share of costs; 


(b) Form MF-104A—Operator's Unit Cost and Prog-
ress Report.—This is a statistical report of expenditures 
which shows costs for the various types of operation; 
and


(c) Narrative.—A concise narrative description 'of 
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual 
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible, 
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches 
showing formations penetrated and location and assays 
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In 
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map; 
logs and assays also are to be submitted. 


The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in 
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the 
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of 
the month following. 


Preparation of Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report 
and Voucher.—All the applicable spaces in Form MF-104 
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his 
agent should sign the certification in the lower left corner of 
the form. 


The items of costs are arranged in the order they appear 
in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952), 
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting 
activities under other contract forms. 


Under Item (1) delete words "Short Form" if the contract 
is a sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delete word 
"Independent" if the contract reported is on Form MF-200

As is eid.nt on the accompanying map, the shear zone 
tested on the 540 level is a strong structure. In places it contains 
fair amounts of quartz, calcite and pyrit,, and sparse amounts of 
ephalerite and galena. At no place is the concentration of sphalerite 
arid gelena eztficient to be of economic interest. 


The beet showing of eph*lrte and galena is in the 54.-94 
intextediate "raise" from the 54494 raise. Samples taken by the 
Operator from the intermediate "raise" indicate an average grade 
of ?r gold, 1.1 ounces silver per ton, 0.7 percent lead, and 1.3 
percent zinc. A sampl. taken during the inspection at a point 123 
feet south of the main raise where there was better than average 
ephalerite and gslena assayed no gold, 0.4 ounce of silver per tori, 
1.1 percent lead, and 1.9 percent zinc. This sample was cut over a 
width of 3.5 feet. 


At the time of the inspection samples were also cut at the 
faces of the 540 level north and south drifts. Tho sample taken at 
th* north face, 3.4 feet wide, assayed no gold, 0.05 ounce of silver 
per ton, no lead, and a trace of zinc. The sample taken at the south 
face, 6.4 feet wide, assayed no gold, 0.05 ounce of silver per' ton, 
no lead, and 0.1 percent zinc. 


I have plotted the boundary of the contract area on the map 
of the 540 level. It will be noted that the workings are approaching 
the boundary of the contract area. I was not aware of this condition 
at the tIme of the inspection and it was not unt1 Ipz'il 3 during the 
course of a telephone conversation with Hr. Livingston that I learned 
of it. Mr. Livingston reported that the north drift had been advanced 
to within 40 t.t of the boundary line. I told him that work on this 
heading should atop inunedistly.
