The applicant proposed to extend the lower adit 60 feet to
intersect the vein in the 139 foot inclined shaft, and to drift 100
feet in the vein.

The Field Team has recommended the application be denied.

The vein near the adit face appears to be an extension of
the vein exposed in the lower part of the inclined shaft. Regard-
less of whether this relationship has been correctly interpreted,
sufficient work has been completed to establish the character of the
deposits on the Silver Fox claims. Mineralization on the property
is limited to sparse amounts of galena, chalcopyrite and pyrite,
vhich occurs in narrow quartz veins. Local small pods of ore may be
minsble, but mineralization is not persistent enough to Jjustify
further exploration.

The applicant's proposal is not geologically worthwhile
and no alternative project is warranted at the present time. I
recommend this application be denied exploration assistance.
