Sufficient exploration has been done from the surface to a 
vertical depth of over 200 feet to indicate the character of this 
deposit. The vein averages about 6" in width along exposed parts, 
both along strike and downd.ip. 


The field examiners do not believe the width of the vein 
can reasonably be expected to increase along strike or down the dip 
of the vein. 


A significant discovery is unlikely to be made on this 
property.

We have reviewed the subject report and concur with the 
recommendation made by the Field Team that the application be denied. 


The applicant proposes to explore the lateral extent of 
the lone vin - from the No • 2 lone adit. Vein widths range from less 
than 1 to 11 inches. One oreshoot in the No. 1 adit was stoped. to 
20 feet above the 5ad.it averaging about 8 inches in width over a 
strike distance of 140 feet. There is also a second small stope 
between the No.. 1 and 2 adits. Most of the exposed vein in both 
ádits averaged less than 5 inches in width. 


The Field Team concludes that there is no geological 
evidence available that indicates there are larger oreshoots along 
the strike of the vein. We concur with this conclusion. In addition, 
there is no evidence to indicate that deeper exploration is justified.

We have reviewed the subject application, and note that a 
field examination has-been scheduled by the Region II Executive 
Officer, DNEA. 


•	 The description of the proposed work under 5 (b), applica-
tion for aid, is somewhat confused. The applicant proposes to cross-
cut and drift a total of 1,400 feet: 500 feet eastward from the No. 
2 lone tunnel and 900 feet eastward from the Upper Bear Top tunnel 
at a lower level. The target of both openings is apparently to 
intersect at depth a lead vein that is indicated at surface by a 
weathered outcrop showing lead carbonates. 


The map accompanying the application is of little use in 
determining the value of the proposed project. Noeleva-ons are 
given. The vein in the old mine workings dips 61.° south. Judging 
from the map, the vein found in the old shaft, and the outcrops 
showing in the cuts at surface, including the "big cut with a lot 
of lead carbonates," could be the same vein. If this is true the 
vein should. be exposed in the No. 2 lone tunnel.
