Considerablework had been done by the applicant, including 
stripping, driving of a short adit and. sinking 200 feet of shaft. 
What would appear to be exaggerated ideas concerning the vein explored 
are given expression in the application.

Furthermore, 
on the biis of present information there are no worthwhile 
exploration targets along it. Conceivably, if one drifted far 
enough or sank deep enough one might find an ore shoot, but, all 
factors considered, the chances are small and do not merit 
consideration by the DI'IEA. 


"In conclusion, the writers would like to reiterate 
that the application presents a false picture of the deposit." 


I consider the conclusions of the examiners well supported. 
and concur with the recommendation of the Field Team that the appli-
cation should be denied.
