The applicant asked for assistance in exploration of the
‘Valley View mine in 1951 (see DMA Docket 1809). At that time the
property was visited by Thor Kiilsgaard. He found a very narrow,
6 inch maximum, vein in limestone from which a small amount of
good grade lead ore had been mined.. Mr. Kiilsgeard concluded:

"Mineralized fractures of the Valley View property are
narrow and relatively barren. - Locally, they widen into small
lenses of ore, although the widest one seen was only about
6 inches. There is no evidence to indicate that continued
exploration of these narrow fractures would develop ore bodies
large enough to sustain successful mining operations. Past
exploration operations have failed to discover any noteworthy
amounts of ore and there has been little ore produced from
similar types of veins in adjacent areas despite fairly.
extensive exploration.

“An unfavorable feature of the property is that the
mine workings are on a precipitious slope and may be reached
only with difficulty. The ever present threat of snow slides
in the steep and narrow. gulch leading to the property, as
well as other winter conditions, would make the property :
difficult, if not impossible, to operate during winter months."

The application does not say whether or not work has been
done and the prospects changed since that time. The DMA application
‘was denied and for the same reasons I recommend denial of this
application without asking for an examination or report if the Field
Team is_ satisfied there has been no significant change in the outlook.
