The Executive Officer, in his letter of transmittal, stated: 
"This application is inadequate, and the Applicants have no other 
objective than reopening a caved adit. 1e do not believe this to be 
exploration. We have no information on this property in our files, 
and we would not recommend any revised program for exploration at 
the property until the lower adit, which the applicants wish to re-
open, is accessible for examination. If the vein has been stoped in 
the upper drift, it seems probable that the vein has also been stoped 
from the lower adit, and it would be up to the applicants to make the 
lower adit accessible for our examination."

As noted in the Field. Team memorandum the application is 
inadecjuate and the work proposed cannot in itself be conjid.ered 
exploration. However, no line has been drai,m on doing similar work 
in order to ge:t to places where exploratory work could be done. 


An examination of the upper 700-foot level, if still open 
for inspection, a rough measurement of the dump, if any, at the 
lower leveih and historical information gathered on the ground. should 
permit reasonable deductions to be made as to the probable existence 
of ore between the levels now orin the past. 


I concur with the recommendation of the Field Team that 
the application in its present form be denied, but I wo4d not 
refuse to consider another application until the lower level is 
opened up.
