Mrs. Barnes, of Senator Church's office, phoned to discuss docket 
Li091, which is the Freese case..

We are sincerely sorry that you have interpreted our investigation 


in that manner. It has never been our practice to misinform any DMEA 


applicant. We diligently try at all times to be absolutely impartial 


in our actions, rendering our decisions solely on the evidence placed 


before us.


As a basis for my letter of December 6, I used a previous 


letter from our Spokane office wherein it was clearly ajtt2I that: 


1. Alvord had made a mistake in giving a copy of his map to 


Mr. J. E. Gilbert, of the Cordero Mining Company.

Mr. Mittendorf, Th your acknow4d-'Nov 14th, you write that you 
will "reply" to my "allegations" rat nswer my guestions. The mood 
indicated by such words called to mind Jack Dempsey's adage that the best defense 
is a good offense. Such pugnacious phrase also left me with no illusions about 
whether impartiality or bias might be looked for in the investigation. 


The question whether there has been willful mis-understanding on your part, 
I presently decide in your favor, whatever the attendant implication. In your 2d 
paragraph of the Dec.6 ltr., you mention Alvord's not remembering. I remember 
clearly that he volunteered with emphasis that if any of it went 1% he'd recommend 
it. I'm prepared so to swear. Alvord is prepared not to remember. As to your 
own words (graf 2) "attempting to be non-committal", this so contradicts the rest 
of the sentence, I can only marvel at the travesty. 


As to your 3d graf, you state absolutely that Alvord had no previous acquain-
tance with Gilbert of Cordero. Just as flatly and a lot more convincingly, Marion 
Schendell Lovelock Nev. fieldinan for Cordero says they've been good friends for a 
long time. Both of you can't be right, and since it is easy to prove the affirma-
tive and virtually impossible to prove the negative of the fact of acquaintance, I 
am mighty curious how you could be so sure. 


Far from believing himself helpful to me in regard to Cordero, Alvord knew I 
regarded Cordero as a 4th rate company with Triumph and Sunshine much better in 
quality. Alvord even seemed to agree. V'e discussed this at length. And I regaled 
Alvord with a long account of how a Cordero field man from their Idaho operation 
HAD ALREADY examined the property the previous fall right after discovery; and that 
I had received a very unfavorable view of.

As to Alvord's promise to furnish maps and assays, I have two witnesses: John 
Butler and John Barrett, Jr. and Sr. &gineers,Triumph, who were likewise promised 
same to get them to help take samples. And carry ore sacks. To this day I have had 
neithernor any word from Alvord, who warned me not to write or I wouldn't get them.'

In accordance with your letter of November lii., I have 
discussed the examination of the Ura Group with Mr. Alvord, with 
particular respect to the allegations made by Mr. Freese regarding 
the unauthorized disclosure of information. 


There were several unusual features about this examina-' 
tion. The first is that Mr. Freese stated that he would be unable 
to finance his share of the cost of a DNEA contract, if granted, 
but hoped to lease the property and assign the DI"1EP. contract to 
the lessee. The other is that at Mr. Freese's invitation two 
engineers from the Triumph Mining Company were on the property 
during the time of the examination and accompanied Mr. Freese and 
the examiners. Also, Mr. Freese requested thatwe give niorma-
tion toSunshine Mining Company concerning his property. Thus, 
it is evident tht Mr. Freese does not regard information coneern-
ing his property as confidntial; on the contrary, he was apparently 
eager to have it disseminated. 


Regarding the allegation that the property would be 
recommended "if it went l Alvord informs me that this is probably 
a misunderstanding or misrintepretation on Mr. Freese's part. 
Alvord thinks he may have said that he would recommend. the 
property if the assays were high enough, or some similar generality; 
he does not recall making the specific statement attributed to him 
by Mr. Freese. 


Alvord states that he may have told Mr. Freese that he 
would send him a copy of the map. He did not do so because he 
found that this is contrary to our practice. Not uncommonly it

is necessary to show an operator our map of his property in order 
to discuss the proposed exploration program with him, and it is 
not unusual that our map forms one of the exhibits in the contract 
and thus becomes a part of the contract itself. In no case is it 
our practice to give a map to an applicant. 	 . 


Regarding Mr. Freeses allegation that .lvord 	 copy

of the map to Mr. Rowlan King.. of Sunshine Mining Coinparj-, Alvdr 
says that this is not true. Mr. King, in a telephone conversation 
with me, confirmed thIs. He stated" that Mr. Freese had written 
him that Alvord had a map of the property and that he King) could 
see it. Mr. King states that neither he nor anyone from Sunshine 
Mining Company asked to see the map. No one in thi.s office recalls 
any attempt by Sunshine to obtain this map. 


I regret to state that Alvord tells me that he did give 
a 'copy of the Freeseynap to Mr. J. E. - Gilbert of Cordero Mining 
Company. The circumstances, however, arefar different from those 
Mr. Freese implies. Mr. Gilbert is not a "good friend" of Alvord; 
in fact,. Alvord had never seen him until Gilbert visIted this office 
on other business. On talking with Gilbert, &lvord learned that 
Gilbert was interested in tungsten, and he or one of his men would 
be in the vicinity of Mr. Freese's property. Knowing that Mr. Freese 
wanted assistance, and believing, despite the irrending DI	 denial,

that the property might merit further prospecting, he suggested to 
Gilbert that he get in touch with Mr. Freese. Unfortunately, he 
also gave Gilbert a copy of the map • ThIs action was taken in what 
appearito have been a sincere desire to help Mr. Freese. It was 
not taken because Gilbert was "a good friend' nor did Alvord per-. 
sonaliy benefit in any way. This action was., contrary to instructions, 
it was injudicious, and cannot be justified, but there is nothing to 
indicate that there was an ulterior intent. It seems to have been, 
rather, a misguided attempt to help Mr. Freese.

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As far as the allegations that an incomplete examination 
was made of the property is concerned, I have not seen the property 
personally, but I think that the examiners' report speaks for itself. 
The examiners mapped and sailed what Mr. Freese indicated to be his 
most promising structures; if these were not good enough it is un-. 
likely that lesser showings would alter their opinion of the property. 
The examiners found that the ore lenses are small in size, erratically 
distributed and their average grade is only around O. percent W03. 
Also, the property is in difficult terrain, is snowbound for long 
periods of time, and nearly three miles of road, costly to build 
and maintain, would have to be constructed before any extensive 
amount of exploration could even begin. In view of these facts, 
I see no reason to differ with the recommendation for denial made 
in the examiners' report and concurred with in the Field Team's 
letter of September 12, l9S6.


2
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Regarding Alvord's "loud, red syathies," I do not know, 
of course, what he may havesajd in Mr. Freese t s presence. I have 
never seriously discussed politics with Alvord but such statements 
as I have heard him make would suggest that he tends to be on the 
conservative, not the radical, side in his political philosophy. 


On reviewing., the situation, it is obvious that Alvord 
erred seriously in giving a copy of the map to an outside person, 
with or without Mr. Freese's permission. I think that it is clear 
that this was a misguided attempt to aid Mr. Freese and can be 	 ,s&4 
attributed to Alvord t s overenthusiasm and lack of experience rather 
than to any. intenddwrongful action on his part. It should be 
borne in mind that this was one of the first examinations that 
Alvord made on his own. This does not absolve him from blame 
for there are clear instructions concerning such matters of which 
he was aware, but I think it safe to say that Alvord now very 
keenly realizes his mistake and is most unlikely to commit the 
same error again.

In reply to your request of Dec 29th, I add the following. Enclosed are 
a map with circled X showing place of claims, the sketches, also the assay 
certificate. Present workings are only surface trenching on the steep slope 
where the outcrops are by way of location work. 


In regard to samples, I hay sent another to Cordero Mng. Co., the nearest	 k'j 
tungsten producer, who told me that on their experience with lamping it was 
about one percent ore (except one high-grade sample). Another sample sent to 
Sunshine Mng. Co. was not assayed. Mr. Rowland King, Chief Engineer, Exploration 
Division had this to say in his recent letter.."We have not sent the samples 
to the mine laboratory at Kellogg - examipations with a Mineralite confirmed 
the presence of scheelite, which we think suffcient at this time." These speci-
mens were from the main tactite vein (Ura#3) and a small quartz vein on the 
hang wall which apparently runs to higher grade. Sunshine with Lucky Friday 
has a big zinc prospect 15 miles away, and Mr. King asks me to let him bow 
when "the ground is bare next spring" as "there may be sometthig definite about 
the government purchase plan for tungsten oncentrates'.' by then. Incidentally, 
this U.S. hiway#93 ras kept open last winter, butha een shut this year for 
various reasons - floods in Idaho roads, low traffic, etc. I talked to the 
hiway officials 1as.zeekarid iarted It cn be opened next winter and there-
after irthere is the traffic to make it worth while. 


As to #5 of your letter, Mr. Martin, book 157 pages 338 and 339 of the 
Blame County quartz records are the ones for , y Ura claims. However, as to 
the "Right of location" on a Forest Reserve yoi ask for, I'm not clear if you 
want me to quote the traditional U.S . mining law that opens public lands to 
prospectors or what. The claim papers themselves I don't want to let go of, 
especially since they represent no "right" but my personal record of "claim" 
to the ground. The "right" derives from the general U.S. law of long standing, 
altho of course it has been amended as recently as 2 Mar '55, according to the 
copy of this ne legislation sent me by Sen. Welker - its on ash, cinders, 
pumice, sand, and gravel. However, you can call up the Chief Forester in 
Tash. D.C. and refer to the map enclosed, if you doubt the ground is open. I 
have checked on thematter verbally and found it to be open even in the nearby 
"primitive area" which the Foresters would like miners to think is not open, 
but which they admit is open when you prss them hard enuf. I have even checked 
up on the permit to build a road, which takes two weeks and the road builder 
pays for the knocked down trees if commercial timber. The rangers don't want 
to accept applications until immediately before the actual building, which is 
not the way I would prier it but is standard practice J	 . 'U. C.t9l-\, 4J42' 


I might add that this Cordero Mng. Co. with lots of very good ore is oper-
ating as tho to be on a shut-down basis by July l956,says the manager, and not 
attempting to develop reserves. Harry Marsh, Secr. Idaho Mng. Assoc. tells me 
that the long time producer Dna Mine here in Idaho with .6% ore is getting 
ready to shut down. Getchell Mines.in Nevada write that they aren't interested

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in tungsten prospects no matter how good, as they expect the price to collapse 
soon. This is the view of the State Mine Inspector locally. Mr. Robinson, 
manager of the Blame County Triumph mine - a lead, zinc, silver, gold, pro-
ducer with an ex-Getchell man on his staff has expressed interest in the pros-
pect and wants to make a general survey of the area next spring. He checked 
one nearby lead prospect last year and says he wants to go back for a more 
careful survey. 


I note on pages 124 & 129 of the Malone Committee report, successor to 
the Paley Report, Report of the Minerals, Materials, and Fuels Economic Sub-
Committee of the Committee on Interior and Insular Affairs pursuant to Sen. 
Resolution 143 on the A ccessibility of Strategic and Critical Materials to 
the U.S. in Time of War and for our panding Economy that official interest 
is expressed in the problem. "It is hoped that the industry will not be per-
mitted to die, as it has twice before, after termination of the program t1 . Etc. 


The sketches are enclosed, but I might underscore that a certain latitude 
is essential in how much work needs to be dane, as no one can tell exactly how 
far it will be necessary to go into the mountainside to pick up the vein, 
which sometimes but not always rims conveniently true in direction - strike 
and dip. 


Finally, I note that you are Chief of the Iron etc. Division. Is there 
any program at all for iron now ? I found.an interesting iron situation, 
very high grade pure in regard to pesky elements such as phos and sulfur, 
and with good geological pssibi1ities, but I thot that iron was out as far 
as DEA. aid and interest were coflcerned.

Mr. Mittendorf, thank you for your letter of October 8th. It came as a sur-
prise since Mr. Alvord, U.S.G.S. during his field trip said he would recommend it 
if any of it went 1%. He also promised to send me maps and assays, but he never 
did. He told me not to write or I wouldn't get them, hut I haven't got them even 
so. Is there. any possibility for me to get them ? I understand that other appli-
cants have received thi courtesy, and this. data would be useful to me in carry-
ing on without governmeflt help. 


Oddly, Mr. Alvord DID send them immediately to J.E. Gilbert, Palo Alto Calif. 
manager of Cord.êro Mining Co. without my knowledge or consent. Gilbert wrote his 
fIeld agent Marion Schendell to hurry up to look at my claims. Schendell was frank 
to say that Alvord did this because he was a "good friend" of Gilbert and wanted 
to give them a chance at it. Alvord knew I had two other companies considering it. 
It is only from Schendell who read me assays furnished by Alvord that I learned that 
the 4 channels taken on the main showing ran l.16%,.40Ø, .35, & .40 . There was 
another listed at about .17 tho where it was from I couldn't learn. Alvord also gave 
information WITH my permission to Sunshine ng. CO (Mr. Rowland King) but none to 
me.


The ethical concerns arising from Donald Alvord's doing is for your disposition, 
but my question remains - why can 't I - the applicant - get the maps arid assays in 
order to see what is being denied ? 


Again, I have another question. How do you people know that the "probability 
of disclosing tungsten ore reserves is not sufficiently promising to justify Govern-
ment participation" ? Let me tell you about the field team's work. Arriving without 
having breakfasted, they fiddled away the best part of the day on the no#2 claim 
while I was insisting that it was of lesser importance. While they found a great deal 
of time to measure the distance and angle from a corner btake to the discovery post, 
they didn't even look at two parallel zones on Ura#2 within a few hundred feet; Alvord 
saying they couldn't see everything. 


When we got to #3, I continued, to assist Alvord with mapping while the Triumph en-
gineer who was along helped. Edward Parsons, U.S. Bureau of Mines take assays. I could. 
not persuade this field team to walk 250 feet DOWNHILL to look at another show, which 
is continuously exposed for 500 feet and is up to 6 feet wide with scheelite'mineraliz-
ation. There are 3 zones on Ura#2 and 4 zones on Ura#3. They looked at 1 zone on 
Ura#2 and 2 zones that were so clos they appeared to run, together on Ura#3. Thus, 
I ask: how do you know ? The persistence of tactite, scheelite, and formation thru 
the mountain and to much lo"er elvations as not checked at,.a1l.
