The cited application, dated April 16, 1956 3 was received 
by this office on April 23. As the application was very incomplete, 
additional information was requested from the Applicant on April 27. 
On June 29, we received additional information. The application was 
referred to the ield Team on July 6 for their consideration, a field 
examination of the property if warranted, and recommendation. 


The Applicant proposed to rehabilitate 50 feet of the upper 
tunnel, continue this adit approximately 125 feet to intersect the vein, 
and to drift approximately 125 feet on the veins The Applicant estimated 
this, work would cost 10,300.00 


The work that has been done on this property consists of three 
adits, pits and bulldozer cuts, Prospecting has been carried out spo-
radically for about 35 years, but no ore was ever shipped. A total of 
at least 400 feet of underground development has been done. 


The Field Team examined the property on July 15 and 16, 19563 
and their report and recommendation was received by this office on 
September 7. 


The Field Team states: 


"Some prospecting has been done in the last few years in the 
tactites along contacts between granite and partially metamorphosed 
limestones which carry copper and lead minerals, magnetite, and 
traces of other metallic minerals. Three adits and a number of pits 
and bulldozer cuts are accessible. The tactités. are composed 
essentially of green and brown garnet with some heavy bands of 
magnetite in places but with little evidence of any concentrations 
of metallic minerals in commercial

Small lenses containing insignificant amounts of copper 
and lead minerals are formed in tactite zones along and near a 
granite-limestone contact. The examiners conclude that the chance 
of making a significant discovery is poor and recommend that the 
application be denied.
