The applict;.nt rei;uest.ed assistance in searching for the
downward extensions of somewhat hypothetigzél veins on which near
surface work had long since been done. No definite target was offered.

The examiners found no evidence of mineralization of conse-
quence. Narrow, discontinuous low grade lenses of material were seen.
The largest and best is up to 20 feet long and 2.5 feet wide., A
sample showed 2.2 oz. silver per ton, 0.8% lead, 1.2% zinc, and 0.05%
copper. In view of the location of the property, only sizable and good
grade orebodies are worth while. No such deposit is known or can be
inferred.

The examiners and the Field Team recommend that the application
be denied. I concur with that recommendation.

Enclosed are three copies each of a letter dated August L4, 1957,

from Mr. Harvey Beverland requesting reconsideration of his previously
denied application for DMEA assistance and our reply.

The former examination was made by E. W. Parsons, mining
engineer, U. S. Bureau of Mines, and Howard B. Nickelson, geologist,
U. S. Geological Survey. Nickelson is no longer in Spokane, but we
have talked to Parsons regarding Mr. Beverland's dissatisfaction with
the examination. Parsons says that he and Nickelson looked at every
showing to which Mr. Beverland took them. Also, that Mr. Beverland
pointed to a skyline, about 3,000 feet away and apparently off his
property, where he said there was a caved adit about 7O feet deep.

In spite of this, they suggested looking at it but, as Mr. Beverland
said there was nothing to see and seemed reluctant to take them there,
they did not press the point.

During a re-examination of the Enderlin property, Docket No.
DMEA-418T, Parsons says that Mr. Enderlin told him of the shipment
referred to under item 3 of Mr. Beverland's letter. Enderlin said he
was working for Beverland at the time, that the shipment amounted to
approximately 10 tons of lead carbonate ore and that it came from a
lens which appeared to be about 6 feet in diameter and which
Nickelson had seen during a previous examination. This lens was off
the land included in the application. The single shipment exhausted
the ore in that lens which was found to be about 4 feet deep according
to Mr. Enderlin.






As Mr. Beverland was advised of the denial of his application
in a letter dated September 18, 1956, it is strange that he has waited
this long to voice his dissatisfaction with the examination.
