2. The date fixed in Article 1 of the Contract for 
completion of the work is extended from December 12, 1957, 
to December 12, 1958. 


3. The maximum period for royalty payments and liens 
to secure the payment thereof provided for in Article 
6(b)(2) of the Contract is increased from ten (10) to 
eleven (1). years from the date of the Contract. 


4. It. is of the essence of this Contract that the 
work be resumed on or before the termination of the 
period here fixed for suspension, and be completed before 
the the termination of the period fixed for completion; 
and if it is not so resumed and completed in the manner 
required by the Contract, the following provisions shall 
thereupon become effective:

(b) The Subordination Agreement of the holder of any claim, lien, or encumbrance listed above and 


(if the Operator does not hold the legal title) the Consent to Lien of any holder of the legal title of the 
land (lessor, seller, optionor, etc.) are attached, as follows .----- -CQSefltOLieflQfOWflers.......

(c) The Operator shall preserve and maintain his right, title, and interest in the land and his right 


to the possession thereof for the purposes of this contract, and 'shall devote the land and all existing im-
provements, facilities, buildings, installations, and appurtenances to the purposes of this contract. The 
Operator shall neither transfer, convey, nor surrender the land nor any right, title, or interest therein, nor 
permit nor suffer any claim, lien, or encumbrance thereon, without expressly referring to and providing

in the instrument of conveyance, lien, or encumbrance for the preservation of the Government's right to 
a percentage royalty on production and lien for the payment thereof. TWO copies of such instrument 
shall be furnished to the Government. If the Government's rights to royalty as provided in Article 6 
have been terminated, the provisions of this paragraph (c) shall become inapplicable. 


ARTICLE 3. Performance of the work.—(a) Operator's responsibility.—The work shall be per-
formedd:iligently, efficiently, expertly, in a workmanlike manner, and in accordance with good mining 
standards and State regulations governing health, safety, andliability insurance covering employment. 
The Operator shall provide suitable and adequate equipment, facilities, materials, supplies, and labor 
to complete the work, as specified in Article 1 (a).

ARTICLE 4. Contribution by the Government.—The Government will make its contribution on 
the basis of the monthly vouchers referred to in Article 5 (b) ; but all payments by the Government are 
provisional only, subject to audit, and until the account between the Operator and the Government is 
finally audited and settled and the Operator's final report has been rendered, the Government may with-
hold such sums as it sees fit but not in excess of 10 percent of the estimated total cost of the work. To 
the extent that excesses over fixed unit costs or any excess over the estimated total cost may be neces-
sary for the performance of the work, the Operator shall incur and pay such excesses for his own account 
without contribution by the Government. The Government will not contribute to the cost of any work 
performed prior to the date of this contract. The Government may make payments for the account of 
the Operator directly to independent contractors and suppliers rather than to the Operato;. 


ARTICLE 5. Reports, accounts, audits.__(a) Operator's records.—The Operator shall keep suit-
able records and accounts of the units of work performed and of any production in which the Govern-
ment may have an interest; and shall preserve those with respect to work performed for at least three 
years after final payment by the Government, and those with respect to production for at least three years 
after any obligation to pay royalties to the Government has terminated. The Government may inspect 
and audit said records and accounts at any time, eithei by itself or by a certified public accountant. The 
Comptroller General of the United Statesbr his representative, until the expiration of said three-year 
periods, shall have access to and the right to examine all pertinent books, documents, papers, and records 
of the Operator. 


(b) Progress reports and vouchers.—The Operator shall provide the Government with fiye copies of 
monthly progress reporth in thrë ctions as follows: (1) Opeiator's MOnthly Reiort and VOucher show-
ing a detailed statement of units of work performed during the reporting period; (2) Operator's Unit 
Cost and Progress Report showing the various types of work performed during the reporting period and 
the fixed unit costs incurred for each type ef r and (3) a Narrative Report of the work performed 
drin the reporting period ncluding adequê gineering-geological maps or sketches, drill hole logs 
and locations, and assay reports on samples taken concurrently with advance in mineralized ground. 
(Forms for reporting under (1) and (2) above will be provided by the Government.) 


(c) Final report.—Upon completion of the work or termination of the Government's obligation to 
contribute to costs, the Operator shall furnish the Government with five copies of a final report (in addi-
tion to the final progress report and voucher). This final report shall include a geological and engineering 
evaluation of the results of the work performed under the contract with an estimate of the ore reserves 
resulting from such work, complete assay data, adequate geological and engineering maps r sketches, 
and a summary of the work performed and the unit costs thereof. 


(d) Report of sales.—The Operator shall provide the Government with suitable accounting and doc-
umentary evidence covering all production to which the Government's percentage royalty relates, such as 
copies of smelter or concentrator settlement sheets, and certified accounts of production and sale or other 
disposition of production.

(e) Compliance with requirements.—If in the opinion of the Government any of the Operator's 
reports, records, or accounts are insufficient or incomplete, or if the Operator fails to make them, the 
Government may procure the making or completion of such with suitable attachments as an expense of 
the work to which the Operator shall contribute. The Government may withhold approval and payment 
of any vouchers relating to insufficient or incomplete reports, records, or accounts. 


ARTICLE 6. Repayment by Operator.—(a) Certiflcation.—If the Government considers that a 
discovery or development from which production may be made has resulted from the work, the Govern-
ment, at any time not later than six months after the Operator has rendered a sufficient final report (see 
Article 5) , may so certify in writing to the Operator. Such certification shall describe broadly or mdi-
cate the nature of the discovery or development. 


(b) Royalty on production.—The Operator, as principal if the Operator is the producer or as surety 
if the Operator is not the producer (for example,: if the Operator either transfers or fails to retain his 
interest in the land) , shall pay to the Government a royalty on all minerals mined or produced from the 
land, as follows : ( 1 ) regardless of any certification of discovery or development, from the date of the 
contract until the lapse of the time within which the Government may make such certification or until 
the total net amount contributed by the Government without interest is fully repaid, whichever occurs 
first; or (2) if the Government makes a certification of discovery or development, for a period of ten years 
from the date of the contract or until the total net amount contributed by the Government without inter-
est is fully repaid, whichever occurs first. 


(c) Basis for computation.—The Government's royalty shall be a percentage of the gross proceeds 
(including any bonuses, premiums, allowances, or other benefits) from the production sold, in the form 
sold (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent), at the point of delivery (the f. o. b. point) ; except, that 
charges of the buyer arising in the regular course of business, and shown as deductions on the buyer's 
settlement sheets, on account of the cost of treatment processes performed by the buyer, sampling and 
assaying to determine the value of the production sold, and freight paid by the buyer to a carrier (not the 
Operator), shall be allowed as deductions in arriving at the "gross proceeds" as that term is used herein. 
Any costs of treatment processes, sampling, assaying, or transportation performed or paid by the Oper-
ator or by anyone other than the buyer are not deductible in arriving at the "gross proceeds" as that 
term is here used. The term "treatment processes," as here used, means those processes (such as milling, 
concentrating, smelting, refining, or equivalent, but excluding fabricating or manufacturing) applied to 
the crude ore or other production after it is extracted from the ground to put it into a commercially mar-
ketable form. 


(d) Unsold production.—If any production (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent) after the lapse 
of six months from the date the ore was extracted from the ground remains neither sold nor used by the 
Operator in integrated manufacturing or fabricating operations (for instance, if it is stockpiled), the Gov-
ernment, at its option, as long as it so remains, may require the computation and payment of its royalty on 
the value of such production in the form (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent) it is in when the Gov-
ernment elects to require computation and payment. If any production is used by the Operator in inte-
grated manufacturing or fabricating operations before the Government makes its election, the Govern-
ment's royalty on such production shall be computed on the value thereof in the form in which and at 
the time it is so used. "Value" as here used means what is or would be gross income from mining oper-
ations for percentage depletion purposes in Federal income tax determination, or the market value, 
whichever is greater. 


(e) Percentages of royalty.—The percentages of the Government's royalty shall be as follows: 
One and one-half (1½) percent of amounts ("gross proceeds" or "value") not in excess of eight 


dollars ($8.00) per ton of production in the form in which sold, held, or used, plus one-half (½) per-
cent for each additional full fifty cents ($0.50) by which such amounts exceed eight dollars ($8.00) 
per ton, but not in excess of five (5) percent of such amounts. 


(For instance: the royalty on an amount of five dollars ($5.00) per ton would be one and one-half 
• (1½) percent; on an amount of ten dollars ($ 10. 00) per ton, three and one-half ( 3½) percent.) 


(f) Time for computation and payment.—The Government's royalty shall be computed and paid 
currently upon each lot sold, held, or used in integrated operations, as the case may be, as above pro-
vided in this Article.







(g) Lien for payment.—To secure the payment of its percentage royalty, there is hereby granted 
to the Government a lien upon the land or the Operator's interest in the land and upon any production 
of minerals therefrom until the royalty claim is extinguished by lapse of time or is fully paid. 


(h) Notice to purchasers.—The Operator shall give notice of the Government's claim for royalty to 
any purchaser of the production, and shall authorize and direct such purchaser to pay the royalty 
directly to the Government and to furnish the Government with copies of the settlement sheets. If 
the records of any production and sales or other disposition of production, whether the production is by 
the Operator or by others, are not made available to the Government, the amount of the royalty may be 
estimated by the Administrator, Defense Minerals Exploration Administration, or his successor, and 
his estimate thereof shall be final and binding upon the Operator. 


(i) No obligation to produce.—Nothing in this contract is to be construed as imposing any obliga-
tion on the Operator or the Operator's successor in interest to engage in any production operations. 


(j) Government not obligated to buy.—Nothing in this contract shall be construed as imposing any 
obligation on the Government to purchase any minerals mined or produced from the land. 


ARTICLE 7. Termination of the Government's obligations.—(a) If in the opinion of the Govern-
ment operations at any time have failed to achieve anticipated results that indicate the probability of 
making a worthwhile discovery and in the opinion of the Governmeiit further operatibiis are not jus-
tified, the Government may give the Operator written notice thereof, and thereupon the Gohiriëitshall 
be free of all obligation to pay on account of units of work not then performed, and the Operator shall be 
free of all further obligation to prosecute the work other than such as may be necessary and incidental to 
winding up, reporting,and accounting. 


(b) If in the opinion of the Government the Operator is in any manner in default under the terms of 
the contract, the Government may give the Operator written notice of such default with a specification of 
reasonable time within which the default must be cured; and if the Operator fails to cure such default as 
required, thereupon the Government shall be relieved of all obligation to pay on account of units of 
work not performed when the notice was given, and the Operator shall be free of all obligation to prose-
cute the work other than such as may be necessary and incidental to winding up, reporting, and ac-
counting. The Government may also avail itself of any other remedy the law may provide for breach 
of contract, including the right to rescind the contract and to demand repayment of all moneys con-
tributed by the Government under the contract. 


(c) The giving of any notice by the Government under the provisions of this Article 7 shall not 
affect the Government's rights as provided for in the contract with respect to a percentage royalty, and 
liens to secure the payment thereof, and such rights shall be fully preserved. 


ARTICLE 8. Notices to be given by the Government may be delivered to the Operator or may be sent 
by registered mail addressed to the Operator at the mailing address stated in this contract. If mailed, 
notices are deemed to have been delivered five days after the date of mailing. 


ARTICLE 9. Officials not to benefit.—No member of or delegate to Congress or resident commis-
sioner shall be admitted to any share or part of this contract or to any benefit that may arise therefrom; 
but this provision shall not be construed to extend to this contract if made with a corporation for its 
general benefit.

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INTRODUCTION AND SUMMARY 


This report is written on the Squaw Creek Fluorspar deposit located 


in the Dixie (Unorg.) Mining District, Idaho County, Idaho. The report 


covers in detail the following: geology, proposed mining methods, 


metallurgy of concentrating the ore, and the uses of fluorspar in industry. 


A survey was made of two veins on the North side of the Salmon River showing 


an indicated ore reserve of three hundred thousand tons. 


The fluorspar is deposited in silicified fracture zones in a fissure 


vein structure. The proposed mining operation for the fluorspar veins 


will be carried on by the shrinkage stope method. The proposed mill which 


will produce an acid grade fluorspar will operate on a flotation concentrat-


ing system. It is proposed that the main reserve of the ore will be sold 


to produce hydrofluoric acid. This market will give the largest net return. 


LOCAL FEATURES 


Location, and Accessibility 


The squaw Creek Fluorspar deposit is located in Sections 21, 22, 27 


and 28, Townshi p 2 North, Range 12 East, Boise Meridian, Idaho County, 


Idaho. The c1arns on the north side of the Salmon River are located within 


the Wilderness Area and those on the south side of the Salmon River are 


within the Primitive Area of Idaho. 


The road from Elk City, Idaho to Connor, Montana will be traversed 


for a, d5stance of approximately forty-seven miles and is a dirt-surfaced 


road with a odrat grade. A dista-ice of five miles from Connor, Montana, 


to Darby, Montana by U. S. Highway 9 places the ore at railroad facilities. 


The Elk City road is maintained during the summer months by the United States 


- -	 Forest Service.
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-	 Physical Features 


The altitude of the deosit is. between two thousand seven hundred 


feet and five thousand feet0 The main vein lies nearly parallel to the 


Salmon River and two hundred-fifty feet from the north shore. The vein 


lies in a reef or ridge approximately four hundred-fifty feet high. The 


veins on the south side of the Salmon River outcrop at an approximate 


elevation of five thousand three hundred feet0 The proposed road will 


follow along high ridges from Salmon Mountain to the deposit. Very little 


rock work will be necessary for the road. The overburden area permits easy 


cutting by bulldozers. 


Light stands of different varieties of pine make up the vegetation 


on the higher ridges0 


Climate

	 The climate of the Salmon River area is typical of western Montana. 


Summers are warm and dry, and winters are cold with an accumulating snowfall 


averaging a depth of six feet0 The snow season, on the average, begins 


around the first of October and clears away during April and May. With 


the help of snow removal equipment, shipping can be carried on for nine 


months of the year0 


Facilities 


.Darby, Montana is the nearest town, having a population of four hundred-


eighty persons0 The town is a way point on U. S Highway 9 and the terminus 


of the nearest railroad. The principal city of the Bitterroot Valley is 


Missoula, sixty-nine miles north of Darby on U. S. Highway 93 and has 


population of thirty-three thousand five hundred. Industrial supplies and 


equipment can be obtained in Missoula. Domestic needs can be filled in 


Darby or nineteen miles north on U0 S ° Highway 93 at Hamilton.
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•	 Labor and Living Conditions 


Ranching and lumbering are the principal industries in the area. 


No producing mines, with the exception of 


deposit, are in the area. Miners can be brought in from the Butte area 


to the East and from the Salmon, Idaho area to the South. No difficulty 


should be encountered in obtaining the relatively small labor force required 


to operate the concentrating mill and the mining of the ore. 


Prevailing labor rates inwere l.65 per hour for common labor 


and $1.80 to $200 per hour for semi-skilled labor, 


Living quarters will be built to house the men operating the mill 


and the mine. Timber can be cut off the property to furnish the lumber 


for the construction of the mill and cabins. The truckers can regulate 


their trips so as to maintain living quarters at Darby or elsewhere.
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GENERAL GEOLOGY OF FUJORSPAR DEPOSITS 


--	 Fluorspar deposits occur predominately as a filled fissure vein. 


Fluorine gas and hydrofluoric acid attack the calcium silicate as they 


work their way through fractures which are the paths of least resistance. 


The silicates are replaced by the fluoride producing the products fluor-


spar (CaF2 ) and silica (Si02 ). Fluorspar has inert susceptability to 


other elements and compounds which leads to the fact that fluorspar shows 


no tendency to replace or unite with the wall rock or to erode chemically. 


Fluorspar has been found to he associated with and carrying harite, quartz, 


calcite, pyrite, magnatite, sphalerite and galena. A fissure vein of fluorite 


can be a very high grade being diluted only by the wall rock. In general 


a three foot vein of fluorspar running 60% pure is considered economic. 


The depth of a vein is limited only by the fact that as the fissure continues 


forcing its way o the surface and reducing the primary surging pressure, the 


wall rock pinches off the fissure vein. The length of the vein is determined 


as the fissure chooses the path of least resistance. The width has a regular 


pinching and swelling pattern reaching a maximum width of fifteen feet. A 


fissure vein may contain a slight trace of calcium carbonate (CaCO) and-


sulphide minerals or in most cases, none at all. The fluorspar may have 


a high silica (8i02) content. 


Fluorspar deposits may also occur from deep seated ascending vapors 


or hot solutions carrying the fluorine gas and hydrofluoric acid attacking 


calcium carbonate sediments thus forming a solution of CaF 2 which will deposit 


on the limestone walls as fluorspar. The predominate impurity in this type 


of deposit would be calcium carbon5te (CaCO). Since two or three large 


mines on the Roisciare deposit in southern Illinois furnish a very large 


-	 percent of the domestic production, it represents a typical limestone enrichment
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of great economic value. Since the demand for fluorspar has been so great, 


this deposit is nearly depleted. 


The third type of deposit of a different geological formation is 


the recent discovery of the Crystal Mountain deposit near Darby, Montana. 


This fluorspar deposit is in ithe form of a maginatic segregation in granite, 


probably having a reserve of five hundred thousand tons br more, holding 


a grade of 97% or better. As this section of the great Idaho batholith 


cooled, the minerals having a slow cooling rate coalesced, causing large 


pockets of fluorspar. Magratite has practically the same cooling rate, 


causing it to be associated with the fluorspar pockets. This makes it 


possible to prospect by the use of a dip needle running a grid type survey 


over heavily overburdened area. A magnetic storm is the only thing that 


interrupts the use of a dip needle survey. 


Geology of Squaw Creek Fluorspar 


Up to the present time very little information regarding the geology 


of this area has been written. This deposit lies entirely within the Idaho 


batholith. Adjoining the most northern limits of the deposit, one can note 


a much younger batholith by the smooth, rounded appearance of the ridges and 


peaks. A granite of the younger batholith has a much finer texture with a 


lower silica content causing a mechanical and chemical erosion to be much 


greater than on the Idaho batholith, The falls in the Salmon River are more 


prominent at the granite contact and into the younger granite area which is 


more easily cut by the river action than in the Idaho granite. 


After studying the area, the geology of the fluorspar deposit can best 


be described as follows. During the intrusion of the younger batholith in-


to. the Idaho batholith, tremendous internal stresses were set up in the 


surrounding area which caused the fracturing of the exterior area within 


the Idaho batholith. These fracture zones later became silicified. These
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fracture zones, even though they have been filled by a cementing material, 


still maintain to be a path of least resistance to underground liquids 


under high pressure. In this case a fluorine gas and hydrofluoric acid 


forced its way through the silicified fracture zones uniting with the 


calcium silicates. The fluoride replaced the silicate radical, producing 


fluorspar (OaF2 ) and quartz.

The non-resistant quartz reefs can easily be seen marking out fluor-


spar deposition. The geological association of the reefs with a fluorspar 


deposition permits a feasable and rapid method of prospecting by the use of 


aerial photos or a direct survey by air...-


The geology of six separate parallel veins has been studied on the 


	


-	 north side of the Salmon River and two Intersecting veins plus a spider-


web cluster has been recognized on the south side. 


Mineralogy of Fluorspar 


Fluorspar occurs in the isometric system in the most common form, 


cubic, and less frequently as octahedral or dodecahedral forms. Cubic 


crystals sometimes grouped in parallel position to form a pseudo-octahedron. 


A dusty appearance is caused from this tendency to form crystals by the 


parallel grouping of minute cubes. The atomic structure of fluorspar has 


the calcium atom arranged on a face centered cubic lattice with the fluorine 


atoms lying at the centers of the e.ght small cubes of which the unit cell 


is comosed. 


Fluorspar is deposited more predominately as a compact, rarely coluiar, 


	


-	 coarse or fine, granular and massiv. Fluorspar fractures flat-conchoidally 


and splintery. Other characteristics are brittle, hardness 4, specific
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gravity to 3.25, luster vitreous, streak white, transparent to subtraris-


luscent, and color white, yellow, rose, violet blue, sky blue, green and 


brown.


Mine Development and Equipment 


No development work has been done up to the present towards actual 


mining of the ore. The mining of the main vein on the north side of the 


Salmon River, which averages a width of7.08 feet, has been traced for a 


distance of approximately two thousand feet and will be the primary operation. 


By the outcropping of the vein on the extreme ends of the ridge or reef, 


a depth of three hundred feet has been estimated. By the use of intermittent 


trenches along the vein, three hundred thousand tons would be a probable 


estimation of indicated ore reserves for this single vein. Only by the 


use of diamond drilling can an estimation of measured ore be determined. 


A main haulageway will be cut into the face of the reef at an elevation 


of approximately two thousand sevenhundred feet above sea level and shrink-


age stoping will be carried along the vein to the surface three hundred feet 


above. The ore will be mined at an approximate cost of $2.8 per ton. 


Ore chutes placed at twenty-five foot centers along the main haulageway 


will be used to draw off ore from the shrinkage stoping above. The height 


of the broken ore will be controlled so as all drilling can be done while 


standing on broken ore. The chutes will be equipped with hydrauliq controlled 


doors so the drawing of ore can be regulated. The ore will be scooped from 


the floor of the haulagewayby a Hi-loader which will transfer it to two 


five ton capacity trucks outside and carried directly to the concentrating 


mill. The broken ore, ten cubic feet to the ton, will be placed in storage 


bins that will supply a concentrating mill on Smith Creek approximately 


one thousand-five hundred feet away along the bank of the Salmon River.
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After concentrating the fluorspar to an acid grade it will be hoisted to 


the top of the ridge or trucked over a series of switchbacks, depending on 


further . study after the road is completed, and loaded into ten-ton capacity 


trucks. If hoisted, the hoisting equipment must be able to lift one hundred 


twenty-five tons of concentrates per day up a grade of 30 or 40 percent to 


a height of one thousand feet. Five trucks carrying ten tons will make two 


trips per day to Darby, approximately sixty-five miles away. A road must be 


constructed from Salmon Mountain to the fluorspar deposit, approximately 


eighteen miles distant. The road from Elk City to Darby will supply the 


remaining forty-seven miles to be trave'sed, Construction estimates for 


the eighteen-mile road have ranged f'om $22,000 to $33,000. The road will 


traverse on the top of three predomipant ridges and crossing two gulches, 


one at Dennis Creek and one at Hamilton Creek0 In constructing the eighteen 


miles of road, the possibilities of uncovering other ore deposits are very 


-.	 good. The area has not been prospected for mineral wealth with the 


exception of gold. 


Further mapping and drilling mut ipe done to determine the tonnage on 


the south side of Salmon River and also joining the main vein on the north 


side. As the ore deposits are developed and mined on the south side, ore 


wil-1 be transported to the mill by ap oyerhead tram lines 


Concentrating Mill fpr Acid Grade Spar 


The mill will be located on Smith Creek for its clean water supply 


and convenient railings disposal. T1'ie capacity of the mill will be to 


produce one hundred tons of acid grade luorspar concentrates per twenty-


four hours. Approximately one hundred thirty-five tons or ore will be run 


through the mill at a cost of approximately $4l per ton for flotatIon 


reagents. The mill equipment will cost $100,000 plus $5,000 for quanitative 


laboratory equipment to control concentrate grade0

The results employed are standard to fluorspar practice. Soda ash 


will be used as an alkalinity regulator. Sodium silicate and quebracho 


will be used as depressants and dispersion reagents. Oleic acid was used 


as a collector for the fluorspar. No frother is necessary as a satisfactory 


froth is produced by oleic acid. Two cleanings of the rougher flotation 


concentrate is sufficient to produce acid grade fluorspar concentrate. 


An 80% recovery is possible with little trouble producing 98% acid grade 


fluorspar. It is recommended the quebracho should be controlled closely 


for an excessive amount would retard the flotation of the fluorspar. If 


CaCO3 is not present in the ore, quebracho is not needed. The addition 


of sodium silicate other than to the conditioner and first cleaner can 


probably be eliminated. The liberation for non-metallics in concentration 


by flotation is at a minus 65 mesh. Heating the pulp in the conditioner by 


means of a steam coil is recommended. The water for milling should be 


relatively soft otherwise a water softening unit should be installed. 


The concentrate settles rapidly. The concentrate thickener should 


be based on an area of approximately five square feet per ton per twenty-


four hours. The thickener concentrate has a filter rate of two thousand 


-	 pounds per square foot per twenty-four hours0

Fluorspar is mainly sold through brokers who can guarantee delivery

to the consumero Direct sales are otherwise difficult as the buyer feels 


he cannot be assured of delivery. 


General Information Regarding Uses 


Steel and Foundry Work 


Fluorspar is added to the blast furnace charge to give greater fluidity 


to the slag, thus assisting in carrying off the impurities. Present practice 


calls for the use of 6. pounds of fluorspar per ton of basic open hearth 


steel produced. Steel making requires gravel-size fluorspar with not over 


15% fines, as the fine material blows out of the furnace and does •not readily 


sink into the molten mass. 


Ferro-Alloys 


Fhiorspar is used in the manufacture of ferro-alloys to form a fluid 


slag -to carry off impurities. 


Miscellaneous Metallurgical Work 


Fluorspar is used metallurgically in smelting refractory ores of gold, 


silver, and copper; in the production of nickel and monel metal; in refining 


copper, antimony, lead, and silver; in brass foundry work; and in extracting 


various rare metals from their ores. Its use is in forming a fluid slag. 


Welding Rod Coatings 


Welding rod coatings carry fluorspar which becoming fluid, carries off 


oxide scale and impurities from the joints being welded. 


Aluminum 


Fluorspar is used in slagging off impurities. 


Cement 


In cement mills, the addition of 0.25 to 1% fluorspar permits lowering 


• the fusion point 400 0 , resulting in fuel economy. Further experimentation 


has shown that 3 to 5% fluorspar is preferable, giving a fragile clinker 


which is more easily ground. This quantity also eliminates formation of
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rings in the kilns, eliminating stoppages for cleaning and increasing 


refractory life. 


Fluorspar is also used in the manufacture of a flux to de-slag high 


temperature steam generators. 


Calcium Carbide and Cyanimid 


Fluorspar is used to facilitate fusion and the contract of products 


in the manufacture of calcium carbide and cyanimide, and promotes easy 


flowing of the fused mass. 


Glass and Enamel 


Fluorspar is used for the manufacture of opalescent glass. It is the 


fluidity of fluorspar during fusion which imparts the smooth surface to 


enamel and sanitary ware. It is similarly used to produce smooth, fused 


facings on bricks and tiles and for vitriolite building material. 


It is to be noted that the above uses of fluorspar depend upon its 


qualities of fluidity during fusion; physical rather than chemical 


qualities0 The following usages dpend upon its chemical properties and 


the chemical properties of its derivitives. 


Acid


The production of hydrofluoric acid is the first step in the chemical 


usage of fluorspar. Sulfuric acid is added to the fluorspar to produce 


hydrofluoric acid. Specifications of the fluorspar call for less than 1% 


CaCO, and less than 1% Si0 2 . Calcium carbonate neutralizes the acid and 


too much causes foaming. Silica forms hydrofluosilicic acid in such 


proportion that for every part of silica, 4 parts of fluorspar and 5 parts 


of 660 Baume sulfuric acid are wasted. For each additional 1% silica, 


10% must be deducted from the value of the fluorspar.. 


Hydrofluoric acid is used in electrolytic refining of metals, stripping 


anodizing racks, chromium plating, pickling of metals, etching glassware, 


and frosting light bulbs.

Enclosed are the original, and one copy of the Operator's final 


report together with five maps. The contract requires the submission of 
only one map showing the geology, the altitude of survey points, sample 
locations and assays, width of samples, and data pertinent to future 
exploration of any likely deposit. The geology and the altitudes of 
survey stations are shown on Maps 2 and 3, while the sample locations 
and assay data are shown on Maps 4 and 5 drawn at a larger scale. This 
fact appears to us to meet the contract requirements, as does the report. 


In reference to your letter of July 15, 1958, we have pre-
viously sent you two copies each of an interim inspection report, dated 
August 1, 1958, by William C. Prinz, Geologist, U. S. Geological Survey, 
and a memorandum, dated August 13, 1958, by Charles J. Stehlik, Mining 
Engineer, U. S. Bureau of Mines. Prinz'report describs his inspection 
of the property made on July 25, 1958 and contains logs of the core he 
found on the property. Stehlik' s memorandum contains logs of those 
portions of the core which were sent to Houghton, Michigan. Our letter, 
of July 29, 1958, stated the Operator's reasons foronot wishing to drifl 
DDH-3. DNEA hole 3, if drilled, might f'm up the presently inferred 
tonnage but would not materially increasi . it. Therefore, we recommend 
that the contract be terminated by mutual consent. 


Our letter of July 3, 1958, recommended approval of the 
Operator's request to amend the contract to allow hole 2A to be drifled 
to a depth of 445 feet, taking 95feet from the footage authorized for 
hole 3 • Our letër of August 26, 1958, forwarding Stehlik' s memorandum 
recommends that flif the Operator presents a satisfactory niap , and report, 
Mr. Voljns figure of 79 percentrecovery from hole 2Abe accepted as 
meeting the requirementi of the contract." 	 -
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Will you please advise us whether or not the Operator's final 
report is acceptable, whether or not the amendment will be prepared, 
whether or not the core recovery from hole 2P may be accepted as meeting 
the requirements of the contract, and whether or not payment can be made 
for holes 1 and 2A, and the mapping, sampling, and assaying. 


In your letter of July 15, 1958 you ask if certification should 
be made at this stage • Hole 1 indicates 2.5 feet assaying only 19.9 
percent CaF2 and hole 2A indicates 26 feet assaying only 15.7. percent 
CaF2. Holes 1 and 2 both cut the vin about 300 feet below the outcrop. 
Non-DNEA hole 3 intersected the vein about flO feet below the outcrop. 
Incomplete data indicate a 13-foot zone in which core recovery was only 
29 percent. Assay of this cóe showed 7O, percent CaF2. Non-DNEA, 
hole 4A cut the vein about 130 feet below the outcrop. Incomplete data 
indicate a 6-foot zone in which core recovery was only 45 percent. Assay 
of this core showed 48 percent CaF2. 


On the basis of surface samples the Operator estthates an 
indicated reserve of 28,000 tons of ore having an average grade of 
71.2 percent CaF2. This estimate is based onthe assumption that the 
average vein width and grade will hold to a depth of only 50 feet. On 
the basis of the incomplete data from non-DNEA holes 3 and 4A we believe 
that at least 56,000 tons of ore having an average grade of 70 percent 
CaF2 may be inferred. 


Before any ore could be mined, 25 miles of access road would 
have to be constructed. The miniinum charge"for hauling by local boatmen 
is $50 per trip and the maximum load is 1,000 pourid per trip. There-
fore, we believe that it is extremely unlikely that there will be any 
production from this property in the foreseeable future unless consider-
ably larger reserves can be blocked out. Additional reserves might be 
found across the Salmon River, but how much is problematical. 


Under the circumstances the Field Team is of the opinion that 
a Certification of Discovery is not warranted; however, we have no 
objection if a pseudo-certification is incorporated in the Termination 
Agreement.

INTroDUcTIQN 


This report covers exploration work performed at the 


Big Squaw Creek fluorspar deposits by IDATON, INC.,, during the 


1957 and 1958 field seasons, Mr. John G..Eckles.dafer was in 


charge of the work done in 1957, and Mr. Ted Engel., Jr. was in 


charge in L958. The fluorspar property is located on the Salmon 


River in Township 25 N, i ge 12. E, Boise Meridian.
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PIPERTY OWNERSHIP AND HISTOTh 


The first claims were located by Neusson, and the property 


was known by that name f or many years. Engineers of the U. S. 


Bureau of Nines examined the property asa part of the strategic 


minerals exploration program of World War II. Later, 18 claims 


covering the principal deposits were located in the nans of 


Austin P. Smothers and Florence V. Smothers. They entered into 


a contr.ct to sell the property to E. C, Ecklesdafer on May 13, 
1955. Mr, Ecklesdafer conditionai].r assgned his contract to 


the Squaw Creek Mining Company on November 21, 1955. The contract 


subsequently was assignd to IDATON, DTC.., on April 30, 1957. 


During the suner of 1957, the original 18 claIms were relocated 


and 12 additional ones located, all in the name of IDATON, JtC,, 


and duly recorded at the Idaho County Court Ho,use at Grangeville. 


These claims are shown on map no. 1. 


The property was examined by a geologist of the American 
Smelting and Refining Company in recent years and a number of 


other mining companies have inquired about it.

• PHYSIGAL FEATUS AND CO?rtJNICAT IONS 


The property is in the canyon of the main Salmon River 


where it cuts through the Bitter 'Root Range of mountains. The 


claims north of the river lie in the Seiway-Bitter Root Wilder-


ness' Area and in the Salmon River Game Preserve;; these areas 


are part of the Nezperse National Forest. The claims on the 


south side of the river are in a designated primitive area in 


the ayette National Forest.. 


The nearest town is North Fork, Idaho, on state Highway 


91 about 100 miles south of Missoula, Montana, and 30 miles south 


of the Montana-Idaho border. From North Fork a rough automobile 


road follows the North Fork of the Salmon River to its conflu-


ence with the Middle Fork and then feollows the main salmon River; 


the road ends about 0 miles from North Fork. Along the river 


road are scattered farms, the Indianola Ranger Station about 20' 


miles from North Fork, nd the old mining camp of Shoup about 


26 miles from town. The property is 23 miles down the river 


from the end of the road and can be reached only by river boat 


or a pack trail. 


The canyon terrain is rough and is characterized by a series 


of sharp ridges rising to elevations of 2500 feet above the river. 


The walls of the canyon are steep and in many places have bold 


rook outcrops. The higher slopes on the south side support 


grass, pine trees, and other vegetation. The north slopes have 


only sparse vegetation, 


The main vein approximately parallels the river and lies 200
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to i.00 feet north of it; the outcrops are So to 150 


fet above high water level. The vein is not far from 


the mouth of Big Squaw: Creek which joins with. Harrington


Creek to drain an area to the north and east. Other 


tributaries run int.o the Salmon River at frequent in-. 


tervals; all these streams have steep gradients. Dur-


ing high water in late June and early July, the Salmon 


River is about 300 feet wide at the property and all 


the tributary streams become small rivers, When the 


water recedes, the river is about 200 feet wide at 


the property and the tributaries are greatly reduced 


in size or altogether dry. The Salmon River has an 


average fall of 13 feet per mile. It may be imprac-. 


tical to generate hydroelectric power because of the 


great fluctuation in flow of the river and side streams. 


Austin Smothers and Don Smith both operate river 


boats from a landing at the end of the road. The 


boats are powered by twin 35-horsepower outboard motors 


and will carry 1000 to 2000 pounds down stream and a-. 


bout half as much weight in returning upstream. 


In the late spring and early sunmier of 1957 when 


the river was high, the cost was 50 per trip. Later, 


as the water receded and rocks became exposed, the 


cost was raised to 60 and in October it was *120. Mr. 


Smothers lives during the summer across the river from 


the end of the road. Don Smith lives in North Fork. 
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A. sandbar at the property makes a good landing for 


boats at normal water levels. Don Smith has a camp on 


the bar for fishermen and hunters. An old barge serves 


as a kitchen, and there are tents and other equipment. 


Water is piped from a nearby spring. Mr. Smothers owns 


a log cabin not far from Smith's camp. 


In 1957, pack horses cost *L. per horse per day for 


a minimum of 3 horses; this included the packer. 


The nearest habitation to the property is a small 


farm about 10 miles up the river occupied by a retired 


forest ranger. The Forest Service iaaintains a short 


wave radio there, and the ranger communicates on a reg-


ular schedule with the Missoula•office. 


North Fork has a post office, general store, gas 


station, restaurant, and motel. Salmon is 2 miles 


south on Highway 93 most general supplies are avail-


able there. Missoula, with a population of about 


30,000 is the main trading center;; it is on east-west 


highways and railroads. 


About the only industries in the region are small 


sawmills which cut the timber from the mountain areas, 


and the ranches and farms which are confined mostly 


to the valleys. Labor is available in a number of 


small communities along Highway 93 and in Salmon. 


Some experienced miners can be found around Salmon, 


but the nearest mining center is Butte, Ngntana. The 


prevailing wage rates in 1957 were $1.75 an hour for
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unskilled labor and 2.00$2.lO an hour for smi-.skilled, 


The climate is typical of that of western Montana. 


Summers are warm and dry, while winters are cold with snow 


accumulating to depths of six feet in the mountains. Snow 


is on the ground from November to April . or May, depending 


on the altitude.. 


The nearest railroad is Darby, Montana, located on 


Highway 93 A Forest Service road leaving the highway at 


Connor, five miles from Darby, and running to Elk City, 


Idaho, passes about 19 miles north of the fluorspar prop-


arty. A connecting road on a moderate grade would be a-


bout 2S miles in length the haulage distance to Darby 


would be about 70 miles.
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GEOLOGY AND DESCRITION OF TIlE DEPOSITS 


The deposits are near the eastern rim of the Idaho bath-


olith, a granite mass which covers much of the center of Idaho. 


The bathoU.th is chiefly a quartz monzonite with marginal 


bodies of quartz diorite, granodiorite, biotité-diorite gne±ss; 


and rocks of similar composition. It is late Triassic or Ter-


tiary in age. The marginal bodies and adjacent formations are 


intruded by many dikes of varying texture ranging in composition 


from granites to lamprophyres.. 


Mineralogic and geologic information in this report is 


based on examination with the hand lens and mpping with Brunton 


compass and tape. The distribution of the rocks in the imedi-


ate area of the deposits and their relationship to the main 


vein are shown on Geologic Maps nos. 2 and 3. The country rock 
is a medium to coarse-grained diorite-biotite gneiss which is 


fairly well foliated;: it is made up of feldspar, quartz, and 


biotite mica. Some of the biotite has been chioritized and 


the feldspar kaol.inized. Adjacent to dikes and mineralized 


veins about a mile to the northwest, the gneiss is cut by the 


central monnite of the Idaho batholith. Neither ieiss nor 


rnonzonite has weathered very deeply. The rocks of the steeper 


slopes show practically no weathering at all, while the less 


steep slopes show weathering .fxm 1 to. Lj. feet deep. 


Intruding the biotitè-'diorjte gneiss are a large number 


of dikes of granitic to andesitic composition ranging from 


medium to coarse in texture; there are me porphyries also. 


A few narrow lamprophyric dikes were noted in. the gneiss; one
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was porphyritic with scattered felds r phenocrsts. The 


dikes have general north-south directions. 


Aligned with the di1es in a north-south direction are 


several steeply dipping quartz veins 0 MOst of these veins con-


tain fluorite and possibly varying amounts of pyrite, although 


weathering has removed surface evidence of this mineral. 	 he 


fluorite is considered to be later than the quartz beóause in 


many vugs the cubic fluorite crystals invariably were super-


ixiosed on the quartz crystals. The larger deposits of fluo-


rite are mssive and occur as cavity fillings in the quartz 


veins;; however, one small. veintof fluorite not associated th 


quartz was found in the monzonite. The fluorite varies from 


purple to light green and blue-green in color. The pyrite oc-


curs in veinlets cutting the quartz; at the surface it was 


evident only as rust in the quartz and the fluorite. Some 


kaoliniz.ed feldspar thich probably originated from the country 


rock also was noted in the vein quartz, 


The geologic mapping did not reveal any major pattern 


of faulting. The quartz veins occupy fissures which are the 


larger faults of the area, but they have small displacements. 


The fissure veins are cut by a few small cross-faults, 


Fluorite is the only economic mineral found in the area 


explored, The largest deposit is that designated Vein A on 


Geologic Map no. 3. This vein occurs along o.r near the hang-


ing wall of a large quartz ledge; it includes three lenses 


approximately !Oo, 260, and 160 feet in length and up to 17 


feet wide as exposed in trenching, Other veins of fluorite
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were discovered north of Vein A, but none was greater than a 


foot in width, The one vein found in the monzoniteunassoc 


iated with quartz was very pure but it was only one foot in 


width; it is exposed at Corey Bar on the south, bank of the 


river. The vein was hard to trace by trenching because of the 


deep weathering of the monzonite in that area. Several indi-


cations of fluorite float were discovered on the south side of 


the river, but dense vegetation and lack of time made itim..

TI PR0GRPM 


The program set up for the sunaer of 1957 included a 


control survey, staking of claims, geologic mapping, trenching 


and oütcro.p sampling, diamond drilling, and a reconnaisance 


survey for an access road. This work was scheduled to be com-


pleted in three months. 


The Squaw Creek Mining Co. had applied for and received 


from the Defense- Minerals Exploration administration a contract 


for a field project. This contract, Docket No. DA366 


(Pluorspar), Smothers Property, Idaho County, Idaho, Contract 


No, Idm-Ei0.78, dated April 12, 1.957, was subsequently assigned 


to IDATON, INC.. Thecontract specified 1,000 feet of diamond 


drilling in three holes; Geologic mapping aid sampling of rain-


eralized outcrops; assaying of samples; transportation of man, 


drilling equipment, and samples; and technical services. This 


work. was set up in six Items of fixed unit costs, totalling 


l0,000. The Goverm'nent would contribute 50% of the costs of 


satisfactorily completed items computed on the basis of the 


unit costs, but not exceeding a total of *5,000. The drill 


holes were specified by the government as to location, inclin-


ation, and direction; drilling was to be done so as to produce 


standard AX cores The drilling in any hole was not to exceed 


350 feet, The contract specified that the government would 


not contribute to the cost of an incompleted hole or the cost 


of any hole that did not produce 80% core in the mineralized 


zone.
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Preparations for the field rk were started by Mr. 


Ecklesdafer in March., He and Richard Dik went out to Nontana 


early in April. Bids were advertised for the diamond drilling, 


but few bidders were interested in undertaking only 1,000 feet 


of drilling in such an isolated location. A contract was fin 


ally negotiated with the R. V. Campbell. Drilling Co. of Salmon, 


Idaho, for a minimum of 2,000 feet of diamond drilling at *7.50 


per foot. The contract was signed May 1, 1957,.with the first 


1,000 feet to be completed by June 15 and the remainder by 


August 1, 1957, 
A contract was made th Don Smith to rent his hunting 


camp for five months at a cost of $100 plus $60 for installing 


a wooden floor. Camp equipment, tools, and food, were pur-


chased by Ecklesdafer and rented to IDATON., INC. Other engin-. 


eering equipment and supplies were purchased. 


A camp cook could not be found nor could a boarding con-


tract be arranged. There was no Qther choice but for the work-


ers to do their own cooking. 


Jerry K±iaebel, Richard Mosher, and TirnVolin arrived from 


Michigan about the middle of June to help in the field work. 


Elmer Warren arrived soon thereafter to start the geologic 


mapping and drill core logging. 


CONTROL SURVEY and CLAIM STAKING 


A traverse was run with transit and 300-foot tape on the 


north side of the river to establish control points for locat-


ing the claims and for the geologic mapping. The survey was 


started on April 15 by Ecklesdafer and Dick and completed by
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the end of May. Differences in elevation were computed by 


measuring the vertical angles between stations. The traverse 


is plotted on Nap no. 1. The coordinates shown on all maps 


are referred to the control survey. 


A base line was measured on the north side of the river, 


and a number of control points on the south side were located 


by triangulation; these are shown on the claim map. 


The work of relocating the old claims and locating new 


ones was started by Jerry Iiaeble and Richard Dick on July 28 


and finished on August 15. Two blocks of claims 1500 feet long 


by 600 feet w'ide were located to take in the main vein, minor 


veins, areas of fluorite float, possible mill sites, pcwer 


sites, and lands considered to have future value to a production 


enterprise. One block of thirteen claims closely follows the 


river on' the northeast side and the other block of 17 claims 


lies on the southwest side. The claims are shown on Map No. 1.. 


CLaim corners were established by Brunton compass and 


tape survey from the control points. Corners , were marked with 


wooden stakes and witnessed by blazing three or four nearby 


trees. Meander corners were set on the claim lines intersect.. 


ing the river;; the shoreline claims extend into the river 


short distances to cover all the ground above water line. The 


claims were filed under their proper descriptions at the County 


Court House, Grangeville, Idaho.	 - 


GEOLOGIC NAPPING	 ' ' 


Elmer ' Warren, a graduate geological engineer, started ex-


amination of the area about June 15 and was occupied with the
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mapping and the logging of drill cores until he left the 


property on September 10; he was assisted by Mosh.er and Volin. 


The mapping. was done with Brunton compass and tape measure-


ments from the control survey points. Rocks and, minerals were 


identified by hand lens. The geology of the area is shown on 


Maps Nos. 2 and 3. 


TRE1STCHING and SUflFACE SANPLI1G 


Trenching to expos the fluorite veins for sampling was 


carried on concurrently with other operations. 'The main vein 


was trenched first; 17 trenche were dug to expose it but not 


all of them reached the vein, as it proved impracticable to 


trench deeper than three feet in the rocky overburden. The 


trenches were spaced L0 to 60 feet aprt, but the locations 


were dictated by depth of overburden and other factors that 


precluded a regular pattern. They varied from 2 to 18 feet' 


in length and averaged about 8 feet. Some blasting had to be 


done to expose , good faces for sampling. The trenches ' are 


shown on Oeologic Map No. 2 and on Sample Maps Nos Lj. and . 


A number of other trenches were dug to investigate the 


smaller veins and areas in which pieces of float were found. 


Some of these were located at the northwest end of the prop-


erty and others on the south side of the river.. An accurate 


account was not kept of these trenches, nor were the exca-


vations measured. They are not shown on the maps. 


Channel sampling of the main vein was done with hammer 


and moil by Warren, Dick, Ecklesdafer, and i'Iosber. This


I;
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work was started June 20 and finished by the end of July. 


Continuous channels were cut across the vein normal to the


dip and strike; the average cross section was one inch deep 


by four inches wide. 


The channels extended from one wall of the fluorite mm-


eralization to the other and the lengths were representative 


of the changes of mineralization across the vein. The longest 


saiile was Lj..2 feet, but most of the samples were less than 3. 


feet long. Each sample was put in one or more canvass bags 


identified y a pair of tags, one inside the bag and the other 


fastened outside. The tags gave the following information: 


channel number, sample number, length of sample,, weight of 


sample, sampler's name and date taken. Samples were shipped 


to the Institute of Mineral Research at the Michigan College 


of Mining and Technology for assaying; 785 pounds of samples 


were shipped, representing 229 feet of channeling. The sauples, 


their lengths, and assays are listed in Table 1;; the locations 


are shown on Maps Nos. L aid 5,	 , 


DIAMOND DRILLING 


The diamond drilling waa a very important part of the ex-


ploratory program, but this rk. was not completed in the sum-


mer of 1957 and had to be taken up again in 1958. A number 


of reasons contributed to failure 0 he drilling coitractor, 


R. V. Campbell, of Salmon, Idaho, did not enter into the con-


tract in good faith; he did not furnish an experienced crew, 


his equipment was torn out, .d there were insufficient drill 
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rods, bits, and repair parts. Por workmanship and poor equip-


ment resulted in frequent breakdowns. which, because of the iso-


lated location, meant expensive boat trips out and the loss of 


many working days. John D. Ecklosdafer's inexperience and lack 


of judnent also were factors in the, failure of 1957 drilling 


program. 


Drilling started April 10 at Hole No. 1 (latitude 1.337, 
departure 1336, elavation 77 feet, bearing north 53 east, in-


clination minus 2.3°). After only 52 feet had been drilled, 


the water pump broke down; many days were lost while a new 


pump was being procured. Other delays followed, including a 


complete breakdown of the pump engine. The contractor did not 


have enough A rods and had to use E rods, resulting in exces-


sive whipping and chattering. , Fin.11y, on May 28, with the 


hole at a depth of 300 feet, the contractor ran out of rods al-. 


together. Inasmuch as high water was duo on the Salmon River, 


the job was closed down temporarily. 


The contractor resumed drilling on June 18, but Ecklesdafer 


ordered Hole 1o. 1 to be stoppedat 306 feet because he consid-


ered that it was too steep and probably was following the quartz 


vein. The hole penetrated biotite gneiss to 140 feet, then 


was in quartz to the depth at which drilling stopped. 


The drill, then was moved to Hole No. 2 (.. titude 1427, 
departure 1427, elevation 75, bearing north 41 east) and dril-


ling was started on June 22.. Ecklesdafer changed the inclination 


to plus 1 - 30, an error which later brought trouble because 


the hole could not be cemented without grouting equipment which







.
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the contractor did not have. After drilling Lj. days, 


the pump broke down and had tobe repaired. Then the 


carburetor on the gasoline engine of the drill broke. 


This necessitated a trip to Missoula for repair. Dril-


ling then progressed to 25L. feet where the core barrel 


sheared' off in the hole. The contractor attempted to 


recover it but did not have adequate fishing tools, 


nor did he have wedges with thich to deflect the hole. 


Instead of going back to Hole No. 1, Ecklesdafer 


decided to drill Hole No. 3 (latitude lL28, departure 


1295, elevation li9, bearing north 65 east, inclination 


minus iL-°); It.was started on August 1. This hole did 


not follow the DL specifications but was started in 


the quartz vein to intersect the fluorite mineralization 


at about 125 feet down dip on the vein.	 After drilling 


31. feet, a rod bearing on the drill engine burned out.


It took 10 days to take the engine block to Missoula, 


have a new bearing installed, and get it back to the 


property. 


Fluorite mineralization was cut from 106 to 119 


feet, but only 3.8 feet of core w.s recovered from this 


interval. The core was badly broken, the largest piece 


being about 3 inches long. The core showed extensive 


grinding as might be expected with lack of care in the 


mineralized zone and the use of a 10-foot single tube 


core barrel. Veinlets of massive fluorite, white, purple, 


grey, and pale green, were noted in the core along with 
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imggy quartz, kaolin, and gypsum. Sludge snples were 


not taken. The information from this hole does not permit 


afl accurate evaluation of the grade. A log of Hole No. 3 


is given in the Appendix, and a vertical section through 


the hole is shown in Figure .. 


A.t that time, the contractor was in default for .a 


number of reasons. He admitted default and signed an aux-


iliary contract giving control of the drilling operations 


to Ecklesdafer, After cutting a site and a path, the 


drill was moved to Hole No. Lj. (latitude 1319, departure 


12LLj, elevation 138, bearing north L1.8 east, dipping minus 


200). This, hole was not located according to DMEAspeci-


ficatioris. It started in the' quartz vein to cut the 


fluorite mineralization at about 100 feet down dip. Two-


shift drilling'was started on August 2L. £t 9L. feet the 


hole caved and froze the core barrel. 'In trying to loosen 


the core barrel, the driller disconnected the rods and 


the hole had to be abandoned. Hole No. tA was 'started at 


the same site and latitude. This hole intersected fluor-. 


spar mineralization from 116 ' to 122 feet, but only 2.7 


feet of highly brO.ken and extensively ground core was re-


covered. Sludge samples were not taken. Here again the 


informatioii cannot be evaluated. The hole was stopped 


at a depth of 129 feet in quartzite on September 15.. A 


log of Hole No, L1A is given in the Appendix, and a verti-


cal section through the hole is shown in Figure Li..
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The drill then was moved back to Hole No. 2. Addition-


al rods, bits, core barrels, and some wedges were purchased,


but itwas not possible to cement a wedge into place in this 


hole because of the inclination upwards, and after many days 


of unsuccessful attempts to deflect the hole, it had to be 


abandoned. Ecklesdafer then ordered that another hole, No. 


2A., be started at the same site but inclined at minus 10°. 


Drilling started about October 1, but at a depth of 0 feet 


the screw mechanism broke. This was repaired and almost 


immediately thereafter a rod bearing burned out. Drilling 


and other operations were suspended on October lLj.. 


Diamond drilling was started up agn in 1958. Ted 


Engel, a geologist of the Cleveland Cliffs Iron Co. was em-


ployed on a temporary basis to direct the work. He arrived 


at Salmon, Idaho, on May 8 and met Don Alvord, DNEA geologist. 


A contract on force account basis was made with R.S. McClin-


took Drilling Company of Spokane, Washington. A Joy l2D drill. 


fitted with AX equipment was transported to the property. The 


drill crew arrived on May 8 and begañ: . setting up at Hole No. 


2.. On reentering this hole the tools encountered the end of 


the wedge or other obstruction at 236 feet. Attempts to get 


around this wedge were unsuccessful. The amount of water 


returned after the pressure was shut off indicated that the 


hole inclined upwards throughout. Because of the time d 


expense involved in wedging, no further attempt was made to 


continue this hole. Hole No. 2A then was reentered and clean-


ed out to 80 feet. Drilling started at that depth in biotite 
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gneiss.	 The main quartz vein was expected to be encounter 


ed at about 300 feet, but it was not intersected until 3L10


feet because the vein was flatter than anticipated. Low 


grade fluorspar mineralization was cut in a highly altered, 


broken and leached zone at the hanging wall, of the quartz 


vein. A 5-.foot swivel type core barrel was used in this 


zone The drilling was done slowly and with extreme care. 


Core recovery was as high as could be achieved in this 


type of fractured and crumbly rock. Core recovery in the 


interval from . L.05 to Li.31 feet was 81%. The fluorite in 


this interval assayed ]LS.o%. The hole entered the biotite 


gueiss hanging wall, at L32 feet and was stopped in altered 


gneiss at Lt4L. .5 feet. A log of Hole No..2A appears in the 


Appendix, and a vertical section through the hole is shown 


in Figure 2. 


During the period Hole No. 2A was in progress, a trail 


was built to Hole No. 5, planned according to specifications 


for DNEA Hole No. 3. Approximately 1,000 feet of trail L. 


feet wide was cut to permit transport of the drill to this 


site.


On May 25, the drill was moved to Drill Hole No. Land. 


drilling was resumed at AX size at 306 feet. In anticipa-


tion of the mineralized zone at any time, a 5-foot swivel 


•type.cdre barrel was used to assure maximum core recovery. 


A few fluorite stringers were cut from 338 to 3t1.O.5 feet. 


Core recovery in this interval was 80%, and the core assay-


ed 19.9% fluorite. The core from 3L0.5 to 3L5.O feet assay-
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ed only a trace fluorite. The hole entered the biotite' 


gneiss: banging wall aid was stopped at 350 feet. A log 


of Hole No. 1 appears in the Appendix, and'a vertical sec 


tion through this hole is shown in Figure . 1. 


Drilling operations were suspended on June 1 because 


of the disappointing results in Holes Nos.. 1 and 2A. The 


narrow, width of fluorite mineralization in Hole No. 1 in 


dicates a pinching out, with depth of the southern portion. 


of Vein A, and. the grade is low. , The mineralization in Hole 


No. 2A is too low grade to be classed as ore. Hole No. 5 


was not drilled because even if it should find fluorite of 


about the same width and grade as occurs at.the surface, 


the tonnage probably would not be great enough, to support 


an enterprise. It is considered likely that the minerai 


ization would be inoverisbed in depth or narrow in width 


in this part of the vein the same as in holes Nos. 1 and 


2A. 


OTETER WORK IN 1957.	 ,	 .	 ., 


In the latter part of Auguat a reconnaisance trip was 


made with pack outfit to locate an access route from the 


Connors-Elk City Road to the deposits. First a plane was 


hired to flyover the area nd pick out a general route. 


Then Ecklesdafer and Dick spent ten days on a pack trip 


through the area between the Forest Service base camp at 


Salmon Mountain and the deposit. Two possible routes were 


selected, each about 25 miles in length.







Two possible mill sites were selected and topographic 


maps made of each, 


Considerable work was done in preparing the camp, main 


taming it, and bringing in supplies. During the course of 


the 1957 field work, 56 trips were made,.

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ORE RESERVES 


The assays and the length of the surface samples are 


entered In Table 1; the table also shows the total width of 


ore in each trench sampled amd the average percent fluorite 


for that width. The widths and.computed average grades are 


based on a cut-off assay of 2%; this lower limit for ore 


was arrived at from the mineral dressing tests. 


The assay data from the drill cores are presented in 


Table 2. The intervals assayed from Holes I and 2A were 


determined by visual inspection of the cores; small amounts 


of fluorite were noted in other intervals but not in amounts 


comparable to that in the intervals assayed. Obviously, 


the mineralization is not of ore grade and an impoverishment 


of fluorite in depth is apparent. The marked change in de-


gree of mineralization in the drill cores as. compared to 


that in the surface sample cannot be explained on the 


basis of the geologic and other information reported from 


the field• 


The assay data for holes 3 and LA was obtained by 


measuring and analyzing all of the pieces of core represent-


ing the intervals shown in Table 2. The cores were highly 


fractured and. showed extensive grinding. Sludge samples 


were not taken. Core rocoveries are too low to support an 


estimate of ore reserves. Ecklesdafer considered that the 


fluorite bad been ground preferentialLy to the quartz, but 


the experience in drilling Holes 1 and 2A, strongly mdi-

cates that kaolin and sugary quartz were washed away, en-


riching the fluorite. On the basis of percent core re-


covery, the average fluoritecontent is ZO.L% for Hole No. 


3, and 21.6% for Hole No. LA;' these grades are in a range 


similar to those more accurately determined for Holes 1 and 


2A. '1-his seems to be the only acceptable evaLuation of 


the incomplete information. On this basis, Holes 3 and L1A 


did not find ore. 


Any ore reserves must be based on the surface sampling 


only and placed in the classification of' indicated reserves 


The data for and computations of average grade and tonnages 


per foot of depth are shown in Tables 3, 1j, and 5, for the 


three shoots defined by surface sampling. Asaiming that the 


shoots are continuous down the dip of the veins, for 50 feet 


and that they maintain the average width and grade as evi-


denced at the surface, the indicated reserves are:

Enclosed are two copies of a memorandum from Charles J. 
Stehlik, Mining Engineer, U. S. Bureau of Mines, describing the 
problem with which he was faced in logging those portions of drill 
core from this property that had been sent to Houghton, Michigan. 


Stehlik found it difficult to determine from the core 
fragments just which portion was mineralized. On the basis of the 
portions the Operator had analyzed he reports 92. percent recovery 
from Hole 1 and 75.2 percent recovery from hole 2A. In the case of 
Hole 2A the statement of chemical analysis accompanying Stehlik's 
report shows the assayed portion to be from 405.0 to 431.0 feet rather 
than to 432.0 feet as Stehlik. shows. For the 26-foot interval from 
405.0 to 431.0 feet the recovery was 19.3 feet or 74.2 percent. How-
ever, the amount of core recovered from the 5-foot interval 4l.5 to 
423.5 feet is admittedly questionable. If that segment is omitted, 
the recovery from the remaining 21 feet in the assayed zone would be 
l7. feet or	 percent. 


The 'Field Team therefore recoimnends that if the Operator 
presents a satisfactory map and report, Mr. Volin's figure of 79 .percent 
core recovery from Hole 2A be accepted as meeting the requirements of 
the contract. 


We have written Mr. Volin to advise him of the inadequacies 
of the geologic map submitted by Ecklesdafer last fafl. Two copies of 
our letter to Volin are enclosed.

Mr. Id. E.,Volin has given me access to the subject 
Contract drill core which you have requested measurement of. 
The measurements were made (Data attached) and are presented 
here for what value they may be. 


ConditiOns beond my control have made precise 
measurement difficult. Foremost is the fact that the original 
unsplit core is not available. The core I examined had bóen 
ipiit,and had been transferred from the original wood core 
boxes to card-board core boxes. It is virtually impossible 
to fit the core end to end properly because few pieces are 
longer than an inch; moat are smaller. Some of the core which 
is largely kaol&n has been reduced to fines and the footage 
blocks have been moved to contain the powdered half core as 
a total filling of the section. In the 418.5 to 423.5 section 
of hole 2A this has happened, and I had to rely on weight-
specific gravity calculation to ascertain it's probable 
original length. 


La to the question of recovery within the "Mineral-
ized zone" I have made no attempt to show it. I'm not a poor 
mineralogist., nor a hot one either, but I believe 'this core 
will tax the best as to the:queation of whether it is mineral-' 
ized or not. I have instead shown the apparent core recovery 
per pull, the average apparent recovery of the, total length 
represented by the boxes of core available, and the average 
apparent recovery of the core assayed. (The Operators , intent' 
was to assay all the core that i here. But it was later deoidód. 
to limit assays to that shown.. This explains the fact that a11 
core is spilt.) 


Mr. Volin advised me that the core in quest ion.wlll 
remain in his custody and that it i1l be available to the DMEL 
f or examination at any reasonable time.

Five 
drill sites, three DMEA and two non-DMEA, and numerous surface trenches 
and exposures were examined. 


Hole No. 1 at coordinates 1337N, 1337W, was drilled

As all of the mineralized section of core has been taken 
to Houghton, Michigan, the Executive Officer has written to the 
Executive Officer of Region V requesting him, if possible, to 
arrange for one of his field men to log this core with particular 
attention to the percent of core recovery. It is our understanding 
that a Bureau of Mines engineer assigned to DMEA work is stationed 
at Houghton. As soon as we receive the logs we will forward them 
to you.

'I	 of the geologic map and sent you one copy with our letter of October 1, 
1957 . We sent one copy to the Bureau of Mines and kept the third copy 
for our files. If you wish we can have an autopositive made and send 
you additional copies. 


That hole No. 3, which was to be collared about 700 to 800 
feet west of hole No. 2, may not be drilled is implied in M. E. Volin's 
letter dated June 25, 1958. In a phone conversation, Volin reported 
that the results of holes 1 and 2, which tested the best surface show-
ings, were vey.iscouragiig.

Enclosed are two copies of a letter, dated June 26, 1958, 
from M. E. Volin, Member of the Board, Idaton, Inc., requesting an 
amendment to this contract to permit drilling hole 2A at coordinates

Last summer hole 2 was drilled to a reported depth of about 
260 feet. Apparently during the drilling it was necessary to attempt 
to wedge the hole. In a letter, dated April 17, 1958, Mr. Volin 
said that he considered hole 2 to be in such a condition from the 
wedging that it would be best to drill a new hole of the same atti-
tude and bearing adjacent to hole 2. Copies of this letter were 
sent to you. 


Ted Engle, geologist on the staff of Cleveland Cliffs 
Iron Co., went to the property early in May to supervise completion 
of drilling holes 1 and 2. In a letter, dated June 25, 1958, copies 
of which were sent to you, Mr. Volin describes the conditions Engle 
found, and the results of drilling hole 2A and hole 1. 


As this hole was drilled in good faith and required more 
than the 350 feet authorized in the contract in order to crosscut 
the vein completely, we recommend that the requested amendment be 
prepared. The required footage should be taken from hole 3 which 
will probably not be drilled.

Mr. Snthers reported that the first 60 feet of hole No. 2 
was saved, that the hole was drilled to a depth of 50 feet, and that 
20 feet of fluorite was cut at about +2O feet; that hole No. 1 was 
stopped in vein uterial at a depth of 350 feet; that Mr. gel left 
the property June 1, 1956, taking with hi.m all of the critical core; 
and that the drillers left the property June 3, 1958. 


If these reports are correct, they raise several interesting 
pointe. Ac you know Exhibit "A" of the contract specifically states 
that the Governunt shah, not contribute to the coat of an incoq,,lete 
bole, or to the cost of any hole that doss not produce 80 percent core 
recovery in the mineralized zcr. )Ie did not understand that the coie 
would be removed and we assumed that it would be available for inspection. 
jnseimich as our field men have not seen the core frow the critical zzies, 
we are wondering hw they can certify that the specified 00 percent 
recovery has been n*de. We presume that Mr. gel baa me.de ccslete and

detailed. loga and perha this viii be regarded as adequate. We hope 
that you have retained: splits of the core. If so, you aou)4 keep 
them; if necessary, they could be shipped to Spokane for ezwinution 
or prhapa scm arrangenePt could be node for the core to be inapected. 
by oc representative of the Et€A Field Team in your region. 


Peauna.bl,y the quotion would not arise in ccnnocticn with 
the upper part of drill hole No. 2. It ve drilled to the required 
depth without cutting the ore zcr* end c*vvtousl.y it va ino6sible to 
recover any core fron the zone. }bvever, If the contract is asnde4 
to periit deepening the hole, our field men would have to certify that 
60 percent recovery ise nu4e in the ore zone. Regarding the deepening 
of this hole, as we advised you in our latter of april 25, 1958, you 
should request an amendint xthorizing drilling the hole to the 
depth required to cut the vein

Mr. Wayne England, 
one of the river boatmen, would not take ñS. ;to the property because of 
high water. Mr. Austin P. Smothers, another boatman and also the above 
property owner, could not take us because his boats were up for repair. 
Mr. Smothers had recently transported operating personnel and equipment 
in and out of the property and he gave us the following information: 


Equipment and men were movedinto the property starting 
May 8, 1958 and drilling was started on May U. Hole No. 2 (DI VIEA) was 
reentered,. the first 80 feet being saved. Mr Smothers reported that 
this hole intersected 20 feet of fluorite at a depth of about 420 feet 
and that the hole was bottomed at about 450 feet in wall rock (he was 
not sure of the exact footage). 


Hole No. 1 (DMEA) was also reentered and is now about 350 
feet deep. Its bottom is in vein material after having penetrated a 
horse of wall rock. A few thin stringers of fluorite were cut. The 
drill site has been prepared for proposed DNEA. hole No. 3 (to be 
numbered 5) but it has not been started.

tLt Mr. Ick1eedafer sent us. ou will note his n,tix to hine1f 
at the top of the sheet is: "Send Don Alvord deecz'ipticti of ) l 
and DD 3," but that no data is given for DI) I. This DDi 3 cut the 
vein and couI4 therefore be considered as cceletec1, but it cannot 
be accepted for p&ynt *mder the DI'EA contract, even if 80 percemt 
core *s recovered frau the vein becauSe it is located between 
EDH 1 and DDI 2. The map acearpanying the contract sham that 
DDU 3 should be several huzred feet north of jUt 2. 


Also enclosed are secticna through DDH 1, DDII 2, and 
DI)U 3 prepared frau data auppliod by IcAtlesdafer. DI)H .3 cut the 
vein considerably bigJ er' than DEtt 1 or DDU 2, but it indicates a 
fairly constant dip at least to that point and ouggests that the 
sections through IUI 1 and DDB 2 are prab1y fairly accurate. it 
appears frai the section that M 3. is very close to the vein at 
306 feet and that the vein should be cut before a depth of 350 
feet. Of course, it is possible that the dip of the vein £u.y 
flatten or that the vein riiy pinch out before reaching t2 depth of 
DDU 1. It might be a good ideto survey the hole to be au it

By this reasoning the roquirerent of 
80 percent core recovery in the ore zone would not be effective if 
no vein were found. The Field 1bwi could not authorize deepening 
the bole beycnd 350 feet, but it would appear that under the 
particular circumstances there would be gox1 grounds for requesting 


A to &nnd the contract to permit this. 


Ve suggest that you continue DDH 3. until .t passes throuih 
the fluorite vein or reaches a depth of 350 feet, We think it 
probable that the bole will out the vein before this depth. If 
it as not cut the vein, you should request an amendxnt to permit 
exceeding 350 feet. 


Regarding DDII 2, we are inclined to agree with you that 
it might be beat to drill another bole on the aa bearip and 
inclination adjacent to the present hole, However, it is too bed 
the present bole cannot be utilized since it appears to lack only 
25 or 30 feet to reach the projected position of the vein. 


We air nmiled you the avplication fcrvs you requested, but 
frankly there nay be acu difficulty in getting a proposal. for 
additional work processed in tina to have a ácntract signed by 
July 1 as the drill data should certainly be available first, 
Whethex or not IZ€A will be able to enter into any contracts after 
July 1, 1958, we do not knov at this writing, hOwever', get your 
application in and we will do the beat we can.

This is in further reference to your letter of February 11, 
1958, regaAing the status of the referenced contract and our reply 
of Februarr 20. 


Enclosed are two copies of a letter from Richard J. O'Brien, 
Secretary of Idaton, Inc., in which he explains the delay in sub-
rnitting a report on last year's work and outlines tentative plans 
for the future. He has not answered the question in the letter we 
wrote to him February 20, 1958, copies of which we sent you, regarding 
Idaton's intentions with respect to claiming reinibursement for the 
surface sampling. Presumably this decision will depend upon what the 
directors finally decide to do when they will meet "around the end of 
this month." 


It appears that Mr. Ecklesdafer has not been too cooperative 
with Idaton, Inc., especially since his resignation as president, but 
with Mr. Volin as consultant we have every reason to believe the 
supervision of the project will be improved. In view of the change 
in supervision and the	 of the project to date, we 
feel that the Operator should be given every chance to complete the 
project.


In line with the tentative schedule for completing the work, 
Mr. O'Brien requests a recess from November , 1957 to April 15, 1958 
and an extension of the tie for completion of the work from December 
12, 1957 to June 1, 1958. We doubt that work can be resumed by 
April 15 and completed by June 1. Therefore, we recommend that the

The property was inspected on September 11, 1957 in company 
with Mr. M. E. Volin, Engineering consultant to Idaton, Inc., arid 
Mr. J. G. Ecklesdafer, exploration manager. On September 10, none 
of the regular charter power boats were available. The property 
was reached by floating down river in a rubber life raft, a cold 
wet trip entailing 5 hours. Only the morning of the 11th was 
available for the inspection as the only power boat available for 
the return trip had to leave by 1:00 p. m. at the latest. It 
appears that the operation has been plagued the entire season by 
the erratic availability of river transportation. To prevent 
similar difficulties in the future, Mr. Volin stated that Idaton, 
Inc. will have its own power boat during the 1958 exploration 
season.


Since the writer's last Inspection on July 2, 1957 
(Memorandum dated September 6, 1957), no further diamond drilling 
had been done under the contract. DDH-1 bad been temporarily 
abandoned, due to insufficient pumping capacity, prior to the 
July 21.i.th inspection and on July 21i., apparently after I left the 
property, work on DDH-2 was stopped because the bit was sheared 
off at 260 feet. 


It is the intention of the company to cOmplete both of 
these holes when adequate equipment can be obtained but in the 
interim two new holes were started on the company' s own account.• 
DDH-3 was collared about 50 feet to the north of DDH-1 and about 
80 feet higher. DDH- 14 was collared at a similar altitude on the 
south side of DDH-l. After minor troubles, including an engine 
breakdown that necessitated repair in town, DDH-3 was completed 
to a depth of 138.0 feet. The fluorite zone was penetrated between 
106 and 119 feet. DDH- 1 was drilled to 97 feet at which depth the 
core barrel, bit, reaming shell and 50 feet of rods were lost.







DDH-4A was offset 3 to feet from DDH- and. had been drilled to a 
depth of 116 feet by the time of the inspection. Sections of DDH-1, 
2 and 3, prepared. from the geologic map made by the operator and. 
from the data obtained from DDH-3, have been prepared and. are in-
cluded. with this report. Frpm these it can be seen that DDH-1 
was abandoned just as it might shave penetrated the fluorite and 
that DDH-2 should have reached the fluorite in about 20 more feet. 
As stated earlier, the company intends to complete these holes 
and has assembled sufficient equipment to do sowhen it was dis-' 


covered that one of the drillers, fired the day before the inspec-
tion, apparently had. taken all five AX bits and. khe two EX core 
springs with him when he left the property. 


According to Mr. Ecklesdafer, the core from DDH-3 and. 4. 


was being skelatonized. and the remainder stored in sacks. EIé 
said that he would. send. me the complete data from these holes as 
soon as possible. Up to this time only the location, directions, 
depth, and. ore intersections for DDH-3 have been received.. On 
October 5, while passing through Missoula, Montana, I looked up 
Mr. Ecklesdafer but was only able to contact his assistant, 
Mr. Richard Dick. Mr. Dick told me that DDH- was completed but 
that no further work had been done on DDH-1 and. DDH-2. He added. 
that bad weather and a deficiency of funds were forcing them to 
abandon further work this season, as of October 3 and that he and. 
Mr. Ecklesd.afer were about to prepare a report summarizing the 
results of the summers work. Up to the writing of this report, 
no further information regarding this property has been received.

This is in reply to your letter of September 23, 1957, 
regarding the lack of a map showing the locations of the drill holes. 


Enclosed is a copy of the only map we have received to date. 
It shows the location of drill hole No. 3, but as yet we have not 
received the coordinates of drill hole No. i. 


In a letter dated September 18, 1957, which crossed yours 
of the 23d, Mr. M. E. Volin says that he has decided not to prepare 
any interim reports for partial payments under the contract but to 
wait and prare one final report which would serve as the Operator's 
final report and a narrative for a single voucher. As soon as we 
receive the necessary data on the location and attitude of drill 
hole No. i, and the results of holes Nos. 1, 2, 3, and I, we will 
submit our recommendations. 


The location of drill hole No. 2 is somewhat lower on the"\ 
slope than was anticipated, due to topographic features. •The present ' 
location is more feasible and, as the change of direction and in7. 
clination does not increase the original estimate of the depth of 
hole, it, has the ,Field Team's approval. Due to a flattening of the / 
dip of the vein, drill hole No. 1 may require more than the maxi- / 
mum footage allowed, but until we receive Volin's report, we will 
not make any recommendation for change.

The property was examined on July 2L., 1957, in company 
with Mr. Sui Ju Kung, Mining Engineer, Taiwan, Nationalist China. 
Mr. Elmer J. Warrei, company geologist; two drillers; and two 
laborers were on the property. Mr. Ecklesdafer, Mine Manager, and 
his assistant were off in the hills trying to select a route for a 
road and aerial tram to the property. 


By the time of the inspection 32 trenches had been hand dug 
across the fluorite vein along a strike length of 1,200 feet; of the 
32 trenches, 28 had been sampled with 1 inch by 1 inci channels. 
The sample cuings had already been sent for analysis to the Ores 
Research Building .at the Michigan College of Mining and Technology, 
Houghton, Michigan. A transit net had been completed with plenty 
of Brunton and tape offsets to points of geologic interest. Ad-
ditional geologic and sampling data are being gathered and a 
geologic map on a topographic base was being compiled. Mr. Warren 
expected to continue the sampling, mapping and compilation work in 
the field through August and into early Septmber. 


Contract diamond drill holesjNo. l 'and 2, both partially' (t 
completed, were collared approximately as located on plate 1 of the 
contract. Their bearings an dip are not quite in conformity with 
those shown on plate 1, but will give the desired inforthátion.	 / 


DDH-1 had been drilled to '3 feet on a bearing of 
N. 550 E. and a dip of -230 without encountering the fluorite vein. 
Pumping difficulties forced the temporary abandonment of that hole 
and DDH-2 was started with a bearing of N. 1+00 E. and a dip of plus l-°. 
It had been drilled to a depth of 26feet where the bit was sheared 
off. This hole was also to be temporarily abandoned until wedges 
could be obtained with which the sheared bit could be bypassed. 







According to Figure 1 of Nickelson's and Parsons' examina-
tion report (dated August 20, 1956), DDH-1 should have penetrated 
the fluorite vein at about 260 feet and DDH-2 at about 250 feet. 
Dip measurements made on the fresh exposures of the vein in the 
trenches, however, indicate a dip somewhere between 500 and 600, 
whereas at the time of the application examination, the dip was 
thought to be more nearly 600. It appears that DDH-1, now at 
306 feet, wil1have to be drilled to about 3Q to 1i-OO feet in order 
to penetrate the vein. DDH-2, now at 260 feet, even though drilled 
flat, will probably have tobe drilled 300 to 350 feet deep to 
penetrate the vein. 


Up to the time of the examination, the core was being 
saved in 20 foot intervals in cloth sacks. Mr. Warren saw that I 
was upset by this fact and took me to the site of DDH-1 where 
representative pieces of cor:had been selected and laid out in 
order on a rack. I asked him about the core from DDH-2 aid he 
appeared consed. He stated that Mr. Eckelsdafer had selected

the core for DDH-1 but that he didn't believe that the core from 
DDH-2 was being treated in a similar manner. 


When questioned later in the Spokane office, Mr. Eckelsdafer 
told the Executive Officer that core from both holes had been 
skeletonized. Mr. Warren and also Mr. Eckelsdafer when seen in 
Spokane were told that in the future all the core should be stored 
in boxes until it could be inspected by DMEA field men.

wide, the other about 300 feet long and 5.8 feet wide, 
are exposed on the surface along the hanging wall of 
a large quartz vein. The average grade of five samples 
from the 400-foot body is 58 percent Cafl, while the 
average grade of six samples from the 300-foot body is 
80 per cent 0aF2. There are other veins on the property 
that are known to contain fluorite. 


2.The Field Team states that the chance of finding an ore 
body containing as much as 100,000 tons, with an average 
grade somewhere between 58 and 80 per cent CaF2, is 
very good and that the chance of finding other ore 
bodies within the Applicant 's claims is good. 


Criteria developed during project: 
l.East of the Salmon River there are at least 3 zones 


of fluorite ranging in length from 150 to 600 feet 
and in width from 1.7 to 20.0 feet. They occur along, 
and a short way in from the east wail of a quartz vein 
in gneiss. The southernmost and largest fluorite zone 
was probed by four diamond drill holes. The drilling 
showed that at depth, the vein flattened in dip and the 
fluorite zone became narrower and much lower in grade. 
Disappointing results were obtained from the two con-
tract drill holes. The third hole authorized under the 
contract was never drilled. Results obtained from the 
surface sampling were much more encouraging. The Field 1

Future possibilities: Although at the present time the 
only access to the property is by pack trail, or by 
small boat on the Salmon River, and the construction 
of a suitable access road would be costly, the property 
is a potential source of fluorite ore. 


Recommendations: A pseudo certification is incorporated in the 
Termination Agreement. Should a properly financed and competently 
supervised project for additional exploration be received, it 
should be given thoughtful consideration.

My last inspection, of this property was made on August 1, 
1957.


At the time of the inspection two of the three approved 
(DNEA) diamond drill holes (Nos. 1 and 25 had been partly drilled but 
neither hole had penetrated the fluorite zone. Both the above holes 
were collared at approved drill sites. Hole No. 1 was drilled for 
306 feet and hole No. 2 for 260 feet for a total footage of 566. No 
further drilling under the contract was done during the year 1957. 
DMEA hole No. 3 was never drilled. 


Hole No. 1 was temporarily abandoned because of pumping 
difficulties, and the bit was lost in hole No. 2 at 260 feet. The 
Operator drilled some holes on his own account. DDH-3 (non-DMEA) 
was drilled between holes No. 1 and 2 about 0 feet higher in altitude. 
This hole was drilled to completion at a depth of 13 feet on an 
inclination of -14k degrees. The fluorite zone was encountered 
between 106 and ll9 feet. Another hole, DD}-I-4, was collared at the 
same altitude as hole No. 3 but east of hole No. 1. Hole 4 was drilled 
97 feet on an inclination of -.20 degrees and stopped when the core 
barrel and bit were lost. DDH-M was collared several feet from 
hole No. 4 and drilled for a depth of 116 feet on an inclination of 
-20 degrees. 


Contract drilling was resumed May 11, 1958 when hole Mo, 2A, 
which is adjacent to hole No. 2 with the same bearing but at a minus' 
10 degree inclination, was reentered at 80 feet in biotite gneiss. 
Hole No. 2k was drilled from 80 to 445 feet where it was bottomed in 
the hanging wall in biotite gneiss. It was reported that a highly 
fractured and altered zone containing quartz and gypsum was encountered 
from 404 to 427 feet with fluorite occurrence between 404 and 405 feet.

On May 25, drilling was started in hole No. 1 in vein 


quartz at 306 feet and drilled to 350 feet where the hole was bottomed 
in biotite gfleiss. The hanging wall was penetrated at 342 feet. A 
few stringers of fluorspar were cut from 33B.5 to 340.5 feet. 


Mr. Ted Engel, Jr., Idaton consultant geologist, left the 
property June 1 with all the critical core. The core was taken to 
Ishpeming, Michigan, for further study and analysis. 


An attempt was made to examine the property with Whi. C. 
Prinz, geologist, U. S. Geological Survey, on June 5, 195g. The trip 
could not be made because of high water. An examination of the 
property was made July 25 by Mr. Prinz.

MONTHLY REPORT OF OPERATOR 
The Operator (Contractor) of an exploration project is 


required to make a monthly report to the Government 
through the Regional Executive Officer. This report con-
sists of three parts as follows: 


(a) Form MF-104—Operator 's Monthly Report and 
Voucher.—This form details expenditures and consti-
tutes a voucher for reimbursing the Operator for the 
Government's share of costs; 


(b) Form MF-1 04A—Operator 's Unit Cost and Prog-
ress Report.—This is a statistical report of expenditures 
which shows costs for the various types of operation; 
and


(c) Narrative.—A concise narrative description of 
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual 
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible, 
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches 
showing formations penetrated and location and assays 
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In 
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map; 
logs and assays also are to be submitted. 


The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in 
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the 
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of 
the month following. 


Preparation of Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report 
and Voucher.—All the applicable spaces in Form MF-104 
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his 
agent should sign the certification in the lower left corner of 
the form. 


The items of costs are arranged in the order they appear 
in Article 6(a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952), 
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting 
activities under other contract forms. 


Under Item (1) delete words "Short Form" if the contract 
is a sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delete word 
"Independent" if the contract reported is on Form MF-200 
(A). Also, report work paid for on a unit basis under con-
tract Form MF-200 as though it were performed under an 
independent contract. 


Under Item (2) include labor, supervision and technical 
services incurred for the exploratory operations. Do not 
include labor, supervision and technical services used for 
work performed under items (5) and (6). 


Under Item (3) include the costs of material and supplies 
used in. the project other than that used under items (5) 
and (6). 


Under Item (4) appear the three types of operating equip-
ment expenditures, that is, rental, purchase and depreciation. 
The expenditures made for renting equipment belonging to a


third party will be reported under "Rental". The amount 
paid or duly obligated for payment for the purchase of equip-
ment will be reported under "Purchase". The amount of 
expenditires due the Operator to reimburse him for deprécia-
tion of equipment owned will be reported under "Deprecia-
tion'. 


Item (5) comprises costs of labor, supervision, technical 
services, materials, etc., which are used in the initial rehabili-
tation and repair of existing buildings, installations, fixtures 
and equipment. These costs, therefore, should not be reported 
under items (2) and (3). 


Item (6) includes the labor, supervision, technical services, 
materials, etc., used in the installation or construction of new 
buildings, fixed improvements, etc., necessary for the project. 
These costs, therefore, should not be reported under items 
(2) and (3). 


Item (7) covers miscellaneous types of expenditure such as 
payroll taxes, liability insurance, workmen's compensation 
insurance, repairs to equipment and sampling and analysis. 
Only that part of payroll taxes, liability insurance and 
workmen's compensation which are paid by the operator 
should be reported under item (7). The share paid by 
the employee as a payroll deduction is to be included 
under item (2) as labor costs. 


Item (8) includes any unforeseen costs not included in the 
other seven categories. 


The original of Form MF-104 when submitted for reim-
bursable expenses incurred under contract Form MF-200 
must be supported by 'original documentation or by certified 
copies of purchase orders, payrolls or transcripts of payrolls, 
unless such documentation has been waived by the Regional 
Executive Officer.

The more important 
phases pf operation on which permanent information is desired have been outlined in the 
form. There are blank lines, however, for those unusual phases which may need to be 
reported for a particular project. It will be necessary for the Operator to distribute his 
costs among the applicable phases reported with the exception of three items' the costs of 
which are not to be distributed by the Operator.

This will acknowledge your letter of December 2, 1958, 
concerning, the authorization for the cost of assaying seven samples 
from DDH-2A from between 14.05.0 and 1431.0 feet. 


The contract is specific in limiting the drilling to a 
depth not to exceed 350 feet. It is not specific regarding the 
sampling; it merely states that 50 drill hole samples are to be 
assayed for CaP2 at a cost of $6.00 per assay. Since the object 
of the contract was to obtain information concerning content of 
CaF2 in the fluorite vein in depth, it seemed to us that DMEA 
would be justified in contributing to the cost of assaying samples 
from the fluorite vein, even though the Government did not con-
tribute to the cost of drilling that portion of the hole from 
which the samples were taken. The information would be equally 
as valuable whether the vein was intersected at a depth of 14.00 
feet or 314.5 feet and the cost of assaying would be no greater, 
regardless of the depth. Further, it was our opinion that the 
money spent to drill hole 2A to the 350-foot depth permitted by 
the contract would be wasted unless the ore zone were assayed 
and. therefore it was to the Governxnent's interest to authorize 
payment of the assaying. Any other course seemed to us to be 
technically unsound and uneconomic. Under these circumstances we 
felt that the payment of the Government' s share of the $14.2 allowed 
for the assaying of the seven samples in question was amply justified. 


Since you have ruled to the contrary, we are instructing 
the Certifying Officer and the uditor that this cannot be paid.

This is in further reference to our letter of September 18, 
1958, and to your reply of October 3 regarding winding up the Idaton 
contract.


You state that had Hole 2-A been drilled according to 
specifications,, no amendment would have been necessary and there-
fore you can find no justification to amend the contract. As we 
interpret this statement, we can pay for the 350 feet authorized in 
the contract but not for the additional 95 feet required to pene-
trate the vein. We" urge you to reconsider this decision. The 
location specified in the contract for Hole 2 fell on a steep 
slope; good sense and good engineering practice demanded that it 
be moved a short distance down hill to a more easily accessible 
site at the toe of the slope, and. the change had the Field Team's 
approval. By changing the inclination of the hole from minus lO0 
to plus l0 the distance to be drilled remained essentially the 
same. At 251. feet the core barrel sheared off and could not be 
recovered. After an unsuccessful attent was made to bypass the 
stuck core barrel by wedging, Hole 2 was abandoned,and Hole 2-A 
was drilled from the same site. To avoid similar difficulties, 
Hole 2-A was drilled at an inclination of minus 10°. It appears 
to us to be a reasonable field, decision. The suggested amendment 
is justified by (1) the departure from contract specifications 
was made necessary by field conditions and (2) it was to the 
ovnme' s advantage to continue the hole until the vein was 
intersected. Had the hole been stopped short of its objective 
no useful information would have resulted.
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We do not know wby Idaton deemed it necessary to relocate 
all the claims. Although this is getting outside our field of 
competence, it seems to us questionable that the new locations 
would supersede the original ones. According to the agreement between 
Idaton and Squaw Creek Mining Company, Id.aton agrees to keep the claims 
in good order and upon any failure to comply with the terms of the 
agreement the claims revert back to the seller. This would seem 
to protect the seller against any conflicting locations made after 
the date of the agreement.

The property was visited on April 28 and 29, 1957, by the 
writers, accompanied by Charles Hubbard, mining engineer, U. S. Bureau 
of Mines; A. P. Smothers, property owner and boatman; Jack Ecklesdafer, 
president of Squaw Creek Mining Company; and his assistant. 


The purpose of the examination was to evaluate the property 
for possible additional DMEA work which Mr. Ecklesdafer and Richard 
J. O'Brien, secretary of Idaton, Inc., suggested during a recent 
conference in the Field Team office. This work comprises drifting 
on the vein now being explored by drilling. 


The vein outcrop was exanrtned, three samples were cut from 
the outcrop (see enclosed map), and the feasibility of drilling from 
the proposed diamond drill locations was checked. 


The geologic mapping by Mr. Cox, geologist for the A. S. and 
R. Company, was field checked and Mr. Cox can be commended for an ex. 
cellent map. 


The diamond drill sites on the contract map are favorably 
located except that the Operator may have to move them within a 
20.-foot radius to establish the best drilling site. 


It is the opinion of the examining team that the vein being 
drilled should be further explored by approximately 1,300 feet of drift. 
However, several important factors for the success of such a program 
appear .inmiinent at the present time. The first is that the present 
Operator, Jack Ecklesdafer, does not appear capable of organizing and 
operating a drifting project. Mr. Ecklesd.afer is a graduate mining 
engineer but he has had no operating experience. Discussions with 
him indicate he has very little idea of what equipment is needed or 
how much, or how to handle personnel to accomplish such a project.







I 


Another factor is the transportation of mining equipment 
to the property which must be by boat. There is, at the present time, 


."	 considerable bad feeling between the three competing boatmen which 
could lead to delays in delivery. It is believed that this possibili-(i	
ty can be considerably alleviated by requiring the Operator to request 
bids from all competing boatmen. There is no doubt in the examiners' r	
minds that the necessary equipnient.for a drifting project can be 
transported by boat down to the property. 


Mr. Campbell, diamond drill contractor, has been hired to 
do the drilling on the present contract, He has done the drilling 
on other DMEA projects in Idaho, and. has beeti found to be capable. 
He has bid $7.50 per foot and $0.50 per foot for reaming and cementing. 
No trouble is expected to get the 80 percent core recovery because the 
fluorspar appears to be massive and unfractured on the outcrops. It 
is reported that Mr. Campbell has requested the money for the drilling 
be deposited in escrow by the Operator before he will take the job. 
Mr. Ecklesdafer reported the driller is to start drilling the second 
week of May. 


It is recommended that as soon as the present contract is 
assigned to the Idaton Company, the drifting proposal be further 
discussed with them, especially the necessity of obtaining a competent 
manager to supervise the proposed work. Until a competent manager is 
obtained, or until the entire underground project is put into the hands 
of a competent independent contractor, the examiners hesitate to 
recommend approving additional work. However, Mr. Ecklesdafer is coin-
petent to handle surveying and sampling, 


During the examination two or three sites were noted which 
appeared to be suitable for adit portal locations. Additional. trenching 
on the outcrop would serve to delineate the character and. continuity of 
the vein. Apparently there are three or four lenses or ore shoots 
exposed on the surface, but the exact length has not been determined,

Mr. R. J. O'Brien and Mr. John Eckeisdafer called on the 
Executive Officer on March 13, 1957, to discuss the Squaw Creek or 
Smothers application. They later visited the Bureau of Mines for the 
same purpose. Mr. Eckeisdafer is the originalapplicant. Mr. O'Brien 
is an attorney from Houghton, Michigan representing Idaton Inc., a 
company organized to takeover the Smothers property frôii Squaw Creek 
Mining Company. According to Mr. O'Brien, Idaton Inc. is backed by 
substantial business men in Ishpeming and Houghton, Michigan; the 
company will be adequately financed, and if. the exploration is success-
ful, will be prepared to develop the property. The company has in 
mind a more extensive exploration than that provided for under the 
present application and wishes to increase the scope of the program, 
which, because of the limited finances available to the original 
applicant, was a minimum program. 


Discussion developed the fact that Mr. O'Brien will be 
secretary of the company and will handle the finances. Mr. John 
Eckeisdafer will be in charge of field activities. 


The company is most anxious to begin work as soon as 
possible and wanted to know how far along the processing of the 
Squaw Creek application was and whether it would be quicker to 
negotiate a new contract or to let this one be completed, assign the 
contract to the new company and then apply for additional work. 


The changed situation was explained to Mr. Houk in a phone 
call. It was Mr. Houk's opinion that even though a contract was 
nearly ready for release it would be preferable to hold it up and 
consider a new application involving additional work. Mr. Houk

remarked that the improved financial position of the company would 
make possible a more effective contract and suggested that the 
possibility of some drifting on the vein be considered. This was 
discussed with Mr. O'Brien and Mr. Eckeisdafer. They expressed the 
very strongopinion that they preferred that the contract be pro-
cessed in the present orm and assigned to Idaton Inc., as they are 
afraid that putting in a new program would delay things. They had 
previously considered only additional drilling but were agreed that 
drifting on the vein probably would be preferable. 


It appears to us that this procedure offers some advantages. 
The program as presently outlined is satisfactory as the first stage 
of a more complete program and, because of the short season, it is 
important that Idaton start work as soon as possible. Moreover, we 
hesitate to recommend additional work at this time; we feel that 
if our field men were able to visit the property we would be in a 
better position to recommend what, if any, work should be done in 
subsequent stages. We could also estimate costs more accurately. 
We therefore suggest that the contract bprocessed in its present 
form and assigned to Idaton Inc.

Reference is made to your letter of January 25, 1957, in. 
which you request additional information in order to continue pro-
cessing the above-referenced application. 


1. In a letter dated December 13, 1956, replying to a 
former request for additional information, Robert D. R. McChesney. 
states that Squaw Creek Mining Company had made an agreement with 
Mr. T. D. French, the owner, to purchase the diamond drill in 
question. As the recommended contract, if approved, would be set 
up on a unit cost basis, at a cost per foot bonsid.erably less than 
that in any of the three bids submitted, the .requested information 
regarding the terms of the agreement to purchase the drill appears 
to be extraneous. In any case, we do not have a copy of the agreement. 


2. When the application was submitted, it was the intent to 
employ as superintendent, Thomas J. Herron, who has been an engineer 
for the U. S. Department of the Army, and was temporarily employed by 
the U. S. Bureau of Mines. Mr. McChesney states in his letter of 
December 13, 1956, that Herron might not be available, in which case, 
Mr. McChesney would supervise the work himself. Paragraph 5 (b) of 
the application states that McChesney is a geologist and mining 
engineer who has had exploration experience with Cleveland Cliffs 
Iron Company and Iron Ore Company of Canada. As for the driller and 
other personnel, it is doubtful that they have been or will be hired 
prior to the offering of a contract. Paragraph Li . (e) of the applica-
tion states that man power - - 	 1 drillers and other personnel --
can be obtained in Salmon, Idaho. Mr. McChesney should be capable of 
hiring a competent driller and properly supervising th project.

Again because of the isolation of the project area, a larger crew, 
which would be required for multiple shift operations, would increase 
the difficulty and expense of bringing in supplies. Logistics will 
be one of the big problems. 


5. Map No. 2 of Plate 1 accompanying the Field Team report 
of August 20, 1956,. is a copy of the American Smelting and Refining 
map to which you refer and is clearly labeled as such.

As the Nonmetallic Minerals 1)Lvision wrote to Mr. and Mrs. 


Smothers as recently as January 23, 1957, regarding the legal status 
\ of'the Purchase Agreement (and also mentioned the Consent to Lien), 
we feel that it would be wiser for them to request the Smothers to 
execute the Consent to Lien and Subordination Agreement on the new 
form dated June 1956. Two letters regarding legal matters coming so 
close together, but from different offices, might be misinterpreted as 
indicating lack of coordination within the DMEA organization. 


This contract has been pending since August. We think that 
all the information that we would be able to obtain has been presented, 
and we urge an immediate decision one way or the other.

Based on a review of the available information, in.. 
cluding that given in the application, the examiners recommend 
a work program essentially as proposed by the applicant. The 
examiners estimate the inferred reserves as 100,000 tons to a 
depth of 240 feet in two ore shoots, one 300 feet long and 6 
feet wide, the other 400 feet long and 10 feet wide. 


The applicant, probably on the results of work done 
in 1955, assigns a length of 2,000 feet to the main vein and a 
width of 7 feet. Using these figures 300,QpO tons of 6% CaF2 
material is inferred. The examiners infer the grade is 5 to 8C CaF2.


The diamonddri11ing will tend to establish the width 
and grade of the main vein to a depth of 250 feet.

Enclosed are four copies of a memorandum report by Howard B. 
Nickelson, Geological Survey, and E. W. Parsons, Bureau of Mines, on 
the subject application, and two copies each of three independent bids 
for diamond drilling. 


At the present time access to the property is extremely 
difficult and has undoubtedly been a deterring factor to its explora-
tion and development. However, two fluorspar bodies, one about 14.00 
feet long and 10 feet wide, the other about 300 feet long and 5.8 feet 
wide, are exposed on the surface along the hanging wall of a large 
quartz vein. The average grade of five samples from the 14-00-foot body 
is 58 percent C2 while the average grade of six samples from the 
300-foot body is 80 percent CaF 2 . There are other veins on the property 
that are known to contain fluorite. 


Nickelson and Parsons conclude that the chance of finding an 
ore body containing as much as 100,000 tons, with an average grade 
somewhere between 58 and 80 percent OaF2,' is very good and that the 
chance of finding other ore bodies within the appIicant's claims is 
good. They therefore recommend that a program be approved that will 
include diamond drilling of the two known bodies and surface geologic 
mapping to locate other targets for drilling within the applicant's 
claims.


The Field Team requested the addition of 14.3 claims, which 
they believed had been located adjacent to the claims included in the 
project. At a subsequent interview with the applicants it was learned 
that this ground had not yet been staked, but it is the applicant's 
intention to	 so. The company waiadvised that if it rished the 
Government to participate in the geologic mapping of the unstaked area 
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it would first have to locate the claims and. add. them to the 
ground. included in its proposal.

ARTICLE 4. Performance of the work.—(a) Operator's responsibiiity.-.-.--The work shall be per-
formed with reasonable diligence, efficiently, expertly, in a workmanlike manner, in accordance with 
good mining standards and State regulations for health and safety and for liability insurance covering 
employment; and with suitable and adequate equipment, facilities, materials, supplies, and labor, to 
bring it to completion within the time fixed. 


(b) Independent contraets.—To the extent that the allowable costs are estimated in Exhibit "A" 
with express reference to performance by independent contractors on a unit-price basis (such as per 
foot of drilling, per foot of drifting, per hour of bulldozer operations), the work may be so performed; 
but if the reference in Exhibit "A" to any such independent contract requires the Government's 
approval thereof, payments under such contract will not be allowable costs unless the Government gives 
its written approval of the contract. Any such independent contract shall refer to some specific and 
identifiable part of the work, and shall be subject to all of the pertinent terms and conditions of this 
exploration contract; but the Government shall not be considered a party thereto, and its rights under 
this contract, including the right to terminate its contributions, shall not be affected thereby. Regard-
less of the provisions of any such independent contract and regardless of the, Government's approval 
thereof, the Government will participate in payments to the independent contractor only on account of 
work performed in accordance with the provisions of this exploration project contract, and only to the 
extent that the Government deems the unit prices for the work under the independent contract to be 
reasonable. 


• (c) Government maZy inspect.—The Operator shall consult with and inform the Government on all 
phases of the work as it progresses. The Government may enter at all reasonable times to inspect the 
work under the contract, and also after a certification of discovery or development to inspect production 
operations and underground workings. The operator shall provide the Government with all reasonable 
means of access for such inspections. 


ARTICLE 5. Contribution by the Government.—he estimated total allowable cost of the project, 
set forth in Exhibit "A," is the sum of $----------
The Government shall contibute £ percent of the allowable costs as they are incurred in a total sum 
not in excess of $------- -ik1QP----------------------: Provided, That until the Operator has 
rendered .to the Government his final report, and any final auditing required by the Government has been 
made, and a final settlement of the contract has been made, the Government may withhold from the last 
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voucher or vouchers such sums as it sees fit not in excess of 10 percent of the estimated total cost of the 
work or not in excess of the amount of the Government's contribution to the cost of property which is or 
may become subject to disposal as provided in Article 9(c), whichever is greater. The Government will 
make its contribution on the basis of the monthly vouchers referred to in Article 7(b), but all payments 
by the Government are provisional only, subject to audit, until the account between the Operator and 
the Government is finally audited and settled. "Costs incurred" mean costs that have been paid or have 
become due and payable, or that in the opinion of the Government have become an obligation. The Gov-
ernment may make payments directly to independent contractors and suppliers for the account of the 
Operator rather than to the Operator. 


ARTICLE 6. Estimated costs.—(a) Categories of costs.—The allowable costs of the work to which 
the Government shall contribute are limited to those that are direct, reasonable, necessary, and that are 
estimated in Exhibit "A" by categories as specified in this article. If any category or subcategory is 
omitted from the estimate of costs, or if the word "none" is annexed to the listing thereof, costs under 
such category or subcategory are not allowable. Any excess over any estimate which is indicated as 
the maximum of any category, subcategory, or item, either as to requirement or related cost, and any 
excess over. the estimated total allowable cost of the work, shall not be allowable. Any excess over the 
estimate of any category, subcategory, or item, either as to requirement or related cost, not indicated 
as a maximum shall be allowable within the limit of the estimated total allowable cost of the work. To 
the extent that excesses over maximums other than the estimated total allowable cost of the work may 
be necessary for the performance of the work, the Operator shall incur such excesses for his own account 
without contribution by the Government; but except for any such necessary excesses in categories, sub-
categories, or items thereunder the Operator is not obligated to incur more than his agreed percentage 
of the estimated, total allowable cost of the work. 


To the extent specified in this article or in Exhibit "A" the following categories, subcategories, and 
elements thereof are maximums; but if not so specified either here or in Exhibit "A" they are not maxi-
mums, and may be exceeded within the limit of the estimated total allowable cost of the work: 


CATEGORY (1)—INDEPENDENT CONTRACTS.—Work to be performed under independent contracts 
(see Article 4(b)). The estimated total amount of this category and the estimated cost of each unit of 
work for performance under an independent contract are maximums. 


CATEGORY (2)—PERSONAL SERVICES. 
Subcategory (a) —Supervision.—Al1 elements of this subcategory (number of supervisors, 


periods of employment, rates of pay, and total) are maximums. 
Subcategory (b)—Technical services.—All elements of this subcategory (number of technicians, 


periods of employment, rates of pay, and total) are maximums. 
Subcategory (c)—Labor. 


CATEGORY (3)—OPERATING MATERIALS AND SUF'PLIES.—Includes such items as drill bits and steel, 
explosives, fuel, pipe, power, small tools costing less than $50 each, timber, track. 


CATEGORY (4)—OPERATING EQUIPMENT. 
Subcategory (a)—Rental.—The number of each object to be rented [6 mine cars, 1 truck], the 


rate of rental [$100 per month, $5 per hour], and the total of this subcategory are maximums. 
Subcategory (b)—Purchases.—The estimated total of this subcategory is a maximum. 
Subcategory (c)—Depreciation.—All elements of this subcategory (time periods, rate of depre-


ciation, and subcategory total) are maximums. 
CATEGORY (5)—INITIAL REHABILITATION AND REPAIRS.—Estimates under this category include all 


requirements and related costs, such as labor, materials and supplies, and supervision at a rate not higher 
than provided for in Category (2), and shall not be duplicated under any other category. The estimated 
total of this category is a maximum. 


Subcategory (a) —Initial rehabilitation and repairs of existing buildings, fi xtures, and installa-
tions (exclusive of mine workings) .—The estimated total of this subcategory is a maximum. 


Subcategory (b)—Initial rehabilitation and repairs of operating equipment.—The estimated 
total of this subcategory is a maximum.
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CATEGORY (6) —NEW BUILDINGS, FIXTURES, AND INSTALLATIONS (EXCLUSIVE OF MINE WORKINGS) 
Estimates under this category include all requirements and related costs, such as labor, materials and 
supplies, and supervision at a rate not higher than provided for in Category (2), and shall not be dupli-
cated under any other category. The estimated total of this category is a maximum. 


CATEGORY (7)—MISCELLANE0TJS.---Repairs and maintenance (other than initial) of operating equip-
ment, analytical work, prints and other reproductions, accounting, Operator's share of payroll taxes, 
liability insurance covering employment, travel, communications, and any other items of requirement or 
cost that do not fall within any of the first 6 categories. 


THE ESTIMATED TOTAL ALLOWABLE COST. of the work is a maximum. 
(b) Nonallowable costs.—The following costs are not allowable for contribution by the Government: 


(1) Costs of the land, such as rental, depreciation, depletion, or other cost of acquiring, owning, 
or holding possession; 


(2) Indirect costs, such as general overhead, corporate management, interest, taxes (other than 
payroll and sales taxes), insurance (other than liability insurance covering employment), damages 
to persons, damages to property (other than necessary repairs or replacements of equipment or 
other property used in the work) 


(3) Previous work performed or costs incurred before the date of this contract ; and 
(4) Deferred payments.—Any costs incurred by the Operator under any rental-purchase agree-


ment, installment-purchase agreement, or any agreement for the purchase of goods under the provi-
sions of which payment of the full purchase price is deferred more than 90 days from the delivery 
of the goods; unless the purchase agreement is approved by the Government in writing. 
(c) Reductions in costs.—The Operator shall account for and give the Government credit for any 


incidental benefits, credits, or money received in the ordinary course of business in prosecuting the work 
(as by salvage or sale of materials or equipment, furnishing of room or board, furnishing of power or 
services to third persons, rebates or discounts on purchases, etc.), in the same ratio in which the Govern-
ment contributes to costs; and such amounts shall be treated as a reduction in costs incurred so that 
they are available for use within the limit of the original estimated total cost. This provision does not 
apply to receipts from production which are subject to the Government's percentage royalty under the 
provisions of Article 9. 


ARTICLE 7. Reports, accounts, audits.—(a) Operator's. records.—The Operator shall keep suit-
able records and accounts of the work performed and of any production in which the Government may 
have an interest; and shall preserve those with respect to work performed for at least three years after 
final payment by the Government, and those with respect to production for at least three years after any 
obligation to pay royalties to the Government has terminated. The Government may inspect and audit 
said records and accounts at any time, either by itself or by a certified public accountant. If the Gov-
ernment elects to audit said records and accounts relating to the exploration work by certified public 
accountant, it may do so as a cost of the work to which the Operator shall contribute. The Comptroller 
General of the United States or his representative, until the expiration of said three-year periods, shall 
have access to and the right to examine any pertinent books, documents, papers, and records of the 
Operator. All of the Operators vouchers and records and accounts relating thereto and the Govern-
ment's payments thereof remain subject to adjustment until final audit by the Government. If work 
under this contract is carried on in conjunction with any other operations, or if labor, supervision, 
services, materials, supplies, equipment, facilities, or other requirements for carrying on the work are 
also used in connection with other operations, the costs shall be segregated and accounted for on a basis 
and by methods and accounts that are satisfactory to and approved by the Government. 


(b) Progress reports and vouchers.—The Operator shall provide the Government with five copies 
of monthly progress reports in three sections as follows: (1) Operator's Monthly Report and Voucher 
showing detailed costs incurred during the reporting period; (2) Operator's Unit Cost and Progress 
Report showing the various types of work performed during the reporting period and costs incurred for 
each type of work; and (3) a Narrative Report of the work performed during the reporting period iriclud-
ing adequate engineering-geological maps or sketches, drill hole logs and locations, and assay reports on 
samples taken concurrently with advance in mineralized ground. (Forms for reporting under (1) and 
(2) above will be provided by the Government.)
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(c) Final report.—Tjpon completion of the work or termination 'of the Government's obligation to 
contribute to costs, the Operator shall furnish the Government with, five copies of a final report (in 
addition to the final progress report and voucher). This final report shall include a geological and engi-
neering evaluation of the results of the work performed under the contract with an estimate of the ore 
reserves resulting from such work, complete assay data, adequate geological and engineering maps or 
sketches, and a summary of the work performed and related costs incurred. 


(d) Report of sales.—The Operator shall provide the Government with suitable accounting and 
documentary evidence covering all production to which the Government's percentage royalty relates, such 
as copies of smelter or concentrator settlement sheets, and certified accounts of production and sale or 
other disposition of production. 


(e) Compliance with requiremen'ts.—If in the opinion of the Government any' of the Operator's 
reports, records, or accounts are insufficient or incomplete, or if the Operator fails to make them, the 
Government may procure the making or completion of such with suitable attachments as an expense of 
the work to which the Operator shall contribute. The Government may withhold approval and payment 
of any vouchers relating to insufficient or incomplete reports, records, or accounts. 


ARTICLE 8. Repayment by Operator.—(a) Certification.—If the Government considers that a 
discovery or development from which production may be made has resulted from the work, the Govern-
ment, at any time not later than six months after a sufficient final report and final account (see Article 
7) has been rendered, may so certify in writing to the Operator. Such certification shall describe broadly 
or indicate the nature of the discovery or development. 


(b) Royalty on production.—The Operator, as principal if the Operator is the producer, or as surety 
if the Operator is not the producer, shall pay to the Government a royalty on all minerals mined or 
produced from the land, as follows: (1) regardless of any certification of discovery or development, 
from the date of the contract until the lapse of the time within which the Government may make such 
certification, or until the total net amount contributed by the Government without interest is fully repaid, 
whichever occurs first; or (2) if the Government makes a certification of discovery or development, 
within a period of ten years from the date of the contract, or until the total net amount contributed by 
the Government without interest is fully repaid, whichever occurs first. 


(c) Basis for computation.—The Government's royalty shall be a percentage of the gross proceeds 
(including any bonuses, premiums, allowances, or other benefits) from the production sold, in the form 
sold (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent), 'at the point of delivery (the f. o. b. point); except, that 
charges of the buyer arising in the regular course of business, and shown as deductions on the buyer's 
settlement sheets, on' account of the cost of treatment processes performed by the buyer, sampling and 
assaying to determine the value of the production sold, and freight paid by the buyer to a carrier (not 
the Operator), shall be allowed as deductions in arriving at the "gro'ss proceeds" as that term is used 
herein. Any costs of treatment processes, sampling or assaying, or transportation, performed or paid 
by the Operator or by anyone other than the buyer, are not deductible in arriving at the "gross proceeds" 
as that term is here used. The term "treatment processes," as here used, means those processes (such as 
milling, concentrating, smelting, refining, or equivalent) applied to the crude ore or other production after 
itis extracted from the ground, to put it into a commercially marketable form; excluding fabricating or 
manufacturing. 


(d) Unsold production.—If any production (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent), after the lapse 
of six months from the date the ore was extracted from the ground, remains neither sold nor used by 
the Operator in integrated manufacturing or fabricating operations (for instance, if it is stockpiled), 
the Government, at its option, as long as it so remains, may require the computation and payment of 
its royalty on the value of such production in the form (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent) 'it is in 
when the Government elects to require computation and payment. If any production is used by the' 
Operator in integrated manufacturing or fabricating operations before the Government makes its elec-
tion, the Government's royalty on such production shall be computed on the value therof in the form in 
which and at the time when it is so used. "Value" as here used means what is or would be gross income 
from mining operations for percentage depletion purposes in Federal income tax determination, or the 
market value, whichever is greater. 


(e) Percentages of royalty.—The percentages of the Government's royalty shall be as follows: 
One and one-half (1½) percent of amounts ("gross proceeds" or "value") not in excess of eight 


dollars ($8.00) per ton of production in the form in which sold, held, or used, plus one-half (1/2) 
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• percent for each additional full fifty cents ($ 0.50) by which such amounts exceed eight dollars ($8.00) 
per ton, but not in excess of five (5) percent of such amounts. 


(For instance: the royalty on an amount of five dollars ($5.00) per ton would be one and one-
half (11/2) percent; on an amount of ten dollars ($10.00) per ton, three and one-half ( 3½) percent.) 
(f) Time for computation and payment.—The Government's royalty shall be computed and paid 


currently upon each lot sold, held, or used in integrated operations, as the case may be, as above provided 
in this article. 


(g) Lien for pay'mnent.—To secure the payment of. its percentage royalty, there is hereby granted to 
the Government a lien upon the land or the Operator's interest in the land and upon any production of 
minerals therefrom, until the royalty claim is extinguished by lapse of time or is fully paid. 


(h) Notice to purchasers.—The Operator shall give notice of the Government's claim for royalty 
to any purchaser of the production, and shall authorize and direct such purchaser to pay the royalty 
directly to the Government and to furnish the Government with. copies of the settlement sheets. If the 
records of any production and sales or other disposition of production, whether the production is by the 
Operator or by others, are not made available to the Government, the amount of the royalty may be 
estimated by the Administrator, Defense Minerals Exploration Administration, or his successor, and his 
estimate thereof shall be final and binding upon the Operator. . 


(i) No obligation to produce.—Nothing in this contract is to be construed as imposing any obligation 
on the Operator or the Operator's successor in interest to engage in any production operations. 


(j) Government 2iot obligated to buy.—Nothing in this contract shall be construed as imposing any 
obligation on the Government to purchase any minerals mined or produced from the land. 


ARTICLE 9. Interests in purchased property.—(a) Title and ownership.—A1l costs under this 
contract shall be incurred by the Operator in the Operator's own name and for the Operator's own 
account; but any property acquired to the cost of which the Government contributes shall belong to the 
Operator and the Government jointly in proportion to their respective contributions, although title thereto 
shall be taken in the name of the Operator. 


(b) Preservation of property.—Until the final disposal of any property in which the Government 
has an interest the Operator shall preserve and protect same for the best interest of the Government, any 
reasonable and necessary costs thereof to be treated as an allowable cost of the project. After the com-
pletion of the work or termination of the Government's obligation to contribute, or when such property 
is not in use for or needed for the work, the Operator shall neither use it without the written consent of 
the Government nor without paying a reasonable rental to be fixed by the Government for its interest. 


(c) Disposal of property.—Upon the completion of the work or termination of the Government's 
obligation to contribute to costs, or when the property is no longer needed for the work, the Operator 
shall promptly dispose of salable or salvageable property in which the Government has an interest for 
the joint account of the Government and the Operator, either by return to the vendor, by sale to others, 
or purchase by the Operator or the Government at a price at least as high as could be obtained• from 
others, unless the Government in writing waives its interest in any such property. Without advance 
approval of the sales price by the Government the Operator shall not sell at any price any item of property 
the cost of which was more than $500, and shall not sell at less than 25 percent of the purchase price any 
item of property which cost $500 or less. The Government, in lieu of approving the sales price for any 
such item, may itself purchase the item at the best price which the Operator is able to obtain or himself 
cares to give. Property remaining upon any termination of the work shall be considered in groups .or 
categories (such as drill steel, or explosives, or pipe, or rails), and if the original cost of the remaining 
unexpended portion of any such group or category is less than $50, the Government waives its interest 
therein. If necessary to accomplish the disposal of any item the Operator shall dismantle and sever it 
from the land, the cost thereof to be treated as a cost of the project. 


(d) Default of the Operator re disposal.—If within 90 days after the completion of the work or ter-
mination of the Government's obligatiOn to contribute to costs, or after the property is no longer needed 
for the work, or after such further time as the Government may in writing allow, the Operator has failed 
to. sell or otherwise liquidate or dispose of any property in which the Government has an interest, the 
Government, at any time prior to final settlement under the contract, may pursue one of the following 
two courses: (1) the Government, by written notice to the Operator, may place upon such property what 
in it opixdon is a fair valuation thereof, not in excess of the cost less 1.66 percent per month from the 
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date such property was purchased under this contract to the termination of said 90-day period; and such 
proper,ty shall thereupon be considered and accounted for as having been purchased. by the Operator at 
the valuation so fixed by the Government; or (2) the Government may enter and take possession of such 
property wherever it may be found, and remove and dispose of it for the joint account of the parties. 


ARTICLE 10. Termination of the Government's obligations._(a) If in the opinion of the Govern-
ment operations at any time have failed to achieve anticipated results that indicate the probability of 
making a worthwhile discovery, and in the opinion of the Government further operations are not justi-
fied, the Government may. give the Operator written notice thereof, and thereupon: (1) the Government 
shall be free of all obligation to contribute to costs not then incurred other than such as may be allowable 
under the provisions of the contract as necessary and incidental to winding up, reporting, and accounting; 
and (2) the Operator shall be free of all obligation to prosecute the work other than such as may be 
necessary and incidental to winding up, reporting, and accounting. 


(b) If in the .opinion of the Government the Operator is in any manner in default under the terms 
of the contract, the Government may give the Operator written notice of such default with a specification 
of reasonable time within which the default must be cured; and if the Operator fails to cure such default 
as required, thereupon: (1) the Government shall be relieved of all obligation to contribute to costs not 
incurred when the notice was given, other than .such as may be allowable by the provisions of the contract 
as necessary and incidental to winding up, reporting, and accounting; and (2) the Operator shall be free 
of all obligation to prosecute the work other than such as may be necessary and incidental to winding up, 
reporting, and accounting. The remedy provided for the Government in this paragraph "(b)" is in addi-
tion to any other remedy provided in this contract, and in addition to any other remedy the law may 
provide for breach of contract. 


(c) The giving of any notice by the Government under the provisions of this Article 10 shall not 
affect the Government's rights as provided for in the contract with respect to a percentage royalty, and 
such rights shall be fully preserved. 


ARTICLE 11. Notices to be given by the Government may be delivered to the Operator, or may be 
sent by registered mail addressed to the Operator at his mailing address stated in this contract. If 
mailed, notices are deemed to have been delivered five days after the date of mailing. 


ARTICLE 12. Officials not to benefit.—No member ofor delegate to Congress or resident commis-
sioner shall be admitted to any share or part of this contract or to any benefit that may arise therefrom; 
but this provision shall not be construed to extend to this contract if made with a corporation for its 
general benefit. 


ARTICLE 13. Changes and added provisions.

The Government may enter at all reasonable times to inspect the 
work under the contract, and also after certification of discovery or development, to inspect production 
operations and underground workings. The Operator shall provide the Government with all reason-
able means of access for such inspections. 


ARTICLE 4. Contribution by the Government.—The Government will make its contribution on 
the basis of the monthly vouchers referred to in Article 5 (b) ; but all payments by the Government are 
provisional only, subject to audit, and until the account between the Operator and the Government is 
finally audited and settled and the Operator's final report has been rendered, the Government may with-
hold such sums as it sees fit but not in excess of 10 percent of the estimated total cost of the work. To 
the extent that excesses over fixed unit costs or any excess over the estimated total cost may be neces-
sary for the performance of the work, the Operator shall incur and pay such excesses for his own account 
without contribution by the Government. The Government will not contribute to the cost of any work 
performed prior to the date of this contract. The Government may make payments for the account of 
the Operator directly to independent contractors and suppliers rather than to the Operator. 


ARTICLE 5. Reports, accounts, audits.—(a) Operator's records.—The Operator shall keep suit-
able records and accounts of the units of work performed and of any production in which the Govern-
ment may have an interest; and shall preserve those with respect to work performed for at least three 
years after final payment by the Government, and those with respect to production for at least three years 
after any obligation to pay royalties to the Government has terminated. The Government may inspect 
and audit said records and accounts at any time, either by itself or by a certified public accountant. The 
Comptroller General of the United States or his representative, until the expiration of said three-year 
periods, shall have access to and the right to examine all pertinent books, documents, papers, and records 
of the Operator. 


(b) Progress reports and vouchers.—_The Operator shall provide the Government with five copies of 
monthly progress reports in three sections as follows: (1) Operator's Monthly Report and Voucher show-
ing a detailed statement of units of work performed during the reporting period; (2) Operator's Unit 
Cost and Progress Report showing the various types of work performed during the reporting period and 
the fixed unit costs incurred for each type of work; and (3) a Narrative Report of the work performed 
during the reporting period including adequate engineering-geological maps or sketches, drill hole logs 
and locations, and assay reports on samples taken concurrently with advance in mineralized ground. 
(Forms for reporting under (1) and (2) above will be provided by the Government.) 


(c) Final report.—TJpon completion of the work or termination of the Government's obligation to 
contribute to costs, the Operator shall furnish the Government with five copies of a final report (in addi-
tion to the final progress report and voucher). This final report shall include a geological and engineering 
evaluation of the results of the work performed under the contract with an estimate of the ore reserves 
resulting from such work, complete assay data, adequate geological and engineering maps or sketches, 
and a summary of the work performed and the unit costs thereof. 


(d) Report of sales.—The Operator shall provide the Government with suitable accounting and doe-
umentary evidence covering all production to which the Government's percentage royalty relates, such as 
copies of smelter or concentrator settlement sheets, and certified accounts of production and sale or other 
disposition of production.
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(e) Compliance with requirements.—If in the opinion of the Government any of the Operator's 
reports, records, or accounts are insufficient or incomplete, or if the Operator fails to make them, the 
Government may procure the making or completion of such with suitable attachments as an expense of 
the work to which the Operator shall contribute. The Government may withhold approval and payment 
of any vouchers relating to insufficient or incomplete reports, records, or accounts. 


ARTICLE 6. Repayment by Operator.—(a) Certification.—If the Government considers that a 
discovery or development from which production may be made has resulted from the work, the Govern-
ment, at any time not later than six months after the Operator has rendered a sufficient final report (see 
Article 5) , may so certify in writing to the Operator. Such certification shall describe broadly or mdi-
cate the nature of the discovery 'or development. 


(b) Royalty on production.—The Operator, as principal if the Operator is the producer or as surety 
if the Operator is not the producer (for example, if the Operator either transfers or fails to retain his 
interest in the land) , shall pay to the Government a royalty on all minerals mined or produced from the 
land, as follows : ( 1 ) regardless of any certification of discovery or development, from the date of the 
contract until the lapse of the time within which the Government may make such certification or until 
the total net amount contributed by the Government without interest is fully repaid, whichever occurs 
first; or (2) if the Government makes a certification of discovery or development, for a period of ten years 
from the date of the contract or until the total net amount contributed by the Government without inter-
est is fully repaid, whichever occurs first. 


(c) Basis for computation.—The Government's royalty shall be a percentage of the gross proceeds 
(including any bonuses, premiums, allowances, or other benefits') from the production sold, in the form 
sold (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent), at the point of delivery (the f. o. b. point) ; except, that 
charges of the buyer arising in the regular course of business, and shown as deductions on the buyer's 
settlement sheets, on account of the cost of treatment processes performed by the buyer, sampling and 
assaying to determine the value of the production sold, and freight paid by the buyer to a carrier (not the 
Operator), shall be allowed as deductions in arriving at the "gross proceeds" as that term is used herein. 
Any costs Of treatment processes, sampling, assaying, or transportation performed or paid by the Oper-
ator or by anyone other than the buyer are not deductible in arriving at the "gross proceeds" as that 
term is here used. The term "treatment processes," as here used, means those processes (such as milling, 
concentrating, smelting, refining, or equivalent, but excluding fabricating or manufacturing) applied to 
the crude ore or other production after it is extracted from the ground to put it into a commercially mar-
ketable form. 


(d) Unsold production.—If any production (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent) after the lapse 
of six months from the date the ore was extracted from the ground remains neither sold nor used by the 
Operator in integrated manufacturing or fabricating operations (for instance, if it is stockpiled), the Gov-
ernment, at its option, as long as it so remains, may require the computation and payment of its royalty on 
the value of such production in the form (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent) it is in when the Gov-
ernment elects to require computation and payment. If any production is used by the Operator in inte-
grated manufacturing or fabricating operations before the Government makes its election, the Govern-
ment's royalty on such production shall be computed on the value thereof in the form in which and at 
the time it is so used. "Value" as here used means what is or would be gross income from mining oper-
ations for percentage depletion purposes in Federal income tax determination, or the market value, 


rhichever is greater. 
(e) Percentages of royalty.—The percentages of the Government's royalty shall be as follows: 
One and one-half (1½) percent of amounts ("gross proceeds" or "value") not in excess of eight 


dollars ($8.00) per ton of production in the form in which' sold, held, or used, plus one-half (½) per-
cent for each additional full fifty cents ($0.50) by which such amounts exceed eight dollars ($8.00) 
per ton, but not in excess of five (5) percent of such amounts. 


(For instance: the royalty on an amount of five dollars ($5.00) per ton would be one and one-half 
(1½) percent; on an amount of ten dollars ($ 1 0.00) per ton, three and one-half ( 3½') percent.) 


(f) Time for computation and payment.—The Government's royalty 'shall be computed and paid 
currently upon each lot sold, held, or used in integrated operations, as the case may be, as above pro-
vided in this Article.







(g) Lien for payment.—To secure the payment of its percentage royalty, there is hereby granted 
to the Government a lien upon the land or the Operator's interest in the land and upon any production 
of minerals therefrom until the royalty claim is extinguished by lapse of time or is fully paid. 


(h) Notice to purchasers.—The Operator shall give notice of the Government's claim for royalty to 
any purchaser of the production, and shall authorize and direct such purchaser to pay the royalty 
directly to the Government and to furnish the Government with copies of the settlement sheets. If 
the records of any production and sales or other disposition of production, whether the production is by 
the Operator or by others, are not made available to the Government, the amount of the royalty may be 
estimated by the Administrator, Defense Minerals Exploration Administration, or his successor, and 
his estimate thereof shall be final and binding upon the Operator. 


(1) No obligation to produce.—Nothing in this contract is to be construed as imposing any obliga-
tion on the Operator or the Operator's successor in interest to engage in any production operations. 


(j) Government not obligated to buy.—Nothing in this contract shall be construed as imposing any 
obligation on the Government to purchase any minerals mined or produced from the land. 


ARTICLE 7. Termination of the Government's obligations.—(a) If in the opinion of the Govern-
ment operations at any time have failed to achieve anticipated results that indicate the probability of 
making a worthwhile discovery and in the opinion of the Government further operations are not jus-
tified, the Government may give the Operator written notice thereof, and thereupon the Government shall 
be free of all obligation to pay on account of units of work not then performed, and the Operator shall be 
free of all further obligation to prosecute the work other than such as may be necessary and incidental to 
winding up, reporting, and accounting. 


(b) If in the opinion of the Government the Operator is in any manner in default under the terms of 
the cortract, the Government may give the Operator written notice of such default with a specification of 
reasonable time within which the default must be cured; and if the Operator fails to cure such default as 
required, thereupon the Government shall be relieved of all obligation to pay on account of units of 
work not performed when the notice was given, and the Operator shall be free of all obligation to prose-
cute the work other than such as may be necessary and incidental to winding up, reporting, and ac-
counting. The Government may also avail itself of any other remedy the law may provide for breach 
of contract, including the right to rescind the contract and to demand repayment of all moneys con-
tributed by the Government under the contract. 


(c) 'The giving of any notice by the Government under the provisions of this Article 7 shall not 
affect the Government's rights as provided for in the contract with respect to a percentage royalty, and 
liens to secure the payment thereof, and such rights shall be fully preserved. 


ARTICLE 8. Notices to be given by the Government may be delivered to the Operator or may be sent 
by registered mail addressed to the Operator at the mailing address stated in this contract. If mailed, 
notices are deemed to have been delivered five days after the date of mailing. 


ARTICLE 9. Officials not to benefit.—No member of or delegate to Congress or resident commis-
sioner shall be admitted to any share or part of this contract or to any benefit that may arise therefrom; 
but this provision shall not be construed to extend to this contract if made with a corporation for its 
general benefit. 


ARTICLE 10. Changes and added provisions.-

MONTHLY REPORT OF OPERATOR 
The Operator (Contractor) of an exploration project is 


required to make a monthly report to the Government 
through the Regional Executive Officer. This report con-
sists of three parts as follows:	 - 


(a) Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report and 
Voucher.—This form details expenditures and consti-
tutes a voucher for reimbursing the Operator for the 
Government's share of costs; 


(b) Form MF-'-104A—Qperator's Unit Cost and Prog-
ress Report.—This is a statisticäl report of expenditures 
which shows costs for the various types of operation; 
and


(c) Narrative.—A concise narrative description of 
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual 
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible, 
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches 
showing formations penetrated and location and assays 
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In 
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map; 
logs and assays also are to be submitted. 


The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in 
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the 
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of 
the month following. 


Preparation of Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report 
and Voucher.—All the applicable spaces in Form MF-104 
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his 
agent should sign the certification in the lower left corner of 
the form. 


The items of costs are arranged in the order they appear 
in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952), 
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting 
activities under other contract forms. 


Under Item (1) delete words "Short Form" if the contract 
is a sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delete word 
"Independent" if the contract reported is on Form MF-200 
(A). Also, report work paid for on a unit basis under con-
tract Form MF-200 as though it were performed under an 
independent contract. 


Under Item (2) include labor, supervision and technical 
services incurred for the exploratory operations. Do not 
include labor, supervision and technical services used for 
work performed under items (5) and (6). 


Under Item (3) include the costs of material and supplies 
used in. the project other than that used under items (5) 
and (6). 


Under Item (4) appear the three types of operating equip-
ment expenditures, that is, rental, purchase and depreciation. 
The expenditures made for renting equipment belonging to a


third party will be reported under "Rental". The amount 
paid or duly obligated for payment for the purchase of equip-
ment will be reported under "Purchase". The amount of 
expenditures due the Operator to reimburse him for deprecia-
tion of equipment owned will be reported under "Deprecia-
tion". 


Item (5) comprises costs of labor, supervision, technical 
services, materials, etc., which are used in the initial rehabili-
tation and repair of existing buildings, installations, fixtures, 
and equipment. These costs, therefore, should not be reported. 
under items (2) and (3). 


Item (6) includes the labor, supervision, technical services, 
materials, etc., used in the installation or construction of new 
buildings, fixed improvements, etc., necessary for the project. 
These costs, therefore, should not be reported under items 
(2) and (3). 


Item (7) covers miscellaneous types of expenditure such as 
payroll taxes, liability insurance, workmen's compensation 
insurance, repairs to equipment and sampling and analysis. 
Only that part of payroll taxes, liability insurance and 
workmen's compensation which are paid by the operator 
should be reported under item (7). The share paid by 
the employee as a payroll deduction is to be included 
under item (2) as labor costs. 


- Item (8) includes any unforeseen costs not included in the 
other stven categories. 


The original of Form MF-104 when submitted for reim-
bursable expenses incurred under., contract Form MF-200 
must be supported by original documentation or by certified 
copies of purchase orders, payrolls or transcripts of payrolls, 
unless such documentation has been waived by the Regional 
Executive Officer. This certification may be stated thus, 
"Certified True Copy (or Transcript)",, followed by appro-
priate signature. If the Executive Officer of the Region 
determines that a contract under Form MF-200 should have 
an "on-site" audit, that' is, a Go*rnment auditor shuld 
make an audit of the Operator's books and records of account, 
the Operator need not support his, monthly voucher with 
original or certified documents except .in cases of equipment 
purchases whose individual costs exceed $50.00. In these 
cases the original or a certified copy of the purchase order or 
invoice should be attached to the Monthly Voucher. N. B.—
Only the original of Form MF-104 is required to be docu-
mented. The four copies of Form MF-104 are not to be 
thus supported. 


Form MF-104 submitted for reimbursement under fixed 
price contracts on Form MF-200 (A), however, are not re-
quired to be supported by. documentation of any kind. The 
Operator will "submit his claim under item (1) of Form 
MF-104 by deleting as stated above the word "Independent" 
and by showing the number of feet or other units immediately 
after the appropriate descriptive word, such as, drilling, bull-
dozing, crosscutting, drifting, etc., and giving the "Monthly 
Total" amount due. "Totals Previously Reported", and 
"Totals to Date" columns should also be filled in.

INSTRUCTIONS 


Preparation of Form MF-104A--Operator's Unit Cost and Progress Report.—Applicable 
places on Form 104A should be filled in by th Operator. The purpose of this form is 
twofold as follows: (1) to furnish the supervising engineers and other administrators with 
statistical information necessary to better determine the progress of the project; and (2) to 
furnish more permanent information on mining costs for future use. The more important. 
phases of operation on which permanent information is desired have been outlined in the 
form. There are blank lines, however, for those unusual phases which may need to be 
reported for a particular project. It will be necessary for the Operator to distribute his 
costs among the applicable phases reported with the exception of three items the costs of 
which are not to be distributed by the Operator. These three items are: "Operating Equip-
ment Purchased", "Initial Rehabilitation and Repairs", and "New Buildings, Improve-
ments, etc.t The reason for not distributing these items on a monthly basis is doubtless 
clear to the Operator, since such distribution might well overstate the cost for any one 
month or period short of the entire contract period. 


Form MF-104A has been designed to tie in with Form MF--104 for both monthly and 
cumulative costs. The "Total Costs" on Form MF-104A for each month should equal 
themonthly "Total Costs" as reported on Form MF-104. This is also true of the "Total 
Costs To Date". 


In preparing Form MF-104A, it will be necessary frequently to distribute certain 
costs over a number of items. For instance, supervisory and engineering costs.may have 
to be distributed over several phases, such as, drifting, crosscutting, raising, etc., provided 
that these items were reported active for the month. Such distributions shduld be made 
on the basis of time spent on the various phases, on man days of labor charged to such 
phases, or on some other equitable basis. "Operating Equipment", "Initial Rehabilita-
tion and Repairs", and "New Buildings Improvements, etc.", will be distributed to the 
several phases of the project by the Washington Office of DMEA at the close of the project 
if determined necessary. The last two columns headed "Authorized by Contract" will be 
filled in by the Operator if such information is found in the contract. This information is 
usually a part of Exhibit "A" of the contract. A space for remarks has been provided for 
the use of the Operator to call attention to any unusual circumstances causing excessive or 
disproportionate unit costs.

ARTICLE 1. Authority and project.—(a) This contract is entered into under the authority of the 
Defense Production Act of 1950, as amended. It consists of this form (MF-200A), the attached 
Annex I (land description), Exhibit A (work and costs), and the maps and documents listed therein. 
The project work is a search for indicated or of the commodity designated above. 
The Operator shall begin the work on or before ---------------------------------------------------, and, subject to the 
provisions of Article 7 and Exhibit A, shall complete the work within -------------------months from the date 
of the contract 


(b) The description of the work and the fixed cost for each unit of work to be performed (per foot 
of drilling, pei foot of drifting per hour of operations, etc are ,jreby agreed upon as specified in 
Exhibit A The estimated total cost of the project work is $ -. 	 ''	 The Goveriment w ill 
contribute ------	 percent of the fixed unit cost of the work performed, not exceeding $----------------
in accordance with the provisions of Articles 4 and 5. 


(c) The Operator shall not transfer or assign this contract or any right or obligation thereunder 
without the written consent of the Government. 


ARTICLE 2. Operator's property rights.—(a) The Operator represents and undertakes that 
Annex I correctly describes the land which is the subject of this contract and the nature of the Operator's 
rights of property and possession therein (whether as owner, lessee, or otherwise), and that such right, 
title oi interest is subject only to the follow ing claims, liens, oi encumbrances	 ?	 U 


(b) The Subordination Agreement of the holder of any claim, lien, or encumbrance listed above and 
(f the Operator does not hold the legal title) the Consent to Lien of any holdei of the iegal title of the 


land (lessoi, sellei, optionoi etc ) aie attached, as follows 	 S	 '-


(c) The Operator shall preserve and maintain his right, title, and interest in the land and his right 
to the possession thereof for the purposes of this contract, and shall devote the land and all existing im-
provements, facilities, buildings, installations, and appurtenances to the purposes of this contract. The 
Operator shall neither transfer, convey, nor surrender the land nor any right, title, or interest therein, nor 
permit nor suffer any claim, lien, or encumbrance thereon, without expressly referring to and providing 







in the instrument of conveyance, lien, or encumbrance for the preservation of the Government's right to 
a percentage royalty on production and lien for the payment thereof. Two copies of such instrument 
shall be furnished to the Government. If the Government's rights to royalty as provided in Article 6 
have been terminated, the provisions of this paragraph (c) shall become inapplicable. 


ARTICLE 3. Performance of the work.—(a) Operator's responsibility.—The work shall be per-
formed diligently, efficiently, expertly, in a workmanlike manner, and in accordance with good mining 
standards and State regulations governing health, safety, and liability insurance covering employment. 
The Operator shall provide suitable and adequate equipment, facilities, materials, supplies, and labor 
to complete the work, as specified in Article 1 (a). 


(b) Government may inspect .—The Operator shall consult with and inform the Government on all 
phases 'of the work as it progresses. The Government may enter at all reasonable times to inspect the 
work under the contract, and also after certification of discovery or development, to inspect production 
operations and underground workings. The Operator shall provide the Government with all reason-
able means of access for such inspections. 


ARTICLE 4. Contribution by the Government.—The Government will make its contribution on 
the basis of the monthly vouchers referred to in Article 5 (b) ; but all payments by the Government are 
provisional only, subject to audit, and until the aëcount between the Operator and the Government is 
finally audited and settled and the Operator's final report has been rendered, the Government may with -
hold such sums as it sees fit but not in excess of 10 percent of the estimated total cost of the work. To 
the extent that excesses over fixed unit costs or any excess over the estimated total cost may be neCes-
sary for the performance of the work, the Operator shall incur and pay such excesses for his own account 
without contribution by the Government. The Government will not contribute to the cost of any work 
performed prior to the date of this contract. The Government may make payments for the account of 
the Operator directly to independent contractors and suppliers rather than to the Operator. 


ARTICLE 5. Reports, accounts, audits.—(a) Operator's records.—The Operator shall keep suit-
able records and accounts of the units of work performed and of any production in which the Govern-
ment may have an interest; and shall preserve those with respect to work performed for at least three 
years after final payment by the Government, and those with respect to production for at least three years 
after any obligation to pay royalties to the Government has terminated. The Government may inspect 
and audit said records and accounts at any time, either by itself or by a certified public accountant. The 
Comptroller General of the United States or his representative, until the expiration of said three-year 
periods, shall have access to and the right to examine all pertinent books, documents, papers, and records 
of the Operator. 


(b) Progress reports and vouchers.—The Operator shall provide the Government with five copies of 
monthly progress reports in three sections as follows: (1) Operator's Monthly Report and Voucher show-
ing a detailed statement of units of work performed during the reporting period; (2) Operator's Unit 
Cost and Progress Rejort sloWiiig the various types of work performed during the reporting period and 
the fixed unit costs incurred for each type ofGrk . and (3) a Narrative Report of the work performed 
during the reporting period including adequate ineering-geologicaI maps or sketches, drill hole logs 
and locations, and assay reports on samples taken concurrently with advance in mineralized ground. 
(Forms for reporting under (1) and (2) above will be provided by the Government.) 


(c) Final report .—Upon completion of the work or termination of the Government's obligation to 
contribute to costs, the Operator shall furnish the Government with five copies of a final report (in addi-
tion to the final progress report and voucher). This final report shall include a geological and engineering 
evaluation of the results of the work performed under the contract with an estimate of the ore reserves 
resulting from such work, complete assay data, adequate geological and engineering maps or sketches, 
and a summary of the work performed and the unit costs thereof. 


(d) Report of sales.—The Operator shall provide the Government with suitable accounting and doc-
umentary evidence covering all production to which the Government's percertage royalty relates, such as 
copies of smelter or concentrator settlement sheets, and certified accounts of production and sale or other 
disposition of production.

(e) Compliance with requirements.—If in the opinion of the Government any of the Operator's 
reports, records, or accounts are insufficient or incomplete, or if the Operator fails to make them, the 
Government may procure the making or completion of such with suitable attachments as an expense of 
the work to which the Operator shall contribute. The Government may withhold approval and payment 
of any vouchers relating to insufficient or incomplete reports, records, or accounts. 


ARTICLE 6. Repayment by Operator.—(a) Certification.—If the Government considers that a 
discovery or development from which production may be made has resulted from the work, the Govern-
ment, at any time not later than six months after the Operator has rendered a sufficient final report (see 
Article 5) , may so certify in writing to the Operator. Such certification shall describe broadly or mdi-
cate the nature of the discovery or development. 


(b) Royalty on production.—The Operator, as principal if the Operator is the producer or as surety 
if the Operator is not the producer (for example, if the Operator either transfers or fails to retain his 
interest in the land) , shall pay to the Government a royalty on all minerals mined or produced from the 
land, as follows : ( 1 ) regardless of any certification of discovery or development, from the date of the 
contract until the lapse of the time within which the Government may make such certification or until 
the total net amount contributed by the Government without interest is fully repaid, whichever occurs 
first; or (2) if the Government makes a certification of discovery or development, for a period of ten years 
from the date of the contract or until the total net amount contributed by the Government without inter-
est is fully repaid, whichever occurs first. 


(c) Basis for computation.—The Government's royalty shall be a percentage of the gross proceeds 
(including any bonuses, premiums, allowances, or other benefits) from the production sold, in the form 
sold (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent), at the point of delivery (the f. o. b. point) ; except, that 
charges of the buyer arising in the regular course of business, and shown as deductions on the buyer's 
settlement sheets, on account of the cost of treatment processes performed by the buyer, sampling and 
assaying to determine the value of the production sold, and freight paid by the buyer to a carrier (not the 
Operator), shall be allowed as deductions in arriving at the "gross proceeds" as that term is used herein. 
Any costs of treatment processes, sampling, assaying, or transportation performed or paid by the Oper-
ator or by anyone other than the buyer are not deductible in arriving at the "gross proceeds" as that 
term is here used. The term "treatment processes," as here used, means those processes (such as milling, 
concentrating, smelting, refining, or equivalent, but excluding fabricating or manufacturing) applied to 
the crude ore or other production after it is extracted from the ground to put it into a commercially mar-
ketable form. 


(d) Unsold production.—If any production (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent) after the lapse 
of six months from the date the ore was extracted from the ground remains neither sold nor used by the 
Operator in integrated manufacturing or fabricating operations (for instance, if it is stockpiled), the Gov-
ernment, at its option, as long as it so remains, may require the computation and payment of its royalty on 
the value of such production in the form (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent) it is in when the Gov-
ernment elects to require computation and payment. If any production is used by the Operator in inte-
grated manufactuiing or fabricating operations before the Government makes its election, the Govern-
ment's royalty on such production shall be computed on the value thereof in the form in which and at 
the time it is so used. "Value" as here used means what is or would be gross income from mining oper-
ations for percentage depletion purposes in Federal income tax determination, or the market value, 
whichever is greater. 


(e) Percentages of roy•alty.—The percentages of the Government's royalty shall be as follows: 
One and one-half (1½) percent of amounts ("gross proceeds" or "value") not in excess of eight 


dollars ($8.00) per ton of production in the form in which sold, held, or used, plus one-half (½) per-
cent for each additional full fifty cents ($0.50) by which such amounts exceed eight dollars ($8.00) 
per ton, but not in excess of five (5) percent of such amounts. 


(For instance: the royalty on an amount of five dollars ($ 5.00 ) per ton would be one and one-half 
(1½) percent; on an amount of ten dollars ($ 10.00) per ton, three and one-half ( 3½) percent.) 


(1) Time for computation and payment.—The Government's royalty shall be computed and paid 
currently upon each lot sold, held, or used in integrated operations, as the case may be, as above pro-
vided in this Article.







(g) Lien for payment.—To secure the payment of its percentage royalty, there is hereby granted 
to the Government a lien upon the land or the Operator's interest in the land and upon any production 
of minerals therefrom until the royalty claim is extinguished by lapse of time or is fully paid. 


(h) Notice to purchasers.—The Operator shall give notice of the Government's claim for royalty to 
any purchaser of the production, and shall authorize and direct such purchaser to pay the royalty 
directly to the Government and to furnish the Government with copies of the settlement sheets. If 
the records of any production and sales or other disposition of production, whether the production is by 
the Operator or by others, are not made available to the Government, the amount of the royalty may be 
estimated by the Administrator, Defense Minerals Exploration Administration, or his successor, and 
his estimate thereof shall be final and binding upon the Operator. 


(i) No obligation to produce.—Nothing in this contract is to be construed as imposing any obliga-
tion on the Operator or the Operator's successor in interest to engage in any production operations. 


(j) Government not obligated to buy.—Nothing in this contract shall be construed as imposing any 
obligation on the Government to purchase any minerals mined or produced from the land. 


ARTICLE 7. Termination of the Government's obligations.—(a) If in the opinion of the Govern-
ment operations at any time have failed to achieve anticipated results that indicate the probability of 
making a worthwhile discovery and in the opinion of the Governmeiit further operations are not jus-
tified, the Government may give the Operator written notice thereof, and thereupon the Government shall 
be free of all obligation to pay on account of units of work not then performed, and the Operator shall be 
free of all further obligation to prosecute the work other than such as may be necessary and incidental to 
winding up, reporting, and accounting. 


(b) If in the opinion of the Government the Operator is in any manner in default under the terms of 
the contract, the Government may give the Operator written notice of such default with a specification of 
reasonable time within which the default must be cured; and if the Operator fails to cure such default as 
required, thereupon the Government shall be relieved of all obligation to pay on account of units of 


ork not performed when the notice was given, and the Operator shall be free of all obligation to prose-
cute the work other than such as may be necessary and incidental to winding up, reporting, and ac-
counting. The Government may also avail itself of any other remedy the law may provide for breach 
of contract, including the right to rescind the contract and to demand repayment of all moneys con-
tributed by the Government under the contract. 


(c) The giving of any notice by the Government under the provisions of this Article 7 shall not 
affect the Government's rights as provided for in the contract with respect to a percentage royalty, and 
liens to secure the payment thereof, and such rights shall be fully preserved. 


ARTICLE 8. Notices to .be given by the Government may be delivered to the Operator or may be sent 
by registered mail addressed to the Operator at the mailing address stated in this contract. If mailed, 
notices are deemed to have been delivered five days after the date of mailing. 


ARTICLE 9. Officials not to benefit.—No member of or delegate to Congress or resident commis-
sioner shall be admitted to any share or part of this contract or to any benefit that may arise therefrom; 
but this provision shall not be construed to extend to this contract if made with a corporation for its 
general benefit.
