The applicant requested assistance in exploring a tactite
zone and a manganese-bearing quartz vein by drifting and drilling.
Little information concerning the occurrences is given and no
sampling is reported.

The examiners found the tactite zone to be in a roof
pendant in the Idaho batholith. Lamping of the garnet-rich
tactite showed only widely scattered small crystals of scheelite,
and a sample across two feet of one of the best showings on
assaying showed no tungsten.

The manganese-bearing quartz vein contains only minor
amounts of mangenese in scattered vugs and as small fracture
fillings.

Because the rocks are practically devoid of the minerals

to be sought, the examiners and Field Team recommend that the
application be denied. I concur with the recommendation.
