The field éx'a.miners have recommended denial of the applicant's
property, their recommendations based on the weak showings of copper
mineralization in the area the applicant wishes to explore.

Copper deposits in Central Idaho are very rare: there has
never been a copper producer in the vicinity of the applicant's claims,
despite the common occurrence of copper-stained outcrops.

The applicant's property does not appear to warrant further
exploration. The vein is weak, copper mineralization is low in grade,
and further work would most probably prove disappointing. I therefore
concur with the field examiners and recommend denial of the propeéerty.

No_ data are given on the extent of the mineralization.
Although lead and zine are included in the Field Team's letter of trans-
mittal, only copper minerals are noted in the application.

All estimated costs seem high and should be checked. As
Stage II will be dependent upon the “results obtained in Stage I, the
major cost of the program (Stage II) may be unnecessary. .In any event,
the results of Stage I should be carefully evaluated before deciding
on Stage II. -

The exploration program is very indefinite and additiona.l
data must be known before the project can be evaluated.
