The cited application, dated October 10, 1956, was received 
in this office on October 30, 1956. 


'Considerable 'information was lacking in the application and 
Mr. Weissenborn, ina letter dated October 25, 1956, requested said 
data. This information was not forthcoming and on December lLi, 19562 
a letter was written by this office requesting it. We finally received 
the data requested by the Spokane office but no reply to our letter 
was received. 


This property was snowed in and it was not possible to make 
a field examination until August 1 and 2, 19570 


The Applicant proposed to explore the property by rehabilitating 
the El Dorado tunnel and then extending it. Some diamond drilling was 
also included from the surface to explore the vein at some depth.' The 
total estimated cost of the project was 103,550.00, of which a large part 
was to'be expended on an access road, buildings, rehabilitation, .etc. 
The Applicant 'expected that the use of . the equipment would pay for its 
share of the cost, but if it were necessary, a small amount of money 
could be supplied. 


The property is held under lease with option to purchase. 


The' property is underlain by well-foliated phyllites, which 
are cut by a number of quartz veihs many of which are barren but some 
of which contain small amounts of Write, cha1coyrite, galena, 
tetrahedrite and probably gold. Only two of the veins on or near the 
El Dorado claim are considered of promise by the Applicant. 


The Manto vein has an average width of probably six feet, 
On the basis of surface exposures, this vein may be cut and perhaps 
offset by the northwest trending fault now exposed only near the portal 
of the El Dorado tunnel. From' the excellent looking ore now to be seen 
on the dump of the El Dorado 'tunnel, it would appear that the best ore 
so far encountered in the Manto vein probably was obtained from this 
working. With the exception of some float and mined ore none of the 
material seen in the Manto vein.was very impressive. Six samples were

cut from the vein, four from zones showing visible sulphides and two from 
barren zones. Mr. Hansen, Vice President of the company,.alleged that 
barren appearing rock ran well in gold. The assays of the barren samples 
showed no more than a trace of any metal.

It was not possible to examine the showings in the El Dorado 
tunnel as it was caved. Examination indicated that the adit could easily 
have been made accessible and in this Mr. Hansen agreed. As the El Dorado 
tunnel provides access to the heart of the Applicant's exploration target, 
the examiners informed Mr. Hansen that the examination could not be con-
sidered complete until the tunnel had been examined and that the chances 
of a contract being awarded would be diminished unless this were done. 
Mr. Hansen was contacted by the examiners concerning this matter on 
September 11 and 26, 1957, and on October 1, 19570 During the last con-
tact, Mr. Hansen said that he could not be bothered opening the tunnel 
and stated that the examiners were incompetent and that they favored the 
big mining interests. 


The examiners conclude that the property has little promise as 
a producer of base metals and recommend that the application be denied. 
The commodity members of the Geological Survey and the Bureau of Mines 
agree with the findings of the Field Team and we also concur with the 
recommendations.

Fairly good values in gold and 


silver were obtained, in a few samples but concentrations of copper 


and lead sulphides were found to be economically unimportant.

The applicant requested assistance in building a 3/4-mile 
road to an old gold mine, building a camp ., and rehabilitating a 
tunnel, El Dorado ., in which is said. to be a flat vein carrying good 
values in gold., silver, lead and copper. A second vein the Upper - 
which is out of the El Dorado lode claim, an the project area, has 
had work done upon it, but the work proposed is centered in the El 
Dorado vein. 


A plate' submitted by the applicant shows What is reputed 
to be . a section through the El Dorado tunnel and. stc'ping above it 
in the flat lying Msaito vein. The Mento quartz vein, about 6 feet 
thick, is eosed for several hundred feet, counting the ins and outs 
resulting from uneven topography. The vein cuts the sthistosity of 
the. enclosing phyllite and appears to be displaced, perhaps liO feet, 
by a reverse fault. 


The only place the vein is ore bearing is in the vicinity 
of the fault. As the examiners were unable to enter the El Dorado 
tunnel because of caving, they could not check by sampling the ore 
occurrence shown on the section submitted by the applicant. 3•ey 
saw good ore on the dump of the El Dorado tunnel. A number of samples 
of the outcrop of the quartz vein showed only low gold and silver 
values and low to insignificant values in copper and lead. 


It is to be regretted the applicant would not open the El 
Dorado tunnel for inspection. The' worth of the vein appears to be 
in the gold and silver values contained. It th4 silver is' in the 
tetrahedrite and,, as the examiners note, the ore is associated with 
the fault, a gold-silver-copper orebocly, as suggested by the section, 
is a possibility. 


In the circumstances the recommendation of denial is in 
order and I concur.

Enclosed are three copies of a memorandum by D. C. Alvord, 
Geologist, U. S. Geological Survey, and G. G. Waddell, Mining Engineer,

by Leesburg Uranium, Inc. to explore the El Dorado claims in Lemhi 
County, Idaho. The examiners mapped and sampled the outcrops of the 
two principal veins and all accessible underground workings and were 
unable to find evidence that the veins contain more than small 
amounts of lead and copper. They were unable to enter the El Dorado 
tunnel where, according to a map submitted by the applicant, the 
content of lead and copper is much higher. Although it would have 
required only relatively little work to do so, the applicant refused 
to make this working accessible for examination.

The cited application, dated October 10, 1956, was received 
in this office on October 30, 1956. 


Considerable information was lacking in the application and 
Mr. Weissenborn, ina letter dated October 25, 1956, requested said 
data. This information was not forthcoming and on December lii,, 1956, 
a letter was written by this office requesting it. We finally received 
the data requested by the Spokane office but no reply to our letter 
was received. 


This property was snowed in and it was not possible to make 
a field examination until August 1 and 2, 1957. 


The Applicant proposed to explore the property by rehabilitating 
the El Dorado tunnel and then extending it. Some diamond drilling was 
also included from the surface to explore the vein at some depth. The 
total estimated cost of the project was $103,550.009 of which a large part 
was to be expended on an access road, buildings, rehabilitation, etc. 
The Applicant expected that the use of the equipment would pay for its 
share of the cost, but if it were necessary, a small amount of money 
could be supplied. 


The property is held under lease with option to purchase. 


The property is underlain by well-foliated phyllites, which 
are cut by a number of quartz veit'is many of which are barren but some 
of which contain small amounts of pyrite, chalcopyrite, galena, 
tetrahedrite and probably gold. Only two of the veins on or near the 
El Dorado claim are considered of promise by the Applicant. 


The Manto vein has an average width of probably six feet. 
On the basis of surface exposures, this vein may be cut and perhaps 
offset by the northwest trending fault now exposed only near the portal 
of the El Dorado tunnel. From the excellent looking ore now to be seen 
on the dump of the El Dorado tunnel, it would appear that the best ore 
so far encountered in the Kanto vein probably was obtained from this 
working.

It was not possible to examine the showings in the El Dorado 
tunnel as it was caved. Examination indicated that the adit could easily 
have been made accessible and in this Mr. Hansen agreed. As the El Dorado 
tunnel provides access to the heart of the Applicant's exploration target, 
the examiners informed Mr. Hansen that the examination could not be con-
sidered complete until the tunnel had been examined and that the chances 
of 'a dontract being awarded would be diminished unless this were done. 
Mr. Hansen was contacted by the examiners concerning this matter on 
September 11 and 26, 1957, and on October 1, 1957. During the last con-
tact ., Mr. Hansen said that he could not be bothered opening the tunnel 
and stated that the examiners were incompetent and that they favored the 
big mining interests. 


The examiners conclude that the property has little promise as 
a producer of base metals and recommend that the application be denied. 
The commodity members of the Geological Survey and the Bureau of Mines 
agree with the findings of the Field Team and we also concur with the 
recommendations.

The applicant req,uested assistance in building . a 3/4-mile
road to an old gold mine, building a camp, and rehabilitating 	 a 
tunnel, El Dorado ., in which is said to be a flat vein carrying good 
values in gold, silver, lead and copper. A second vein - the Upper - 
which is out of the El Dorado lode claim, and the project area, has 
had work done upon it, but the work proposed is centered in the El. 
Dorado vein. 


A plate submitted by the applicant shows what is reputed 
to be a section through the El Dorado tunnel and. atoping above it 
in the flat lying Manto vein. The Manto quartz vein, about 6 feet 
thick, is exposed for several hundred feet, counting the ins and outs 
resulting from uneven topography. The vein cuts the schistosity of 
the enclosing pbyllite and appears to be displaced, perhaps 110 feet, 
by a reverse fault. 


The only place the vein is Ore bearing is in the vicinity 
of the fault. As the ezniners were unable to enter the El Dorado 
tunnel because of caving, they could not check by 8empling the ore 
occurrence shown on the section submitted by the applicant. They 
saw good ore on the dump of the El Dorado tunnel. A number of samples 
of the outcrop of the quartz vein showed onlSj low gold and silver 
values and low to insignificant values in copper and lead. 


It is to be regretted the applicant would not open the El 
Dorado tunnel for inspection. The worth of the vein appears to be 
in the gold and silver values contained.. If the silver is in the 
tetrahedrite and, as the examiners note, the ore is associated with 
the fault, a gold-silver-copper orebod.y, as suggested by the section, 
is a possibility. 


In the circumstances the recommendation of denial is in 
order and I concur.
