The cited application, dated Octooer 3, 1956 was received
in this office on November 5, 1956.

The Applicants proposed to explore a copper deposit, occur-
ring within a large fault zone, by means of a drive 210 feet in length
slightly to the west of the fault zone., Where the best copper showings
were found, they intended to drive two 25~foot crosscuts to explore
their full widthe. ' If ore was encountered, it was intended to sink a
100~foot winze on the ore.

The property was examined and sampled by the Field Team on
April 25, 1957. The copper minerals occur as small lenses and stringers

‘but, where exposed on the surface anqgn the underground workings, show
5}

no continuity or size that would offer a target for the proposed ex-

. ploration.

Three samples were taken in a winze. The locations and
results of these samples are shown on the attached map. The lower
adit was driven through the entire fault structure and no significant
mineralization was encountered.

The examiners recommended that the application be denied.
We concur with the recommendations of the Field Team and

the commodity members of the Bureau of Mines and Geological Survey
that this application be denied.

The applicants requested assistance in furthering the
search for the downward extension of a small ore structure, from
which at the surface, less than 100 tons of exidized copper has
been shipggd. ! = o

A trench exposes a fault zone with dolomite on -the hang-
ing wall and quartzite on the footwall. From narrow discontinuous
stringers in fractures in the dolomite, a small quantity of good
grade copper ore has been mined. A crosscut adit explores the
surface showings at a depth of 59 feet. A narrow structure, which
appears to have no surface counterpart, was intersected and a T0-
foot.winze was sunk on it. The winze showed scattered copper-
bearing material for 30 feet.

In the opinion of the examiners, the concentrations, surface
and underground, are very small and there are no indications that
larger bodies may be found. The adit appears to have adequately
explored the structure with which the small ore showings are associated
and additional work is not warranted. The examiners and the Field
Team recommend that the application be denied. I concur with the

recommendation. _

GEQLOGY

The geology of the axea is described by P. Jo Shenon,
"Geology and Ore Deposits of the Birch Creek District” in Idaho

Bureau of Mines and Geology Pemphlet Ho. 27,

The prospect has explored a large fault zone thet hes
placed Cambrien quertzite against dolomite rocks of Devomisn or
Cerboniferous age. The fault strikes N. 20° W. and dips 67° &W.
The dolomite beds strike sbout N. 12° W. and dips 52° SW. The
white quartzite appears to strike N. 60° E. and dips 55° MW, Dips
and strikes on the quartzite were difficult to determine because
the formation is messive and dissected by numerous jolnts.

The dark-gray messive dolomite cbserved in the underground workings

" was badly crushed end broken.

The original work in the early thirties wes on the vpper
level. It epperently consisted of one or two shallow adits end a
shaft reported to be TO feet deep. In the last few years, bulldozer
¢{renching has obliterated much of the old work. A working marked
"yinze" on the applicent's map is apperently the face of an adit
exposed by bulldozing in the center of a large trench roughly
250 feet long, 60 feet wide, and 30 feet deep. A trench,
100 by 15 by 15 feet sbove the lerge trench, exposes the Ffootwall
of the fawlt zone. Op the Lloor of the large trench end in the old
adit face & few narrow stringers of copper minerals are exposed in
fractures, Stringers of barite, about 2 ioches in thickness, are
also found in the fractures. They occasionally contain & scattering
of copper minersls. Copper minerals on the dumps and in the dbull-
dozer trenches indicate that other veinlets or pods mey be present.
They are numerous enough to Porm a low-grade ore body. One semple

The lower level adit and winze were mapped and three samples
were cut in the winze. The edit penetrated crushed and faulted
dolomite for 250 feet then in the mejor fault zone 50 feet of dolomite
gouge and sand were encountered. The crosscut was extended & short
distance into the quartzite. A trace of malachite was found in the
adlt halfway between the winze and the face. Crushed and broken ”
stringers of barite are found in almost all of the principal fractures.

Asseys from six selected samples which were listed in the
application, renged from 0.2 to 0.9 ounce silver and & trace gold
per tom, and 3,95 to 27.23 percent copper. Results of samples taken
during the examination are as follows:

Although pieees of highegrade copper oxide ore can be
found on the dumps and in narrow zones in places, the concentrations
are very small and there eare no indications that larger bodies of
ore may be found.

SUPPLIES AND EQUIPMENT

Manpower, supplies, end equipment are availsble im Salmon,
Ideho, 100 miles to the north. Weter would have to be hauled 2 miles
from Bixrch Creek, end power would be developed by gasolime- or
diesel-povered equipment.

The applicent proposes to drive a 210-foot drift im @

northerly direction starting 30 feet west of the main adit face.
This will parallel the main fault and be 20 feet to the west.

CORCLUSION

The contact between the quartzite and dolomite has been
highly : fractured and small quantities of copper minerals and barite
have been deposited at random in the main fractures. The lower
adit was driven through the entire structure and no significeant
mineralization wes encountered. It is believed that enough work
hes been done to indicate that these occurrences are small and
discontinuous. The examining team concurs im the opinion that no
target area Iis lmown to exist and recommwends that the epplicetion
be denied.

Subject: Review of application

The applicants request assistance in furthering the search for
the downward extension of an ore structure in limestone from which, at
the surface, less than 100 tons of "oxidized"” copper ore has been shipped.

The ore occurs near but not in a fault contact of limestone
and quartzite and the proposed work, a north-south 210-foot drift from
a 450 crosscut adit, would parallel the fault. The surface showing, as
described, consisted of the "oxide" copper minerals, malachite, azurite

~and copper pitch, in narrow veins and pockets in limestone. Selected
samples assayed up to 27.23% copper. Whether the pockets were mined
out or showed sign of downward extensions is not stated. The adit
crosscut the contact zone without disclosing ore, but the adit, as
mapped, is south of the surface_showings. A surface and an undergrourd
winze driven on veins failed to find one. The target offered the pro-
posed drift appears to be small and indefinite.

Referral of the application to the Field Team for appropriate
action 1s recommernded. . .
