#1 RAISE:To explore a strong shoving of Scheelite occuring In the footwall of the New York 
vein about 70 feet from where vein is tapped by Cross-cut in #1 tunnel. This showing may 
prove to be an extensive ore body, as it occurs in a fault whose plane is Northeast-Southwest., 
and which intersects the New York vein about 140 feet South of where stopping operations were 
started at the South end. At that point, a short crosscut was run in the footwall for an ore 
pocket. This crosscut exposes several strata of scheelite which appear to run parallel to the 
New York vein, at that pointb from that point Northward, the footwall has not been tapped 
in #1 tunnel. 


#2 RAISE: Another showing of scheelite occurs in #1 tunnel in dike material where the. 
New York vein is intersected by what engineers pronounce to be a post-mineral dike. 


Supposition: A body of scbeèlite ore lays beneath, and running approximately parallel to 
the New York vein, from proposed site of #1 raise to #2. #1 Raise would be in footwall 
material #2 Raise would be in dike material Briefly stated, this theory is based on 
the assumption that main tungsten values occur on thp footwall side of the New York south 
of the post-mineral dike, and on the hanging wall side northward from that point. That 
theory is substantiated by surface indications in these respects: (1) Scheolite float 
occurs on the surface, near the uppermost workings of the New York vein (#11). At a lower 
elevation and eastward from that point, the formation is out by a road running east and 
west. In the vicinity of the apex of the New fork vein the overburden is deep, but eastward 
the formation is hard and is exposed by the road. At a point 3 or 1400 feet easterly of 
the apex, a hard highly mineralized strata, under the blacklight shows minute particles 
that fluoresce a yellow or golden color. The formation changes to a gneissoid structure 
to the east of that strata. Small pockets of pure tticheelite have been found in that and 
bulldozer operations above that point, have exposed float carrying scheelite values. Any 
of this formation, when panned, shows a long tail of heavy mineral that fluoresces as 
powellite, and down the hill near creek level in a southwesterly direction from that point, 
there are schoelite indications. 	 . . 


The topography affords an excellent opportunity to explore the extent of tungsten values 
on the hanging wall side of the New York vein, by means of a crosscut. The crosscutLl 
would begin at a point that is easterly from, and at a lower elevation than the adit of 
#1 tunnel and driven in a northwesterly direction. 


Such an operation would permit exploration of a scope of ground whose surface indications 
are favorable towards such a crosscut exposing an extensive body of tungsten ore of 
considerable length and breadth • As concerns depth, the tungsten showing in the New York 
ledge itself, serves as proof that tungsten values in that area can be expected to be 
deep seated, for the lotest tunnel in the New York workings shows the continuation of 
scheelite at several places in the bottom of the drift.,

The general status of the lower working would permit almost immediate 
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production.	 Tunnel repairs will consist chiefly, of minor track 


repairs, installation of chute sets for a new chute from which to 


open a new stope on the north end of the ledge and one on the south 


end.

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REPORT ON NEW YORK MINE-SHAMROCK GROUP 


This is a report on the New York Mine-Shamrock Group of 


fourteen mining claims, full description of which is given on 


the following pages. 


The New York Mine constitutes a small area of large mineraliz-. 


ation and is practically the only development on the fourteen 


claims of any consequence. 


I have placed in the back of this report all of the detailed 



information I was able to find in the short time at the mine. This 


examination was decidely limited as to time. We left Boise at 


four o'clock Sunday morning, and reached Fall Creek below the mine 


at ll:oo A.M. The dozers had not completed the road into the mine 


and we left Monday morning to try and make the trip, arriving in 


the New York tunnel in the afternoon. On Tuesday morning we went 


underground and spent the day there, and Wednesday morning, and 


Wednesday afternoon were notified we were leaving that afternoon, 


and returned that day to Grangeville and the next day to Boise, 


Thursday. 


It was understood before leaving here that this report was 


entirely preliminary; snow conditions and the time element and the 


weather made it necessary that it would be very short. Only the 


New York adit was accessible with six to eight feet of snow all 


over everywhere and no dumps or surface showing of any kind. The 


New York mine has eleven levels, and they are numbered from the 


bottom up, which reverses the usual order, starting with No. 1 


below.	 They are presumably fifty feet apart, all on the incline 


of the vein and driven through ore the entire distance to the sur-


face. The veritable distance from the surface to the number 11 


level is said tobe 430 feet. I reached the point where No. 3 


was supposed to be; the ladders and ropes had rotted out and the 


upper workings were not available.

above, I was informed by Mr. Darland and others, that a winze was 
sunk there. This opening appears to be about eighteen feet long and 
three to four feet wide and is said to be about twenty feet deep. 
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This was full of water and was not accessible. The ore taken 


from there is said to average 2.11 ounces in gold per ton. This 


would indicate that the values continued below the deepest workings 


of the mine. 


I have attached to the report; the following pages of Mr. 


Darland's report as to three engineers who have reported and sampled 


the backfills, where all three place the values at 7.42 per ton, 


with an estimated tonnage of l,OO() tons; if this can be substant-
iated by careful sampling the ore could be handled with a good 


profit; the conditions for mining are ideal. 	 The hanginv wall is 


solid and not frozen to the vein in any places and does not require 
timber.

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SUPPLEMENTAL REPORT ON NEW YORK MINE 


My trip to the New York Mine with you ten days ago has not changed 
the recommendations and conclusions.outlined in the original report 
with the exception of the large mineralized dikes and tungsten 
showings which were under snow on my first visit. 


NNW YORK MINE 


The large dike in the New York Mine south of the cabin on the hill 
shows no values in gold or silver; however, there is considerable 
tungsten showing under a black light. Also, there is a quantity 
of quartz float where this dike was sampled showing commer3ial 
values in tungsten. Directly below in the gulch is where you told 
me a quantity of high grade tungsten had been picked up and shipped. 


This mountain shows no glaciation nor old channels, so naturally it 
must be an erosion product and still above present investigation. 
The surface is covered with brush, balsam fir and jack pine and shows 
heavy soil overburden. I recommend intensive dozer operation above 
this cut and in line with this float, until the source of this ore 
has been located. Dozer cuts should be examined thoroughly for the 
tungsten float. Also gone over at night with black light. Tungsten 
showing in the stope of the New York mine and coupled with the surface 
indications, I would consider it eligible for a Government loan. This 
showing is better In many respects than property I have seen who are 
receiving this aid. The Government pays seventy-five percent of the 
cost of this work. There is a strong showing of tungsten in the south 
extension of the New York stoves; it extends from the lower level 
upward as far as I have been able to go. The persistent occurrence of 
this mineral in this area of the New York ground, seems to hold a 
regular course up the mountain.

On November 15p 196 	 Gus Darlandq manager of the New

The applicant e proposal of driving raises in the footwall 
of the vein would not be the logical method of exploration 0 The 
same targets could be explored by a drift or drifts along the 
scheelite vein off the stops Just above the Woo 2 level0 


CONCLUSION 


The scheelite observed in the underground working occurs as small scattered lenses associated with a quartz-gold vein 0 It 
is found as fine particles disseminated in quartz and as small 
veinlets which may be difficult to recover, It is therefore con-
cluded that the chance of discovering a significant deposit of 
acheelite ore is less than fair. 


Since the snow condition made it impossible to examine 
the property completely 0 another examination of the property is 
recommended when the weather permits.
