The applicant requested assistance in exploring a conglomerate 
bed, from two places, in which 3/Li. of a mile apart samples of good grade, 
as determined radiometrically, uranium-bearing material had been taken. 


Samples taken by the examiners, and assayed chemically, showed 
the material at the 2 places to be low grade over narrow widths and 
sl:iort lengths. The material occurs near or at the base of the conglom-
erate which lies unconformably on Belt formation rocks in both cases, 
but there is no reason for thinking the occurrences are connected. 


In the opinion of the examiners, the quantity of low grade 
material, O.061i. - 0,l7Li.% U308, is small and the underground work and 
drilling proposed are not warranted. The examiners and the Field Team 
recommend that the application be denied.

Enclosed are four copies of a report from E. W. Parsons, 
Mining Engineer, Bureau of Mines, and H. B. Nickelson, Geologist, 
Geological Survey, recommending denial of the subject application. 


Known uranium occurrences on the property are found at 
two localities three quarters of a mile apart. The occurrences 
are found near the base of a conglomerate of angular quartz 2 rag-
ments and boulders which unconformnably overlies rocks of Precambrian 
Belt Series. Elsewhere in the general vicinity the conglomerate 
is overlain by Challis volcanics of Tertiary age. 


The two areas which contain material of ore-' or near-ore 
grade appear to be smafljrsolated occurrences not continuous with 
or connected with other mineralized areas, and on this basis the 
examiners recommend that the application be denied. The Field 
Team concurs with the recommendation that the application be denied.

2. 400 feet crosscutting at end drift 
3. 8 200-foot core drill holes 


No reason is given for drilling the holes on the adjoining 
claim 350 to 700 feet from the one spot showing a uranium mineral.
