(a) The "Little Senator Mine" was discovered about twenty years ago and a 
great deal of surface exploration work was done at that time. Seven parallel veins 
showing mineralization cross the property.	 se were explored by short shafts, 
small tunnels along the veins, and some cross-cut tunnels, as well as open cuts. 
Silver-lead ore occurs in all of these veins in small stringers—some places only one 
inch thick--other places up to five and six inches thick. Also in places mill grade 
ore has been found up to three to four feet thick. Most of the old workings are now 
inaccessible. 


About three years ago a cross-cut tunnel (5t x '7') was started to inter-
sect all of these veins and has been extended for a distance of 185 feet. At the 
portal of the tunnel one vein was encountered dipping at an angle of about 200 in a 
southery direction. inother vein was intersected at 58 feet from the portal dip-
ping 35 and striking southwesterly. This vein was ten inches thick and contained 
some high-grade silver-lead ore. 


An electric power line has been constructed to the property and the property 
has a small compressor house, compressor, motor and mining tools and one car, 


(b) Applicant is the owner of the land and mining claims above described and 
drove the cross-cut tunnel for the distance of 185 feet as above stated and is the owner 
of the building and mining equipment on the property.

(b) Clark Fork, Idaho, is a shipping point on the main line of the Northern 
Pacific Railroad, and is about 125 miles by U. S. Highway No. 10-A from Kellogg and 
Wallace, Idaho. Kellogg, Idaho, is.where the Bunker Hill Company Smelter is located 
and Wallace, Idaho, is a good mining equipment supply point. Spokane, Washington, 
is about one hundred miles from this property. 


Normally, plenty of help is available around Clark Fork, Idaho, a distance 
of one mile from the property. Mosquito Creek crosses the property and affords plenty 
of water. Electric power is available and the property has a compressor house, corn-
pressor, motor and electric power already installed. 


4. The Exploration Projç:

I have received copies of your letters to Mr. Nash and. 
to Senator Dworshak in reply to Mr. Nash's letter of April 7. 
Mr. Nash mailed me a copy of this letter at the same time he sent 
it to you. I wish to thank you for the very fine backing you 
have given me in this matter. 


I could not help being a 1ittl irked by Nash's atti-
tude, but, as you told Senator Dworshak, it is futile to try to 
defend oneself against recriminations of this nature. The record 
will have to speak for itself. Actually, I discussed the property 
on several occasions with Mr. Nash even though the field report 
was very unpromising. Mr. Nash, however, was interested only in 
his proposed adit, which we could not agree was a wise expenditure. 
If we could have worked out some sort of a project, we would have 
done so. Our business is making contracts where they can be 
justified and there is no glory and often much grief in a denial. 


This is, of course, not the first time that disappointed 
applicants have insinuated unpleasant things about me and as long 
as DMEA continues it will very probably not be the last. As you 
point out, this is a situation we would all like to avoid when we 
can do so without sacrificing professional ethics.

Senator Dworshak was kind enough to send me your letter to him of March 4 and 
I am taking this opportunity to answer it direct. I have been a bit slow but 
my business has interfered with my answering it as promptly as I expected to. 


In the first instance, I was advised by a party who knows Mr. Weissenborn that 
I would get no place with my application for D?€A assistance with him. However, 
in spite of this information, I went right to Mr. Weissenborn and told him that I 
wanted to get some help from the DNEA on the Senator property and asked him whether 
or not it would be worth my while to make an application and would he give it the 
proper consideration. He assured me that he would give it every possible consider-
ation so I went ahead and made the application on July 30, 1957, as President and 
Manager of Nash Industries, Inc. 


Early in September the engineers from the Spokane office came to Clark Fork and 
made the required examination of the property. I was advised at that time . that 
the report and recommendations would be sent from the Spokane office to Washington 
in about two weeks. 


Shortly after the examination of the property, the geologist who had been over the 
property with me at Clark Fork discussed the application with me and advised me 
that my appliôation had been well prepared and was the most down-to-earth applica-
tion they had received in a long time. However, he advised me that I should not 
accept the first offer from the DNEA because if I would "dicker" with the Department 
I would eventually get the assistance I thought I needed for my work. 


About ten weeks after the examination of the property, I stopped at the Spokane 
office to see Mr. Weissenborn himself. He was just ready to leave the office and I 
did not even sit down but asked him how things were coming. He advised me that I 
would get some help from the DMEA but .he could not be sure that I would get all I 
was aking for. I immediately left his office. 


More than a month later, not having heard anything from him or from Washington, I 
again stopped to consult him. He advised me that his report, which I was told would 
be sent to Washington within two weeks after the examination of the property 'ias made, 
had not yet been sent and was still in his office and he sort of apoligized for his 
neglect. Then he began humming and hawing around and said that I should go up and do 
three or four thousand dollars worth of prospecting on the surface of the property 
and really open up some ore bodies. I was, of course, much surprised at such a state-
ment as he had told me in December that I would get some help. It seemed a complete 
reversal.

As to your statements in your letter to Senator Dworshak, I feel absolutely certain 
in my own mind that they were made either as a cover-up for Mr. Weissenborn or for 
yourself. I do not believe you ever had my application and the Field Team's find-. 
ings and recommendations reviewed separately by"ornmodity specialists in the Bureu 
and Survey and by the Director of the DNEA Division of Base Metals or anyone else. 
Perhaps you do have written opinions recommending denial of the application but who 
dictated these opinions? I feel that Mr. Weissenborn wrote you and turned my 
application down and you simply complied with his request. I cannot see how you even 
could have had time to have all of the "separate reviews" you mention in your letter 
between the time of my last visit to Mr. Weissenborn's office when he advised me 
he had not even made his report to you and the time when I received your letter of 
denial of my application. 


I cannot understand Mr. Weissenborn's actions in this matter and I certainly cannot 
understand why you apparently are so overanxious to defend him. Your statements to 
Senator Dworshak that "at no time did he (Mr.Weissenborn) or any member of his staff 
give Mr. sh any encouragement , whatsoever that the application would be considered 
favorably by DNEA" and that "Mr. Weiss enborn told Mr Nash at the outset that DNEA 
would take a 'dim view' toward his exploration proposal" and that "Mr. Nash had been 
very persistent in attempting to obtain an exploration contract" are, of course, un-
true. Perhaps such inferences would have violated your administrative orders but 
do you know how much your "administrative orders" are violated? 


I am very conscious of the DMEA loans awarded in this northern Idaho district. I have 
been a practicing Mining Engineer in the State of Idaho for more than forty years and 
I know what is going on. The big companies, of course, get millions in DMEA loans and 
many, many of the small ones I have known who have received such help have not received 
it "on the merits of their properties' t , in my judgment, but on personal "influence". 
It appears that the first information I received was not far of f—I did not have the 
right "connections". I did not, hcw ever, appreciate Mr. Weissenborn "stringing" me 
along for seven or eight months.

I am also enclosing copies of a letter of the same date 
which he wrote Mr. Alvord. Alvord told him essentially the same 
things I did. 


In view of the denial which Mr. Nash very likely has 
received by now, this will probably be the "herald of the approach-
ing storm." Mr. Nash has been in to see me numerous times. He is 
very persistent in atterrting to obtain a contract. One point of 
his letter I think needs clarification. This is in the first para-
graph where he says, "You advised me that I would get something but 
you did not know how much or what it would amount to . . ." This is 
a misinterpretation of what I told Mr. Nash. I told him that in view 
of the little evidence that there was on his property, it was extremely 
difficult to make a good case for exploring the Little Senator Mine but 
that we would make as good a presentation as we could. This, I think, 
we have done. I feel that both the field examiners and. the Field 
Team have given a good deal of consideration to the property in reach-
ing the conclusion that in view of the present evi1ence it does not 
justify the exploration be proposes. I did tell him further that if 
he could present evidence of ore approaching minable width somewhere 
on the surface, it would certainly help his case. This no doubt is 
what he is referring to in his second paragraph.

The facts are, of course, that, as I told. Mr. Nash, it 
is very difficult to justify the expensive exploration he proposes 
for such a narrow vein and for such an indefinite target. This is 
particularly true because the veins, unfortunately, are flat-dipping 
and dip into the hill making a very long crosscut necessary if they 
are to be reached by this nthod. 


I can synathize with Mr. Nash, though, for I feel he is 
quite sincere in his efforts to develop his property but I do think 
we have made a very fair analysis of the situation.

I received your letter of February 6 today and I beg to disagree entirely with 
the conclusions of your letter. 


•	 I have spent twenty years mining in that immediate district and believe I know 
the country and what can be done with the mining properties in that district as 


•	 well or perhaps a bit better than anyone else at this time. There are four 
properties within a very short distance of each other, namely, the Whitedelf 
and the Hope adjoin and are less than half a mile from the Little Senator Mine 


•	 and the Lawrence mine which adjoin each other. (The lawrence mine during its

In response to the application by Nash Industries, Inc., 
the field examiners have investigated the property on which the 
applicant proposes to drive a 1000-foot exploratory crosscut to 
intersect a flat-lying vein system that has been projected south-
westward from known positions on adjacent ground. 


The examiners point out that, due to structure and 
topography the footage necessary to intersect the projected vein 
is excessive and they conclude the. project is not. warranted in 
view of the weak showings and over-extended projections. 


A graphic study of the included maps indicate ISLH vein 
has been pierced on the Larry JoeUlike leases of the Little Senator 
group and only uneconomic concentrations were found. This fact 
combined with fhe historically small (probably uneconomic) proW 
duction on adjacent ground discourages the belief that commercial 
concentrations of lead can be expected in the veins downdip 
extension.


I agree with the field examiners and the Field Team arid 
recommend the application be denied.

The applicant requested assistance in exploringfor, 
by crosscutting and. drifting, the possible down dip extensions 
of very narrow but usually high grade lead veins. The property 
is credited with the production of 15.25 tons of 14.1.4% lead and 
15.4 oz. silver ore during the years 19149 - 1956, but.vork on 
the property probably dates back to the early part of the present 
century.


In the general area are three properties credited with 
the production of 201,652 tons of lead-silver ore. The snallest 
of the three, the Lacrence, adjoins the Little Senator group and 
much of the justification of most of the proposed work abides 
in the hope that the principal Lawrence veins extend into the 
Little Senator property. As the lawrence mine has produced only 
9, 3Q tons of 15% lead. and 2.8 oz. silver ore, and. work in the 
veins has ceased, the hope is not well fortified. 


The examiners and Field Team recommend denial of the 
application. The reconinendation is very well taken, and. I con-
cur with it.

Attached is a report by D. C. Alvord, Geologist, U. S. 
Geological Survey, and G. G. Waddell, Mining Engineer, U. S. Bureau 
of Mines, recommending denial of an application by Nash Industries, 
Inc., for the exploration of the Little Senator mine in the Clark 
Fork Mining District, Bonner County, Idaho. 


This is a difficult property to evaluate. Although the 
veins of the district are characteristically narrow, the ore, where 
found, is typically high grade, and at the adjoining Lawrence mine, 
veins similar or identical to those at the Little Senator property 
have yielded a substantial production. Some of these veins have 
been mined close to the Little Senator boundary although the 
principal ore shoot was some distance away. This production, to-
gether with the production from the Hope and Whitedelf veins, adds 
up to a fairly impressive total for tiTë district, although it is 
probable that not all of the or was mined at a profit. 


The applicant, Albert Nash, has operated in the Clark Fork 
district over a period of many years. He maintains that the showings 
at the Little Senator property are as good as those that were found on 
the Lawrence, Hope, and Whitedelf veins and he is convinced from his 
many years of experience in the district that his proposed explor-
ation will be successful. Although apparently no mining company 
so far has been willing to undertake the project, it is quite 
possible that some competent engineers and geologists would agree 
with him. On the other hand, the visible veins on the Little 
Senator property are so narrow that one cannot develop much 
enthusiasm for exploring them. Further, the flat dip of the veins

would require a long and expensive crosscut if exploration is to be 
by this method.. 


The Field Team examiners reconmiend denial, basing this 
denial largely on the extremely narrow width of the veins that 
they were able to see in natural outcrops, open pits and other 
shallow workings on the Little Senator property. Nash argues that 
the exposures are scattered and many of the old. pits and shallow 
workings are caved; thus the surface showings do not reflect the 
true situation. He contends that with seven veins in the explora-
tion area his proposed crosscut is sure to discover several ore 
shoots. In spite of Mr. Nash's apparently genuine belief, the fact 
remains that, although there are numrous shallow pits on the 
Little Senator property, nowhere on the property did the examiners 
see a vein that they regarded as worth exploring, and Mr. Nash 
himself admits that the exposures are not impressive looking. 


The examiners state that the veins on the Little Senator 
property may not correlate with those on. the adjacent Lawrence 
property as they may have been offset by a fault mapped by . L. 
inderson between the Lawrence mine and the proposed adit. They 
also cite the current work of the U. S. Geological Survey in the 
district as suggesting that the Lawrence veins tend to split and 
narrow as they are followed toward the Little Senator property. 
Both of these are possibilities. However, there is little evidence 
for, and considerable doubt concerning, the existence of inderson's 
fault, or at least, of a fault of any considerable magnitude. With 
regard to the splitting and narrowing of the vein, Harrison and 
Jobin of the U. S. Geological Survey, who last sunnner mapped the 
area on a small scale, mentioned casually that this may be the case, 
but we doubt seriously that they feel they have established this; 
outcrops simply are too few to make such a statement with much 
confidence. The Field Team, therefore, can give little weight to 
these particular arguments. Mter reviewing the available evidence 
the Field Team must agree, in view of the lack of any positive 
indications of an ore shoot on the property, that the applicant's 
proposed crosscut cannot be justified. If further prospecting of 
the surface should yield more definite indications of ore shoots 
on one or more of the veins, possibly a less expensive exploration 
program might be worked out. However, until the applicant is able 
to present evidence of a suitable target, the proposition does not 
seem attractive to us. 


The Field Team recommends, therefore, that the application 
be denied without prejudice.

The applicant reqUe8ts assistance in searching for1 by ex-
tending a crosscut ad.it,the inferred downward and lateral projections 
of three narrow, low dipping, high grade lead and. silver bearing veins. 
Eight of the narrow veins appear to have been identified in outcrops 
on the property and. in an adjoining claim, the Yankee Boy. Two or 
three veins in the St. Lawrence mine, not identified by name or letter, 
have been stoped.
