Enclosed are three copies of an application for aid to 
explore for uranium at the Surprise mine in Lemhi County, Idaho. 


The applicant proposes to explore the Surprise vein by 
diamond drilling 5 holes totaling 2,1 1.00 feet at an estimated total 
cost of $23,15.5O, of which the Government's share would be 50 
percent, or $11,722.75. 


This is the same property explor under Contract Idm-E7l6, 
Docket No. DMEA-6O. The applicant believes (on the basis of one 
diamond drill hole and the advice of Mr. A. L. Anderson, Geologist) 
that the poor showings of uranium found in the Surprise drift will 
increase in depth. This belief is based on a radioactivity 
anomaly found near the bottom of a vertical diamond drill hole. 
No ore was recovered from the drill hole and no sludge sample was 
taken to indicate the importance of the anomaly. It appears that 
Mr. Anderson did not take into consideration a fault which the 
DMEA drift showsEo cutoff the crushed silicifieLzone in which 
the uranium occurs. A second diamond drill hole put down by the 
applicant at an angle cuts across the uranium-bearing zone, but again, 
no ore was recovered and no sludge samples were taken. 


We wish we could agree with the applicant that the low 
anomaly in his vertical drill hole indicates an increase in uranium 
content of the vein in depth; however, in the face of the evidence 
found in the DMEA drift, which seemed to show that the uranium 
content decreased as the drift advanced deeper 	 into the 
hill, one would have to be very optimistic to believe that the 
uranium values will increase with depth.

As no core was recovered from the two holes drilled by 
the applicant and the Surprise tunnel has already been mapped. and 
sampled as shown in the Field Team final report under Docket No. 
DME A-3Li.6O, a field examination would not give us any additional 
data; therefore, we cannot recommend further consideration of this 
application unless the applicant can furnish more positive indi-
cation that the uranium content of the vein does increase with 
depth. )fhecares to do this drilling on his own and is success-
fu, wcould then reconsider his application, but we cannot, in 
good conscience, recommend his present propoial,

Field Team's Comments: Dated Nov. 1, 1957 by A. EL Weissenborn, USGS, and 
Wing G. Agnew, USBM: 


ttThis is the same property explored under Contract Idxn- .E716, Docket 
No. DM-3L60. The applicant believes (on thebasis of one diamond drill 
EdIe and the advice of Mr. A. L. Anderson, Geologist) that the poor showings 
of uranium found in the Surprise drift will increase in depth. This belief s 
based on a radioactivity anomaly found nar the bottom of a vertical diamond 
drill hole. No ore was recovered from the drill hole and no sludge sample 
was taken to indicate the importance of the anomaly. It appears that 
Mr. Anderson did not take into consideration a fault which the DMEA drift 
shows to cut off the crushed silicified zone in which the uranium occurs. 
A second diamond drill hole put down by the applicant at an angle cuts across 
the uranium-bearing zone, but again, no ore was recovered and no sludge 
samples were taken. 


"We wish we could agree with the applicant that the low anomaly in his 
uertical drill hole indicates an increase in uranium content of the vein in 
depth; however, in the face of the evidence found in the D1A drift, which 
seemed to show that the uranium content decreased as the drift advanced 
deeper into the hill, one would have to be very optimistic to believe that 
the uranium ralues will increase with depth." 


Nocore was recoverd from the two drill holes drilled by the Applicant 
and no additional significant work has been done since the completion of the 
DMEA work	 that would justify additional exploration. There-






fore, a field examination would not supply any additional data. Further 
consideration of the application, unless the Applicant can furnish more 
positive infonnation that the uranium content of the vein increases in depth 
is not warranted.
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Commodity Member's Comments: 


USBM, James Paone, dated November 6, 1957: 


Agrees with the Field Team that the application should be denied 
without prejudice. 


USGS, W. P. Williams, dated November 19, 1957: 


I am in agreement with the Field Team that the application should 
be denied without prejudice. 


Division of Rare and Misc. Metals, F. L. Knouse, November 21, l957: 


This proposed project was discussed at some length with Mr. A. E. 
Weissenborn on November 15, 1957. He was strongly of the opinion 
that the Applicant had furnished no information that would justify 
DHEA participation in further exploration of this property. Also, 
that the application should be denied putright and the without 
prejudice provision recommended by the commodity members should 
no b included in the denial letter to the Applicant. He based 
this opinion on the DMEA exploration work and the additional work 
done by the Operator, and also stated that the Government should 
not contribute to the encouragement of further exploration of the 
property. 


I concur with the recommendations of the Field Team, including 
the latter statement of Mr. Weissenborn, that the probability of 
making a significant discovery of uranium on the property is not 
promising; also, that the application should be denied but not 
includ	 "denial without prejudice" in the denial letter to the 
Applicant. 


Conclusions: 


A review of all our information relating to the proposed additional 
exploration of the property does not indicate the probability of 
making a significant discovery is sufficiently encouraging to 
justify Government participation. Therefore, the application 
should be denied.

The subject property was explored by means of an adit drift 
under the terms of DMEA 3)460, Contract Idm-E716. The work under the 
previous contract did not esult in the discovery of commerica.l 
amounts of uranium ore. 


After due processing, the present application was denied 
by letter, dated November 25, 1957, from the Administrator, DXv1EA, 


to the applicant. In the effOrt to supplement his application, 
the applicant submitted a geologic report intended to demonstrate 
that uranium values would increase with depth and that therefore 
further exploration at depth is justified. The Field Team reports, 
however, that the DNEA examining team did not observe geological 
evidence that would bear out the applicant t s contentions. 


The unsuccessful outcome of the previous DNEA work and 
the lack of geologic evidence that would indicate that exploration 
drilling would be successful both lead me to agree with the 
recommendation of the Field Team for denial of the application at 
this time.

Enclosed are two copies of a letter dated February 21, 1958 
with enclosures from C. A. Everett, geologist for the referenced 
applicant, in further reference to his letter of January 15, 1958 to 
the Field Team and our reply of January 21, 1958, copies of which we 
sent you.


Mr. Everett attempts to show a similarity between the sur-
face expression of weathered primary deposits found at other localities 
with those existing at the Surprise property. Premised on these 
supposed similarities he then concludes that primary uranium should 
be found below the water table. However, Mr. Everett's implied 
abundance of hematite resulting from the oxidation of heavy sulfide 
mineralization is somewhat exaggerated. 


The breast of the tunnel driven by Bitterroot Uranium, Inc., 
(Docket No. DMEA-314.60), reached a depth of approximately 300 feet be-
low the surface. Autunite was found to be widely but sparsely 
distributed throughout a shattered quartz vein which was followed for 
530 feet from the portal of the adit. At this distance the quartz 
vein was cutoff by a fault. The drift was extended an addiELonal 
258 feet to explore an aütunite showing in a long hole drilled by 
the operator but did not find the extension of the quartz vein. 
However, a few specks of autunite were found in a cross shear cut 
by the drift. 


In his amended paragraph 2(f), Mr. Everett refers to a 
"heniatitic formation" found in a drill hole and to hematite which 
stains some of the clay developed in the fault zone, but nowhere 
does he describe the heavy iron staining that would be expected from 
a vein with abundant iron sulfides, nor have our own men noted such







.	 . 


iron staining. Neither have we noted the boxworks that would be 
expected from the oxidation of a vein rich in pyrite or other 
iron sulfides. On the contrary, the scattered fresh pyrite found 
in the drift and the one piece of slightly oxidized chalcopyrite 
indicate that the vein contained only moderateamounts of sulfide 
minerals. Since removal of uraniui is considered to be accomplished 
chiefly by solution derived from oxidizing sulfides- -especially 
iron sulfides--it follows that there is little reason to believe 
that much uranium has been removed from the vein. This in turn 
leads to the inference that the primary "ore" will not be 
appreciably richer than the partly oxidized upper part of the 
vein. The presence of pyrite further suggests that the top of 
the primary ore is already exposed. 


In view of this we do not feel that Mr. Everett has 
presented any new evidence that would justify another examination 
or a change in the recommendation we made in the final paragraph 
of our letter of November 1, 1957, as follows: 


"As no core was recovered from the two holes drilled by 
the applicant and the Surprise tunnel has already been mapped 
and sampled as shown in the Field Team final report under 
Docket No. DMEA-31-i-60, a field examination would not give us 
any additional data; therefore, we cannot recommend further 
consideration of this application unless the applicant can 
furnish more positive indication that the uranium content of 
the vein does increase with depth. If he cares to do this 
drilling on his own and is successful, we could then reconsider 
his application, but we cannot, in good conscience, recommend 
his present proposal." 


We have merely acknowledged receipt of Mr. Everett's letter 
and stated that it was being forwarded to you as we do not wish to 
enter into a long distance and pointless debate with him regarding 
how much iron sulfides were in the vein and what effect this might 
have on the oxidation and removal of uranium. 


We recommend that you advise the applicant of the necessity 
for him to drill at least one hole that would indicate the accuracy 
of his deductive reasoning presented In his amended paragraph 2(f) 
before we can consider spending additional Government funds on this 
property.

Among the noted students of uranium mineralization, there is general agreement on 


some specific matters. The uranium ion, because of Its large.size, valence and 


perhaps yet unknown characteristics, strongly resists precipitation wlth.almost all 


common rock-forming minerals and thus is more concentrated in. the late, usually 


siliceous, melt of magmatc fluids. The mobility of this frequently low temperature, 


uranium-bearing melt is such that the latest deve.loped features 1n the. magmatic 


cupola or in.superjacent host rock can become channels of escapement and/or precipi-


tation for this solution. Precipitation of the uranium ion usually occurs in two forms. 


Uraninite forms with the tetravalent uranium ion .ln.a reducing environment with the 


frequent formation of hematite or sulphur. There .is some evidence which indicates 


that. some of the uranyl minerals hexavalent) have resulted from the action of 


thermal solutions either by direct precipitation or by hydrothermal alteration. of 


primary pitchblende. The occurrence of magmatic, uranium mineralization is very 


frequently found..as fissure fillings in meta-sedimentary rocks. In the Central City 


district of Colorado it has been learned that the tenor of the upper parts of the 


uranium veins is considerably below that of the primary deposits. At Marysvale the 


oxidized portion of the veins, for the most part, were impoverished; yet locally, 


particularly In the lower part of the oxIdized zone, the veins were enriched in 


uranium.

proves the. existen.ce of primary Uranium minerals in.. the area. 


Uranium. mineralization in the nearby Garm-Lamoreaux Mine, on upper Dump Creek 


a.nd elsewhere Is indlcat.ive.that northern .Lemhi County is a. province of epigenetic 


uranium deposits. The occurrences of silica, hematite.and what appears to be hydro-


thermal clay n the mineralized fracture zone on which the Surprise ad.it has been 


driven are features which are common to magmatic uranium deposits elsewhere.. 


The occurrence of secondary uran.ium mineralization, not only .in close association 


with the brecciated dike but its confinement on the northeast side of the cla.y gouge 


in th.is dike regardless of direction .of dip indicates a control more refined than that 


usually' associated with descending waters and' readily soluble minerals. 


The most significant fact which must be elucidated by further exploration is the radio-, 


activity of the hematitic formation found 290 feet below the portal level. Perhaps 


the outstanding feature of this radioactivity is that no evide.nce of it is found in the 


samples taken from these depths. This imp lies that the minerals from wh.ich the radio-


active emanations are. der.ived must be somewhat removed, from the hole and thus a 


full measure of the radioactivity has yet. to be made. 


In' order to ustify exploration by .the rather expensive method of drifting or cross-


cutting, such work must either open .on ore or near ore or else the expectation of 


encountering ore within a reasonable distance must be based on something more than 


fortuitousness. It is customary in economic mining procedure that relatively inexpensive 


probings by drill methods be made in order to find the most highly mineralized, sub-


surface zones. Only after successful or unsuccessful probings are other, more expensive 


means applied in an. endeavor to obtain further evidence. A return, to norma.l exploratory

procedure in further work on the Surprise property is mandatory. 


At this later date, with the more complete understanding of the nature of uranium 


mineralization - and In retrospect, it would seem that the best prospects for 


encountering ore of higher tenor would be. at least below the zone of relatively 


abundant meteoric.waters and oxidation effects. Whether the diluting effects 


of oxidation persist to considerable depth or whether a shallow, enriched zone 


exists, are factors to be determined. Information learned.fromrecent exploration 


by drilling encourage further similar work while that data gained from previous 


exploration by drifting has hardly indicated and certainly not proven any detraction 


from the property's potential. 


The favorable evaluatIon, of the Surprise Prospect is certainly evident from the 


several above data. and their applicable relationships. The critical factor Is that 


a judgment has been made against the property because.of the apparent reconnoiter 


into the oxidized ore zone yet the property Is surely somewhat more attractive than 


before the various explorations were conducted. Th qt so much time and effort have 


been spent to obtain such inconclusive evidence is hardlya credit to our deductions 


or to the methods employed. The property merits further, sagaciously conducted, 


exploratory work and the program advocated in this loan application .is one such 


avenue.

Subject: Review of application, DNEA 11.867 (uranium), United Pacific 
Mining Corporation, Mathis-Dean property, Surprise Mine, 
Leznhi County, Idaho 


The applicant makes application on the same property 
that was explored under DIvIEA 314.60, Idm-E716. 


The Field Team, Region I, have pointed out in a letter. 
to the Chairman, Operating Committee, dated November 1, 1957, 
that the chances of finding important. uranium ore deposits in the 
Surprise Nine are not good. The Field Team point out that drill-
ing by the applicant was unsuccessful in finding ore, although 
a radioactive anomaly was found by hole probing. The Surprise 
drift, driven previously by DA, shows a fault that cuts off 
thécrusheci silicifiêd zone in which the uranium occurs. 


The Field Team, through data obtained under Idm-E7l6, 
are unable to detect any evidence that indicates that the grade 
of the rock at the Surprise Mine will increase with depth--as 
the applicant believes. 


The Field Team suggeát that if the applicant should 
do further work for his own account, perhaps a reappraisal of 
the property would be in order at a later time. I am in agree-
ment with the advice of the Field Team and recommend. denial of 
the application without prejudice.
