(d) The Operator shall preserve and maintain his right, title, and interest in the land and his right 
to the possession thereof for the purposes of this contract, and shall devote the land and all existing. 
improvements, facilities, buildings, installations, and appurtenances to the purposes of this contract. 
Until the lapse of the time within which the Government may make a certification of discovery or 
development without any such certification having been made, and after any such certification has been 
made, the Operator s'hall neither transfer, convey, nor surrender the land nor any right, title, or interest. 
therein, nor permit nor suffer any claim, lien, or encumbrance thereon, without expressly referring to and 
providing in the instrument of conveyance, lien, or encumbrance for the preservation of the Government's 
right to a percentage royalty on production and lien for the payment thereof. If the Government makes 
no certification of discovery or development within the time limited in Article 8, it shall thereafter have 
no claim against, the land or any production therefrom except for anyprod]ctiQn referred to in Article 
8(b) (1).

ARTICLE 4. Performance of the work.—(a) Operator's responsibility.—The work shall be per-
formed with reasonable diligence, efficiently, expertly, in a workmanlike manner, in accordance with 
good mining standards and State regulations for health and safety and for liability insurance covering 
employment; and with suitable and adequate equipment, facilities, materials, supplies, and labor, to 
bring it to completion within the time fixed. 


(b) Independent' contracts.—To the extent that the allowable costs are estimated in Exhibit "A" 
with express reference to performance by independent contractors on a unit-price basis (such as per 
foot of drilling, per foot of drifting, per hour of bulldozer operations) the work may be so performed; 
but if the reférence in Exhibit "A" to any such independent contract requires the 'Government's 
approval thereof, payments under such contract will not 'be allowable costs unless the Government gives 
its written approval of the contract. Any such independent contract shall refer to some specific and 
identifiable part of' the work, and shall be subject to all of the pertinent terms and conditions of this 
exploration contract; but the Government shall not be considered a party thereto, and its rights under 
this contract, including the, right to terminate its contributions, shall not be affected thereby. Regard-
less of the provisions of any such independent contract and regardless of the 'Government's approval. 
thereof, the Government will participate in payments to the independent contractor only on account of 
work performed in accordance with the provisions of this exploration project contract, and only to the 
extent that the Government deenls,the unit prices for the work under the independent contract to be 
reasonable. 


(c) Government may inspect.—The Operator shall consult with and inform the Government on all 
phases of the work as it progresses. The ,Government, may enter at all reasonable times to inspect the 
work under the contract, and also after a certification of discovery or development to inspect production 
operations .and underground workings. The operator shall provide the Government with all reasonable 
means of access for such inspections. 


ARTICLE 5. Contribution by the Gàvernment.—The estimated total allowable cost of the project, 
set forth in Exhibit "A," is the sum of 68.0n 
The Government shall contribute	 percent of the allowable costs as they are incurred in a total sum 
not in excess of 3,37k.QO- ---------------------------------------------------------------- : Provided, That until the Qperator has 
rendered to the Government his final report, and any final auditing required by the Government has been 
made, and a final settlement of the contract has been made, the Government may withhold from the last 
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..; :	 . 


voucher or vouchers such sums as it sees fit not in excess of 10 percent of the estimated total cost of the 
work or not in excess of the amount of the Government's contribution to the cost of property which is or' 
may become subject to disposal -as provided in Article 9(c), whichever Is greater. The Government will 
make its contribution on the basis of the monthly vouchers referred to in Article 7 (b), but all payments 
by the Government are provisional only, subject to audit, until the account between the Operator and 
the Government is finally audited and settled. "Costs incurred" mean costs that have been paid or have 
become due and payable, or that in the opinion of the Government have become an obligation. The Gov-
ernment may make payments directly to independent contractors and suppliers for the account of the 
Operator rather than, to the Operator. 	 . 


ARTICLE 6. Estimated costs.—(a) Categories of costs.—The allowable costs of the work to which 
the Government shall contribute are limited to those that are direct, reasonable, necessary, and that are 
estimated in Exhibit "A" by categories as specified in this article. If any category or subcategory is 
omitted from the estimate of costs, or if the word "none" is annexed to the listing thereof, costs under 
such category or subcategory are not allowable. . Any excess over any estimate which is indicated as 
the maximum of any category, subcategory, or item, either as to requirement or related cost, and any 
excess over the estimated total allowable cost of the work, shall not be allowable. Any excess over the 
estimate of any category, subcategory, or item, either as to requirement or related cost, not indicated 
as a maximum shall be allowable within the limit of the estimated total allowable cost of the work. To 
the extent that excesses over maximums other than the estimated total allowable cost of the work may 
be necessary for the performance of the work, the Operator shall incur such excesses for his own account 
without contribution by the Government; but except for any such necessary excesses in categories, sub-
categories, or items thereunder the Operator is not obligated to incur more than his agreed percentage 
of the estimated, total allowable cost of the work. 


To the extent specified in this article or in Exhibit "A" the following categories',subcategories, and 
elements thereof are maximums; but if not so specified either here or in Exhibit "A" they are not maxi-
mums, and may be exceeded within the limit of the estimated total allowable cost of the work: 


CATEGORY (1) —INDEPENDENT CONTRACTS.—Work to be performed under independent contracts 
(see Article 4(b)). The estimated total amount of this category and the estimated cost of each unit of 
work for performance under an independent contract are maximums. 


CATEGORY (2) —PERSONAL SERVICES. 


Subcategory (a) —Supervision.—All elements of this subcategory (number of supervisors, 
periods of employment, rates of pay, and total) are maximums. 


Subcategory (b) —Technical services.—All elements of this subcategory (number of technicians, 
periods of employment, rates of pay, and total) are maximums. 


Subcategory (c)—Labor. 


CATEGORY (3)—OPERATING MATERIALS AND SUPPLIES.—Includes such items as drill bits and steel, 
explosives, fuel, pipe, power, small tools costing less than $50 each, timber, track.	 - 


CATEGORY (4)—OPERATING EQUIPMENT. 	 . 


Subcategory (a) —Rental.—The number of each object to be rented [6 mine cars, 1 truck], the 
rate of rental [$100 per month, $5 per hour], and the total of this subcategory are maximums. 


Subcategory (b)—Puchcthes.-----The estimated total of this subcategory is a maximum. 
Subcategory (c)—Depreciation.—All elements of this subcategory (time periods, rate of depre-


ciation, and subcategory total) are maximums. 
CATEGORY (5)—INITIAL REHABILITATION AND REPAIRS.—Estimates under this category include all 


requirements and. related costs, such as labor, materials and supplies, and supervision at a rate not higher 
than provided for in Category (2), and shall not be duplicated under any other category. The estimated 
total of -this category is a maximum. 	 . 


Subcategory (a) —Initial rehabilitation and repairs of existing buildings, fixtures, and installa-
tions (exclusive of mine workings) .—The estimated total of this subcategory is a maximum. 


Subcategory (b)—Initial rehabilitation and repairs of operating equipment.—The estimated 
total of this sñbcategory is a maximum.
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CATEGORY (6) —NEW BUILDINGS, FIXTURES, AND INSTALLATIONS (EXCLUSIVE OF MINE WORKINGS).—
Estimates under this category include all requirements and related costs, such as labor, materials and 
supplies, and supervision at a rate not higher than provided for in Category (2), and shall not be dupli-
cated under any other category. The estimated total of this category is a maximum. 


CATEGORY (7) —MISCELLANEOUS.—Repairs and maintenance (other than initial) of operating equip-
ment, analytical work, prints and other reproductions, accounting, Operator's share of payroll taxes, 
liability insurance covering employment, travel, communications, and any other items of requirement\or 
cost'that do not fall within any of the first 6 categories. 


THE ESTIMATED TOTAL ALLOWABLE COST of the work is a maximum. 


(b) Nonallowable costs.—The following costs are not allowable for contribution by the Government: 


(1) Costs of the land, such as rental, depreciation, depletion, or other cost of acquiring, owning, 
or holding possession; 


• (2) Indirect costs, such as general overhead, corporate management, interest, taxes (other than• 
payroll and sales taxes), insurance (other than liability insurance covering employment), damages 
to persons, damages to property (other than necessary , repairs or replacements of equipment or 
other property used in the work) 


(3) Previous work performed or costs incurred before the date of this contract; and 
• (4) Deferred payments.—Any costs incurred by the Operator under any rental-purchase agree- 


ment, installment-purchase agreement, or any agreement for the purchase of goods under the provi-
sions of which payment of the full purchase price is deferred more than 90 days from the delivery 
of the goods; unless the purchase agreement is approved by the Government in writing. 


(c) Reductions in costs.—The Operator shall account for and give the Government credit for any 
incidental benefits, credits, or money received in the ordinary course of business in prosecuting the work 
(as by salvage or sale of materials or equipment, furnishing of room or board, furnishing of power or 
services to third persons, rebates ordiscounts on purchases, etc.), in the same ratio in which the Govern-
ment contributes to costs; and such amounts shall be treated as a reduction in costs incurred so that 
they are available for use within t4'9 limit of the original estimated total cost. This provision does not 
apply to, receipts from production which are subject to the Government's percentage royalty under the 
provisions of Article 18,. See .Article 13. 


ARTICLE 7. Reports, accounts, audits.—(a) Operator's records.—The Operator shall keep suit-
able records and accounts of the work performed and of any production in which the Government may 
have an interest; and shall preserve those with respect to work performed for at least three years after 
final payment by the Government, and those with respect to production for at least three years after any 
obligation to pay royalties to the Government has terminated. The Government may inspect and audit 
said records and accounts at any time, either by itself or by a certified public accountant. If the Gov-
ernment elects to audit said records and accounts relating to the exploration work by certified public 
accountant, it may do so as a cost of the work to which the Operator shall contribute. The Comptroller 
General of the United States or his representative, until the expiration of said three-year periods, shall 
have access to and the right to examine any pertinent books, documents, papers, and records of the 
Operator. All of the Operator's vouchers and records and accounts relating thereto and the . Govern-
ment's payments thereof remain subject to adjustment until final audit by the Government. If work 
under this contract is carried on in conjunction with any other operations, or if labor, supervision, 
services, materials, supplies, equipment, facilities, or other requirements for carrying on the work are 
also used in connection with other operations, the costs shall be segregated and accounted for on a basis 
and by methods and accounts that are satisfactory to and approved by the Government. 


(b) Progress reports and vouchers.—The Operator shall prOvide the Government with five copies 
of monthly progress reports in three sections as follows: (1) Operator's Monthly Report and Voucher 
showing detailed costs incurred during the reporting period; (2) Operator's Unit Cost and Progress 
Report showing the various types of work performed during the reporting period and costs incurred for 
each type of work and (3) a Narrative Report of the work performed during the reporting period includ-
ing adequate engineering-geological maps or sketches, drill hole logs and locations, and assay reports on 
samples taken concurrently with advance in mineralized ground. (Forms for reporting under (1) and 
(2) above will be Provided by the , Government.)
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(c) Final report.—Upon completion of the work or termination of the Government's obligation to 
contribute to costs, the Operator shall furnish the Government with five copies of a final report (in 
addition to the final progress report and voucher). This final report shall include a geological and engi-
neering evaluation of the results of the work performed under the contract with an estimate of the ore 
reserves resulting from such work, complete assay data, adequate geological and engineering maps or 
sketches, and a summary of the work performed and related costs incurred. 


(d) Report of sales.—The Operator shall provide the Government with suitable accounting and 
documentary evidencecovering'all production to which the Government's percentage royalty relates, such 
as copies of smelter or concentrator settlement sheets, and certified accounts of production and sale or 
other disposition of production. 


(e) Compliance with requiremen'ts.—If in the opinion of the Government any of the Operator's 
reports, records, or accounts are insufficient or incomplete, or if the Operator fails to make them, the 
Government may procure the making or completion of such with suitable attachments as an expense of 
the work to which the Operator shall contribute. The Government may withhold approval and payment 
of any vouchers relating to insufficient or incomplete reports, records, or . accounts. 


ARTICLE 8. Repayment by Operator.—(a) Certification.—If the Government considers that a 
discovery or development from which production may be made has resulted from the work, the Govern-
ment, at any time not later than six months after a sufficient final report and final account (see Article 
7) has been rendered, may so certify in writing to the Operator,. Such certification shall describe broadly 
or indicate the nature of the discovery or development. 


(b) Royalty on production.—The Operator, as principal if the Operator is the producer, or as surety 
if the Operator is not the producer, shall pay to the Government a royalty on all minerals mined or 
produced from the land, as follows: (1) regardless of any certification of discovery or development, 
from the date of the contract until the lapse of the time within which the Government may make such 
certification, or until'the total net amount contributed by the Government without interest is fully repaid, 
whichever occurs first; or (2) if the Government makes a certification of discovery or development, 
within a period of ten years from the date of the contract, or until the total net amount contributed by 
the Government without interest is fully repaid, whichever occurs first. 


(c) Basis for computation.—The Government's royalty shall be a percentage of the gross proceeds 
(including any bonuses, premiums, allowances, or other benefits) from the production sold, in the form 
sold (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent), at the point of delivery (the f. o. b. point); except, that 
charges of the buyer arising in the regular course of business, and shown as deductions on the buyer's 
settlement sheets, on account of the cost of treatment processes performed by the buyer, sampling and 
assaying to determine the value of the production sold, and freight paid by the buyer to a carrier (not 
the Operator), shall be allowed as deductions in arriving at the "gross proceeds" as that term is used 
herein. Any costs of treatment processes, sampling or assaying, or transportation, performed or paid 
by the Operator or by anyone other than the buyer, are not deductible in arriving at the "gross proceeds" 
as that term is here used. The term "treatment processes,", as here used, means those processes (such as 
milling, concentrating, smelting, refining, or equivalent) applied to the crude ore or other production after 
it is extracted from the ground, to put it into a commercially marketable form; excluding fabricating or 
manufacturing. 


(d) Unsold production.—If any production (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent), after the lapse 
of six months from the date the ore was extracted from the ground, remains neither sold nor used by 
the Operator in integrated manufacturing or fabricating' operations (for 'instance, if it Is stockpiled), 
the Government, at its option, as long as it so remains, may require the computation and payment of 
its royalty on the value of such production in the form (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent) it is in 
when the Government elects to require computation and payment. If any 'production is used by the 
Operator in integrated manufacturing or fabricating operations before the Government makes its elec-
tion, the Government's royalty on such production shall be computed on the value therof in the form in 
which and at the time when it is so used. "Value" as here used means what is or would be gross income 
from mining operations for percentage depletion purposes in Federal income tax determination, or the 
market value, whichever is greater. 


(e) Percevtages of royalty.—The percentages of the Government's royalty shall be as follows: 
One and one-half ( 1 1/2) percent of amounts ("gross proceeds" or "value") not in excess of eight 


dollars ($8.00) per ton of production in the form in which sold, held, or used, 'plus one-half ( ½) 
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percent for each additional full fifty cents ($0.50) by which such amounts exceed eight dollars ($8.00) 
per ton, but not in excess of five (5) percent of such amounts. 


(For instance: the royalty on an amount of five dollars ($5.00) per ton would be one and one-
half (1 1/2 ) percent; on an amount of ten dollars ($10.00) per ton, three and one-half (3 1/2) percent.) 


(f) Time for computation and payment.—The Government's royalty shall be computed and paid 
currently upon each lot sold, held, or used in integrated operations, as the case may be, as above provided 
in this article. 


(g) Lien for payment.—To secure the payment of its percentage royalty, there is hereby granted to 
the Government a lien upon the land or the Operator's interest in the land and upon any production of 
minerals therefrom, until the royalty claim is extinguished by lapse of time or is fully paid. 


(h) Notice to purchasers.--The Operator shall give notice of the Government's claim for royalty 
to any purchaser of the production,' and shall authorize and direct such purchaser to pay the royalty 
directly to the Government and to furnish the Government with copies of the settlement sheets. If the 
records of any production and sales or other disposition -of production, whether the production is by the 
Operator or by others, are not made available to the Government, the amount of the royalty may be 
estimated by the Administrator, Defense Minerals Exploration Administration, or his successor, and his 
estimate thereof shall be final and binding upon the Operator. 


(i) No obligation to produce.—Nothing in this contract is to be construed as imposing any obligation 
on the Operator or the Operator's successor in interest to engage in any, production operations.. 


(j) Government not obligated to buy.—Nothing in this contract shall be construed as imposing any 
obligation on the Government to purchase any minerals mined or produced from the land. 


ARTICLE 9. Interests in purchased property.—(a) Title and ownership.—All costs under this 
contract shall be incurred by the Operator in the Operator's own name and for the Operator's own 
account; but any property acquired to the cost of which the Government contributes shall belong to the 
Operator and the Government jointly in proportion to their respective contributions, although title thereto 
shall be taken in the name of the Operator. 


(b) Preservation of property.—Until the final disposal of any property in which the Government 
has an interest the Operator shall preserve and protect same for the best interest of the Government, any 
reasonable and necessary costs thereof to be treated as an allowable cost of the project. After the com-
pletion of the work or 'termination of the Government's obligation to contribute, or when such property 
is not in use for or needed for the work, the Operator shall neither use it without the written consent of 
the Government nor without paying a reasonable rental to be fixed by the Government for its interest.' 


(c) Disposal of property.—Upon the completion- of the work or termination of the Government's 
obligation to contribute to costs, or when the property is no longer needed for the work, the Operator 
shall promptly dispose of salable or salvageable property in which the Government has an interest for 
the joint account of the Government and the Operator, either by return to the vendor, by sale to others, 
or purchase by the Operator or the Government at a price at least as high as could be obtained from 
others, unless the Government in writing waives its interest in any such property. Without advance 
approval of the sales price by the Government the Operator shall not sell at any price any item of property 
the cost of which was more than $500, and shall not sell at less than 25 percent of the purchase price any 
item of property which cost $500 or less. The Government, in lieu of approving the sales price for any 
such item, may itself purchase the item at the best price which the Operator is able to obtain or himself 
cares to give. Property remaining upon any termination of the work shall be considered in groups or 
categories (such as drill steel, or explosives, or pipe, or rails), and if the original cost of the remaining 
unexpended portion-of any such group or category is less than $50, the Government waives its interest 
therein. If necessary to accomplish the disposal of any item the Operator shall dismantle and sever it 
from the land, the cost thereof to be treated as a cost of the project. 


(d) Default of the Operator re disposal.—If within 90 days after the completion of the work or ter-
mination of the Government's obligation to contribute to costs, or after the property is no longer needed' 
for the work, or after such further time as the Government may in writing allow, the Operator has failed 
to sell or otherwise liquidate or dispose of any property in which the Government has an interest, the 
Government, at any time prior to final settlement under the contract, may pursue one of the following 
two courses: (1) the Government, by written notice to the Operator, may place upon such property what 
in its opinion is a fair valuation thereof, not in excess of the cost less 1.66 percent per month from the 
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date such property was purchased under this contract to the termination of said 90-day period; and such 
property shall thereupon be considered and accounted for as having been purchased by the Operator at 
the valuation so fixed by the Government; or (2) the Government may enter and take possession of such 
property wherever it may be found, and remove and dispose of it for the joint account of the parties. 


ARTICLE 10. Termination of the Government's obligations.—(a) If in the opinion of the Govern-
ment operations at any time have failed to achieve anticipated results that indicate the probability of 
making a worthwhile discovery, and in the opinion of the Government further operations are not justi-
fied, the Government may give the Operator written notice thereof, and thereupon: (1) the Government 
shall be free of all obligation to contribute to costs not then incurred other than such as may, be allowable 
under the Øoviionsof the coitract As' *necessary and incidental to winding up, reporting, and accounting; 
and (2) the Operator, --shall be free of all obligation to prosecute the work other than such as may be 
necessary and incidental to winding up, reporting, and accounting. 


(b) If in the opinion of the Government the Operator is in any manner in default under the terms 
of the contract, the Government may give the Operator written notice of such default with a specification 
of reasonable time within which the default must be cured; and if the Operator fails to cure such default 
as required, thereupon: (1) the Government shall be relieved of all obligation to contribute to costs not 
incurred when the notice was given, other than such as may be allowable by the provisions of the contract 
as necessary and incidental to winding up, reporting, and accounting; and (2) the Operator shall be .free 
of all obligation to prosecute the work other than such as may be necessary and incidental to winding up, 
reporting, and accounting.

The work is divided into two stages. The Operator 
shall perform the Stage I work and as much of the Stage II 
work as is approved in advance by the Government.

We are enclosing the original and three copies each of 
interim inspection reports on the referenced project by William M. 
Romischer, Mining Engineer, U. S. Bureau of Mines, and by H. F. Albee, 
Geologist, U. S. Geological Survey, which should be considered as 
final inspection reports. Also'enclosed are all copies of proposed 
Aniendnent No. 2 to the contract. 


Romischer was in southern Idaho in February and found that 
the property was free from snow and that the check samples mentioned 
in our letter of January 21 could be taken. The samples were sent 
to Peter Mack in Wallace, Idaho, who reported. that none of them con-
tained any mercury. As Roznischer jthought that he had identified 


. mercury in the sampled zone we sent the pulps to Abbott Hanks for 
check assay. Again the results were nil. 


As a final check we sent Albee and Prinz to the property 
to make a final check of the trenches and to take check samples where-  
ever they considered it advisable. Their samples all assayed nil and 
they could not find any justifiable target for further exploration. 


In view of the Operator's samples which all ran 0.1 or less 
pounds mercury per ton and the samples taken by Romischer and by Albee 
and Prinz which all ran nil, we have no apparent target to justify 
authorizing Stage II drilling. 


We are therefore returning all copies of the proposed 
Amendment No. 2 as Stage I was completed November 18, 1958 prior 


- to the termination dateset forth in Amendment No. 1.

The property was visited with William C. Prinz, Geologist, 
U. S. Geological Survey, on March l, 1959, in company with C. W. 
McDowell, vice-president of the company. 


The original examination of the property revealed mercury-
bearing rock that, in a few places, gave encouraging results from 
sample assays. Bulldozing along these occurrences has removed' most 
of the mercury-bearing rocks and has showed that apparently the 
mercury occurred only in near-surface pods. No structural control 
or £.rgets for further exploration were found and results of sampl-
ing in the bulldozed cuts failed to reveal the presence of any mercury. 


Because some good grade samples had been obtained 
originally, it was felt that sampling in the trenches at places 
where cinnabar was now visible or had been seen prior to bulldozing 
should be done. It was felt that the results of this sampling could 
show either a trend of cinnabar-bearing material or that there 
definitely was no target for Stage II drilling. 


Plate 1 shows the location of the samples which assayed 
as follows:

The discouraging results of the sampling do not indicate 
either a mineralized trend or a target for further exploration. 
The mercury apparently occurs in small pods near the surface and 
further work would be in the nature of prospecting. It is 
recommended, therefore, that Stage II drilling not be authorized.

The property was visited on February 13, 1959, with Mr. C. W. 
McDowell, vice president, Mac D. Mining Corporation. My last inspection 
was made on December 13, 195. 


Because of the wide difference in mercury content between 
samples taken for the contract work from the bottom of Cut No. 1 and 
four samples taken from a shallower former cut in the same location by 
C. W. McDowell or associates prior to. the contract work, four check 
samples were taken at locations considered by Mr. McDowell to be the 
same as those sampled previously by him. 


Samples Nos. 15 to l, incl., cut from the trench along the 
bottom of cut No. 1 as shown on the accompanying map, assayed 0.1 pounds 
of mercury per ton. Samples Nos. 1, 2, 3 and 4, reported by Mr. McDowell 
from the shallow cut, assayed 1.5, 2.0, 6.5 and 9.0 pounds of mercury per 
ton, respectively. 


The four check samples were cut vertically across a nearly 
horizontal 3-foot thick bed at the top of the bank of Cut No. 1. The 
mineralization is spotty and appears of small extent in this bed. The 
samples were cut across better mineralized spots in the bed and the rock 
material between spots appeared lean. The underlying beds, in the cut 
either contained very little or no mercury mineralization. The check 
samples were cut 4 or 5 feet farther into the hillside than were the 
four samples taken by Mr. McDowell previously. The samples taken from 
the bottom of Cut No. 1 under the contract work appear to be from beds 
stratigraphicafly beneath the better mineralized bed at the top of the 
cut at the sampled area. The area sampled appeared to be the best 
mineralized zone in Cut No. 1. 


The four check samples, W1vIR9, 10, II and 12, all ran blank 
for mercury.

We have just received a map showing the trench sample	 e 
locations. Included 	 is a statement from MacDowell's 
assayer that samples 1-LB through 110-LB assayed 0.10 pound mer-	 P- 
cury per ton. We have written the operator requesting additional rZL  


copies of his map, as well as copies of the complete assay re-
turns.


We are puzzled because when Howard Albee visited the 
property on November 9, 1958, Mr. MacDowe]l told him that in the 
southern part of Out No. , l he had taken four small samples that 
assayed, respectively, 1.5, 2.0, 6.5, and 9 , pounds mercury per ton, 
and two samples, each approximately 20 feet wide weighing about 
100 pounds,. that assayed, respectively,., 3 5 and 6 pounds mercury 
per ton. MacDowell has not submitted the se assays yet and we have 
asked him to do so, and to indicate their locations on his map. 
Albee reports that he observed some cinnabar in the trenches, but 
did not do any sampling; because of our sharply curtailed budget 
our field men have been instructed to hold check sampling to a' 
minimum. Obviously, on the basis of the latest assay report, we 
would not be justified in going ahead with Stage II of the con-
tract but in view of the wide discrepancy between MacDowell's 
assays and those of samples taken presumably from the same loca-
tions by his engineer, it is evident that check sampling is 
essential-before we caxi make a decision. It is possible that 
the engineer's sample lengths were too, long and taken without 
reference to the mineralization or structure.

Because winter conditions make check sampling impossible 
at this time, we recommend that the requested reces be approved 
and the completion date be extended to	 in order to 
keep the contract open long enough for check saniplesto be taken. 
We can then either authorize Stage II drilling, and at the same 
time request an appropriate extension of the termination date, 
or decide to authorize no further work and let the contract 
terminate.

The property was visited December 13, 1958, with Mr. C. W. 
McDowell, vice president, Mac D Mining Corporation. No other persons 
were at the property. My last inspection was made on October 23. 


All the trenching, which was done by a D-8 caterpillar and 
ripper, authorized in the contract, besides some additional bulldozing 
at the Operator's own expense, was completed since my last inspection. 
Also, Mr. William Harris, a geologist from Boise, Idaho, finished 
mapping and sampling the trenches completed under the contract, but the 
assay returns from the samples cut for mercury had not been received. 
As soon as these are obtained the Operator will submit the maps showing 
the location of the trenches with the pêrtië irmatThh &i sampling 
from which the possible drill hole sites can be determined. 


At the time of the inspection each of the trenches bulldozed 
and where the samples were cut were examined.

The property was visited on November 9, 1958, in company 
with Mr. C. W. McDowell, and Mr. T. J. Booth, a stockholder. 


The bulldozing authorized in the contract and additional 
dozing done at the operator's expense had been completed. All 
bulldozing was done'at locations approximating those shown on the 
contract map. Some mercury showings have been exposed but are 
largely confined to seams of opalite. A mercury-bearing structure 
exposed in cut No. 2 on the contract map appears to be the extension 
of the structure at station A-2511. Further to the southwest, in 
cut No. 5, mercury-bearing opalite is exposed as a t to 5-inch wide 
stringer. Altered material is exposed in cut No. 6 but no cinnabar 
was seen. Very small amounts of cinnabar were visible in cut No. 
and Mr. McDowell stated that a large part of the cut showed cinnabar 
by panning. 


Some cinnabar was seen along the southern part of cut 
No. 1. Mr. McDowell reported that four small samples from here 
assayed 1.5, 2.01 6., and 9 pounds of mercury per ton, and that 
two approximately 20-foot wide samples, of about 100 pounds each, 
assayed 3.5 and 6 pounds of mercury per ton. 


No cinnabar was seen in place in cut No. 3; however, 
several tons of mineralized rock were stockpiled from there. 


During the contract work several showings of cinnabar-
bearing rock were found in the area surrounding the working sites. 
These were examined and found to consist mostly of cinnabar-bearing 
opalite. One specimen found consisted of about a pound of nearly 
pure cinnabar. 


The operator stated that Mr. William Harris, a geologist 
from Boise, Idaho, was to begin mapping and sampling the workings 
on November 10, 1958, and from this work will submit recommendations 
for drilling.

The property was visited October 23. Messrs. C. W. and W. R. 
McDowell, vice president and president, respectively, as well as' the 
operator for a D-8 caterpillar were at the property. 


Because it was difficult to obtain a D-a caterpillar or an 
equivalent unit of another make, work did not start until October 15. 


At the time of the inspection the long trench designated 
as No. 1 on figure 3 in the contract and trench No. 6 had been partly 
excavated. The No. 1 trench had been dozed and later had the ripper 
dragged over it.. As the loose material from the above operation had 
not yet been removed, the underlying bedrock could not be examined. 
Mineralized chunks containing cinnabar were observed at spots in the 
trench, but none containing high-grade were found. Trench No. 1 was 
checked and found to be in the correct location. Trench No. , 6 had been 
dozed, but the ripper had not been used. About 24 cat hours had been 
used to do this work. 


The supervisor, Mr. C. W. McDowell, stated he thought the 
trenching would be finished about November 20. He said that he would 
write when the trenching was completed. Subsequently, Mr. McDowell 
wrote and said the trenching will be completed by November ; also 
that Mr. William Harris, engineer, Boise, Idaho, will perform the 
technical work,.. such as surveying and mapping and cut the necessary 
samples and prepare maps of the trenched area.

Preparation of Form MF-104A—Operator's Unit Cost and Progress Report.—Applicable 
places on Form 104A should be filled in by th Operator. The purpose of this form is 
twofold as follows: (1) to furnish the supervising engineers and other administrators with 
statistical information necessary to better determine theprogress of the project; and (2) to 
furnish more permanent information on mining costs for future use. The more important 
phases of operation on which permanent information is desired have been outlined in the 
form.. There are blank lines, however, for those unusual phases which may need to be 
reported for a particular project. It will be necessary for the Operator to distribute his 
costs among the applicable phases reported with the exception of three items the costs of 
which are not to be distributed by the Operator. These three items are: "Operating Equip-
ment Purchased", "Initial Rehabilitation and Repairs", and "New Buildings, Improve- 
ments, etc." The reason for not distributing these items on a monthly basis is doubtless 
clear to the Operator, since such distribution might well overstate the cost for any one 
month or period short of the entire contract period. 


Form MF-104A has been designed to tie in with Form MF--104 for both monthly and 
cumulative costs. The "Total Costs" on Form MF-104A for each month should equal 
the monthly "Total Costs" as reported on Form MF-104. This'is also true of the "Total 
Costs To Date". 


In preparing Form MF-104A, it will be necessary frequently to distribute certain 
costs over a number of items. For instance, supervisory and engineering costs may have 
to be distributed over several phases, such as, drifting, crosscutting, raising, etc., provided 
that these items were reported active for the month. Such distributions should be made 
on the basis of time spent on the various phases, on man days of labor charged to such 
phases, or on some other equitable basis. "Operating Equipment", "Initial Rehabilita-
tion and Repairs", and "New Buildings Improvements, etc.", will be distributed to the 
several phases of the project by the Washington Office of DMEA at the close of the project 
if determined necessary. The last two columns headed "Authorized by Contract" will be 
filled in by the Operator if such information is found in the contract. This information is 
usually a part of Exhibit "A" of the contract. A space for remarks has been provided for 
the use of the Operator to call attention to any unusual circumstances causing excessive or 
disproportionate unit costs.

ARTICLE 4. Contribution by the Government.—The Government will make its contribution on 
the basis of the monthly vouchers referred to in Article 5 (b) ; but all payments by the Government are 
provisional only, subject to audit, and until the account between the Operator and the. Goveinment is 
finally audited and settled and the Operator's final report has been rendered, the Government may with-
hold such sums as it sees fit but not in excess of 10 percent of the estimated total cost of the work. To 
the extent that excesses over fixed unit costs or any excess over the estimated total cost may be neces-
sary for the performance of the work, the Operator shall incur and pay such excesses for his own account 
without contribution by the Government. The Government will not contribute to the cost of any work 
performed prior to the date of this contract. The Government may make payments for the account of 
the Operator directly to independent contractors and suppliers rather than to the Operator. 


ARTICLE 5. Reports, accounts, audits.—(a) Operator's records.—The Operator shall keep suit-
able records and accounts of the units of work performed and of any production in which the Govern-
ment may have an interest; and shall preserve those with respect to work performed for at least three 
years after final payment by the Government, and those with respect to production for at least three years 
after any obligation to pay royalties to -the Government has terminated. The Government may inspect 
and audit said records and accounts at any time, either by itself or by a certified public accountant. The 
Comptroller General of the United Stated or his representative, until the expiration of said three-year 
periods, shall have access to and the right to examine all pertinent books, documents, papers, and records 
of the Operator. 


(b) Progress reports. and vouchers.—The Operator shall provide the Government with five copies of 
monthly progress reports in threesections as follows : (1) Operator's Monthly Report and Voucher show-
ing a detailed statement of units of work performed during the reporting period; (2) Operator's Unit 
Cost and Progress Report showing the various types of work performed during the reporting period and 
the fixed unit costs incurred for each type of work; and (3) a Narrative Report of the work performed 
duringthe reporting period , including adequate engineering-geological maps or sketches, drill hole logs 
and locations, and assay reports on samples taken concurrently with advance in mineralized ground. 
(Forms for reporting under (1) and (2) above will be provided by the Government.) 


(c) Final report.—Upon completion of the work or termination of the Government's obligation to 
contribute to costs, the Operator shall furnish the Government with five copies of a final report (in addi-
tion to the final progress report and voucher). This final report shall include a geological and engineering 
evaluation of the results of the work performed under the contract with an estimate of the ore reserves 
resulting from such work, complete assay data, adequate geological and engineering maps or sketches, 
and a summary of the work performed and the unit costs thereof. 


(d) Report of sales.—The Operator shall provide the Government with suitable accounting and doc-
umentary evidence covering all production to which the Government's percentage royalty relates, such as 
copies of smelter or concentrator settlement sheets, and certified accounts of production and sale or other 
disposition of production.
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(e) Compliance with requirements.—If in the opinion of the Government any of the Operator's 
reports, records, or accounts are insufficient or incomplete, or if the Operator fails to make them, the 
Government may procure the making or completion of such with suitable attachments as an expense of 
the work to which the Operator shall contribute. The Government may withhold approval and payment 
of any vouchers relating to insufficient or incomplete reports, records, or accounts. 


ARTICLE 6. Repayment by Operator.—(a) Certification.—If the Government considers that a 
discovery or development from which production may be made has resulted from the work, the Govern-
ment, at any time not later than six months after the Operator has rendered a sufficient final report (see 
Article 5), may so certify in writing to the Operator. Such certification shall describe broadly or indi-
cate the nature of the discovery or development. 


(b) Royalty on production.—The Operator, as principal if the Operator is the producer or as surety 
if the Operator is not the producer (for example, if the Operator either transfers or fails to retain his 
interest in the land), shall pay to the Government a royalty on all minerals mined or produced from the 
land, as follows: (1) regardless of any certification of discovery or development, from the date of the 
contract until the lapse of the time within which the Government may make such certification or until 
the total net amount contributed by the Government without interest is fully repaid, whichever occurs 
first; or (2) if the Government makes a certification of discovery or development, for a period of ten years 
from the date of the contract or until the total net amount contributed by the Government without inter-
est is fully repaid, whichever occurs first. 


(c) Basis for computation.—The Government's royalty shall be a percentage of the gross proceeds 
(including any bonuses, premiums, allowances, or other benefits) from the production sold, in the form 
sold (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent), at the point of delivery (the f. o. b. point) ; except, that 
charges of the buyer arising in the regular course of business, and shown as deductions on the buyer's 
settlement sheets, on account of the cost of treatment processes performed by the buyer, sampling and 
assaying to determine the value of the production sold, and freight paid by the buyer to a carrier (not the 
Operator), shall be allowed as deductions in arriving at the "gross proceeds" as that term is used herein. 
Any costs of treatment processes, sampling, assaying, or transportation performed or paid by the Oper-
ator or by anyone other than the buyer are not deductible in arriving, at the "gross proceeds" as that 
term is here used. The term "treatment processes," as here used, means those processes (such as milling, 
concentrating, smelting, refining, or equivalent, but excluding fabricating or manufacturing) applied to 
the crude ore or other production after it is extracted from the ground to put it into a commercially mar-
ketable form. 


(d) Unsold production.—If any production (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent) after the lapse 
of six months from the date the ore was extracted from the ground remains neither sold nor used by the 
Operator in integrated manufacturing or fabricating operations (for instance, if it is stockpiled), the Gov-
ernment, at its option, as long as it so remains, may require the computation and payment of its royalty on 
the value of such production in the form (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent) it is in when the Gov-
ernment elects to require computation and payment. If any production is used by the Operator in inte-
grated manufacturing or fabricating operations before the Government makes its election, the Govern-
ment's royalty on such production shall be computed on the value thereof in the form in which and at 
the time it is so used. "Value" as here used means what is or would be gross income from mining oper-
ations for percentage depletion purposes in Federal income tax determination, or the market value, 
whichever is greater. 


(e) Percentages of royalty.—The percentages of the Government's royalty shall be as follows: 
One and one-half (1 1/2 ) percent of amounts ("gross proceeds" or "value") not in excess of eight 


dollars ($8.00) per ton of production in the form in which sold, held, or used, plus one-half (½) per-
cent for each additional full fifty cents ($0.50) by which such amounts exceed eight dollars ($8.00) 
per ton, but not in excess of five (5) percent of such amounts. 


(For instance: the royalty on an amount of five dollars ($ 5.00 ) per ton would be one and one-half 
(1 1/2 ) percent; on an amount of ten dollars ($10.00) per ton, three and one-half ( 31/2) percent.) 


(f) Time for computation and payment.—The Government's royalty shall be computed and paid 
currently upon each lot sold, held, or used in integrated operations, as the case may be, as above pro-
vided in this Article.







(g) Lien for payment.—To secure the payment of its percentage royalty, there is hereby granted 
to the Government a lien upon the land or the Operator's interest in the land and upon any production 
of minerals therefrom until the royalty claim is extinguished by lapse of time or is fully paid. 


(h) Notice to purchasers.—The Operator shall give notice of the Government's claim for royalty to 
any purchaser of the production, and shall authorize and direct such purchaser to pay the royalty 
directly to the Government and to furnish the Government with copies of the settlement sheets. If 
the records of any production and sales or other disposition of production, whether the production is by 
the Operator or by others, are not made available to the Government, the amount of the royalty may be 
estimated by the Administrator, Defense Minerals Exploration Administration, or his successor, and 
his estimate thereof shall be final and binding upon the Operator. 


(i) No obligation to produce.—Nothing in this contract is to be construed as imposing any obliga-
tion on the Operator or the Operator's successor in interest to engage in any production operations. 


(j) Government not obligated to buy.—Nothing in this contract shall be construed as imposing any 
obligation on the Government to purchase any minerals mined or produced from the land. 


ARTICLE 7. Termination of the Government's obligations.—(a) If in the opinion of the Govern-
ment operations at any time have failed to achieve anticipated results that indicate the probability of 
making a worthwhile discovery and in the opinion of the Government further operations are not jus-
tified, the Government may give the Operator written notice.thereof, and thereupon the Government shall 
be free of all obligation to pay on account of units of work not then performed, and the Operator shall be 
free of all further obligation to prosecute the work other than such as may be necessary and incidental to 
winding up, reporting, and accounting. 


(b) If in the opinion of the Government the Operator is in any manner in default under the terms of 
the contract, the Government may give the Operator written notice of such default with a specification of 
reasonable time within which the default must be cured; and if the Operator fails to cure such default as 
required, thereupon the Government shall be relieved of all obligation to pay on account of units of 
work not performed when the notice was given, and the Operator shall be free of all obligation to prose-
cute the work other than such as may be necessary and incidental to winding up, reporting, and ac-
counting. The Government may also avail itself of any other remedy the law may provide for breach 
of contract, including the right to rescind the contract and to demand repayment of all moneys con-
tributed by the Government under the contract. 


(c) The giving of any notice by the Government under the provisions of this Article 7 shall not 
affect the Government's rights as provided for in the contract with respect to a percentage royalty, and 
liens to secure the payment thereof, and such rights shall be fully preserved.

Operator), shall be allowed as deductions in arriving at the "gross proceeds" as that term is used herein. 
Any costs of treatment processes, sampling, assaying, or transportation performed or paid by the Oper-
ator or by anyone other than the buyer are not deductible in arriving at the "gross proceeds" as that 
term is here used. The term "treatment processes," as here used, means those processes (such as milling, 
concentrating, smelting, refining, or equivalent, but excluding fabricating or manufacturing) applied to 
the crude ore or other production after it is extracted from the ground to put it into a commercially mar-
ketable form. 


(d) Unsold production.—If any production (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent) after the lapse 
of six months from the date the ore was extracted from the ground remains neither sold nor used by the 
Operator in integrated manufacturing or fabricating operations (for instance, if it is stockpiled)' Gov-
ernment, at its option, as long as it so remains, may require the computation and payment of its royalty on 
the value of such production in the form (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent) it is in when the Gov-
ernment elects to require computation and payment.

(For instance: the royalty on an amount of five dollars ($5.00) per ton would be one and one-half 
( 1 1/2) percent; on an amount of ten dollars ($ 10.00) per ton, three and one-half (3½) percent.) 


(f) Time for computation and payment.—The Government's royalty shall be computed and paid 
currently upon each lot sold, held, or used in integrated operations, as the case may be, as above pro-
vided in this Article.

Subject: Review of Field Team Report 


The applicant requested assistance in exploring, by 
trenching (dozer) and drilling, a large virgin area underlain by 
shale and sandstone laced by narrow veins of mercury-bearing 
opalite.


The examiners found the cinnabar occurs in trace to 
better amounts in opalized and jasperized breccia dikes that cut 
rhyolite, volcanic, ash beds and tuffs in an area nearly a mile 
long and 1,000 feet wide. Because of inadequate exposures, the 
structural control and attitude of the breccia zones cannot be 
determined. In order to obtain trenches to solid formation, the 
examiners recommend a work program consisting of 100. hours of 
bulldozer trenching to be followed, if warranted, by 1,000 .feet 
of wagon drilling. 


The sampling results fail to sustain the recommendation 
as only one 1-foot cut sample, 15B, shows ore grade material. Two 
samples of hand-picked and sorted material represent high grade. 
ore. Seven cut samples, ranging in width from 0.5 to 2.5 feet, 
gave a high of 3 pounds per ton. 


Because the prospect is a new discovery, I concur with 
the recommendation of the examiners and Field Team.

Enclosed are three copies of a memorandum report of 
examination of the referenced property by Galen G. Waddell, Mining 
Engineer, U. S. Bureau of Mines, and Howard F. Albee, Geologist, 
U. S. Geological Survey. 


Cinnabar is found in opalized and •jasperizedbreccia dikes 
that cut rhyolite, volcanic ash beds, and tuffs in an area nearly a 
mile long and 1,000 feet wide. The 0.6 lbs. mercury per ton reported 
by Union Assay for sample 15B was believed by the examiners to be too 
low; consequently, checks were made by two other laboratories. Due 


to a variation in the assays the examiners cite the results from all 
three laboratories where the determinations were made. 


The existing trenches and road cuts offer poor exposures and 
the true character of the mercury-bearing zones is difficult to de-
terinine. Because of the persistent showings of mercury along the 
structures, Waddell and Albee conclude that a limited program is 
warranted. They recommend a two-stage program, Stage I to comprise 
bulldozer trenching. Stage II, dependent upon the results of Stage I, 
will consist of wagon drilling. They estimate that the total cost of 
the two-stage program will be $5,851.60, of which the Government's 
share will be 50 percent or $2,925.80. 


The conflicting statements regarding land ownership to which 
you refer in your letter of December 18, 1957, are partially clarified 
in the examiners' report under "Property." As the only claims that 
will benefit by the recommended program are Lucky Boy Nos. 2 and 3, 
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the examiners accepted the applicant's statement that he controlled 
the claims listed in the report. 


In a lease dated September 13, 1957 and in Mr. MacDowell's 
letters of December 10, 1957 to the Executive Officer and January 29, 
1958 to Galen Waddell, "Sunset" as one word and "Lucky Boy" appear to 
be the correct names. 


We concur with the recommendations -of the examiners.

(d) The Operator shall preserve and maintain his right, title, and interest in the land and his right 
to the possession thereof for the purposes of this contract, and shall devote the land and all existing 
improvements, facilities, buildings, installations, and appurtenances to the purposes of this contract. 
Until the lapse of the time within which the Government may make a certification of discovery or 
development without any such certification having been made, and after any such certification has been 
made, the Operator s'hll neither transfer, convey, nor surrender the land nor any right, title, or interest 
therein, nor permit nor suffer any claim, lien, or encumbrance thereon, without expressly referring to and 
providing in the instrument of conveyance, lien, or encumbrance for the preservation of the Government's 
right to a percentage royalty on production and lien, for the payment thereof. If the Government makes 
no certification of discovery or development within the time limited in Article 8, it shall thereafter have 
no claim against the land or any production therefrom except for any. ,pr , duction referred to in Article 
8(b)(1).	 .

ARTICLE 4. Performance of the work.—(a) Operator's responsibility.—The work shall be per-
formed . with reasonable diligence, efficiently, expertly, in a workmanlike manner, in accordance with 
good mining standards. and State regulations for health and safety and for liability insurance covering 
employment; and with suitable and adequate equipment, facilities, materials, supplies, and labor, to 
bring it to completion within the time fixed. 


(b) Independent contracts.—To the extent that the allowable costs are estimated in Exhibit "A" 
with express reference to performance by independent contractors on a unit-price basis (such as per 
foot of drilling, per , foot of drifting, per hour of bulldozer operations), the work may be so performed; 
but if the reference in Exhibit "A" to any such independent contract requires the Government's 
approval thereof, payments under such contract will not be allowable costs unless the Government gives 
its written approval of the contract. Any such independent contract shall refer to some specific and 
identifiable part of the work, and shall be subject to all of the pertinent terms and conditions of this 
exploration contract; but the Government shall not be considered a party thereto, and its rights under 
this contract, including the right to terminate its contribUtions, shall not be affected thereby. Regard-
less of the provisions of any such independent conttact and regardless of the"Government's approval 
thereof, the Government will participate in payments to the independent contractor only on account of 
work performed in accordance with the provisions of this exploration project contract, and only to the 
extent that the Government deems the unit prices for the wOrk under the indepndent contract to be 
reasonable. 


(c) Government may inspect.—The Operator shall consult with and inform the Government on all 
phases of the work as it progresses. The Government may enter at all reasonable 'times to. inspect the 
work under the contract, and also after a certification of discovery or development to inspect production 
operations and underground workings. The operator shall provide the Government with all reasonable 
means of access for such inspections. 


ARTICLE 5. Contribution by the Góvernment.—The estimated total allowable cost of the project, 
set forth in Exhibit "A," is the sum of $74U.O ------------------------------------------------------------------------------------------- 
The Government shall contribute

percent of the allowable costs as they are incurred in a total sum 


not in excess of -------------------------------------------------------------- : Provided, That until the Operator has 
rendered to the Government his final report, and any final auditing required by the Government has been 
made, and a final settlement of the contract has been made, the Government may 'withhold from the last 
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voucher or vouchers such sums as it sees fit not in excess of 10 percent of the estimated total cost of the 
work or not- in excess of the amount of the Government's contribution to the cost of property which is or 
may become subject to disposal* as provided in Article 9(c), whichever is greater. The Government will 
make its contribution-on the basis-of the monthly vouchers referred to in Article 7 (b), but all payments 
by the Government are provisional only, subject to audit, until the account between the Operator and 
the Government is finally audited and settled. "Costs incurred" mean costs that have been paid or have 
become due and payable, or that in the opinion of the Government have become an obligation. The Gov- 
ernment may make payments directly to independent contractors and suppliers for the account of the 
Operator rather than. to the Operator. 


ARTICLE 6. Estimated costs.— (a) Categories of costs.—The allowable costs of the work to which 
the Government shall contribute are limited to those that are direct, reasonable, necessary, and that are 
estimated in Exhibit "A" by categories as' specified in this Article-. If any 'category or subcategory is 
omitted from the estimate of costs, or if the word "none" is annexed to the listing thereof, costs under 
such category or subcategory are not allowable. Any excess over any estimate which is indicated as 
the maximum of any category, subcategory, or item, either as to requirement or related cost, and any, 
excess over the estimated total allowable cost of the work, shall not be allowable. Any excess over the 
estimate of any category, subcategory, or item, either as to requirement or related cost, not indicated 
as a maximum shall be allowable within the limit of the estimated total allowable cost of the work. To 
the extent that excesses over maximums other than the estimated total allowable cost of the work may 
be necessary for the performance of the work, the Operator shall incur such excesses for his own account 
without contribution by the Government; but except for any such necessary excesses in categories, sub-
categories, or items thereunder the Operator is not obligated to incur more than his agreed percentage 
of the estimated, total allowable cost of the work. 


To the' extent specified in this article or in Exhibit "A" the following categories, subcategories, and 
elements thereof are maximums; but if not so specified either here or in Exhibit "A" they are not maxi-
mums, and may be exceededwithin-the limit of the estimated total allowable cost of the work: 


CATEGORY (1)—INDEPENDENT CONTRACTS.—Work to be performed under independent contracts 
(see Article 4(b)). 'The estimated total amount of this category and the estimated cost of each unit of 
work for performance under an independent contract are maximums. 


CATEGORY (2)—PERSONAL SERVICES. 
Subcategory (a) —Supervision.—All elements 'of this subcategory (number of supervisors, 


periods of employment, rates of pay, and total) are maximums. 
Subcategory (b) —Technical services.—All elements of this subcategory '(number of technicians, 


periods of employment, rates of pay, and total) are maximums. 
Subcategory (c)—Labor. 


'CATEGORY (3)—OPERATING MATERIALS AND SUPPLIES.—Includes such items as drill bits and steel, 
explosives, fuel, pipe, power, small tools costing less than $50 each, timber, track. 


CATEGORY (4)—OPERATING EQUIPMENT. 	 .	 .	 . 
Subcategory (a) —Rental.—The number of each object to be rented [6 mine cars, 1 truck], the 


rate of rental [$100 per month, $5 per hour], and the total of this subcategory are maximums. 
Subcategory (b)—Purchases.---The estimated total of this subcategory , is a maximum. 
Subcategory (c) —Depreciation.—All ' elements of this subcategory (time periods, rate of depre-


ciation, and subcategory total) are maximums.  
CATEGORY (5)—INITIAL REHABILITATION AND REPAIRS.—Estimates under this category include all 


requirements and related costs, such as labor, materials and supplies, and supervision at a rate not higher 
than provided for in Category (2), and shall not be duplicated under any other category.. The estimated 
total of this category is a maximum.  


Subcategory (a) —Initial rehabilitation and repairs o 'existing buildings, fixtures, and istaila- 
tions (exclusive of mine workings). 'The estimated total of this subcategory is a maximum. 


Subcategory (b)—Initial rehabilitation and repairs of operating equipment .—The estimated 
total of this subcategory is a maximum. 	 .
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CATEGORY (6) —NEW BUILDINGS, FIXTURES, AND, INSTALLATIONS (EXCLUSIVE OF MINE WORKINGS).—
Estimates under this category include all requirements and related costs, such as labor, materials and 
supplies, and supervision at a rate not. higher than provided for in Category (2), and shall not be dupli-
cated under any other category. The estimated total of this category is a maximum. 


CATEGORY (7) —MISCELLANEOUS.—Repairs and maintenance (other than initial) of operating equip-
ment, analytical work, prints and other reproductions, accounting, Operator's share of payroll taxes,' 
liability insurance covering employment, travel, communications, and any other items of requirement\or 
costthat do not fall within any of the first 6 categories. 


THE ESTIMATED TOTAL ALLOWABLE COST of the work is a maximum. 


(b) Nonallowable costs.—The following costs are not allowable for contribution by the Government: 


(1) Costs of the land, such as rental, depreciation, depletion, or other cost of acquiring, owning, 
or holding possession; 	 - 


(2) Indirect costs, such as general overhead, corporate management, interest, taxes (other than 
payroll and sales taxes), insurance (other than liability insurance covering employment), damages 
to persons, damages to property (other than necessary repairs or replacements of equipment or 
other property used in the work) 


(3) Previous work performed or costs incurred before the date of this contract; and 


(4) Deferred payments..—Any costs incurred by the Operator under any rental-purchase agree-
ment, installment-purchase agreement, or any agreement for the purchase of goods under the provi-
sions of which payment of the full purchase price is deferred more than 90 days from the delivery 
of the goods; unless the purchase agreement is approved by the Government in writing. 


(c) Reductions in costs.—The Operator shall account for and give the Government credit for any 
incidental benefits, credits, or money received in the ordinary course of business in prosecuting the work 
(as by salvage or sale of materials Or equipment, furnishing of room or board, furnishing of power or 
services to third persons, rebates or discounts on purchases, etc.), in the same ratio in which the Govern- 
ment contributes to costs; and such amounts shall be treated as a reduction in costs incurred so that 
they àre available for use within tl limit of the original estimated total cost. This provision does not 
apply to receipts from production which are subject to the Government's percentage royalty under the 
provisions of Article 0 


ARTICLE 7. Reports, accounts, audits.— (a) Operator's records.—The Operator shall keep suit-
able records and accounts of the work performed and of any production in which the Government may 
have an interest; and shall preserve those with respect to work performed for at least three years after 
final payment by the Government, and those with respect to production for at least three years after any 
obligation to pay royalties to the Government has terminated. The Government may inspect and audit 
said records and accounts at any time, either by itself or by a certified public accountant. If the Gov-
ernment elects to audit said records and accounts relating to the exploration work by certified public 
accountant, it may do so as a cost of the work to which the Operator. shall contribute. The Comptroller 
General of the United States or his representative, until the expiration of said three-year periods, shall 
have access to and the right to examine any 'pertinent books, documents, papers, and records of , the 
Operator. All of the Operator's vouchers and records and accounts relating thereto and the Govern-
ment's payments thereof remain subject to adjustment until 'final audit by the Government. If work 
under this contract is carried, on in conjunction with any other operations, or if labor, supervision, 
services, materials, supplies, equipment, facilities, or other requirements for carrying on the work are 
also used in connection with other operations, the, costs shall be segregated and accounted for on a basis 
and by methods and accounts that are satisfactory to and approved by the Government. 


(b) Progress reports and vouchers.—The Operator shall prOvide the Government with five, copies 
of monthly progress reports in three sections as follows: (1) Operator's Monthly Report and Voucher 
'showing detailed costs incurred during the reporting period; (2) Operator's Unit Cost and Progress 
Report showing the various types of work performed during the 'reporting period and costs incurred for 
each type of work; and (3) a Narrative Report of the work performed during the reporting period includ-
ing adequate engineering-geological maps or sketches, drill hole logs and locations, and assay reports on 
samples taken concurrently with advance in mineralized ground. (Forms for reporting under (1) and 
(2) above will be provided by the Government.) 	 .	 .
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(c) Final report.—Upon completion of the work or termination of the Government's obligation to 
contribute to costs, the Operator shall furnish the Government with five copies of a final report (in 
addition to the final progress report and voucher). This . final report shall include a geological and engi-
neering evaluation of the results of the work performed under the contract with an estimate of the ore 
reserves resulting from such work, complete assay data, adequate geological and engineering maps or 
sketches, and a summary of the work performed and related costs incurred. 


(d) Report of sales.—The Operator shall provide the Government with suitable accounting and 
documentary evidence covering all production to which the Government's percentage royalty relates, such 
as copies of smelter or concentrator settlement sheets, and certified accounts of production and sale or 
other disposition of production. 	 . 


(e) Compliance with requiremerets.—If in the opinion of the Government any of the Operator's 
reports, records, or accounts are insufficient or. incomplete, or if the Operator fails to make them, the 
Government may procure the making or completion of such with suitable attachments as an expense of 
the work to which the Operator shall contribute. The Government may withhold approval and payment 
of any vouchers relating to insufficient or incomplete reports, records, or . accounts. 


ARTICLE 8. Repayment by Operator.—(a) Certification.—If the Government considers that a 
discovery or development from which production may be made has resulted from the work, the Govern-
ment, at any time not later than six months after a sufficient final report and final account (see Article 
7) has been rendered, may so certify in writing to the Operator. Such certification shall describe broadly 
or indicate the nature of the discovery or development. 


(b) Royalty on production.—The Operator, as principal if the Operator is the producer, or as surety 
if the Operator is not the producer, shall pay to the Government a royalty on all minerals mined or 
produced from the land, as follows: (1) regardless of any certification of discovery or development, 
from. the date of the contract until the lapse of the time within which the Government may make such 
certification, or until the total net amount contributed by the Government without interest is fully repaid, 
whichever occurs first; or (2) if the Government makes a certification of discovery or development, 
within a period of ten years from the date of the contract, or until the total net amount contributed by 
the Government without interest is fully repaid, whichever occurs first. 


(c) Basis for computation.—The Government's royalty shall be a percentage of the gross proceeds 
(including any bonuses, premiums, allowances, or other benefits) from the production sold, in the form 
sold (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent), at the point of delivery (the f. o. b. point) ; except, that 
charges of the buyer arising in the regular course of business; and shown as deductions on the buyer's 
settlement sheets, on account of the cost of treatment processes performed by the buyer, sampling and 
assaying to determine the value of the production sold, and freight paid by the buyer to a carrier (not 
the Operator), shall be allowed as deductions in arriving at the "gross proceeds" as that term is used 
herein. Any costs of treatment processes, sampling or assaying, or transportation, performed or paid 
by the Operator or by anyone other than the buyer, are not deductible in arriving at the "gross proceeds" 
as that term is here used. The term "treatment processes," as here used, means those processes (such as 
milling, concentrating, smelting, refining, or equivalent) applied to the crude ore or other production after 
itis extracted from the ground, to put it into a commercially marketable form; excluding fabricating or 
manufacturing. 


(d) Unsold production.—If any production (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent), after the lapse 
of six months from the date the ore was extracted from the ground, remains neither sold nor used by 
the Operator in integrated manufacturing or fabricating operations (for instance, if it is stockpiled), 
the Government, at its option, as long as it so remains, may require the computation and payment of 
its royalty on the value of such production in the form (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent) it is in 
when the Government elects to require computation and payment. If any production is used by the 
Operator in integrated manufacturing or fabricating operations before the Government makes its elec-
tion, the Government's royalty on such production shall be computed on the value therof in the form in 
which and at the time when it is so used. "Value" as here used means what is or would be gross income 
from mining operations for percentage depletion purposes in Federal income tax determination, or the 
market value, whichever is greater. 


(e) Perce?tages of royalty.—The percentages of the Government's royalty shall be as follows: 
One and one-half (1 1/.2 ) percent of amounts ("gross proceeds" or "value") not in excess of eight 


dollars ($8.00) per ton of production in the form in which sold, held, or used, plus one-half (½) 
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percent for each additional full fifty cents ($0.50) by which such amounts exceed eight dollars ($8.00) 
per ton, but not in excess Of five (5) percent of such amounts. 


(For instance: the royalty on an amount of five dollars ($5.00) per ton would be one and one-
half (1 1/2 ) percent; on an amount of ten dollars ($10.00) per ton, three and one-half ( 3 ½) percent.) 


('1) Time for computation and payment.—The Government's royalty shall be computed and paid 
currently upon each lot sold, held, or used in integrated operations, as the case may be, as above provided 
in this article. 


(g) Lien for payment.—To secure the payment of its percentage royalty, there is hereby granted to 
the Government a lien upon the land or the Operator's interest in the land and upon 'any production of 
minerals therefrom, until the royalty claim is extinguished by lapse of time or is fully paid. 


(h) Notice to purchasers.—The Operator, shall give notice of the Government's , claim for royalty 
to any purchaser of the production, and shall authorize and direct such "purchaser to pay the royalty. 
directly to the Government and to furnish the Government with copies of the settlement sheets. If the 
records of any production and sales or other disposition of production, whether the production is by the 
Operator or by others, are not made available to the Government, the amount of the royalty may be 
estimated by the Administrator, Defense Minerals Exploration Administration, or his successor, and his 
estimate thereof shall be final and binding upon the Operator. 


(i) No obligation to produce.—Nothing in this contract is to be construed as imposing any obligation 
on the Operator or the Operator's successor in interest to engage in any production operations. 


(j) Government not obligated to buy.—Nothing in this contract shall be construed as imposing any 
obligation on the Government to purchase any minerals mined or produced from the land. 


ARTICLE 9. ' Interests in purchased property.—(a) Title,ancl ownership.—All costs under this 
contract shall be incurred by the Operator in the Operator's own name and for the Operator's own 
account; but any property acquired to the cost of which the Government contributes shall belong to the 
Operator and the Government jointly in proportion to their respective contributions, although title thereto 
shall be taken in the name of the Operator. 	 . 


(b) Preservation of property.—Until the final disposal of any property in which the Government 
has 'an interest the Operator shall preserve and protect same for the best interest of the Government, any 
reasonable and necessary costs thereof to be treated as an allowable cost of the project. After the com-
pletion of the work or termination of the Government's obligation to contribute, or when such property 
is not in use for or needed for the work, the Operator shall neither use it without the written consent of 
the Government nor without paying a reasonable rental to be fixed by the Government for its interest. 


(c) Disposal of property.—Upon the completion' of the work or termination of the Government's 
obligation to contribute to costs, or when the property is no longer needed for the work, the Operator 
shall promptly dispose of salable or salvageable property in which the Government has an interest for 
the joint account of the Government and the Operator, either by return to-the vendor, by sale to others, 
or purchase by the Operator or the Government at a price at least as high as could be obtained from 
others, unless the Government in writing waives its interest in any such property. Without advance' 
approval of the sales price by the Government the Operator shall not sell at any price any it of property 
the cost of which was more than $500, and shall not sell at less than 25 percent of the purchase price any 
item of property which cost $500 or less. The Government, in lieu of approving the sales price for any 
such item, may itself purchase the item at the best price which the Operator is able to obtain or himself 
cares to give. Property remaining upon any termination of the work shall be considered in groups or 
categories (such as drill steel, or explosives, or pipe, or rails), and if the original cost of the remaining 
unexpended portion of any such group or category is less than $50, the Government waives its interest 
therein. If necessary to accomplish the disposal of any item the Operator shall dismantle and sever it 
from 'the land, the cost thereof to be treated as a cost of the project.' 


(d) Default of the Operator 're disposal.—If within 90 days after the completion of the work or ter-
mination of the Government's obligation to contribute to costs, or after the property is no longer needed 
for the work, or after such further time as the Government may in writing allow, the Operator has failed 
to sell or otherwise liquidate or dispose of any property in which the Government has an interest, the 
Government, at any time prior to final settlement under the contract, may pursue one of the following 
two courses: (1) the Government, by written notice to the Operator, may place upon such property what 
in its opinion is a fair valuation thereof,' not in excess of the cost less 1.66 percent per month from the 
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date such property was purchased under this contract to the termination of said 90-day period; and such 
property shall thereupon be considered and accounted for as having been purchased by the Operator at 
the valuation so fixed by the Government; or (2) the Government may enter and take possession of such 
property wherever it may be found, and remove and dispose of it for the joint account of the parties. 


ARTICLE 10. Termination of the Government's obligations.—(a) If in the opinion of the Govern-
ment operations at any time have failed to achieve anticipated results that indicate the probability of 
making a worthwhile discovery, and in the opinion of the Government further operations are not justi-
fied, the Government may give the Operator written notice thereof, and thereupon: (1) the Government 
shall be free of all obligation to contributç to costs riot then incurred other than such as may be allowable 
under the povisionsof the contract as necessary and incidental to winding up, reporting, and accounting; 
and (2) the -Operator shall be free of all obligation to prosecute the work other than such as may be 
necessary and incidental to winding up, reporting, and accounting. 


(b) If in the opinion of the Government the Operator is in any manner in default under the terms 
of the contract, the Government may give the Operator written notice of such default with a specification 
of reasonable time within which the default must be cured; and if the Operator fails to cure such default 
as required, thereupon: (1) the Government shall be relieved of all obligation to contribute to costs not 
incurred when the notice was given, other than such as may be. allowable by the provisions of the contract 
as necessary and incidental to winding up, reporting, and accounting; and (2) the Operator shall be free 
of all obligation to prosecute the work other than such as may be necessary and incidental to win'ding up, 
reporting, and accounting. The remedy provided for the Government in this paragraph "(b)" is in addi-
tion to any other remedy provided in this contract, and in addition to any other remedy the law may 
provide for breach of contract. 


(c) The giving of any notice by the Government under the provisions of this Article 10 shall not, 
affect the Government's rights as provided for in the contract with respect to a percentage royalty, and 
such rights shall be fully . preserved. 


ARTICLE 11. Notices to be given by the Government maybe delivered to the Operator, or may be 
sent by registered mail addressed to the Operator at his mailing address stated in this contract. If 
mailed, notices are deemed to have been delivered five days after the date of mailing. 


ARTICLE 12. Officials not to benefit.—No member of or delegate to Congress or resident commis-
sioner shall be admitted to any share or part of this contract or to any benefit that may arise therefrom; 
but this^Pe isiçn shall not be construed to extend to this contract if made with a corporation for its 
geneal nefit17',	 0
