Note: On first examination E, W, Parsons,
USBM, visited the property with Alvord.
On the last examination, C. W. Wells
and Wilson Ellis, applicants, and Alvord,
USGS, were on the property for about
10 hours.,

The claims lie on steep grass-covered slopes
and ridges in the upper foothills of Beaverhead range,
about 12 miles, by road, from the town of Lemhi, - . =

: The property is underlain by gently to moderately
dipping beds of quartzite and argillite of Precambrian age.
These rocks are cut by narrow, discontinuous veins of
quartz which range from a few feet to 100 feet or more in
length, Locally, the veins contain abundant iron oxides,
and in places they are radioactive., The veins have been |
prospected by a few hand-dug pits and some dozer trench-

ing, but these exposures are now largely sloughed., Four

samples were taken of the more radiocactive and better '
looking material from three fairly widespread localitiles

on the property. None of the samples contained more than

a trace of combined rare-earths o)ides or thoria, Alvord

notes that, where examined, the claims do not contalpy
potentially significant reserves of thoria or rareﬂogides.

Alvord and the Field Team recommend that the
subject application be denied.

Commodity Members? Comments:

In memoranda, dated July 2 and 7, 1958, James
Paone, USBM, and N, E. Nelson, USGS, respectively, .
recommend that the application be denied.

Division of Rare and Miscellaneous Metals:
F., M. Murphy, July 9, 1958,

The most favorable trench exposures and discovery
cuts known.to the applicant were examined and the four
samples taken from the best mineralized areas failed to
show significant amounts of rare earths or thorium., There-
fore, it appears that the subject property has nothing
that could Justify the exploration work proposed.





Conclusions and Récommendations:

This Division agrees with the findings of
D. C. Alvord in regard to the subjJect claims and
concurs in his and the Field Team!s recommendation
that application DMEA-4951 should be denied.

No results of sampling and assaying that would support the
statement were given.

_ The examiners found that rocks of the Belt series..."are
cut by a few narrow, discontinuous lenses of vein quartz ranging
from a few feet up to 100 feet or more in length, and from about
an inch to a foot or slightly more in width. Besides quartz,
they contain hematite, magnetite, and goethite. Locally they are
abnormally radioactive. No uranium or thorium minerals were
noted, but occurrences within the region, similar to those in

the Ruby claims, are kmown to contain thorite and it is inferred
that the radioactivity of these structures is chiefly due to
thorite and possibly hydrothorite. Background of both the country
rock and the quartz veins is 0.05 plus or mimus 0.025 MR/hr. The
highest radioactivity noted was 1.0 plus or minus O.1 MR/hr."

. Three localities were examined. Of the three samples
taken not one contained over a trace of rare-earth oxides plus
thoria. :

The examiners recommend that the application be denied.

An application for Government aid to explore the subject
claims was received from Carroll W. Wells, Wilson Ellis, and
Ernest Woodman, all of Salmon, Idaho, on February 28, 1958. The
applicant proposes to explore 3 favorable structures with approxi-
mately 500 feet of dozer trenching followed by 3 adit drifts of
200 feet each, located according to the results of the trenching.

The author attempted to examine the property on April 8,
1958, in company with E. W. Parsons of the Bureau of Mines, and
Carroll W. Wells, applicant. Snow, much of which had fallen the
week immediately prior to the examination, covered the upper
reaches of the property and only the lowermost of the 3 target
structures could be examined. Following examination of the
lowermost target structure, located entirely within the Ruby No. 25
claim, it was decided that the completion of the examination be
postponed until such time as Mr. Wells informed the Field Team at
Spokane that the property was free of snow.

The Ruby No. 25 claim is on a steep hillside which slopes
about 35° south. Vegetation is sparse consisting mostly of grass
and sage. In general outcrops are sparse, the overburden consisting
of 1 to 8 feet of slope creep detritus. Development consists of
two or three short dozer trenches and a few hand-dug pits. The
claim is underlain by Precambrian metasediments that probably belong
to the Belt series. The rocks are thick-bedded ranging from 6 inches
to a foot or more in width and consist of interstratified beds of
quartzite, phylite, and locally siliceous argillite. The beds are
variegated, ranging from buff to grayish buff, greenish gray, light-
brown, and in places reddish chocolate brown. They have a general






strike of N. 300 E. and dip ebout 10° W. Schistosity, trending
about N. 109 E. and dipping about 250 W., is well-developed in
the phyllites and argillite, but is almost nonexistent in the
quartzite beds '

The rocks are cut by a few narrow discontinuous lenses
of vein quartz ranging from a few feet up to about 20 feet in
length, and from mere inches up to a foot or slightly more in
width. These structures strike N. 60° W. and dip from 65° to
80° S. Besides quartz they contain hematite, magnetite, and
goethite. Locally they are abnormally radioactive. No uranium
or thorium minerals were noted, but occurrences within the region
similar to those of the Ruby No. 25 claim are known to contain
thorite and it is inferred that the radioactivity of these struc-
tures is chiefly due to thorium in thorite and possibly hydro-
thorite. Background of both the country rock and the quartz
veins was 0.05 plus or minus 0.025 M/R. The only ebnormal
radioactivity noted appeared to be localized along both the hanging-
wall and footwall sides of the quartz veins, but this was only-tWo
to four times background. The highest radioactivity noted was
only 0.2 plus or minus 0.05 M/R and this could only be measured
over an area of about l-square foot of country rock on the foot-
wall side of a quartz lens which, as exposed by natural erosion,
was only 10 feet long and about a foot wide. No material worth
sampling was noted.. According to Mr. Wells, the showings on the
upper portions of the Ruby Group of claims are much more radio-
active than those of the Ruby No. 25 claim and occur in wider and
longer veins of quartz. ‘
