Dear Mr. Selfridge:

Enclosed are the original and two copies of an application
for DMEA aid to explore for copper in Blaine County, Idaho.

The applicant has submitted two bids for diamond drilling
and says he would accept a contract whereby drilling would be done
either by one of the bidding companies or by him. Iater on he says
that he has no "cash or means to pay any portion of the cost of
contract work." Apparently he has some idea of setting a total cost

for the drilling, having the Government pay him 50 percent and
using these funds to buy a used drill rig. This, of course, would
be an impossible arrangement. Moreover, although he claims to have
had experience with machinery, we doubt that this will have made

him a_competent driller.

We recommend that DMEA advise him that for such a small
amount of drilling DMEA could not contribute to the purchase of
drilling equipment and that therefore only drilling by a contractor
could be considered. Also if he is unable to finance his share of
the cost the application will have to be denied.

We will not make an examination unless you request it.
