Performance of the work.—(a) Operator's responsibility.—The work shall, be per- 
formed with reasonable diligence, efficiently; expertly, in a workmanlike manner, in accordance with 
good mining standards and State regulations for health and safety-iand for liability insurance cvering 
employment; and with suitable and adequate equipmert, facilities, materials, supplies, and lbOr, to 
bring it to completion within the time fixed.

The Government will 
make its contribution on the basis of the monthly vouchers referred to in Article 7(b), but all payments 
by the Government are provisional only, subject to audit, until the account between the Operator and 
the Government is finally audited and settled. "Costs incurred" mean costs that have been paid or have 
become due and payable, or that in the opinion of the Government have become an obligation. The Gov- 
ernment may make payments directly to independent contractors and suppliers for the account of the 
Operator rather than. to the Operator. 


ARTICLE 6. Estimated 'costs.—(a) Categories of costs.—The allowable costs of the work to which 
the Government shall contribute are limited to those that are direct, reasonable, necessary, and that are 
estimated in Exhibit "A" by categories as specified in this article. If any category or subcategory is 
omitted from the estimate of costs, or if the word "none" is annexed to the listing thereof, costs under 
such category or subcategory are not allowable. Any excess over any estimate which is indicated as 
the maximum of any category, subcategory, or item, either as to requirement or related cost, and any 
excess over the estimated total allowable cost of the work, shall not. be  allowable. Any excess over the 
estimate of any category, subcategory, or item, either as to requirement or related cost, not indicated 
as a maximum shall be allowable within the limit of the estimated total allowable cost of the work. To 
the extent that excesses over maximums other than the estimated total allowable cost of the work may 
be necessary for the performance of the work, the Operator shall incur such excesses for his own account 
-without contribution by the Government;

CATEGORY (7) —MISCELLANEOUS.—Repairs and maintenance (other than initial) of operating equip-
ment, analytical work, prints and other reproductions, accounting, 'Operator's share of payroll taxes, 
liability insurance covering employment, travel, communications, and any other items of requirement\or 
cost'that do not fall within any of the first 6 categories. 	 . 


THE ESTIMATED TOTAL ALLOWABLE COST of the work is a maximum. 


(b) Nonallowable costs.—The following costs are not allowable for contribution by the Government: 


(1) Costs of the land, such as rental, depreciation, depletion, or other cost of acquiring, owning, 
or holding possession; 


(2) Indirect costs, such as general overhead,' corporate management, interest, taxes (other than 
payroll and sales taxes), insurance (other than liability insurance, covering employment), damages 
to persons, damages to property (other than necessary repairs or replacements of' equipment or 
other property used in the work); 


(3)' Previous 'work 'performed or. costs ;incrredbefore the date of this 'contract; and 


(4) .D'eferredpayments.—Any.costs incu,rred"by..the: Operator -under.. any rental-purchase agree-
ment, installment-purchase agreement, or any agreement for the purchase 'of goods under the provi-
sions of which payment of the full purchase price is deferred more than 90 days from the delivery 
of the goods; unless the purchase agreement is approved by the Government in writing 


(c) Reductions in costs.—Thp Operator shall account for and give the Government credit for any 
incidental benefits, credits, or money received in the ordinary course of business in prosecuting the work 
(as by' salvage 'or sale of , materials or equipment, furnishing of room or board, furnishing of power or 
services to'thrd-peFsons, rebates or* ' discounts on purchases, etc.), -in the same ratio in which the Govern- 
ment contributes to costs; and suc amounts shall be treated as a reduction in costs incurred so that 
they are available for use within the limit of the original estimated total cost. This provision does not 
apply-to receipts from'production Aich are subject to the Government's percentage royalty under the 
provisions of Article t8. See. Annex II. 


ARTICLE 7. Reports, accounts, audits.— (a) Operator's records.—The Operator shall keep suit-
able records and accounts of the work performed and of any production in which the Government may 
have an interest; and shall preserve those with respect to work performed for at least three years after 
final payment by the Government, and those with respect to production for at least three years after any 
obligation to pay royalties to th Government has terminated. The Government may ,inspect and audit 
said records and accounts at any time, either by itself or by a certified public accountant. If the Gov-
ernment elects to audit said 'records and accounts relating to the exploration work by certified public 
accountant, it may do so as a cost of the work to which the Operator shall contribute.' The Comptroller 
General 'of the United States or his representative, until the expiration of said three-year periods, 'shall 
have access to and the right to examine any pertinent books, documents, papers, and records of the 
Operator. All of the Operator's vouchers and records and accounts 'relating thereto and the Govern-
ment's payments thereof remain subject to adjustment until final audit by the Government. If work 
under this contract is carried on in conjunction with any other 'operations, or if labor, supervision, 
services, materials, supplies, 'equipment, facilities, or other requirements for carrying on the work are 
also used in connection with other operations, the costs shall be , segregated and accounted for on a basis 
and by methods and accounts that are satisfactory to and approved by the Government. 


(b) 'Progress reports and vouchers.—The Operator shall provide the Government with five copies 
of monthly progress reports in three, sections as. follows: (1) Operator's Monthly Report and Voucher 
showing detailed costs incurred during the reporting period; (2) Operator's Unit Cost and' Progress 
Report showing the various types of work performed during the 'reporting period and costs incurred for 
each type of work; and (3) a Narrative Report of the work performed during the reporting period includ-
ing adequate engineering-geological maps or sketches, drill hole logs 'and locations, and assay reports on 
samples taken concurrently with advance, in mineralized ground. (Forms for reporting under (1) and 
(2) 'above will be provided by the Government.)
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(c) Final report.—Upon completion of the work or termination of the Government's obligation to 
contribute to costs, the Operator shall furnish the Government with five copies of a final report (in 
addition to the final progress report and voucher). This final report shall include a geological and engi-
neering evaluation of the results of the work performed under the contract with an estimate of the ore 
reserves resulting from such work, complete assay data, adequate geological and engineering maps or 
sketches, and a summary of the work performed and related costs incurred. 


(d) Report of sales.—The Operator shall provide the Government with suitable accounting and 
documentary evidence covering all production to which the Government's percentage royalty relates, such 
as copies of smelter or concentrator settlement sheets, and certified accounts of production and sale or 
other disposition of production. 


(e) Compliance with requiremerds.—If in the opinion of the Government any of the Operator's 
reports, records, or accounts are insufficient or incomplete, or if the Operator fails to make them, the 
Government may procure the making or completion of such with suitable attachments as an expense of 
the work to which the Operator shall contribute. The Government may withhold approval and payment 
of any vouchers relating to insufficient or incomplete reports, records, or accounts. 


ARTICLE 8. Repayment by Operator.—(a) Certification.—If the Government considers that a 
discovery or development from which production may be made has resulted from the work, the Govern-
ment, at any time not later than six months after asufficient final report and final account (see Article 
7) has been rendered, may so certify in writing to the Operator. Such certification shall describe broadly 
or indicate the nature of the discovery or development. 


(b) Royalty on production.—The Operator, as principal if the Operator is the producer, or as surety 
if the Operator is not the producer, shall pay to the Government a royalty on all minerals mined or 
produced from the land, as follows: (1) regardless of any certification of discovery or development, 
from the date of the contract until the lapse of the time within which the Government may make such 
certification, or until the total net amount contributed by the Government without interest is fully repaid, 
whichever occurs first; or (2) if the Government makes a certification of discovery or development, 
within a period of ten years from the date of the contract, or until the total net amount contributed by 
the Government without interest is fully repaid, whichever occurs first. See Annex II 


(c) Basis for computation.—The Government's royalty shall be a percentage of the gross proceeds 
(including any bonuses, premiums, allowances, or other benefits) from the production sold, in the form 
sold (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent), at the point of delivery (the f. 0. b. point) ; except, that 
charges of the buyer arising in the regular course of business, and shown as deductions on the buyer's 
settlement sheets, on account of the cost of treatment processes performed by the buyer, sampling and 
assaying to determine the value of the production sold, and freight paid by the buyer to a carrier (not 
the Operator), shall be allowed as deductions in arriving at the "gross proceeds" as that term is used 
herein. Any costs of treatment processes, sampling or assaying, or transportation, performed or paid 
by the Operator or by anyone other than the buyer, are not deductible in arriving at the "gross proceeds" 
as that term is here used. The term "treatment processes," as here used, means those processes (such as 
milling, concentrating, smelting, refining, or equivalent) applied to the crude ore or other production after 
it is extracted from the ground, to put it into a commercially marketable form; excluding fabricating or 
manufacturing.	 , 


(d) Unsold production.—If any production (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent), after the lapse 
of six months from the date the ore was extracted from the ground, remains neither sold nor used by 
the Operator in integrated manufacturing or fabricating operations (for instance, if it is stockpiled), 
the Government, at its option, as long as it so remains, may require the computation and payment of 
its royalty on the value of such production in the form (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent) it is in 
when the Government elects to require computation and payment. If any production is used by the 
Operator in integrated manufacturing or fabricating operations before the Government makes its elec-
tion, the Government's royalty on such production shall be computed on the value therof in the form in 
which and at the time when it is so used. "Value" as here used means what is or would be gross income 
from mining operations for percentage depletion purposes in Federal income tax determination, or the 
market value, whichever is greater. 


(e) Percentages of royalty.—The percentages of the Government's royalty shall be as follows: 
One and one-half (1 1/2 ) percent of amounts ("gross proceeds" or "value") not in excess of eight 


dollars ($8.00) per ton of production in the form in which sold, held, or used, 'plus one-half ( ½) 
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percent for each additional full fifty cents ($0.50) by which such amounts exceed eight dollars ($8.00) 
per ton, but not in excess of five (5) percent of such amounts. 


(For instance: the royalty on an amount of five dollars ($5.00) per ton would be one and one-
half (1 1/2 ) percent; on an amount of ten dollars ($10.00) per ton, three and one-half (3½) percent.) 


(f) Time for computation and payment.—The Government's royalty shall be computed and paid 
currently upon each lot sold, held, or used in integrated operations, as the case may be, as above provided 
in this article.	 . 


(g) Lien for payment.—To secure the payment of its percentage royalty, there is hereby granted to 
the. Government a lien upon the land or the Operator's interest in the land and upon any production of 
minerals therefrom, until the royalty claim is extinguished by lapse of time or is fully paid. 


(h) Notice to purchasers.—The Operator, shall give notice of the. Government's claim for royalty 
to any purchaser of the production, and shall authorize and direct such 'purchaser to pay the royalty 
directly to the Government and to furnish the Government with copies of the settlement sheets. If the 
records of any production and sales or other disposition.of production, whether the production is by the 
Operator or by other, 'ai'e nOt' made' available to the Government, the amount of the royalty may be 
estimated by the Administrator, Defense Minerals Exploration Administration, or his successor, and his 
estimate thereof shall be final and binding upon the Operator. 


(i) No obligation to produce.—Nothing 'in this contract is to be construed as imposing any obligation 
on the Operator or the Operator's successor in interest to engage in any, production operations. 


(j) Government not obligated to buy.—Nothing in this contract shall be construed as imposing any 
obligation on the Government to purchase any minerals mined or produced from the land. 


'ARTICLE 9. 'Interests in 'purchased property.—(a) Title and ownership.--All costs under this 
contract . shall be incurred by the Operator in the Operator's own name and for the Operator's own 
account; but any property acquired to the cost of which the Government contributes shall belong to the 
Operator and the Government jointly in proportion to their respective contributions, although title thereto 
shall be taken in the name of the Operator. 


(b) Preservation of property.—Until the final disposal of any property in which the Government 
has 'an interest the Operator shall preserve and protect same for the best interest of the Government, any 
reasonable and necessary costs thereof to be treated as an allowable cost of the project. After the corn-


!' pletion of the work or termination of the Government's obligation to contribute, or when such property 
is not in use for or needed for 'the work, the Operator shall neither use it without the written consent of 
the Government nor without paying a reasonable rental to be fixed by the Government for its interest. 


(c) Disposal of property.—Upon the completion' of the work or 'termination of the Government's 
obligation to contribute to costs, or when the. property is no longer needed for the work, the Operator 
shall promptly dispose of salable or salvageable property in which the Government has an interest for 
the joint account of the Government and the Operator, either by return to the vendor, by'sale to others, 
or purchase by the Operator' or the Government at a price at least as high as' could be obtained from 
others, unless the Government in writing waives its interest in any such property. Without advance 
approval of the sales price by the Government the Operator shall not sell at any price any item of property 
the cost of which was more than $500, and shall not sell at less than 25 percent of the purchase price any 
item of property which cost $500 or less. The Government, in lieu of approving the sales price for any 
such item, may itself purchase the item at the best price which the Operator is able to obtain or himself 
cares to give. Property remaining upon any termination of the work shall be considered in groups or 
categories (such as drill steel, or explosives, or pipe, or rails), and if the original cost of the remaining 
unexpended portion of any such group or category is less , than $50, the Government waives its interest 
therein. If necessary to accomplish the disposal of any item the ,Operator shall dismantle and sever it 
from the land, the cost thereof to be treated as a cost of the project. 


(d) Default of the Operator re disposal.—If within 90 days after the completion of the work or ter-
mination of the Government's obligation to contribute to costs, or after the property is no longer needed 
for the work, or after such further time as the Government may in writing allow, the Operator has failed 
to sell or otherwise liquidate or dispose of any property in which the Government has an interest, the 
Government, at any time prior to final settlement under the contract, may pursue one of the following 
two courses: (1) the 'Government, by written notice to the Operator, may place upon such property what 
in its opinion is a fair valuation thereof, not in excess of the cost less 1.66 percent per month from the 
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date such property was purchased under this contract to the termination of said 90-day period; and such 
property shall thereupon 'be considered and accounted for as having been purchased by the Operator at 
the valuation so fixed by the Government; or (2) the Government may enter and take possession of such 
property wherever it may be found, and remove and dispose of it for the joint account of the parties. 


ARTICLE 10. Termination of the Government's obligations.—(a) If in the opinion of the Govern-
ment operations at any time have failed to achieve anticipated results that indicate the probability of 
making a worthwhile discovery, and in the opinion of the Government further operations are not justi-
fied, the 'Government may give the Operator written notice thereof, and thereupon: (1). the Government 
shall be free of all obligation to contribute to costs not then incurred other than such as may be allowable 
under- the as. necessary and incidental to winding up, reporting, and accounting; 
and (2) the Operator shall be.ree:Q:f -all obligation to prosecute the work other than such as may be 
necessary and incidental to winding up, reporting, and accounting.. 


(b) If in the opinion of the Government the Operator is in any manner in default under the terms 
of the contract, the' Government may give the Operator written notice of such default with a specification 
of reasonable time within which the default must be cured; and..if the Operator fails to cure such default 
as required, thereupon: (1) the Government shall be relieved of all obligation to contribute to costs not 
incurred when the notice was given, other than such as may be allowable by the provisions of the contract 
as necessary and incidental to. winding up, reporting, and accounting; and (2) the Operator sha,ll 'be free 
of all obligation to prosecute the work other than such as may be ñeèessàry and incidental to winding up, 
reporting, and accounting. The remedy provided for the Government in this paragraph "(b)" is in addi-
tion to any other remedy .provided in this contract, and in addition to any other remedy the law may 
provide for breach of contract. 


(c) The giving of any notice by the Government under the provisions of this Article 10 shall not, 
Affect the Government's rights as provided for in the ,contract with respect to a percentage royalty, and 
such rights shall be fully preserved.  


ARTICLE 11. Notices to be given by the Government may be delivered to the Operator, or may be 
sent by registered mail addressed to the Operator at his mailing address stated in this contract. If 
mailed, notices are deemed to have been delivered five days after the date of mailing. 


ARTICLE 12. .Officials not to benefit.—No member of or delegate to Congress or resident commis-
sioner shall be admitted to any share or part of this contract or to any benefit that may arise therefrom; 
but this provision shall not be construed to extend to this contract if made with a corporation for its

Enclosed are the maps pertinent to the final report of the 
D.M.E.A. Project No. 5020 on the Sunshine Claims near the Blackbird 
Mines.


Self potential and geochemical surveys followed by surface 
trenching uncovered a north trending gossan in the garnetiferous 
schist. A few thin cobaltite stringers were observed along the hang-
ing wall of this zone. The rock appears to have been mineralized 
along steep-west dipping shears striking north-South. This shearing 
is obviously associated with the large fault occupied by a quartz-. 
latite dike a short distance to the west. Structurally the Sunshine 
area seems to be on the west limb of a broad anticlinal fold which 
has an axes about 1200 feet to the east. 


Following termination of the contract three diamond drill 
holes failed to find more thana small high grade pod of cobaltite 
and a few minor stringers of chalcopyrite. Examination of the drill 
core indicated that much of the surface iron staining might have been 
caused by the weathering of chlorite and garnets rather than the 
oxidation of sulfides. Extreme depth of leaching is also a possibility, 
since the area is . quite elevated and the fracture surfaces in the drill 
core were iron stained generally throughout the holes.

No contract work had been done since Mr. Albee's last 
inspection. A total of eleven trenches for an aggregate of nearly

The contract work had been 
suspended since October 15, 1958, as authorized under Amendment No. 2. 
Mr. William C. Cole, geologist, accompanied me on the inspection of 
the contract work completed on the property since my last inspection. 


Two trenches had been excavated by a D-7 and a D-8 caterpillar 
with a ripper. The larger bulldozer with the ripper performed much more 
satisfactorily. The locations of trench Nos. 1 and 2 are shown on the 
accompanying map. 


Trench No. 1 was 310 feet in length and averaged 6 feet deep 
and 10 feet wide. No significant mineralization was encountered. About 
2 feet of quartz and gossan was exposed about 100 feet easterly from the 
west end of the trench. Two other smaller exposures of quartz occurred, 
one at the vest end and the other about 70 feet from the east end of the 
trench.


Trench No. 2 was about 315 feet in length and averaged 6 to 7 
feet deep and 10 feet wide. This trench may be lengthened from 50 to 
100 feet westerly. A zone 1 25 feet wide cut by the trench showed 
evidence of mineralization. This zone is a little over 100 feet westerly 
from the east end of the trench. Both an oxidation and a sulpharsenid.e 
mineral of cobalt were identified in the exposure. Mr. Cole agreed it 
was a likely looking exposure for so close to the surface.

(c) Narrative.—A concise narrative description of 
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual 
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible, 
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches 
showing formations penetrated and location and assays 
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In 
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map; 
logs and assays also are to be submitted. 


The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in 
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the 
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of 
the month following. 


Preparation of Form 'MF-104—Operator 's Monthly Report 
and Voucher.—All the applicable spaces in Form MF-104 
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his 
agent should sign the certification in the lower left corner of 
'the form. 


The items of costs are arranged in the order they appear 
in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952), 
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting 
activities under other contract forms.

The status of DM1A exploration on the Sunshine claims was 
discussed with William C. Cole, Geologist, at the Calera engineering 
offices on September 8, 1958- Six self-potential lines have been 
completed in the vicinity of the old shaft on the Sunshine No. 2 
claim; a seventh line in this area had been completed before the 
start of DMEA contract work. The lines strike east-northeast and 
are spaced at intervals of about 150 to 200 feet. A total of 
8,300 lineal feet of traverse has been completed (excluding the 
pre-existing non-DMEA traverse). The results have been plotted 
on work sheets which were examined in the company offices; a narrative 
report including this data will be submitted by the company at a later 
date. Samples for geochemical analysis were collected along the 
traverse. The rubeanic acid method used in the field was unsatis-
factory so the samples are being re-run and different field analytical 
methods are being tested. 


The self-potential data showed negative results in the 
vicinity of the old shaft on the Sunshine No. 2 claim. However, 
significant crests were found toward the east side of this claim 
where a north-striking shear zone has been mapped.

In a previous review on the application, N. E. Nelson 
concurred with the field examiners and reconmend.ed. approval of 
an exploration project. He recomsended, however, that the 
project not be considered. as a new and separate contract but 
that it be made part of the original Hove South contract, 
Idm-E6115. His reason for this recouindaticai was that he thought 
the Blackbird and Sunshine deposits might not be on separate 
structures. Furthermore, that the applicant was demand i ng a 
separate project and that he apparently had attented to separate 
the property with two groups of claims by withdrawing an inter-
vening strip of property from contract obligations. 


I concur with Kro Nelson in recommending approval of 
the project. I concur -Xith the Field Team, however, in recommend-
ing that this be a separate project in, no way obligated to terms 
of. the preceding Calera project. 


I haveeen on both the Blackbird and Sunshine properties 
and am convinced that these are two ,00nlete1y separate and din-
tinctdposits. The Blackbird may be said to consist of the 
Brown Bear and Chicago vein Systems. These strike northwest and 
follow, more or less, the bottom or eastern aide of the gulch in 
which Meadow Creek flows. This gulch is believed to represent 
the surface expression of the vein system. To the northwest, 
the veins passed through a saddle in the ridge and then drop into 
the Deer Creek drainage where they currently are being mined 
from an open pit. 


On the other hand, the Sunshine vein follows a high ridge 
that is parallel but roughly 2,009 feet west of the Blackbird 
outcrop, or area where the Blackbird should outcrop *- When I was 
there in 1953, the vein had been explored only by the s1 low shaft







and by an open out north of the shaft. There was considerable 
cobalt "bloom" at the outcrop and some areas where specimen.. 
quality. cobaltite was easily obtained. I remember at that time 
discussing with Wayne Roberts, the Survey geologist mapping 
the area, the excellent exploration cportunities the outcrop 
presented. 


All known cobalt-copper-bearing deposits in the Blackbird 
area are more or less parallel, eneaecelon 'deposits occurring 
in the Blackbird structural block. Characteristics determined 
by exploration of one of these deposits often may be used in 
exploring another one; however, the actual exploration of one 
has no bearing on determining the grade or extent of another. For 
this reason, it seems only logical to me to consider the Sushine 
deposit quite apart from the Blackbird, and as deserving a separate 
exploration program. I therefore recameend approval of the project 
proposed by the Field Team, rather than the one proposed by 
Mr. Nelson.

The applicant requested assistance in exploring an 
area practically contiguous, in part, to the Blackbird area 
explored under Contract Idm-E6145, DMA 31113. The Blackbird 
orebody originally estimated to contain an estimated 700,000 
tons of ore, is now taken to contain an estimated 945,000 tons. 
The ore is being mined at the rate of about 2l,OQO tons monthly. 
The grade averages 0.8$ cobalt and 3% copper. 


The Blackbird project cost $265,519. 83, of which the 
Government contributed 70% or $185,863.88.. Royalty payments 
through March, 1958, have reduced the obligation $98,603.01. 


The Sunshine project area origi nally adjoined the 
Blackbird project area and extended to within 300 feet of the 
open cut, but by 'cutting out' a 35-60-foot claim and part of another 
claim, the groups are made to lack contiguity. The applicant-
operator demands that the apparently successful Blackbird project 
not be made liable for Government contributions to the Sunshine 
project. The examiners and Field Team consider the Sunshine Group 
as a separate and distinct block and entitled to a separate contract. 
That the Blackbird and assumed Sunshine ore bodies are separate 
and distinct has not been determinedo Whether true or not, physi-
cally, the assistance, if given and ore is found, makes them common 
so far as Government money is concerned and, if possible, such 
money should be protected. 


The block is separated physically from the Blackbird 
block as a result of second thought design. That it is separate

otherwise is not too apparent. 'Geology' may effect the 
separation but comparison of the PPM is of the strip connecting 
the Sunshine shaft area and the PPM apencut suggests a geologic 
separation is not too distinct. 


Inasmuch as the locations of the proposed trenches, 
drill holes and drift are approximate, it appears unbusinesa-
like to increase the drift length to 1,1400 feet from the 1,100 
feet requested by the applicant. 


I concur with the recommendations of the examiners 
and Field Team, but recommend that a contract, if granted, be 
made a part of the original contract Idmu.iE645 and the drift 
length be left as requested, that is, 1,100 feet.

Enclosed are three copies each of memoranda on the referenced 
application by D. R. NacLaren, Geologist, U. S. Geological Survey, 
and G. G. Waddell, Mining Engineer, U. S. Bureau of Mines. MacLaren 
discusses the geologic and general aspects of the project and Waddell 
discusses the costs. Because of the wealth of material in our files 
the memoranda were prepared without a special field examination. 
However, the project was discussed in the Spokane office with E. Be 
Douglas, Manager, G. Be Deacon, Chief Accountant, and W. C. Cole, 
Chief Geologist, Calera Mining Company. J. S. Vhay of the U. S. 
Geological Survey, who has done extensive mapping in the area including 
the Sunshine claims, was also consulted. Soil samples taken by Hawkes 
of the Geological Survey about 1951 are also available and indicate 
strong anomalies for cobalt and copper. 


NacLaren concludes that the chance of making a significant 
discovery of cobalt-copper ore is good and recommends that the 
applicant's proposed program be approved. Waddell estimates that the 
total cost of the project will be $109,35.1I0. 


We concur with the conclusions and recommendations of 
Mactaren and Waddell. In addition, we recommend that this be considered 
as a new project rather than as an ad.dition.to  the former Calera contract.
