This cost analysis is for bulldozing and diamond drilling
at the Buffalo group of claims, Lemhi County, Idaho. The analysis is
for the exploration recommended by D. C. Alvord, Geologist, U. S.
Geological Survey, in his memorandum to the Field Team dated
June 27, 1958.

The amended exploration proposal consists of 105 hours of
bulldozer trenching, 15 hours of drill site preparation, and 1,500
feet of diamond drilling. A telephone call to Morehead and Leaf,
diamond drill contractors, Spokane, Wash., indicates that the same
prices would prevail as were bid on the Geo-Resources contract,
Docket No. DMEA-4671 (uranium).

Should the Government decide to participate ih exploration

at the property, the following stage-type program and costs are
recommended for consideration.

120 hours of bulldozing with Caterpillar D-7 or equivalent

Stage II

1500 feet of diamond drilling AX size hole - minimum 3 holes
and a maximum of 5 holes.

Subject: Review of field examination report, DMEA 5034 (thorium-
uranium-rare earths) Empire Explorations, Inc.,
Buffalo claims, Lemhi County, Idaho

After separate field examinations, the examining geologist
and engineer render & split decision concerning the merits of the
applicant's property.

The examining geologist believes that further exploration
is warranted on the property. A 90-foot adit, driven by the appli-
cant, exposes a northerly striking mineralized shear zone that is
about 75 feet wide and has been traced for 7,500 feet. Samples
taken by the examining geologist assayed near 1 percent combined
thorium and rare earth oxides.

The examining engineer on the other hand believes, on
the basis of an examination in 1951, that not enough new work has
been done on the property, that the property does not warrant
exploratory work, and that the application should be denied.

The large shear zone represents a strong geologic
structure that could furnish large tonnsges of ore if the zone is
sufficiently mineralized. The examining geologist recommends
approval of a modest project consisting of six bulldozer trenches,
to be followed by drilling should the trenching prove promising.

I agree with the recommendations of the examining
geologist as stated in his report.

Enclosed are three copies each of memorandum reports on
the referenced property by D. C. Alvord, Geologist, U. S. Geological
Survey, recommending approval, and by S. W. Zoldok, Mining Engineer,
U. S. Bureau of Mines, recommending denial. Alvord examined the
property on May 13, 15, and 18, 1958, and Zoldok examined it sometime
during a seven to ten-day period in the fall of 1951.

Zoldok bases his recommendation on the results of a scin-
tillometer and geiger counter survey in the general area of the claims.
The results indicated ™widespread but low radioactivity with a few
sporadic highs in the vicinity of the old pits on the Buffalo No. 4
claim."

Work on the property since Zoldok!s visit in 1951 includes
trenching and a 90-foot tunnel exposing a northerly striking shear
zone approximately 75 feet wide that has been traced for 7,500 feet.

Of seven samples taken by Alvord in this zone, four contained
0.6 percent or more combined rare earth oxides and thorium, two of which
approached or exceeded 1 percent combined thorium and rare earth oxides;
one, a grab, assayed 0.78 percent. The remaining three contained only
a trace. Three cut samples of the northwesterly trending zone assayed
only a trace. Thus, Alvord and Zoldok are in agreement as to the lack

of promise of the northwesterly striking structure, but not i?héa
on the northerly striking structure.

recommendation on the demonstrated presence of rock in the northerly
trending shear zone containing 0.5 to more than 1 percent combined
thoria and rare-earth oxides.

If DMEA concurs with Alvord's recommendation, & cost estimate
will be prepared. '

Mr. Robert H. Svendsen, Geologist, and the author spent a
week to ten days examining the Wonder mining claims (Defense Metals,
Inc., Docket No. DMEA-2535) and the Buffalo claims (Empire Explorations,
Inc., Docket No. DMEA-5034) in the autumn of 1951. The work consisted
primarily of running a scintillometer and geiger counter survey of the
cited claims and a wide area surrounding these claims. At that time
Frank Eichelberger and Associates held options on both groups of claims
and the examination would determine if these options would be exercised.

Despite the existence of at least two feet of snow on the
Wonder claims, we were able to trace with considerable accuracy a radio--
active zone or vein for several hundred feet. This option was exercised
and the Wonder claims were subsequently explored under Contract Idm-E384.

Our survey on the Buffalo claims, where there was little or
no snow, showed widespread but low radioactivity with a few sporadic
highs in the vicinity of the old pits on the Buffalo No. 4 claim. In
no case were we able to trace the highs for more than a few feet. .Our
survey also showed that the radioactivity, though low, extended for a
mile or more along the northwesterly trending fault (Alvord's plate 1)
until terminated abruptly by a basalt or diabase intrusive.. As I recall,
the radioactivity did not persist too far north of the trenches and pits
on the Buffalo No. 4 claim although the scintillometer traverse was run
northward to the crest of the hill, a distance of 1/2 to 3/4-mile.
Moderate to weak radioactivity persisted to the east of the workings
on the Buffalo No. 4 claim until blanked out entirely by a heavy soil
mantle in a swale. No traverse was run southward as this area is
covered by a late basalt flow. As a result of these findings the
option on the Buffalo claims was not exercised., -






Alvord's best samples were obtained from the workings on
the Buffalo No. 4 clalm, the very area where we obtalned our sporadic

~high readlngs. K

In my opinion no new information has been uncovered to
lead me to change my original conclusion that the Buffalo prospect
does not warrant exploratlon.

I recommend that the application be denied.
