(c) Interest computation.--Siinple interest computed annually at the rate of __pe.rcent shall 


accrue from the dates Federal funds are made available until the period specified for payment of 
royalty expires, or until the amount of Federal funds contributed is fully repaid with interest. 


(d) The Operator shall not transfer or assign this contract or any right or obligation there-
under without the written consent of the Government. 


ARTICLE 2. Operator's rights in land.--(a) The Operator represents and undertakes that Annex I 
correctly describes the land which is the subject of this contract and the nature of ' the Operator's 
right of property and possession therein (whether as owner, lessee, .or otherwise), and that such 
right, title, or interest is subject only to the following claims, liens, or encumbrances:

(b) The Subordination Agreement of the holder of any claim, lien, or encumbrance listed above and 
(if the Operator does not hold the legal title) the lien agreement of any holder of the legal title of 
the land (lessor, seller, optionor, etc.) are attached as follows:
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(c) Final report.--Upon cothpletion of the work or termination of the Government's obligation to 
contribute to costs, the Operator shall furnish the Government with five copies of a final report (in 
addition to the final monthly report). This final report shall include a geological and engineering 
evaluation of the results of the work performed under the contract with an estimate of the ore reserves 
resulting from such work, complete assay data, adequate geological and engineering maps or sketches, 
and a sununary of the work performed and the related costs. 


(d) Report of sales.--The Operator shall provide the Government with suitable accounting and 
documentary evidence covering all production to which the Government's royalty relates, such as copies 
of smelter or concentrator settlement sheets and certified accounts of production and sale or other 
disposition of production. 


(e) Compliance with requlrements.--If the Government determines that any of the Operator's re-
ports, records, or accounts are insufficient or,incoxnplete, or if the Operator fails to make them, the 
Government may procure the preparation or completion of the same with suitable attachments as an ex-
pense of the work to which the Opex'ator shall contribute. The Government may withhold approval and 
payment of any vouchers' relating to insufficient or in)complete reports, records, or accounts.. 


ARTICLE 6. Costs.--(a) Allowable costs.--The allowable costs of the work to which the Government 
will contribute are limited to: 


(1) the necessary, reasonable, and direct actual costs that are estimated in Exhibit A by 
categories as specified in this article; and 


(2) fixed costs for units of work to be performed (per foot, per hour, etc.) agreed upon in 
lIeu of actual costs and set forth in Exhibit A. 


The Government will not contribute to cOsts under any categor y or sü'bcategory omitted from the 
estimate of costs in Exhibit A. Any excess over any estimaie hich is inileated as the maximum of any 
category, subcategory, o item, either as to requirement or related cost; any excess over a fixed unit 
cost; and any excess over the total allowable cost of the work are not allowable. The Operator shall 
incur such excesses for his owa account without contribution by the Government, but the Operator is not 
obligated to incur more than his agreed percentage of the total allowable cost of the work. 


Any category or subcategory or element thereof not designated as a maximum' in this article or in 
Exhibit A may be exceeded, provided that the total allowable cost of the work, which is' a maximum, is 
not exceede&.

ciation, and subcategory total) are maximums.

(f) Notice to purchasers.--The Operator shall give notice of the Government's claim for royalty 
to any purchaser of the production, and shall authorize and direct such purchaser to pay the royalty 
directly to the Government and to furnish the Government with copies of the settlement sheets.

Without advance approval of the sales price by the Government, the Operator shall not sell 
at any price any item of property that cost more than $500, and shall not sell at less than 25 percent 
of the purchase price any item of property that cost $500 or less. The Government, in lieu of approv-
ing the sales price for any such item, may itself purchase the. item at the best price which the 
Operator is able to obtain or offers. Property remaining upon any termination of the work shall be 
considered in groups or categories (such as drill steel, explosives, pipe, or rail), and if the 
original cost of the remaining unexpended portion of any such group or category is less than $50, the 
Government waives its Interest therein. , If necessary to accomplish the disposal of any item, the 
Operator shall dismantle and sever it from the land, the cost thereof to be treated as a cost of the 
exploratIon 


(d) Default of the Operator re disposal.--If'within 90 days after the completion of the work, 
termination of the Government's obligation to contribute to costs, or after the property is no 
longer needed for the work, the Operator has failed to sell or otherwise liquidate or dispose of any 
property in which the Government has an interest, the Government, at any time prior to final settle-
ment under the contract, may: 


(i) in writing extend the time within which the Operator' must dispose of or liquidate the 
property;


(2) by written notice to the Operator, place upon such property what it determines to be a

The foregoing shall apply except as the Secretary 
of Labor may specifically provide for reasonable limitations, variations, tolerances, and exemption

Enclosed are the original and two copies of an application 
received from Mr. Harold T. Allen, President, Golden Copper Queen 
Mining Corporation. The Corporation is re-applying under the new 
ONE regulations in accordance with Mr. F. E. Johnson's letters of 
January 29 and March 9, 1959. We have kept a copy of the appli-
cation for our files, except for copies of. the maps and the thesis. 
We have not kept copies of these for our DMEA-5032 docket is com-
plete as to these. items. In his letter transmitting the applica-
tion, Mr. Allen asks for the return of certain documents. 


The original application could not be completely processed 
before June 30, 1958. Pn examination report, however, was submitted 
and a program of drifting and drilling was reconmended. The re-
application contains new information and increases the amount of 
the proposed work. 


At the time of the initial field examination, the mine was 
filled with water and nothing below the No. 3 level could be examined. 
In sec. 3, paras. b and d of the new application, the applicant states 
that the mine has been un-watered and a two-man crew is presently 
working on each of 3 levels. It is also stated that assays of samples 
from the unwatered parts of the mine are enclosed. No assays were 
received and we have written the applicant requesting' them. The 
applicant indicates that considerable ore is showing in the lower 
parts of the mine and that reserves of over 25,000 tons are now 
estimated.


Because of the new information as a result of the unwatering 
of the mine, a re-examination of the property is recommended to de-
termine whether any changes in the previously recommended program 
would be desirable.

INTRODUCTION 


PURPOSE AND SCOPE 


This study was undertaken to investigate and analyze the general geo .


-logic relations, the ethent and the future development possibilities of 


the ore deposits at the Tendoy Copper Queen mine, near the Lernhi Pass, 


Lercthi County, Idaho.. 


This report correlates the results of a field study of the 28 claims 


and all accessible underground workings at the Tendoy Copper Queen mine. 


During the summer of l9SL., the mine was leased and the flooded portions 


were pumped out. This allowed access to many of the lower levels, which 


had been under water for a number of years. The underground geology was 


mapped by Rr'unton and tape on the scale of 1 inch to 30 feet. The surface 


was mapped by stadia, using plane ta?ole and alidade and also a transit, on 


the scale of 1 inch to 100 feet. Laboratory work included a study of the 


country rock, altered wall rock and polished ore specimens. 


LOCATION AND ACCESS 


The Tendoy Copper Queen mine is in Sec. l, T. 19 N., R. 2S E., Boise 


Meridian arid Base Line, in Camp Gulch, on the South Fork of Agency Creek, 


Lemhi County, Idaho. The group or 28 claims is approximately one mile west 


of the Continental Divide, which follows the crest of the Beaverhead Noun-


tains and is the border between Montana and Idaho. The mine is in the 
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.	 NcDevitt Mining District, on the west slope of the Beaverhead I'buntains, 


11 miles east of Tendoy. The NcDevitt Mining District extends from the 


crest of the Lemhi Range to the Montana border, and from a point about six 


miles southeast of Salmon City to Reese Creek (Figure 1). The mine is 


one mile north of the east-southeast boundary of the Salmon National Forest. 


The property is 33 miles southeast of Salmon City. A paved road, Idaho 


State highway number 28, joins Salmon City and Tendoy, and a good gravelled 


road extends from Tendoy along Agency Creek to the mine. The Bitte branch 


of the Union Pacific Railroad extends through Armetead, Ibntana, which is 


31 miles east of the Tendoy Copper Queen mine, and may be reached from the 


mine by a gravelled road through the Lenthi Pass on the Continental Divide. 


During the summer of l9SLi., this road through Lernhi Pass was in bad condition. 


FlORA AND FAUNA 


Lodgepole pine, Engelmarin spruce and Douglas-fir are abundant, and 


should prove adequate for mining purposes. Douglas-fir can be used for 


heaiiy timber and lodgepole pine and Ergelmann spruce can be used for lag-


ging. The north and northwest slopes of the mountains are covered by a 


thick growth of timber and brush. This vegetation restricted geological 


work. Sagebrush and semiarid grasses cover the south and southwest slopes. 


Many porcupines can be found on the surface and underground. Elk and 


deer are abundant. A large assemblage of birds and rodents was observed. 


TOPOGRAPHY AND DRAINAGE 


The topography is in a youthful stage of erosion. Many of the valleys 


are long, narrow, deep, and have precipitous walls. These walls rise 


abruptly for about two thousand feet to moderately level-topped divides. 
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A. Photograph of the Tendoy Copper Queen mine area. Looking north, 
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	 The principal streams are the North and South Forks of Agency Creek, 


and the smaller tributaries are Torn's Creek and .ume Creek. The stream 


gradients are steep and the streams have cut deep, narrow gorges. The 


South Fork of Agency Creek divides the Tendoy Copper Qaeen claims into 


east and west sections. The east section is drained by Tom's Creek, which 


joins the South Fork of Agency Creek at the mine. The North and South 


Forks of Agency Creek join four-tenths of a mile north of the copper pro-


perty. Agency Creek flows west to the Lenthi Valley and joins the Lemhi 


River at Tendoy. The Lemhi River flows northwest and joins the Salmon 


River at Salmon City.


FIELD WORK 


Field work in the vicinity of the Tendoy Copper Qieen mine began 


July 1, l951., and continued intermittently until August 19. Full time 


was given to this work from August 19 to September 18, l9Lj.. 


Because U. S. Forest Service maps were drawn on too small a scale to 


be used, a base map was constructed in the field. A map showing the corn-


ers of three patented claims and six unpatented claims was found in one of 


the old buildings. This claims map was drawn in 1928 by Nt'. Fred Cran-


dall, a state-licensed engineer. The map was drawn on a scale of 1 inch 


to 200 feet. The map was redrawn by the author on a scale of 1 inch to 


100 feet. Several of the old claim corners were found. 


A preliminary reconnaissance of the area was made and notation was 


made of host rock outcrops, distinctive mineral associations, relative 


abundance of minerals, the sequence of the formations, unusual topographic 


expression and the character of the soil and vegetation. 
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The nearest point of elevation is at Tendoy, on Idabo State 


highway number 28. Therefore, elevations of several points on the copper 


claims were established by means of altimeters. The positions of the 


claim corners on Mr. Fred Crandall 's claims map were assumed to be correct. 


A base line was established with a tape and transit. Seven stations 


were established along the base line to be used for backsights. Sheets of 


aluminum foil were used to wrap• the' stakes at. each station on the base 


line. The aluminum foil could be seen from a great distance. A primary 


triangulation net was made with the transit and a secondary triangulation 


net was made with plane table and alidade. 


Mr. Charles Kapp, the 'owner of the property, volunteered his services, 


but because Mr. Kapp was unfamiliar with surveying instruments the writer 


. walked over the traverse with Mr. Kapp, outlined the stations and then 


operated the instrument while the owner of the property repeated the tra-


verse. 


Maps showing the level outlines of the undorground workings were ob-


tamed from Mr. Earl Pyatte, a rancher near Tendoy, and Mr. Charles Kapp. 


These maps were surveyed in 19!il by Mr. G. Richert, a mining engineer. The 


maps were drawn on a scale of 1 inch to 100 feet by Mr. Ricbert. The author 


enlarged the maps to a scale of 1 inch to 30 feet. Sections of the enlarged 


maps were transferred to 8--inch-by-ll-inch paper; the level outlines on 


each section were inked and the sections were carried underground in an 


aluminum-backed surveyor's notebook. Underground mapping of the geology 


was accomvlished with &'unton compass and tape. 


Mr. George Eanio Shoup, a local prospector and mine owner, informed the 
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writer that large aerial photos of the mine could be found in the Lemhi 


County Highway Department. Using these aerial photos, marry of the faults 


in the area and part of the boundaries of the volcanic rocks were mapped. 


After examination of these aerial photographs, the attitude of inaiiy of 


the faults was checked and the area covered by the extrusives was 


traversed.
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MINE HISTOI 


In April, 1883, the property was originally located as a gold-quartz 


claim by Mr. F. B. Sharkey and Mr. George Chaierlain. Five claims were 


staked and two were patented. Mr. T. E. G. Lynch, a Canadian, obtained 
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•	 possession of the property in 1899. He sold it to a Duluth company in 


1905. Mining operations commenced in 1906, when the Duluth concern sank 


a Lj.00-foot inclined shaft and did considerable work on the 120, 200 and 


Li.00-foot levels. Four small tunnels also were blasted into the hill on 


opposite sides of the gulch. A small concentrating mill was erected, and 


several cars of rich concentrates and crude ore were shipped (Fell, 1907, 


p 123). 


Ivbre development work was done in 1908. Tto cars of ore were mined 


and shipped while blocking out the ore bodies. This ore assayed 1i5 percent 


copper, 1 ounce gold and 8 ounces silver per ton. The property was sold 


and the mine was operated by the Copper Queen Gold Mining Company in 1910. 


This company concentrated some of the lower-grade ore that remained in the 


stopes. The following year, 14t8 tons of ore that assayed 29.1!, percent 


copper plus 0.81 ounce gold arid 5.2 ounces silver per ton were shipped to 


a smelter in Salt Lake City, Utah. During 1912, 18 oars of ore, averaging 


28.3 percent copper plus 1.214 ounces gold and 6 ounces silver per ton, 


were shipped. The same year, 1.8o ounces of gold also were obtained from 


the amalgamation plates.. Piy 1912, 2500 feet of underground development 


headings had been driven and total production had reached an estimated 


value of 100,000. During the n qext? year 1500 feet of drifts were driven. 


In 1915, the Copper Queen Gold Mining Company concentrated the copper mine-


rals in the mine dump, and several cars of high-grade copper-gold ore 


were shipped. After 1915, the mine was idle for several years. 


In 1921 the mine was operated by the Ibex Mining Company of Tendoy, 


Idaho. Mr. A. J. Smith was president-manager. The machinery consisted 


of a small amount of mining equipment, an oil-driven compressor, and a 
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25-ton concentrator. Four men were employed. r 1921 a total of L000 


feet of development work had been accomplished, but a general economic


depression existed in the country and no ore was shipped. The mine closed 


again.


The Tendoy Copper Queen Mining Company was formed and incorporated in 


1928. Mr. C. B. Bash, Salmon City, Was president-manager, and Mr. H. T. 


Rosacrans, Toledo, Ohio, was secretary. The capital stock consisted of 


200,000 shares common stock, par value $1.00, and 2000 shares of 7 percent 


preferred stock, par value $25, but in 1928 only 86,666 shares of common 


stock and 378 shares of preferred stock were issued. Another claim was 


patented and four more claims were staked, which made a total of three 


patented claims and six unpatented claims. A 50-ton, gasoline-driven con-


centrator was built and a gasoline-driven compressor was installed. Twrelve 


men were employed, the camp buildings were reconstructed, a small amount 


of development work was performed and a small tonnage of crude ore was 


marketed. In 1929 the mine operated for a few days, but financial diffi-


culties forced the mine to close. Mr. Lewis Brown, Defiance, Ohio, became 


the new president (Campbell, Stewart, 1929, p. 128). The Tenday Copper 


Queen Mining Company reopened the mine in 1933, with Mr. J. T. Carpenter, 


ELissfield, Michigan, as president and Mr. C. A. Dye, RLissfield, Michigan, 


as secretary. A total of 90,556 shares of common stock and 1096 shares 


of preferred stock had been issued. Ninety feet of drifting was done and 


a new, nearly vertical shaft was sunk to the 250 level (Symôns, 1933, 


p. 162). 


Mr. Tom Lynch, of Digby, Nova Scotia, bought the property in 1937, 


but sold the mine to Mr. C. A. Dye, who formed the Tendoy Copper Queen 
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Syndicate in 1938. Mr.. Thje employed L.i. men, built a O- .ton mill, a change 


house and several cabins. A total of 3S men were employed during 1939 and 


30 men were employed during 19)40.. 


The Silver Bell Mining Company, an unincorporated concern, was formed 


in l9Lil. I'Ir. F. A. Wuuite and Mr. Clair Pierce, both of Tendoy, were the 


officers. Two men were employed and a total. of 280 feet of development 


work was accomplished. Mr. C. A. Dye, Tendoy,. became manager and statutozy 


agent in 19)42. One hundred sixty feet of development work was accomplished, 


but a serious road washout in the spring of 19)42 forced the mine to close 


(Campbell, Arthur, 19)42, P. 126). Much of the new mill was dismantled and 


shipped to other Lenhi County properties. The mine was abandoned and all 


the lower levels were inundated. 


Shortly after World War II, Mr. Charles Kapp, of Salmon, Idaho, bought 


the property at a tax sale for JJ4O. He restaked and recorded only the 


three patented claims and seven unpatented claims. Upon examination of the 


mill ruins, Mr. Charles Kapp discovered the old amalgamation plates, scraped 


them, shipped the residue to the American Smelting and Refining Company at 


Garfield, Utah, for a net return of $1S6.36. Additional panning operations 


under the old crusher site yielded more rich gold values. 


The mine was leased in 19)49, but the operation proved unsuccessful. 


In 19)4, a bonded lease was given to Mr. E1iIr J. Johnson, of Salt Lake 


City, Utah.	 Two other Salt Lake City interests are now furnishing finan-


cial backing. Mr. amer Johnson has dewatered the mine to the sunip at the 


bottom of the 2S0 level, and has staked eighteen more claims, making a 


total of three patented claims and twenty-five unpatented claims. 
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ROCK UNITS 


In the mountain ranges of east-central Idaho, granite gnéiss of the 


Archean era is overlain uncoaforinably by Belt series quartzite of the 


Proterozoic era (Urapleby, 1913, p. 30). The Beltian quartzite contains 


interbedded slate, gneiss and mica schist. These pre-ambrian rocks crop 


out over large areas (Figure 1). 


From Agency Creek northward, the predominant rock types in the rugged 


Peaverhead Mountains are fine-grained, light gray quartzite and argilhite 


of the Belt series. Near the Tendoy Copper Queen mine, the quartzitic 


rocks are intricately jointed and faulted, but these rocks are not in-


tensely metamorphosed, the bedding is ih-preserved and severe folding 


•	 is rare • The Beltian rocks north of the NcDevitt Mining District consist 


of highly-fractured, massive, light gray quartzite and some dark gray 


slates. These rocks are more highly metamorphosed than those at the Ten-


doy Copper Queen mine. Near Gibbonsville, in northern Lenthi County, Idaho, 


where the metamorphism of the Proterozoic rocks is still more intense, the 


predominant rocks are dark gray, thin-bedded slates and subordinate amounts 


of quartzite thich grades into the slate in marr places. 


On the southern halves of the Beaverhead Mountains in Idaho and Non-


tana and the Lenthi Range in Idaho, a thick series of Paleozoic sediments 


lies unconformably on the :preCbrian rocks. The Paleozoic rocks in south-


western Montana include sathatone, shale and limestone of the Cambrian period. 


The Paleozoic rocks in the Beaverhead Mountains of Idaho are sandstone, 


limestone, maristone and dolomite of the Ordovician period; dolomite of the 
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Siluriari period; dolomite, limestone and shale of the Devonian period; 


and sandstone and limestone of the Carboni.ferous period (Sloss and 


Moritz, 19S1, pp. 2lL.8-2l66). 


Red conglomerate and thin beds of limestone of the Triassic period, 


which crop out at the southern end of the 1averhead Mountains, are the 


only rocks of the Mesozoic era represented in this part of Idaho. Red 


beds of the friassic period, sandstone and shale of the Jurassic period 


and shale of the Cretaceous period crop out in the Centennial 1ange of 


southwestern Montana (Mansfield, 1920, pp. l23-12). 


A thick sequence of lake beds, which consist of thin-bedded shale 


and sandstone of the Miocene epoch, extends southeastward more than ninety 


miles from a point north of Carmen, Idaho. 


Dikes are common in the western part of Lemhi County and in the Lemhi 


Range, but they are less common in the Beaverhead Mountains. These dikes 


range from less than a foot to more than one thousand feet in thickness. 


The age of the dikes ranges from pre-Cambriari to early Tertiary. 


The Idaho batholith, of the later Mesozoic era, is dely exposed in 


large areas of northern Lernhi County. These rocks are predominantly gram. 


ite, but quartz monzonite and quartz diorite occur locally in the mar-


ginal facies (Miderson, l9ii.2, pp. lO9b-1l26). 


Volcanic .extrusives of the Tertiary period, including rhyolite, andes-


ite, latite, basalt, trae1yte and dacite are exposed near Challis in 


Custer County, Idaho. Challis is about fifty miles southwest of the Ten-


doy Copper Queen mine. Scattered outcrops of Tertiary extrusive rocks 


also are exposed in east-central Idaho and southwestern Montana. Rhyolite 


and basalt are distributed along the east face of the Lenthi Range through-
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•	 out the McDuvitt Mining District. 


Valley glaciation was iidospread during the Pleistocene epoch. Rein.. 


nants of glacial moraines were mapped near the Tendoy Copper Queen mine 


(Plate 10). These rocks are scratched and faceted and are foreign to the 


mine area.


GEOlOGIC HISTORY OF THE BEAVERHEAD NOtTNTAINS 


Umpleby (1913, pp. LiJL-ti2) noted that rocks of the Archean era in the 


region consist of granite gneiss which crops out over large areas near 


Shoup, in northern Lenhi County. Umpleby believes the gneiss was origi-


nally sediments of the Archeozoic era which were intruded by a granite of 


the pre-Proterozoic era and that these older pre-Cambrian rocks were 


folded and uplifted in a pre-Proterozoic orogeny. The rocks were sub-. 


jected to an erosional period of unknown duration before the later pre-


Cambrian Beltian rocks were deposited. 


During most of the Proterozoic era, the region was submerged under 


a sea in hich a great thickness of sediments accumulated. Before the 


Cambrian period, these sediments were consolidated, folded, metamorphosed 


and intruded by a few dikes (Ross, 1927, p 11). 


e area south of an ill-defined east-west line a few miles south of 


Agency Creek was receiving sediments during the PaJ.eozoic era; whereas the 


area to the north as ecposed to erosion during most of the Paleozoic, or 


received some sedinents that were eroded prior to the volcanism and sedi-


mentation of Tertiary times. 


At the close of the Mesozoic era, the rocks of the Paleozoic era in 


southwestern Montana and east-central Idaho were folded and faulted. The 


.
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•	 general trend of the major structural features produced at that time is 


northwest (Ross, 1927, p 21). Most of the dikes in the area are thought 


, to belong to this age (tknpleby, 1913, p. h6). 


The Eoc.ene epoch was a time of quiescence and erosion. The Miocene 


epoch was a time of much volcanic activity and associated diastrophism 


(Ross, 1927, p. ii). Many dikes were forced upward until they penetrated 


the lower part of the ?Iiocene ectrusive rocks. The Niocene diastrophism 


included uplift, and the Miocene lava was thron into gentle folds and 


broken by numerous normal faults. The major faults strike northeast, al-


most at right angles to the strikes of the major features that were formed 


at the close of the Mesozoic era (Ross, 1927, pp. 11-12). 


Some part of the region were gently tilted during post-Miocene times 


(Umpleby, 1917, p. ho). 


Valley glaciation occurred in the region during the Pleistocene epoch. 


Many small, permanent snow fields are still present, particularly on the


north slopes of the s ection of the Beaverhead N.ountains east of Salmon City 


(MacKenzie, 19b9, p 7). Rapid erosion by streams has removed much of the 


terminal moraines in the area around the Tendoy Copper Queen mine. 


tb.. Alfred L. Anderson told the author that he believed the copper 


mineralization in the Agency Creek area to be ofthé late Cretaceous or 


early Tertiary epoch. The writer has observed that the thorite (ThSiOb) 


veins cut the copper veins, and therefore are younger than the copper 


veins (Plate 13). 







•	 GENERAL GEOlOGY OF THE NINE 


GENERAL STATEMENT 


The rocks on and near the Tendoy Copper Queen claims belong to three 


major groups, which are as follows: (1) pre-Cambrian quartzites and argil-


lites comprising the Belt series, (2) dikes intrusive into the Belt series 


and (3) extrusive rocks.. 


The mine is located in quartzites and argillites of the Proterozoic 


Belt series. In the mine area, these rocks have been mapped as two forina-. 


tions. The formation comprising all the country rock except for the west 


end of the 7S-foot level has been called the light gray quarzite. The 


formation comprising the country rock on the west end of the 7S-foot level 


has been called the argillaceous, calcareous quartzite (Plate lLj). The 


two formations are readily distinguishable. The light gray quartz ite and 


the silvery green, argillaceous, çalcareous quartzite are assumed to be a pait 


of the Proterozoic Belt series. 


The mine workings expose four dikes , These dikes are highly altered 


and are dark green in color. Bornite, chalcopyrite, quartz and calcite 


are present along fractures in the rock. 


trusive rocks of'the Mi.ocene epoch cover much of the Beltian quartz-


ite in the Agency Creek area (Plate 10). These volcanics include rhyolite 


porphyry, quartz latite breccia, olivine basalt and volcanic conglomerate. 


The structural features of the rocks in the mine area are complex, 


and involve some foldin r. and much jointing and faulting. The Belt series 


of the area have an average dip of 300 N. W. The dikes and the extrusive 


rocks also are faulted and displaced. South of the mine, many springs are 
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'	 in alignment along the foot of the inoiintain range. Alignment of the springs 


is suggestive of faulting (BiiiIngs, i9L7, pp. 167-168). A hot spring was 


mapped east of the mine workings. This spring may issue from a fracture 


that permits deep penetration of circulating ground waters. 


META)RPHIC ROCKS 


Light gray quartzite 


The oldest country rocks that crop out in the inimediaté area of the 


Tendoy Copper Queen mine are distinctively bedded, fine-grained, light gray 


quartzites and some argillites of the Pelt series (Proterozoic era). Al-


though these Peltian rocks are moderately metamorphosed, the bedding planes 


are visible in the outcrops. 


Along the bedding planes the rock is easily weathered into slab-shaped 


quartzite franents, less than one foot in largest dimension, that make 


large talus slopes which skirt the outcrops. The disintegration of the 


rock outcrops is helped by closely spaced joints and numerous faults. 


Ln some parts of the underground workin:s, the light gray quartzite 


is bleached to a tan color. On the 2S0 level, all of the light gray quartz-


ite is shattered, and much of this rock is metamorphosed to a dark-green-to-


black, highly si1icifid schist. Near the west face of the 2O level, maxw 


lenses of this dark rock are found in the white quartz of the main vein. 


A microscopic stur of the light gray quartzite shows that quartz, sericite, 


orthoclase and niicrocline :are the principal minerals and plagioclase and 


magnetite are accessory minerals. The grains are cemented by silica. 


The orthoclase shows some kaolinization. The light gray quartzite 


is fine-rained and relatively equigranular. The quartz grains show

loblastic texture. In both qüartzite specimens, all the minerals except 


sericite exhibit few rounded edges, which suggests that the constituent 


minerals were not carried far before being deposited. Sericite has deve-


loped extensively around the quartz and feldspar grains. Most of the 


sericite conforms to the contact of the brystals about which they have 


formed, but some sericite protrudes into quartz and feldspar. 


Arg illaceou, calcareous qiartz ite 


A different type of rock, which consists mostly of quartzite and 


sericite, is exposed on the west end of the 7S-foot level. Sericite gives 


the rock a silver-green color. Tan quartzite lenses, about one inch long 


and one-half inch wide, and small veinlets of blue-gray silica and white 


calcite are seen megascopically. Small gold veinlets are present in the 


calcite veinlets. This formation was not recognized at any other place iii 


the underground levels, nor was the formation recognized at the surface. 


A fault that strikes N. 2° W. and diis 26° W. marks the contact be-


tween the light gray quartzite and the argillaceous, calcareous quartzite. 


The fault is one foot wide and contains about eight inches of reccia-gouge 


mixture in the fault plane and about two inches of gouge on each wall. 


A microscopic study of the argillaceous, calcareous quartzite shows 


that quartz and sericite are the principal minerals and calcite and sphene 


are accessories. he sericite was probably derivec. from clay between the 


sandstone gra_nz. S,me quartz grains are elongated and exhibit undulatory 


extinction, which coimuonly indicates that the grains have been subject to 


stress.

Propylite dikes 


Four propylite dikes occur in the mine workings, and three of these 


dikes crop out. The outcrops are two to eleven feet idde. The propylite - 


dikes strike northwest, parallel to the dip of the pre-CamIian host rock. 


cause the intrusive rocks weather at about the same rate as the. 


quartzite, the dikes do not form prominent ridges. The dikes are dense, 


dark green and fine-grained, and none of the dike-forming minerajs are 


identifiable megascopically, but quartz, bornite and chalcopyrite are 


found in fractures in these intrusive rocks. The dike on the west side 


of the mine workings contains enough bornite and chalcopyrite to be con-


sidered possible ore. Samples of this dike were taken on the 150 and 2S0 


levels. The assays show 3 percent to 5 percent copper. 


A microscopic stur of the dikes shows that calcite, epidote and 


quartz comprise most of the rock. Ilmenite, leucoxene and some limonite 


are also present. The propylite dikes are difficult to classify, for 


metasoinatism has masked former minerals and introduced new ones. 


EXTRUSIVE ROCKS 


Rhyolite porph 


Although a rhyolIte porphyry flow is exposed less than 500 feet west 


of the property, volcanic extrusives do not occur on the Tendoy Copper 


Queen claims. Other large rhyolite porphyry flows are e xposed from one 


to two miles northwest of the mine and also near the Montana border 


(Plate 10). 


The rhyolite . porphyry is light gray in color on freshly exposed sur-


faces, but weathers to a rusty orange. Flow lines are conspicuous.

Quartz latite breccia 


Thin-bedded quartz latite breccia was mapped west of the Tendoy 


Copper Queen claims and also near the Montana border.. The volcanic breccia 


is associated with rhyolite porphyry and volcanic conglomerate in both areas. 


The quartz latite breccia is light-to-dark pink in color on broken sur-


faces, but weathers to a dirty yellow brown. 


Hand specimens os the rock show some quartz grains and a little limo-


nite alteration. Angular scales of dark gray, highly micaceous quartzite, 


more than one centimeter in width and length, are common throughout the 


breccia. 


A microscopic study of the quartz latite breccia shows phenocrysts 


of andesirie, biotite and orthoclase. Plagioclase microlites of undeter-


mined composition and magnetite were noted in the ground mass. The magnet-


ite and biotite are accessory minerals. Many of the biotite grains are 


bent and broken as if they were subjected to a great strain. e ortho-


clase shows some kaolinization. 


Basalt


Basalt is the most widespread extrusive rock in the Agency Creek area. 


The nearest flow is approximately twenty-two hundred feet northwest of the 


copper property. Basalt also covers extensive areas about two miles north 


of the mine. 


The broken surfaces of the basalt are a greenish-black color, but the 


weathered surface is a dark brown. The rock is extremely fine-grained. 


A microscopic study of the rock shows that lath-shaped bytownite

Volcanic conglomerate 


Volcanic conglomerate covers large areas near Agency Creek. The con-


glomerate is composed of fragments of volcanic rock, which are loosely 


cemented by soil and clay. The size of the volcanic fragments ranges from 


about one foot in largest dimension to particles about the size of a pea. 


These pieces of volcanic material have slightly rounded edges as if the 


material had been subjected to some abrasion by water. The volcanic con-


glomerate in different areas is composed of varying amounts of rhyolite 


porphyry, quartz latite breccia and basalt. 


STRUCTURE 


Pecause faulting is widespread, the stru.cture of the area is exceed-


ingly complex. Most of the faults are older than the Tertiary lava flows, 


but a few faults cut the volcanic rocks. 


The Cookhouse7ult controls the trend of the main vein at the Tendoy 


Copper Qtxeen mine. Iiere this fault has broken the quartzite severely, 


copper-stained sericitic zones are numerous. The fault varies widely in 


strike and the dip varies from N. 300 W. to N. 800 W. The fault displaces 


the pre-Cambrian quartzite and can be traced through the mineralized pro-


pylite dikes. Displacement of these dikes by the Cookhouse fault is small, 


suggesting that the shattering and fragmentation of the dikes occurred 


during another stage of faulting. 


Two or three inches of dark green gouge and bréccia, which was derived

from the dikes, is present along the sides of the dikes. Scattered white 


quartz and white calcite are evident along the sides of the dikes, and the 


quartz and calcite also fill fractures in the dikes. 


Nany large and small faults of post-mineral age are parallel to or 


cut the mineralized fault zone. The majority of these faults trend north-


west, but a few trend northeast. Generally, the apparent displacement is 


small along the faults that trend northwest and large along the faults 


that trend northeast. / 


The two largest faults that were noted in the district are post-mineral 


in age and strike northeast. Each was traced on aerial photographs for 


approximately one mile. One of these faults was traced across the South 


Fork of Agency Creek (Plate 10). The fault trace is evident through a 


V-shaped canyon for about a mile. ThIck vegetation obscures the fault 


trend about two hundred feet west of the South Fork of Agency Creek, but 


the trend is evident again east of the stream. The southwest bank of the 


creek is steep where the fault crosses, and the course of the creek Is 


turned northeast at this point. A possible explanation of this stream 


behavior is that the steep southwest bank of the stream is a partially 


eroded fault scarp that forced the creek to flow northeast. The stream 


flowed for a short distance along the softer material in the fault zone. 


When the stream changed direction slightly in this softer material, part 


of the older channel was abandoned, causing the valley that formed the old 


drainage system to be abandoned. The other long fault cuts the rhyolite 


porphyry west of the Tendoy Copper Queen mine, and horizontally displaces 


this volcanic material about eight hundred fifty feet to the north. This 


fault is covered in places by quartz-latite breccia and by basalt. 
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The faulting aids in determining the relative stratigraphic position 


of the volcanic rocks. The volcanic section, from oldest to youngest, 


appears to be: rhyolite porphyry, quartz latite breccia, basalt and vol .-


canic conglomerate. 


Joints are conspicuous in the pre-Canbrian Beltian rocks that are 


exposed in the Tendoy Copper Queen workings. The majority of the joints 


strike N. J450 W., but some strike N. 75° W. and some strike N. 100 E. 


Many parallel cracks, extending over an area about two feet wide, charac-


terize the joints trending N, j50 W. and also those trending N. 100 


The joints that strike N. 1.i5° W. appear to be older than the others, for 


many of these joints and joint sets are cut and displaced slightly by 


later faults.

-	 VEINS 


Cookhouse vein 


The Cookhouse vein, which is the main vein at the Tendoy Copper Queen 


mine, occurs as a replacement deposit in a zone of fault breccia. The 


vein strikes ho° to 600 northeast. Above the 150-foot level; the vein 


dips i° to 70° northwest, but below this level the dip reverses and on 


the 250-foot level the vein dips steeply southeast. The ore ranges in 


width from a few inches to nine or ten feet, but the average width is about 


three and one-half feet. Coarse, white quartz fills the fault plane and 


is the host for the ore in most places. Many large fragments of wall rock 


are included in the white quartz. 


Near the west end of the 75-foot level, a fault, which is the contact 


between the light gray quartzite and the argillaceous, calcareous quartzite, 


cuts the Cookhouse vein and displaces it about sixty feet to the northeast.

Much bornite float was noted on the surface above this vein segment. 


Four propylite dikes cut the Copper Queen workings, and are in turn 


cut by the Cookhouse vein. All of the dikes are mineralized, but only the 


dike on the west side of the mine workings contains sufticient bornite arid 


chalcopyrite to be considered possible ore. V 


Blue Boar vein 


The Blue Boar vein also occurs as a replacement deposit in a zone of 


fault breccia. The vein strikes N. 700 W. and dips 55° N. (Plate 10). 


Most of the vein consists of quartzite breccia cemented by white quartz and 


dark gray, vitreous silica, but some of the quartzite is cemented by vari-


colored jasperoid. Small, irregular masses and roughly prismatic, 


striated crystals of honey-brown rutile are found in the d ark gray, vitre-


• 	 otis silica and the white quartz, Some pyrite crystals also are evident. 


In places, the Blue Boar vein has a honeycomb structure. The cavities have 


a cubic appearance and may be holes once occupied by Write. Nay of 


these cavities are filled with red-orange-to buff colored montmorillonite, 


A hot spring issues above the Blue Boar vein and the water flowing over 


the vein may be responsible for deposition of the montmorillonite. 


Princess Pat vein 


The Princess Pat vein (Plate 11) occurs as a replacement deposit in 


a zone of fault breccia. The vein trends N. 53° W. and dips N. 660 E. 


This vein is about one foot wide and contains chalco cite, bornite and 


chalcopyrite in a coarsely crystalline white quartz matrix.	 A shaft was 


sunk 25 feet into this vein, but then was abandoned. A trench, which was
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bulldozed in August, l9SLi., shows that the vein splits into two parallel 


segments that strike N. 88° W. The two segments are about two and one-


half feet apart. The north segment is Li. inches wide and the south seg-


ment is 10 inches wide. Three channel samples were cut across the two 


vein segments of the Princess Pat vein and the intervening quartzite. 


These samples were sent to the SLack and tbason Company, an assay firm 


in Salt Lake City, who reported the average mineral content as 19 percent 


copper, 7 ounces silver and one-fourth ounce gold per ton. 


Quartz-hematite-malachite vein 


4bout one thousand feet northeast of the main shaft, a fault, which 


is filled with white quartz and red hematite and heavily stained by mala-


chite, trends N. 85° W. and dips. N. L3° E. On the surface, this vein is 


four inches to ten inches wide. No attempt to develop this vein has been 


made, but this outcrop may indicate mineable-grade copper ore at depth. 


Thorite vein 


A thorite (Th3i014 ) vein, which is eight inches to one foot wide, was 


noted on the Cookhouse Number 3 level, approximately three hundred fifty 


feet from the portal. The thorite vein cuts and displaces the 5-foot wide 


copper ore shoot (flate 13). The thorite vein is exposed for approxi-


mately twenty-five feet. About ten feet e ast of the thorite vein, the 


upper portion of the ore shoot is highly radioactive. 


The mine lessee dispatched samples of the thorite mineralization to 


Vitro Chemical Company in Salt Lake City. This company reported that the 


rock contained 0.01 percent U308 and 0.56 percent Th02. 


The thorite vein is younger than the copper mineralization, for the 


.


	 thorite vein cuts and displaces the copper-bearing vein. BDth the uranium 
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and thorium content of the vein may be attributed to the mineral thorite, 


which is found throughout the Lernhi, Pass area (Nininger, 195t1., p 2L2). 


MINERALOGY 


Ore minerals 


Ore minerals are randomly distributed throughout the calcite and 


quartz gangue. In the order of their abundance, the ore mirerals are: 


bornite, chalcopyrite and chalcocite. In the S-foot wide ore shoot on 


the Cookhouse Number 3 level, approximately three hundred fifty feet from 


the portal, bornite, chalcopyrite and some chalcocite form the cementing 


material for the brecciated quartzite and quartz. In other places along 


the Coolthouse vein, widely-scattered blobs and tiny lenses of chalcopy-


rite and bornite occur in the quartzite and quartz as well as in the propy-


lite dikes. Chalcocite and some bornite also occur in the Princess Pat 


.	 vein.


Some malachite occurs everywhere as a stain or mixed with white quartz 


and ericite. The malachite-quartz-sericite mixture has a rich green 


color, but assays range from 0.5 percent to 1.20 percent copper.. Other 


ore minerals, which occur in lesser amounts, are covellite, cuprite, 


chrysocolla, silver and gold. Five to eight ounces of silver and one-half 


ounce to l.2L ounces gold per ton have been associated with the copper ore 


that was mined in the past. 


Gángue minerals 


The gangue minerals include quartz, pyrite, calcite and hematite. 


Qaartz and calcite are intimately mixed with the ore minerals. Pyrite 


was noted in the dikes. Hematite occurs as a stain on the wall rock and 


on the surface of the veins.
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PARAGENESIS 


Massive quartz is the oldest vein-forming mineral • The quartz stir-


rounds quartzite breccia, and quartz stringers cut all of the dikes. The 


quartz was broken arid calcite was deposited in the fractures. Some cal-


cite veins, which are 6 inches wide, cut through the white quartz and the 


dikes. The quartz and the calcite were shattered, and chalcopyrite and 


some gold were deposited in the fractures. Ghalcopyrite occurs in veins 


cutting the white quartz and also forms cementing material for quartzite 


arid quarbz breccia (Plate 7, A and B). Tiny veinlets of gold and blobs 


of gold up to three-eights inch in diameter occur in the calcite. The 


gold forms cementing material for the microscopic fragments of calcite 


(Plate 3, B). 


rnite forms along cracks in the chalcopyrite (Plate 8, A). The 


bornite grains are convex toward the chalcopyrite, and grains of chalco-


pyrite surrounded by bornite occur (Plate 7, A and B). Alignment of 


several bornite inclusions, in "train-like fashion" within the chalcopy-


rite, suggests replacement along subsequent cracks in the chalcopyrite. 


Some bornite pseudomorphs occur after chalcopyrite (Plate 8, A). On the 


basis of these observed data, bornite is classed as a 1rpogene mineral 


of secondary order. 


Coveflite veinlets cut the chalcopyrite and the bornite (Plate 8, B). 


One veinlet, which cuts the chalcopyrite, is filled with covellite and 


some bornite (Plate 7, A). 


Chalcocite grains are convex toward the covellite. Tiny dendritic 


veirilets of chalcocite cut the covellite and the bornite (Plate 9,B). 


Purplish-red cuprite occurs in tiny veinlets which cut the chalcocite 
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•	 and the bornite (Plate 9, B). 


Malachite is common in the upper levels. The malachite follows cracks, 


which cut lenses of chalcopyrite, bornite and chalcocite. Malachite vein-


lets also cut the chalcocite in the Princess Pat vein. 


The order of formation of the copper minerals appears to be: hypo-


gene.--(l) chalcopyrite, (2) bornite, (3) covellite, (L) chalcocite; super-


gone--(5) cuprite and malachite. 


CLASSIFICATION AND GEMESIS OF THE COPPER DEPOSITS 


A mesotherrnal origin for the copper veins may be considered for 


several reasons: (1) smooth walls and slickensides are abundant; (2) the 


ore bodies vary in tiidth; (3) the grains of the ore minerals are of medium 


size; (Li.) comparatively few 'rags are present; (5) microbrecciation occurs 


in thegold veinlets; (6) sericite, a typical mesothermal mineral, is 


abundant on all levels; (7) chalcopyrite and gold occur in a dominantly 


quartz matrix, with carbonate and sericitic gangue minerals. 


Widespread sericitization, and the characteristics of the ore deposit, 


suggest hydrothermal origin. he copper mineralization at the Tendoy Copper 


Queen mine is in or near the propylite dikes, and may be genetically 


related to these dikes. 


Sharp and Cavender (1953, p. 1555) mention the spatial and perhaps 


genetic association of diorite dikes and quartz-copper-thorite veins in 


the Lernhi Pass area. The dikes at the Tendoy Copper Queen mine may have 


once been diorite, but now are so altered that their original rock compo-


sition cannot be determire d. The dikes in the Tendoy Copper Queen mine may 


not be the same age as the diorite dikes in the Agency Creek area. Diorite 


dikes, which were observed by the author at other copper and thorite mines 
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in the Agency Creek area are porphyritic, lighter in color than the pro-. 


pylite dikes and appear unaltered. 


FUTURE OUTLOOK 


The future outlook at the Tendoy Copper Queen mine appears to be



dependent upon the veins and vein segments which re exposed by bulldozed 


trenches during the summer of 195li,. This prospecting operation should be 


continued. Many trenches should be bulldozed along the strike of the 


veins, and diamond-drill holes must test the veins at depth. 


The argillaceous, calcareous quartzite on the west side of the 7-


foot level should be thoroughly sampled and assayed for gold and silver. 


All of the many "grab samples", which were taken throughout the exposed 


part of this formation, contained some gold. 


The mineralized dike on the west side of the mine workings should be 


thoroughly sampled to determine the ore possibilities. If the whole dike 


contains 3 percent to percent copper, as indicated by the relatively few 


samples which were taken by the lessee, this dike may be considered possi-


ble ore. The copper content of this dike can be economically obtained only 


by concentrating it in a mill on the property. 


Mining operations at the Tendoy Copper Queen mine will not be sue-


cessful unless a thorough prospecting caiirnaign is initiated and sufficient. 


ore reserves are found. If sufficient ore is found, the mill should be 


completely rebuilt and good machinery should be installed. 


Leaching the malachite with sulphuric or hydrochloric acid would 


provide the most economic metallurgical treatment, but it is doubtful if 


the copper extrcted by this process would pay for the necessary equipment 


and acid consumption.

SURY AND CONCLUSIONS 


Three major rock groups occur on and near the Tendoy Copper Queen 


property: (1) l3eltian quartzites and argilhites, (2) dikes which in-


trude the Belt series and (3) extrusive rocks. The Beltian quartzites 


and the dikes contain copper suiphides, but the volcanic extrusives con-


tam no copper minerals. 


The structural features of the rocks are complex and involve much 


jointing and faulting. The oldest joints and joint sets strike N. Lj5° W., 


but other joints and joint sets strike N. 7S° W. or N. 100 E. Most of the 


faults are older than the Tertiary lavas and strike northwest. Some 


faults that trend northeast cut and displace the lava flows. 


The copper veins on the Tendcr Copper Queen claims are replacement 


deposits in zones of fault breccia near propylite dikes. The sequence of 


formation of the copper minerals was chalcopyrite, bornite, covelhite, 


chalcocite and cuprite and malachite. The copper veins are classed as


mesothermal. 


Several new veins were discovered during the mapping operation. This 


new ore is rich, but the extent of the veins is not determinable. AU of 


these veins must be diamond drilled to find their vertical extent. 


Mining operations at the Tendoy Copper Queen mine will not be suc-


cessful unless a thorough Drospecting campaign is initiated and sufficient 


ore reserves are found. This prospecting campaign must include both 


bulldozing and diamond drilling. A mill should be built only if bull -


dozing and diamond drilling show sufficient reserves.

Thursday evening, June 2, 1960, an attempt was made to see Harold T. 
Allen, president of the subject company, in Salmon, Idaho. I was 
informed at his hotel that he was out of town. On my return trip 
through Salmon on June 7, I inquired at the hotel and was told he 
had gone to the mine that morning and would be in town in the 
evening. 


I went to the mine, but there was on one there. Since the last 
Inspection which was made by S. W. Zoldok on February 	 1960,' an 
electr motor has been installed in te hoist house, replacing 'the 
Chevrolet automobile that had been used to ruñ'the hoist. Several 
lengths of 6" iron pipe had recently been delivered and were piled 
along the road near the shaft. The diamond drill was gone and 
there was no evidence that any contract work had been done since 
Zoldok's inspection. 


That evening Mr. Allen called at the motel and discussed his past 
problems and future plans. Work was stopped by the excessive cold, 
snow and ice. Then, when the spring thaws started, the mine made 
more water than the pumps could handle. At present the water is 
about 30 feet above the 75 level. The intention is to install the 
6" pipe in the shaft and as soon as the 75 level is dewatered to 
start drifting on the Cookhouse vein. He also plans to hire another 
driller to complete the drilling on the Princess Pat vein. 


Mr. Allen stated that the company did have some financial diff i-
culties earlier in the winter but that they now have sufficient funds 
to proceed. I specifically asked if B. V. Campbell, Contractor, had 
been paid for the drilling he did and Allen assured me that he had.







..,	 S. 
However, it seems that Allen laid out some drilling on another 
property, but Campbell, on the basis of his "doodle-bug" dictates, 
had drilled those holes at other locations and had billed Allen 
for the use of the "doodle-bug" as well as the drilling. As I 
understand it, Allen also paid him for that drilling but so far 
has refused to pay for the "instrument" work. 


Later that evening Campbell telephoned to ask if beryllium fits into 
the program. During our talk I asked him whether or not Allen had 
paid him for drilling the Princess Pat vein and he insisted he 
had not been paid for any of his work for Allen. 


Allen requested a recess to start December 1, 1959, and end on or 
before July 15, 1960. He does not think he will need an extension 
of the contracperiod. 


I recommend that the recess be approved but that the amendment con- / 
tam a mandatory termination date and. a conditional pseudo-certifi- /1 
cation in the event work is not resumed by July 15.

Go]defl Copper Queen Mining Corporation



whose mailing address Is 410 YellOwstone Ave., PocatellO, Idaho 
hereinafter called the "Operator., as follows: 


ARTICLE 1. Authority and scope. --(a) This contract, entered into under the authority of Public 
Law 701, 85th Cong., 2d seas. (72 Stat. 700; 30 U.S.C. § 641 - 646), consists of this form, the 
attached Annex I (land description), Exhibit A. (work and costs), and the maps and documents listed. 
The work is a search for new or unexplored deposits of the commodity designated above. The Operator 
shall begin the work on or before , and,. subject to the provisions of Article 9 


(Date 


and Exhibit A, shall either have completed the work within 1.4 	 months from the date of the contract 
or shall have incurred allowable costs (see Article 6) in a sum not less.than the total cost set forth 
in Exhibit A. 


(b) The total allowable cost of tile work set forth in Exhibit A ts $ 40,270 00. The Govern-
ment will contribute 50 percent of the allowabie costs as they are incurred, in a total sum not in 


excess of $20,135.00 in accordance with the provisions of Articles 3, 4, 5, and 6. ".osts incurredil 
means costs that have been paid or have become due and payable, or that the Government determines nave 
become obligations. 


(c) Interest computation.--Sinrple interest computed annually at the rate ofpe.rcent shall 


accrue from the dates Federal funds are made available until the period specified for payment of 
royalty expires, or until the amount of Federal funds contributed is fully repaid with interest. 


(d) The Operator shall not transfer or assign this contract or any right or obligation there-
under without the written consent of the Government. 


ARTICLE 2. Operator's rights in land.--(a) The Operator represents and undertakes that Annex I 
correctly describes the land which is the subject of this contract and the nature of the Operator's 
right of property and possession therein (whether as owner, lessee, or otherwise), and that such 
right, title, or interest is subject only to the following claims, liens, or encumbrances: 


(b) The Subordination Agreement of the holder of any claim, lien, or encumbrance listed above and 
(if the Operator does not hold the legal title) the lien agreement of any holder of the legal title of 
the land (lessor, seller, optionor, etc.) are attached as follows:







(c) The Operator shall preserve and maintain his right, title, or interest in the land and his 
right to the possession thereof for the purposes of this contract, and shall devote the land and all 
existing improvements, facilities, buildings, installations, and appurtenances to the purposes of this 
contract. The Operator shall neither transfer, convey, nor surrender the land nor any right, title, 
or Interest therein, nor permit nor suffer any claim, lien, or encumbrance thereon, without expressly 
referring to and providing in the instrument of conveyance, lien, or encumbrance for the preservation 
of the Government's right to a royalty on production and liens for the payment thereof. Two true 
copies of such instrument shall be furnished to the Government. If the Government's rights to royalty 
as provided in Article 7 have been terminated, the provisions of this paragraph (c) shall become in-
applicable. 


ARTICLE 3 . Performance of the work.--(a) Operator's responsibility.--The work shall be per-
formed diligently, efficiently, in a workmanlike manner in accordance with good mining standards, and 
in compliance with State laws governing health, safety, and liability insurance covering employment. 
The Operator shall provide suitable and adequate equipment, facilities, materials, supplies, and labor 
to complete the work as specified in Art.cle 1(a). 


(b) Independent contracts.--To the extent that the allowable costs are estimated in Exhibit A 
'with express reference to performance by independent contractors on a unit-price basis (such. as per 
foot of drilling, per foot of drifting, per hour of bulldozer operations), the work may be so per-
formed (see Article 6(a), Category (1)). Any such independent contract shall refer to some specific 
and identifiable part of the work, and shall be subject to all ofthe pertinent terms and conditions 
of this exploration contract; but the Government shall not be considered a party thereto, and its 
rights under this contract, including the right to terminate its contributions, shall not be affected 
thereby. Regardless of the provisions of any such independent contract, the Government will partici-
pate in payments to the Independent contractor only as to work performed in accordance with the 
provisions of this exploration contract, and only to the extent that the Government deems the unit 
prices for the work under the independent contract to be reasonable. 


(c) Government may inspect. --The Operator shall consult with and inform the Government on all 
phases o the work as it progresses. The Government may enter at all reasonable times to inspect 
the work under the contract and production operations during the period that royalty is payable to 
the Government. The Operator shall provide the Government with all reasonable means of access for 
such inspections. 


ARTICLE 14. Contribution by the Government. --(a) The Government will make its contribution on 
the basis of the monthly vouchers referred to in Article 5(b), but all payments by the Government are 
provisional only, subject to audit. Until the account between the Operator and the Government is 
finally audited and settled and the Operator's final report has been received, the Government may 
withhold such sums as are necessary to protect its interests. The Government m.y make payments fbr 
the account of the Operator directly to independent contractors and suppliers rather than to the 
Operator. 


ARTICLE 5 . Reports, accounts, audits.--(a) Operator's records.--The Operator shall keep suitable 
records and accounts öf the work performed and of any production in which the Government may have an 
interest; and shall preserve those with respect to work performed for at least three years after final 
payment by the Government, and those with respect to production for at least three years after any 
obligation to pay royalties to the Government has terminated. The Government may inspect and audit 
said records and accounts at any time, either by itself or by a certified public accountant. The 
Comptroller General of the United States or his representative, until the expiration of said three-
year periods, shall have access to and the right to examine all pertinent books, documents, papers, 
and records of the Operator. If work under this contract is carried on in conjunction with any other 
operations, or if labor, supervision, services, materials, supplies, equipment, facilities, or other 
requirements for carrying on the work are also used in connection with other operations, the costs 
shall be segregated and accounted for on a basis and 'by methods and accounts that are satisfactory 
to and approved by the Government. 


(b) Monthly reports.--The Operator shall provide the Government with five copies of monthly 
reports in three sections as follows: 


(1) Operator's Monthly Voucher claiming costs for work performed; 
(2) Operator's Progress Report showing the number of units of the various types of work 


performed; and 
(3) a narrative report of the work performed during the reporting period, including 


adequate engineering-geological maps or sketches, drill hole logs and locations, and assay 
reports on samples taken concurrently with advance in mineralized ground. 


(Forms for reporting under (i) and (2) above will be provided by the Government.)

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(c) Final report.--tJpon co&pletion of the work or terminationof the Government's obligation to 
contribute to costs, the Operator shall furnish the Government with five copies of a final report (in 
addition to the final monthly report). This final report shall include a geological and engineering 
evaluation of the results of the work performed under the contract with an estimate of the ore reserves 
resulting from such work, complete assay data, adequate geological and engineering maps or sketches, 
and a summary of the work performed and the related costs. 


(d) Report of sales.--The Operator shall provide the Government with suitable accounting and 
documentary evidence covering all production to which the Government's royalty relates, such as copies 
of smelter or concentrator settlement sheets and certified accounts of production and sale or other 
disposition of production. 


(e) Compliance with requirements.--If the Government determines that any of the Operator's re-
ports, records, or accounts are insufficient or incomplete, or if the Operator fails to make them, the 
Government may procure the preparation or completion of the same with suitable attachments as an ex-
pense of the work to which the Operator shall contribute. The Government may withhold approval and 
payient of any voucers relating to ' inèufficient or inbomplete reports, records, or accounts. 


ARTICLE 6. Costs.--(a) Allowable costs.--The allowable costs of the work to which the Government 
will contribute are limited to: 


(i) the necessary, reasonable, and direct actual costs that are estimated in Exhibit A by 
categories as specified in this article; and 


(2) fixed costs for units of work to be performed (per foot, per hour, etc.) agreed upon in 
lIeu of actual costs and set: forth In Exhibit A. 


The Government will not contribute to costs under any categor y or subcategory omitted from the 
estimate of costs in Exhibit A. Any excess overany estimate which Is lnu.Ieatec3. as the maximum of any 
category, subcategory, or item, either as to requirement or related cost; any excess over a fixed unit 
cost; and any excess 'over the total allowable cost of the work are not allowable. The Operator shall 
incur such excesses for his own account without contribution by 'the Government, but the Operator is not 
obligated to incur more than his agreed percentage of the total allowable cost of the work. 


Any category or subcategory or element thereof not designated as a maximum in this article or in 
Exhibit A may be exceéd.ed, provided that the total allowable cost of the work, which is a maximum, is 
not exceede&. 


CATEGORY (l)--IIDPEIDE1,T COTRACTS.--(See Article 3(b)J. The total of this category and the aver-
age unit cost estimated for each type of work to be performed under an independent contract are maximums. 


CATEGORY (2)--PE1SorL SERVICES. 
Subcategory (a)--Stipervision and Technica.l Services--All elements of this subcategory (number 


of supervisors, technicians, outside consultants, periods, of employment, rates of pay, and total) are 
maximums.


Su'bcategory (b)--Labor. 


CATEGORY (3)- - OPERATING MATERIALS AND SUPPLIES. --Includes such items as drill bits and steel, explo-
sives, fuel, pipe, power, timber, rail, and small tools costing less than $50 each. 


CATEGORY (#)--OPERATING EQUIPMENT. 
Subcategory (a?--Rental. --The number of each rented item J mine cars, 1 truc7, the rate of 


rental lOO per. month, $5 per hou7, and the total of this subcategory are maximums. 
Subcategory (b)--Purchases.--The total of this subcategory is a maximum. 
Subcategory (c)--Depreciatlon.--All elements of this subcategory (time periods, rate of depre-


ciation, and subcategory total) are maximums. 


CATEGORY (5)--INITIAL REHABILITATION AND REPAIRS.--Costs of items listed under this category include 
all requirements, such as labor, materials and supplies, and supervision at a rate not higher thaii 
provided for In C.tegory (2), and shall not be duplicated under any other category. The total of this 
category is a maximum. 


Subcategory (a)--Initial' rehabilitation and repairs of existing buildings, fixtures, and in-
stallations (exclusive of mine workings).--The total of this subcategory is a maximum. 


Subcategory (b)--Initial rehabilitation and repairs of operating equipment. --The total of this 
subc'ategory is a maximum. 


CATEGORY (6)--NEw BUILDINGS, FIXTURES, AND INSTALLATIONS (EXCLUSIVE OF NINE WORKINGS). --Costs of 
items listed under this category include all requirements, such as labor, materials and supplies, and 
supervision at a rate not higher than provided for in Category (2), and shall not be duplicated under 
any other category. The total of this category is a maximum.







CATEGORY (7)--NIsCELLANE0us. --Includes requirements and costs that do not fall within any of the 
first six categories, such as repairs other than initial and maintenance of operating equipment, an-
alytical work, prints and other reproductions, accounting, Operator's share of payroll taxes, 
liability insurance covering employment, travel, and communications. 


(b) Nonallowable costs.--The Government will not contribute to the following costs: 
(i) Costs of the land, such as rental, depreciation, depletion, or other costs of acquiring, 


owning, or holding possession; 
(2) Indirect costs, such as general overhead, corporate management, interest, taxes (other 


than payroll and sales taxes), insurance (other than liability insurance covering employment), 
damages to persons, damages to property (other than necessary repairs or replacements of equip-
ment or other property used in the work); 


(3) Previous work performed or costs incurred before the date of this contract; and 
( Ii. ) Deferred payments.--Any costs incurred by the Operator under any rental-purchase agree-


ment, installment-purchase agreement, or any agreement for the purchase of goods under the 
provisions of wi.ch payment of the full purchase price is deferred more than 90 days from the 
delivery of the goods, unless the purchase agreement is approved by the Government in writing. 
(c) Reductions in costs.--The Operator shall account for and give the Government credit for any 


incidental benefits, credits, or money received in the ordinary course of business in prosecuting the 
work (as by salvage or sale of materials or equipment, furnishing of room or board, furnishing of power 
or services to third persons, rebtes or discounts on purchases, etc.), in the same ratio in which the 
Government contributes to costs; and such amounts shall be treated as a reduction in costs incurred so 
that they are available for use within the limit of the original total cost. This provision does not 
apply to receipts from production which are subject to the Government's royalty under the provisions 
of Article 7. 


ARTICLE 7 . Repayment by Operator. --(a) Certification. --If the Government considers that mineral 
or metal production from the land covered by the contract may be possible as a result of the explora-
tion work, it shafl so certify in writing to the Operator at any time not later than six months after 
a sufficient final report and final accounting (see Article 5) have been furnished. 


(b) Royalty on production. --The Operator, whether or not the producer (for example, if the Opera-
tor either transfers or does not retain his interest in the land), shall pay to the Government a 
royalty on all minerals and metals mined or produced from the land as follows: 


(i) irrespective of any certification of possible production--from the date of the contract 
until the lapse of the time within which the Government may issue such certification or until the 
total net amount contributed by the Government is fully repaid with interest, whichever occurs 
first; or 


(2) if the Government issues a certification of possible production--for a period of ten 
years from the date of the contract, or until the total net amount contributed by the Government 
is fully repaid with interest, whichever occurs first. 
(c) Payment of royalty.--(l) The Government's royalty shall be five percent of the Operator's. 
gross proceeds (including any bonuses, premiums, allowances, or other benefits) from the production 
sold, in the form sold (ore, concentrate, metal, or equivalent), at the point of delivery (the 
f.o.b. point); except, that charges of the buyer arising in the regular courseof business and 
shown as deductions on the buyer's settlement sheets (such as treatment processes performed by 
tne buyer, sampling nd assaying to determine the value of the production sold, and freight payable 
by the buyer to a carrier (not the Operator)), shall be allowed as deductions in arriving at the 
"gross proceeds" as that term is used herein. No costs of the Operator are deductible in arriving 
at the "gross proceeds" as that term is here used. 


The term "treatment processes" means those processes (such as milling, concentrating, smelting, 
refining, or equivalent, but excluding fabricating or manufacturing) applied to the crude ore or 
other production after it' is extracted.from the ground to put it into a commercially marketable form. 


(2) The Government's royalty shall be computed and paid currently upon each , lot sold, held, or 
used in integrated operations, as the case may be'. 
(d.) Unsold production.--If any production (ore, concentrate, xnétal,or equivalent), after the lapse 


of six months from the date the ore was extracted from the ground, remains neither sold nor used by the 
Operator in integrated manufacturing or fabricating operations (for instance, , if it is stockpiled), the 
Government, at its option, as long as it so 'remains, may require the computation and payment of its 
royalty on the value of such production in the form (ore, concentrate, metal, or equivalent) it is in 
when the Government elects to requfre computation and payment. If any production is used by the 
Operator in integrated manufacturing or fabricating operations before the Government makes its election, 
the Government's royalty on such production shall be computed on the value thereof in the form in which 
and at the time it is so used. "Value" as here used means what is or would be gross income froi mining 
operations for percentage d.epltion purposes in. Federal income tax determination or the market value, 
whichever is greater.


.	 .
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() Lien for payment.--To secure the payment of royalty (see Article 7(b)), the Operator 
hereby graiits to the Government a lien upon his interest in the land. and upon any vroduction of 
minerals and metals therefrom until the royalty claim is extinguished by lapse oi ctme or is fully 
paid.


(f) Notice to purchasers.--The Operator shall give notice of the Government's claim for royalty 
to any purchaser of the production, and shall authorize and direct such purchaser to pay the royalty 
directly to the Government and to furnish the Government with copies of the settlement sheets. If 
the records of any production and sales or other disposition of production, whether .the production is 
by the Operator or by others, are not made available to the Government, the amount of the royalty may 
be estimated by the Government, and this estimate shall be final and. binding upon the Operator. 


(g) No obligation to prodnce. --Nothing in this contract shall be construed as imposing any ob-
ligation on the Operator or the Operator's successor in interest to engage in any production 
operations. 


(h) Government not obligated. to buy. --Nothing in this contract shall be construed as imposing 
any obligation on the (overnment to purchase any minerals and metals mined or produced from the land. 


ARTICLE 8. Interests in, purchased property. --(a) Title and 'ownership.--All costs under this con-
tract shall be incurred by the Operator ir the Operator's own name and for the Operator's own account; 
but any property acquired to the cost of which the Government contributes shall belong to the Operator 
and the Government jointly in proportion to their respective contributions although title thereto 
shall be taken in the name of the Operator. 


(b) Preservation of property. --Until the final disposal of any property in which the Government 
has ri interest, the Operator shall preserve and protect same for the best interest of the Government, 
and any reesonable and necessary cost thereof will be treated as an allowable cost of the exploration. 
After the completion of the work, termination of the Government's obligation to contribute, or when 
such property is not being used for the work, the Operator shall not use it elsewhere without the 
written consent of the Government and without paring a reasonable rental to be fixed by the Goverj-
ment for its proportionate interest. 


(c) Disposal of property.--Upon the completion of the work, termination of the Government's 
obligation to contribute to costs, or when the property is no longer needed for the work, the Opera-
tor shall promptly dispose of salable or salvageable property in which the Government has a interest 
for the joint account of the Government and the Operator, either by return to the vendor, , sale to 
others,. 'purchase' by the Operator, or sale or transfer to the -Government at a price at least as high 
as could. be obtained from others, unless the Government in writing waives its interest in any such 
property. Without advance approval of the sales price by the Government, the Operator shall not sell 
at any price any item'of property that cost more than $500, and shall not sell at less than 25 percent 
of the purchase price any item of property that cost $500 or less. The Government, in lieu of approv-
ing the sales price for any such item, may itself purchase the item at the best price which the 
Operator is able to obtain or offers. Property remaining upon any termination of the work shall be 
considered in groups or categories (such as drill steel, explosives, pipe, or rail), and if the 
original cost of the remaining unexpended portion of any such group or category is less than $50, the 
Government waives its interest therein.. If necessary to' accomplish the disposal of any item, the 
Operator shall dismantle and sever it from the land, the cost thereof to be treated as a cost of the 
exploration. 


(d) Default of the Operator re disposal. --If within 90 days after the completion of the work, 
termination of the Government's obligation to contribute to costs, or after the property is no 
longer needed for the work, the Operator has failed to sell or otherwise liquidate or dispose of any 
property in which the Government has' an interest, the Government, at any time prior to final settle-
ment under the contract, may: 


(i) in writing extend the time within which the Operator must dispose of or liquidate the 
propertr;


(2) by written notice to the Operator, place upon such property what it determines to be a 
fair.valuation thereof, not in excess of the cost less 1.66 percent per month from the date 
such property was purchased under this contract to the termination of said 90-day period; and 
such property shall thereupon'be considered and accounted for as having been purchased by the 
Operator at the valuation so fixed by the Government; and 


(3) enter and take possession of such property wherever it may be found, and remove and 
dispose of it for the joint account of the parties. 


ARTICLE 9. Termination of the Government's obligations.--(a) If the Government determines 
that operations at any time have failed to achieve anticipated results and further work is not 
justified, the Government may give the Operator written notice thereof, and thereupon: 


(i) the Government shall be free of all obligation to contribute to costs not then incurred 
other than such as may be allowable under the provisions of the contract as necessary and inci-
dental to final accounting and reporting; and 


(2) the Operator shall be free of all obligation to prosecute the work other than such, as 
may be necessary and incidental to final accounting and reporting.







(b) If the Government determines that the Operator is in default under the terms of the contract, 
the Government may give the Operator written notice of such default with a specification of reasonable 
time within which the default must be cured; and if the Operator fails to cure such default as required, 
thereupon:	 - 


(1) the Uovernment shall be relieved of all obligation to contribute to costs not incurred 
when the notice was given, other than such as may be allowable by the provisions of the contract as 
necessary and incidental to final accounting and reporting; and 


(2) the Operator shall be free of all obligation to prosecute the work other than such as may 
be necessary and incidental to final accounting and reporting. 


The Government may also avail itself of any other rthnedy the law may Drovide for breach of contract, 
including the right to rescind the contract and to demand repayment of all moneys contributed by the 
Government under the contract. 


(e)' The givilig of any not±cé by the oyernment lmder the provisions of this'Article 9 shall not 
affect the Government's rights as provided 'for in the contract with respect to royalty and liens to 
secure the payment thereof, and such rights shall be fully preserved. 


(d.) The determinations of the Government are subject to appeal under Article 13. 


ARTICLE 10. Notices to be given by the Government may be delivered to the Operator, or may be 
sent by certified mail addressed to the Operator at his mailing address stated in this contract. If 
mailed,' notices are deemed to have been delivered five days after the date of mailing. 


ARTICLE II. Officials not to benefit. --No member of or delegate to Congress or resident commis-
sioner shall be admitted to any 'share or part of this contract or to any benefit that may arise 
therefrom; but this provision shall not be construed to extend to this contract if made with a corpora-
tion for its general benefit. 


ARTICLE 12. Nondiscrimination,--In connection with the performance of work under this contract, 
the Operator agrees .not tO discriminate against any employee or applicant for employment because of 
race, religion, color, or national origin. The aforesaid provision shall include, but not be limited 
to, the following: employment, upgrading, demotion, or transfer; recruitment or recruitment advertis-
ing; layoff or termination; 'rates of pay or other forms of compensation; and selection for training,-
including apprenticeship. The Operator agrees to post hereafter in conspicuous places, available for 
employees and applicants for employment, notices to be provided by the Government setting forth the 
provisions of the nondiscrimination clause. 


The Operator further agrees to insert the foregoing provision in all subcontracts hereunder, except 
subcontracts for standard commercial supplies or raw materials. 


ARTICLE 13.. Disputes.--Any dispute arising under this contract which is not disposed of by agree-
ment shall be decided by the Director, Office of Minerals Exploration, who shall reduce his decision 
to writing and mail or otherwise furnish a copy thereof to the Operator. The' decision of the Director, 
Office 'of Minerals Exploration,shall be final and co,nclusive unless, within 30 days from the date of 
receipt of such copy, the Operator mails or otherwise, furnishes to the Director, Office of Minerals 
Exploration,a written appeal addressed to the Secretary. The decision of the Secretary or his duly 
authorized representative for the determination of such appeals shall be final and conclusive unless 
determined by a court of competent jurisdiction to have been fraudulent, or capricious, or arbitrary, 
or so grossly erroneous as necessarily to imply bad faith, or not supported by substantial evidence. 


The term "Director, Office' of Minerals Exploration," as used herein includes his duly authorized 
representative. 


ARTICLE 14. Eight-Hour Law of 1912--Overtime compensation. --This contract, to the extent that it 
is of a character specified in the Eight-Hour Law of 1912, as amended (40 U. S. Code 324-326) and is 
not covered by the Walsh-Healey Public Contracts Act (41 U. S. Code 35-45), is subject to the follow-
ing provisions and exceptions of said Eight-Hour Law of 1912, as amended, and to all other provisions 
and exceptions of said Law: 


No laborer or mechanic doing any part of the work contemplated by this contract, in the employ of 
the Operator or any independent contractor contracting for any part of said work contenrplated, 
shall be required or permitted to work more than eight hours in any one calendar day upon such work, 
except upon the condition that compensation is paid to such laborer or mechanic in accordance with 
the provisions of this clause. The wages of every laborer and mechanic employed by the Operator or 
any independent contractor engaged in the performance of this contract shall be computed on a basic 
day rate of eight hours per day; and work' in excess of eight hours per day is permitted only upon 
the condition that every such laborer and mechanic shall be compensated for all hours worked in 
excess of , eight hours per day at not less than one and one-half times the basic rate of pay. For 
each violation of the requirements of this clause a penalty of five dollars shall be imposed for 
each laborer or mechanic 'for every calendar day in which such employee is required or permitted to 
labor more than eight hours upon said work without receiving compensation computed in accordance 
with this clause, and all penalties thus imposed shall be withheld for the use and, benefit àf 
the Government.

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ARTICLE 15. Copeland (Anti-Kickback) Act--Nonrebate of wages.--The regulatIons of the Secretary 
of Labor applicable to contractors and subcontractors (29 CYR, Part 3), made pursuant to the Copeland 
Act, as amended (40 U. S. C. 276c) and to aid in the enforcement of the Anti-Kickback Act (18 U. S. C. 
874) are made a part of this contract by reference. The Operator will comply with these regulations 
and. any amendments or modifications thereof and will be responsible for the submission of affidavits 
required of independent contractors thereunder. The foregoing shall apply except as the Secretary 
of Labor may specifically provide for reasonable limitations, variations, tolerances, and exemptions.

The exRiirtning geologist is of the opinion that geologic 
conditions on the applicant's property are favorable enough to 
justify exploratory work. The objective would. be to search for 
extensions of the ore deposits that existed. in the old copper 
Queen mine near Tendoy, Idaho. 


One of the princip4 veins, the Princess Pat, has been 
little explored. The examiners state that sampling and production 
from the Princess Pat vein indicate that ore shoots are probably 
present that would yield 5 to 15 percent copper ore. At least 
1, 252 tons of concentrates and. high .grade ore are recorded that 
contained an average of 29.7 percent copper, 1.07 ounces of gold 
per ton, and 5.8 ounces of silver per ton. 


The principal vein, the Cookhouse vein, is as much as 
9 or 10 feet wide and more than 1,000 feet long. The two main 
veins represent strong, mineralized geologic structures that 
probably contain undiscovered ore deposits. 	 - 


The examining team believe that the best procedures to 
use in exploring the property are mine rehabilitation, drifting, 
long-hole drilling from mine openings, and diamond drilling,

Quartz veins and. dikes which occupy faults in quartzite 
and argillite beds of the Precambrian Belt series contain copper, 
silver, and. gold, Recorded production, moétly from the Cookhouse 
vein, is in excess of 1,250 tons of ore having an average grade 
of 29.7 percent copper and 1.07 ounces gold and .8 ounces silver 
per ton, The Princess Pat vein, parallel to the Cookhouse vein, 
has been explored very little, but samples and a small production 
record indicate the presence of ore shoots containing 5 to 15 per-
cent copper, Ore shoots on the Cookhouse vein have an average 
width of 3 feet and have been stoped over a length of 700 feet 
and a height of 250 feet, 


Alvord concludes that exploration of the Cookhouse vein 
northeastward from the present face, and of the Princess Pat vein, 
would have a good chance bf discovering a significant copper re-
serve s He recommends that a program, quite different from that 
proposed in the application, be approved, Alvord's program will 
be acceptable to the applicant.

Subject: Final inspection report, Docket No. OME-6050 (Copper), 
Golden Copper Queen Mining Corporation, Lemhi County, 
Idaho, Contract No. 21014. 


The property was visited October 14, 1960. No one was present 
except one miner acting as watchman, He advised me that no contract 
work had been done since my last inspection on August 25, 1960, 
that J. R. Payne Mine Superintendent, had. left the company, and 
that'a11 miners and. surface men had been laid off "about a week 
ago." He also told me that "about 1 or 2 tons" of concentrate /1 
had recently been shipped, he understood, to Anaconda. 


That evening I met Harold T. Allen, president of the company, in 
Dillon, Montana. He said that his directors would not spend any 
money to extend the 75 level drift on the Cookhouse vein, Stage I 
of the contract, until they had driven a crosscut about 280 feet 
northerly to open a new ore zone which "we have proven by drilling 
and opened up in a dozer cut." 


I told Mr. Allen that a recess If not too long might be considered 
and asked him how long he thought it might take to complete the 
crosscut. He estimated about 60 days. I reminded him that in 
about a year's time only one surface drill hole had been completed 
under the contract and asked If he was reasonably certain that 
contract work could be resumed at the end of that time if a recess 
were authorized. He admitted that it would probably be a 
considerably longer time before any contract work would be under-
taken and said it would be better to terminate the contract.

I suggested 
that he advise the buyer to deduct the Government's royalty from 
any shipments and send a check therefor to this office.

The Copper Queen mine was visited August 2, 1960. Neither 
Harold T. Allen nor . J. R. Payne was present. Two minex were 
working on the 2O level and one of them accompanied me on my 
inspection of the . 7S level where the OME work is to be done. 


On my last visit, July 2, 1960, Mr. Payne assured me that 
track and air and water lines were being installed preparatory 
to starting drifting on the 7S level, that the rails would be 
at the face probably by the end of the shift, and that drifting 
wou] be started within a day or so. 


Referring to the accompanying sketch, the track and air lines 
have been installed to a point about 8 feet north of the drift 
on the Cook House vein. The miner who accompanied me was in-
structed to tell Mr. Payne that the track should be turned and 
laid along the Cook House drift. 


The sump indicated on the sketch is about 3 feet in diameter 
and a foot and one half deep. The operator intends to deepen 
it slightly and use the water that accumulates in that area for 
drilling. As yet neither a pump nor water line has been installed. 


The two miners on the 2O level are driving a raise on a high grade 
shoot of copper ore which iill be run through the mill. The mill 
was not running but there are about 20 tons of ore in the bins.

The project was inspected December 9, 1959, in the company 
of Harold T. Aflen, President, and J. B. Payne, Mine Superintendent. 
The last inspection was made by the writer on October 27, 1959. 


On the Princess Pat vein, DDH No. 3, the first hole to be 
drilled, is down 133 feet in quartzite. Core recovery has been very 
poor, totaling only 55 feet or l percent. Mr. Campbell, the d.rifler, 
was present and stated that theck was badly shattered for the first 
part of the hole and that in the future recovery should improve. 


Underground there appears to have been considerable con-
fusion and. misunderstanding. During prior inspections both Zoldok 
and. I were shownwhat we understood to be the face where the contract 
drifting would be started. Neither of us checked the indicated face 
with the contract map as only preliminary work was being done. 'By the 
time of the presently reported inspection this face had been advanced 
27 feet. The advance was so little that I decided to postpone any 
dtailed mapping until my next inspection. The Operator had built a 
dam from which he was pumping water for drilling and which I located by 
pacing from the crosscut leading to the working face; The dam was 50 
feet east of the crosscut in what I had been given to understand was a 
short length of veinless drift. However, it was not until that evening 
when I was plotting the location of the dam on the map that I discovered 
that there was sething very wrong. 


Referring to the accompanying plate 1, I had assumed that the 
face of the contract drift was at A and the dam at B before realizing 
t1ãt this could not be in accord with the contractT The next day,







. 


December 10, 1959, I returned to the mine late in the afternoon and 
took a map underground. to check locations. The face being advanced 
was actually at C and the dam at D. That day' s ±und had. broken 
into the workings at E.	 - 


Mr. Allen accompanied me underground on my second visit 
and was as surprised as I was to find out where he had. been working. 
He realizes that this work is not provided for in the contract and 
that he cannot be reiinbüised for it However, he feels that It will 
now be less costly for him if he continues the C-E drift to connect 
with the drift on the Cookhouse vein nrF. IfEhe project is 
successful, he would do this woik anyhow and will also drive a drift 
between G and. H. However, when he gets to F, he shoulbe given OME 
assistance to lay air and water lines and. track om F to the face, a 
distance of about 200 feet (scaled from plate 1 of Alvord's report 
dated June 25, l958) No ventube has yet been installed. 


In view of the foregoing, it is recommended that Amendment 
No. 1 be rescinded and. a new amendment be prepared to allow under 
Item B:


1. 200 ft. of track at $1.85/ft.	 $370.00

The Operator submits the original and four copies 
of each of the three sections of this report to the OME 
regional Executive Officer at the end of each month 
during the life of the contract.

After all applicable spaces are filled in, the 
Operator or his agent must sign the certification in the 
lower left corner. Categories (2) through (7) apply to
