This is with reference to the miners! specimen you submitted to us
for identificetion. It has been examined by Mr. Lothe who
reports as follows:

Your sample is mainly quartz. The green stain on it is malachite (copper car-
bonate) and the reddish brown color is due to limonite (iron oxide). There are
traces of sulfides present; mainly chalcopyrite (copper and iron sulfide) with
possibly s little bornite (also copper and iron sulfide) and pyrite (iron sulfide).

An assay would be required to determine the amount of oopper in the sample, but
qualitative examination indicated that it is not large and probably too small to
be of any economic value. No other ore minerals were observed in the sample.
