Termination Agreement

It is agreed this _ 23rdday of October, 1970, between
the United States of America, acting through the Department of the
Interior, U. S. Geological Survey, hereinafter called the "Government,"
and J. Howard Sims, hereinafter called the "Operator,' parties to that
certain Exploration Contract No. 2277 (OME-6651), dated April 8, 1969,
as amended, herelnafter called the "Contract" that:

1. Effective July 10, 1970, the Contract and all
obligations of the parties thereunder, except as other-
wise herein expressly provided, shall be and are hereby
terminated.

2.. The Government shall contribute only to the allowable
costs incurred prior to July 10, 1970, and acceptable assaylng
costs incurred subsequently.

3. The Operator shall promptly perform all winding-up

and settlement actions provided for in the Contract, including

furnishing to the Government three copies of a final report

(in addition to the final monthly report) which shall include

a geological and engineering evaluation of the results of the

work performed under the Contract with an estimate of the ore

reserves resulting from such work, compdéte assay data, adequate
‘ geologlcal and engineering maps or sketches, and a summary

of the work performed and related costs thereof.

- 4. All rights of the Government provided for in the
Contract with respect to a certificate of possible production,
percentage royalty and liens to secure payment thereof, reports
(including preservation of Operator's records), accounts, audits,
and the'right to recover any overpayments are hereby preserved.

(b) The description of the work and the fixed cost for each unit of work to be performed (per
foot of drilling, per foot of drifting, per hour of operations, etc.) are hereby agreed upon as speci-

fied in Exhibit A. The estimated total cost of the work is $85, 700. 00 The Government will con-

tribute ¥X percent of the total fixed unit costs of the work performed, not in excess of $42 850, 00

in accordance with the provisions of Articles 4 and 5.

(¢) Interest computation.--Simple interest at the rate of 8 X pefcent shall accrue from
the dates Federal funds are made available until the period spec1f1ed for payment of royalty expires,
or until the amount of Federal funds contributed is fully repaid with interest.

(d) The Operator shall not transfer or assign this contract or any right or obligation there-
under without the written consent of the Government.

This final report shall include a geological and engineering evaluation of the
results of the work performed under the contract with an estimate of the oré reserves resulting from such work,
complete assay data, adequate geological and engineering maps or sketches, and a summary of the work performed
and the unit costs thereof.

(d)ﬁjRégort of-sales.--The Operator shall provide the Government with suitable accounting and documentary
evidence covering all production to which the Government's royalty relates, such as two copies of smelter or con-
centrator settlement sheets and certified accounts of production and sale or other disposition of production.

(e)  Compliance with requirements.--If the Government determines that any of the Operator's reports,
records, or accounts are insufficient or incomplete, or if the Operator fails to make them, the Government
may procure the preparat%g& orgpbmpigtion of same with suitable attachments as an expense of the work to which
the Operator shall contribut.™ The'Gévernment may withhold approval end payment of any vouchers relating to
insufficient or incomplete reports, records, or accounts.

ARTICLE 6. Repayment by Operator.--(a) Certification.--If the Govérnment considers that mineral or
metal production from the land covered by the éontract may be possible as a result of the exploration work, it
shall so certify in writing to the Operator at any time not later than six months after a sufficient final
report and final accounting (see Article 5)_have been furnished.

(b) Royalty on production.--The Operator, whether or not the producer (for example, if the Opera-
tor either transfers or does mot retain his interest in the land), shall pay to the Government a roy-

except, that charges of the buyer arising in the regular course of business and shown as deductions
on the buyer's settlement sheets (such as treatment processes performed by the buyer, sampling and

assaying to determine the value of the produétion sold, and freight payable by the buyer to a

carrier (not the Operator or producer)), shall be allowed as deductions in arriving at the "gross

proceeds" as that term is used herein. No costs of the Operator or producer are deductible in
arriving at the "gross proceeds" as that term is here used.

The term "treatment processes" means those processes (such as milling, concentrating, smelting, )
refining, or equivalent, but excluding fabricating or manufacturing) applied to the crude ore or
other production after it is extracted from the ground to put it into a commercially marketable
form.

(2) The Government's royalty shall be computed and paid currently upon each lot sold, held,
or used in integrated operations, as the case may be.

(d) Unsold production.--If any production (ore, concentrate, metal, or equivalent), after the
lapse of six months. from the date the ore was extracted from the ground, remains neither sold nor used
in integrated manufacturing or febricating operations (for instance if it is stockpiled), the Govern-
ment, at its option, as long as it so remains, may require the computation and payment of ‘its royalty
on the value of such production in the form (ore, concentrate, metal, or equivalent) it is in when the
Government elects to require computation and. payment. If any production is used in integrated manufact-
uring or fabricating operations before the Government makes its election, the Government's royalty on
such production shall be computed on the value thereof in the form in which and at the time it is so
used. "Value" as here used means what is or would be gross income from mining operations for percentage
depletion purposes in Federal income tax determination, or the market value, whichever is greater.

(e) Lien for payment.--To secure the payment of royalty (see Article 6(b)), the Operator hereby
grants to the Government a lien upon his interest in the land and upon any production of minerals and
metals therefrom until the royalty claim is extinguished by lapse of time or is fully paid.

(f) Notice to purchasers.--The Operator or producer shall give notice of the Government's claim for
royalty to any purchaser of the production, and shall authorize and direct such purchaser to pay the
royalty directly to the Government and to furnish the Government with copies of the settlement sheets.
If the records of any production and sales or other disposition of production, whether the production is
by the Operator or by others, are not made available to the Government, the amount of the royalty may be
estimated by the Government, and this estimate shall be final and binding upon the Operator or producer.

(g) No obligation to produce.--Nothing in this contract shall be construed as imposing any obliga-
tion on the Operator or the Operator's successor in interest to engage in any production operations.

(h) Government not obligated to. buy.--Nothing in this contract shall be construed as imposing any
obligation on the Government to purchase any minerals and metals mined or produced from the land.

ARTICLE 7. Termination of the Government's Obligations.--(a) TIf the Government determines that
operations at any time have failed to achieve anticipated results and further work is not justified, the
Government may give the Operator written notice thereof, and thereupon:

(1) the Government shall be free of all obligation to pay on account of units of work not then

(1) the Government shall be relieved of all obligation to pay on account of units of work not
performed when the notice was given, and

ARTICLE 9. Officials not to benefit.--No member of or delegate to Congress or resident commis-
sioner shall be admitted to any share or part of this contract or to any benefit that may arise
therefrom; but this provision shall not be construed to extend to this contract if made with a corpora-
tion for its general benefit.

ARTICLE 10. Nondiscrimination in Employment.--The provisions respecting nondiscrimination in em-
ployment which are required by section 301 of Executive Order 10925, dated March 6, 1961, as smended
and supplemented, are attached hereto as Exhibit B and are hereby incorporated in and made a part of
this contract.

ARTICLE 11. Disputes.--Any dispute arising under this contract which is not disposed of by agree-
ment shall be decided by the Director, U. S. Geological Survey, who shall reduce his decision to
writing and mail or otherwise furnish a copy thereof to the Operator. The decision of the Director,
U. S. Geological Survey, shall be final .and conclusive unless, within 30 days from the date of receipt
of such copy, the Operator mails or otherwise furnishes to the Director, U. S. Geological Survey, a
written appeal addressed to the Secretary of the Interior. The decision of the Secretary or his
duly authorized representative for the determination of such appeals shall be final and conclusive
unless determined by a court of competent jurisdiction to have been fraudulent, or capricious or
arbitrary, or so grossly erroneous as necessarily to imply bad faith, or not supported by substantial
evidence.

The term "Director, U. S. Geological Survey," as used herein includes his duly authorized
representative.

ARTICLE 12. Work Hours Act of 1962 - Overtime Compensation.--This contract, to the extent that
it is of a character specified in the Work Hours Act of 1962 (Public Law 87-581, 76 Stat.

The purpose of this project is to explore by crosscutting,
drifting, and long hole drilling for copper-bearing ore bodies that
occur in and along the Taft and Pope-Shenon vein structures at a
horizon 250 feet below the deepest workings of the Pope-Shenon
mine.

General Provisions

A bulldozer no smaller than a Caterpillar D-6, or equiv-
alent unit of any other make shall be used for road repair, and
portal and compressor site preparation.

All drifts and crosscuts shall be not less than 5 by 7 feet
in cross-section, and shall be timbered as necessary. Mine rail
shall be not less than 20-pound size, air line not less than 2-inch '
diameter, water line not less than l-inch diameter, and venti-
lation line not less than 8-inch diameter.

All significantly mineralized areas traversed by the
exploratory workings shall be chip or channel sampled normal
to their trends at linear intervals of not more than 5 feet. In
addition, a representative bulk sample may be taken of each
round broken. Significantly mineralized cuttings from the long-
holes shall be sampled, and no individual sample shall represent
more than 2 linear feet of hole. Each sample from whatever
source shall be split as necessary, and one split shall be assayed
for copper. The remainder of each sample shall be stored in a
suitable container for Government inspection and possible use.
With prior Government approval, the Operator may dispose of
the stored samples. :

True copies of assay certificates of all samples shall be
submitted with the Operator's monthly report which shall also

I visited the Pope-Shenon mine on Wednesday afternoon, Sept. 13, 1972.

No one was at the mine but there was some newly mined ore in the ore

bin near the OME portal. A Mr. Light, who had recently constructed

his home on the slope about a mile north of the mine told me that

Mr. Thomes Green, Salmon, Idaho, had been mining from both the OME adit
level and from a new level above the 400 level. Attached is a smelter
settlement sheet for ore shipped on Aug. 17, 1972, by Mr. Green from the
Pope-Shenon mine--receipts were not enough to fully pay shipping charges,
hence no royalty is due to OME from this shipment.

Some mining from the Pope-Shenon mine has been done this past summer by
Mineral Ventures, Ltd., and OME has received royalties from sales of
ore by this company. Presumably this company is involved with Mines
Exploration, Inc., who negotiated a lease for the property with Salmon
Copper Mines, Inc. on Nov. 17, 19T71.

Total royalties received to date for OME account from the Pope-Shenon
mine equals $1,121.49. I know of no unpaid royalties due to the

Government. The Government's lien on future production from the mine
extends until April 8, 1979.

INTRODUCTION o

This report summarizes an OME project to explore for extension of quartz
chalcopyrite veins cutting Precambrian quartzite at the Pope-Shenon mine,
about 7 miles southeast of Salmon, Idaho. The contract, dated Apr. 8, 1969,
for a total estimated cost of $85,700.00 of which the Government would
contribute 50 percent or $h2,850%00, was amended once. Work, started in

May 1969, and ended in July 1970, consisted of road repair, portal pre-
parstion, compressor and Ehange house construction, drifting and crosscutting
1,658 feet, timbering 52 feet, and assaying 16 samples. The contract was
terminated, effective July 10, 1970, by an agreement dated Oct. 23, 1970.
Total accepted cost of the work was $70,610.00, of which the Government con-
tributed $35,294.00; the Operator forfeited $200.00 by failing to submit

a final report. Indicated reserves from the work totals 65,000 tons averaging
0.57 ounces silver per ton and 2.37 percent copper. The Government notified
the Operator on Mar. 17, 1971, that metal or mineral production may be pos-
sible as a result of the exploration work. Therefore, royalties shall be
paid to the Govermment as provided in the contract on all production from

the contract property from Apr. 8, 1969 to Apr. 8, 1979, or until the full
amount contributed by the Govermment is fully repaid with interest at the
rate of 8% percent per annum, whichever occurs first.

Production between May 8, 1970 and June 11, 1971, was 1,098.7 dry tons from
which the Government has received royalties of $694.82; 881.972 tons of this
production came from ore exposed by the OME work.

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The Operator was owner of the New Pope Shenon claim and was in possession
of the remaining claims under the terms of a Lease and Option to Purchase,
dated May 1, 1966, from Fred J. Brough, C. Walker Lyon, and Grace M. Lyon,
the owners. The Lease was assigned by the Operator to Salmon Copper Mines,
Inc. on July 10, 1970. Mr. J. Howard Sims was killed in an airplane that
crashed Jan. 10, 1971. ’

The Pope-Shenon is an old mine, having been operated intermittently since

the early 1900's. Prior to 1953, about 60,000 tons of ore had been mined,
and copper produced totalled approximately 2,500,000 pounds (Application,

Docket DMEA 3112).

Six adits had explored the main vein over a vertical distance of 70O feet
(figure 1). The 100 level is only 120 feet long, whereas the 600 level in-
cludes about 3,000 feet of drifts and crosscuts.

Open stopes are continuous for LOO feet from the 600 level to just below the
300 level and some stopes are above the 300 level.

An 0ld mill near the 600 level portal is no longer useable. There are no
other production facilities at the mine, other than ore bins at the portal
of the 400 level and the OME (700) level.

The property is easily accessible from the town of Salmon, Idaho. Drive
four miles south from Salmon on U. S. highway 93, turn east and follow the
unsurfaced road past the giarport and north and east toward the Salmon Hot
Springs. The mine access road branches south from the hot springs road
about two miles from the airport. Total road distance from Salmon to the
mine is nearly 10 miles. Altitude at the OME adit is about 5,490 feet; that
at the 100 level is 6,392 (figure 1).

GEOLOGY

Geologic details of the mine are in Docket DMEA 3112 and in OME 6190. Bedrock
is fine-grained greenish gray, chloritic quartzite that is strongly jointed.
Beds strike N. to NE. and dip SE. at moderate angle. A few thin, much altered,
light yellowish-gray igneous dikes cut the beds. At least two veins, the

Taft and the Popé-Shenon, trend easterly to east-northeasterly and dip steeply
north. Other narrow stringers of chalcopyrite in veinlets and joint fillings
are crudely parallel to the main veins.

The Pope-Shenon vein has been mined in all of the seven levels of the mine and
appears to be persistent along dip; it pinches and swells along strike. The
Taft vein was cut by a dimmond drill hole on the 500 level and has been opened
in drifts on the 600 level and on the OME level; it too appears to be per-
sistent along dip but lensy along strike.





A fault, nearly parallel to the Taft vein, is exposed in the drift on the
OME level. This post-mineral fault has offset the vein for several tens

of feet along strike; displacement is left-lateral. Another fault, exposed
on the 600 level, cuts the Pope-Shenon vein, and here the displacement

is right-lateral (see Docket DMEA 3112, final report).

The veins are composed of quartz, chalcopyrite, and minor galena. No oxidized
copper minerals are on the OME level, but some are known in the upper adits.

Galena, where seen, is generally along the footwall of the vein, and apparently

is argentiferous, for assays indicate a consistent ratio of 3 ouncggg silver
to one percent lead. The veins do not fill obvious fractures and in many
exposures appear to be replacement of the quartzite. The average vein width

is about three feet, although wider and narrower zones can be found.

Copper content is not consistent along strike. Some samples assay as much
as 5.9 percent copper but the average is less. Shipping records probably
give the best indication of the average content of the vein; 881 tons from
the OME level averaged 0.57 ounces silver per ton, 2.37 percent copper, and
76.1 percent Si0,. Ore sold from the 400 level in 1970 and 1970 totalled
216 tons and averaged 0.36 ounces silver per ton, 2.65 percent copper, and
81.1 percent SiO,. From these shipping records, there is a suggestion that
perhaps the tot copper content is decreasing with depth; however, the

ore from the upper level might have been more carefully mined, with less
dilution from barren wallrock, than the ore from the OME level.

The source or the controls of the ore are unknown. Perhaps there is a
shallow intrusive in the area. Perhaps too, more Vveins can be found by
exploring south from the Pope-Shenon vein; the Taft vein was found somewhat
accidentally on the 600 level in a crosscut that had been driven to a pro-
posed diamond drill station.

PURPOSE OF PROJECT

The project purpose was to explore by crosscutting, drifting, and long-hole
drilling for copper-bearing ore bodies that occur in and along the Taft

and Pope-Shenon vein structures at a horizon 250 feet below the deepest
workings of the Pope-Shenon mine.

CONTRACT

The contract, No. 2277, dated April 8, 1969, required that work start on
or before April 15, 1969, and be completed within 24 months from the contract
date.

Initial work was to repair the access road, complete about 500 feet of new
road, prepare portal site, and construct a compressor shelter. The portal
site was to be about 250 feet below the 600 level adit portal. Cross-

cut approximately S. 20° E. for 800 feet to the Taft vein and 940 feet to
the Pope-Shenon vein. Drift east on the Pope-Shenon vein to the Pope fault,

then crosscut to recover faulted segments of the Pope-Shenon vein. With






prior Government approval, drifts were to follow the most favorable veins
exposed in the crosscuts. Total length of drifts and crosscuts should not
exceed 2,000 feet. Percussion long-holes were to be drilled into walls

of the drifts or crosscuts to further test the extent of the mineralization.
Long-holes were to be spaced at intervals of not less than 20 feet and
aggregate footage of holes was not to exceed 250 feet.

The contract was amended on June 9, 1970, to permit drifting to the west
on the Pope-Shenon vein, without requiring that the Pope fault be inter-
sected first in drifting to the east along the vein.

PROJECT WORK

The project started in April 1969 with the road repair and extension and the
construction of a 14' x 23' compressor shed. The adit was started near

the base of a talus pile and the first heading was about S. 60° W. in an
effort to crosscut through the talus. The first 52 feet of the adit required
timber. The bearing of the adit was gradually changed to a more southerly
course. Progress was on a two shift per day basis, which was reduced to one





shift per day after two miners were injured in mid-November 1969 when
they drilled into a misfire. The Taft vein was intersected about 925 feet
from the portal in December 1969 and the Pope-Shenon vein was intersected
about 1,074 feet from the portal on March 1, 1970.

Drifting east and west on the Taft vein was concurrent with extension of
the main crosscut. A work authorization, dated Jan. 29, 1970, permitted
200 feet of drifting on the Taft vein, and another authorization, dated
Feb. 25, 1970, permitted 100 feet more of drift on the Taft vein.

The Pope~Shenon vein split up into narrow, uneconomic stringers in the east
drift. The contract was amended to permit drifting west on the Pope-Shenon |
vein rather than drifting to the east to intersect the Pope fault. The |
Operator drifted west on the Pope-Shenon vein for 128 on his own account

because the amendment did not allow Government participation. The west

drift was extended another 155 feet with Government participation, and

from this work 6 truckloads of ore were shipped to the Anaconda Smelter in

May 1970. Drifting to the west along the Pope-Shenon vein continued until

the first of July, after which underground activity ceased.

Mr. Sims assigned his lease on the property to Salmon Copper Mines, Inc.,
P. 0. Box 1433, Salmon, Idaho 83467, on July 10, 1970. The new Operators
did not want to continue with the OME project, hence the contract was

terminated, effective July 10, 1970, by an agreement dated Oct. 23, 1970.

The Government retains no equity in any of the equipment or materials
used.

REPORTS

The Operator did not submit a final report. The Government prepared a
Report of Review in December 1970.

PROJECT RESULTS

The adit crosscut successfully intersected the Taft and the Pope-Shenon vein
in their projected positions. In addition, a few narrow, but richly mineralized,
stringers were found near the two main veins.

The Taft vein, 50 inches thick where hit in the crosscut, was followed to the
east and west for a total distance of about 280 feet. A fault, marked by

as much as 16 inches of sheared rock, cuts the vein at a low angle and off-
sets it left-laterally. Good ore is exposed in both the east and the west
drift faces. The vein is quartz and chalcopyrite with minor galena. Galena
in narrow stringers was exposed along the vein footwall in the crosscut, but
was not seen in the drifts. The vein was not systematically sampled for
assay; however 21 samples were assayed. Copper values range from 0.5 to 6.6
percent across widths of from 1 to 5 feet. Some of the samples were of
faulted rock between the offset portions of the vein (figure 1) and hence
cannot represent the true character of the vein. Seven samples in the west
drift have a weighted average of 0.7 ounces silver per ton and 3.60 percent
copper across an average width of 2.34 feet. Thirteen samples in the east
drift have a weighted average of 1.0 ounce silver per ton and 3.19 percent
copper across an average width of 3.3 feet.

The Pope-Shenon vein, 38 inches thick where exposed in the crossuct, was
followed 283 feet to the west but pinched to a narrow stringer about LO feet
east of the main crosscut. Insufficient samples were taken to give a true
average value for this vein. Six truckloads of ore taken from the west
drift averaged 0.9 ounces silver per ton and 2.29 percent copper. The full
thickness of this vein is not known in the western part of the drift as only
the hangingwall part of the vein is exposed.

Ore Reserves

The Taft and Pope-Shenon veins on the OME level appear to be the downward
projections of the two veins exposed on the 600 level. For ore reserve
calculations, therefore, it can safely be assumed that the veins are con-
tinuous through the interval between the two levels and the veins should
persist to depth below the OME level. The metal content of the ore is
assumed to be similar to the average of that shipped between May and
December 1970 (figure 1). Following are the dimensions of the ore reserves
indicated from the OME work. '

Future Production

The Salmon Copper Mines, Inc. mined from the Pope-Shenon and Taft veins

and sold the crude ore to the Anaconda Smelter, Anaconda, Montana. Shipping
charges were $7.00 per ton. Treatment charges averaged $3.L4 per ton, and
the net price per ton, before shipping, averaged $18.02. During this period
the silver price ranged from $1.43 to $1.57 per ounce, averaging $1.51, and
the copper price ranged from $0.532 to $0.597 per pound, averaging $0.580.
The prices for silver and copper were much hggher than they had been for the
past ten years. An article in the Northern Miner, dated July 23, 1970,
quoted the president of Salmon Copper Mines, Inc. as saying the operating
costs were under $25.00 per ton. It is obvious that if the operating costs
were close to $25.00 per ton and the net smelter return after paying $7.00
per ton for shipping is $11.02, the ore could not be mined profitably.

If some type of uPgrading plant can be erected at the mine without too
great an expenditure, the mine might be able to operate profitably. An
aid to profitably mining the relatively low grade rock would be to find
additional veins so that there would be many working faces and a greater
daily production.

Certification

The Government notified the Operator on March 17, 1971, that it certified
that mineral or metal production may be possible as a result of the explor-
ation work. Royalties shall be paid to the Govermment as provided in the
contract on all production from the land described in the contract from
April 8, 1969, to April 8, 1979, or until the total amount contributed by
the Government under the contract ($35,294.00) is fully repaid with interest
at the rate of 8% percent per annum, whichever occurs first.

PRODUCTION

Ore has been produced from both the OME level and the 400 level since the
start of the OME contract. All ore, with the possible exception of two
truckloads stockpiled at the 400 level adit, have been sold. The stockpiled
ore could not be sold because of striking copper workers. Shipping records
are as follows:

CONCLUSIONS

The OME project was successful in finding the down dip extensions of the

Taft vein and the Pope-Shenon vein. The veins appear to be nearly as

richly mineralized as they are on upper levels. Present prices for copper

and silver are too low for the veins to be considered sources of crude
shipping ore. Perhaps additional veins can be found by additional exploration;
such veins can be expected to have the same average width, copper content,

and persistence as the Taft and Pope-Shenon veins. Government participation
and further exploration of the veins at the Pope-Shenon mine is warranted.

I went underground at the Pope-Shenon mine on Thursday morning,
June 10, 1971, to learn if there had been any recent activity.
I last v1s1ted the mine on November 6, 1970.

There had been little, if any, activity on the OME adit level
sinee last November. Our records show that some ore was
shipped by Salmon Copper Mines, Inc. on December 4, 1970. Other
shipments of ore from the Pope-Shenon mine by Thomas L. Green
in December 1970 and February 1971, came from the 400 level,
several hundred feet above the OME level. No ore was in the
stockpile area near the OME adit portal. Much of the waste
rock had been spread along the mine access road.:

I telephoned Mr. Jack Sullivan (Salt Lake City, Utah, 801-266-4404)
on Monday, June 21, 1971y to learn what the Salmon Copper Mines,
Inc. planned for the Pope-Shenon Mine. Mr. Garrick of Minerals
Services, Inc., and former consultant for J. Howard Sims, has
compiled maps of all the mine workings and is currently preparing
an exploration and development program.

There seems to be many more veins on the property than had hither-
to been suspected. The DMEA work on the 600 level found the

Taft vein quite accidently in crosscutting to prepare a diamond
drill station. Mr. Green, in crosscutting for ventilation on the
400 level discovered a new vein. There is some question now that
the vein designated the Pope vein in the OME crosscut has been
correlated correctly.






Plans now include extending the OME crosscut at least 100 feet
to search for a faulted segment of the Pope vein. Drifts are
to be extended to the east and west along both the Taft and
Pope vein. A portion of net smelter returns will be used for

underground drilling to explore the known veins below the OME
adit.

Mr. Sullivan said that the Anaconda Smelter will not accept mill
concentrates from the mine as they need the silica in the ore
for flux; hence there are no plans to erect a flotation mill.
However, Mr. Sullivan said that some thought has been given to
putting in a sink-float plant in an effort to upgrade the ore
from the 2 or 3 percent copper to about 10 percent copper. He
will keep us informed of developments at the mine.

The government's lien on future production from the mine extends
to April 8, 1979.

I visited the Pope-Shenon mine late in the afternoon of Frid;
November 6, 1970. The mine was deserted but smokiness under
ground attested to recent mining activity. Raises and ore
chutes had been installed on the Taft vein east of the main
crosscut on the OME level; short raises and ore chutes had
been installed on the Pope vein west of the main crosscut.
Recently blasted rock indicated a raise had been started on
. the Taft vein west of the main crosscut. The highest raise
on the Taft vein was approximately 4O feet sbove the level;
ladders were not installed to its upper part but the vein
could be examined to about 30 feet above the level.

later I visited Mr. Sims at his home to learn of recent de-
velopments at the mine. The new owners, Salmon Copper Mines,
had hired two contract miners from Salt Lake City to develop
the Pope-Shenon mine. I understood that the miners were dis-
couraged at the low copper content of the ore that had been
shipped; smelter settlement sheets show that it ranges between
1.60 and 2.56 percent copper and 0.18 and 1.09 ounces silver
per ton. The shipping costs of $7.00 per ton are a large per-
centage of the dollar value of the ore.

Mr. Sims had not returned the Termination Agreements that I
had mailed to him on October 27, 1970. For some reason he
thought it necessary to submit the final report before sign-
ing the Agreements. After I had explained to him that the
final report could be submitted later, he signed the Agree-
ments and I brought them back to Spokene with me and for-
warded them to your office on November 9, 1970.





Mr. Sims has been having difficulty getting his consultant to
prepare the proper reports, particularly the report that ac-
companied the last voucher. However, he is hopeful that the
final report can be prepared within the next month.

We have approved the attached Termination Agreement for the
subject contract.-

We note that the assignment dated July 10, 1970 by Mr. and Mrs.
Sims to Salmon Copper Mines, Inc. (Salmon Copper) of Mr. Sims' interest
in the project area does not refer to or provide for the preservation of
the Government's right to a royalty on production and lien for the pay-
ment thereof as required by the subject contract. However, it is also
noted that the Consent to Assignment between Mr. and Mrs. C. Walker Lyons,
the lessors, and Salmon Copper, dated December 10, 1968 does contain a
reference to the subject contract; that by letter dated July 11, 1970
J. W. Sullivan, Secretary-Treasurer of Salmon Copper, authorized the
Anaconda Company, to whom Salmon Copper is selling the ore from the pro-
ject area, to pay a 5% royalty to the Government; and we understand that
at least two royalty payments have already been received by the Govern-
ment on ore shipped by Salmon Copper to Anaconda. In view of these facts
it is our opinion that Salmon~Copper has actual notice of the Govern-
ment's right to royalty and a lien for the payment thereof, and that the
Government's interests are sufficiently protected so as to obviate the
necessity of seeking to have the assignment amended to include a reference
to the Government's right to royalty.

Enclosed are three copies of the Operator's voucher for June 1970
and one copy of Assignment of Lease and Option to Purchase, executed
by J. Howard Sims and Salmon Copper Mines, Inc.

The Operator, in his narrative report accompanying the voucher, states |
that he has transferred his lease and the remaining part of the OME |
contract should be cancelled. The Salmon Copper Mines, Inc.,are now
shipping ore from the property.

I telephoned Mr. Jack Sullivan, Salmon Copper Mines, Inc., 5217 Major
St., Murray, Utah, 84107 (telephone: 801-262-4676) and learned that
he and Mr. Sims had instructed the Anaconda smelter to deduct the
Government's royalty on ore shipped from the Pope-Shenon mine. It
is my understanding that ore shipments started September 25, and that
about 6 truckloads had been shipped as of Octcober 1, 1970. To date,
no royalties for OME have arrived here.
|

The Assignment of Lease and Option to Purchase does not include a
clause wherein the Government's right to royalty is protected. Mr,
-Sullivan said that an earlier consent to assignment by the property
owners @4’ contain such a provision. Mr. Sullivan is going to mail
me two copies of the earlier agreement.

On the accompanying voucher, Mr. Sims has claimed 1742 feet of drifts

and crosscuts. However, on my inspection of July 26, 1970, I measured

1806 total drifts and crosscuts, of which 1658 were allowable under |
the contract. Hence, I believe that the Government should participate

in the costs of only 1658 feet of drifts and crosscuts, and have so

indicated on the vouchers. I've disallowed the costs for 9 assays






because the bill is dated August 12, 1970, more than a month later
than the date of the Assignment and Option.

I recommend that the contract be terminated as of July 10, 1970, the
date of the assignment of the lease, and that the enclosed voucher be
considered the final voucher on the project. Withhold $200.00 from
this voucher pending receipt of the Operator's final engineering re-
port.

The work done has been successful in finding the downward extension

of the Taft vein and the Pope vein. Ore averaging between two and
three percent copper is present over minable widths; richer ore is
confined to narrow portions of the vein. I recommend that the Govern-
ment issue a Certification of Possible Production.

I visited the Pope-Shenon mine on Saturday, August 29, 1970,
and found that there had been no activity there since my last
visit on July 26, 1970.

Mr. J. Howard Sims was out of town on a visit to Nevada; however,
his son, Sandy, was in Salmon, Idaho, and told me of the current
status of the mine. Apparently the mine has been sold to Salmon
River Mines, Inc., but the formal agreement had not been signed.
It was hoped by Mr. Sims that the new company would be taking
possession on Monday, August 31, 1970.

The voucher for the work done in June has not been submitted
because the new work had not been mapped by Sims' consultant,
who was expected at an early date.

The Salmon River Mines, Inc., apparently are not interested in

completing the work outlined in the OME contract. Hence, I told
Sandy Sims to request a termination of the contract when he mails
to the Government the required two copies of the sales agreement.

The OME work has been successful in finding downward projections

of the Taft and the Pope veins, and a Certification of Possible
Production should be issued after the contract is terminated.

I made an interim inspection of the Pope-Shenon mine on Sunday, July
26, 1970. I mapped the east and west drifts on the Pope vein and the
west drift on the Taft vein. 'Mine cars and a mucking machine were in
the east drift on the Taft wein, preventing my making an accurate brun-
ton and tape survey there. I had originally intended to use the drift
outline from the maps submitted with the Operator's monthly vouchers
but found that my brunton bearings did not adequately match those
shown on the Operator's map. After mapping the drifts I measured the
length of the main crosscut from the Taft vein to the portal. Figure
1 (Partial Map of OME level, Pope-Shenon Mine ) shows the outlines of

the workings as I determined them. The Operator has been reporting
- 1113 feet of main crosscut; however, I was able to measure only

1108 feet. My measurements of the OME workings are as follows:

. ' Allowed

Main crosscut 1108 feet 1108

Taft drift west 177 177

Taft drift east 116 " 116

Pope drift west A 283 " 155

Pope drift east 122 " 102
Total 1806 " 1658 feet.

The contract allows 2,000 feet of drifting and crosscutting; hence,
there remains 342 feet of drifting and crosscutting that can be done
as part of the project.






Mr. Sims visited me at the mine and disclosed that the mine had been
inactive since July 1, 1970. Mr. Sims had been negotiating to sell
the mine; presumably the purchaser is to be Salmon River Mines, Inc.,
a wholly owned subsidiary of Deseret Peak mines of Vancouver, British '

Columbis. The transaction was to take place soon after August 1, 1970.

Mr. Sims was told that the Government should be furnished with two
copies of the transaction and that the new owners were to be notified
of the Government's interest in the property.

Mr. Sims said that he wanted to complete the contract if the sale was
not finalized. His finances weren't sufficient to carry on with the
work immediately and he might request a recess of a few months. The
contract allows 24 months for completion of the work and I'm sure
that the wark could be completed within that time even though a re-
cess of 6 months were granted.

I called Mineral Services, Inc., Salt Lake City, Utah (telephone no.
801-266-9079) on Tuesday, August 4, to learn from E. M. Garrick, con-
sultant for Mr. Sims, if the mine had been sold. Mr. Garrick told

me that probably the sale would take place on August 15, 1970. 1 also
discussed with Mr. Garrick my problem in making my tape and brunton
survey of the workings match the one had had made; I had wondered if
his map were from a transit survey. Mr. Garrick said that he would
make a transit survey and compile a new map with all the data for
transmittal to us. : '

Sufficient work on the Taft vein has now been done to get a clearer
picture of its relationship to the faulting. In the east drift the
vein has veered to the right away from a strong fault; in the west
drift, the vein reappears along the north side of the fault zone.
The fault, a zone of crushed rock about 2 feet thick, appears to have
cut and offset the vein and trends nearly due east whereas the vein
trends about N. 80° W. Slickensides on the fault surfaces suggest a
rake of 55°-60° to the west. The drift to the east should be turned
more southeasterly and the drift to the west should be turned more
northwesterly. Assay data indicate that the vein contains 2-5 percent
copper; however, the full width of the vein cannot be sampled in the
east drift as only the hangingwall (north) part of it is exposed.

The west drift on the Pope Vein appears to be gradually pulling away
from the main part of the vein; only the north margin of the vein is
exposed in the drift (fig. 1). The Operator has failed to system-
atically sample this vein but the few OME samples show assay values
of 0.83-4.75 percent copper. Here again the full width of the vein
cannot be sampled as part of it is obscured in the drift wall. The
shipments of 150 tons of crude ore made by the Operator in May 1970
presumably were from rock removed from the west drift on the Pope
Vein, and these contained 1.75-2.56 percent copper--this might re-
flect the aversge copper content of the vein. It is my understand-
ing, however; that the shipped ore was material that had been sorted

on the dump.





- There is no doubt but that the work completed to date has been suc-

cessful in proving the downward extension of both the Taft Vein and
the Pope Vein. Other thin veins exposed in the crosscut might also
be potential sources of ore. -

If Mr. Sims sells the mine, I recommend that there be issued a Certi-
fication of Possible Production, even though the contract is not com-

pleted.

I made an interim inspection of the OME workings in the Pope-Shenon
mine on Tuesday morning, June 16, 1970. Mr. J. Howard Sims accom-
panied me underground. On the previous night I visited with Mr.
Sims at his home at which time I delivered Amendment No. 1 to him
for signing. ' ’

Mr. Sims told me that it had been necessary to recess operations

at the mine for a couple of weeks in early June, but that work had
resumed by June 15. He recessed the work for he was concerned that
‘his funds would be insufficient to meet a complete payroll for the
month. The miners work under contract and are guaranteed a minimum
of $500.00 per month by Mr. Sims. I mentioned to Mr. Sims that his
two previous monthly vouchers had been incorrectly totaled but I had
approved them for payment; I did caution him to correctly total the
columns on subsequent vouchers.

Mr. Sims showed me the settlement sheets for two shipments of crude
ore from the Pope-Shenon mine. One shipment contained less than

2 percent copper and the other less than 3 percent copper. He was
advised to submit a check for royalty on the ore sold and to inform
the smelter to make direct submittal of royalty to our office.

Underground, I examined the faces of the east and west drift on the
Pope vein and the west face on the Taft vein. The Pope vein is 35
inches thick in the west face and is estimated to contain 3 to L
percent copper in the form of chalcopyrite. The east drift on the
Pope vein has veered from following the vein and appears to me to
be paralleling the south side of the vein. There are several narrow
stringers of quartz and chalcopyrite in the north wall of the drift.
Progress had stopped in the east drift, but I advised Mr. Sims that,
when work there was resumed, the heading should be turned to more
closely follow the vein.






The vein in the west drift on the Taft vein looks very encouraging.
The last 15 feet of drift has exposed rich-appearing ore for nearly

_ the full drift width. A bleached (?) light gray dike cuts the vein

at a low angle and appears to be post ore. Chalcopyrite is abundant.
A sooty black mineral was seen in a few pieces on the muck pile--the
material rubbed off on my fingers similar to molybdenite--perhaps it
is sooty chalcocite. A sample I cut across the face assayed 0.45
ounces silver per ton and 5.90 percent copper.

The Operator submitted a voucher around the first of July for work
that had been done in May. With this voucher was a single map show-
ing results of sampling the Taft vein. The voucher was returned for
correction of addition and the maps for extra copies. However, I did
copy the assay data and these are shown on the accompanying figure 1
(Partial map OME workings, Pope-Shenon mine).

A royalty check was submitted with the monthly voucher. This was re-
turned to the Operator for correction as it was made out to Office of
Minerals Exploration rather than U. S. Geological Survey, and the
total remittance was in error.

I visited the Pope-Shenon mine on Thursday morning, May 1k, 1970, in the
company of Mr. J. Howaerd Sims and his son. The drifts and crosscuts ex-
ploring the Pope vein were examined. Figure 1 shows the extent of the
new workings and their location relative to higher levels of the mine.

The drift to the west from the OME crosscut has followed the Pope vein
for 128 feet. In the face the vein was about 2 feet thick and composed

of quartz and chalcopyrite--no galena was seen. Dirt obscures the vein
along much of the drift, but the Operator's map shows that the vein is
continuous. Two truckloads of ore had been shipped to the Anaconda
smelter and a third shipment is planned. A telephone conversation with
Mr. Sims on May 18 revealed that after two more rounds advance to the west
the vein widened to the full width of the drift and ten mine-car loads

of ore had been recovered.

The crosscut to the southeast went through the vein and into barren wall
rock for 20 feet beyond the vein. The Operator claims that the vein was
not recognized in the crosscut. A drift to the east followed a thin al-
tered dike for about 3 rounds. At that time, the Operator's geologist
arrived at the mine and redirected the east drift to follow the narrow
vein that had been crossed. When I inspected the drift, a narrow,
sparsely mineralized, quartz-filled joint was near the central part of
the drift face; the miners thought this was the vein to be followed.

A brief inspection disclosed that the true vein was exposed along the
north wall of the drift sbout 5 feet back from the face. This vein

can be traced westward in the back and walls of the drift and undoubt-
edly is the eastern extension of the vein being followed in the west





drift. The Operator was advised to redirect the bearing of the east
drift to follow the vein. The later telephone conversation revealed
that two more rounds along the vein had failed to expose more than a
few narrow stringers of chalcopyrite and quartz.

As of May 14, 1970, the total footage completed in the OME adit was
as follows:

* 20 feet of crosscut to the southeast disallowed.

The work authorization dated February 25, 1970, permits a total of
300 feet of drift along the Taft vein; there remains 69 feet of drift
on this vein under the contract if the Operator desires to do so.

The Operator has asked that drifting to the west on the Pope vein be

allowed as part of the contract. The vein is strong and ore-bearing

and appears to be along the down-plunge projection of an ore shoot mined

on the 600 and 500 level. Drifting to the east has revealed that the

vein is narrow, somewhat indefinite, and definitely sub-ore grade.

The last sentence in the second paragraph under Description of the Work
specifically states that the Pope vein be drifted on to the east until

the Pope Fault is intersected, after which a crosscut should be made to |
the offset portion of the vein. |

I recommend that the wording be amended to permit drifting to the west’
and to the east on the Pope vein and, if the Pope Fault is intersected,
a crosscut mey be driven to explore offset portions of the vein. This
will permit the‘Operator to more fully explore the western part of the
vein under terms of the contract.

The Operator was advised to drill one or two longholes into the face of
the main crosscut to search for the fault and for possible offset seg-
ments of the Pope vein. He was also advised to drill longholes to the
south from the west Pope vein drift to explore for extensions of the
rich vein exposed near the sill of the main crosscut. Figure 1 shows
that the face of the east drift is now near to the downward projection
of the Pope Fault; also the face of the main OME crosscut is near to.
the projected position of the fault. If the longhole drilling is suc-
cessful in finding offset portions of the Pope vein, a short extension
of the main crosscut to the south would be of greater advantage than |
extending the east drift to follow narrow, low-grade stringers.

Pending receipt of a decision regarding an amendment, the Operator plans
to discontinue the drift to the east on the Pope vein and to continue
drifting to the west on both the Taft and Pope veins.

I made an interim inspection of the OME work at the Pope-Shenon mine on
Thursday, March 12, 1970. Prior to going to the mine from Salmon, Idaho,
I visited Mr. Sims at his home in Salmon and discussed the current status
of the project work. His son, "Sandy," accompanied me underground at the
mine. For the following discussion, reference should be made to the maps
that accompanied the Operator's monthly vouchers for January and February
1970 and to geologic maps accompanying the application of Western Mineral
Corporation (OME 6190) and the final field team report on Centrida Mlnes,
Inc. (DMEA 3112).

Four miners were working at the mine; two were working underground and

the other two were preparing an ore bin near the dump. Only one shift

per day was working underground, but after a larger fan is installed for |
increased ventilation, two shifts per day will be reinstated.

The OME crosscut had been extended to 29 feet south of the Pope Shenon
vein or to a total length of 1105 feet. The east and west drifts on the
Taft vein had not been extended since the first of March (see Operator's
monthly report for February 1970).

The Taft vein in the east drift consists of several stringers of quartz

and chalcopyrite in siliceous quartzite. There is 10-15 inches of bleached
(sericitized?) quartzite along the footwall of the vein. The hangingwall
is limonite-stained and brecciated and contains fragments of bleached and
sericitized quartzite. At the face the vein is at least 5 feet thick, and

the footwall is not exposed. The lower (footwall) part of the vein is the

most heavily mineralized. Bright red clay is common on many of the fracture
surfaces; according to Mr. Sims, this red clay indicates richer ore. Al-

though some. galena was seen in the vein where it was crossed by the OME |
crosscut, no galena was seen in the east drift. _





The Taft vein in the west drift is not as continuous as in the east drift
and consists of lenses of chalcopyrite-rich material either along the
footwall of a fault or as lenses in dark gray quartzite separated from
the fault by 1-6 feet of barren quartzite. The fault, a brecciated zone
at least 16 inches thick, is marked by slickensides that rake 50° W.

‘(Mr. Sims believes that the ore shoots in the upper levels of the mine
have a similar rake)..

The Pope Shenon vein in the OME crosscut is similar to the Taft vein in
having galena in its .lower or footwall portion. The vein consists of
about L feet of quartz stringers in quartzite, underlain by a 3-foot
zone of sulfides. The mapped strike and dip is shown on the Operatbr's
monthly report map. ’

Three samples were taken for assay. Sample 851 B is a channel cut across
the Pope Shenon vein on the west wall of the crosscut. Sample 852 B is
selected galena-rich material from near the footwall of the Pope Shenon
vein on the west wall of the crosscut. Sample 853 B is a channel cut
across the brecciated and limonite-stained fault zone on the hangingwall
of the Taft vein in the west drift face. Assay results are as follows:

These assay data indicate that the silver-lead ratio in the Pope Shenon
vein is 3 ounces of silver to 1 percent lead, and that the faulli._on the
hangingwall of the Taft vein is only sparsely mineralized.

Examination of maps with the application for OME 6190 indicates that the
faulted segment of the Pope vein might be cut if the OME crosscut is ex-
tended a few more feet. The contract specifies, however, that the vein
should be explored by drifting to the east until the Pope fault is inter-
sected, and then a crosscut would explore the offset part of the vein.

Thée Operator was advised to discontinue the OME crosscut and to start
drifting on the Pope Shenon vein. He might drift both to the east and
to the west simultaneously, for the vein does look good in both walls of
the drift. He has been advised in writing, however, ‘that no drifting to
the west on the vein can be authorized until the Pope fault is crossed in
the east drift.

There is good reason to believe that the exploration project is successful
and will result in a Certification of Possible Production. The two veins
that were targets of the exploration have been intersected and appear to
be of ore grade. (The Operator believes that he can ship 4 percent cop-

per ore at a profit.)

When we hit the Taft vein we had Quite a wide zone with real high
grade stringers in it. In the more concentrated area, or what
appeared to be the vein there was from 20 to 30 inches of heavy
calcopyrite with a considerable amount of white metal which looked
like lead, but as of this date has not been identified. I have a
sample out, but for some reason I have not had a report. I will
forward this report as soon as I get it. :

Inasmich as there has never been any exploration on this vein and
the chance that it could be a whole new mine, I would like to ask
for an amendment to my present contract that would permit 100 feet
of drifting both east and west on the Taft vein and cut the drifting
on the Pope Shenon vein to 700 feet instead of the proposed 900 feet.

I visited the Pope-Shenon mine on Thursday, Janusry 8, 1970, Mr. E. M,
Garrick of Minerals Services, Salt Lake City, a consultant hired by
Mr. Sims, accompanied me on the inspection. We examined the new work-
ings and then returned to Salmon, Idaho, where we discussed the project
with Mr. Sims at his residence. There was no mining activity at the
mine because the compressor was broken.

The crosscut was extended 132 feet during December, 1969; total length
is 938 feet. Two veins are exposed; one, 2 inches thick, is 906 feet
from the portal and the other, 50 inches thick, is 921-925 feet from
the portal. Vein material is glassy quartz, chlorite, chalcopyrite,
possibly bornite, and, near the footwall of the thicker vein, galena
in short stringers less than 1/4 inch thick. Limonite streaks are
along the vein boundaries. Wallrock is more sericitic near the veins
than elsewhere in the crosscut.

The veins are downward projections of the Taft vein, and the thicker
vein contains promising quantities of copper minerals. No assay data
are available but I estimate that much of the vein contains about 10
percent chalcopyrite. Galena has never been reported from other parts
of the mine; perhaps the Taft vein will be richer in silver than the

. Pope-Shenon mine.

Mr., Sims wants to drift on the Taft vein concurrent with crosscutting
to the Pope-Shenon vein. The vein is certainly promising enough to be
further explored. Mr, Sims was advised to request this work in a
letter and then a work authorization could be prepared.

Ventilation is becoming a problem. A larger compressor is to be
installed. After the Pope-Shenon vein is reached, a raise will be
driven (on ore, and at the Operator's sole expense) to the 600 level.

I visited the Pope-Shenon mine on Wednesday morning, August 27,
1969. On the previous evening, I had talked to Mr. J. Howard Sims
on the telephone and had arranged to meet him at the min€. However,
other duties apparently prevented Mr. Sims from going to the mine
during my visit.

The face of the crosscut was 360 feet from the portal. There are
now two shifts working and advance per month should be more than
200 feet. No new timbering has been necessary. The wall rock is
uniformly gray-green medium-grained quartzite; bedding is not very
conspicuous, but where evident it strikes N. 35°-45° E., and dips
50°-55° N. The crosscut has not intersected any zones containing
ore sulfides; a few tiny grains of pyrite or pyrrhotite are in some
of the broken rock on the dump.

I visited the Pope-Shenon mine on Thursday evening, July 24, 1969.
No one was at the mine as the day shift had left a few minutes
before I arrived. I made a Brunton and tape traverse from the
portal of the new workings (700 level) to the portal of the 600
level. After doing this, I measured the underground workings.

I spent about 2-1/2 hours at the property.

According to the traverse, the portal of the new work is 765 feet
on a bearing of N. 30° E. from the portal of the 600 level; the
new portal is 200 feet lower than the 600 level (in my previous
interim inspection report, I stated that hand-levelling had indi=
cated an elevation difference of 222.6 feet). The total length
of the underground work on the 700 level is 214 feet. The face
of the adit is 680 feet on a bearing of N. L4° E. from the portal
of the 600 level. The bearing of the adit has been turned to

S. 8% E. If the adit is continued on this bearing, it should
cross the downdip extension of the Taft vein in another 650 feet.

The only timbering that has been necessary has been the first 52
feet of the adit. The rest of the adit is of adequate dimensions
and appears to stand well. The walls are very dirty and exposures
are poor. Bedding or foliation of the rock about 100 feet from
the portal is N. 352 E., 50° N. Much of the rock is a greenish-
gray siliceous slate.

I tried unsuccessfully to call Mr. Sims to discuss the progress
on the contract. I did leave him a note instructing him to

submit maps with his next monthly voucher and also to state whether
or not he had posted the literature concerning antidiscrimination.
It is vital soon to have an accurately surveyed map of the new

adit to determine its exact position in relation to the old workings.

I visited the Pope-Shenon mine with Mr. E. C. Peterson on Friday,
June 20, 1969. Mts. Sims accompanied us from Salmon, Ideho, to the
mine, Mr. Sims was absent on other business at the time and could
not be at the mine during the inspection,

The road to the new portal had been bulldozed and all other prepara-
tions for the underground work had been satisfactorily completed, A
compressor shed, 14' x 23', had been erected and was- partially
covered with galvanized sheeting.,

The new adit had been started in a talus pile on a steep slope. Bull-
dozing had failed to remove the talus to bedrock and consequently

the first 52 feet of the adit was timbered because it had been
necesgsary to spile through the talus., The face of the adit was 83
feet from the portal; no timbering had been necessary after bedrock
was reached. The bearing of the adit is S. 60° W., but the miners
plan to turn it to a more southerly bearing. The map with the con-
tract indicates that it should be driven on a bearing of about

S. 20° B,

- I handeveled from the new portal to the portal of the 600 level and
found the vertical distance between the two to be 222.6 feet. The
contract specifies that the portal site should be about 250 feet
below the 600 level. It is possible that I might have:umade an error
of 5-10 feet in the leveling as I had to cross a steep talus pile
over much of the interval between the two adits. I do believe the
new portal site is considerably less than 250 feet below the 600
level but is within the limits suggested in the contract.

I talked to Mr. Sims on the telephone on Friday evening and under-
stood that he was to visit Mr. Peterson and me at our motel room;
however, he never arrived there. Mr, Sims said that he thought the
nev adit was about 238 feet below the 600 level. I did not learn if
he had carefully surveyed the relative position between the two
portals; this will be very necessary if the new adit is to be driven
on the correct bearing to reach its objective.

Mr. Sims was advised to post in a conspicuous place the poster con-
cerning "Nondiscrimination in Employment." This had not been posted
at the time of the inspection.

ARTICLE I. Authority and scope.-'-(a) This contract, entered into under the authority of Public
Law 701, 85th Cong., 24 sess. ([2 Stat. T00; 30 U.S.C. § i1 - 646), consists of this form, the
attached Annex I (land description), Exhibit A (work and costs), and the maps and documents listed.
The work is a search for new or unexplored deposits of the commodity designated above. The Operator

shall begin the work on or before ., and, subject to the provisions of Article 7
(Date)

and Exhibit A, shall complete the work within 24 months from the date of the contract. - .

(b) The description of the work and the fixed cost for each unit of work to be performed (per
foot of drilling, per foot of drifting, per hour of operations, etc.) are hereby sgreed upon as speci-

fied in gxa.hiﬁit A. The estimated total cost of the work is $855,700.00. The Government will con-,

" tribute BB percent of the total fixed unit costs of the work performed not in’ excess of $42 850000
*in’ accordance with the provisions of Articles 4 and 5. .

(c) Interest computation.--Simple interest at the rate of percent shall accrue from
the dates Federal funds are made available until the period specified for payment of royalty exp1res,
or until the amount of Federal funds contributed is fully repaid with interest.

(d) The Operator shall not transfer or assign this contract or any rlght or obligation there-
under without the written consent of the Government. -

ARTICLE 2. Operator's rights in land.--(a)The Operator represents and undertakes that Annex I
correctly describes the land which is the subject of this contract and the nature of the Operator's
right of property and possession therein (whether as owner, lessee, or otherwise), and that such rlght
title, or interest is subject only to the following claims, liens, or encumbrances:

(b) The Subordination Agreement of the holder of any claim, lien, or encumbrance listed above and
(1if the Operator does not hold the legal title) the Lien Agreement of any holder of the legal title of-
the la.nd (1essor, seller, optionor, etc.) are attached as follows:

(c) The Operator shall preserve and maintain his right, title, or interest in.the land and his right to
the possession thereof for the purposes of this contract, and shall devote the land and all existing improve-
ments, facilities, buildings, installations, and appurtenances to the purposes of this contract. The Opera-
tor shall neither transfer, convey, nor surrender the. land nor any right, title; or interest therein, nor
permit nor suffer any claim, lien, or encumbrance thereon, without expressly referring to and providing in
the instrument of conveyance, lien, or encumbrance for the preservation of the Government's right to a
royalty on production and liens for the payment thereof. Two true copies of such instrument shall be fur-
nished to the Government. -If the Government's rights to royaslty as provided in Article 6 have been terminated,
the provisions of this paragraph (c) shall become inapplicable.

ARTICLE 3. Performance of the work.--(a) Operator's responsibility.--The work shall be performed dili-
gently, efficiently, in & workmanlike manner in accordance with good mining standards, and in compliaence with
State laws governing health, safety, and liasbility insurance covering employment. The Operator shall provide
suitable and adequate equipment, facilities, materials, supplies, and labor to complete the work as speci-
fied in Article 1(a). .

(b) Government may inspect.--The Operator shall consult with and inform the Government on all phases of
the work as it progresses. The Government may enter at all reasonable times to inspect the work under the
contract and production operations during the period that royalty is payeble to the Govermnment. The Operator
shall provide the Government with all reasonable means. of access for such inspections.

ARTICLE 4. Contribution by the Government,--The Government will make its contribution on the basis of
the monthly vouchers referred to in Article 5(b), but all payments by the Government are provisional only,
subject to audit. Until the account between the Operator and the Govermment is finally audited and settled
and the Operator's final report has been received, the Government may withhold such sums as are necessary
to protect its interests. To the extent that amounts in excess of fixed unit costs or in excess of the
estimated total cost may be necessary for the performance of the work, the Operator shall incur and pay
such amounts for his own account without contribution by the Government. The Govermment will not contribute
to the cost of any work performed prior to the date of this contract. The Government may make payments for
the account of the Operator directly to independent contractors and suppliers rather than to the Operator.

ARTICLE 5. Reports, accounts, audits.--{(a) Operator's records.--The Operator shall keep suitable
records and accounts of the units of work performed and of any production in which the Government may have
an interest; and shall preserve those with respect to work performed for at least three years after final
payment by the.Government, and those with respect to production for at least three years. after any obllgation
to pay royelties to the Government has termimated. The Government may inspect and audit said records and
accounts at any time, either by itself or by a certified public.accountant. The Comptroller General of the
United States or his representative, until the expiration of said three-year periods, shall have access to
and the right to examine all pertinent books, documents, papers, and records of the Operator.

The Owner's Consent to Lien states in Section 2:

"To secure the payment to the Government of the percentage
royalty on production provided for under the terms of said
exploration project contract, or any amendment thereof which
does not increase the maximum amount of the Government's claim
here stated or alter the provisions for repayment, there is
hereby granted to the Government a lien upon the land herein
described and upon any production of minerals therefrom, until
the royalty claim is fully paid in the amount the Government's
contribution, not in excess of $150,000.00, or ten years have
elapsed from the date of the contract."

The owners, through the lien on their claims, were sureties for payment
of royalties due from any operators as long as the production took place
within the ten year period.

At the expiration of the ten year period the Government lost its right
to royalty claims on production from the property. However, the amount
due here is no longer a royalty claim but a liquidated debt. The debtor
is apparently one Rulon Young who mined the property after Centrida had
abandoned.

The Government could have sued Mr. Young for the amount due, but the
statute of limitations on contract claims has long since run. The other
alternative would have been to enforce the Government's lien on the
property. However, this right expired with the ten year period (Sec. 2,
Owner's Consent to Lien, Above). This lien was the only right the
Government had against the owners for payment of the royalties. Conse-
quently the $293.07 is now uncollectible through legal action.

With respect to the question of the propriety of entering into a new
contract on this property, the Government is under no obligation to
grant a contract. .You could advise both the applicant, Mr. Sims, and
the owners that no contract will be approved until the outstanding
debt is paid. They both have much to gain and only $293.07 to lose
by settling this matter. You could encourage them to work out a
settlement which will be acceptable to us.

This is in reply to your memorandum of October 13, 1967, requesting my

comments regarding the propriety of issuing the above-mentioned contract
- due to the fact that -$293.07 is still due the Government on the original

exploration contract involving this property (Docket DMEA-3112).

The original contract with Centrida Mines, Inc., signed December 28,
1953, provided that royalties would be paid on any production from the
property for ten years from the date of the contract or until the
amount of the Government contribution had been paid in full. The
balance due ($293.07) accrued before the expiration of the ten year
period.

When the original contract was signed Centrida became primarily liable

for the royalties. The owners became secondarily liable under the Owner's
Consent to Lien Agreement. Article 7 of the contract gives the Operator
the right to sell, assign or give away its rights in the property, with

There was no activity at the mine 6n the day of my visit. A small
bulldozer had been so placed on the road so as to block automobiles
from reaching the mine. Some ore, perhaps 25 tons, is stockpiled
near the OME crosscut portal.

I later visited Mrs. Howard Sims in Salmon, Idaho in an attempt to
learn how recently there had been work at the mine. She was not able
to give me any useful information. Royalties received from production
at the Pope-Shenon mine since the date of the OME contract are
$2,198.08.
