McMurtrey Claims 
Bonneville County, Idaho. 


Enclosed is an application for Q€ assistance to explore for silver 
and gold in secs. 3 and 4, T. 2 N., R. 41 E., Bonneville County, 
Idaho. 


The applicant states that he owns 12 claims by right of location and 
that they are on land that was home steaded under the Homestead 
Grazing Aôt. The homestead was granted for surface and water rights. 
only. 


Conferring with the Spokane office of BLM, I was given their Circular 
No. 2149, which says on pages 10 and 11, under Subject 3432 in effect 
that before mineral entry or claim, can be made on a patented homestead 
from which minerals have been reserved to the Government one or 
another of the following conditions must be met: 


1. Mineral deposits on the homesteaded land "shall be subject to 
disposal by the United States in accordance with the provisions 
of the coal and: mineral land laws in force at the time of such 
disposal." 


2. Mineral locator shall compensate the homesteader "for all damages 
to crops, etc." 


3. Before mining, the claim owner must secure the written consent 
or waiver from the "homesteader, or must pay the homesteader 
for damages . . . under agreement." Or, in lieu of either of 
these, he must post a bond on Fonu 4.684. .There is more, but 
these items indicate that an interpretation as to the validity 
of the mineral locations could be a complicated procedure; the 
applicant gives no evidence that he has BLM authorization to 
make mineral entry, nor has he presented any document to indi-
cate that he has the written consent of the homesteaders.
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I	 •	 . 
The only work done to date has been limited to test pits for assess-
nient work. Apparently several samples from widely spaced locations 
were combined to make one composite sample which was assayed showing 
0.02 ounce gold and 11.80 ounces silver per ton; specific san pie 
locations are not shown on the map. 


No data are given to justify the applicant's expectation of finding 
a bedded deposit that will be a "large high grade long term mine." 
From the entire Bonneville County from 1915 through 1959 the total 
production of metals has amounted to $58,177 in gold, $66 in silver, 
and $318 in copper. These figures are given by C. N. Savage in Idaho 
Bureau of Mines and Geology County Report No. 5 (1961): Geology and 
Mineral Resources of Bonneville County ( p. 52 and 53). Most, If not 
all, of this production came from the Carbon City area, some 30 miles 
to the southeast of the applicant's claims. 


The indicated lengths, widths, and depths of the proposed trenching 
and stripping operations are excessive. Before they could be con-
sidered, the applicant should be advised of the restoration of 
scarred land requirements. 


The applicants concept of how he will furnish his share of the costs 
suggests that he does not understand that 01€ funds are made avail- ! 
able on a reimbursement basis. However, if he has sufficient funds 
to carry on alone for the first two months it might work out.

4. Accessibility of Prorey: 
(a) Approximately 50% of this property is accessible by automobile by theuse 


of an unimproved dirt road which connects with a graded improved county road 
approximately 5 miles South West of property. A graded improved county road 
crosses the corner of 1 claim 5/4 of a mile to the North of Area #1, indicated 
on inclosed map.

Estimated time involved' 1 season or approximatelyj, 
months working time, preferably May to November 1, months suitable to weather, with 
out extreme frost and snow conditions. Area #2, the proposed exploration would be 
much the same as Area #1 with the exceptions that some drilling and blasting would 
be necessary to obtain samples; and that the excavation would be slightly larger, 
approximately 900 feet long and 500 feet wide; and a suitable depth to obtain 
samples.
