INTRODUCTION = —
Pine Forest Mines, Inc., has applied for OME assistante ta_axpl for

silver ore on the Le Grande claims by drilling a series of vertical
and inclined percussion drill holes to search for extensions of
narrow but richly mineralized veins in quartz monzonite. The total
cost of the proposed work is $18,L402.00. I examined the property on
Thursday, August 28, 1969. Mr. Bill Uhrig, Hailey, Idaho, met me

in Hailey and we went to the property in his pickup. About 2 hours
were spent on the examination.

RECOMMENDAT ION

It is recommended that the application be denied. Some small lenses
of very rich silver-lead ore have been found in narrow veins in quartz
monzonite; the largest lens of ore is reported by the applicant to have
contained only 9 tons. Assay data and 61d shipping records indicate
the ore contains U6-204 ounces silver per ton and 10-68 percent lead.
The nearby Democrat mine is the only other mine in the near vicinity
that was developed on ore deposits in gquartz monzonite; the larger
mines in the Hailey, Idaho area are in sedimentary rocks adjacent to

a contact with diorite or monzonite. The work proposed by the appli-
cant will explore to a depth of only about 150 feet below the surface.
0l1ld adits and recent bulldozing indicate that near the surface the ore
is narrow, lenticular, and erratic in distribution and there seems
little possibility of a discovery of significant quantities of ore as
a result of the shallow exploration.

LOCATION AND ACCESSIBILITY

The claims are mainly in the NW-1/L4, sec. 2, T. 13 N., R. 17 E. B.M.,
Blaine County, Idaho (fig. 1), and are along the crest and east-
facing slopes of a northeast-trending range of hills. Altitudes
range from about 6,300 to a maximum of 7,000 feet. Slopes are
generally steep but are not timber covered. A thin soil mantles
much of the bedrock except along the ridge tops.

To reach the property, we drove west from Hailey, Idaho, along the
north side of Croy Creek for about 2 miles and planned to take the
road that follows northwest along Democrat Creek. We found that there
was a locked gate across this road, and hence we had to drive fgrther
to the west and take a trail across a man's yard and through his
pasture to eventually get on the Democrat Creek road. Near the center
of sec. 11, T. 2 N., R. 17 E., we left the Democrat Creek road and
followed a dirt road north and upslope to the Le Grande claims.

The road was in fair condition on the day of the examination; however,
in June there had been heavy rains which had washed the road and made
it impassable for several days. In dry weather a sedan can probably
traverse the dirt road. The total distance from Hailey, Idaho, to

the mine is about 5 miles.

GEOLOGY

Geologic maps that include the area of the Le Grande claims have been
published by Lindgren (1900, pl. 32) and Umpleby and others (1930,

pl. 9). Lindgren's map shows the claims to be underlain by post-
Carboniferous granite except for a small area in the northeastern part
which is underlain by Miocene lavas. Umpleby's map shows the bedrock
to be mainly quartz monzonite of probably Cretaceous age, except for

a small area of latite and hornblende andesite of Tertiary age near the
northeast end of the property. The Tertiary lavas conceal an intrusive
contact between the quartz monzonite and the Wood River Formation of |
Pennsylvanian age; the total thickness of the lavas in the vicinity of
the applicant's property is. not known.

There are three different rock types cropping out on the applicant's
property; two are volcanic and one is intrusive. The rock covering
the eastern part of the claims is pinkish-gray andesite with fairly
well aligned hornblende crystals and widely distributed greenish-
gray feldspar phenocrysts set in a fine-grained matrix. The hornblende
crystals are 2-5 mm long, 1-2 mm in cross section and make up 5-10
percent of the rock. The feldspar phenocrysts are 2-4 mm in cross
section and are less numerous than the hornblende. Some augite might
be present. The other volcanic rock, which might be a dike, is
mineralogically similar to the flow rock but is granitoid in texture
with no well-defined orientation of the minerals. Some biotite and
quartz are present. Neither of the two types of volcanic rock appear
to be altered.





The third type rock, and the host for the veins, is medium-grained
quartz monzonite, and has been well exposed in bulldozed trenches.

The rock is composed of cream white kaolinized(?) feldspars, glassy
quartz crystals, and greenish-gray mica that might be altered in part
to chlorite. Brown stain is conspicuous on many of the joint surfaces.
The argillization or kaolinization might be the result only of near
surface weathering, but it does extend to the bottom of the deepest
bulldozer cut whose wall is at least 30 feet high. Perhaps, the alter-
ation is related instead to a stage of mineralization during which the
veins were formed.

There are no veins exposed_in any of the bulldozed areas, but there is
bluish-grd?zégﬁéﬁ‘éiéﬁé—gf}ew fractures. This bluish-gray gougey mate-
rial does not appear to be pulverized rock like one finds along faults
but appears to be more like intensely altered monzonite. Some of the
blue gouge emits a strong garlic odor when struck with a pick. The
exposures of the gouge-filled joints(?) are in the walls of the bull-
dozed area (fig. 1); here there are 3 or U4 such features and they strike
generally west and dip moderately to steeply south.

According to Mr. Uhrig, who accompanied me on the examination, the vein
material occurs along the gouge-filled fractures and is composed of
lenses of fine-grained lead sulfides and quartz. He showed me a few
pieces of vein material that consist of fine-grained galena that is
bounded by monzonite in which are abundant pyritohedrons of pyrite.

The vein material that he showegme is similar to that which was shipped
in former times. The o0ld records show that about 10 tons of ore were
sold which contained as much as 204 ounces silver per ton and 58 per-
cent lead (Umpleby, 1930, p. 172). Assay data listed by the applicant
show that some samples of the ore contain 125-153 ounces silver per

ton and 68-85 percent lead.

I examined some specimens of ore that have been stored at the home of
the owner of the claims, a Mrs. Wilson, in Hailey, Idaho. Some of the
specimens indicate that the vein was as much as 6 inches thick. As
there is no vein material exposed on the property, I have no way of
knowing what the maximum thickness of the veins are or were.

There has been only a small amount of work done to explore the veins.
The work includes a caved adit about 50 feet below the broad bulldozed
area and two short adits in the bulldozed area. A small part of each
of the two short adits can be seen in the steep walls of the bulldozer
cut. The work that has been done indicates that the veins could be
followed along strike for about 80 feet. Mr. Uhrig said that the lower
caved adit is about 150 feet long; I did not learn from him how per-
sistent the vein was in the adit. Bulldozer trenches higher on the
hill and west of the bulldozed area (fig. 1) failed to expose any
veins.





There is a possibility that the veins represent extensions of veins
that have formed along a contact zone between older sediments and
the quartz monzonite; this contact is concealed beneath the younger
lavas. The fact that the veins cannot be followed very far to the
west supports this idea in part. To test this possibility would
require some drilling through the lavas and, as their thickness is
unknown, some long holes might be necessary.

Two other possibilities are that the veins are the roots of an ore
body which has been removed by erosion or that the veins are the
upward extensions of a larger ore body at depth. Drill holes
several hundred feet long might be necessary to test that latter
possibility.

Mr. Uhrig said that the ore or vein in the lower adit terminated
against blue-gray gouge or blue granite. From his description, I got
the idea that the ore terminated against a fault. The nature of this
fault could not be learned from surface exposures and hence one can
only guess as to its significance.

APPLICANT*S PROPOSAL

The applicant proposes to explore for extensions of the veins by drill-
ing a series of percussion drill holes. Two holes will be drilled from
each station; one hole will be inclined L5° N. and the other will be
vertical. There will be 12 drill stations, each one 50 feet from the
next and they will be on an east-west line about 100 feet south of the
outcrop of the vein. The inclined holes will be about 100 feet long
and the vertical holes will be about 180 feet long. The applicant
submitted a bid from a driller in Valley, Washington, who would do the
work for $1.50 per foot if he could be assured of a minimum of 5,000
feet with no hole longer than 150 feet. This driller is one who has
had experience with percussion drilling in the magnesite quarries near
Chewelah, Washington. Other parts of the application indicate that

the total cost of the proposed work will be close to $18,500.00.

APPRATSAL OF APPLICANT'S PROPOSAL

The work the: applicant proposes will explore a short distance below

the level at which old adits and the bulldozing have exposed the veins.
The old work does not indicate a very marked increase of the vein

with depth. There seems little reason to expect that the vein will be
of minable width at the deepest level the proposed holes will penetrate.

I think that a well-planned exploration proposal could have two or more
objectives. One would be to determine if the alteration seen in the
bulldozer cuts is only a near-surface phenomenon or is it related to
the mineralization of the veins. Another objective would be to deter-
mine if the veins increase in thickness and quantity to the east from
the presently explored area; this would be in the direction toward an
assumed contact between the quartz monzonite and the older sediments






that is now covered by younger lavas. Another objective could be to
test at considerable depth, say 500 feet or more, the character of
the veins. I don't think any of these objectives will be realized by
the applicant's proposal.

If the applicant's project should be successful in finding extensions
of the vein, it is highly doubtful that the total amount of new ore

to be indicated by the work will be sufficient to justify the costs.
The veins at the surface were only a few inches thick and even if they
should double in thickness in another 100 feet of depth, they would
contain only a very small tonnage of ore, albeit of high silver and
lead content.

SUMMARY AND CONCLUSIONS

A vein or several small veins containing high-grade silver and lead

ore have been explored by very limited workings on the applicant's
property. At the time of the examination no vein was seen as bull-

dozer work had stripped away all ore-bearing rock. Host rock is

altered quartz monzonite, which has intruded older sedimentary rocks.

The contact between the intrusive and the sedimentary rocks is obscured
beneath younger lava flows. Perhaps, the narrow veins on the applicant's
property are extensions westward from ore deposits that are along the
concealed contact.

The applicant's proposal to test for deeper extensions of the veins
by drilling relatively short percussion drill holes will not prove
much ore if successful. It is recommended that the application be
denied. '
