Although the enclosed application is weak in many respects, we are 
forwarding it for the following reasons: 


1. Docket OME-63i6 contains more relevant technical data than 
these people are capable of supplying. 


2. The proposed project is essentiallr the same as that provided 
for, but not completed, in the above docket, Contract 2178. 


3. From past dealings with these people, it is doubtful that 
more than the barest minimum data necessary will be forthcoming. It 
is also doubtful that they are capable of following too closely any 
contract specifications. This all really puts the matter in the 
realm of policy decisions. 


It is recommended that the applicant be advised that his application 
cannot be accepted until he provides the following documents and 
data:


1. Assurance that he could pay his share of the costs for the 
work proposed, as stated in the third paragraph of Mr. Johnson's 
letter of February lli. , 1969. 


2. Copies of letters he wrote to the First Security Bank of .. 
Anaconda and the First National Bank, Anaconda, as required under 
item 1(a) on the back of the application form. 


3. Although it is difficult to ascertain from his level plan 
precisely where the face of the drift is, it appears to be about 30 k-


to li.0 feet west of the last sample. The applicant should be required

to furnish assays of channel samples taken across the vein at not 
more than 10-foot intervals between sample l 819 and the face. In 
addition to assay certificates, the location, width, and. sample 
number must be shown on the level plan map. 


I am not recommending that the Operator be required to furnish bids 
for the X-ray drilling because long holes, say 1eOtto 50 feet at 10-
to 15-foot intervals, would be much more practical. Moreover, the 
way he has put it, the X-ray drilling is the only work he proposes 
to do on the 300 level. 


JThe prior contract provided for 100 feet of X-ray drilling southerly 
/) from the face of the drift east. If the results were encouraging, 


the drill hole would be followed by a drift. When it became possible 
to inspect the drill site, it was found to be about 10 feet below 
the level. Accordingly, Amendment No. 2 provided a more realistic 
site. The hole was never drilled so this is as good('l) a bet as it 
ever was and is more practical than the proposed winzing and cross-
cutting.
