INTRODUCTION ¥

The Growler Gold Corporation has applied fornaﬁﬁﬁiﬁﬁzﬁﬁﬁﬁe to explore for
silver ore on the Falling Star claims by drifting and crosscutting. I ex-
amined the property on Saturday, July 25, 1970, and was accompanied by

Mr. Paul B. Pincock, Vice-President of the Corporation, and his son. We
rode up West Pass Creek valley in the applicant's truck to a washout in
the road and walked the rest of the way to the mine. I made a brunton

and tape survey of part of the property and collected four samples for
assay. Three and a half hours were spent at the property.

RECOMMENDATION

I recommend -that the application be denied. Ore on the applicant's prop-
erty occurs in isolated pods of epidote-rich tactite and consists of a
mixture of sphalerite and galena. Assay results indicate that the silver
values are less than half the combined lead-zinc values and, in most
samples, are less than the lead values. The pods of ore exposed on the
surface are widely separated and probably cannot be traced far under-
ground. Selective mining might produce a few tons of lead-zinc ore from
each pod but it is doubtful that a significant tonnage of silver-bearing
ore exists on the property.

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PROPERTY

The applicant has a 20-year lease from the Tempest Mining Corporation,
Gooding, Idaho, on two groups of claims; one near the head of West Pass
Creek and the other near the confluence of West Pass Creek with the
East Fork of the Salmon River. He reported in a letter dated May 2,
1969, that the lower claims had been released to the owner in return
for which the owners agreed to sign the Lien and Subordination Agree-
ments. The claims subject to the application are recorded at Challis,
Custer County, Idaho, as follows:

The application includes a map of the claims. However, in my examina-
tion, I found that the location notice for the Falling Star No. 1 claim

-was on the Falling Star No. 3 claim as shown by the applicant. I did

not check the location notices on the other claims.

Development includes an adit about 4O feet long, and several shallow
prospect pits (fig. 1). There are no permanent buildings on the property.

LOCATION AND ACCESSIBILITY

The Falling Star claims are near the head of West Pass Creek on the north
slope of the Boulder Mountains (see Hailey, Idaho, 30-minute quadrangle
sheet). The applicant lists their location as being in sec. 27, T. 7 N.,
R. 17 E., Custer County, Idaho. According to the Hailey, Idaho, quad-
rangle sheet the altitude is approximately 9500 feet (fig. 1 - Geologic,
Claim, and Index maps, Falling Star Prospect, sec. 27, T. 7 N., R. 17 E.,
Custer County, Idaho). Hillslopes are steep and heavily timbered.

To reach the property, drive south from Challis, Idaho, on U. S. highway
93 for 22 miles to the road that follows the East Fork of the Salmon
River. TFollow the East Fork road 10 miles to the end of the paving,

and continue an additional 19 miles to West Pass Creek. The applicant
maintains a bulldozed road along West Pass Creek for 5 miles to his
property; on the day of the examination, however, it was impossible to
cross an unbridged stream near his camping trailer, and we had to walk
about a half mile to the adit. The total distance from Challis, Idaho,
is 56 miles. '

The application states that the property could be worked seven months
of the year. Snow commonly prevents access from mid-November to mid-
April. :
GEOLOGY

Ore on the Falling Star claims occurs in pods of tactite that are en-
closed by gray to black siliceous limestone which has been intruded
by quartz diorite porphyry (fig. 1). The limestone is part of the
Wood River Formation of Paleozoic age and the quartz diorite porphyry
is of Tertiary age. (Umpleby, Westgate, and Ross, 1930, pl. 1). Ore
minerals are predominately sphalerite and galena; there are minor
amounts of chalcopyrite. ‘





The limestone is very fine-grained and probably was dark gray to black
originally. Within the adit (fig. 1) there are remnants of black lime-
stone but near the tactite the rock is light gray to white. Other lime-
stone exposures are light gray. Beds in the adit strike N. 70-75° W.
and dip‘80° S. Elsewhere the replacement by silica has largely obscured
bedding. .

Blocks of porphyritic rock containing phenocrysts of quartz and white
feldspar crystals in a fine-grained groundmass litter the slopes, and
this suggests that intrusive rocks are nearby. No contact between
limestone and igneous rock is exposed in the area examined.

The tactite occurs as lenticular pods and is conspicuous for it weathers
dark brown. On fresh surfaces it is greenish gray and appears to be
composed mainly of epidote although diopside is probably present. The
largest pod of tactite seen is in the upper adit; this pod is 6.6 feet
thick at the portal of the adit and can be traced uphill for more than
100 feet along the slope, where it thins to less than 3 feet. It ex-
tends only about 25 feet into the adit, where it thins to a feather
edge. It trends parallel to the beds in the adit. Other pods are less
easily measured and some appear only as scablike features on the steep
slopes underlain by siliceous limestone. It is highly doubtful that
any one pod contains more than a few hundred tons.

Ore minerals, mainly sphalerite but with lesser amounts of galena, are
conspicuous in much of the tactite and in some places comprise more than
20 percent of the rock. The ore minerals are crudely aligned along what
were probably bedding planes; in many places, however, the sulfides form
lenticular masses with irregular outlines. The sphalerite is very dark,
suggesting deposition at high temperature. The mineralization is typical
of contact-metamorphic deposits, except that no magnetite is present.
Examination with a mineralite failed to disclose any scheelite.

Samples were taken of the ore mineralized rock at several locations and
have been assayed for gold, silver, lead, zinc, and copper. Assay re-
sults indicate that the silver content is much less than half the value
of the ore. Assay data submitted by the applicant also indicate that
the main values in the ore are lead and zinc. Assay results are as
follows:

Silver constitutes less than half the value of the samples as indicated
by the assay data. The silver/lead ratio was calculated to determine
if the silver would constitute a significant proportion of the value

of crude ore, it being assumed that no payment would be made for zinc.
Here again the figures show that the silver equalled or exceeded the
value of lead in only 3 samples out of a total of 10. The ore should
be classed as mainly lead-zinc with lesser values in silver.

The tactite pods are isolated from each other and there is no good evi-
dence that a large mass of tactite exists at depth. The total amount
of ore mineralized rock probably constitutes several hundred tons but
very careful and selective mining must be practiced to remove and ship
the rock profitably.

APPLICANT'S PROPOSAL

The applicant proposes to drive an adit into the hill and follow the
tactite from a bulldozed cut about 129 feet below the old adit (fig. 1).
He plans to drift 300 feet and crosscut 200 feet. He estimates that

the total cost of the work will be $158,113.00.

APPRATISAL OF PROPOSAL

Small pods of lead-zinc ore occur in tactite on the applicant's property;
silver constitutes less than half the value of the ore. Drifting, as
proposed, might be successful in following a tactite zone for several
tens of feet; it is doubtful if the tactite is part of a zone continu-
ous for several hundred feet. The best way to explore the tactite
bodies is to mine them individually and maep them carefully to learn

if they have a common orientation or possibly will point toward in-
tersections where the tactite zones will be larger. As the main values
are lead and zinc, and the silver constitutes less than half the value
of the ore, exploration of the deposits could not qualify for OME as-
sistance. Even if the silver were a more significant part of the ore,
exploration as proposed by the applicant could not be recommended.
