Enclosed is an application for OME assistance in exploring for silver 
ore in the DeLamar district, Owyhee County, Idaho. The applicant is 
an Idaho Corporation formed as part of an agreement between the North 
American Silver Corporation, an Idaho corporation, and Mikaris 
Holdings, Ltd., an Ontario, Canada, corporation, who is the majority 
stock holder in the .new corporation. 


The Glen Silver Mining Corporation owns or controls 17 unpatented 
claims and holds Mining Lease and Option to Purchase Agreements on 


5 additional unpatented and 7 additional patented claims., These 
claims are northwest of those that were covered by Docket No. OI4E-
61.55, Contract No. 22ll. , Continental Quicksilver, Inc. (peLamar Mine). 
Copies of all the agreements are in the application. Th applicant 
has been unsuccessful in obtaining signatures on the Lien and 
Subordination Agreements, and if a contract is offered, will fur-
nish a Performance Bond. 


The application is complete as regards letters to the banks, bids 
for drilling, assay maps, and description of the project proposal. 
Copies of assay data are included, but there is no identifying number 
on the assay maps that will permit a comparison between the assay 
data and the figures on the assay maps. 


The assay maps do not show geology, except on the small/scale com-
posite plan map, and one cannot be certain as to the type of mate-
rial that was sampled. Presumably, the higher silver values are in 
quartz stringers, but the number, orientation, and thickness of the 
stringers is not shown. One cannot determine from the assay map if 
there are silver values in. the country rock between the; quartz 
stringers.

The type of deposit sought is "an area of stringers and dissemina-
tions large enough to support an open-pit mining operation." No 
details are given as to the necessary silver content that is re-
quired.. Assay data indicate broad zones that contain from 1 to 3 
ounces silver per ton, and this grade of rock must be rich enough 
to be of interest to the applicant. 


The composite plan map shows that 18 trenches have crosscut the 
zone to be explored. These trenches are 150-200 feet apart and 
appear to have explored the limits of the silver mineralized area. 
The additional 3,550 feet of trenches proposed by the applicant do 
not seem justified. 


Diamond core drilling to explore the downward projection of the 
mineralized zone or zones is planned from six surface drill sites 
and from underground in the "200 adit." The cross-section map does 
not show the expected dip of the mineralized zone, but the holes are 
planned to explore vertically below thesurface showings. There is 
no suggestion in the application that the rock to be penetrated by 
the core drilling will be richer than that exposed in the trenches. 


Additional information required before an appraisal of the applica-

(a) Glen Silver Mining Corporation owns, or controls, a block of 
29 contiguous mining claims. It is the outright owner of 17 unpaténted 
claims and holds Mining Lease and Option to Purchase Agreements on two 
additional groups of 6 claims each. Of the claims covered by these 
agreements, 7 are patented and 5 are unpatented. Copies of all the 
pertinent agreements are attached.

Item 3. Physical Description: 


(a) The claims lie along the descending northwesterly flank of 
DeLamar Mountain immediately west of the old DeLamar Mine property, 
which they adjoin. A number.of old workings are scattered along 'the 
claims but efforts to reopen them' 'have been largely unsuccessful to 
date. Recent exploration has been chiefly by bulldozer trenching and 
approximately $k5,000 was spent on this activity last year including 
samping, assaying, and related engineering and geological services. 
The known workings are shown on the attached map, which also shows 
the proposed work for the next phase of exploration. There are no 
production facilities. 


(b) The recent bulldozer trenching mentioned above was done 
by the present owners. 


(c) There are no 'production records known from any previous 
operations on these claims. Piper and Laney (Idaho Bureau, of Mines 
and Geology, Bulletin 11, 1926) do, however, tabulate the production 
of the adjoining DeLamar Mine from 1888 1911+ as 1+02,552 troy ounces 
of gold and 5,873,088 troy ounces of silver from which a total of 
$12,k35,797 were realized. 


(d) No ore reserves have been estimated from the present 
limited exploration work. 


(e) The DeLamar area is largely underlain by a thick series 
of rhyolites, thought to be of Miocene age, which have been the most 
prolific host rocks for the 'gold-silver ores of the Silver City 
DeLainar District. The rhyolites are altered and brecciated in 
patterns which are not thoroughly'understood at present and, in the 
Glen Silver property, are cut by numerous northerly trending stringers 
of quartz.. Fine-grained silver suiphides and suipho-salts (argentite 
and ruby silvers probably predominating) accompany the quartz stringers 
and also occur as exceedingly fine-grained dissemination in the 
siicified and brecciated rhyolites. The type of deposit sought is 
an area of stringers and dissemination large enough to support an 
open-spit mining operation. \ithat is currently known of the detailed 
local geology is shown on the attached map of the property. 


(f) All of the bulldozer trenches, and such of the underground 
workings as were available, were sampled in 1968. The attached seven 
detailed assay maps show the location and results of the samples taken. 
Basic practice was to sample in 10-foot increments for silver values 
and to composite the samples into greater widths (20 - 50 feet) for 
gold determinations. Copies of the assay sheets are also attached. 
Along the 3,1+00 feet of length which were tested in a preliminary way 
by the trenching, some truly significant widths averaging more 'thank 
1 ounce of silver per ton were uncovered. It is hoped that further" 
work will disclose sufficient areas of continuous mineralization to 
make a mining operation economically feasible.

Item k. Accessibility of Property: 


(a) Either Mr. Glen Teague, Nyssa, Oregon (telephone 5O3-37228k7) 
or Mr. Glen Pegrain, Homedale, Idaho (telephone 2O8..337-k385) would be 
glad to act as a guide to the property. It is reached by dirt road 
from Sheaville (3 miles south of Marsing, or 11 miles north of Jordan 
Valley, on U.S. Highway 95) and is 16 miles southeast of Sheavilie at 
the ghost town of DeLamar. From DeLamar to the claims requires a 
pickup, or preferably a kwheel drive vehicle, for the one-mile drive 
over DeLamar Mountain and along the bulldozer access roads.. 


(b) Shipping and supply points are Boise, Idaho (95 miles 
distant) or Jordan Vallay, Oregon (27 miles distant). 


Item 5. Exploration Work: 


(a) Proposed exploration consists of diamond drilling and 
additional bulldozer trenching. The attached map, and cross section 
through the "200 Adit", show the location and footage planned for 
each type of work. The drilling program is divided between underground 
drilling from the "200 Adit" and surface drilling at various intervals 
along a strike-length of 3,000 feet. Six surface holes total 3,600 
feet and seven underground holes total 2,975 feet, for a grand total 
of 6,575 feet of diamond drilling. The bulldozer trenching amounts to 
a total of 3,550 feet in nine separate cuts. The program wa laid out 
both to test areas in which previous work had shown values, and to 
probe for possible extensions and for new areas not already indicated. 
It is not expected to constitute a complete and definitive program, 
but it seems about all that can be intelligently planned at this stage.

(c) Work could be started immediately after the execution of 
an OME contract and should be completed within a maximum period of 
six months thereafter. Expected progress for diamond drilling should 
be 1,500 feet per month, and for bulldozing could be 150 feet per day.
